.Caml}ri<^e, Mass., Sept. 24.— 
From Mt. Holyoke college where 
he spent a year in classes as the 
only man surrounded by 1,000 
beautifiil girls, Ralph Boas, Jr;, 
slim youth of 16, today entered 
classes at Harvard for men only.

The youth is the son of Prof. 
Boas of the ^ g lis h  Department 
at Mt. Holyoke, who thought it 
would be a good idea for the lad 
to spend a year in a woman’s 
college.

“ I didn^t enjoy it,” said young 
Boas. “1 don’t like women and 
thnt’s probably because I ’ve seen 
so much of them.”

Court House, White Plains, N, Y., 
Sept. 24.—Earle F. Peacox took the 
witness stand in his own defense at 
11:20 a. m. this morning, at his trial 
fc? the murder of his “Butterfly” 
bride, Dorothy, whom he strangled 
on their first wedding annivejrsar:-.

The 22-year-old radio expert was 
natUly attired in a blac’c  suit and 
black bow tie. His black hair was 
neatly slicked back. He sat for­
ward in the witness stand, nervous­
ly gripping his hands, and his dark 
face wore its characteristic, pout.

A  huge audience of men, women 
smd young girls packed the court­
room to toe doors.

Peacox testified he first met Doro­
thy at a swimming pool near Yon­
kers in 1921.

Their First Meeting 
‘Tt was accidental,” toe defend­

ant testified. “The pool was full of 
girls. One of them fell into toe 
water and I pulled her out.”

(By Defense Attorney Sidney A. 
Syme): -

Q. And she was Dolly?
A. Yes.
Peacox said Dorothy was his 

“ first girl.”  He had not gone 
around with other girls.

The court sustained objections to 
a question as to whether he had 
gone with Dorothy to see a doctor 
In Yonkers before they were en- 
■gaged. , ^

Were Married
Q. Did you give Dorothy an̂  en­

gagement ring and also a wedding 
ring?

IQ. When were you married?
A. April 21, 1928. A  week later 

we went to her mother’s home to
live. , ,

Peacox spoke with a deep, low 
voice. He lost his nervousness un­
der toe suave, considerate question­
ing of his attorney.

Peacox told of a quarrel he had 
with Dorothy in July last year.

“Our natures were different,” ex­
plained toe defendant. “ I liked to 
stay at home and she liked to go.out. 
to parties. Besides I was working 
many nights, so complications 
arose."

Q. What were those complica­
tions?

A. She came home late, about one 
o’clock in toe morning, and I told 
her I did not Uke i t  Dofiy told me 
if I did not like it I could do what 
I wanted about it. Her mother had 
gone away on a visit at toe time. 

Tired of Marriage 
“ Dolly” told him she was ’’tired of 

this make believe marriage,”  toe 
witness said. She also ssdd that in 
her mother’s presence, and *toe 

‘ mother, Mrs. Adelaide Heinzleman, 
said if they could not get along she 
guessed they had better part.

Q. Had there been any other rea­
son for your quarrel? ^

A. Yes, I told Dolly that she was 
entirely too intimate with Eugene 
Bussey. I knew she had written to 
Crene. I told her I objected to Gene 
saying in a letter it was all risW 
for him to love her and for her to 
care for him “ so long as I did not 
know about it.”

Introduces Bussey 
Bussey is a former student of 

Johns Hopkins University, Balti­
more. He and Peacox had been close 
friends. Peacox said he had known 
Bussey for nine or ten years, that 
he had obtained a radio position for 
him. He brought Bussey to his home 
last Jime and introduced him to 
“DoUy.”

Another yoimg man, Roy Nelson, 
was also writing to “Dolly,”  Pea­
cox said. The witness declared he 
told his wife to “stop writing” to 
Nelson.

DAWES,
END THEIR WORK

Nothing More to Do Until 
F r i d a y  When Premier 
Starts on Way to U. S.

