NEW ENGLAND
TRAFFICMEN

RAP MERGERS

Favor All New England Sys-
tem Dut Oppose Loree
Plan Which Includes New

Haven Road.

Hartford, Oct. 3.—(AP)—The
New England Traffic League went
on record here today at its fall
meeting as favoring an all-New
England railroad system and as op-
posing such pending plans of con-
solidation as would link New Eng-
land roads with trunk lines. The

organization, in fact, instructed its
officers to appear hefore the Inter-
state Commerce Commission at
Washington in opposition to the so-

| called Loree merger plan affecting

sixteen railroads including the New
Haven road, and - to the Wabash
plan which would combine all New
England railroads, except the New
Haven, into a unit. The League ex-
pressed its belief that as soon as the
New England roads became a link
or trust lines shippers will lose many
of the transportation advantages
now enjoyed since under the present
system they have many outlets for
their products which might be shut
off in times of emergency if all were
controlleé by one gigantic concern.

Other Matters

Two other matters of importance
to New England industry were also
taken up. The League voted to send
representatives to Raleigh, N. C., on
November 11 at a hearing before the
Interstate Commerce Commission
with instructions to oppose any at-
tempt to raise the to and from
rates for Virginia. If the commis-
sion adjusts the Virginia rates by
reducing the to and from scale for
North Carolina, the League voted to
support this adjustment, but to op-
pose & rise in the Virginia rate to
compare with North Carolina lines.

Lower Rates

An opportunity for better compe-
tition with the middle western states
by means of a lower rate than is
available under the all-rail classifi-
cations was 2also accepted by the
League. It voted to notify the Min-
nesota-Atlantic Transit Company,
which operates steamships on the
lakes, that New Englana shippers
were interested in its proposition to
make rail-lake-rail rates for New
England ten percent lower than the
preseut all-rail rates. If this plan is
carried out, managers said, it would
give practically all of New Eng-
land's industries an opportunity to
compete with middlewestern states.

Approximately 100, traffic mana-
gers and other transportation ex-
perts for New England's industrial
establishments attended-the meeting
in the Egyptian room in Hotel Bond
today. The meeting was followed by
a luncheon.

HERO'S BIRTHDAY
PUZZLES SOLONS

New Hampshire Legislatue

to Observe Pulaski Anni-
versary Oct. 9; Died 11th.

Concord, N. H., Oct. 3.—(AP)—
The New Hampshire State Legisla-
ture at its last session, deliberated
with becoming dignity the question
of proclaiming general observance
of the 150th anniversary of the
death Patriot-Brigadier General
Casimir Pulaski, Revolutionary War
hero, at lepgth. In its wisdom, it
passed a prettily phrased resolution
setting October 9 as the day upon
which the memory of the patriot
should be duly honored. The Polish
residents of the state were pleased.
Everyone was happy.

Yesterday, Governor Charles W.
Tobey, with due solemnity, ordered
that the national colora be displayed
on public bulldings throughout the
state on Oct. 9. Then, some inquisi-
tive soul spoiled it all by declining
to take the governor's or the Legis-
lators’ word on such an important
matter as the date of the death of a
great patriot. He scanned a popular
encyclopedia and discovered that the
date of New Hampshire's observ-
vance was somewhat previous to the
fact inasmuch as General Pulaski
did not die on Oct. 9, but on October
11. The historical fact is that he was
wounded on Oct. 9, 1779 at the Seige
of Savannah, Ga., and that he died
two days later, the 11th, aboard a
ship. ' ]

The Wrong Date

There was much ado at the State
House today when the true facts
were learned. However, the office of
the secretary of state expressed the
opinion that New Hampshire must
celebrate General Pulaski's death on
October 9th whether the g%neral
died on October 9th or not, inasmuch
as the Legislature had so decreed.
The situation was not considered a
sufficient public emergency to justi-
fy the calling of a special session.

So the State of New Hampshire,
in affect, will celebrate the 150th

John Yale Drew Seen Com-
ing from English Shop
Where Man Is Found Dead

Reading, Eng., Oct. 3 —(AP) —
John Yale Drew, an actor whose
home was said to have been in
Massachusetts before he settled in
England in 1910, today was pointed
out as & man seen near the little
tobacco shop of Alfred Oliver on the
night Oliver was killed last June, an
inquest upon which is being held
here.

STRESEMANN DEAD:
GERMAN STATESMAN

Perhaps Best Known Diplo-
mat in Nation—Hac Been
[l for Months.

Berlin, Oct. 3—(AP)—Dr. Gus-
tav Stresemann, German foreign
minister and the Reich’s foremost
post-war statesman, died at 5:25 a.
m. today.of a heart attack which
followed &a paralytic stroke at 10
o'clock last night.

