Selectmen Seek to Keep Tax 

Rate Down and Will Rec­
ommend Slashes in Many 
Appropriations.

The Selectmen will recommend 
an expense budget at Monday 
night’s annual town meeting with 
appropriations in many depart­
ments slashed to such sm extent 
that a 16-mill tax rate may be pos­
sible next year despite the added 
burden of paying for the Cheney 
school buildings. In a special meet­
ing last night the Board set a 16 
mill tax rate as the limit the voters 
will be asked to approve. Whether 
the town meeting will be in a gener- 
o :s mood and vote increase in the 
various appropriatioBS is a. matter 
of conjecture.

Cuts in the Charities. Concrete 
Gutters. Walks and Curbs, Parks, 
Police and Schools appropriations 

ere approved of by the Selectmen 
and they will meet Monday night, at 
seven o ’clock to finally set the bud­
get items they will recommend to 
the voters.

The Cute
Charities' will be <jit from an 

estimated expenditure; of $23,000 to 
$21,500, both Concrete Gutters and 
Walks and Curbs will be cut from 
$7,500 to $6,000, Parks from $15,000 
to $13,500, Police from $40,000 to 
$37,500 and Schools from $405,000 
to $390,000 if the opinions of the 
members o f the Board as they were 
expressed last night stand. If the 
grand list shows a normal increase 
and reaches the $53,000,000 mark 
this year the Selectmen believe a 16 
mill rate, only a quarter of a mill 
increase, will be possible.

A  cut of $15,000 in the Schools 
item was approved after one mem­
ber of the Board produced figures 
which tended to show that the out­
lying district schools were far too 
costly when compared with other 
schools in this town and neighbor­
ing towns. These figures showed 
that the teachers in the outlying 
districts are more costly per pupil 
than are the teachers in the Ninth 
district. Practically every item of 
expense in the first eight districts 
was out of proportion in cost it was 
asserted.

Howell Cheney Present 
Last night’s meeting of the Board 

was one of historical interest since 
Cheney Brothers presented the 
deeds to the school buildings to the 
Selectmen. Each member of the 
Board signed a receipt to Cheney 
Brothers for the deeds, Howell 
Cheney who presented the deeds 
asked that all the members of the 
Board sign the receipt instead of 
just Chairman John H. Hyde as it 
had been voted. Mr. Cheney was 
especially anxious to have the deeds 
accepted by this Board of Select­
men since this Board has been the 
only one involved in the schools pur­
chase proposition.

Since the meeting was a special 
one called for discussion of the 
budget only, no other business was 
transacted. It did not adjourn un­
til midnight despite the fact that 
there was but one really important 
subject to discuss.

(388) Spe­
cial Acts 1929, Page 977.

An Act creating a High School 
Committee for toe Town of Man­
chester.

Be it enacted by toe Senate and 
House o  ̂ Representatives in Gen­
eral Assembly conYened:

Section 1. There shall be a 'h igh  
school committee in toe town of 
Manchester, consisting o f .five mem­
bers, each o f whom shall be elect­
ed at toe annual town meeting next 
held after adoption o f this act. A t 
toe first meeting held for toe elec­
tion o f said members, one shall be 
elected for a term of one year, two 
for a term of two years and two 
for a term of three years; and, ar 
all subsequent annual elections, one 
or two members of said committee 
shall be elected for a term of three 
years to succeed toe one or two 
members whose term expires, as 
the case may be. Not more than 
three members o f such committee 
shall be registered in toe same po­
litical party at toe time o f their 
election, or appointment. Vacancies 
occurring in said committee shall 
be filled by appointment by toe re­
maining members o f said commit­
tee imtil toe next annual election 
of said town, when toe vacancy 
shall be filled by bsdlot.

Sec. 2. The conunittee shall elect 
from  its members a chairman and 
a clerk, and shall appoint a treas­
urer, and may fix toe compensation

shall have all toe powers o f school 
district committees and boards of 
school visitors and town boards of

This decision, not only compli­
cates the tangled. problem of pro­
hibition enforcement in the matter 
of purchases of bootleg liquor but 
it is to be suspected that it may be 
followed by attacks on the ■validity 
of all laws which, exclusively under 
the Eighteenth amendment, forbid 
the transportation of liquor by in­
dividuals, in cases where there is 
no evidence of intent to sell.

