CAPITOL’S REACTION
Washington, Oct. 15— (AP)—De­

cision of the French Cabinet to ac­
cept the British invitation to the 
five-power conference in London in 
January was hailed by official cir­
cles here today as presaging the 
participation of all of the powers in­
vited to the parley.

With the French decision, it was 
accepted by officials here that Italy 
will now readily accept the invita­
tion. Until some two weeks ago, 
there had been some doubts ex­
pressed in well informed circles in 
Washington regarding the possi­
bility of either France or Italy par­
ticipating.  ̂ ,

The wording of the French reply 
is being looked forward to here as 
an indication of the feeling of the 
Briand government on the various 
points included in the British in­
vitation as covering the scope of the 
conference.

MODEL SEADROME 
IS TESTED TODAY

If Successful They Will Be 
Anchored at Intervals 
Across the Atlantic.

Cambridge, Md., Oct. 15.— (AP)— 
A driving rain was powerless today 
to change preparations for the ini­
tial deep water test of E. R. Arm­
strong’s miniature seadrome, by 
which he expects to show the feasi­
bility of anchoring landing plat­
forms at easy stages across the At­
lantic for aid of ocean flights.

The model, one thirty-second of 
the size of the 1100 foot seadromes 
with which he proposes to dot the 
ocean, was towed into deep water 
early in the day tind given a pre­
liminary test to assure that none 
of its seams had opened in the ship­
ping from the shop at Chester, Pa., 
where it was built, or in the as­
sembling, completing here late yes­
terday.

Many Tests.
After the “drydock” on which the 

model stands has been sunk to the 
bottom of the river, leaving the sea­
drome’s under pinning of buoyant 
pillars to support it on the surface, 
Mr. Armstrong plans to spend about 
three weeks in tests of its buoyancy 
and stability, measured by delicate 
instruments, under' varying atmos­
pheric and wave conditions. Starting 
these tests in the river waters here, 
he proposes later to tow the model 
down to the mouth of the (Thoptank 
where the rougher surface of Chesa­
peake Bay will give a test which, in 
comparison to the/  reduced size of 
the model, should' be more severe 
vhnTi the full sized seadromes would 
be called upon to face on the At­
lantic.

Hla Plans.
If the tests prove successful, Mr. 

Armstrong expects to place his first 
seadrome, equipped with hangars, 
shops, hotel and restaurant accom­
modations, and heavy cranes for lift­
ing seaplanes from the water to the 
elevated floor of the seadroms, mid­
way on the course to Bermuda. This 
seadrome also will serve as the first 
of a string of eight such stations 
with which he proposes to span the 
Atlantic.

Columbus, Ohio, Oct. 15.— (AP)— 
C. C. Teague, of the Federal Farm 
Board today quoted two paragraphs 
of the farm relief law as an answer 
to the criticism of some members of 
the Senate ag^riculture committee 
that the board vf&s functioning too 
slowly.

While investigating the fitness of 
the board’s members to hold their 
positions, he said in an address pre­
pared for delivery before a meeting 
of the United States Chamber, of 
Ctommerce, members of the commit­
tee openly criticized the board for 
not having acted more promptly in 
the control of surpluses by advanc­
ing money to stabilization corpora­
tions and for , not having loaned a 
larger portion of the funds at its 
disposal.

Provisions of Act.
The passages of the Farm Act to 

which he pointed set forth that 
stabilization corporations receiving 
financial assistance from the govern­
ment “shall exert every reasonable 
effort to avoid losses and to secure 
profits," and prohibited loans when 
the board might consider them like­
ly to increase imduly the production 
of a commodity in which there was 
already a surplus.

To conform to these provisions, he 
continued, the board must make ex­
haustive inquiries relative to the 
responsibility of the stabilization 
corporation in question before a loan 
can be made and also with respect 
to surplus conditions in the com­
modity which it might represent.

Takes Time.
He asserted that all this took time 

and administrative machinery which 
could not be set up in a few days.

Bonn, Germany, Oct. 15.— (A P )-- 
The tragic last chapter of the rc- 
msulce of the former Kaiser’s sister, 
63-year-old Princess Victoria, open­
ed today in historic Schaumburg 
'^palace ^ th  an auction sale of her 
heritage of heirlooms from nearly a 
score of kings and queens.

