Ljfe of Former Police
Commissioner Here.

Patrick Maurice McNeary, a for:
mer police commissioner here, died
suddenly at 11:30 last night of cere-
bral hemorrhage at his home at 13
Oak street. Although Mr., Mc-
Neary has been in poor health for a
number of years he had been fairly
well the past few months and his
death came as a shock.

Mr. McNeary, whose genial dispo-
sition won him the cognomen of
“Smiler,” was a native of Manches-
ter, having been born on Locust
street 46 years ago, on October 15,
1883. For twenty years he has
been an assembler at the Under-
wood typewriter factory in Hart-
ford. Always an enthusiast in lo-
cal politics he was named & police
commissioner shortly after that

- commission was raised here. Pa-
trolmen who served under him still
remark about the solicitude he had
for th¥ir comfort and welfare.

But a few years ago Mr. Mec-
Neary suffered & long period of ill-
ness due to stomach hemorrhages.
For a time during that illness it
was not believed possible that he
could live. But a wiry constitution
and a strong will to live carried him
through the crisis. Last night he
spent & short period reading after
eating supper. He appeared par-
ticularly concerned over something
and told his sisters with whom he
lived that he was going out for a
wallk. His strength failed him,
however, and he could not arise
from his chair. He was imme-
diately put to bed and Dr. Edv{ard
C. Higgins was called. The patient
passed into a coma at about 11:30 |
and shortly afterward died. p

Mr. McNearly was one of the orig-
inal 25 who organized the Manches-
ter City club when its rooms were
in the Ferris block on Main street,
the same block in which he passed
away though the building has
since been moved to Oak street. He
was the first president of the City
club and always has been active in
its membership. He was also a
member of the Rockville lodge of
Elks being in the first group of Man-
chester men to join the Rockyville
lodge. He was exceedingly popular
in both o tions, his ability at
repartee and ready wit being always
in evidence even during the periods
of his greatest suffering. [

Mr. McNeary is survived by two
brothers, Thomas J. and William
both of New York city and three
sisters, Mrs. William Naven, Miss
Sarah T. McNeary and Miss Rebec-
ca C. McNeary, of this town. The

Blasting of that hypersensitive
rock body that overlooks the rail-
road cut at Bolton Notch has been
abandoned for good, it was stated
today. It has been decided at a con-
ference of the State Highway De-
partment, the New Haven Railroad
Company and the New Haven Con-
tracting and Construction Com-
pany which lattei concern is build-
ing the mew highway thsough the
Notch, that there has been enough
holding up of trains on the Highland
Division through blasting operations
and the rock mass is to be tackled
by another method.

Such of the formation &s remains,
and it is plenty, lies with its strata
slanting directly toward the open
cut and it would be physically im-
possible to disrupt it by explosions

Hartford Expert to Explain

New Haven, Oct. 21 —(AP) —
Trial of the three oﬂicers. of the
Parker-Smith company, who are

accused of embezzling as trustees
and agents a total of $166,400, will
be resumed before Judge Isaac
Wolfe and & jury in Criminal Su-
perior Court tomorrow.

The State which has already pre-
sented about 30 witnesses and at
least 200 pieces of documentary evi-
dence, ewpects to conclude its case
by tomorraw and the defense is pre-
pared fo begin its side Wednesday.

One of the witnesses expected to-
morrow is Charles Coates, of the
Hartford accounting firm which
audited the books following the
company's being placed in the
hands of a receiver by State Bank-
ing Commissioner Lester E. Shippee
and Attorney General Benjmin W.
Alling. Coates, who has assisted
State Attorney Samuel E. Hoyt in
the presentation of documentary
evidence against the accused men,

~ will explain the audit and his ex-

planation will be used by Hoyt to
show how money intended for pay-
ment of noteholders in mortgage
trusts went into the company's
treasury on checks signed by either
Clarence V. Smith, &s treasurer, Or
his brother, Paul M. Smith, as sec-
retary. The Smiths, with John E.
Parker, president of the company,
are being tried on 35 counts of em-
bezzlement, Hoyt holding in abey-
ance three charges of conspiracy to
defraud. The trial began last Tues-
day morning, the Smiths and Park-
er being put to another plea after
Judge Wolfe had denied a defense
motion, made the day previous, for
quashing and dismissal of the in-
dictment.
Hoyt's Evidence
Hoyt has so offered documentary
evidence and testimony by investors
and mortgagers showing that
money paid by mortgagers in liquid-
ation of mortgage trusts was used
by the company of its owm pur-
poses rather than to pay off the
. noteholders. In some instances ac-
cording to testimony,-and documen-
tary evidence, interest continued on
notes long after the company had
the money Wwith which to pay them
the noteholders
had not knowledge the mortgagers
had paid. In one instance on record,
interest on & note .stopped Six
months before the company had the
money with which to pay it, and
the noteholder received neither in-
terest nor principal thereafter.

Then the defense begins its case,
which probably will be Wednesday
morning, it will open on the attitude
that the company used the money
diverted from mortgage accounts
and not the three officers charged
with the crime. The defense holds
that the company was the agent
and trustee in the transactions and
not the officers and that under the
law, the men are not liable to crim-
inal prosecution.

The case was ajourned Friday af-
ternoon, just as State Attorney
Hoyt concluded presentation of evi-
dence on the 26 counts of embezzle-
ment by trustee and had begun
presentation of the evidence on nine
counts of embezzlement.by trustee.

