Kyoto, Japan, Nov. 4.— (AP) — 
rha Institute of Pacific Relations 
took up the Manchurian question in 
the first three days of debate today, 
in sessions at which the press was 
barred.

A-tense atmosphere prevailed. It 
was ‘Jearned that while the proceed­
ings'were decorous there were sev­
eral warm verbal clashes in which 
champions of the Japanese and 
Chinese pleaded and attacked J -i- 
pan's position in Manchuria.

Outstanding in the dlscussiciii 
were the remarks -f Macanao Hani- 
hara who declared Japan’s relations 
in Manchuria were analogous to 
those of the United States in CuOh 
and Haiti, and Great Britain's in 
Egypt, and that Japan was unable 
to recede from a position based on 
national necessity and treaty rights.

Chinese spokesmen vigorously as­
sailed this position, being especially 
oitter concerning the employment of 
Japanese troops to police Man­
churia. They r ted instances oi 
alleged tyrannies and injustices, to 
which the Japanese replied vvitn 
equal warmth.

An American spokesman empha­
sized that the inevitable march of 
events was working in China’s fa­
vor, and urged Chinese patience re­
garding relatively minor frictions.

The cardinal found His Holiness 
in fine physical condition and eacn 
congratulated the other on his ap­
pearance.

The cardinal was saluted by a 
platoon of Swiss t-uards as his auto­
mobile drove around the Basilica at 
St. Peter’s through the new en­
trance to Vatican City, and passed 
through the so-called courtyard of 
Parrot, ending in the courtyard oi 
San Damaso, where the Papal gen­
darmes rendered him honor.

More Guards.
He proceeded up the royal staii'- 

case of the Vatican to Clemintine 
hall where another platoon of t^e 
Sw'iss guards presented arms wit.i 
their halberds. He was there met 
by Monsignor Caccpa Dominion e 
Camillo, Papal Chamberlain, wt.n 
took him to the Pope's ante-cham­
ber, where were gathered members 
of the Papal Court, represented oy 
noble guards and important pre­
lates.

The Pontiff’s private secreta’ y 
ushered the cardinal into the large 
private library where the Pope was 
already half-way across the room to 
greet him. After the cardinal’s gen­
uflection he was permitted to kiss 
the papel ring before the Pontiff 
motioned him to rise and be seated 
in an armchair at his right by a 
big desk.

There he engaged him in friendly 
conversation for some time. As he 
was preparing to take his leave the 
cardinal brought in members of his 
suite, including George MacUonal i 
of New York, who is a Papal Knight 
of the Cape and Sword. The Pontiff 
had a kind word for each and impart­
ed the apostolic benediction to -sll 
and extended it to their families aad 
all those dear to them.

Cardinal Hayes then descended 
another floor to call on Cardinal 
Gasparri, papel secretary of state.

Even apples that \yere pitted by the 
hailstones are bringing too high a 
price in the market to warrant their 
being turned into cider on an exten­
sive scale.

Draduignan, France, Nov. 4.— 
(-4.P)—Richard Corbett, on trial 
here for murder growing out of the 
“ mercy killing” of his invalid 
mother last May, today made a dra­
matic plea to the jury declaring that 
though he broke the law he felt that 
he had done right.

So moving was Corbett’s declara­
tion in which he said he was willing 
to pay any penalty the jury thought 
just, that one of the jurors broke 
down and it was necessary for the 
judge to suspend the trial while 
medical attention was given.

Tried Suicide.
Corbett, who is of French-English 

extraction killed his mother on May 
9 and then shot himself, but later 
recovered.

“ I admit I killed my mother,” said 
Corbett, calmly telling the judge 
and jury that he accepted full re­
sponsibility. “ I knew what I was 
doing and I do not regret V act.”

The little courthouse was packed 
with spectators while soldiers with 
fixed bayonets guarded the doors 
and kept out a mob of several hun­
dred who fought for entry. The 
jury, which will decide Corbett's 
fate, is composed of elderly men, 
while the presiding judge interro­
gated the prisoner in gentle tones.

The judge, however, said Corbett 
had broken one of the basic human 
laws. It woa'd be different if he 
were sorry for the deed, but under 
the circumstances he could not see 
how his action could be condoned.

