ACROSS THE CONTINENT

Engineers Predict This Will
Be a Fact Soon—Safety Ap-
pliances Explained.

Los Angeles, Nov. 14.—(AP) —
Airplane transports, flying passen-
gers night and day across the
United States on a twelve hour
schedule, were forecast by aircraft
authorities in papers read here last
night before the southern California
section of the Society of Automo-
tive Engineers and the Aeronautical
Chamber of Commerce of America.

W. E. Boeing, president of the
Boeing Airplane and Transport
company, expressed belief that night
flying, aided by radid telephone
connections between plane and
ground and by radio directional
beacons, soon would become as safe
and common as day flying. He
pointed out that the airway be-
tween
coast already was Ifghted, and that
pilots over this one line, fly more
night hours than all the air pilots
of Europe.

Horace M. Hanshue, president of
Western Air Express, said only two
essentials, an air-minded public and
planes than can cruise at 200 miles
an hour, are necessary t{o bring
about a twelve-hour coast to coast
schedule. He predicted commercial
planes soon would be built to fly

Dear Sir:
Having read with interest the let-

ter published in last night's Herald
signed by Ray C. Pillsbury I feel it
a duty, not only because of the

I kept on walking towarcs my home
as I had no reason to suspect this
man of any violence, although I did
have reason to believe that he was
there for no good purpose.

About fifty feet beyond the
point where I passed the man
I passed Mrs. Pillsubry, al-
though 1 did not recogrize her at
the time. Thinking of the man 1
had passed, I walked somewhat
slower, half turning my head as she
continued on up Park street.

Suddenly, Mrs., Pillsbury turned |

as she reached the man and came
running back along Park street.
She was very excited as she said:
“Oh Mr. Metter, I am so glad it is
you. That man back there grabbed
me by the arm.”

I did what any gentleman would
do under the circumstances—I of-
fered to take her home, which offer
was accepted.

I am firmly convinced that an at-
tack was attempted on both the
young girl (who ran out of sight
before she could be identified) and
Mrs. Pillsbury. It was an ideal
spot for such an attack. Park street
is quite dark at this point and the
woods.and shrubbery of the Cheney
estate on the south side of Park
street is close to the street. Another
thing, there were few people on
the streets as the parade had just
returned.

When I read of the assault on the
two girls on Center street I did so
with considerable skepticism. I
wish to lend a note of warning, how-
ever, in respect to the affair of
Monday night as I was an eye-wit-
ness and feel that the man who ac-
costed the Giglio and Bidwell girls
on Nov. 1st is none other than the
one who I saw attempting two such
advances on Monday night.

His baseball career extended over
32 years, beginning in Montgomery,
Ala., in 1893, and ending only four

years ago in Dubuque, lowa, where |

as player-manager he pitched twen-
ty games at the age of 53.

He was first called the “Iron
man” when as a member of the
Brooklyn team he pitched six win-
ing games against Pittsburgh in
seven days winning the pennant for
the team. ' )

He joined the big leagues in Balti-
more in 1899 and continued as one
of the foremost pitchers of his day
for almost ten .years. He came to
Brooklyn in 1900 when & reductivn
of the National rLeague circuit from
twelve to eight clubs brought about
a merger of the two teams.

At the start of the 1801 season he
jumped to the Baltimore Americans,
then under the guidance of John J.
McGraw, and when McGraw a year
later came to New York to lead the
New York Giants, he came with
him. He remained with McGraw
during the remainder of his Major
League days. )

McGinnity figured prominently in
the Giant pennant vietories of 1904
and 1905 and divided two games in
the 1905 World Series against the
Athletics. In June of 1904 he
strengthened his claim to fame .\
winning three double-headers. The
triumphs of 1905, however, marked
the peak of his success, although he
remained with the Giants until 1908.
He went with Newark the following
year and thereafter played on num-

erous minor league teams until his
retirement.

a dispute in which both sides have
Jstrong arguments. Such seems (o
be the case in the current Army-
Navy quarrel. The average inno-
cent bystander hardly knows which |
side to step in and slug with.

The Army takes the position that
nobody else is kicking against its
eligibility rule, so why should the
Military Academy allow the Naval
Academy to tell it where to get off ?
Athletics for all is the West Point
standard.

The Navy seems to take the stand
that it does not care for pitched
battles with some very, very ex-
perienced players, some of whom
have played at other colleges and
universities for several years before
matriculating at West Point. The
Navy offered compromises, which
spokesmen for the Army deemed
attempts for parity rather than
eligibility.

The Army's Handieap,

Army is the smaller school in
point of student numbers, having
about 1200 to the Navy's 2000. The
Army takes the position that with
the three-year rule it has now , in
force, about 300 plebes are excluded
from football competition. To adopt
the same rule as the Navy would
result in 44 per cent more of the
Army students becoming ineligible,
since that is the number of students
who enter West Point after they
have attended colleges and uni-
versities.

Not questioning the stand taken
by the Army, it does seem as if the
military authorities could bend back
a bit without suffering great indig-
nity. Why not give the Navy's sug-
gestion a trial ? There are years and
vears ahead of both schools in which
helpful changes can be made if the
three-year rule is foun unsatis-
factory.

Bravely Spoken.

