STARTS BIG FIRE

TRIAL BEGINS
Criminail Court Building, New 

York, Nov. 18.—(AP)—A year and 
fourteen days after Arnold Roth­
stein, Broadway gambler, was shot, 
the state of New York today began 
the trial of the man accused of his 
murder, George A. McManus, race 
track book-maker.

In the dingy, high ceilinged old 
room where the Criminal Division of 
the Supreme Court customarily sits, 
a court official shortly after 10 a. 
m. began calling the names of the 
150 “blue ribbon” talesmen, from 
whom the jury will be selected.

All spectators were barred from 
the court room today, only the tales­
men and the newspaper reporters 
numbering 30 odd, being allowed 
through the police lines, stretched at 
several places through the corridor 
of the old building.

Many Vacancies
There seemed to be mauy vacan­

cies in the ranks of the talesmen as 
there w;as last Tuesday when the 
case first was called to trial, but 
postponed because of the absence of 
Alvin C. Thomas, better known as 
“Titanic” Thompson, ill in a Mil­
waukee hospital with pleurisy.

Thomas, who the state charac­
terizes as one of their important 
witnesses has since recovered and is 
expected to be present to testify 
when called probably late this week 
or next.

McManus, smiling, arrived shortly 
before 10:30 a. m., with his counsel, 
James D. C. Murray. He was dress­
ed in a brown suit, grey hat and 
dark blue overcoat.

They were followed by Ferdinand 
Pecora, George N. Brothers and 
James McDonald, assistant district 
attorneys who will prosecute.

Judge .Arrives
Judge Charles C. Nott, Jr., enter­

ed the court room shortly after 
10:30 and the selection of the jury 
was begim.

The money market 
somewhat lessened building opera­
tions in several parts of the state 
but none of this forecasts oppor­
tunity for natural growth to catch 
up with building expansions would 
come.

Building Permits.
The value of building permits is­

sued in New Haven increased 341 
per cent over those of October 1928 
and the value of those issued in Nor- 
which increase 313 per cent. Build­
ing permits were greater in Middle- 
town, Greenwich. New London, 
Naughatuck and Torrlngton. Post- 
office receipts were greater last 
month than during October 1928 in 
aU but one city reporting.

The survey also showed that mer­
chants reported satisfactory sales. 
With one exception every com­
munity reported more telephone in­
stallation than in October 1928. 
Gas and electricity showed sub­
stantial Increases over the same 
period a year ago.

Washington, Nov. 18— (AP) —

The president is studying the 
whole field with a view to having 
formulated speedily a program un­
der which government and commer­
cial and other agencies of the coun­
try may be coordinated to promote 
continued business progress.

Secretary Lament, who has been 
one of Mr. Hoover’s ad-visers in the 
situation which developed with the 
disturbance in the New York Stock 
Market, said today existing agencies 
in the government and the commer­
cial and industrial fields would be 
depended upon to carry out any 
program which might be determined 
upon during the conferences start­
inĝ  tomorrow.

C. of C. to .Yssist
The commerce secretary added 

that his own department and the 
United States Chamber of Com­
merce would be among such 
agencies that would be utilized.

Besides these, the American Rail­
way Association, the American Fed­
eration of Labor, and the American 
Bankers’ Association, as well as 
otliers probably will assist.

Mr. Hoover is inclined to the be­
lief that the existing agencies are 
entirely capable of so forwarding 
business progress in the present 
situation. A coordinating agency 
between these and government 
organizations probably will be nec­
essary and if so it will be set up 
after the preliminary conferences 
have been held.

40 Cents a Pound.

Washington, Nov. 18—(AP)—The 
Senate today voted to restore the 
existing tariffs of $2.10 a pound on 
unstemmed and $2.75 a pound on 
stemmed wrapper tobacco. The 
House bill raised these duties by 
forty cents a pound.

IN YEARS. REPORT Local Stocks

Eight cases were before the Man­
chester police court this morning.

Kwiatkaukas was defended by At­
torney William J. Shea who entered 
a plea of not guilty. After the evi­
dence had oeen introduced Attorney 
Shea moved that the prisoner be 
discharged on the ground that there 
was no evidence to show he owned 
the liquor or bottles. Judge R. A. 
Johnson denied the motion. The 
patrolmen all testified that they had 
received complaints that booze 
could be bought at the house. They 
stated that men went in and out of 
the house and named some of the 
men whom they had seen.

Kwiatkauskas said he had lived 
here seven years. He admitted hav­
ing made wine and beer for his own 
use. He denied ever having sold 
any liquor, and did not know the 
two' men who were accused of visit­
ing his place. He denied that he 
owned the bottles found in the 
garage. Patrolman Heffron testi­
fied that Kwiatkauskas said he 
didn’t want to go to jail because he 
would lose his job. When the bot­
tles were found in the garage both 
the man and his wife threw up their 
hands as if it w'as all up with them.

