CHINESE PlItATES 
AKE AGAIN ACnVE

Seventy Passengers Kidnap­
ed and Ship Sunk— Loot 
Amounts to S20,000.

Hong Kong, Nov. 19 — (AP) — 
Pirates from the notorious district 
around Bias bay, near Hong Kong, 
are reported to have resumed activi­
ties, taking advantage of the civil 
war now engaging most of the 
troops in China.

Two gangs have started from 
Bias bay and it is feared they are 
contemplating heavy raids. Already 
one Chinese steamship has been 
sunk and plundered. In this attack 
two guards were killed and seventy 
passengers kidnapped all being held 
for ransom. The loot amounted to 
$20,000.

Friend of President .

Blaine answered the Labor Re­
search Association "had so report­
ed” and he had quoted from the re­
port.

Saying this information had not 
come to his knowledge, Simmons as­
serted there were "certain wealthy 
families” that had erected a great 
many mills.

FUEL IS SMOKELESS 
BUT COST IS STEEP

New Orleans — A shambling, 
woolly-pated negro known to mil­
lions as Uncle, Tom and a black- 
browed, 'Villainous white iTui.n named 
Simon Legree had a great deal to do 
with bringing about the (Jivll War, 
despite the fact it was generally be­
lieved they never existed.

They have always been sup­
posed to have been inventions of 
Harriet Beecher Stowe,) whose 
book fired the abolitionists and 
helped bring about the war be- 

; tween the states.
Now, however, come witnesses 

to declare that both Uncle Tom 
and Simon Legree were real peo­
ple.

Uncle Tom, it Is asserted, was 
a genuine slave, known by that 
name, and owned on a plantation 
in Louisiana.

Legree a New Englander
Legree, it is said, was a real 

planter—a man whose Teal name 
was Robert McAlpin, the owner of 
what is now Imown as Derry 
Plantation, on the Cane river, in 
Natchitoches parish, now the 
property of ' Mrs. Fanny H. C. 
Cuillot.

The testimony of these wit­
nesses is presented by Lyle Saxon, 
former New Orleans ne\vspaper- 
man, in “ Old Louisiana,” a book 
he has just published.

Saxon dug into old records, 
found o ld . affidavits and got to­
gether a pretty strong case for 
the theory that Mrs. Stowe sim­
ply set down the actual facts con­
cerning real people when she 
wrote the book that set the nation 
aflame.

j “ They Are Equal Now” 
j  He does not come to any defl- 
j  nite conclusion himself. '  After 
; visiting the old plantation, and 
} standing before the grave where 
; McAlpin lies buried, Saxon re- 
' marks:
I  "'Was the man who slept there 
j a brute, like Simon Legree ? Or 
! was he innocent of the things said 
against him? There was no an­
swer. I turned away and wan­
dered among the graves of the 
negres. Perhaps among them 
Robert McAlpin’s body servant, 
Uncle Tom, is also lying. At any 
rate, they are equal nov'.”

Presents the Evidence
His book sets forth all of the 

evidence and lets the reader 
make his own decision.

To begin with, Mrs. Stowe’s 
book gave a very definite location 
to Simon Legree’s plantation, and 
described it very closely. Her 
data fit the old McAlpin planta­
tion exactly, even to the fact that 
MsAlpin’s house originally had 
two rows of China trees extend­
ing in front of it, just' as Legree’s 
plantation house had.

McAlpin was a New Englander 
—and so was Legree. Several af­
fidavits and stories collected by 
Mr. Saxon indicate that McAlpin 
was known to his neighbor’s as a 
heavy drinker, a bachelor and a 
cruel slave owner. And he had a 
hodv servant known as Uncle 
Tom.

Visited There In 1840.
Mrs. Stowe, according to neigh­

borhood tradition, visited McAl­
pin in 1840. Later, it is said, she 
sent a copy of “Uncle Tom’s 
Cabin” to a friend in Alexandria, 
La., and wrote in the fly leaf, “Do 
you recognize this?” Some years
ago, according to an elderly
Alexandria resident whose testi­
mony Saxon unearthed, a citizen 
of the vicinity, said, “ How come 
that woman up north got the 
man’s name wrong? His name
was McAlpin, not Legree. I knew 
him well. He was the worst man 
in the whole country.”

