Thomas Delmonto, 23, of Water- 
bury, now serving a four year and 
nine months to five years sentence 
escapes an additional penalty of 30 
years as a habitual criminal 
through a decision of the Supreme 
Court of Errors returned in Hart­
ford.

ENOUGH CO.\L FOR YEARS

Washington. Nov. 26—(AP)—Re­
serves of anthracite coal under­
ground were said today by the 
Bureau of Mines to be ample for 
many years in the future.

At the end of 1922 unmined re­
serves were estimated at 16,000,- 
000,000 tons, of which 9 ,000,000.000 
tons could be recovered by methods 
now in use, and since in 1928 pro­
duction totr.led only 67,000,00 tons 
the bureau sees no change of seri­
ous depletion of stocks for a long 
time.The bureau’s statement was is­
sued today after limited circulation 
had been gjven this week to an old 
circular issued when the 1922 strike 
had created an acute shortage of 
the domestic sizes of anthractle. 
The old announcement was ™ade 
public in 1922 at the request of the 
Federal fuel distributor in answer 
to inquiries from householders using 
large-sized anthracite who were un­
able to obtain sufficient quantities 
due to the strike conditions.

The studies are made in the "New 
M adrid” district, comprising a te r­
ritory  150 miles long and 50 wide 
from southern Illinois well dowm 
into Tennessee in the river valley.

In 1811 and 1812 there were 
disastrous quakes wjiich opened 
huge fissures near New Madrid, 
Mo., and to which the formation 
of the Reelfoot lakes in Tennessee 
are attributed.

They occur 
about once a month.

Father Macelwane will use two 
seismographs set up at widely sep­
arated points in the districts, to at- 
teiApt to determine the center of 
the xlisturbance.

McCORMACK TO OPEN 
RADIO TONE WEEK

To Spend Over Seven Mil­
lions During Next Five 
Years— The Program.

“ SHUFFUN”  SAM GREEN 
IN ROCKVILLE TOMORROW

Hartford, Nov. 26.—A tentative 
program for the expenditures of 
about $7,600)000 for aerial and un­
derground toll cables during the 
next five years to keep pace with 
the public demand for toll telephone 
facilities: the fact that the gradual 
betterments in this class of tele­
phone service to the public over a 
period of years has reduced the 
average speed of service on long 
haul calls from six minutes to one 
minute and that the Southern New 
England will this year handle about 
24,000,000 toll calls at an average 
speed of one minute per call, were 
some of the interesting statements 
made by Robert S. Judd, Traffic 
Engineer of that company in a talk 
before the Hartford District Con­
ference Boards of the Telephone 
Employees’ Association at a meet­
ing here today.

Representatives of all the em­
ployees of the Plant, Commercial 
and Traffic groups of the telephone 
organization attended the session 
today with business meetings dur­
ing the morning. Mr. Judd’s talk 
followed luncheon.

Rapid Progress
In his talk. Mr. Judd called atten­

tion to the fact that in 1914 the 
first conversation took place from 
New York to San Francisco. He 
then stated that at the present time 
the public of the United States, 
Canada and Mexico may telephone 
to 22 foreign countries, a demon­
stration connection having lately 
been set up between New York 
City and Sydney, Australia.

Mr. Judd referred to the day not 
so long ago when all inter-city calls 
were handled by the Toll Operator. 
Then he told of the minor change 
which permitted the telephone user 
to place with his local operator 
such calls as w’ere made to five and 
ten cent toU points. The gradual 
extension of this practice to other 
and more distant points improved 
the speed of service, but what is 
more important, he said, from the 
company’s standpoint is that this 
and the other changes in toll 
practices which have followed from 
time to time during the past few 
years, have made it eaisier and more 
convenient for the public to place 
and receive long distance calls. The 
company recently adopted the prac­
tice of having all station-to-station 
calls handled by the local operators, 
no matter how tax distant the 
called city is. If a particular per­
son is desired or the calling party 
does not know the number, the call 
is routed as before by the toll op­
erator.

