Brussels, Belgium,
(AP) —The Belgian Army today
was carrying out historic man-
ceuvres. The last of the occupation
forces: which have been in the
Rhineland for eleven year will have
departed by nightfall.

The final stage of the evacuation
started at eleven o'clock this morn-
|ing. The last battalion of the
Fourth Engineers garrisoned at
| Aachen, left their barracks and
| preceded by the hand of the Eleven-
th Infantry, marched past General
| Pouleur and staff, who. together
| with the allied consuls, presided,
| striking the Belgian colors after the
| occupation.

Happy Event

“Hailed by both Belgians and
| Germans as a happy event, the
| evacuation practically ends today,”
| said General Pouleur when inter-
'viewed by Belgian newspaper men,
| “pu. from the juridical viewpoint
the occupation still continues. This
|T had to impress upon the Aachen
| burgomaster when, having referred
| the matter to General Guillaumat,
| commander in chief of the allied
| occupation army, I refuse to allow
even after our departure the en-

Found Guilty With Three
Others of Starting Riot in
Mill Village.

Marion, N. C., Nov. 30.—(AP,)—
Alfred Hoffman, United Textile
Workers of America organizer, and
Lawrence Hogan, Edel Lewis and
Wes Fowler, strikers from local
cotton mills, today were convicted
by a jury in McDowell Superior
Court of rioting. They were acquit-
ted of charges of resisting officers.

The charges against Hoffman and
the three strikers grew out of ef-
forts of strikers at the Clinchfield
and Marion Manufacturing Com-
pany cotton mills here, to prevent
a non-union worker moving into the

| Clinchfield mill village. The trouble

occurred on August 30.
Troops Called

Sheriff O. F. Adkins and other
officers testified that the furniture
of a non-union worker had been
moved out of the house into which
he had moved when starting work
at the milli and officers had been
prevented from returning it. As a
result of the demonstration, troops
which had been billetted in Marion
as a precaution, were called to the
village and remained on duty for
some time.

Trial Lasted Week

The case had been on trial more
than a week, It went to the jury
at 5:30 o'clock last night. The ver-
dict was reported at 9:25 o'clock
this morning.

Hoffman has led several strikes
in textile mills of the south within
the last year. Several months ago
he was kidnaped .in Elizabethton,
Tenn., and taken to Asheville. Soon
after this he went to Marion.

BYRD REACHES POLE

RETURNS

TO HIS BASE CAMP

Sends Message to New York

While Over Pole—Presi-
dent Hoover at Once Con-
gratulates Explorer by
. Radio—Byrd First Man
to Fly Over Both North
and South Poles.

New York, Nov. 30.—(AP.)—
The New York Times, the St. Louis
Post Dispatch and newspapers af-
filiated with them in publishing re-
ports from Commander Richard E.
Byrd's expedition announced today
that Commander Byrd had safely

returned to his base, Little Ameri-
ca, after a successful flight across
the South Pole in which he survey-
ed much adjacent territory.

The flight was without mishag
and everything worked well.

The Times announced it had been
directed by President Hoover tc
forward through its wireless sta-
tion the following message to Com-
mander Byrd: '

Commander Richard E. Byrd,

Little America:

“T know that I speak for the
American people when I express
their universal pleasure at your
successful flight over the South
Pole. We are proud of your cour-
age and your leadership. We are
glad of proof that the spirit cf
great adventure still lives. OQur
thoughts of appreciation include
also your companions in the flight
and your colleagues whose careful
and devoted preparation have con-
tributed to your great success.

“HERBERT HOOVER."”

Commander Richard E. Byrd,
safely back at his base, Little
America, from a flight to the.South
Pole today holds the unique dis-
tinction of being “the only man to
fly over both poles of the earth.

By bending to the use of his
courage and skill the tools supplied
by modern mechanical and scien-
tific progress, he achieved within
three and one-half years what no
other Polar explorer has accom-
plished in a life-time, visits to the
top and bottom of the globe.

Flying to the South Pole he did
in less than a day what it had pre-
viously taken more than three
months to accomplish.

