to be held by other countries de-
pends in large measure upon how
this committment is fulfilled.

Washington’s Request

Such action was taken at the in-
stance of the Washington govern-
ment which asked all the signa-
tories and adherents of the Kellogg
Pact to urge Russia and China to
affect a peaceable settlement of
their dispute over the Chinese
Rastern Railway.

The response of the nations to
which the American request was
directed was spontaneous and the
State Department received the as-
surance of numerous countries that '
tF * would follow America's lead
in reminding China and Russia of
their treaty obligations.

A dissenting voice, however, came
from Japan. At Tokyo, &n official
statement was issued today assert-
ing that the Japanese government
does not intend to associate herself
with the American proposal. Be-
cause of her proximity to the dis-
turbance Japan, it was explained,
felt that such action as was sug-
gested by the United States, would
be interpreted by the Chinese a3
intervention in their favor and in-
terfere with prospects for peace.

NEXT DOOR COUPLE
HEARD NO SHOTS

Detective Testifying at Mc-l
Manus Trial Tells of His|
Visit to Hotel Rooms.

Criminal Courts Building, New
York, Dec. 3—(AP)—Although in
the next room to where the state
contends George McManus shot
Arnold Rothstein, two people told
detectives they heard no noise or
disturbance in Room 349 between
10:30 and 11 p. m., tle night of
November 4, 1928, it was testified
at McManus' trial for murder to-
day.

The " testimony was brought out
in cross examinution of Detective
Patrick Flood by James I. C. Mur-
ray, defense attorney.

Flood said he and other detectives
made the rounds of the rooms on
the third floor after they had found
Rothstein fatally , wounded on the
first floor.

Calls for Cooperation

Calling for cooperation of the

Once again he asked that the
broad principle of the flexible tariff,
by which the executive may order
rate "changes upon recommenda-
tion of the tariff commission be re-
tained.

Asks Early Action

The President, in making his sug-
gestions to a Congress which has
been widely divided over the tariff
question, declared tha. it would be
most helpful if action should be
taken at an early moment , more
especially at a time when business
and agriculture are both cooperat-
ing to minimize future uncertain-
ties,

Standing out among his sugges-
tions was one that the major pro-
hibition  enforcement  activities
should be transferred from the
Treasury to the Justice Department.
At the same time the President de-
clared his wish that the District of
Columbia, around which a furor has
been raised recently as a result of
charges of liquor drinking in. and
out of public life, should be a
“model city of law enforcement”
for the nation. He asked that the
necesary laws be enacted to make
it so.

His First Message.

The annual message, first of its
kind submitted by Mr. Hoover, set
forth the alternative of naval lim-
itations at the London conference
or a six year building program
costing $1,200,000,000. )

He asked that Congress "‘give
earnest consideration to the possi-
bilitles of prudent action which will
give relief from our continuous
mounting expenditures” for national
defense.

President Hoover's suggestions,
which if followed, would give the
Senate and House many issues for
debate, included a range touching
almost every phase of the nation's
domestic and international prob-
lems.

CONGRESS RECEIVES MESSAGE

Washington, Dec.  3.—(AP)—A
Presidential message bulking with
recommendations for changes and
improvements in the functioning: of
the Federal government was sub-
mitted to Congress today by Her-
bert Hoover, who is just rounding
out his ninth month in the White
House.

He presented his views on nearly
every major subject of controversy
which has faced the nation's law-
makers in recent times and on the
problem that perhaps vexes them
most of the moment—that of the
tariff—he asked for quick action to
get it 'out of the way.

Have Remedy in Law.

“It might be sufficient answer to
the petitioners to say that they|
have adequate remedy if such an
unlawful or unwarranted exercise of
discretion is shown, by any action of
mandamus to compel the lawful or
proper exercise of its power by the
commission, but we had rather not
base this decision on such narrow
ground.

