Hold Witnesses.

_ Two men are being held as® ma-
terigl witnesses., They are Cappucci
Fornuti, 39, employed in the _store
where the shooting occurred, and
Strano Umberto, 28, of 150 Market
street; who was also present when
the trouble started and culminated
ip the gun play.

The police were handicapped in
their hunt for Aliano because of the
unwillingness to talk.

This morning Minniti
entered the store in the absence of
Aliano, and after conversing with
Fornuati and Umberto for & while,
suggested that Fornuati prepare
some coffee. “To warm us up" said
Minniti. The coffee was made ready
and & cup was poured for Minniti.
As he raised the cup to his lips Ali-
ano entered. The cup of coffee
dropped to the floor and ' was
brokean.

Produces Gun.

Aliang looked at Minniti for a
minute, according to the police and
then uttered a vile word. Minniti
repeated the same word, but labeled
Alinno with it. Aliano stepped
back of the counter and took the
weapon from the shelf.

Two shots were fired from the
Savage sutomatic at close range,
both bullets taking effect.

East Lyme Youth Pushes
Big Boulder ~on Track;

New London, Dec. 4—(AP)
With the arrest today of Sedrick
Kennpett, 23, of East Lyme, on sev-
eral serious charges it was learned
that an effort had been made by
him in that town last npight to
wreck one of the fast New Haven
railroad trains. ,

. The Cannon Ball Express, a fast
freight running from New York to
Boston crashed into a 500 pound
boulder which had been placed on
the eastbound track in East Lyme,
and although none of the crew were
injured the locomotive was con-
siderably damaged and the running
controls were also damaged so that
the train was forced to travel at a
sfow rate to Midway where repairs
were made. The boulder had been
rolled on to the tracks at a curve
and the engineer of the freight was
unable to see it until the locomotive
was aimost upon it.

Made A Mistake

The freight train struck the
boulder at 11:19 p. m. and it is the
belief of the state and railroad po-
lice that Kenhett had intendeéd
wrecking the Bar Harbor Express,
which was arryxtngr seve't;lal hundred
passengers, mos wham were

Kennett, described by the state
police as shiftless and vicious was
arrestsd near the scene of his effort
to wreck the train at 7:30 o'clock
this morning.

PUKOW MUTINY
VERY SERIOUS;
15000 REVOLT

ers Are Joining and Sol-
~ diers Are Now Marching
Toward Nanking.

Shanghai, Dec. 4—(AP) — Jap-
anese press dispatches from Nank-
ing today stated that the mutiny of
Nationalist troops at Pukow had
assumed “more serious propor-
tions.”

“Instead of only part of the
Twenty Fourth Division reyolting,”
said the messages, “it is now learn-
ed that practically the entire divi-
gion, totalling 15,000 men, which is
full war strength, mutinied, refus-
ing to accept government orders
that they proceed to Canton to par-
tic?pat'? in the Kwangtung cam-
The advices said that additional
troops stationed along the southern
portion of the Tientsin-Pukow rail-
way had jeined the mutineers and
that the entire body was »>roceeding
northward. :

Officers Disappear

It was further stated that the
commanding general of the division
and his staff had disappeared, re-
sulting in the belief that the of-
ficers had plotted the revolt.

The mutineering division former-
ly was a part of the Kuominchun
or “People’s army” which until re-
cently was fighting the National-
ists. The Japanese dispatches said
this division was incorporated into
the Nationalist military forces last
year.

Political Significance

“If the division's officers plott-d
the mutiny,” said the Japanese ad-
vices, “the affair may have far-
reaching political consequences.
This division comprises & part of a
larger force totalling 30,000 men.
Should this force turn against
Nanking the affair would be mno
mere local disprder.”

The messages further reported
that the Nanking government was
dispatching 10,000 men across the
river to oppose the mutineers and
was holding another 10,000 in readi-
ness if needed. P

PUT BEFORE CONGRESS

Year—3Says Lowering of

ous Departments.