London, Sept. 24.—One “social 
conference” at which toe American 
envoy will probably do nothing 
more than ask to be remembered 
to toe folks back home, will be 
held between Prime Minister J. 
Ramsay MacDonald and Ambassa­
dor Charles G. Dawes before toe 
former sails for toe United States 
Friday.

It was learned today that for 
toe present. Premier MacDonald 
and Dawes have cbmpleted toeir 
negotiations looking toward a 
world disarmament conference, and 
that their next meeting, to be held 
between now smd sailing time, will 
be a purely personal one.

To Extend Invitation
Before toe premier sails, he is 

expected to issue formal invitations 
to France, Italy and Japan to join 
with Great Britain and America in 
a five-power disarmament confer­
ence, schediUed to be held in Lon­
don toe third week in January.

Original plans for Britain and 
America to issue toe invitations 
jointly have been abandoned, and 
Premier MacDonald will take care 
of toe matter himself, though toe 
medium of toe British ambassadors 
in toe capitals of toe three nations 
which are being solicited to parti- 
ripata. iu ,yie.pfLri<|iy>

There is still some concern in 
authoritative British quarters, how­
ever, regarding toe attitude of 
Frfmce and Italy toward an Anglo- 
Americao agreement. Strong hints 
have been made in official 
circles that neltoer country is like­
ly to cease building submarines, 
Emd also that both insist land dis­
armament be linked up with naval 
reduction.

Washington, Sept 24.—President 
Hoover’s power to raise or loww 
tariff duties to meet changing costs 
of production in toe industrial world 
was projected into toe Senate’s tar­
iff fight today with a Democratic- 
insurgent coalition seeking to elim­
inate toe flexible tariff provision 
from toe nfew bill.

With Democrats taking toe lead, 
toe coalition will try to strip toe 
President of all his tariff powers 
and to restore to Congress toe sole 
authority for fixing rates. There 
.also will be subsequent battle over 
organization of toe United States 
tariff commission, with the coedi­
tion hopeful of limiting that body’s 
duties to acting as an advisory 
agency for Congress.

Cost of Production.
The battle over toe president’s 

tariff-making powers was simplifled 
to a large extent by toe Senate fi­
nance committee’s action in agree­
ing to the "cost of productipn” 
clause already approved by the 
House. Originally, toe committee 
recommended a change by which toe 
president would be empowered to 
change rates to “meet changing 
conditions of competition” in any 
industry.

The net result of these decreases 
in the tax rates has been an actual 
increase in revenue to toe govern­
ment. Business was greatly stimu­
lated, by such tax reduction, and 
persons of great wealth foimd it of 
advantage to take toeir surplus 
funds opt of tax exempt securities 
and place them in productive busl- 
nessr something that was not re- 
garded as feasible when the normal 
and surtaxes took more than half 
of big Incomes.

Several Forms
The new tax cu^ may take several 

forms, in addition to earned income 
relief. In toe 1928 Act toe corpor­
ations were toe chief beneficiaries, 
with a reduction from 13% to 12 
per cent, while the automobile sal-s 
tax wasi repealed and toe amuse­
ment tax on tickets costing less 
than $3 was eliminated.

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A HOOVER JOB
While it is improbable that 

President Hoover's internal water­
ways plans had much to do, direct­
ly, with the piling up ot his great 
majority last November, it is quite 
possible that it had a considerable 
effect in presenting him to the peo­
ple in the light of an independent 
and far-sighted economic thinker. 
Not very many people in this coun­
try are deeply interested in water­
ways development, but those who 
do take any interest in the subject 
are enthusiastic and, what is more 
to the point, mostly influential. It 
may be that in a very short time 
the subject will be better under- 

. stood and consequently better ap­
preciated. ^

At all events Mr. Hoover is re­
ported as being ready to present 
the first of his waterways plans to 
Congress in December. It is to be 
the completion of the Lakes-to-Gulf 
waterway which for many decades 
has intrigued the imagination o f  
economists and progressive think­
ers.