He was only 51 years old. He had
been in {ll health for .many months.
Although the paralytic stroke made
useless his entire right side his phy-
sicians hoped he would rally. The
heart attack came suddenly before
dawn however and death followed.
Frau Stresemann and his two sons
were at his bedside.

News of the foreign minister’s
death crept slowly throughout the
German capital; everywhere it came
as n. great shock. Flags were low-
ered to half mast and the city took
an appearance of mourning, for Dr.
Stresemann, perhaps &s no other
post war German commanded na-
tionwide respect, even from his bit-
terest political enemies.

The Reichstag ‘session at ten
o'clock was made a special session
of mourning for his death. Presi-
dent von Hindenburg, who spent his
birthday at Schorfheide Lodge,
was notified and was expected to
return to the capital immediately.

Martyr of Duty

Baden-Baden, Germany, Oct. 3.—
(AP.)—Dr. Gustav Stresemann,
Cermany's great post-war foreign
minister, who figured so prominent-
ly in her reconstruction work, died
an untimely death because he re-
fused to take care of himself and
insisted, though he was a sick man,
on giving more than his body could
atand to the cause of international
amity, - : .

More than a year and a half ago
he invited the Associated Press cor-
respondent in Berlin to dine alone
with him at an obscure restaurant.

In the course of conversation he
then remarked ‘“‘my physician ‘ad-
vises me to go to Egypt for a year
to cure kidney trouble. But
can I go, with all these internation-
al problems pending.

“It is easy enough for the doctor
to tell me what I ought to do. He
forgets that I have public duties to
pexforin."

Health Breaks

Soon after this conversation, Dr.
Stresemann's health broke down,
but even then he insisted on re-
maining in western Europe close
enough to the center of affairs to
guide Germany's foreign policy.
This failure to take a complete rest
in a hot climate unquestionab'y
hastened his death.

Death, sudden and unexpected, came
as he was about to announce ad-!
journment for lunch. '

A slight increase in revenue prob-
ably would result under the domes-
tic value system, HRHeed added, but
this would come only because “dis-
honest importers” would pay the
full duty intended by Congress.

NATION'S FARMERS

Feﬂeral Organization to
Teach Them Value of Co-
operative Marketing.

Washington, Oct. 3.— (AP)—
While members are explaining its
methods and intentions to the Sen-
ate agriculture committee, the Fed-
eral Farm Board is broadening its
organization to meet the increasing
demands for farm relief.

Pursuing a policy of conservative-
ness in the hope of brir ing per-
manent prosperity to agriculture,
the board has taken steps to edu-
cate the farmers to the advantages
of cooperative marketing and the
disadvantages of ' surplus produc-
tion. b

A Dbanking division to handle
loans from. the $500,000,000 fund
has been created and the coopera-
tive marketing division of the
Agriculture Department has been
transferred to the board by Presi-
dent Hoover to stimulate organiza-
tions of cooperatives.

Eduecational Campalgn

In addition, an educational cam-
paign to teach farmers, 75 per cent
of whom are not in the movement,
how to operate cooperatives Is get-
ting under way with "the assistance
of the Agriculture Department'’s
extension service and the land grant
colleges. . -

Although the loans of about $40.-
000,000 already made mostly are
supplemental to advances by the
Federal intermediate credit banks
on commodities, the board expects

to be able to make loans for facili-
ties to cooperatives to store crop
surpluses as soon as they g .

The cooperatives which have not
already ified for iocans will be
investiga by both the banking
and cooperative marketing divi-
sions, to give the board reasonable
assurance that the government
funds will be returned.

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DEFEAT OWN AIMS

The Senate's action in killing the
existing flexible tariff provision
whereby the President is empower-
ed to raise or lower the rates on
the various schedules upon recoms
mendation of the Tariff Commission
is probably as efficient & way as
could have been devised of destroy-
ing the tariff aspirations of _the
very people who voted for the so-
called Democratic plan.

Nothing can be much more cer-
tain than that President Hoover is
opposed to many tariff schedules
which he regards as unnecessarily
high. Nor is there any doubt that
he would ‘employ the flexible tariff
provision, if at all, much oftener
in Yavor of lower tariffs than in fa-
vor of higher rates.

The adoption of the Simmons
amendment, reposing in Congress
instead of the President the power
to adopt or reject Tariff Commis-
sion recommendations for increases
or decreases, deprives the Presi-
dent, so far as the Senate alone can
do so0, of any authority to exercise
this predilection in favor of mod-
erate tariff protection.