’The amendment, which forbids 
the manufacture or sale but not 
the possessiop of intoxicants, could 
validate such laws and regulations 
provided it  could be held success­
fully that the possession of liquor 
on the road was in abettal of a 
violation, of the amendment—that 
is, of either manufacture or sale. 
But imder the Philadelphia decision 
the citizen would appear to be free 
from any such accusation in the 
mere carrying of liquor for his own 
use. If his possession of the boozs 
isn’t proof that he is aiding the ■vio­
lation of the amendment, then there 
would appear to be serious ques­
tion of the validity of any statute 
or rule prohibitifig him to possess 
it anywhere, for of course such 
laws are valueless unless founded 
on the provisions of the Constitu­
tion.

The much discussed modification 
of the prohibitory laws seems, as 
a matter of fact, to be going on all 
the time, through the a g e n c ^ f  the 
courts.

Here was a convict-hero if ever 
— ŵith his sa'ving of the guards, his 
disavowal of the bonds of the crimi­
nal fraternity in the interest of 
common decency and humanitj’.

And he was yellow—afraid of tlie 
vengeance of the “gang” up there 
in Clinton prison.

Health and Diet 
Advice

THE DUCTLESS GLANDS

The ductiess glands have been re­
ceiving so much publicity in articles 
and advertisements of newspapers 
and magazines that almost everyone 
has become interested in their func­
tions. Whether one is too fat or too 
thin, courageous or cowardly, tall 
or short, brilliant or idiotic, male or 
female,,youthful or aged, the glands 
recelve-toe credit or blame. In spite 
of this publicity, most people have 
only a hazy notion about these 
glands, what they do, how many 
there are, or where they are located. 
Even scientists, although they have 
observed some wonderful effects of 
an • over-sepretion or under-secre­
tion of these glands, are convinced 
that much more is to be discovered, 
mid Sci far few seem to know just 
why these glands become upset from 
their normal activities when they 
are not disease.

I am going to give you a series of 
four articles which will explain the 
better known functions of the prin­
cipal ductless or endocrine glands, 
and also some of the effects of fast­
ing mid fe tin g  upon their action.

Only a few years ago psycholo- 
glsLs considered the various, func­
tions of the body entirely under the 
control of the nervous eystem, but 

[w ithin‘recent years it has been 
demonstrated-that the growth of the

body and a number of its- fimctions 
are partly under the control of chem­
ical substances produced in th4 body 
by various glands and tissues. 
Chemists have given the name of 
“harmones” to chemical substances 
produced in one organ and influenc­
ing einother part of the body after 
passage through the blood or lymph 
streams.

The ductless glands differ from 
others in that they have no exterior 
duct pr tube to discharge their se­
cretions. Their purpose was a
mystery for many years until it was 
discovered that they placed some 
substance in the blood as R passed 
through and nourished them. These 
glands include the thyroid, para­
thyroid, thymus, pituitary, pineal,
adrenals, spleen, coccygeal, carotid,
and possibly certain emphatic 
glands. It has also been discovered 
that some of the glands which do 
have ducts also produce internal se­
cretions. Among these may be
mentioned the liver, pancreas, sex 
glands, duodenal mucosa, and pos- 
ifibly the skin.

In a few cases, such as with the 
adrenals and the thyroid, it is pos­
sible to discover the actual sub­
stances released by these glands by, 
finding the harmones in the blood 
as it leaves the glands. In others, 
however, the effects are readily 
ddinonstrated, even though the sub­
stances have not been discovered, 
because when the glands are re­
moved or diseased they cease to ex­
ert their particular influence and 
certain bodily changes occur.

The reason for not finding^e.In­
ternal secretions of some of the 
glands is because the harmone may 
be usually powerful and concentrat­
ed, and only a smtdl amount is pres­
ent in a large quantity of blood.

Glandular disturbances are prin­
cipally of two tj^es, either mr ex-

OUR BLACKSMITHS
STILL KEEP BUSY

Most of Old Timers Find Re­
pair Work Sufficient to 
Keep Them Going.

. With the increase ^ d  application 
of modem business methods and the 
falling off in numbers of horses 
owned in the town, Manchester 
blacksmiths have had to do some- 
thing original if they were to re- 
miain true to the calling.