The sale was for the purpose of 
raising funds to meet the debts of 
her youthful husband Alexander 
Subkoff, Russian waiter and danc­
ing master, who she married 
against the will of her family. They 
were estranged later after he had 
Involved her to the extent of about 
$250,000.

Loses Palace.
Part of the palace which once was 

hers has’ been let to private tenants, 
while the princess herself, in dis­
favor with others of her family, has 
been reduced to four small rooms 
and a small pension at Mehlem on 
the Rhine.

Among the treasures offered to­
day were not only articles of great 
intrinsic value, such as silver and 
crystal services, and Sixteenth and 
Seventeenth Century furniture for­
merly of the Kaiser Friedrich Mu­
seum at Berlin, hut also items of 
great historic and sentimental value.

These included an old silver tongs, 
the gift of Queen Victoria of Great 
Britain to her namesake, engraved, 
“from grandmama., Dec. 24, 1900.” 
Another was a silver tray with arms 
of Schaumburg-Lippe and Prussia 
engraved, “From Albert, Prince, and 
Al^andra, November 19, 1890,” the 
gift of Prince u d  Princess of Wales

Niagara Falls, N. Y., Oct. 15.— 
(AP)—In a farewell message today 
to the American people. Prime Min­
ister Ramsay MacDonald said he 
left the United States “rich with the 
proof that while the Atlantic divides 
us, the cause of peace unites us.”

The British statesman read his 
statement to a group of British and 
American correspondents just be­
fore he set out for a trip around the 
American side of »the'Falls which 
carried him across the internation­
al boundary, and back cn British 
soil. After twelve days in this 
country on a good will mission with­
out precedent in the relations of the 
United States and Britain.

The Message.
“I have spent twelve days among 

you.” he said. “They have Indeed 
gone swiftly and have been very 
crowded. From the rnoment of my 
arrival, to this moment when I must 
say good bye, I have met with noth­
ing but hearty demonstrations of 
friendship and with a hospitality 
both public and private which has 
approached the overwhelming.

“It is impossible to mistake the 
meaning of your cordiality and I 
Icnow that in welcoming me you 
have hailed the object of ray visit 
and have cheered the message of 
good will which I brought to you 
from His Majesty, the King and all 
sections in Great Britain.

Frank Discussion.
“Your President and I have been 

privileged to express together in a 
spirit of cemocratic and informal 
frankness, the relations of our two 
countries and the promotion of 
world peac^. I have particularly 
appreciated the warmth of the re­
ception T had from both your iSen- 
ate and House of Representatives.

“To you all I have tried to make 
plain how earnestly the British com­
monwealth share your prayers and 
that war shall cease and your re­
sponse has been a great inspiration.

“As I step across the border and 
leave you for the moment I do so 
rich with the proof that while the 
Atlantic divides us, the cause of 
peace unites us.

"That is the message from you, 
which i  am taking home with me.”

Norwalk, Oct. 16.— (AP)—Still in 
a critical condition with hopes for 
his life slender, David Ferris, 20, 
was dying in the Norwalk hospital 
today as result of poison he took 
yesterday afternoon when he tried 
to end his life; and that of his 15 
year old high school sweetheart, 
Florence Lockwood.

The double suicide was frustrated

1 quences, became hysterica' and 
drove madly for the Norwalk hospi­
tal. He was all but dead when he 
was placed in the emergenejf room 
at the hospital, physicians stated. 
The girl, had half struggled against 
his manicial plans was not so badly 
affected. She will probably recover.

Out of Work
Ferris had been out of work and 

ill for some time. Returning from 
an enforced lay-off two Weeks ago 
he was angered when the girl re­
fused to elope with him. He was in­
sistent that she run away.

The pair had been keeping com­
pany for a year, and the mother of 
the boy and the girl’s cousin, with 
whom she makes her home, her 
father and mothet both being dead, 
looked with favor on the match. 

Scene of Murder
P'erris met the girl as she was 

leaving her classes at the Norwalk 
High school yesterday afternoon and 
after she got into the automobile he 
drove towards Wilton and scene of 
the Yates double murder of last 
April, when a 40 year old father of 
two children killed his own daugh­
ters seventeen year, old high school 
chum and then committed suicide. 
As they neared Wilton the girl ob­
jected to the long ride but Ferris 
overruled her.