RADIO IN POLITICS
=~ Down in Bridgeport they have a
local broadcasting station, WICC,
and the Democratic Town Commit-

tee has engaged time'on its’pro-!

gram during the week preceding
the city election early in Novem-
ber. The Republican Town Commit-
tee, however, does not Intend to
campaign over the radio. It will de-
pend, as heretofore, on newspaper
advertising, - rallies and personal
messages.

It is no slouch of & campaign
that is being conducted in.the Park
City, either. There is plenty of ma-
terial in several contracts, bridge,
paving and the like, which the
Democrats charge smell of extravas
gance if not of graft and which
the Republicans are vigorously da-
fending as clean business.

NOT REPUBLICANS

The little group of Western “pro-
gressives” which, operating as &
farm bloc, has succeeded with Dem-
ocratic aid in hanging the discred-
jted farm  debenture measure
around the neck of tariff revision,
is increasingly demonstrating its
lack of all claim to association with
the Republican party. That is &
condition that the party as a whole
will have to take under serious con-
sideration before long.

The use
of the bloc's votes for organization
purposes is an empty benefit if
every program of Republican legis-
lation is to be in turn defeated by
coalition of the bloc with the
party's principal political enemy.

It is high time that the leaders of
the Republican party throughout
the country seriously weighed the
advisability of formally - excluding
these persistent malcontents and

— Nearly
everyone who writes about lobbies in
Washington gives voice to the as-
sumption that we all believe the in-
stitution of the lobby is something
new and then attempts to astonish
us by proving atherwise.

Your correspondent is not going
to suggest that the customers of
this newspaper are as ignorgnt as
that, but after diligent research the
hopes to be able to set down more
concerning the antiquity and his-
tory of the lobbies than has ever
been gathered together before. The
unanimity with which writers have
neglected this subject is nothing
short of astonishing and no more
than a general outline can be given
because lobbies out after the peo-
ple’s , money have nearly always
been accepted with the greatest
equanimity.

From the Beginning

There never has been a time since
the establishment of this govern-
ment when the lobbyists were not on
the job in the pational capital.

They have taken goodness. knows
how many billions of dollars from
the American people through their
grabs of land, natural resources and
profitable favors.

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BACTERIA EVERYWHERE

There are bacteria associated
with disease, and also equally as

word .“bacteria” holds a terror for
most people, who.always assoclate
fection,” “disease,” ‘sickness” and
; “death.” '

which we have only a slight know!-
edge, a little knowledge is often a
dangerous thing, Perhaps the great-
est harm is produced through the
fear engendered by the false belief
that bacteria always mean {rou-
ble. :

It is well o remember that bac-
teria are essentially vegetable
growths. They have noc sex life—
they are not male and female, or
bugs or worms or anything else ex-
cept vegetable *growths.” The dif-
ferent “kinds of bacteria grow in
different substances. If the sub-
| stances which are nutritious to one
| type of bacteria are taken away
| from these vegetable growths the
| bacteria cannot develop, and either
| die off or remain in a resting state,
in some cases for periods of time
lasting as long as twenty years.

Bacterial growths change their
location by throwing out - little
shoots or spores and sometimes in
a short period these growths will
spread over a large space wherever
| there is enough nutrition for their
growth.

Dried bacteria are also blown off
by the wind and carried from one
place to another by any moving ob-
i ject, such as man or animals. Flies
or mosquitoes, In this way, also
play their part in transporting
either dry or moist bactenal
growths from one place to another.

All bacteria may be destroyed by
steam heat, and most bacteria by
freezing.

There are a great many beneficial
pacteria found in the alimentary
canal, and digestion and assimila-
tion could not go on without thelr
presence. The bacteria of the intes-
tines do their work by breaking
down the-highly complex organisms
of our food into simpler elements
which the body can digest and as-
similate. ,

In many cases, too many of the
putrefactive bacteria exist in the
intestines, and one of the secrets of
scientific dietetics” is  to attempt
through proper feeding to keep the
right amount of good bacteria in
the intestines, and to eliminate the
destructive ones.

Bacteria are found in practically
every part of the world. Even the
oceans are literally full of bacteria.
It is thought that fish and seaweed
owe their existence to bacteria in
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many associated with health. The P

BATTLE OF TRAFALGAR
The British fleet under Admiral
Horatio Nelson obtained a great
nayal victory over the combined
flocts of France and Spain on Oct

21, 1805, off the shores of Capé

Trafalgar on the south coast of
Spain.

The allies had 33 ships, com-
manded by the French ' vice ad-
miral, Villeneuve, while Nelson had
27. Before beginning battle, Nelson
gave his now famous signal, “Eng-
land expects that every man will
do his duty."”

The British fleet, after a terrific
battle, completely disorganized the
hostile line. Eighteen ships were
captured. (

The victory was complete, but
Nelson was mortally wounded and
died with the words, “Thank God I
have done my duty.”

By his final great victory he had
destroyed the combined French and
Spanish fleets, and Napoleon's hope
of creating a naval power vanished
forever.

Nelson thus contributed immense-
ly to the final destruction of the
Napoleonic ambitions, for without
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the control of the sea England would
have bsen unable to wage her long
contest,

Nelson was buried in London an
January 9, 1806, amid extraordinary
public demonstration.