Speaks to Jury.
Corbett, losing his poise for a mo­

ment, turned to the jury .and said: 
"Gentlemen, my mother was suffer­
ing tortures. The doctor; agreed 
she could not recover. I feel that 
though I broke the law, I did right. 
I'm willing to pay any penalty you 
think just. My action would not 
have been necessary if the state 
would pass a law enabling doctors 
to end the suffering of incurables.”

Corbett’s words so upset one of 
the jurors that the judge was forced 
to suspend the hearing while medi­
cal attention was given.

Also he told me that he was an 
old crony of James Joyce, the Irish 
writer who started a new school of 
literature and that Joyce had once 
studied for the opera, having been 
one of McCormack’s classmates.

Wc 
have found evidence in the shape of , 
charred leaves that it was known i 
as early as the stone age by some ; 
o? the lake dwellers in Switzerland, 
and the Chinese were known to be 
cultivating it 3,000 years before the 
Christian era. Wheat was unknown 
in America before the coming of the 
Spaniards.

It  is interesting to note while 
studying the romance of wheat that 
white flour is not a modem dlscov- , 
ery. The sifting away of the out­
side of the grain was practiced dur­
ing the more prosperous years of 
the Greeks end Romans. Even the 
Gauls used a bolter made of woven 
horsehair. The sieves of Spain were 
made of flax, while the Egyptians 
used screens made of papyrus and 
rushes. The oldest grinders, of 
course, were men’s own molars, and 
some of Ihe early skulls show the 
grinding teeth worn down as though 
they had actually been used to grind 
hard grain for a long period. How­
ever, the grinding or milling goes 
back beyond history. It  has written 
Its own history in the smooth grind­
ing stones which we have found. 
They are romantic and beautiful re­
minders of a time when man’s tools 
were crude—of a people that are 
gone, though their Implements re­
main. I t  Is as though man learned 
to take up a rock and grind-his 
grain before he learned to take his 
pen in hand and write.

The first special grinder was a 
hollow stone upon which the grain 
was placed and rubbed or pounded 
by another smaller stone held in the 
hands. The next improvement was to 
put two round stones together with 
a hole In the upper one through 
which the grain could be dropped In. 
By means of a stick or iron handle, 
the upper stone was revolved upon 
the bottom one. This work was 
usually done by two women, one 
would push the handle half a revolu­
tion and the other would return It. 
Grinding seems to have been one of 
woman’s most important vocations.

"My baby of a year and four months 
does not walk, while my other chil­
dren walked at fourteen months. He 
oan stand alone and walks around 
chairs or other objects. He eats and 
sleeps well.

Answer:—Do not worry too much 
about your child not walking. No 
doubt he is just a little late in learn­
ing, as Is often the case. As he is 
able to walk around chairs, and eats 
and sleeps well, I feel quite sure 
there can be nothing organically 
wrong with him. Keep him on a 
well balanced diet. Instructions for 
which I will be glad to send you.

Grapejulce
Question: Mrs. K. G. writes:—"I 

would like to know if grapejuice is 
harmful to people having high blood 
pressure. I  am very fond of it. but 
having high blood pressure would 
like to be sure whether or not I 
should drink it.”

Answer:—Grapejuice 19 an excel­
lent food drink and when used 
should be taken In place of a meal or 
between meals, but not In addition 
to an ordinary meal. Those with a 
tendency to high blood pressure 
should use grapejuice to which no 
sugar has been added.

Dry Skin
Question: M. W. asks:—̂“Is  exces­

sive dryness of the skin due to a 
deficiency in the thyroid gland. 
What is this deficiency, and is there 
a cure for it at a ll? ’’

Answer:—Dryness of the skin 
would not necessarily indicate a de­
ficiency of the thyroid which could 
only be determined after metabolism 
tests. You can supply the lack of 
natural oil somewhat by rubbing 
olive oil on the skin after bathing 
and the use of more fats in the 
diet. It would be impossible to de­
termine the real trouble from the 
information given in your letter, and 
a thorough examination would prob­
ably be necessary.

A lady wrote me a letter recently 
in which she asked, "What do you 
mean when you say one of the 
monkey wrenches in community 
machinery is ‘contemptuous famili­
arity?’ I understand,” she con­
tinued, "what you mean by ‘monkey 
wrenches,’ but I don’t get this ‘con­
temptuous familiarity.’ ■”

“ (Contemptuous familiarity is the 
opposite of “wide-awakefulness.” 
It is the blindfold that keeps you 
from seeing, the ear muffs that 
keey you from hearing opportunity 
that is to the right, to the left, 
above and below you, right in Man­
chester.