Major General W. R. Smith, |
spokesman for the Army, told Rear
Admiral Robison, conducting nego-
tiations for the Navy, that the ad-
miral was asking ‘“not eligibility,
but parity.” But why should not
the Army grant the dear old Navy
parity, if that is all tHe Middles
want? Surely the Military Acad-
emy does not hold the Naval Acad-
emy in any light that might be con-
strued as fear!

General Smith further says: *I
am sure if the average army man
were to express his thoughts he
would say, ‘bring on your 2000
midshipmen, and our 1200 Waest
Point cadets will play them 11 at
a time.""

The general has spoken bravely,
but he might have said even more
courageous words. He might have
said, “The Military Academy seeks
no advantage over the Navy, and if
the Navy says so, the Military
Academy will walk on its hands and
play the midshipmen."

Aw! Give '"Em a Break!

BRAKES THAT GO "“SOFT.”

were anything wrong with the[
breaking system itself it would not |
be likely to show improvement
without making some adjustment to.
it.

OIL LEAKS AT WHEELS.

Having oil leak out the rear axles
at the brake drums is bad enough
without being able to find the)
remedy for the trouble. Where
washers on the outside of the
axle bearings become worn rapidly‘
it is logical to suspect that the|
wheel fits too close, but where!
these washers are in good condi-
tion yet leak ofl it is well to look
deeper into the trouble.- '

There are thrust washers at other
points in the rear axle assembly and
these sometimes leak to such an |
extent that they place too heavy a
burden on the washers at the axle |
ends. Another common cause of
oil leakage is the use of too much
lubricant in the rear axle or two
thin a lubricant. ;

In one make, and it is not an|
isolated case, the lubricant in the!
transmission can work down;
through the propellor shaft tube,
past the universal joint and into the
rear axle. This happens when |
washers along the line are worn or |
broken. The rear axle then has an |
over-supply of oil and seeks relief
at the wheels.

GREASE MAKES THEM TIGHT.

After greasing the car one
naturally feels like inspecting vari-
ous parts, but it {s more practical to
do the inspecting first, |

Take the front wheels, for in-
stance. Most motorists will repack‘
the hubs with fresh cup grease,
and then shake the wheels to see |
If they are loose. With grease |
packed into the bearings it |Is
natural that any looseness ia harder
to detect.

Sometimes grease makes Iloose
parts seem tight. But this is only a
temporary condition and, in the case
of wheels, means danger.

Try the wheel bearings for loose-
ness before lubricating. The same
rule applies to checking over the
spring bolts and shackles as well,
as various connections of the!
steering and tie rods. '

BIG JOB BUT NO RESULTS,

Recently a car owner found that
his battery was badly in need of
water. The cells were nearly dry
and the plates were about to
buckle. 3

When he had put in an unusually
large amount of water he compli-
mented himself upon having done
an exceptionally good job. Natur-
ally he was surprised to find that
his reward was a dead battery.

The story illustrates the point
that a lot of work is not always
productive of exceptional results.
Usually it works the other way. In
the case of the battery the large
amount of water added reduced the
acidity of the electrolyte in the cells
to the vanishing point. The battery
could not operate on so weak a
solution and, lacking the addition of
acid, promptly quit.

A little water and acid would
have produced better results than
an excess of water and no acid.

SAFER THAN THEY SEEM.

Impatience always has stood in
the way of the average drivér's
safety, especially in the matter of
applying the brakes. If his car
does not seem to start to stop sud-
denly when he steps on the brakes
in an emergency he reaches for the
hand brake and often stops too
quickly for the equilibrium of the
car. :

The order of requirements for the

aircraft engine is reliability, low
weight per horsepower, fuel econ-
omy, flexibility and smoothness and
lastly quietness.

No motorist could stand the noise
of the airplane engine underneath
his motor car's hood for any length
of time. In order to muffle that
noise, however, he has to sacrifice
just those features that go to
make up low  weight and
greater sturdiness in the airplane
engine, with increased power.

i HEALTH IF HYGIENIC
CARE IS IGNORED

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is the
llast of four articles by Dr. Morris
Fishbein on the hygiene of ath-
letics,

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of
Hygela, the Health Magazine

In its survey of the hygiene of
athletic training, the special com-
mittee, working under the Carnegle
Foundation for the Advancement
of Teaching, emphasizes its convic-
tion that athletics if properly con-

significantly to the ph
of students.

They point out that exercises In
general, and athletics in particular,
are not a panacea for all forms
of ill health from flat feet to mel-
ancholia.

Another point of view is that
athletics are in the nature of rem-
edies to be prescribed for one per-
son in one strength and for an-
other in another strength and not
to be prescribed at all for other
persons.

The committee is convinced that
| adequate physical examinations and
{ adequate medical care and super-
vision of athletes are not yet avail-
able in most institutions. It is
urged that in case of accident, the
physician and not the trainer should
go on the field to determine the na-
ture of the injury and advisability
of continuing play. There must not
be participation in an excesslve
number of sports.

Furthermore, the physician
should not be chosen because of
his superenthusiasm for athletics
and his desire to win at any cost,
but rather for his ability to judge
| the type of injury which he |s
most often asked to see.

Some of the hyglenic practices
associated with hlgh school and
college athletics are so filthy that
\thoy wotlld not be tolerated for a
moment in any other department
jof life. It has been found that
the same athletic clothing is worn
| without washing for a long period
of time and in the case of track
athletics, not infrequently for four
years.