Prosecuting Attorney Hathaway 
said it was imnecessary to prove 
actual sale. It was sufficient that 
liquor had been found in the house 
and that it was frequented by men 
who buy liquor. The fact that 
Kwiatkauskas had told the officers 
he did not want to go to jail was 
virtually an admission of guilt on 
his part. An innocent man would 
not have hidden the still in the at­
tic as he had done. Judge Johnson 
was convinced that Kwiatkauskas 
was guilty and imposed a fine of 
$150 and costs, from which he took 
an appeal and furnished a bond of 
$300 for his appearance at the Dec­
ember term of the Superior Court.

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THE MEXICAN ELECTION
Success of the National Revolu­

tionary party in Mexico, the party 
of Calles, Obregon and Fortes Gif, 
was very generally anticipated, for 
two reasons, one of them obvious. 
The Revolutionary party possessed 
control of th e , election machinery; 
that was the obvious reason. The 
other reason was that probably, In 
any conceivable circumstances, it 
had the votes. On the whole, the 
National Revolutionary party has 
done more for Mexico than any 
other group or individual ever did 
in the history of the country 
The Mexicans are not fools.

Perhaps the most significant 
point in the election, so far as it 
beta's on American opinion, is the 
fact that T ri^ a , candidate of the 
Workers and Peasants bloc, Mexi­
can equivalent of the Russian Bol- 
•shevikl, appears to have been mere­
ly an also-ran in the contest, the 
National candidate, Pascual Ortiz 
Rubio, and the Anti-Revolutionary 
candidate, Vasconcelos, having di- 
•vided the vast majority of the vote 
between them. The especial import 
in this lies in the circumstance that 
on'this side rrf t liwborder line there 
.has always been a widespread and 
carefully promoted belief that 
Calles and his party were deeply 
Red. It will be news to a good 
many Americans that the real Reds 
of Mexico, centered about another 
candidate altogether, are so few in 
number.

Incidentally a good deal of a 
spread is being made over the dis­
orders that accompanied the Mexi­
can election. Apparently nineteen 
persons killed is the total of the 
jKtlling place casualties. We have 
had half as many killings as that, 
in one American city, on election 
day within the present generation.

Also they have a peculiar prac­
tice in Mexico which appears to be 
an unintentional encouragement of 
voting place riots. According to 
law the first nine voters to appear 
a t a polling place on the morning 
of election day take charge of the 
booth and conduct the election. 
This may be a cunning device to 
stimulate early voting and an ac­
tive interest in political work, but 
it certainly is a fine invention for 
starting trouble. Most of the fight­
ing on Sunday is reported to have 
grown from these contests in early 
rising.

Altogether, the election seems 
likely to operate to the advantage 
of the Mexican people and for a 
continuation of the good relations 
established between this country 
and our southern neighbors by Am­
bassador Morrow.

Receiving formal offer of future 

support from the non-partisan 
groups which swelled his vote In 
the recent New York mayoralty 
election, provided the Socialist 
party there would drop its name 
and part of Its program, Norman 
Thomas yesterday made an illumi­
nating answer.

Many persons have deplored 
what they have regarded as the 
obstinacy of such persons as Thom­
as in Insisting on adhering so 
tightly to the tenets and terminol­
ogy of formal Socialism when, 
otherwise, they could do so much 
for liberalism.

See if you can go through this 
winter without a cold. Very few 
people having one or more severe 
colds each winter when, as a matter 
of fact, everybody ought to feel bet­
ter In cold weather. There is no 
excuse for the sniffles and sneezes, 
the headaches, aching eyes, and a 
nose that gets red and sore.

The cold season is a bracer, and it 
should make one feel energetic. The 
cold, sparkling air rushing Into the 
lungs stimulates them, and oxygen 
is more plentiful in the blood 
stream.

The Anglo-Saxon racial slrain, 
which Is probably the most energe­
tic on the face of the earth, was 
cradled in the cold. The fact that 
these men bad to struggle to over­
come the freezing chUl to keep 
warm, and to shelter themselves and 
their own from the blasts of winter, 
built a tougher and more stout­
hearted breed.. Winter Is a chal­
lenge that makes the red blood flow 
faster. It whips up new pep, new 
ambition.

The reason that so many people 
feel distressed with the cold weather 
Is that they reverse many of their 
rules of health. The snappy air of 
winter acts as an appetizer and 
makes them feel like eating far 
more than is needed, especially of 
the starches and sugars, and instead 
of burning these carbohydrates up'' 
by exercising, the bulk of the popu­
lation stays cooped up in houses. 
Most of the houses are overheated, 
and do not get aired out enough dur­
ing the day, and this leads to a con­
gestion of the lungs because of the 
foul, warm, humid air. Upon ven­
turing out of an overheated room 
into the cold, the delicate, congested 
linings of the nose, bronchial tubes 
and lungs receive a severe shock 
which could easily be avoided if the 
rooms were not overheated and 
fresh air was allowed to circulate 
freely. Often, too, people wear 
heavy clothing in these overheated 
houses, and this produces a still 
greater congestion of the lungs, 
bronchial tubes and nasal mem­
branes.

You can easily see a demonstra­
tion of how overeating brings on a 
crop of colds If you watch the doc­
tors’- offices shortly after the 
Thanksgiving and Christmas feasts.