Local tradition has it that at the 
time of the Civil War everybody in 
the neighborhood of McAlpin’s 
plantation took it for granted that 
McAlpin was Simon Legree. No 
one outside of the parish ever 
heard of it, however, imtil 1892, 
when Judge D. B. Corley of Abilene, 
Texas, came to the plantation, 
found the cabin that was said to 
have been occupied by McAlpin’s 
servant. Uncle Tom. bought it, and 
took it to Chicago for exhibition at 
the World’s Fair.

Judge Obtained Affidavits
At that time Judge Corley raked

<̂ the countryside for affidavits tf>
I prove the theory that McAlpin and 
I  Legree were one and the same per­
son; and it is the affidavits he/col- 
lected then that Saxon quotes In 
his book.

Saxon also presents a document, 
signed in 1892 by one Lamy Chapin, 
whose father had bought the planta­
tion before the Ci'vll War, and who 
had lived there practically all of 
his life.

Lamy Chapin said that everyone 
around him always supposed that 
the plantation was Simon Legree’s, 
and added that he himself had had 
that belief from his early child­
hood. When he fell heir to the 
place, he said, he remodeled things 
extensively, cut down one of the 

j two rows of China trees and de- 
I stroyed all of the old slave quar­
ters with the exception of Uncle 
Tom’s cabin.

I A number of the old affidavits are 
I from citizens who remembered 
Uncle Tom, and told of having 

I heard that McAlpin mistreated the 
' old negro continually.

McAlpin Is Defended
One dissenting voice is heard. 

Phanor Breazeale of Natchitoches, 
noted throughout Louisiana as a 

I lawyer, investigated the matter 
: rather extensively several years 
ago and declared that McAlpin had 

i been badly libeled; that he had 
I been, in reality, a kind and gener- 
! ous master and a sober and upright 
citizen, and that Mrs. Stowe, far 
from having vl.slted him, had never 
been in Louisiana at all.

OETTySBURG ADDRESS

Slxty-slx years ago today, on 
Nov. 19, 1863, President Lincoln de­
livered his famous address dedicat­
ing Gettysburg as a national ceme­
tery.

Immediately after the famous 
battle of Gettysburg, the Confed­
erates retreated with the Union 
forces In pursuit, leaving burial of 
the dead and care of the wounded 
to the military and local authori­
ties of the state of Pennsylvania.

A part of the battlefield was 
obtained for a cemetery and Lin­
coln was asked to help dedicate 
the pemetery by a few appropriate 
remarks. A distinguished orator, 
Edward Everett, was scheduled to 
make the principal address.

Everett made an address worthy 
alike of his own fame and the ex­
traordinary occasion, but it was 
forgotten in the tumult of acclaim 
of Lincoln’s brief speech.

The president’s address was so 
pertinent, so brief, yet so compre­
hensive, linking deeds of the pres­
ent to thoughts of the future in 
such simple yet exquisitely mold­
ed phrases that the best critics 
have awarded it an unquestioned 
rank as one of the world’s mas­
terpieces in rhetorical art.

GERMANY’S ARMY
One of the most interesting 

things written about German mili­
tary aspirations and achievements 
since the World war is an article in 
the New York World under the by­
line of Arno Dosch-Fleurot. This 
unusually w'ell informed corre­
spondent, wTiting from Paris, says 
that Germany’s army of 100,000, 
consisting of professional soldiers 
who enlist for nine years, is far 
and away the best trained and 
most zealous in Europe; that the 
old relationship between officers 
and men has been completely 
changed so that between rank and 
file there has been established an 
understanding and co-operation ex­
isting nowhere else; that each in­
dividual in the new army has been 
trained in every department of 
warfare and is capable of being a 
leader. Mr. Dosch-Fleurot does not 
put it in just so many words, but 
in effect tells us that what Ger­
many has done is to develop an 
army of a hundred thousand poten­
tial officers.

He contrasts this organization 
with France’s army, which under 
the one-year service plan would 
have 35,000 officers and 120,000 

■ r̂aw recruits outside of its colonial 
troops.

It is suggested that perhaps, 
after all,, the small, highly trained 
army might prove, in any country, 
to be a more effective military ma­
chine than the big conscript army 
under the short-service plan. Those 
who have reason to remember the 
imcaimy capacity of the regular 
army non-coms who took so great 
a part in creating the American 
fighting machine in the World war 
may be' inclined to agree with this 
impression.