The Line. Service
Observations of toll line service 

which are continuously made by the 
telephone company, Mr. Judd stated, 
show that 97 per cent of all toll 
telephone conversations are conduc­
ted satisfactorily to the user.

The ease with which inter-city 
calls are now made has resulted in 
a heavy increase in this class of 
telephone traffic, the speaker said, 
and contributing factors have been 
the personal warmth which opera­
tors put into their work, improve­
ment in telephone Instruments and 
transmission over long distance.

The speaker referred to the big 
contract that is being carried out 
by the Long Lines Department of 
the American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company along the Post 
road in this state, as an indication 
of the expected growth in the use 
of toll telephone service.

The Board members attending the 
meeting here today represent em­
ployees in Hartford, N ew Britain, 
Bristol, Manchester, Torringt o n, 
Winsted and other exchanges in 
this district.

Ninety-seven years ago today, on 
Nov. 26, 1832, the first street rail- 
York City.
way in America opened in New

The road was known as the N ew ! 
York and Harlem Railroad, o n ! 
which a horse car, much like an 
old English stage coach in construc­
tion, ran from Prince street on the 
Bowery to Yorkville and Harlem.

The first railway followed for 
some distance the route now oc­
cupied by the Fourth Avenue Rail­
way, which still operates under 
the original charter granted in 

' 1831.
It was operated as a horse car 

line until 1837, when it was tem­
porarily changed to a steam car 
line. In 1845 the operation of 
horse cars was resumed and it re­
mained the only horse car line in 
New York until 1852.

In 1856, street railways were 
first built in Boston, Mass., and 
Philadelphia, Pa., had Us first line 
in 1857.

Today, virtually all street rail­
ways are operated by electricity.

An increase of twenty-five per 
cent in the regular dividend rate of 
the Colgate-Palmolive-Peet company 
was announced today by Charles S. 
Pearce, president of the company. 
A quarterly dividend of 62Vz cents 
a share, or an annual dividend rate 
of $2.50 a share on the common 
stock, will be paid on January 7 to 
stockholders of record December 18.

“ The increase in our dividend rate 
is the best evidence of our faith in 
the business of the coming year.”

Mr. Pearce pointed out that the 
earnings of the company for the 
third quarter of 1929 are more than 
twice those of the corresponding 
three months of 1928, the first 
quarter of the consolidation. The 
net revenues for the 1929 period to­
talled $3,258,277 as compared with 
$1,564,112 in the same months a 
year ago.

Lessening of distribution as well 
as production costs resulted from 
the merger, along with economies in 
marketing due to centralization of 
the sales oi^ganizations, Mr. Pearce 
stated. The merger, by giving the 
company a more comprehensive line 
of commodities, has been of particu­
lar advantage In further extending 
the market in foreign countries.

” ^thing but stage money. The Presi­
d en t has realized that for some 
time there has been in some direc-

r7r'l^~ scientific method of absorbing such 

imemplolyed labor as may develop 
from a slowing down.

§ at worst.

NOT ALL ALIKE
General Pershing is quoted «,s 

being but mildly impressed by the 
nowadays often suggested “United 
States of Europe” so far as any­
thing beyond trade agreements is 
involved. To him are attributed 
these words: “There is no analogy 
between the United States of 
America and the suggested United 
States of Europe. One is formed of 
states with common tradition, iden- 

' tical language and similar econo­
mic interests • ♦; Europe, on the 
other hand, composed of states 
each possessing an intense national 
spirit, each proud of its history 
and seeking its own pathway into 
the future.”