Difficult Task

The Antarctic flight was beset
with difficulties far greater than
those encountered in Byrd's trip to
the North Pole which was made
May 9, 1926. This, distance of each
flight was about the same, 1,600
miles.

On the flight to the North Pole
and back made in 15 hours, 30 min-
utes, there was no stop.

Commander Byrd navigated his
plane to and from the South Pole
over a jagged mountain chain, with
sentinel-like peaks that rise any-
where from 10,000 to 15,000 feet.
The Antarctic is mostly barren of
plant life and without human in-
habitants and even animals, due to
its severe climate. Even in summer
which is at hand there now, thetre
are no inhabitants. In the Arctic
there are Eskimos and summer
vegetation.

North Pole Flight

Byrd flew from Spitzbergen to
the North Pole and over floating
ice field arising only a few féat
above sea level, with her and there
open leads of water. From the
edge of the southern ice barrier he
flew 400 miles over an accumula-
| tion of ice rising 150 feet or more
above the sea and solid as land and
then soared over mountains to the
polar plateau ‘and back again.

Byrd’s flight to the South Pole is
a striking demonstration of the
conquest of modern methods of
travel and communication of dis-
tance and other physical obstacles
encountered in polar exploration
when compared with similar feats
accomplished by older methods,

Commander Byrd flew from his
base on the Bay of Whales to the
Pole and back in less than a day.

Captain Roald Amundsen, the
first explorer to reach the South
Pole, using dog sledges and start-
ing from a base which was near
Little America, required ninety-
seven days to reach the Pole. The
trip there and back, a total of 1,-
545 miles was made in 148 days. He
left his base October 20, 1911,
reached the Pole December 14,
averaging about fifteen miles a
day. 2

Just as the airplane enabled
Byrd to travel as far in an hour as
Amundsen in six days, the radio,
sending its waves at the speed of
186,000 miles & second gave the in-
stantaneous news of his feat. A ra-
dio message was sent from . his
plane at the Pole to New York via
a relay.

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HOURS OF DESPAIR

When & man sits down, pens &
farewell letter and then shoots him-
self to death, those last words he
has written are bound to be of
more than erdinary fnterest.

The ogher day a man drove his
car up to the jail at Great Falls,
Mont,, left a letter for the sheriff,
returned to his car and killed him-
self. The sheriff found in the letter,
among other things, these lines:

“And now of course you wonder
why I do this so-called cowardly
and crazy act. Well, I am not
crazy, but I am one of those mil-
lions that are of no use to anybody,
never get eny place, never accom-
plish anything, never get a chance
at anything worth while, and if I
did I wouldn't have sense enough
to take it.

I haven't any financial difficul-
ties, aithough a little more money
af certain times might have led to
better understanding, happiness
and contentment. I have at this
time no one to confide in, no pal
that would understand, no one that
I-'_could work and strive and live
fgr and no more relatives either,
ofily my worthless self. So why

ould I live? No reason for it.”

Probably all of us have moods in

ch we feel much the way this
“lopely, discouraged Montsna suicide
felt: moods in which we feel that
we “are of no use to anybody, nev-
er get any place, never accomplish
anything.” Our moods don't often
drag us down to such depths of de-
spair as his took him; yet we have
theni, just the same, and they are
hard to live through.

Yet a mood of that kind, whal-
everé the circumstances, is mistak-
en. How do we know that we are
“of po use to anybody”? Is there
any 'man, anywhere, of whom that
can be said? The lowllest, most in-
significant mortal has his place, he
has, perhaps, & bright smile that
his acquaintances have come to de-
pend on, or he {s an unobstrusive,
efficlent workman, or be uncon-
scioysly convinces some stranger
that the world is a decent place by
the brave fight he makes daily
against unfriendly circumstances,
You cannot take any mortal out
of the world without leaving some
sort of void.

The other thing—Iloneliness—is
harder to combat. It, also, is &
thing to which we all fall victim
now and then, Unless we can tie
our own lives up with someone
clse's we feel lost.