“The petitioners claim that be-
cause in each of the four specified
years all of the railroads of the
state have had a combined net in-
come in excess of the sum they al-
leged to have been néeessary to re-
move the reqguisite number of grade
crossings that the firancial condi-
tion of the railroads is sufficiently
established to impose a duty upon
the comniission to issue an order of
removal under the statute. This
statement of net income is not con-
fined to one railroad nor to the in-
come derived from business within
the State of Connecticut alone, but
includes all railroads operating in
this state and all operations.within
four states.

Blanket Order Useless.

“No blanket order by the commis-
sion issued to al!l railroads within
the state would be sustained. The
order must be directed to some
specific railroad and it is the finan-
cial condition of that railroad which
must be considered by them before
its order is issued.

The petition takes no account of
this requirement and, therefore we
cannot hold that the petition in this
respect is sufficiently definite to
have any weight.

“Nor does the petition recognize
other important factors besides net
income, which necessarily must be
considered in determining the finan-
cial condition of a railroad company.
It is not alone sufficient to show
that a company has a net income.

capital, surplus, indebtedness, stock
issue and whether it is on a divi-
dend paying bhasis. A company can-
not long operate which is unable to
satisfy its obligations, lay aside
something for unforeseen contin-
gencies and provide some return to
its stocltholders for money invested.

In review of the mail contracts
already awarded it was found that
they aggregated 25 separate awards
imposing & governmental obligation
of a little over §12,000,000 per
annum. Provision had been imposed
in five of the contracts for con-
struction of new vessels with which
to replace and expand services.
These requirements come to & total
of 12 vessels in the 10-year period,
aggregating 122,000 tons. Some
other conditions in the contracts
had not worked out satisfactorily.

That study has now been sub-
stantially completed and the com-
mittee has advised the desirability
and the necessity of securing much
larger undertakings as to service
and new construction in future con-
tracts. The committee at this time
is recommending the advertising of
14’ additional routes, making sub-
stantial requirements for the con-
struction of new vessels during the
life of each contract recommended.
A total of 40 new vessels will be
required under the contracts pro-
posed, about half of which will be
required to be built during the next
three years. The capital cost of
this new construction will be ap-
proximately $250,000,000, involving
approximately 460,000 gross tons.
Should bidders be found who will
make these undertakings, it will be
necessary to recommend to Congress
an increase in the authorized expen-
diture by the Post Office of about
§5,000,000 annually. It will be most
advantageous to greint such an
authority.

A conflict as to the administra-
tion of the act has arisen in the
contention of persons who have
purchased Shipping Board vessels
that they are entitled to mail con-
tracts irrespective of whether they
are the lowest bidder, the Post
Office, on the other hand, being
required by law to let contracts in
that manner. It is urgent that
Congress should clarify this situa-
tion.-

Public Health

The advance in scientific discov-
ery as to disease and health imposes
new considerations upon us. The
Nation as a whole is vitally interest-
ed in the health of all the people; n
protection from spread of conta-
gious disease; in the relation of
physical and mental disabilities 10
criminality; and in the economic anc
moral advancement which is funda-
mentally associated with sound body
and mind. The organization of pre-
ventive measures and health educa-
tion in its personal application is the
province of public health service.
Such organization should be as uai-
versal as public education. Its sup-
port is a proper burden upon tae
taxpayer. It can not be organized
with success, either in its sanitary
or educational phases, except under
public authority. It should be based
upon local and E£tate responsibility,
but I consider thal the Federal Gov-
ernment has an obligation of contri-
bution to the establishment of such
agencies.

In the practical working out of
organization, exhaustive experimeat
and trial have demonstrated that
the base should be competent organ-
ization of the municipality, county,
or other local unit. Most of our
municipalities and some 400 rural
counties out of 3,000 now have some
such unit organization. Where high-
ly developed, a health unit-comprises
at least a physician, sanitary eng -
eer, and community nurse with the
addition, in some cases, of another
nurse devoted to the problems of
maternity and children. Such orgaa-
jzation gives at once a fundamentai
control of preventive measures and
assists in community instructicn
The Federal Government, through
its interest in control of contagion,
acting through the United States
Public Health Service and the State
agencies, has in the past and shou.d
in the future concern itself with this
development, particularly in the
many rural sections which are un-
i fortunately far behind in progress.
Some parts of the funds contributed
under the Sheppard-Towner Act
through the Children's Bureau of the
Department of Labor have also
found their way into these channels.