Washington, Dec. 4.—(AP) —
President Hoover informed Con-
gress today that it would require
more  than four billion dollars to
run the Federal government for the
next fiscal year but in doing so he
presented encouraging figures on
treasury finances and reiterated his
recommendation for a quick' reduc-
tion in taxes.

He submitted the first annual
budget for the Hoover administra-
tion, which contained 1,504 pages
with an accompanying summary. It
called for appropriations of $3,830.-
445,231 and estimated the outlay for
the year beginning next July 1 at
$4,102,938,700. At the end of that
time a surplus of $122,000,008 would
be available.

The appropriations were $145,-
696,000 less than for this year, a
$200,000,000 appropriation for the
farm board, to be submitted later,
and a $72,000,000 carry over from
last year, however, made up the dif-
ference between the amount re-
quested and the estimated expendi-
tures which covered all of the major
projects of the government.

Although he had recommended
the 1 per cent reduction in .cor-
poration’ and individual income tax-
es in his annual message, which was
submitted yesterday, the President
devoted . considerable space to this
subject in the budget message.

Past Experiences

He called the attention of Con-
gress to past experiences which had
shown that business prosperity had
been stimulated by lowering of
taxes. :

“With an estimated surplus of
over $225,000,000, this year and
$122,000,000 next year,” he said, “it
is felt that some measure of reduc-
tion in taxes is justified.”

The Army, the Navy, rivers and
harbors, flood control, Indian care
and forest protection were some of
the activities listed for increases in
funds over those available last year,
that for the Navy being $16,399,000.

The Prohibition Bureau would get
$15,200,000, or $1,275,000 more than
for the present year. .

A sound financial structure was
portrayed by the President, who
said' the public debt stood at $16,-
931,000,000 last June 30. At its
peak in August 1919 it was $26,-
596,000,000.

In describing the activities and
‘objective of this organization, I
want to first make it clear that
this organization is not and was
never meant to be & panacea for all
of the business ills of New England
or of any section of it. Like the
Hoover business conference, like the
Unjted States chamber of com-
merce, like the Connecticut Cham-
ber of Commerce, or like a well
managed local chamber of com-
merce, all that this organization
can or should do is obtain the facts
through intelligent research, dis-
séminate this information, and hope
that with this ‘information as &
guidance New England business will
avoid the pitfalls which have in the
past proven so disastrous. It is,
of course, true that in acquiring
facts, or, as some are prone to say,
in making this business survey
much invaluable information is ob-
taihed and rather unconsciously the
organization is fast becoming a
great benefactor in that it is direct-
ing a safe course along manufac-
turing, merchandising, financing and
advertising lines.

Personally, I feel that much is
being accomplished in the upbuild-
ing of & new morale in New Eng-
iand.

This is an age of the survival of
the fittest in business. The produc- .
tion, distribution and sales policles !
of yesterday are obsolete today.
This is clearly reflected in the con-'

dition of those. companies which

have faileds to constantly readjust
their policies.

Consequently, it behooves us 'o
consider the achievements of the
past only as an inspiration to great-
er development and progress in the
future. It has been well said that
experience is a great teather. Lost
is the business or city or state
which closes its eyes to the lessons
of experience for they wallow about
in a rut of uncertainty, much like
a ship without a rudder, and failure
is the inevitable penalty.

Proof of Pudding
Although I promised not #to bur-
den you with statistics, I feel that a
few statements are pardonable here
to prove that our optimism and
faith are not misplaced. Industri-
ally we are forging ahead, as re-
vealed by the survey for 1928 made
in 262 communities, with a popula-
tion of 5,659,274, or about 95 per
cent of the total urban population
of New England. These 262 com-
munities reported the acquisition of
584 new manufacturing concerns,
employing 29,762 workers, and
these same 262 comamunities re-
ported the loss of 333 manufactur-
ing concerns, employing 20,419
workers, thus showing a gain of
251 industries and 9,343 employees.
In dollars and cents, New England's
industrial supremacy is revealed in
the fact that our annual products
exceeds nine billion dolars.