Piecemeal and proceeding from 
widely varying origins, various links 
in this waterway have been con­
structed or plsumed, but Mr. Hoo­
ver’s conception o f one consistent 
scheme of water-borne cargo move­
ment from the Great Lakes to the 
Gulf by the union of these links Is 
completely new as far as govern­
ment is concerned.

The creation of a deep draft 
channel in the Mississippi from 
New Orleans to Grafton at the 
mouth of the Illinois river has been 
authorized and established. The 
deepening of the Illinois river from 
its mouth some 250 miles upstream 
to Utica, near LaSalle, has also 
been authorized. In the other direc­
tion, the operations of the Chicago 
Sanitary District and the state of 
Illinois have produced, in the new 
drainage canal connecting the Chi­
cago river and the Desplaines river 
and so with the Illinois river, other 
links extending from Lake Michi­
gan to Utica which will lend them­
selves readily to the proposed wa­
terways mer'ger.

So that the Hoover plan for a 
Lakes-to-Gulf waterway is, after 
all, merely a proposal to get busy 
with facilities already completed or 
in the maitiTig and shake them into 
a completed whole by the applica­
tion of definite purpose and—com­
paratively speaking—a little money.

It is highly probable that be­
cause the President has thrown his 
informed and vigorous personality 
into this work it will be speedily 
accomplished. It is just about as 
probable that If we didn’t happen 
to have an engineer for President 
the creation of a planned waterway 
between Chicago smd New Orleans, 
hovering on the verge of realiza­
tion, would continue to dally along 
imtil it grew into being, aftfer a 
fashion, by sheer accident forty or 
fifty years hence.

The Doukhobors came to Canada 
from Russia about thirty years ago, 
after an experience of a hundred 
and fifty years of persecution, their 
emigration from their native land 
having been made possible by the 
interest o f Count Leo Tolstoy and 
o f the Society of Friends (Quak­
ers) whose religious beliefs and 
those of the Doukhobors are very, 
closely allied. The sect was small, 
even in Russia, numbering only 
about 12,000 persons. After having 
been driven from pillar to post 
cause they were non-conformists to 
the Greek chur^ , about 7,600 of 
them finally landed in northwest 
c!ftnada. where they were allotted 
land by the government and receiv­
ed financial assistance from the 
Quakers. They prospered and soon 
asked the (Quakers to cease sending 
them money.

Quaker-like, they scorn religious 
ceremony, bleleve that the Spirit 
of God is present in the soul of 
man and directs him by its word 
within him. The whole teaching of 
the Doukhobors is penetrated with 
the spirit of love. They are essen­
tially pacifists.

What on earth could have hap-, 
pened to set this particular group 
of Doukhobors in Saskatchewan on 
the war path, wandering aimlessly 
about the country and giving bat­
tle to whosoever sought to inter­
fere with them, hasn’t been made 
clear in the news dispatches. But 
the episode is as amazing a one as 
if a bimch of Quakers were to sud­
denly go out on their muscle and 
start to fighting cops.

Manchester people of all religious

ach or intestinal gas.

A  distended stomach from over­
eating can of course produce a tem­
porary pressure, but in the chron­
ic cases there is always a tendancy 
to flatulence which still further re­
tards the action o f a poorly func­
tioning diaphragm.

There are» many contributing 
causes which may precipitate an at­
tack. The patient’s sensitiveness to 
certain kinds of food, the breath^ 
ing of an Irritating odor from flov - 
ers, horsehair, etc., the retarding in­
fluence o f moist climates upon skin 
eliminations, local nose and throat 
infections—these must all be con­
sidered contributary causes, and al- 
ways secondary to the restricted 
diaphragm and the excessive mucus.

During an acute attack, the dif­
ficult breathihg may be relieved 
through injection of adrenalin, or 
the use .of some smoking powder 
containing opiates. Such remedies, 
of course, do not produce a cure.