The probability is that the tariff
law, as eventually passed, because
of the eagerness of so many sena-
tors as well as representatives o
the Democratic side to obtain spe-
cial rates for special industries, will
contain many very high rates.

Tolay is the 13bth annivetsary of
the birth of George Bancroft, fam-
ous American historian.

Banecroft was born' at Worcester,
Mass., Oct. 3, 1800, the son of Rev.
Aaron Bancroft, a Unitarian clergy-
man.

He entered Harvard College at 13
and upon graduation went to Got-

history.

His great work was "The History
of the United States”, of which the
first volume appeared in 1834 and
the tenth 40 years later.

Bancroft was appointed secretary
of the navy by President Polk and
his management was marked by the
establishment of the naval academy
at Annapolis, which was devised
and organized on his sole imtiative
by an ingenious straining of execu-
tive authority.

He was minister to Prussia in
1867, to the North German Confed-
eration in 1868 and to the new Ger-
man Empire in 1871. _

Among the more important of his
many miscellaneous publications
were 'History of the Colonizations
of the United States”, "“The Neces- |
sity, the Reality, and the Promise
of the Progress of the Human
Race," “Memorial Address on Abra-
ham Lincoln,” “A Plea for the Con-
stitution of the United States” and
“Martin Van Buren.”

D. C,, Jan. 17, 1801.

Car owners who obey the recom-
mendation to change spark plugs
every 10,000 miles probably would
have more ‘aith in the wisdom ot
this bit of advice it they but knew
why manufacturers offer it. It is

CONSTIPATION IS STARTING
POINT FOR VARIETY OF
AILMENTS,

The inability to cleanse the sys-
tem regularly of the by-products ot
digestion has long  been associated
with various mental disturbances
and with many other peculiar reac-
tions.

Most physiologists are agreed

'some being comfortable with
In:\o"'emeut,s of the bowels once a
| week, others every three or four
' days, some daily. A few physi-
cians insist on several. actions ot
the bowels each day for everyounsz,
but this point of view is not ac-
cepted by the majority.

Dr. Ira S. Wile has made a
study of the relationship of ac-
cumulation by by-products in the
body - to humap behavior. He
points out that not infrequently
the child's recation is bad becauue
it has learned from his family
that it must have acitvity dally
and it resents forcing. In other
instances, the -bowels have been
so {rritated by the use of cathar-
tics and laxatives that the mind is
constantly . occupled with the
process of evacuation.

Thus Wile feels convinced that
it is .necessary to determine in
every case what is regular or nor-
mal for that case. He feels alsd
that too much attention is just as
bad as no attention at all

The  physiologists know thas
there are  many. factors- which will
influence action of the intestinal
tract. The taking of food or any
other f{rritation high up in the
tract will begin movements down-
ward. . Anger and fear wil cause
unusual .activity of the bowels . or
stop their activity. In most In-
stances 18 hours are required tor
the ghmge of material from the
mouth to evacuation.

If a player's ball lies in high grass
or bushes, only so much.of the grass
or bushes shall be touched as will
enable the player to find his ball.

This prohibits a practice common
among many golfers of parting the
grass around the ball and pressing
it down with the foot or a ciub so
as to enable them to get the ball out
more easily. If the grass is parted
in the manner prohibited, the player
loses the hole. :

Practioe Swings.

A player may take a practice
swing a club length or more away
from thé ball without penalty. There
is no penalty for the simple act - of
- ‘the club in practice.

In practice swings, however, the
player must accept the lability of a
penalty if he breaks the rule by
bending or breaking an in
such a way as to improve the lie of |
the ball. )

i Where the player makes a prac-
tice swing less than & club length
away from the ball and grazes or
cuts the turf, the action is a tech-
nical violation of Rule 15 and entails
a penalty of loss of the hole iIn
match play or two strokes in stroke!
i competition.

The Stymie. )

In medal play and in three-ball
and four-ball matches there is no
playing of stymies. The ball nearer
the hole, in the line of another,
either must be played or lifted, as its
ownef chooses or another player re-
quests,

In match play there is never any
penalty for one ball striking an-
other on the putting green, and the
displaced ball must be replaced.

Ground Under Repair.

When a player drives his ball
into a spot which clearly is ground
under repair, there is no penalty and
the ball may be lifted and dropped.

Where the ball rolls into auchl
a spot and cannot be found after
five minutes' search, however, the
ball shall be treated as lost, with
the usual procedure for a lost ball
followed.

Pushing the Ball. .

One of the ironclad rules of the
game bars the scraping in of putts.
The ball must be fairly struck at
with the head of the club, not
pushed, scraped nor spooned. The
penalty for a breach of this ;ule is
loss of the hole.