And now to combat the lack of 
legitimate business in this hoary, 
honored line was a problem. Some 
of the more docile smiths, content 
to rest on their honors were satis­
fied to sit back and chat with the 
“old gang” of hangers on at the 
shop door, welcoming such business 
as came their way with a superior 
sort of air that could be expressed 
in these words: “ I’ll stick it out 
along these lines if it takes a life­
time.”

Disgrvmtled at the steady flow of 
cars coming from the automobile 
factories, many o f the old line 
smiths disdained to as much as in­
vestigate the added source of reve­
nue which replaced those of,the old 
days. Some of the yoimger artisi- 
ans, however, became interested, 
and consequently built up forHhem- 
selves a good business in auto re­
pair work, welding, body building 
and the like.

The New Lines
Then came the rush for this kind 

of repair work. Many of the old 
time blacksmiths were making good 
in the new line and almost forgot 
that they were horse shoers and the 
farmers were hard put to get their 
work done.

Now, in conformity with other 
door to door salesmanship and mail 
order deliveries the blacksmiths are 
taking the village shop to the farm­
ers and on stated days they drive 
to some central point in the farm 
country in their traveling smith 
shop and proceed to shoe all the 
horses for miles around. There is 
a little sentiment attached to these 
periodic trips as It brings back the 
old days as no other method can.

Still Horses Enough
Paul Chartier, blacksmith with a 

shop at 49 Bissell street, one of the 
oldest smiths in Msinchester, is still 
actively engaged in the work that 
he began ‘at the age of 11 over in 
the North End. He has seen many 
of them come and go and remem­
bers when Manchester was a good 
horse town. Many locally owned 
race-horses were in evidence 40 
years ago when he learned his trade.

A  tiled bathroom is ideal from 
other points of view besides beauty. 
It is easy to clean and to keep 
clean; if water is spilled anywheie 
there is no need for worry about 
the celling below and likewise there 
is no need to worry about varnish­
ed floors.

The interior finish work is rapid­
ly nearing completion and Watkins 
Brothers are completing their se­
lections o f furniture, rugs, draper- 
ies, etc., with whi ĉh the house is to

be furnished. This work was done 
in conjunction with Mr. and Mrs.

BUILDINO BRIEFS.
There are four types of face 

brick walls. First is the solid brick 
wall, consisting o f  face brick with 
common brick, backing. Second is 
the face brick wall with hollow tile 
or block backing. Third is the face 
brick veneer wall, consisting of the 
application of face brick on a wood 
frame in place of clap-boards or 
shingles. Fourth is the newest t}q}e 
in which face brick is used with an 
insulated steel frame.

When it is considered that mortar 
amounts to one-seventh of a face 
brick wall, it is important to see 
that the color of the mortar used is 
in harmony with the design o f the 
wall. When selecting the color of 
brick to be used in building a home, 
it is wise also to select at that time 
the color of the mortar joint to be 
used with the brick. Properly 
chosen, the mortar joint will bring 
out the fine shades and tones of the 
brick and add greatly to the finish­
ed appearance.

Advances made in the methods of 
laying face brick walls have result­
ed in the utilization not only of the 
color and texture of the brick, but of 
tne mortar joints which bind the 
brick together. These joints are be­
ing varied in size, color and finish 
so that they are in effect an integral 
part of the brick wall design.

Veneering an old house with face 
brick has been made a simple pro­
cess. The contractor merely changes 
a few old-fashioned bays, etc, on the 
exterior and lays up the brick right 
over the old frame. Many builders 
are offering to*finance the remodel­
ing job, letting the owner pay a 
small amount down and the rest on 
convenient terms.

A  study of the modernizing plans S window openifig, -allowing 
of several score of houses indicated | breezes to enter the room, 
that in many cases the bay window 
has been removed and its place 
taken by a simple opening filled 
with several units of sash.

It must be taken from this that 
the bay window is obsolete and en­
tirely out of the picture. It simply 
indicates that in,, many csises the 
bay window has not been an asset 
to the appearance of the dwelling 
or that the ornamental trim with 
the bay was obsolete and that in 
modernization it was easier to 
eliminate the bay entirely.