Against her wishes, the girl told 
her cousin at the hospital today, she 
was forced to take the poison. The 
splattered car and the ^ r l’s ruined 
dress betokened a struggle before 
she succumbed to her Impassioned 
sweethearts plea, “I don’t want to 
die alone.”

■ Thomas W. McMahon, president of 
the United Textile Workers, said 
millworkers were being uenied 
American rights and that southern 
prejudices were “inflamed purposely 
by an oligarchy of capital to keep 
the shackles on the workers.” He 
urged immediate effort.

“These things appeal to man­
hood, citizenship, Americanism," An­
drew F. Winseth, president of the 
seamen said. “After all these years, 
the situation in the south has come 
to a point where we can do some­
thing. But you are facing the real 
tiling here. It isn’t the fight of the 
southern worker; it’s your fight. The 
condition there is being used to de­
press your wages in the north."

HjalmS'i^ Scbacht, of Germany, in a 
resolution of sympathy. The con­
ference adjourned shortly after­
ward.

M. Delacroix was a member of the 
original reparation commission, a 
trustee for German rail bonds, and 
a  member of the committee of 
vision of the Reichsbank laws. He 
was 61 years old.

We have tried to read a Norwalk 
newspaper’s abstract of an address 
made by Dr. A. B. Meredith, state 
commissioner of education, at the 
launching of the new' project of 
“ character education” to be tested 
in the schools of Norwalk, but we 
had to give it up. The words “ sur­
vey” and “ experiment” occurred 
with great frequency and we gath­
ered that a “ program” of severnl 
years was being arranged, doubt­
less for the production of endless 
curve charts and new smd high 
sounding terms for measuring the 
goodness or badness of the pupils’ 
behavior, and all involving a vast 
amount of clerical labor and flap­
doodle. But so far as we were able 
to make out about the only clear 
idea possessed by the speaker was 
that “ the environing conditions, in­
volving social, home, church, in­
dustrial and civic relationships, all 
must come into the plan if we are 
to bring about the proper adjust­
ment of individuals to the commu­
nity in which they live.” I f  that be 
even measurably clear.

W e’ll say that the State Board of 
Education is taking over a rather 
large order i f  it is going to attempt 
what Dr. Meredith her§ suggests.

What has either the State Board 
Of Education, Dr. Meredith or the 
public schools to do with the so­
cial, home, church, industrial and 
civic relationships in which the pu­
pils exist? What can they possibly 
have to do with these things? 
Nothing, of course, aside from what 
might be done, and what is not 
done— teaching in the public 
schools by both precept and exam­
ple those very simple and altogetli- 
er fundamental ethics which lie at 
the base of good citizenship every­
where.

Without spending years in non­
sensical surveys and experimenta­
tion to demonstrate the most obvi­
ous of conditions, the schools of this 
state conceivably might become 
perfect fountains of wisdom and 
cultural development which their 
pupils could not help but absorb. It  
the schools were to devote one-half 
the energy and time that they de­
vote to fads and the inculcation of 
fedse standards to teaching that it 
is contemptible to tell a lie, that it 
is cheap and uncivilized to cheat, 
that it is cowardly, unmanly and 
unwomanly to take unfair advan­
tage, they would go farther m 
building character, in six months, 
than, by charting and surveying 
and creating new jobs, for more 
statisticians, the State Board and 
its associates will go in a hundred 
years.

does not contain sufficient fibrous 
material to stimulate the bowels, 
but these average soft diets can be 
easily Improved through the use of 
increased amounts of fruits and 
vegetables without resorting to the 
eating of large amounts of bran.

Those who insist on living on the 
common mixed diet are forced to 
use as much as eight ounces of bran 
daily In order to get any satisfac­
tory effect A  te’aspoon or even a 
tablespoon of bran at each meal Is 
not sufficient to make any apprecia­
ble effect upon the ordinary consti­
pated, lump bowel' contents.

There Is practically no constipa­
tion without colitis. This word 
“ colitis” simply means “ colon-itis” 
or colon-inflammation. The ordin- 
ar>- bran, if used in large quantities 
to overcome oonstlptlon, must al­
ways have the’ effect of further ir­
ritating the Inflamed mucous mem­
brane and although som'* good is 
achieved through irritating the in­
testines to the point of increased 
peristalsis, yet it seems to me that 
this good effect is more than coun­
teracted by the injurious form of 
irritation produced.