Whenever the civic clubs of . your 
community perform a task for the 
good of all, it causes you to say, 
“Well, they are supposed to do It, 
therefore they deserve no thanks 
for it.”

keeps you down, belittles you and 
belittles Manchester, and causes all 
wide-awake people who know of 
you, and with whom you come in 
contact, to feel sorry for and pity 
you. “ Contemptuous familiarity” 
is worse than a monkey wrench in 
the machinery—it is a disease, play­
ing havoc with communities every­
where.

You know th# story of the man 
who moved away because it was 
a nuisance to pick up the stones 
full of little black lumps that lit­
tered his field and hindered his 
plowing each spring.

Washington.—In no other city of 

the United States does the business 
of writing for the newspapers take 
on the Importance that it does in 
Washington.

The news nerve of the nation and 
to a large extent of the entire 
world, the capital attracts reporters 
from everywhere. There are more 
than 340 accredited to the press 
galleries of congress alone. More 
than seven pages of the congres­
sional  ̂directory are requited to list 
them *and the newspapers and press 
organizations they represent.

Hallam, in his “ Constitutional 
History,” says:

" . . .  the gallery in which the 
reporters sit has become the fourth 
estate of the realm.” And Oscar 
Wilde observed that “ In America 
the president reigns four years, and 
journalism governs forever and 
ever.”

Washington newspapermen are of 
all types. There are those who 
wear spats and carry canes. And 
there are those who possess only 
one suit. There are those whose 
hair has grayed in the profession. 
And there are those only a few 
months out of the schools of jour­
nalism.

But almost without exception 
each enjoys not only the respect 
and good will of those high in the 
affairs of the nation, but their con­
fidence as well.

A 13-Story Club.
The headquarters for most of 

them, the National Press club, is in 
the heart of the capital. It is the 
site of the historic Ebbit house, 
famed in national history. Recently 
erected, the club building towers 13 
stories at the corner of Fourteenth 
and F streets. All of the common 
stock of the building corporation is 
owned by the club itself. Eventually 
the club will acquire complete con­
trol of the building.

For a number of years the press

club has looked forward to the time 
when it could offer an award for 
the most meritorious work done by 
a Washington correspondent over a 
period of a year. But it was not 
until this year that it was possible.

A New York lawyer, (Jhestei De- 
Witt Pugsley, has placed at the 
disposal of the club $1,000 to be 
given to that Washin^oh newspa­
perman who, in the opinion of a 
jury of five, has done the best work 
on a subject of national interest 
during 1929. |

The, club merely administers the ! 
award. It is to be known formally 
as “The Chester D. Pugsley Jour­
nalistic Award.”

Dr. James Melvin Lee, director of 
the department of journalism of 
New York university; Theodore P. 
Noyes, associate editor of the Eve­
ning Star, Washington, D. C.; Roy 
A. Roberts, managing editor of the 
Kansas City Star; Grafton S. Wil­
cox, assistant managing editor of 
the New York Herald-Tribune, and 
Dr. Henry Grattan Doyle, associate 
editor of Hispania, will select the 
winner.

There are 60 scholarships at Har­
vard, Involving a principal of $500,- 
000, a $10,000 scholarship at Vassar 
and a number of scholarships at 
various universities for sons of 
United States consuls that were 
established by him.

In the University of Iowa reported, 
that they had been able to stop ; 
the development of decay in the 
teeth of diabetic children who had 
been receiving carefully controlled 
diets to control their diabetes. Re­
peated examinations on many other . 
diabetic children confirmed the or­
iginal observations. .

In order to find out what the fac- , 
tors were in the diet that were of 
importance in preventing decay, the 
studies were extended to children 
who did not have diabetes but who 
did have decaying teeth. It was 
found that the prescribing of a 
suitable diet aided in preventing! 
the decay in every Instance. (
t When these children went home j 

and began to eat whatever they i 
pleased without relationship to the | 
substances that had been given to , 
them in the hospital, the teeth be­
gan to decay again-. The Iowa au­
thorities then decided to find out 
whether they could prevent decay 
of teeth in children who were be­
ing fed at home, provided these 
children were given all the selec­
ted foods.