I am sure that you will find in the 
end that it Is far cheaper to spend 
your budget on fruits and vegetables 
and keep well than it is to spend It 
on cheaper starches and have to pay 
doctor bills,

The fruits and vegetables will 
give the body enough of the mineral 
salts and vitimins and bulk so that 
health can be maintained as usual. 
More cream, more butter and nut 
butters may be used freely in win­
ter, since these are heating foods 
and give extra warmth. You will 
find It to your advantage to keep on 
using the citrus fruits all winter 
long, and you can add dried figs, 
prunes, dates, apples, raisins etc, to 
the list if fresh fruits are available. 
You can also use dehydrated or can­
ned vegetables to supplement the 
scarcity of fresh vegetables.

(I was nibbling 
for ail I was worth!), rolls, fruit 
salad and a, thick piece of custard 
pie.

I didn’t notice what Dad had, 
but I know it wasn’t spinach, cot­
tage cheese and mashed potato.

“I don’t want it!” whimpered 
the little fellow. “I don’t like it.”

“Eat your nice spinach now, 
Robert, or Ernest, or Lefflngwell,” 
or whatever his name was. “Go on 
now! And look at all that good 
potato! Drink your milk, honey. 
■Why you’re not eating a thing!

Take another 
bite.”

I felt like saying, “Why 
don’t you gfive him some of your 
own dinner? Look at all the white 
meat you’ve got there.

He’d been 
trained. He just wouldn’t and didn’t 
eat.

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PAN.AMA CANAL TREATY.

On. Nov. 18, 1903, the United 
States concluded a treaty with the 
Republic of Panama for the right to 
construct and control a canal con­
necting the Atlantic and Pacific 
oceans.

The compensation granted to 
Panama for the concession was 
$10,000,000 in cold coin on the ex­
change of raitification, and $250,000 
annually, beginning nine years after 
ratification.

The United States also guaran­
teed the independence of Pan­
ama, which had severed connec­
tions with the Republic of Co­
lombia a short time before.

Pursuant to other terms of the 
treaty, the United States pro­
ceeded with negotiations for pur­
chase of the French Panama 
Canal Company, which had al­
ready started work on a canal. 
The United States had previously 
agreed to purchase the property 
and franchises of the company for 
$40,000,000.

The canal was completed early 
in 1914 and commercial traffic 
was Inauguratad Aug. 15 of that 
year. The actual total cost of 
construction was $305,148,000.

In a consideration of the normal 

child. Dr. Florence Matter gives 
particular attention to the sleep of 
the child.

If a child does not sleep suffi­
ciently, it uses up the energy that 
it has and fails to recuperate. The 
tissues wear out with overuse, daily 
fatigue changes to chronic fatigue, 
the nervous system becomes less 
and less able to meet the daily de­
mands made upon it. The result is 
disturbance of temperament, irrita­
bility, perhaps in the end serious 
mental defect.

The child that has missed its 
sleep is cross, it cries easily, it loses 
its appetite, destroys its toys and 
quarrels with its brothers and sis­
ters and friends.

Among the many causes of too 
little sleep in children are poor nu­
trition, overexcitement or stimula­
tion from unsual activities indulged 
in during the day, a bad bed or 
room for sleeping purposes, and the 
failure to establish proper sleeping 
habits.

Dr. Mateer points out that it is 
not pecessarily advisable that the 
child’s toys and games, its aqua­
rium with the gold fish, its animal 
pets, and indeed all of its accesso­
ries to life be put in one room. 
Sometimes . the child finds it 
difficult to sleep mesely because 
these things which interest it most 
are in its immediate surroimdings.

Parents far too frequently deco- 
i rate the nursery and physicians not 
infrequently decorate the walls of 
hospitals devoted to children with 
stimulating pictures which excite 
the imagination and which are far 
more likely to disturb rest than to 
aid it.

A child may find difficulty In fall­
ing asleep, as Dr. Mateer points 
out, because the paper on the wall 
shows Jack tumbling down hill with 
no place to land or a cow jumping 
over the moon with every intention 
of landing on Miss Muffet.

The human being is frequently 
kept awake by overstimulation of 
such senses as sight or bearing. An 
overexcitable child may be kept 
awake by light pouring into its 
room through cracks in the window

Led by Ernie Dowd, Bruno Nicola, 

Ted Lupien, and “Link” Murphy, the 
graduating regulars, the teani ran 
wild blit it remained for a lowly 
linesman, Walter Mozzer by name, 
at left guard to reap much of the 
glory. Time and again this chap 
squirmed through the opposition to 
tackle the runner in his tracks and 
twice he recovered a Windham 
fumble, one paving the way for a 
score.

The combination of Dowd and 
Lupien shot several pretty forwards 
and soon after the opening kick-off 
Lupien shot around right end on a 
lateral pass from Dowd for '22 
yards. Then a forward by the same 
combination lodged the ball on the 
visitor’s 30 yard line. Sidestepping 
this way and that, Nicola sped 
aroimd left end for 25 yards, and 
Dowd went off the other end for the 
touchdown.

In the second quarter Meikle be­

Squa- 
trito used his hands on the offense 
and a 15 yard penalty placed the 
oval three yards from the goal.