Somehow, in spite of all this, we 
can’t scare ourselves by any con­
templation of German military 
power. About the hardest thing to 
imagine is the German people con­
senting to take the 1914 chance 
over again.

Don’t Let It Decay 
“If this work has been of value to | 

Plainville it is also essential to Man- j 
Chester’s growth and development. i 
We have found it an agency to ad­
just the industrial, commercial and 
social programs of ouf smaller 
town, handing problems as they ar­
rive. Stick to the Chamber of Corn- 
merce. Business should not let it 
‘decay or run down at the heels.’

“In these days of budgeting this 
and that it is essential and in­
dispensable to throw your support 
to the body that takes the lead in 
all civic enterprises in your com­
munity. In our little town we have 
64 so-called organizations with a 
title. It is for our own good to select 
that one which reaches out farthest 
in its influence in all branches of 
community betterment.

“Citing the changes that have 
taken place in commercial and in­
dustrial lines and the resulting re­
quirements he said:

Industries
“Industries have passed through 

various stages of development from 
the ‘one man business’ to the highly 

'"departmentalized and specialized in­
dustries of the current day. The day 
of the ‘one man industries’ is past. 
Specialization is much better than 
the old ‘hit and miss’ management. 
Research is now essential to all lines 
and cannot survive without such ser­
vice. The boot and shoe industry is 

leader in this respect according to 
revelations made to the New Eng­
land Council of Activities of which I 
am a member. Textile units else­
where were found to he below nor­
mal in this changing condition.

“Your own Cheney plant was far 
above the average grade of textile 
industries. It was my pleasure to 
listen to an address by a member of 
the Cheney Brothers staff on the 
subject of textiles as pertaining to 
the silk industry. This address is 
highly treasured by the New  ̂Eng­
land council and a copy of this va u- 
able discourse is on file in my office 
for reference.

Unemployment
“Speaking of the Nati'. nal confer­

ence called by President Hoover to 
ameliorate unemployment conditions 
general over a greater part of the 
country, Mr. Trumbull said:

“The Chambers of Commerce in 
coming years is to face its biggest 
problem in imemployment. Produc­
tion today is far ahead of consump­
tion. That is the thought in our 
president’s mind in calling the meet­
ing next Wednesday. He will show 
the man he really is when we meet 
in business coxmcil.

“In reference to possible unem­
ployment conditions various lines of 
industry have been so specialized 
that less manpower is needed. This 
same condition applies to Plainville 
over a period of seven years time. 
We are faced with the question of 
how to absorb this resulting unem­
ployment.

John Zaldera said 
he looked out the window and saw 
the telephone and electric light 
wires swaying. Mrs. A. Theodore 
Anderson who lives on the high sec­
tion of Ridge street also reported 
feeling the shocks.

The shock was distinctly percepti­
ble at the South Manchester Post- 
office.

Inquiry failed to disclose any ef­
fect of the quake at the north end.

Fighters on the Coast.
Fight promoters in many Pacific 

Coast cities have just about given 
it up for a bad job— unless they’re 
fortunate enough to live in the Los 
Angeles district, where the fans 
flock to see any kind of a mitt-, 
slinging contest, or San Francisco, 
where a few shows are staged. But 
as far as Seattle, Portland, Tacoma 
and Oakland are concerned, the lid 
is on.

In the Northwest legal tangles 
have dropped the boxing racket for 
a count. Last spring a negro pre­
liminary fighter died following a 
match and public officials promptly 
banned the sport. Fight clubs were 
darkened throughout the summer. 
Only recently have a few clubs at­
tempted to put on minor shows.

With Seattle clubs attracting lit­
tle talent, those in Portland and 
Tacoma automatically suffer. There 
has been only one show of any con­
sequence in Tacoma in months. 
Portland operates under a state law 
that permit 10-round bouts, but a 
municipal commission has handi­
capped various promoters.

San Francisco also has known its 
troubles. And Oakland hasn’t done 
anything big in a fighting way since 
the inception of the 10-round law in 
California in 1925. Several big 
arenas in Frisco have lost money 
trying to stage weekly shows. An- 
cil Hoffman and Harry Morrison 
alone made money by staging a few 
big scraps in the Seals’ ball park.

Los Angeles and Hollywood con­
tinue to enjoy prosperity in a box­
ing way. The Hollywood American 
Legion makes money every week 
and the profits at the end of each 
year resemble a tidy fortune. Tom 
Gallery does the job for Hollywood.