We have always had the greatest 
' ’ respect for General Pershing’s 

opinions. He is as much naturai 
statesman as natural soldier and 
by experience is profoundly educat­
ed in the matter of European 
points of view. But it strikes us 
that he has either Ijeen incorrectly 
quoted or else he has momenterily 
overlooked some circumstances in 

. the history of his own coimtry.
We wonder, for example, wheth­

er the traditions of Louisiana and 
Vermont are much more alike than 
those of Rumania and Belgium; 

£  whether there is, after all, such a 
marked unity of economic interests 
between the state of Pennsylvania 
and the state of Idaho— M̂r, Grun- 
dy. and Mr. Borah at least see a 
■wide difference. How closely, after 
all, does the culture of New Eng­
land approach that of Arizona?

What bond of fellowship existed 
between the Massachusetts Roimd- 
heads and the Cayaliers of Vir­
ginia? How many residents of Han­
cock, N. H., would find themselves 
at ease of manner, thought and 
language with the American citi­
zens who live on Toulouse or Conti 
street in New Grleans'and whose 
ancestors have liVed there for a 
century and a half?

We wonder, for that fiaatter, 
whether the French strain in Gen­
eral Pershing himself has always 
experienced complete one-ness with 
the Teutonic tinge in the atmo­
sphere of Milwaukee. Whether 
Broadway and the Blue Smoky 
Mountains, and the denizens there­
of, are just one big family—or 
whether they are a little less alike 
than Turk and Russian.

The United States is made up of
almost as many elements—not
merely individual but sectional—
and these elements almost as dif-

•

ferent from each other, as is Eu­
rope. There is a very general dis­
position on the part of many of us 
to assume too much in this matter 
of a “ common history, common 
civilization and common language.” 
’The common language is about all 
there is to it—and that isn’t near­
ly as common to the whole country 
as we like to believe. There were 
many American soldiars, descend­
ants of manyx^' generations of 
Americans, who had to leaim 
enough English, when they went 
to the big war, to understand their 
officers’ commands—French speak­
ing Acadians from Louisiana, Span­
ish speaking natives of New Mexi­
co, German dialect speaking Amer­
icans from back counties in Penn­
sylvania.

The United States of America 
was formed, indeed, out of racially 
and culturally differentiated com­
munities almost if not quite as far 
apart of most of the European 
states are today. There was, in the 
beginning, much foreboding over 
the difficulties in the way of merg­
ing these various unaccordant fac­
tors into a nation. Yet it was done. 
The merging of unaccordant fac­
tors into a United States of Eu­
rope might prove a task more dif­
ficult only in slight degree.

original source of the trouble, by 
the Russians., There are rumors .of 
a contemplated separate peace pn 
the part o f Manchuria.

But there is utterly lacking any 
dependable Information by which to 
weigh the significance of these re­
ports. Are Russian Reds con­
ducting a really substantial cam­
paign? Are their communications 
capable of extension? Are they in 
shape to consolidate their gains ? 
Have they reserves? Can they sup­
ply an army reaching into enemy 
coimtry in midwinter with .two 
thousands miles of steppes behind 
it? Or, on the other hand: Have 
the Chinese any real military or­
ganization beyond a  handful of 
crack brigades? Is there any unity 
among them? Are they indeed still 
mere private armies imder individ­
ualistic war lords? Are they sup­
plied with modem equipment and 
munitions on any large scale? Can 
they fight a real war ?

Nobody has answered any of 
these questions satisfactorily. No­
body knows the truth about this 
war—and hardly anybody wants to 
tell what truth they do know.

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UNDULANT FEVER

GROWTH
Hartford seems to have suffered 

something of a shock in the re­
ceipt of information that the popu­
lation of the city, as based on 
school enumeration figures, is be­
tween 5,000 and 6,000 less than 
was indicated by estimates based 
on the city directory canvass. The 
population as shown by the school 
census is figured out to be 170,775 
persons.