Yet—that, too, is a thing we
must overcome. We are condemned,
by the mere fact that we are alive,
to a certain amount of loneliness.
It is up to us to realize the fact;
to school ourselves in independ-
ence, and, at the same time, to ex-
tend bits of ourselves to our fel-
lows, so that they perhaps can es-
cape from their own prisons for a
time,

Despair comes to all of us, at
times. All we can do is remember
that others have moments {in which
they feel the same way. Things are
never as black as we believe,

THE SAXOPHONE

We heard an indignant citizgn
declare the other day that he firm-
ly believed that if there is such a
thing as a personal devil and if the
personal devil, as is often assumed,
ever did create an invention, then
the saxophone was it,

It isn't at all difficult to under-
stand the state of this citizen's
feelings with regard to the instru-
ment in question. Certainly the
saxophone represents, as no other
noise-making device can, the haw-
haw, blah-blah spirit of jazz. It is
a howling, blatant horror with@it
which half of the savage maniac
quality of the -calithumpianade
would be lost. You absolutely must
have a sax, or two or three saxes,

lor you never will arrive at the de-

sired fullness of insanity that you
| are after when you play, or listen
to, dance hall jazz.

And yet the saxophone was not
always thus—far from it. It was
intended to bring into orchestral
music & new and desired tone, as
nearly as possible in brass the re-
production of the human voice, to
be employed in sighing obligato
only. For a little while it served its
whispering purpose—and it was a
thing of beauty. But before it has
become fairly established in its
proper musical niche some antic
drunk or some member of a luna-
tic asylum band discovered the
loathsome possibilities of the in-
strument when perverted from its
original purpose and embarked on

The difficulties of the new chap-
ter in aviation history being writ-
ten in the barren southern area |
were stressed at length by those at
Geographic headquarters. They
pointed out that to explorers the
northern end af the earth was
known as the “Friendly Arctic”
while the opposite end of the world !
had been given the name of the
“Unfriendly Antarctic,” and that
its frozen tracts were devoid of |
much of the animal life so abun-/
dant in the northern climes. |

“The Antarctic undertaking” &
statement hy the society said,""is
faced with difficulties far differentl
from those encountered by the com-
mander when he successfully flew
his plane over the waste and barren

regions of the North Pole.”
Jagged Mountains

The society's topographers said |
that in the land around the south-|
ern most part of the earth Byrd |
would be forced to navigate his|
plane over a jagged mountain chain |
with peaks rising from 10,000 to
15,000 feet. \

Instead of the summer vegetation |
of the Arctic with its picturesque |
Eskimo inhabitants, the geograph-
ers pointed out that the region
about the South Pole was mostly |
barren of plant life and without
human inhabitance and even animal |
life because of its severe climate,
adding:

“The North Pole is an ocean
while the South Pole is roughly in
the center of what has come to be
called the Antarctic continent or
Antarctica. [

“From Spitzbergen Byrd flew
over floating ice fields rising only
a few feet above the level, with here |
and there open leads of water; from
the edge of the ice barrier south of |
Mew Zealand on his southern expe-,
dition, he will fly over one of the |
greatest icefields in the world, and |
accumulation of ice rising 150 feet |
or more above the sea and as solid |
as land. A
Gigantic Ice Barrier

“There is nearly 400 miles of this |
ice barrier to be crossed south of |

New Zealand before the mountains,
marking the first exposed land, are
reached. It took Amundsen 27 days |
to cover this portion of his journey,
the men traveling on skis, and the
sleds of provisions drawn by dogs."

The society is interested parti-
cularly in prospective photographs
of the region. An air view of the’
Antartic has never been obtained
and this the scientists feel would |
be an almost invaluable contribu-
tion.

Byrd on the MacMillan expedition
took the first aerial views ever ob- |
tained of the Arctic and these help-,
ed locate many places where im-
portant specimens of Arctic birds|
and flowers were obtained to enrich
the museums collections.

~ On the North Pole flight the com- |
mander attributed much of his suc-
cess to the sun compass, He took
six such compasses with him and it |
was believed that it was upon this
instrument that the commander
was finding his way over the al-|
most unknown area.

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SIMPLE HEALTH HABITS HELP
TO REDUCE INFANT
MORTALITY.

The
plants themselves will be used in
the propagation of future flowers.
Many commercial florists over the
country will want to raise Hoover
chrysanthemums.