I recommend to the Congress that
the purpose of the Sheppard-Towner
Act should be continued through the
Children’'s Bureau for a limiled
period of years; and that the Con-
gress should consider the desirabil-

It has been the -policy of our
governmeént almost from its incep-
tion to make provision for the men
who have been disabled in defense
of our country. This policy should
be maintained. Originally it took
the form of land grants and pen-
sions. This system continued until
out entry into the World War. The
Congress at that time inaugurated
a new plan of compensation, rehab-
ilitation, - hospitalization, medical
care and treatment, and insurance,
whereby.  benefits were awarded to
those veterans and their immediate
dependents whose disabilities were
nttributable to their war service.
The basic principle in this legisla-
tion is sound. !

In a desire to eliminate all possi-
bilities ‘of imjustice due to difficul-
ties in, establishing service connec-
tion of disabilities, these principles
have been to- some- degree.extend-
ed. Veterans whose diseases or in-
juries have become appurent with-
in a Ebriei period after the war are
now receiving compensation; insur-
ance berefits have -been livveralized.
Erwergency officers are now receiv-
ing additional benefits, The doors
of tue governcnt's hosypitals have
been opensd to all veteizns, even
though their diseases or injuries
were not the result of their war
service. 'In addition adjusted serv-
ice certificates ‘have been issued to
3,433,300 veterans. This in itself
will mean an expenditure of nearly
$3,500,000,000 before 1945, in addi-
tion to the $8600,000,000 which we
are now appropriating annually for
our veterans’ relief.

The administration of all laws
concerning the veterans and their
dependents has been upon the basis
of dealing generously, humanely,
and justly. While some inequalities
have arisen, substantial and ade-
quate care has been given and jus-
tice administered. Further im-
provement in administration may
require some amendment from time
to time to the law, but care should
be taken to see that such changes
conform to the basic principles of
the legislation.

{ am convinced that we will gain
in efficiency, economy, and more
uniform administration and better
defipition of national policies if the
Pension Bureau, the National Home
for Volunteer Soldiers, and the
Veterans' Bureau are brought to-
gether under a single agency. The
total appropriations to these agen-
cies now exceed $800,000,000 .per
arfnum.

Civil Service

Approximately foux-fifths of all
the employees in the executive civil
service now occupy positions sub-
ject to competitive examination un-
der the civil service law,

There are, however, still com-
manding opportunities for extend-
ing the system. These opportunities
lic within the province of Congress
and not the President. I recom-
mend that a further step be taken
by authorization that appointments

of third.class’ postiasters be m
gnder the civil lgoglage law..

This subject has begn under-con-
sideration for over 20 years. It was
promised by<both political parties in
the  recent : m,  It-has been
repeatedly examined by committees
and commissions — congressional,
executive, and voluntary. The con-
clusions of these investigations have
been unanimous that reorganization
is a necessity of sound administra=-
tion; of economy; of more effective
governmental policies and of relief
to the citizen from unnecessary
harassment in his relations with a
multitude  of . seattered governmen-
tal agencies. But the presentation
of any specific’ plan at ongce enlivens
opposition from every- official whose
authority may. be curtailed or who
fears his position is imperiled by
such a result; of bureaus and de-
partments which wish to gmaintain
their- authority and -activities; of
citizens and their. orgadnizations
who are selfishly interested, or who

ade

. | are inspired by fear -thdt. their

favorite bureau may, in a-new set-
ting, be less subject -to their in-
fluence or more subject  to some
other influence.