Agriculturally, we have also made
great strides. To begin with the
Three new R's roads, good roads,
rural free delivery, and radio have
eliminated the one-time objectiona-
ble features of living in the agri-
cultural areas. This automatically
solved the former problem of how
to keep the boy and girl on the
farm. Likewise, we have been able
to prove to our agriculturalists that
New England is adjagent to the two
greatest food markets of the world,
New York and Boston, two cities
which not. only demand a lot of |
foodstuffs hut which have the price
to pay for ‘hem.. In Connecticut,

great strides have been made with |

the potato industry. Likewise poul-
try and egg farms have come into
their own indicative of this develop-
ment is the statement of the Con-
necticut Agricultural department
that more than 15,000 turkeys were
raised in Connecticut this year. Our
Connecticut agricultural yield has
mounted to the rather staggering
figure of Twenty Nine Million,
Seven Hundred and Sixty One Thou-
sand Dollars.

A most important sjdelight on
this phase of our progress is the
revelation several years ago that it
cost our New England Industrial
worker $3.50 a week more to sup-
port his family than in industrial
centers in the west and middle west,
or near the source of the food
supply. *

The general ‘trend toward raising
much of our food stuffs in New
England is then a tangible econ-
omic advancement and one in which
our workers will reap real benefits
for we cannot overlook the fact
that it is not what a man earns but
what hé can buy with what he
earns.

Finances

Our financial market like that of
the rest of the cqQuntry has been
somewhat upset during the past
fwo years by almost universal pur-
chase of speculative securities. This
created a duel calamity. It cost
our workers much of their savings
and, worse still, it withheld from
legitimate business, such as new
building, the money that rightly be-
longed there, not only from a safe
investment standpoint but likewise
from a growth standpoint.

But, costly as was ‘the lesson, it
is already apparent that savings are
now finding their way into the sav-
ings banks and through them to ap-
plicants for sound mortgage loans.

The other barometers by which |
communities are judged, such as
churches, schools, wholesome recre-
ational opportunitiec, sane labor
laws, health protection measures of
all kinds, and a civic-mindedness all
show the scale tipped in favor of
New England,

These then are our reasons for

This i{s precisely in line with
what the Herald has been insisting
on and with what the newspapers

., of this state will have to insist on,

even at the risk of becoming tire-
some, unless we are all willing to
have the highways of Connecticut
continue to rate as slaughter-
houses. ,

The present law, as the Post puts
it, “is"an indirect incentive to reck-
less driving because the latter,
though forbidden, is mnot defined
clearly.” That present law, how-
ever, happens to be a particular pet
of the Commissioner of Motor Ve-
hicles, whose ideal seems to be jfast
and furious driving without any-
thing happening (a lovely but quite
impossible conception), and-the in-
fluegce of his department will have
to be very strenuously combatted
if we are to have any betterment
of conditions.

In this connection there is one
matter that ought to be constantly
born in mind when from one source
and another we are told that, con-
sidering the number of cars in use,
there are many less accidents than
there used to be. This showing (s
arrived at by judging figures and
dates. It is entirely erroneous when
the figures compared are those of
the past decade, and of doubtful
veracity in any event. As a matter
of fact nobody knows how many
accidents there are. Thfs year the
number reported should fall off
heavily, because it i{s not now re-
quired to report collisions in which
the damage is less than $25, where-
as the damage limit used to be $10.
It can be seen at a glance that
comparisons in such a situation are
of no value.