Answer:—It is all right for you 
to take off surplus flesh at rate of 
10 pounds per month, but you can 
lose much faster than that if you 
will first take a short fast and then 
follow it with a limited diet, free 
from carbohydrates. There is no 
danger in reducing rapidly if you 
will follow the plan I have so often 
suggested in this column. It -t es­
sential for you to walk at least five 
miles daily if you wish to reduce 
the weight aroimd your hips and 
buttocks.

CHAPTER XI
With the establishment of the Zep­

pelin Foundation in 1908, a reorgan­
ization of the little company v/as 
effected. The genius of the old 
count had drawn brilliant young men 
to his side. Young Karl Maybach, 
then 22, a son of the chief eng îneer 
of DMmler, had come in, had de­
signed a new engine that was to 
overcome the motor troubles which 
had already cost Zeppelin two ship.s.

Another young man, Claude 
Domier, of French extraction, was 

• working on control surfaces, on 
rudders and fins, on the effect of 
the ship’s shape on its speed, and 
was imcovering some interesting 
findings not applicable to the air­
ship. Later they had him working 
on airplanes. The factory for 
Domier flying boats was erected 
not far from tjie Maybach motor 
plant, both as subsidiaries of the air­
ship building copipany which drew 
the sonorous name of Luftschiffbau 
Zeppelin.

Herr Colsman became treasurer 
and business manager of the con - 
cem, thus releasing for business de­
tail the energies of the young 
geniuses gathered about the old 
coimt.

Ludwig Duerr, engineer, who had 
joined the count at 21, became a 
wheel horse of the organization.
Duerr’s confidence never wavered 
even when the older man grew dis­
couraged. He was the conscientious 
artisan and constructor of well- 
made ships.

All of the flights carried army 
smd navy men who wevj taking 
training. For the German navy 
was beginning to buy airships 
and looked to DELAG to instruct 
its personnel: Every German air­
ship pilot in the world learned his 
art from Hugo Eckener.

Delag operations ended with the 
outbreak of the World War. Up to 
that time the five ships had made 
nearly 1600 flights, carried 35.(M)0 
passengers, had flown the equivalent 
of̂  four times around the world.

Eckener was beginning to thinK 
of still wider operations ahead. As 
early as 1913 in an article—for he 
was still writer, as well as pilot 
and business man—he suggested a 
possibility of a tie-flp with steam­
ship companies, so that the pas­
sengers could be picked up at Ham­
burg, Cherbourg and Southampton  
and carried to cities in the in­
terior at a great saving of time 
over that reauired bv the railroads.

Tt might be possible, he said to 
fly a ship over the Atlantic. The 
route from Spain to Brazil with fa­
vorable trade winds wasn't at all a 
fairy story, he wrote.

grew apace. If DELAG was not 
able to build hangars as fast as de­
sired, progressive municipalities be- 

, gan to put up the great sheds so 
1 that they could benefit from Zep­
pelin service. So came the sheds 
at Dusseldorf in 1910, at Johannes- 
thal near Berlin, and at Gotha in 
1911, while Hamburg and Leipzig 
and Dresden put up hangars in 
1913. Most of them were double 
sheds, accommodating two ships.

Eckener. What would they do with was then 42—the . doctor dictated
him now?

Eckener himself knew better per­
haps than any of the others *the 
necessity of public approval. He 
argued that airship building was not 
an abstruse science, not a thing of 
the laboratory, that the airship, to 
succeed, must go out and do its part 
in a world of business and com­
merce; that it must take on the har­
ness of the pack mule and the sail­
ing boat, must be at its job of carry­
ing men and goods. . .

Very well, they would organize 
still another subsidiary, a commer­
cial operating branch. Eckener 
could take charge of operations 
there in addition to his duties of 
piloting ships. This was the begin­
ning of DELAG, popular name for 
Deutsche Luftschiffahrt A. G.