Due to their shape and projec­
tion from the side of the house, the 

' bay becomes a chief fixture in ar­
chitectural design. They always 
attract attention and consequently 
must be careful proportioned to 
be effective.

Whether the bay should be elim­
inated or left on the house when 
modernizing must be decided by the 
use of the bay. If it is essential to 
the interior lighting that a bay be 
’ncluded in the design, then the 
bay must be left for usefulness 
must never be sacrifice for mere 
adornment or looks. A  n̂  
all else must be livable

When the bay is essential, it is 
necessary to so design it that its 
appearance adds rather than de­
tracts from the whole. The suc­
cessful bay has the appiearance of 
having grown onto or being a real 
portion o f the house.

The interior of the bay may be 
dressed up with a window seat 
which makes a light, cheerful 
lounging place. A bay adds to the 
size of the room. It often increases 
the ventilating attributes of the

side

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Pw n A Home In Manchester, The Ideal Residentisd Tovift
Are Your Curtains And 

Your Walls In Accord?
Decorating a home requires self 

control as well as knowledge and 
good taste. There are so • many 
things which are lovely when con­
sidered separately but which, when 
combined with other equally , beauti­
ful things, lose their beauty and de­
feat the purpose for which they are 
intended. This lamentable fact is 
most clearly illustrated by walls and 
curtains. Curtains which appeal to 
-US tremendously in the sho]ps, when 
hung in rooms where there are walls 
to which they are unrelated may 
spoil the entire decorative scheme.

Almost every woman loves the 
pretty flowered or patterned chintz 
and cretonne which aboimd in the 
shops. They know that a charming 
room can be created with their aid. 
However, the mistakes which are 
made daily are testimony to the sad 

'fact that when choosing curtain ma­
terials the conditions of a room are 
not always visualized and selections 
adapted to meet these conditions. 
For instance, a woman may have a 
devotion for quaint flowered chintz 
and may be equally fond of quaint 
flowered walls, but when these two 
decorative mediums are combined, 
the effect is not at all satisfactory. 
K one is thus tom between two de­
votions, it is well to decide firmly 
whiQh of the two will be used since 
it is disastrous to have both. The 
safer course is to have plain painted 
walls, for then any kind of decora­
tive figured fabric, may be used and 
any color or combinations of bril­
liant color may be chosen.

Remember always that a room 
will not be restful if too many dif­
ferent designs or patterns are repre­
sented. If a rug or carpet has a 
pattern, choose plain painted walls 
to go with it, and then^ it will be 
possible to use the patterned drap­
eries or upholsterv' fabrics so dear 
to the heart of every home decora­
tor. But suppose this wise course 
is not followed, and with a pattern­
ed rug there are walls showing 
another design and curtains of yet 
einother and upholstery material of 
still another, this jumble of different 
and unrelated designs will create a 
room in which there is nothing but 
discord.

One of the best reasons for plain 
walls, therefore, is the free reign 
which they give to one’s preferences 
—or shall we say prejudices? With 
a cream or parchment painted wall 
any design or color, or combination 
of color is correct; one has abso­
lutely unlimited choice! This also 
holds true when the walls are paint­
ed a neutral putty color. Sand, 
beige, gray, ivory, bisque, ecru and 
soft grayish-green axe also safe 
selections since they, too, are neu­
tral and have the happy quality of 
agreeing with a variety of flowered 
?abrics.

In deciding about the woodwork

>5 the same principle ’ should be fol- 
j lowed. Many distinguished decora- 
1 tor^ have demonstrated the wis­
dom of having woodwork and walls 

' of the same color. Of course, if one 
i wishes to emphasize the wood trim 
i of a room, the walls should be light­
er than the woodwork. In a small 
room it is best to have walls and 
woodwork exactly the same shade, 
since emphasizing the wood trim by 

I painting it a shade darker than the 
walls or in another color will only 
outline the limited confines of the 
room and make it appear even 
smaller.