There are many breakfast foods 
on the market the manufacturers of 
which claim for them a high bran 
content. Most of these are toasted, 
and also have molasses or sugar 
added to Improve the flavor. This 
toasting will, in most .̂ases, make 
the particles of spicate more brittle 
and therefore less Irritating but, at 
the same time, the'' carbohvdrates of 
the bran are dextrinlzed, and 
dextrlnized foods are undoubtedlv 
constipating. Breakfast foods pre­
pared in this manner are not likely 
to produce the effect desired In at- 
tqmntlng to overcome constipation.

Those who do use the plain, clean­
ed bran must alwavs remember that 
a large amount of water should be 
used at the same time and for an

vtiand having collected in some kink in 
the colon, the kink having originally 
been due to spastic colitis and con­
traction due to chronic irritation.

One of the best ways to use bran 
i is to cook it along with some other 
{kind of breakfast food as the co^k- 
I ing has a softening effect upon the 
i cellulose. Common bran is nearly 
one-fifth cellulose, and in addition 
contains one hundred and nineteen 
grains of potash to the pound.

I To those who are contemplating 
the use of bran in overcoming con­
stipation, I  would especially reco-'i- 
mend that they first try using 
bread or muffins made from finely 
ground entire wholewheat flour. 
This contains all the bran necessary, 
in finely pulverized form, providing 

' cellulose bulk, with practically no 
Irritating effect.

Question: Mrs. H. W. F. asks: 

“Are there any oils or liniments 
that will penetrate an unbroken 
skin? I f  so. will you please name 
ope or two? My neighbor claims 
there is an oil that will cure a 
growth in the neck.”

Answer:—Oil and liquid will pen­
etrate the skin to some extent, a.s 
tests have shown that certain medi­
cines rubbed on the skin can be 
afterwards found in the urine. 1 do 
not know of an* oil which will have 
any effect on curing a growth in 
the neck.

Varicose Veins ,
Question: Mrs. R. D. S. asks;

“ Is -it possible that underaction of 
the suprarenal gland is the cause of 
varicose veins ? Have taken a half 
grain of Suprarenal extract every 
day for about three months but can­
not see anv improvement. I  follow 
your diet and exercises.”

Answer;—Varicose veins are pro­
duced by a breaking down of the 
wai:^ of the veins. I f  the veins ex­
tend over both legs it is sure to be 
due to a lack of organic minerals 
in the body’s food supply, or due to 
an acidosis which destroys the min­
erals after they are assimilated. I f  
any of the ducUess glands over- 
secrete or under-secrete it Is bound 
to affect metabolism to some 
extent, but the use of glandular ex­
tracts will not correct the mineral 
deficiency from which the veins suf­
fer In the trouble known as varicose 
veins.

On our own side of the pond there! 
have been many preliminaries, some 
humorous and rollicking, some terri­
bly intense. To this list is norr add­
ed the $25,000 prize winner in' the 
Atlantic Monthly contest, “ Go d  
Have Mercy on Us” (Houghton- 
Miffin)’ by William T. Scanlon, who 
served with the Marines. It is, like 
so many of the rest, full of hell and 
idug-outs and death, a book with­
out literary pretensions; stark and 
stirring in its picture of battle.

For our own part, there is a 
monotony to these works after thej 
first half dozen. Each by itself has; 
some epic quality. But death and r 
horror and all the rest are much the 
same, whether experienced from the 
German or the Allied side of the 
lines. All should, and probably will, 
have their disillusioning value. Most 
of them will prove severe preach­
ments against war. However, one 
who attempts the reading of a num 
her of them will find surfeit, I’n 
inclined to think.

The title is bitter irony, for the 
love story is far from that—a care- 
f u l l y  manipulated arrangement 
which, as the book closes, can make 
only for tragedy. It is this finish 
which sends the blind career if the 
mother-dominated c h i l d  crashing 
and breaks down all the defenses the 
mother has so carefully built. She is 
a sacrifice to her mother’s ego and 
selfishness. The mother has nag- 
ridden her poor husband, who is a 
decent but defeated: man, and made 
the rearing of the child her life 
task. There is much shrewd writ­
ing in this work—it’s a book many 
well-intentioned mothers might do 
well to read.

There are many cases in which 
the entire lighting and ignition 
system goes out suddenly. ■ 1 h®
most lo^cal deduction from this is 
that a fuse has blown. Proof o. 
this Ues in the fact that when step­
ping on the starter pedal, the 
starter motor will not even hum.