RUSSIANS FIRE ON 
EASTERN RAILWAY
Harbin, Manchuria, Nov 19 — 

(A P )—Airplane and artillery bom­
bardment by Soviet troops at both 
ends of the Chinese Eastern Rail­
way were reported today. It was 
believed Soviet forces were trying 

j to cripple the railway by striking at 
the road’s fuel supply, 

j Advices reaching Harbin today 
; said heavy damage had been inflict- 
' ed on the Dalainor mines near Man- 
chuli which are reported by the 
Chinese Eastern Railway. All work 
ceased at the mines and the miners 
fled with their families.

Simultaneously with Delainor’s 
bombardment Soviet airplanes were 
reported to have raided the mining 
area In the vicinity of Progranich- 
naya and Sulfenho on the eastern 
end of the railway where the 
Chinese Eastern has been buying 
coal since the Russian supply was 
severed.

Passengers
According to messages from 

Khailar several passengers were 
killed and others captured by Soviet 
troops after the bombardment of a 
crowded passenger train between 
Manchuli and Khailar. One shell 
was said to have made a direct hit 
on a dining car while machine guns 
were fired at the passenger coaches.

Most of the passengers killed 
were traveling third class, the re­
ports stated.

An artillery bombardment of 
Manchuli on the western end of the 
railway, also was reported. The 
railway station was badly damaged.

MONGOLIAN HOUSEHOLDS
CONFISCATED BY SOVIETS

Ulan Bator, Mongolia, Nov. 19 — ' 
(A P )—More than a thousand house­
holds valued at 8,000,000 rubles 
(about $4,000,000) belonging to 
former Mongolian princes and noble­
men were confiscated today by the 
government, and apportioned among 
the collective farms operated by 
peasants.

Each prince who yielded his 
house, cattle and other property 
without a struggle, was permitted 
to retain 3,000 rubles worth of prop­
erty, while those who were accused 
of trying to conceal their assets 
from the government were left only 
300 rubles.

(Outer Mongolia is generally 
recognized as an integral part of 
the Republic of China but is auto­
nomous and organized to a great ex­
tent on Soviet lines.)

Should children of the family play 

together to the exclusion of outside 
companions?

I hadn’t given this matter much 
thought until I heard a mother 
say the other day that she abso­
lutely discouraged her children 
from playing with the neighbors.

“There are three of them and 
that’s enough. 1 know they can’t 
learn any harm from each other 
and 1 never know what other chil­
dren are going to do,” she ex­
plained.

If this mother feels as she docs, 
no doubt there are many others 
who have reached the same con­
clusion. I can understand it th.or- 
oughly, they wish to segregate 
one’s own, and on the face of it, 
it often seems the best thing to 
do. For instance, a mother spends 
much time and trouble teaching 
her children courtesy and consid 
eration for each other. She may 
even have gone a step further and 
asked Tommy to help her over­
come Dick’s quick temper, and so­
licited Dick’s air in making Harry 
less sensitive.

Mother Not to Blame.
The young trio enters into the 

friendly conspiracy and in that 
family reigns harmony and peace; 
Who can biamie their mother if she 
wishes to rear a wall around the 
happy structure she has built up 
so successfully and keep it intact 
against the raids of outsiders ’’ 
Not I!

But this is what my better judg­
ment says:

All training of children in their 
early years is not only a matter of 
character moulding, but a prep­
aration for life—for the years 
later on when they must go out 
and meet people on their owq 
ground.

Years ago considerable attention 
was paid to a disease called malta 
fever which had occurred in epi­
demic form among British soldiers 
quartered in Malta. The same dis­
ease occurring in other parts of the 
world carries the name of Mediter­
ranean fever and undulant fever, 
the latter because of the intermit­
tent character.

Of recent years this disease has 
tended to occur in increasing num­
bers in other parts of the world, so 
that within the past year 15 cases 
have been reported as developing in 
Great Britain; in Denmark, there 
are said to be 500 cases a year, 
and several hundreds of cases have 
developed in the United States.

At the same time that this dis­
ease has appeared in man, the 
disease known as contagious abor­
tion has been more frequent in 
cattle. Investigators for the United 
States Public* Health Service have 
shown a definite relationship be­
tween the germ causing contagious 
abortion in cattle and the one caus­
ing malta fever or undulant fever 
in man.