For our part we cannot see why 
any city of the-size and importance 
of Hartford should be distressed or 
delighted, as the case may be, by a 
showing of a few thousand less or 
more in its population according to 
one estimatf than in the popula­
tion according to some other esti­
mate. We don’t see, for that mat­
ter, what great difference it makes 
whether a city’s g;rowth is a small 
percentage less or more than its 
people have guessed it to be, or 
more or less than that of some 
other city.
' As far as Manchester is concern­
ed, we would rather see this to'wn 
gain a thousand people in ten years 
and these thousand people of the 
right sort, than see it gain twenty- 
thousand, the majority of whom 
were the wrong sort. We should 
think that Hartford might well be 
interested, a little anyhow, in the 
matter of selectivity in population.
Yet all we hear talked about is «
numbers.

Mere numerical growth in a city 
doesn’t always mean so much—not, 
that is, so much that is good. We 
happen to be able to remember 
when Detroit, with about one-fifth 
o f its present population, was one 
of the most delightful cities in 
America—a splendid community of 
splendid people, its streets immac­
ulate, its lighting system the envy 
of the country, its homes spacious 
and beautiful, next to no poverty, 
next to no crime, its social life 
wholesome, active, intellectual—an 
ideal town possessing everything 
that a city needed for the enrich­
ment of a materially prosperous 
existence.

And now look at the darned 
thing!

SHIFT IN ATTITUDES
When a bricklayer got the fioor 

at the- Socialist party’s post-elec­
tion convention in New York on 
Sunday and told the gathering that 
“ the trouble with you is too much 
of this so-called intelligentsia,” 
Norman Thomas, mildly suggested 
that a little intelligence here and 
there did no hurt. That there is in­
telligence in the Socialist party In 
New York is evidenced by the fact 
that it is just about ready to yield 
up its hitherto sacred name if such 
a course proves necessary in order 
to attract progressive and liberal 
voters. That there is less o f it 
among the labor unions is indicated 
by the bricklayer in question- who 
said: “You can go on alone. V7e 
will not go with you. You are ready 
to marry the first progressive 
movement that comes along.”

Here, out of the mouth of vmion 
labor, come the very words with 
which the Socialists used to attack 
the unions. Intelligent socialism in 
New York evidently is envisioning 
good governments integrity in of­
fice, great public works honestly 
performed and paid for with tax 
money—the while union labor 
seems to be away back in the 
Marxian days from which it has 
taken the Socialists a generation to 
emerge, dreaming the child’s dream 
of a co-operative commonwealth.

AN NEW YORK

Until recently, undulant fever 
has been a rather rare disease in 
the United States, but much more 
frequently found in Spain, Portugal, 
and France. This disease is known 
by a variety of names, such as 
Mediterranean fever, Bruce’s sep­
ticemia, Neapolitan fever, Cyprus 
fever, and septic aemia melitensis 
apd goat fever.

This disease is characterized by 
attacks of fever which may be 
weeks or months in duration, often 

' remittent. The belief has been held 
that it is usually spread by goat’s 
milk which in infected by the mic­
rococcus melitensis. However, re­
cent investigations made by Gov­
ernment chemists at Wasumgton 
have disclosed the fact that these 
bacteria are to be found in cow’s 
milk and that perhaps this is the 
greatest source of infection. It 
is claimed there are over 50,000 
cases of undulant fever in the Uni­
ted Stated at the present time, and 
that most of these case.! orginiated 
in the use of unpastuerized cow’s 
milk from cows affected with con­
tagious abortion. This micrococcus 
enters the body through the intes­
tines and invades the blood. The 
spleen becomes enlarged” and soft­
ened, the lymphoid cells increase, 
and there is congestion in the liver, 
kidneys and other abdominal or­
gans.

After the infection from the milk 
the first symptoms usually occur 
after an incubation period of four­
teen days, when the temperature 
rises slowly, accompanied by pain 
in the back and limbs and some 
headache. There is soreness and 
tenderness in the region of the 
stomach. The temperature may rise 
to 103 or 105 degrees, and continue 
at this for several weeks, ' after 
which the recovery apparently 
takes place, but return attacks fre­
quently occur. The lungs are usual­
ly congested and muscus may be 
expelled from the bronchial tubes.