It seems to me that the.essential
principles of reorganization are two
in number. First, all- administrative
activities of the same major pur-
pose should be placed in groups un-
der single-headed = responsibility;
second, all executive and adminis-
trative functions should be separat-
ed from OJoards 'and commissions
and placed \under individual re-
sponsibility, while . quasilegislative
and quasijudicial and broadly ad-
visory- fuctions should be removed
from individual authority .and as-
gigned to boards and commissions.
Indeed, these are the fundamental
principles upon, which our Gpvern-
ment was founded,-and they are the
principles which have been adhered
to in the whole development: of our
business structure, and they are the
distillation of the common sense of
generations. > :

For instance, the conservation of
national resources is spread among
eight agencies in five departments.
They suffer from conflict and over-
lap. There is no proper: development
and adherence to broad mnational
policies and no central point where
the searchlight of piblic opinion
may concentrate itself. These func-
tions should be grouped under the
direction of some such official as an
assistant secretary of conservation.
The particular department or cabi-
net officer under which such a group
should be placed is of secondary
importance to the need of concen-
tration. The same may be said of
educational services, of merchant
marine aids, of public works, of
public health, of veterans' services,
and many others, the component
parts of which are widely scattered
in the various departments and in-
dependent agencies. It is desirable
that we first have experience with
these different:groups-in action be-
fore we' create new departments.
These may be necessary later on.

With this background ‘of all pre-
vious experience I can see no hope

for the development of a sound re-|

organization.of the Government un-
less Congress be willing to delegate
its authority over. the ' problem
(subject to. defined principles) to
the Executive, who should act upon
approval of a joint commitiee of
Congress or with the reservation of
power of revision by Congress with-
in some limited period adequate for
its consideration. '

The first, duty of the President
under his ‘oath of office is to secure
the enforcement of the laws. The
enforcement of the laws enacted to
give effect to the eighteenth amend-
ment is far from satisfactory and
this.is in part due to the inadequate
organization of the administrative
agencies of thé Federal Govern-
ment. With the hope of expediting
such reorganization. I requested on
June 6 last that Congress. should
appoint a joint committee to collab-
ovate with executivée agencies in
preparation of legislation. . It would
be helpful if it could be so appoint-
ed. The subject has' been ‘earnestly
considered by the Law Enforcement
Commission and the administrative
officials of tpe Gevernment. Our
joint conclusions are that certain

steps should be taken at once. First,
| there should be ‘an immediate con-
Fcentration of.~ responsibility and
'strengthening  of  enforcement
| agencies of the Federal ~ Govern-
ment by transfer to'the Department
of Justice of the Federal functions
 of detection and to & considerable
'degree of prosecution; which are
now  lodged in the Prohibition
Bureau in the Treasury; and at the
same time the control of the distri-
bution’ of industrial aicohol and
legalized beverages. should remain
in the Treasury. Second, provision
-should be made for reillef of con-
‘gestion in the “Federgl courts by
modifying and simplifying the pro-
cedure for dealing with the large
volume of petty presecutions under
various Federal acts. Third, there
ghould-be & codification of the laws
relating to prohibition to avoid the
necessity which now exists of re-
sorting to more than 25 statutes
enacted at various times over 40
years. Technical defects in these
statutes that have been disclosed
should be cured. I would add to
these recommendations the desir-
ahility of reorganizing the yarious
services engaged in the prevention
of simuggling into one horder patrol
under the Coast Guard. Further
recommendations upon thé subject
as a whole will be developed after
further examination by - the Law
Enforcement Commission, but it is
not to be expected that any criminal
law will ever be fully enforced so
long as criminals exist, 3

Ths District of Columbia should
be the model of city law enforce-
ment in the Nation., While condi-
tions here are much better than in
many other cities, they are far from
perfect, and thig is due in part to

the Supreme Court of the District,
resulting in long * delays. Further-
more, there is Leed for legislation in
the District 'supplementing the na-
tional prohibition act more sharply
defining and enlarging the duties
and powers of the District Com-
‘missioners and the police of the Dis-
trict, and opening the way for bet-
ter cooperation' in the enforcement
of prohibition” between the District
officials and the prohibition officers
of the Federal Government., I{ is
urgent that these conditions be
remedied.