But the important thing is that
we must disregard all statistics on
motor accidents save those in which
loss of life or injury to persons is
involved. The increase in deaths
and serious injuries is appalling.
And, whether or not speed is re-
sponsible for a greater number of
crashes, it is speed that brings
practically every one of these kill-
ings and maimings. A slow moving
automobile may bump another but
it does not hurl it down & bank
or roll it over and over on the road.
With high speed we get high im-
pacts. With high impacts we get
& ghastly list of the suddenly dead
and the frightfully wounded. .

We might as well write the
Golden Rule into our statute books
and expect it to make for road
safety as to retain the reckless-
driving law this state waa so feeble-
minded as to adopt.

THE MESSAGE
Those who may have anticipated,
in President Hoover's message to
Congress, a cock-sure volume of
jnstruction and direction to the
nation’s legislature are probably
somewhat puszled by the extent to

solution of various @ problems rala.n Soviet Union has made pre-

squarely up to Congress with
scarcely more than the suggestion
that the problems exist. There
should be no wonderment. This Is
merely one more indication of the
mental size of the man. It is the
superficial fellow, with a smatter-
ing of knowledge widely diffused,
who thinks that his answer to all
puzzies must inevitably be correct.
It is the profound person who s
aware that, aside from ¢hose sub-
jects in which he Has himself
specialized, composite opinion .may
be of more value than his own.

We particularly like the way din
which Mr. Hoover handled the chain
banking subject. In a paragraph
he better analyzed@ the problem
than anybody else has in a book.
And yet he did not ‘pretend to
know, in advance of a profound
special study of the question, just
how far it may ‘be safa or expedi-
ent to permit the establishment of
national bank branches, if at all
Obviously it is Mr. Hoover's belief
that neither he nor anybody else
knows as much about branch bank-
ing as ought to be known. In that
most fair-minded people will agree,
as they will agree that the subject
{s one that demands not only close
but immediate. study. This one ex-
ample is illustrative of many topics
discussed as problems for which
solution must be sought.

On the other hand, when Presi-
dent Hoover is on ground which he
has minutely examined and where
he has arrived at definite conclu-
sions, he is never in =any doubt
whatever. Having solved his proop-
lem and proved the solution he
demonstrates it, for the benefit of
Congress, as lucidly and as confi-
dently as he would demonstrate au
engineering fact. He sets himself
against the fallacy of burdensome
armaments masquerading as agen-
cies of defense in no uncertgn
terms. And in his dealings with the
tariff question he strikes a note of
the sheerest simplicity and the pro-
foundest wisdom when he points
out e inevitably national charac-
ter of tariff legislation by saying:
‘There is no fundamental conflict
between the interests of the farm-
er and the (industrial) worker.
Lowering of the standards of living
of either tends to destroy the otpei'.
The prosperity of the one rests up-
on the well-heing of the other."” Lf
the President can succeed in im-
pressing that uncomplicated truth
upon the members of Congress the
tariff situation will unravel itself.

When the President asks for ex-
ecutive power to reorganize the
departments, when he deals with
the problem of the railroads, when
he talks about & permanent Feder-
al Power Commission, when he de-
mands that the plants at® Muscle
Shoals be dedicated to the farmers
of the United States, he advises
Congress in the character of an ex-
pert.

. 'There is nothing didactic and
nothing perfunctory about the mes-
sage. Neither is there the slightest
striving for sensational effect, It is
the communication of a business
man to his organization. It is an
able and gratifying Presidential
document,

GILLETT'S JOB

Approaching eighty, Frederick
H. Gillett of Massachusetts was
nevertheless expected to seek re-
election to the United States Sen-
gte next year unless, as would
seem to be extremely unlikely, for-
mer President Coolidge should de-
cide to run for the seat. In that
event Mr. Gillett was well known
to be willing to withdraw. So set-
tled was the matter generally
deemed, and despite his years so
physically capable did Gillett ap-
pear to be, that there has been lit-
tle speculation in the Bay State as
to a successor to the scnior sena-
tor. ' '

Now, however, the sudden an-
nouncement that the veteran sena-
tor will retire at the end of his
present term opens the field for a
number of aspiring individuals in
the Bay State who long for the
feeling ofethe senatorial toga on
their shoulders. As the Springfield
Union phrases it, some of ‘“those

!who seek the honor may be of less

advantage to the party and the
state than those who are sought.”