Subscriptions to the new sub­
sidiary opened up and it started with 
a paid in capital of three-quarters 
of a million dollars, the plan being 
to buy Zeppelin ships and use them 
in passenger and mail service.

An airship may make a free 
la n d in g  in the open wherever there 
are "enough men to pull the ship 
down, and may remain for any rea­
sonable amount of time.

But an. airship should haves a 
h a n g a r  to go to in Case of storm or 
to wait for more favorable weather. 
Otherwise large crews of men would 
have to be standing by at all times 
to attend the ship anjl might in case 
of a severe storm lose control of it.

A series of airports and hangars 
over Germany was necessary if the 
ships were to go freely to different 
points'for passengers, and to travel 
■with any degree of regularity and 
certainty.

the following recentiy:
“There was a prevailing opinion 

that it was impossible- to handle 
rigid airships of the Zeppelin type 
on land because the frame was too 
fragile, Trith the result that at ievery 
contact of the airship with the land 
severe damage would be inevitable. 
For that reason Count Zeppelin had 
chosen the-surface of Lake-^-Gonr 
stance as training grounds for his 
first flights. These fears, however, 
soon proved to be mostly without 
foundation and it . was established 
that with, some practice and skill it 
was entirely possible to handle rigid 
airships on land.

“Hojvever, I -might say that the 
first attempts to. establish a passen­
ger service lyith - the large airships 
were marked by so many difficul­
ties and sad experiences that those 
days became the hardest and sad­
dest of my life. In spite of my 
naturally good , nerves, to a' very 
short time I became so nervous and 
was tmder such strain that soon my 
hair turned gray and my health was 
seriously threatened.

“One difficulty was that because 
of lack of experience and also for 
financial reasons, we were com­
pelled to take hangars where they 
were available ^ thout considering 
meteorological conditions.' In most 
cases the offers from hangars came 
from large cities which were inter­
ested in being connected -with an 
airship transportation line. Thus 
we had very bitter experiences. On 
the one hand, the service should be 
reg;ular and on schedule, as the pas­
sengers expected to be carried at 
a definite time arid punctually.'' On 
toe other hand., the • results *were 
that 50 per* cerit of ’.all ' scheduled 
flights were made impossible, or at 
least very dangerous, on account of

stronger and stronger and soon the 
airship could resist no longer. Then, 
one after the other, two of the three 
motors fell out of order; then  ̂ of 
course, the fate of the airship was 
determined. 1 was compelled to let 
the ship strand in Rosenwalde in 
order to at least not endanger the 
lives of the passengers.

“Thus the first flight ended by a 
complete disaster, and more than 
ever the Zeppelin cause seemed to 
be threatened.

“Fortunately DELAG, who had 
ordered the ship, did not at once 
lose courage. They ordered a new 
one, and soon after a third one to 
be built. In time I learned to dis­
criminate between good and unfit 
hangars, and also to better judge 
the- meteorologlc conditions that 
make it difficult or even impossible 
to handle airships on land. Thus 
niany. Occidents triatv fortunately, 
were never so very swerri, resulted 
in :^eliable practice in the handling 
of the Zeppelin airships.”

At the beginning of operations, 
DELAG had only one shed; that was 
at Baden Baden. They built one in 
1919 at Frankfort and Luftschiff­
bau, the building company, erected 
one at Potsdam. The DELAG hang­
ars were equipped with electric 
lights, piping for hydrogen, dock­
ing rails which would hold the ship 
against cross hangar winds. All had 
railway connections as well with 
waiting rooms for passengers and 
crew and at each point was a 
meteorological station.

“Under such circumstances I was 
very often compelled to use strin­
gent measures to order to avoid the 
impression that--it WR3 ' iiopossibie 
to handle large stops tor transporta­
tion purposes. The results were im- 
avoidable.