With these neutral and accom­
modating background the gayest of 
beautiful chintz may be used for 
draperies. Glass curtains which were 

• formerly of plain white or cream 
materials are now being made of 
sheer figured, striped, checkered, 
flowered, or dotted materials, and 
those which are plain are usually of 
some beautiful color. Brick red, jade 
green, lavender. Colonial yeUow, 
grayish blue, orange, turquoise and 
flesh, are frequently seen a t the win­
dows of handsome homes. Of course 
it is unpleasant to see curtains of 
di^erent colors when looking a t the 
facad^ of a house, and the effect 
from the outside should always be 
considered. But if you are fond of 
the figured curtain, drapery, and 
upholstery materials, the first im­
portant step is to arrange a pleiin 
background against which they may 
be displayed.

The correct use of color will make 
a room appear simny and cheerful 
or dark and depressing; it will make 
a room look larger or smaller than 
it really is; it will cause a room to 
seem cool and restful in summer or 
warmer and cozy in winter; and 
plain painted walls will establish the 
balance between gay draperies, fig- 
,ured fabrics, and rugs with a pat­
tern.

ARCHITECTURE OFTEN 
FORGETS THE INTEREST

■ Most buildings are visible from 
the streets which belong to the 
community, and therefore the inter­
ests of the community as a whole, as 
regards external appearance, should 
not be sacrificed tq the wishes of the 
owners of individual buildiqg, says 
Professor Wilkinson, fellow of the 
Royal Institute of British Archi­
tects, in "Architecture.”

The interior arrangement and 
treatment of buildings are a matter 
for the owner, and will affect com­
paratively few people, but the ex­
ternal appearance will affect tens of 
thousands. By “dxtemal” one does 
not rneam the facades only, but all 
parts which may be visible.

We know what results without 
control. At present we usually have 
a parade of aggressive affection in 
the way of competitive advertise­
ment, often conceived with a de­
liberate striving after the imusual in 
order to attract attention.

Freedom from control has made 
our cities less pleasant places to live 
and work in than they need be. This 
freedom is a present-day charac­
teristic of many things besides 
architecture, but is it a good thing? 
Without control we get chaos, waste 
and ill will. The freedom of the 
many necessitates the control of the 
few.

MEETS POPULAR DEMAND

Shutters Should Be More 
Than Omaihenfal; Will 

Keep the House Cool
Useless adornment on a house is 

considered to be bad taste by many 
architects and consequently you will 
find them using for decorative pur­
poses objects that have a practical 
use also. The shutters which flank 
many windows are an example.

While shutters are largely used 
to give the home a more attractive 
appearance, a t the same time they 
have a truly practical purpose when 
rightfully applied; they provide a 
means of shutting out the sun in 
summer and the cold winds in win­
ter.

Shutters that are fixed and can­
not be swimg over the,windows are 
a sham. They cost no less than shut­
ters that do honest work. If you 
have shutters, use them.

Automatic regulation for the 

heating plant in the home provides 
the two prime essentiiUs in heating

evenness of temperature which the 
heating control siffords also causes 
more efficient combustion of fuel.

IS IMPORTANT

Here is a good example of what 
can be done in the way of combin­
ing beauty and utility in a small 
house. This house has been designed 
to meet the following requirements 
which are the popular demands of 
today.

First the house must be strik­
ingly attractive. It must be of a 
minimum cubage with rooms of 
good size and proportion.

There is an ever growing demand 
for additional plumbing facilities; 
two master hAthrooms are desired 
on the second floor, a toilet room on 
the first floor and provision made

for h servant’s bath on the third 
floor, aside from the kitchen and 
laundry. ■

A two-car garage attached to and 
heated from the house is very desir­
able. Ample closets of good size 
are required throughout the house 
including a cedar closet on the third 
floor.

Entrance halls in a small house 
are no longer a necessity and the 
space they require is more service­
able when given over to the living 
room.

A conveniently arranged kUeben 
with plenty of cupboards and a

grade cellar entrance are also es­
sentials in the ideal plan.

A study of these plans will reveal 
how these demands are met.

The house has a frontage of 
forty-three feet and six inches and 
would fit well on a plot having a 
frontage of seventy-five feet.

The house contains 26,812 cubic 
feet and would cost approximately 
$13,400.

When modernizing the kitchen, 
one of the importsint items the 
housewife must keep in mind is the

location of the electric lights. It

To the 
right is the home after*the owner 
had completed his modernizing plans 
There are many houses throughout 

the city that are sturdy and well 
constructed. They are, after a fash- 
iom fairly up-to-date. They have 
many of the appointments that char­
acterize the modem home. And yet 
there is something lacking that aids 
in giving the comfort and conven­
ience that is needed to make the 
house thoroughly satisfactory.