Most fuses are in back of the 
dash, underneath the hood. No 
fuse should be replaced, however, 
until the cause of the trouble has 
been located and remedied, or the 
replaced fuse will blow again.

What to do in case of a blown 
fuse is to look for a short circuit 
or an accidental ground. The 
trouble may be foynd at 'one of the 
sockets of the, lamps where the wir­
ing might have broken off and oe- 
come gprounded on the frame or
other metal part of car.

In looking for a ground, inspect 
all the wiring for worn places in 
the insulation on the wire, or a 
metallic contact between the wires 
or between the current carrying 
part of any of the wiring devices 
and the metal of the car.

When the difficulty has been 
found, it should be fixed before a 
new fuse is pu^in.

Sometime toe entire lighting 
and ignition system refuses to 
work, and every fuse is found In­
tact. In this event the trouble 
can be sought in the main current 
line from the battery. Probably the 
battery terminals are loose or worn 
off or in some other way discon­
nected, They may be so corroded 
as to prevent passage of the bat­
tery current through the w*res.

The hea'vy wire connecting the 
battery to the frame of the car, 
grounding the circuit, may have 
been jarred loose from the soldered 
connection or broken off.

Series was the rainbow for Connie 
Mack. After 15 years of paUent 
striving, his efforts have finally been 
rewarded. Back in 1914, Mack dis­
mantled his American League cham­
pions after that great team h ^  
been beaten four straight by the 
lowly Boston Braves. Since that 
Ume Connie has been working with 
a patience possessed by no other 
manager in baseball. When Bing 
MUler singled to win the.game and 
series. Mack broke through the re­
serve that is usually his and showed 
his emotions by slapping everybody 
on the back or shaking hands with 
any one Within shaking distance.
The score was Philadelphia, o, Chi­
cago, 2.

The finish was one of the most 
dramatic staged in a World Series.
It vied with the ten nm Inning of 
the fourth game for thrills, except 
that the attack of the Athletics was 
not quite so sustained. It didn t need 
to be for the Cubs had only a two 
riiTi ' lead and three tallies were 
enough to decide the game and 
series.

Up imtil the ninth Inning, It look­
ed like a certain Cub victory. Pat 
Malone had held the sluggers of the 
House of Jla.ck in subjection- t.ir 
eight innings. He . had pitched, to 
the weakness of Uie Athletics all af- 
tvnoon and while, a number of balls 
were hard hit, they went directly in­
to the waiting hands of some wait­
ing fielder. Only two hits had been 
made off tfis delivery and tbe Cubs 
seemed certain to record the first 
series shutout since 1926.

French sent in to pinch hit for 
Walfcerg crossed up everybody by 
his attitude at the plate. It was 
thought he would trj^kto work Ma­
lone for a base on balls, so as to 
set the stage f6r a home, run by one 
of Mack’s wrecking crew, . which 
would tie up the game. He slashed 
away at the first balJ^And fouled it 
off. He took the next one for a ball 
and then swung at the next two, 
missing both of them. Malone had 
only to retire two more men to get 
his name in the headlines as the 
saviour of the. Cubs. Then things 
began to happen.

Mule Haas stepped into the bat­
ter’s box. He was the young man 
who delivered a telling home run In 
the ten-nm rally o f the fourth 
game. PosMbly Bishop’s single up­
set Malone a trifle, as be pitched in­
side to him for the first time dur­
ing the game. Previously all fiis 
pitches to Haas had been high and 
on the outside, to make him hit into 
left field.

Haas was quick to grasp the situ­
ation, a fast ball on the inside was 
perfect to pull. He swung with 
desperation and was rewarded. Not 
in the series has there been a  ball 
harder hit. It cleared the right field 
wall on a line. That drive tied up 
the old ball game, virtually ended it. 
Malone had lost his poise. Simmons 
followed with a- two base hit, a 
towering fly ball that hit the score- 
board in center field on the first 
bounce. Foxx was purposely passed. 
There really was not much to choose 
between Foxx and Miller who fol­
lowed him in the lineup. Bing 
soon proved the truth of it. With 
two strikes on him, he doubled to 
right scoring Simmons with the 
nm that won the game and series.

No college team ever put on a 
wilder demonstration of the old col­
lege spirit than did the Athletics as
Simmons crossed the plate with the 
all-important nm.