The germ is found in the milk 
of infected cows, but this is not 
apparently the chief mode of in­
fection, since the disease affects 
young men more frequently than it 
affects women and children.

, In Denmark, investigators found 
most of the cases among agricul­
tural workers, especially those com­
ing into close contact with cattle, 
and in this country many cases have 
been found ■ in workers in packing 
houses dealing with swine, sheep 
and cattle generally.
* It seems likely that infection 

probably occurs from direct con­
tact with diseased material rather 
than from the drinking of infected 
milk or eating infected butter or 
cheese, although it is quite possible 
that the latter may be a source.

Workers for the various state 
health departments and for the 
United States Public Health Ser­
vice are attempting to find out 
how frequently the disease con­
tagious absortion occurs in cattle. 
Examinations o f specimens o f 
milk are studied as to the occur­
rence of the germ of tuberculosis 
and also as to the possible pres­
ence of the germ of malta fever.

Patients who have the symp­
toms of this disease, which in­
clude intermittent fever, g r e a t  
weakness and symptoms similar 
to those of typhoid, malaria, and 
even chronic heart disease, are 
istudied by m o d e r n  diagnostic 
methods which involve removal of 
specimens of blood and testing of 
th^se specimens as to their reac- 

I tion with the germs of the dis­
ease.

: enza, but rather the danger of a 
I new condition which insidiously 
creeps into the population and 
gradually affects increasing num­
bers of people.

The speaker compared the speed 
of air travel with other modes and 
said he believed that business would 
soon be dependent on the air. In the 
Middle West there is much more fly­
ing then in New England, as it is 
much safer. New England is claimed 
by all experts to be the most dan­
gerous section of the country in 
which to fly. In the West a plane can 
stop anywhere—not so in N bav Eng­
land. Flying has come to be a com­
monplace in the West but here it is 
still regarded as something new.

Changing Designs
Designs of planes are changing 

all the time, said Captain Smith, 
who predicteci that the future engine 
would approach the Diesal type. In 
speaking of the different phases of 
aviation— the heaAuer-than-air craft, 
lighter-than-alr craft—he said he 
believed the time was coming when 
the latter Avould be used for world 
travel.

He described the three types of 
craft, the rigid Avith ribs through­
out so thaj; it-AVlll not collapse when 
gas is let out; the semi-rigid which 
has only a backbone and collapses 
immediately A\-hen the air escapes; 
and the free baUoons, which explain 
themseh’es.

It  is the gas that holds up the 
lighter- than-air, while the heavier- 
than-air depends on power and 
speed. The United States is the sole 
possessor of helium gas, the non- 
inflammable gas used in dirigibles. 
All other gases are inflammable.

Wasp Motor
Captain Smith had nothing but 

praise for the Wasp motor manu­
factured by the . Pratt & Whitney 
Company. He said that a Wasp was 
the only motor that would take a 
plane 10,000 feet over the Rocky 
Mountains, and the mail planes are 
all equipped with th?hi.

Regarding the safety factors in 
flying, the speaker named the en­
gine, stability of plane, parachute, 
weather and most important of all, 
the pilot. “The weather,” said Cap­
tain Smith, “has aviation licked to a 
frazzle. I f  it could be controlled the 
last obstacle would be removed.” 

Great strides ^ e  being made in 
fighting this hairier to absolutely 
safe flying and instruments have 
been perfected for blind flying. 
Radio, in touch with the plane at all 
times during flight, guides the pilot 
and tells him of the weather condi­
tions ahead.

Pilot Key Factor 
In naming the pilot as the great­

est safety factor, the speaker said 
that â  survey haci been made show­
ing that 53 percent of all accidents 
were due to the pilot alone. He Avas 
either physically or mentally unfit, 
he used poor judgment, or it Avas bad 
piloting.

As flight surgeon it is Captain 
Smith's work to select and supervise 
pilots. Each man undergoes a rigid 
test and in no case is there a devia­
tion from the rules. Each man must 
be practically 100 per cent perfect.

Connecticut is the only state that 
t:.kes its aAdation seriously and to 
heart. Much is being done by the De­
partment of Commerce to safeguard 
the public in aviation, but Connecti­
cut is the only state that has a full 
time commissioner of aviation, to 
have a patrol ship, to inspect every 
plane in the state every GO days.

There is a technical inspector 
on parachutes and a staff of men 
who know every phase of the game.