'The patient is usually unable to 
slaep, and is very irritable and weak 
for this reason. The gums bleed 
readily, and the sweat glands of 
the skin are usually interferred 
with after the third week ofy the 
disease. The hips, shoulders, ankles 
and knee joints may be painfully 
swollen, resembling arthritis, but 
they seldom show reddening of the 
skin over them.

Whenever there Is a prolonged 
fever in which the joints are in­
volved, undulant fever should be 
considered. The safest diagnosis 
must rely upon a bacterialogical 
examination.

The outlook for recovery is very 
good in most cases, especially if the 
proper care is taken of the patient. 
The best of nursing is required in 
undulent fever cases much the same 
as in typhoid. The best diet seems 
to be only to u s e ^ m e  one of the 
acid fruits during the height of the 

tTfe'ver. Orange^; -^grapefruit, grape, 
etc., may be used.i’The bowels must 
also be kept thoroughly cleansed

<^with the use of enemas at least 
twice and sometimes three times 
daily. Cold shower baths should 
also be used during the height of 
the fever. After each shower bath 
a brisk rubdown is advisable.
'' The pain of the joints can be re­
lieved through the use of hot 
fomentations.

If these instructions are followed, 
the course of the disease can usual­
ly be greatly shortened.

A  brilliant fellow, intent upon 
living off the world, he walks about 
in his fantastic raiment — his head 
in the clouds and his feet in the 
mud. His ragged inarticulate cro­
nies tap their heads smd think him 
queer because he speaks a language 
not their own. As for himself, the 
defense of the penny-moocher is 
that a philosopher would starve as 
quickly in the world outside, so he 
might as well accept a world of 
mendicants and bums.

From Alfred Kreymborg’s “ Our 
Singing Strength," which happens 
to be the first history o f American 
poets, I learn that William Cullen 
Bryant made $14.92 out of ‘"Thana- 
topsis” in five years. And certain 
gents now get from 10 cents to 50 
cents‘a word for gndnding out cheap 
sex and second rate biography. Oh, 
well!

Robert Frost, an excellent con­
temporary ' poet averaged $10 a 
year from bis work. And Edward 
Arlington Robinson, one of the few 
best selling poets, was starving 
pleasantly when the late Theodore 
Roosevelt, who had read his early 
verses, became so enthusiastic that

STARTING SHRUBS
FROM CUTTINGS

By GUY E. YERKES
Bureau of Plant Industry, U. S.
^Department of Agriculture

Many favorite deciduous shrubs 
can be propagated by taking cut­
tings of twigs that grew this sea­
son and preparing them for plant­
ing in the garden next spring.

Among the familiar shrubs that 
are often propagated are the 
many varieties of deutzia, honey­
suckle, mockorange, privet, spi- 
rea, tamarix and some varieties 
of barberry, dogwood and rose. 
Also some kinds of trees grow 
readily from cuttings, the poplars 
and willovVs for example.

In late fall or early winter, se­
lect well-matured wood of the 
current season's growth. Cut it 
into lengths of 6 or 8 inches, pre­
ferably with the lower cut through 
a leaf bud and the upper cut about 
an inch above a bud. Tie the cut­
tings into small bundles, taking 
care to lay them all one way to 
facilitate planting them right end 
up.

Pack the cuttings, in a box of 
slightly moistened sand and store 
them where they . will not freeze, 
but will remain cool all winter. In 
most localities they can be kept in 
good condition by burying them 
in a well-drained place in the open 
ground and protecting them from 
an excess of water.

The first change in the condition 
of the cuttings is the formation of 
a mass of tissue on the lower ends, 
known as callus. This is a com­
mon preliminary to rooting but 
some kinds of shrubs will root any 
apparent callus tissue.

Plant the cuttings in early spring 
before growth starts from the buds. 
Use any fertile garden soil to grow 
cuttings, but sandy loam is prefer­
able. Cirood drainage of the location 
is necessary, but the soil must be 
kept moist in the spring imtil the 
roots are well started.