No one will look with satisfaction
upon the volume of crime of all
kinds and the growth of organized
crime in our country. We have
pressing need so to organize our
system of administering criminal
justice as to establish full vigor and
effectiveness. We' need to reestablish
faith that the highest interests of
our country are served by insistence
upon the swift and even-handed ad-
ministration of justice to all offen-
ders, ‘whether they be rich or poor.
That we shall effect improvement is
vital to the preservation of our in-
stitutions. It is the most serious
issue before our people.

Under the authority of Congress I
have appointed a National Commis-
sion on ‘Law Observance and En-
forcement, for an exhaustive study
of the entire {:aroblem of the enforce-
meat of our laws and the improve-
ment of our judicial system, includ-
ing the special problems £nd abuses
growing out of the prohibition laws.
The commission has been invited to
make the widest inquiry into the
shortcomings of the administration
of justice and into the causes and
remedies for them. It has organized
its work under subcommittees deal-
ing with the many contributory
causes of our situation and has en-
listed the =aid of investigators in
fields requiring special considera-
tion, I am confident that as a result
of its studies now being carried for-
ward it will make a 'notable contri-
bution to the solution of our press-
ing problems.

Pending further legislation, the
Department of Justice has been
striving to wed out inefficiency
wherever it exists, to stimulate ac-
tivity on the part of its prosecuting
officers, and to use increasing care
in examining into the qualifications

of those appoinfed to serve

Social Service

The Federal -Government pro-
vides for an extensive and valuable
program of constructive social sery-
tice in education, home building, pro-
tection to women and children, em-
ployment, public health, recreation,
and many other directions.

In & broad sense Federal activity
in these directions has been confingd
to research and dissemination of in-
formation and experience, and at
most to temporary subsidies ' to

" When the Board of Pardons
meets on Thursday to consider the
case of John Feltovic, Bridgeport
murderer who seeks commutation
of the death penalty, it will have
something more to weigh than the
life or the death of this single gun-
man.

Washington—Somewhere' in the
organization of the National Com-
mission on Law Observance and En-
fortement there lurks a set of
brains—and probably more than
one set.

In the brief period of its exist-
ence this commission has already
distinguished itself over all other
commissions for its discoveries of
facts of ‘' which all intelligent per-
sons already were aware and for
its willingness to admit those facts.
For it®s one thing “when everyone
knows certain conditions to exist
|and certain matters to be true, but
it 18 quite another thing for an of-|
ficial group to acknowledge them
publicly.

Now George W.—~Wickersham,
on behalf of the commission, has
actually put forth the suggestion
that such conditions as unem-
ployment and housing conditions
are a cause of crime. He says
that “a study of crime and law
enforcement goes to' the root of
social conditions and the everydayl
life of the people.” ‘

This is certainly something new |
for crime comrissions to be find- |
ing out. Everyone else, it would :
seem, has known as much. But in
the many previous state and mu-
nicipal crime investigations it does
not ‘appear that anyone officially
has. gone into the causes of crime
as deeply as the Hoover commission.

Acting on its recognition of the
economic factors among crime
causes, the commission has selected
Miss Mary Van Kleeck, director of
the Russell Sage Foundation indus-
trial studies and an authority on
the regularity of employment, to
study the results of full, regular
employment in the reduction of
crime.

It was this same commission,
one will recall, which two or three
months ago. made the astounding
‘discovery that public officials and
law enforcement officers * some-
times violated the law. Everyone
knew that, too, but the fact that
the commission was willing to ac-
knowledge it and actually to' in-
clude the condition as one of its
main topics of study afforded what
seemed to be evidence that this com-
mission deserved to be called “dif-
ferent."” The commission named an
able subcommittee to study and de-

termine not only the extent of law
violations by law enforcers, but also
the effect which - such violations
had upon the extent of crime in|
general. :

One other important and com-
monly realized fact was privately, |
though mnot officially. recognized
by Chairman Wickersham when |
he wrote to Governor Roosevelt of |
New York that the federal gov-
ernment must have the co-operation
of the states if prohibition were
ever to be enforced.