Among those who seek the hon-
or are Eben S. Draper, Hopedale
manufacturer, who does so frank-
ly, and former Governor Fuller,
who has become suddenly coy and
“undecided,” though well known to
care no more for Gillett’s Senate
seat than he does for his right eye.

It is highly probable that the Re-
publican party in Massachusetis
will seek further—considerably
further—than either of these can-
didates. Neither of them -is really
of senatorial size. And neither of
them, in all probability, could be
elected if nominated.

BAD MANNERS
Warned, together with China, by
the United States, Great Britain
and France jointly, that further
hostilities would be regarded by the
world as an unjustifiable violation

of the Kellogg peace pact, the Rus-

cisely the kind of reply that might
have been expected. It is ‘contempt~
uous, ugly, deliberately ill-manner-
ed.

The action of the American State
Department in instituting' this pro-
ceeding of remonstrance Was' un-
dertaken, we make no doubt, with-
out any expectation of:pleasing re-
sults. Secretary Stimson was in all
likelihood very well aware that the
Soviet government would avail it-
self of the opportunity to show off
in its customary insolent way, for
the Reds of Russia very fondly
pride themselves on their ill-breed-
ing and their deflance of all “capi-
talistic’’ stateas.

Just the same that action had to
be taken, for ¢he record. There are
more than half a hundred nations
signatory to the Kellogg-Briand
pact. It would never do to have the
impression go abroad among the
peoples of all those nations that
two of the signatories could go to
war without even a whisper of re-
monstrance from the rest. In such
event the value of the pact would
be very largely destroyed. .

It makes not the slightest differ-
ence with what evil grace Russis
stops making war on Ching, or
with what good grace China stops
making war on Russia, so long as
they stop.

The joint note of protest was
probably sent as soon as conditions
of actual hostilities justified its
sending but it was dispatched noae
too soon. As the record stands mow
the Kellogg pact cannot be charg-
ed with a failure. That was a mat-
ter. more important than whether
the Soviet Union's foreign office
has a fit of sour temper or not.’

FINAL TRIUMPH

Though it was never our privi-
lege to know personally Robert
Reid, we claim the right at once
to mourn his death and to experi-
ence, in connection with that sad
event, a feeling of very great grati-

There Iis something glorious
ahout a victory ljke this. And thou-
gsands of persons who wouldn't
have known Robert Reid if they
had met him will rejoice that he
did not die until he had achieved
this mastery over misfortune. He
must have derived nmny times as
much satisfaction over these latest
succesSes than over all the tri-
umphs of his-earlier career.

When a stew is properly - made,
it is one of the most satisfying and
nourishing foods that can be served
to a hungry family.

better for them to go hungry.

I don't agree. I think it is right
and proper to get ,a child to eat
the correct things.. If he won't
eat, then I'd investigate.

* To begin with, when -children
don't eat the wholesome food put
before them, the first thing to be
done—the common sense thing—
is to find out “why” they won't.
Is it because they really aren't
hungry or because they don't like
the food, or, like the child in the
cafeteria, is the fault in the cook-
ing? The food he gets at home
may be cooked well enough—to
you or to me it might be excellent
—but children's tastes differ. A
child will eat spinach one way, for
instance, wien he won't eat it an-
other. Is. it reprehensible, then,
for a mother to try to fix it as he
wants it and “coax” his appetite?
Or to fool him a little and fix some
tricky little concoction he doesn't
suspect? Certainly a child has a
right to preferences. Or perhaps
he hasn't the right, but he's going
to have thém, anyway. Oh, no, he
needn't get too finicky—that's bad
—but the question before us here
is what to do when for some rea-
son or other he won't eat.