“The very first passenger trans­
portation tri^ we imdertoOk; frbm 
Dusseldorf, ended to a catastrophe. 
By a narrow margin, we were suc­
cessful, after all, in bringing the 
ship out of the hangar, but soon 
after the start we became aware of 
toe fact that the weather conditions 
were still more unfavorable than-we 
had expected.

Children of the same height and 
age may vary in weight because 
of their hereditary and bectose of 
tendencies toward emancipation or 
obesity, which are a part of their 
nature.

In some schools children are 
weighed and measured with shoes 
and in other schools without 
shoes. The child with shoes seems 
taller and thinner than the one 
without. It therefore is not neces­
sarily a provision of good hygleue 
to insist on bringing all ctodren 
who seem to be slightly under­
weight to the figures. that are 
called normal.

Standard weight tables give av­
erage weights and there is a nor­
mal variation from these, it  is 
unfair to set the average weight 
as normal for all children. In­
deed, Professor Turner feels that 

' at least 10 per cent should be al­
lowed as a, limit of variation 
which should net cause any un­
due alarm or special attention,

Those children who are under­
weight because of slender build 
must be separated from those 
who are underweight because ot 
emaciation, bad health, or malou- 
trition. The physician in charge 
of the studies will be ’ able to 
make such a separation satisfac­
torily. „

The regular weighing of chil­
dren is important as it calls at­
tention to the \/hole health prob­
lem. However, too much em­
phasis should not be placed oo 
overweight In order to make up 
alleged deficiencies. Emphasis 
should be placed rather on good 
nutrition and on i;egular gains n 
weight each month. The failure 
of a school child to Sf-iti in weight 
Qver.. a period of several months 
must be considered abnormal and 
have the attention of the physi­
cian.

Anger Mustn’t be Retained.
It’s a bad thing for a child to 

nurse its anger. It’s far better if he 
gets rid of it at once, or better still 
if he never has it at all.'

Belf-control Is a good thing and 
a bad thing. In its higher sense, 
it is reasoning thing out'and accept­
ing them even i f  they aren’t to our 
own liking. In its weaker sense, it 
is merely swallowing an enormous 
rage that will consume us until, we 
cough it up. If there is. to be a 
temper explosion, far better tp have 
it over with on the spot than to 
nurse i t . . -
• Of course, temper tantrums can 
he caused by many other things 
thto  what we might call justifiable 
causes. After aU, most anger is un­
reasoning anger based on imagina­
tion rather than on reason.

This is likely to be the case if  a 
child Is ill or over-tired. Fatigued, 
jangled nerves are a breeding ground 
for all sorts of miserable emotions 
— anger among them.

If your child is habitually cross 
or irritable, very Ukely he is 
habitually ill, over-tired, or of the 
“nervous” disposition that often 
goes with growing.

Restless sleep, peculiar eating, 
complaints of always being badly 
treated by other people, go with all 
these types. 'And the temper tan­
trum is not infrequent.

>  Rest, Sleep Important.
Such a child should have all the 

rest and sleep he can possibly get. 
Don’t allow him to eat between 
meals except something very light 
such as milk, fruit or crackers, or 
at night after his regular supper.

Don’t pJlow the family to tease 
him. Keep him as free from worry 
as possible. Don’t shut him off al­
together from other children he 
should play with them outside of 
.school hours, but not enough to tire 
him. Have him go to bed early and 
regularly. If he has some work, let 
lt .be done early.