This home owner needed a sun 
porch. The old fashioned open porch 
is rapidly being relegated to the past 
for these porches are useless a 
greater part of the year. Only dur­
ing the hot evenings of the Summer 
are they in service. And broadly 
speaking, they are useless ninety 
per cent of the time. '

Today the home builder is invest- 
Ing'his money in enclosed porches 
Instead of the older open porch. The 
enclosed porch is good the whole 
year round. It can be used to ad­
vantage on the hot summer days and 
equally as well during the coldest 
of winter weather. When modern­
izing the porch, the owner simply 
adds a radiator or warm air duct 
for winter use.

USE LINOLEUM ON
BATHROOM FLOOR

When remodeling the bathroom, 
you can secure a very effective ap­
pearance by the use of tiled lino­
leum for the floors.

Linoleum now comes in a wide 
range of patterns and colors. The 
linoleum is tiled and has a realistic 
appearance. By a careful selection, 
you can make the bathroom an in­
teresting room.

A clean floor 
and walls, sufficient light, whether 
natural or artifleial; two or three 
chairs and a few mats will form a 
flne foundation for any apparatus 
which can be fitted into the cellar. 
And'no exercise is so invigorating 
or so much fun when the skies are 
pouring outdoors as work on grym- 
nasium apparatus.

Joint Workshop and Study
The basement is, perhaps,, best 

adapted to use as a playroom. But 
it is possible that the man of the 
family, who will have to pay any 
bills in connection with fixing up 
the cellar, will refuse to do so for 
the children or for the whole family. 
Father probably has always pur­
sued his avocation in the garage, or 
else in the attic wHtere he was 
bothered by having his shop profan­
ed with the dust mop once a week.

Now he can don his 1920 pants 
and shirt and descend into his own 
little paradise in the basement. He 
rifeeds only a linoleum floor and 
whitewashed walls, with an electric 
light or two and his old morris 
chair, to reclaim’ the cellar where 
he used to bump his head on the 
furnace pipes.

Suppose his hobby is yachting 
and itaodel building. A.-ship’s wheel 
nan be fastened to the wall, and 
yachting books and periodicals will 
fl”. the bookshelves, the extra space 
along the walls being occupied by 
a chronometer and a ship’s  com­
pass. A hammock swung from the 
joists probably will take up most of 
his time. Then the workbench will 
complete the picture.

May Install Laboratory 
Here are the delicate drills and 

planes, chisels and gouges, needles 
and thread, vises and files, paints, 
shellacs and glues which must pre­
cede the construction of a model 
cUpper ship. Or if father is ten 
years yoimger and has taken up 
aviation and model airplanes, simi­
lar equipment will be just right, 
with a propeller substituted for the 
ship’s wheel, an earth inductor com­
pass instead of the chronometer, 
and so forth. ,

table, with his chemicals, test tubes, 
retorts, and other apparatus, will 
line the bench and the shelves back 
of it, besides numerous other odds 
and ends of cases in the rest of the 
room.

The housewife who discards an old 
lamp in favor of a new one is mod­
ernizing. When she buys an elec­
tric refrigerator she is moderniz­
ing. When she installs a shower in. 
the bathroom she is moderiilzing.

It will be seen therefore, that 
modernization is a very broad and 
comprehensive term. 'Ihe essential 
thing is that the home shall be im­
proved in some way by the modern­
izing efforts.

When a home owner sets out to 
modernize, the usual course is to

appearance. The gingerbread trim­
med house of the nineties is prondn- 
ent on every street In the avefBge_ 
town. - The'square house. ®ith hip 
roof and large front porch is also 
found the country over—a product 
of a later decade, yet fallingr to^ 
convey the sheltering homey sjjlrit'’ 
which is often demanded in modem 
architecture.

MEmy modernizing projects are 
not complete remodeling jobs. They 
are additions, alterations, after­
thoughts, often involving small 
amounts of money. The addition of 
a sim parlor may involve only the 
enclosing of an older open porch 
and cost but a  few hundred dollars. 
Yet It may yield untold benefits in 
future coniforts and be worth many 
times the amoimt spent in dollars 
and cents.