Place the cuttings in a vertical 
or slightly inclined position with 
only the top bud above ground, 
spacing them 4 to 6 inches apart. 
Firm the soil well around them, 
particularly a t the lower ends. A 
ridge of loose soil drawn over the 
row to bury the top ends an inch 
or two may be an advantage to 
prevent drying of wood.

In the summer, cultivate the 
cuttings frequently and keep all 
weeds down to encourage, robust, 
growth. Some kinds may, if con­
ditions are favorable, get large 
enough the first season to fit them 
for permanent planting, but the' 
slower growing sorts may do bet­
ter if grown a second season be­
fore transplanting.

“We do not want this college as 
a state institution to serve as the 
background for such a serious vio­
lation of the prohibition laws as was 
in evidence during and after the De­
troit game,” Dean Cox said.

Oxford, Eng., Nov. 26.— (AP)— j 
Frank B. Kellogg former secretary  ̂
of state who is now in England, was ' 
honored by the convocation of the 
University of Oxford today. An 
honorary degree of Doctor of Civil 
Law, which originally it had been 
intended to confer upon him last 
June was conferred this afternoon.

Dr. A. B. Poynton presented Mr.

Dr. Poynton said the last six 
months had deepened the sense of 
the significance of the pact for out­
lawing war. Mr. Kellogg was the 
first to broadcast the message that 
war must be outlawed and bis mes­
sage did not lack wings.

The speaker said the difficulty of 
obtaining sisterly affection among 
the nations was great, but that en­
lightened and liberal-minded men, 
if only they did the right thing first, 
must have success. The causes of 
war as well as of armaments must 
be cut away. Among those who 
would apply daylight to this prob­
lem was' the illustrious American 
who besides his forensic skill and 
experience of men and affairs, had

FLOODS DEVASTATE SPAIN
Lisbon, Portugal, Nov. 26.— (AP) 

■Widespread devastation has been 
caused in northeastern Portugal by 
floods and has spread misery and 
imemployment to an alarming ex­
tent. One farmer lost his life when 
he jumped into a flooded river to 
Save a child. His body was sw«pt 
away.

The rapid evacuation of the 
flooded districts saved thousands of 
lives a t Ponte de Baroa. Bridges, 
roads, mills and factories were de­
stroyed or damaged and traffic was 
held up. The Valdevez fiver exceed­
ed its record level.

The plight of hundreds of fami­
lies who fled to night clothes is se­
rious, since thousands of tons of 
supplies were carried away in the 
floods. Many who were trapped in 
their homes were rescued with 
great difficulty by means of planks 
and ropes.

At the time of the last great 
epidemic of influenza there was 
much dispute among sanitary au­
thorities as to whether or not the 
schools should be closed as a means 
of preventing the spread of dis­
ease.

Nowadays it is realized that it 
is advisable to keep the school 
open because in this way it is pos­
sible to keep a check on the move­
ments of the children to find out 
which ones are sick and which are 
well, to institute daily examina­
tion in all classes where cases oc­
cur, to exclude all those suspect­
ed of having the disease or to be 
closely associated with cases of 
the disease, and in many other 
ways to exercise positive action 
rather than negative.

It has ■ also been shown that it 
is unnecessary to fumigate the 
rooms or to destroy all of the 
books and papers used by the 
children, since this does not seem 
to have any important effect in 
checking epidemic infectious dis­
eases.

The actual records are interest­
ing, In 22 schools in Pennsyl­
vania which depended only on 
fumigation to stamp out conta­
gious diseases, there was a total 
of 171 ca.ses within a month be­
fore and 300 within a month fol­
lowing closure and fumigation. 
In 14 schools there were attempts 
to check scarlet fever outbreaks 
by formaldehyde fumigation of 
school rooms. Within a month 
before its use they had 91 cases 
of scarlet fever and during the 
month following fumigation 123 
cases. The same type of figimes 
are available for cases of German 
measles and of ordinary measles.