From the nation - wide furore
which the publication of Wicker-:
sham's letter stirred up at the|
time one might have thought that
every official connected with pro-
hibition enforcement, from the
president down, wasn't perfectly
aware that sooner or later thel
real burden of enforcement must|
fall on the individual states. As a|
matter of fact several of them had!
previously. or have since cautious-
ly developed this idea in speeches!
or statements. But because of his
frankness. there were demands
from several quarters that Wick-
ersham be fired by Praesident Hoo-;
ver.

All in all, your correspondent
repeats, the commission has dgs-
tinguished itself amazingly for nts,
willingness to admit and face]
facts which everyone else had
recognized, but which no one in
official position had been willing
to assert unequivocally.

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INJURIES FROM DUST,
" When a'beam of sunlight falls
from the window to the floor, one
may see thousands of dust motes
dancing in its golden light, We are
surprised to realize that such dust-is
always present in the air and that
we are breathing it in with every
breath we draw. Fortunately, the
amount of ordinary dust in the air ie
taken care of by traps which nature
has laid for it in th» air passag=sa.
The most important of these traps
for dust is is the mucous membrane.
The sticky mucus attracts the dust
in much the same manner that fly

-paper does flieg, but the dust is not

allowed to accumulate because the

' entire mucous membrane is covered

with small hair-like cilia lining the
trachea and bronchia, and these cilia
literally wave the dust particles up
and out. They move in much ths
some manner as g field of grain
waves when swept by the wind.

When the dust and surplus mucus
have moved up high enough, they
are coughed out of the body. When
the dust particles are unusually
plentiful, they may succeed in pene-
trating the lung tissues, but then
fall into another trap set by, the
white cells. which are capable of de-
stroyidg a rerarkable amount of
dust. The measures are able to pto-
tect their air spaces of the lungs
from an everyday dusf menace.

However, the lungs of those who
live in sooty cities or those who
work in an atmosphere of dust
never entirely escape.
normal lung tolerates dust to an
amazing degree, it may succumb af-
ter years of exposure.

The worst dust is silica which can
bring on disability in from three to
nine years. Workers exposed to the
heavy coal dust may escape from
twenty to thirty years before a fi-
brosis of the lungs is brought on.

The damage of silicg is known as
silicosis and seems to be caused me-
chanicaly by the abrasion of the
sharp particles on the lung tissues,
causing scarring. Silica is the main
cause of industrial tuberculosis, as
the scarring of the delicaté lung lin-
ing allows the tubercular infection
to gain a foothold. The first symp-
tom of silicosis is a shortness of
of breath followed by a mild cough
and then great difficulty in breath-
ing.

Freezing and thawing are the
two arch enemies of ornamental
plants. Each in itself cannot cause

the damage that results when this
pair alternates daily sometimes for
a week or more.

Comparatively > warm weather
during fall and spring causes the
sap to rise in the plants. A rapid
change to low temperature results
in this sap freezing in the tissues
of the plant. Such an occurrence
frequently causes serious damage.

Furthermore, alternate freezing
and thawing heaves shallow-rooted
plants from the soil and thus ex-
poses their roots to dry out in the
air.

The gardeners’ method of pre-
venting this injury is to mulch
plants which are susceptible to it,
Herbaceous perennials need such
protection and many woody plants
are benefited.

Different types of materials are
used to afford this protection.
Strawy manure, leaves, straw,
Strawy manure, leaves, straw peal
fiber, sawdust and fine sifted cind-
ers are among the most popular.

In selecting a suitable mulch
the plants to be protected should
be considered. If they are tender
and liable to decay readily, they
should have a medium for protec-
tion which will not pack down
and cause this trouble. A light
application of strawy manure Or
leaves, which might decay if used
in excess, is frequently applied.

Fine cinders are employed where
almost certain damage will occur
if some organic material is used for
protection. The advantage derived

® Bach one of the 17 .players who
constitute the All-Manchester foot-
ball team was not selected without
lengthy and careful consideration,
No partiality was shown in any case
and the writer honestly believes that
in no instance with one possible ex-
ception could the team bé improved
upon. The mere fact that the Cubs
carry the squad by, a wide margin is
i simply because they had by far the
 better team and therefore the bet-
ter talent,

Nine of the members of the first
eleven are from the Cubs, only two
Major players being figured as good
enough to displace a regular mem-
ber of the town champions. The ex-
ceptions are Captain Brunig Moske,
halfback, and Ted McCarthy, end.
Every other first string player on
the Cubs succeeded in holding his
position and the other two were
placed on the squad. The 17 who
will receive gold footballs for their
efforts are divided 12 to 5 in favor
of the Cubs.