Often temper tantrums are quite 
deliberate and indulged in to gain 
some selfish end. If you suspect 
this—let him alone. Very j ^ n g  
children resort to this and do terrifv-' 
ing things sometimes, such as hold- 
inff their breath. But they’ll be aJl 
right. Don’t fuss or get altomed. 
Let th^m alone. The tantrums will 
disappear most amazingly after 
few unsuccessful demonstrations

Our Phil stole the show away 
from ̂ Victorio by taking what a po­
lice court judge would call a justi­
fiable verdict at the end « f  ten 
rounds but neither the man who 
won nor the man he licked looked 
any better than a dollar-ninety 

Scott Not Clever 
Scott had been sent in by the ad­

vance billing as a smart, shifty 
boxer. He wasn’t  last night. He 
fought the first round like a fish­
monger and almost went out under 
a left and right on the cucumber or 
profile. After that, he was less 
carefree with his chin but be wasn't 
fast, even against a chump like 
Campolo. As for the latter, he was 
supposed to be a hitter; yet he got 
in the first punch and still couldn't 
do anything else about it with the 
rest of the night at his disposal.^ 

Campolo No Puncher 
They said he had a great right to 

the body but he either did not show 
it or Scott must have ,.a."great body 
for a right. Anyuovi Campolo 
crashed his punch over all night 
long and nothing happened. In oth­
er words Scott, the man who is 
supposed to have a glass chin, and 
a  china-closet for a stomach, stop­
ped everything the big Latin had 
and still was coming on at the final 
Jrell.

So much for Campolo’s punch. 1 
was surprised that Scott had to 
take as many as he did. He is un­
derstood to be a fast boxer and 
there is nothing about Campolo to 
greatly occupy a gent of this type. 
Therefore I am assuming that 
Scott is not a fast boxer and that 
Campolo is not a great puncher. 
They must be something, of course. 
Off hand I guess they are a couple 
of guys who would look pretty good 
in the semi-windup at the next 
championship.

The fight which was the next to 
the closing act on the poorest 
heavyweight season that boxing 
has known in many a year drew a 
crowd of about 12,000 and nary a 
dissenting voice against the deci­
sion. Scott won with plenty to 
spare. He almost blew everything 
in the first round and although his 
handlers claimed that he drew a 
blank for the next seven as a result 
of Campolo’s right cross, our Philip 
fought with more sense than before 
the blank was drawn.

He said he knew nothing imtil 
the eighth. Yet he won because he 
knew too much for Campolo and 
what that makes Victorio, 1 don’t 
know. In any case, our Philip knew 
more about protecting himself, 
about smothering leads and about 
riding with pimches. He also knew 
enough to keep fiicking out with a 
left hand and this earned him the 
second and third rounds without 
contest. Also the fifth, the fourth 
being even.

A t this point it was evident that 
the only thing Campolo had was 
a right to the body and for the 
most part he didn’t seem to have 
much' ambition about landing that 
one either. He kept shoving it into 
Scott’s side as the sixth roimd open­
ed however, and with an occasional 
gesture from the same hand, at the 
rear of Philip’s neck, he managed 
to bluff Scott out of the roimd.

The seventh was even, nothing 
happening at an extremely brisk 
pace.

In the Eighth
In the eighth, Scott jumped back 

from a left lead and countered with 
a very authoritative right upper­
cut and that was nearly the end of 
the misspent evening. Campolo’s 
knees smote one another with great 
rapidity and he blinked in the very 
learned manner of the owl and, like 

I the latter, almost went to sleep on 
the situation.

He kept coming all the way to 
the bell, however, sind what had 
looked like incipient drama became 
merely an accident.

That punch was the big con- 
vincer of the fight. Up until then 
Campolo had a chance. After that, 
he had none. And the worst of it 
was, he knew it.

No 
matter what the rumors have been 
there was no question as to the 
honesty of the battle, Routis lost to 
a younger and better man. but not 
a gamer one. Routis couldn’t cope 
with the slugging of the lad who 
was pnknown until his name 
cropped up as the opponent to the 
champion.

Battalino couldn’t penetrate Rou­
tis’ turtle defense. I f  any of his 
spiteful smashes did go through 
Routis only , shook himself like a 
duck setter and walked in for more.

When Referee Bill Conway raised 
Battalino’s hand at the finsil bell, 
Battalino was so overcome wi. ' the 
joy of winning that he walked to 
the ropes, folded his arms over them 
and broke down and cried.