Note how the shingles have aided the appearance of

basement, in order to lacquer fancy 
little utensils such as salt and pep­
per shakers; or she can install her 
loom and weave tape^ries for the 
living room. And certainly she 
would not object to having a little 
added territory anyway, even if it 
were just for mending socks and 
sewing buttons.

Many a housewife has found that 
she need not worry about basement 
space going unused, even if there 
ar 5 no children, no hobbies and no 
dancers in the family to promote its 
employment as a playroom, a work­
shop or a ballroom. For the base­
ment can be rigged up as a Colonial 
room for any one of a variety of 
purposes. Range your pointer plates 
and cups bn an old sideboard; set up 
a trestle table running twelve, or 
fifteen feet down the room, with 
benches drawn up to it instead of 
chairs, a spinning wheel in one cor­
ner, an ingle nook or two, and you 
have a charmingly nxstic rendez­
vous.

Bright Floors Necessary 
A brightly painted floor, of course, 

will be as necessary as whitewashed 
walls and a covered ceiling. Here 
you may bring your friends for tea 
during the week and for Simday 
night suppers. Your wife may sup 
plement your Colonial furnishings 
with her New England furnishings 
—jams and jellies on natural color 
ed shelves in every conceivable cor 
ner; a porcelain statuette or two; 
perhaps even the gilded family por­
traits in a dark comer of the 
otherwise cheerful nook.

\  Adds “a Ballroom 
Certainly if you have one or two 

eighteen-year-olds a place to dance 
is indispensable. The great major­
ity of houses in ttie crowded com­
munities of 1929 are tmsuited to this 
purpose. But with the emacipa- 
tion of the cellar comes your oppor­
tunity to add a ballroom to your 
house, no matter how small it is, if 
you can train your children not to 
3e too supercilious to dance in the 
basement.

How can you best decorate your 
basement for a dance floor and gen­
eral utility living room? You may 
wish to improve the background of 
the room by taking out .the stair­
way, widening it if possible, and

putting in* polished oak stairs. 
(This is not an expensive task.) 
Without suffeient natural ligLt the 
room will be nowhere, near as eff^r 
tive as it will be if you cut the win­
dows deeper and put in handsome 
sash. Then the walls and ceiling 
can be lined with plasterboard and 
tinted.

Finally,’good pine floorq varnish­
ed and waxed and kept in condition 
will completely transform that cel­
lar. The cleajiliness .of it, plus 
smooth walls, a low ceiling, wooden 
floors and large windows have 
changed the whole unkempt at­
mosphere of the cellar to the civil- 

lized air of the upstairs room.

Last yeax debates were held 
over the United States by sev- 
eral/ eminent debaters on the ques­
tion as to whether or not man is 
a machine. The question is an­
swered as well as it can be an­
swered with our modem knowl­
edge of science by Professor C. 
Judson Herrick in his new book 
called “Man— The Thinking Ma­
chine."

Of course, a human being is not 
a  machine like a loom or a rotary 
press. I f a belt or a cog wheel 
breaks on any power apparatus, 
the machine is likely to stop , until 
somebody repairs the damage. The 
human being is the most complex 
machine that can possibly be 
Imagined. It has tremendous auto­
matic powers, of regulation and re­
pair.

The human machine Is a part 
of the: great system of life. There 
is order and system in nature which 
may be called evolution or which 
may be credited to some higher 
power. There is no scientific sup­
port for the fatalistic conception 
of life nor for the belief that every­
thing that is or has been in life 
was predetermined.

Many things develop as a re­
sult of natural agencies. Prefessor 
Herrick wisely points ’out that a 
mechanistic conception of life de­
mands first of all a recognition of 
the meaning of mechanism. The 
chief function of any mechanism is 
to control the agents which are a 
part of its business.

The human being has the ^ ea t- 
est capacity for self-regulation of 
any mechanism on earth. It can 
even controj the disappearance or 
the appearance of its followers by 
scientific genetics.