Need New Talent.

This fact in itself tends to show
that in my opinion, at least, the
Majors will have to obtain much
new talent before they can hope to
win back the town championship.

TWiLh their present personnel as

compared to that of the Cubs, their
mission is hopeless. Yet, as 1 have
often said before, it would do foot-
ball a world of good here in Maa-
ches if the north end could produce
a title winning team again. 1t would
serve to revive an interest which is
beginning to'lag.

But to get back to the All-Man-
chester team, it weas picked exclu-
sively from the ranks of the Cubs
and Majors, high school players nol
being considered because of the dif-
ferent caliber of opposition which
they faced. While on this point,
however, it would not be a bad idea
to mention that neither the Cubs or
Majors should do much bragging
about some of the victims they
plucked from none-too-difficuit
schedules. Of the two teams, it is
very apparent that the Cubs met the
stiffer opposition.

This fact together with the very
one-sided town series battles are
what make it difficult to select an
all-star aggregation. The Cubs wece
80 much better than the Majors that
the individual efforts of most every
player on the north end team was
pretty well camouflaged. It showd
be remembered that anyone looks
good on & winning team and tough
on & losing one. -in addition there =
no question but what the Cubs had
an unusual supply of very pgood
football material, both on the line
and in the backfield.

Well, Here Goes.

Now for the selection with the ac-
companying reasons. At center' Al
Pentore of the Cubs gets the call for
his fine all-around work and steady
passing. He is especially-strong on
the defense. Charlie Smith of the
Majors is even better on the defense
but his behavior on a football field

does not justify his selection. Salve’

Vendrillo would be my second
choice with Bronkie =a close third.
Both the Jatter men were held back
by poor passing at times.

At guard, Tommy Happeny is a
foregone conclusion. He couldn't be

left off an all-star selection., Per-
sonaly, I thirk he is one of the best
linemen developed in Manchester 1n
years. He is very aggressive, a sure
tackler and above eall else a clean
sport. Al “Frenchy" Merrer gets the
call for the other guard post because
of his splendid work., This is some-
thing like Merrer's seventh season
with the Cubs and he has never
looked better. For a long time I con-
sidered the advisability of placing
Lippincott of the Majors in his place
on the first eleven because of the
latter's aggressiveness and ability to
play guard, tackle, end or-center ou:
Lippincott’s build is not particular'y
suited for guard play although he
likes that position best.

Captain Walter Harrison and

honor for Harrison, I would name
him captain, What that chap
doesn't know about the football
rules, isn't worth losing any sleep
over. And, by the way, knowing
the rules is a mighty wvaluable
asset. Harrison have been playing
the bést ball of his career. Tony
Tumiensky gets the call over Jim-
my Quish for reserve duty due to
his splendid work with a much in-
ferior team in the town series plus
his steady work all season.

Many women believe that it is
possible to feed the skin ‘or cause
it to fill out by the use of pastes,
ointments, lotions or similar prepa-
rations rubbed on, stuck on, or dab-
bed on in-some manner.
| There is, however, no way to feed

the skin by something put on the
|3urface. The skin i{s kept alive and
| clear by the blood that comes to it
in the lower layers. There are no
blood vessels in the outer layers of
the skin and these layers get the
material on which ‘they are kept
alive by an oozing of the fluid from
the blood through the lower layers
up to them,

The layer that is on the outside
is a horny material which- serves
primarily as a protective covering
and which has not within it any
stimulating elements for taking up
or assimilating nutritive material.

The blood vessels that come to
the skin, like those in other por-
tions of the body, aré controlled by
nerves which can dilate them or
contract them. When the nerves
dilate the blood vessels, more hlood

The nerves in
the skin react to many influences.