At the same time' the human be­
ing must respond inevitably to na­
tural processes in its environment. 
This the human does with his 
mind, whereas lower species and 
material objects respond only as 
the physical changes influence 
them. Mental acts. Professor Her­
rick points out, are natural because 
we are natural bodies and they are 
therefore the real determiners of 
conduct and character. They arc 
part of the biologic machinery regu­
lating and- controlling- life.

Self-control by voluntary effort 
is an activity of the human body. 
Self-control can be strengthened 
and cultivatea by training, lust n.s 
muscular training in riding a 
bicycle can be cultivated. Man is 
a machine but distinctly and ap­
parently the only thinking machine.

Potato Fried Cakes.
Two medium sized potatoes, 2 

tablespoons butter, 2 eggs, 1 cup 
sugar, 1 cup sour milk, 1 teaspoon 
soda, 1 teaspoon baking powder, Vi 
teaspoon salt, Vi teaspoon grated 
nutmeg, about 3 cups flour.

Boil and mash potatoes. Add but­
ter and mix thoroughly. Add eggs 
well beaten. Dissolve soda In milk 
and mix baking powder with 2 cups 
flour. Add salt, sugar and nutmeg 
to flour mixture. Add sour milk to 
potato and egg mixture. Mix well 
and add prepared dry ingredients. 
Add more flour to roll but keep the 
dough as soft as possible. Put on a 
lightly floured molding board and 
roll lightly with a flou r^  rolling pin. 
Cut with a floured cutter and fry 
in deep hot fat. Drain on hea'vy 
brown paper and do not pile one 
above toe other until cool.

There are numerous causes 

for disobedience. When a mother 
goes to a specialist for ad'vice on the 
subject and asks point blank, “ Why 
doesn’t my child obey m e?” it will be 
practicaly impossible for him to be 
of service until he finds out by care­
ful questioning of both mother and 
child every intimable detail of liv­
ing conditions and their attitude 
to each otoer.

To enumerate • some of these 
causes here may be of help to 
mothers who are likewise distres.^- 
ed over toelr children’s insubor­
dination.

First of all, let me say that, per­
fect obedience is very rare and 
sometimes mothers set too- high a 
standard of behavior, particularlv 
women of little experience with 
children who fall to realize that 
children learn by mistakes.

Gbedlence Isn’t All.
To begin with, one of the com­

monest causes for disobediences la 
the fact that parents are inclined 
to consider it toe sum total of 
everything. T hey get into the 
habit of thinking that there can 
be no otoer relationship betweea 
themselves and toelr children hut 
“obey me.” - Children tire of It. 
What they Ure of they disregard. 
It is only human nature. ,

Second, if children try reason­
ably hard to satisfy parents about 
obeying them, but never get on / 
credit, only more orders, more 
scolding, and still more laws to 
obey, they get discouraged and 
atop trying to be good altogether 
after a while. They adopt t$e 
"what’s toe use” attitude.

Third, there la the hit and nvias 
command. Sometimes a mother 
says to do a thing or not to do it. 
In a half-hearted fashion while 
she goes about her work, and 
never stops to see whether hfr 
order Is carried out. She may go 
on for this way for several days,

then suddenly comes a day when 
her Interest clutches.

She notices that she isn’t being 
obeyed and Buddy gets a smack­
ing..

But if she blows hot and blows 
cold in her attention this way, ’os 
sure Buddy is going ^o ,take a 
chance.

Scolding Can Be Overdone.
Constant scolding causes dis­

obedience. Children lose respect 
for toe scolding mother in the 
sense that they cease to hear her. 
Incessant sound soon ceases to 
register. They don’t hear her 
when she scolds and they don't 
hear when she issues orders. If 
they hear they attach no impor­
tance to what she says, for they 
know she’ll scold anyway. ^

Sometimes children deliberate­
ly disobey until something is of­
fered them to be good. "Do tots 
and I’ll give you a nickel.” "Be 
quiet and I'll ^ve you a piece of 
candy” What could be worse? 
The child thus bribed never lean's 
to obey.

To ^ve him a little unexpected 
reward once in a while is legiti­
mate, however. It shows appre­
ciation of his effort to do toe best 
he can.

Honesty in directing children 
and interest in their affairs, on 
the part of the parent, and confi­
dence and trust on top part of toe 
child arc needed for obedience. 
Justice, consideration, oanalateocy 
and reasonableness, one part each, 
make a very good recipe.
