“The law of circumstantial evi­
dence is clear and simple, how­
ever,” he said. “ It is not sufficient 
to prove that a man might have 
committed a crime, it is necessary 
to prove that he must have done 
so.”

Cannot Be Tried Again 
Under the directed verdict Mc­

Manus can never be brought to 
trial again on that charge—that he 
shot to death his gambler associate 
a year ago last November 4.

As soon as the jury was dismiss­
ed and the judge h-d left the bench 
McManus rushed to his wife who 
w’as sitting two rows back among 
the spectators and kissed her as 
she flung her arms around his neck 
weeping.

A crow'd of his friends and his 
five brothers gathered around him 
then and he was busy shaking 
hands. He did not lose his com­
posure but refused to give any 
statement on the case other than 
to say:

“I want to get my bearings first.
I am going out to see my mother 
and probably stay in seclusion the 
rest of the day. I wdll talk to you 
hoys tomorrow.” ,

Court Room Cleared i
Among those that surged for­

ward to shake hands with him was 
Martin (Red) Bowe, western gam­
bler, who was a state witness in 
the trial but who gave the state 
little testimony to aid them in 
showing McManus had a motive 
for the killing.

< The court room was quickly 
cleared by attendants, and Mc­
Manus and his wife, the center of 
an admiring group, moved slowly 
through the corridors of the old 
criminal courts building and down 
the front stairway, opened for the 
first time this morning since the 
trial began.

, Addressing the assemblage of 
business leaders called together by 
the United States Chamber of Com­
merce as part of the Hoover busi­
ness stabilization campaign, Klein 
warned of a skepticism as to the 
value of “ committees, and resolu­
tions and badges and all the para­
phernalia of conference” and assert­
ed that the nation is looking to in­
dustry and commerce for action.

He called for frank consideration 
of the business needs of the nation, 
determination of where unsound 
spots in the general economic 
organization of the country are,- if 
any exist, and prompt action to set 
up reserves which will readjust the 
industrial and commercial balance.

Business Research
He urged an extension of the field 

of business research as a means of 
renewed vitalization and accelera­
tion of business currents, a wise and 
considered expansion of export 
trade which should by no means 
take on the aspect of “a. dumping 
campaign,” and action to cure some 
of the inherent ills of the American^ 
distribution system by the elimina­
tion of waste. .

Summing up present conditions, 
Klein said that “admittedly” the 
situation in some industries is not 

satisfactory as it should be, al­
though he declared the general 
situation in some industries is not 
as satisfactory -as it should be, al­
though he declared the gperal 
economic structure of the nation to 
be sound and substantial.

Agriculture Sound
“Agriculture, our basis industry,

Rabbit Hunter in Obio, Stum­
bles Over Wrecked Mail 
Plane in Ravine.

met death early Monday morning 
while flying the airmail from Belle- 
fonte, Pa., to Cleveland in a heavy 
and blinding snowstorm.

Nelson’s body had been hurled by 
the terrific impact of the plane 
against the ground about 25 feet 
from the wreckage. Unddubtedly he 
was killed instantly. The body was 
found by Joseph Vincent of Chagrin 
Falls, ending a hunt by fellow pilots 
over a 'wide area.

Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh had 
led 15 airplanes all this morning 
covering the section between (Cleve­
land and Youngstown,'north to Lake 
Erie in frantic search for Nelson, 
not knowing whether he was dead 
or alive.

The wrecked plane was in a 
ravine hardly 25 feet from State 
Highway 422, but was effectively 
concealed from searchers by the 
sides of the ravine and by the snow 
that covered it. '

Expert Flyer
Nelson, one of the best flyers of 

the National Air Transport line, 
formerly was a “buddy” 
Lindbergh when they were

Murray is accused of Lee’s mur­
der and he has been indicted in 
Bradley Beach as one of the five 
men who participated in the holdup 
and slaying of (ieorge Danielson, a 
65-year-old bank messenger, there 
last summer.

Philadelphia police blame robber­
ies totalling nearly $100,000 on 
Murray, who is alleged to have 
operated there under the «iame of 
“Frank McBryand.”

Murray in the lineup told Chief 
Inspector Edward Mulrooney^ that 
he was an ironworker, but said he 
had not worked at his trade for 
several years. He gave his aged as
31-Mabel Davis, the young, red- 
haired woman in whose apartment 
Murray was captured, also was 
taken into the lineup Miss Davis 
was arrested when she attempted to 
leave the apartment by the fire es­
cape.

“You represent the business of 
the United States, undertaking 
through your own voluntary action 
to contribute something very defi­
nite to the advancement of stability 
to contribute something very defi­
nite to the advancement of stability 
and progress in our economic right.” 

A Great Responsibility
After reviewing steps which have 

been taken, the President declared 
that a “great responsibility for 
prosperity rests 'with the whole 
people.”

The President said that the large 
effect of the situation had been to 
create undue pessimism, fear, un 
certainty and hesitation in business, 
adding:

The cure for such 
storms is action; the cure for un-  ̂
employment is to find jobs.

“We have, fortimately, since our 
previous crashes established the 
Federal Reserve system. ' The first 
step in recovering confidence .was 
made by the powerful effectiveness 
of that system, and the strong posi­
tion of the banks, the result of 
which has been steadily diminishing 
interest rates, with a smooth, and 
rapid return into the channels of 
business of the money previously 
absorbed in the speculative market. 
This is a reversal of our historic 
experience and is a magnificent 
tribute to the system. Capital is 
becoming more abxmdant in all 
parts of the country, the bond 
market is growing stronger each 
day and already public issues held 
back for months have begun to ap­
pear.

The second action necessary to 
maintain progress was the stand­
ard set by leading employers that 
so far as they were concerned there 
would be no movement to reduce 
wages, and a corresponding tissur- 
ance from the leaders of labor that 
not onl^ would they use their ut­
most influence to allay labor con­
flict, but would also cooperate with 
the employers in the present situa­
tion. These assurances' have been 
given and thereby we-not only as­
sure the consuming power of the 
country but we remove fear from 
millions of homes.

The third line of action has been 
to undertake through volimtary or­
ganization of industry the continu­
ity and expansion of the construc­
tion and maintenance work of the 
country, so aS to take up any slack 
in employment which arises in other 
directions. The extension and-. or!; 
ganizatlon of this work are the pur­
pose of this meeting. The greatest 
tool which our economic system af­
fords for the establishment of 
bility is the construction and 
tenance work, the improvements 
and betterments, and general clea% 
up of plants in preparation for 
cheaper production and the increas­
ed demand of the future. It 
long been agreed by both busiqeas 
men and economists that this § ;̂^at 
field of expenditure coxild, by itstacj> 
celeration in time of need, be nda’lffi 
into a great balance wheel of sta­
bility. It is agreed that its tempor­
ary speeding up to absorb other­
wise idle labor brings great subse­
quent benefits and no liabilities. A- 
very considerable part of our wage 
earners are employed directly and 
indirectly in construction and . UlP 
preparation and transportation '■of 
its materials. In the ine'vitable- 
periods when the demand for con­
sumable goods increases and labor 
is fully employed, the construction 
and maintenemce can slacken and 
we actually again gain in stability. 
No one would advocate the produc­
tion of consumable goods beyond 
the daily demand: that in itself only 
stirs up future difficulty.

Program Approved 
T am glad to report that such a 

program has met with universal ap­
proval of all those in responsible 
positions. Our railways and utfll- 
ties and many of our larger m aw- 
facturers have shown a most (Jlsr 
tinguished spirit in imdertaking to 
maintain and even to expand their 
construction and betterment pro­
grams. Much construction work 
had been postponed during the pa^ 
few months by reason of the short­
age of mortgage money due to toe 
Aversion of capital to speculaUve 
purposes, which should soon he re-
leased* f  -A.“It is to make this movement 
systematic in all branches of the 
industrial world that we are h e r ^  
that is the task.

like a white snow cloud.

It was a directed verdict, not 
unexpected, as the state rested its 
case at the opening of today’s ses  ̂
sion, the thirteenth day of the 
trial.

Judge Charles C. Nott, Jr., pre­
siding, said hS was sorry to see the 
case decided in this way, but that 
he had no other alternative imder 
the law and the evidence than to 
direct the “blue ribbon” -jury to 
cast a ballot of acquittal.

Circumstantial Evidence
The state had had only circum­

stantial evidence, the value of 
much of this lessened by refusal of 
witnesses to testify on the stand 
as they had before the Grand Jury, 
and the judge held that this was 
not sufficient to show that McMan­
us had committed the crime.

“It is not sufficient to prove,” he 
said, “ that a man might have com­
mitted a crime. It is necessary to 
prove that he must have done so.”

The Rothstein case, a leading 
political issue in this city for more 
than a year and which cost a police 
commissioner and many high rank­
ing police officers their jobs, at 
last lies buried.

No Statement
Although no official statement 

was forthcoming from the attor­
ney’s office immediately, it was be­
lieved from previous statements 
made that the case would now be 
dropped, and Rothstein’s murder 
will remain in police records under 
the heading “Unsolved.”

Three other men are under in­
dictment for the murder—Hyman 
(Gillie) Biller, pay-off man for Mc­
Manus, and John Doe and Richard 
Roe. None of them are in custody, 
hov/ever.

The case has attracted nation­
wide interest, largely because of 
political charges that police and 
the district attorney’s office had no 
desire to put McManus On trial for 
fear of the political repercussions 
which would follow. It has been 
charged that lines led from Mc­
Manus and Rothstein into too high 
political places for the true history 
of the case ever to be bared.

. Nothing was brought out at the 
trial to substantiate this hypothe­
sis, however.

“The outstanding feature is the 

steady growth in the sale abroad 
of finished manufactures. In fact 
the three great groups of finished 
manufactures, semi-finished manu­
factures and manufactured foods 
have supplied 74.4 per cent of all 
our exports for this year.

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^HOOVER’S BUDGET
IN SIMPLE TERMS

• ______

72 Cents of Every Dollar to 
Be Spent Goes to Pay for 
Warfare.

Washington, Dec. 5 — (AP) — 
President Hoover today gave the 
public his Federal "Budget at a 
glance” for those who have not the 
time to wade through the stagger­
ing compilation of figures which ac­
companied his budget message to 
Congress.

The statement of today showed 
that approximately 72 cents of 
tsvery dollar to be spent by the Fed­
eral government during the next 
hscal year must go to pay for past 
wars and preparedness for any that 
may occur in the future.

Only eight cents of every dollar 
will be spent to keep the actual 
machinery of the government func­
tioning; thirteen cents will be de­
voted to the social aids and sub­
sidies, and the remaining seven 
cents to maintaining the govern­
ment’s fiscal affairs.

Of the $3,830,445,281 which Con­
gress has been asked to appropri­
ate for the fiscal year beginning 
next July 1, the sum of $2,733,213,- 
283 must be provided for payment 
of principal and interest on the 
public debt, incurred to prosecute 
war, outlays for pensions, hospital­
ization and other expenses incurred 
on behalf of veterans of former 
wars and for national defense—the 
Army, Navy, Marine Corps, and Na­
tional Guard.

Other Activities
All of the goverment’s extensive 

activities, whether it be the public 
health, Indian affairs, aid to labor 
and agfriculture or the far-flung 
public buildings program will con­
sume only thirteen per cent of the 
Federal outlay. The total recom­
mended for all these activities is 
only somewhat in excess of half a 
bUlion dollars.

The statement of “Government” 
expenditures at a glance” was pre­
pared for President Hoover so that 
the country could receive an in­
timate glimpse of where the tax­
payers’ money, goes. The state­
ment, naturally, is confined to Fed­
eral expenditures and does not take 
into consideration oatlays by states 
and municipalities.

The total recommended to be 
spent next year is somewhat under 
that for the present fiscal year, not 
coimting any appropriations that 
may be made to carry o the work 
of the Federal Farm Board. The 
proportion of expenditures, how­
ever, is approximately the same for 
the various groups. • |

Comparatively Small Sums
In comparison with the total 

sum recommended, the compara­
tively insignificant outlay of $300,- 
307,860 is for the executive, legis­
lative and judicial branches, fiscal 
administration and control of bank­
ing, foreign relations, administra­
tions of territories and dependen­
cies, civil pensions, to assume the 

• huge post office deficit and for 
kindred activities.

In contrast to the nearly two 
and three-quarters billion dollars 
for past and possible wars, only ap­
proximately $14,500,000 may be 
spent for education; $51,750,000 for 
agriculture (exclusive of the new 
farm relief fund); $16,500,000 for 
aids to labor; $15,000,000 for aids to 
industry and trade and $57,300,000 
for building up the merchant mar­
ine. The sum of $246,000,000 for 
public buildings throughout the 
country is the largest single item 
outside of those for outlays pertain­
ing to national defense, the public 
debt and veterans expenses.

FATHER OF PEARSONS 
DEAD IN WORCESTER

B U LU n SEEKS DIVORCE
Philadelphia, Dec. 5.— (AP) — 

William C. Bullitt, widely known 
newspaperman, diplomat and author, 
has filed an action for divorce in 
this city from his wife, Mrs. Anne 
Moen Louise Bryant Reed Bullitt, 
charging her with “personal indig­
nities.”

Aspects of the divorce case have 
been concealed, even the where­
abouts of both. The BulHtts were 
married in 1923 and have one 
daughter, Anne Moen Bullitt.

Mrs. Bullitt is the widow of John 
Reed, Radical agitator, leader of the 
Communist Party in America and 
one-time war correspondent, who 
died in Moscow, Russia, in October 
1920, after his pronounced views on 
Communism had led to his arrest on 
several occasions.

Bullitt, who at present is man­
aging editor of a large motion pic­
ture corporation, in 1915 at the age 
of 24, became an assistant in the 
United States Department of State, 
and two years later was an at­
tache of the American commission 
to negotiate peace.

During 1918-19 Bullitt was on a 
special mission.to Soviet Russia to 
investigate conditions for the gov-^ 
emment. In September, 1919, while^ 
testifying before the Senate foreign 
relations committee he said that 
Secretary of State Lansing believed 
the peace treaty “bad.”

TOO MANY AT LARGE
Some time ago this newspaper 

suggested there was a perhaps un­
due tendency to criticize the au­
thorities of corrective institutions 
in this state for the discharge or 
parole of inmates who afterward 
figured in criminal cases or other­
wise showed themselfes imfit to be 
at large. We .took, the position then 
that the determination of the men­
tal or moral condition of a person 
who hr.s been treated for insanity 
or a youthful delinquent who has 
been for a period imder restraint is 
far from being an exact science 
and that it is about as easy to err 
on the side of too great severity as 
on the side of leniency.

It so happens that within the 
few weeks that have elapsed since 
we made that comment there have 
been several instances' within the 
state of offenses committed by per­
sons who have been under restraint 
and then liberated. The most recent 
of these is that of the East Lyme 
young man who rolled .a boulder 
onto the tracks of tke New Haven 
road in that town. He Ijad been an 
inmate of Cheshire Reformatory, 
then transferred' to the. ^ t e  Hos­
pital for the Insane at Mid^etown 
and finally released from that in­
stitution. It would appear that in 
this case at least a serious mistake 
had been made.

You can get into almost any kind 
•Qf ^  brawl down South about the 
relative merits of possible choices 
for lineman on the AU-Southem 
Conference team. But you can 
name one backfield,' and still be 
considered a respectable memj)er of
society. -.

Tliat backfield consists of Bobby 
' Dodd, the University of Tennessee 
quarterback; Billy Banker, the 
white-haired Tulane halfback; Tony 
Holm, the Crimson Tide’s plunging 
fullback, and Gene McEver, the Ten­
nessee Trampler.

The writer has consulted coaches 
and sports writers in Atlanta, 
Knoxville, New Orleans, Memphis 
and other cities where the football 
talent thrives. When you have to 
be wrong, it is well to be as slightly 
wrong as possible. These opinions 
have been carefully weighed in the 
final selections as shown above.

Hug and “Catfish” Smith are 
both fast. Hug being a 10-second 
man. They travel at great speed in 
covering punts and both are fine 
pass receivers and deadly tacklers. 
They are good-size^ men but handle 
themselves like lightweights.

It seems fitting here to mention 
the work of several capable ends, 
whose, work throughout the sea­
son has been of a high order. They 
are Moore, Alabama; Jones, 
Georgia Tech; Holland, Tidane; 
Schwartz, Vanderbilt; Baughman 
and Yates, Kentucky; Holt, North 
Carolina, and Peas, Maryland.

The choices for the first team 
at the tackle position, Drury, and 
Sington, are men who weigh more 
than 190 but who arc very speedy 
for their size. Each is a savage 
tackier. . Other linemen down south 
whose work this year has been 
notable are: Forquer, Kentucky;

In toe heavyweight division Jack 
Sharkey apparently is toe class .of 
the mob from which Tunney retired.

Before the War.
Jack Johnson, that grinning negro 

boxing artist, topped the list of 
champions as heavyweight title- 
holder back in 1914. In toe other 
Glasses, Jack Dillon ruled the light 
heavyweight ranks; A1 McCoy was 
king of the middleweights; Kid 
Graves topped toe welters; Willie 
Ritchie w-as champion of the light­
weights; Johnny Kilbane governed 
toe featherweights, and Kid Wil­
liams was bantam champion.

Jimior welterweight, junior light­
weight and flyweight divisions were 
not known at that time. They came 
in later.years.

Lineup Changed.
Division championships constantly 

were changing, just as they are to­
day. Often it was a foreigner who 
wrought toe change.

Colorful Georges Carpentier, idol 
of France, gathered in the light 
heavyweight championship and car­
ried it back to his motherland. He 
lost it to Battling Siki, Senegalese 
black man, who yielded to Mike Mc- 
Tigue, the Irish veteran. Tommy 
Loughran brought the crowq back 
to America.

Jack Britton had to fight Ted 
‘Kid” Lewis of England several 
times befdre he could snatch toe 
welterweight crown that Lewis 
wrested from the brow of an Ameri­
can-born scraJpper. Benny Leonard 
beat Fceddie Welsh of Great Britain 
after the British fighter won the 
lightweight title from Ritchie. Kil­
bane yielded to Eugene Criqui, 
France’s fighting soldier, but Johnny 
Dundee regained it for America less 
than two months after the French­
man beat Kilbane.

winter driving. Those who are doing 
this now, and are doing it properly, 
will not regret the work it entails 
nor will they suffer any of the dis­
pleasures in driving that cdld weath­
er sometimes causes.

Most of the work in preparing 
the motor car for the wihter con­
cerns the cooling system, but there 
is also the necessity of replacing the 
oil and grease in use imtil now with 
lighter lubricant, and of checking up 
on fires, brakes and other* essential 
parts of the automobile so that the 
car will operate efficiently over the 
cold months.

Heayy oil in the crankcase would 
freeze almost solid more quickly 
them thin oil.

As winter comes with foggy days 
and less and less simlight, the man­
ufacturers of artificial sunlight 
lamps make greater and greater 
efforts to sell these to the public.

There is a general impression, 
well supported by scientific evi­
dence, that a reasonable amount of 
sunlight is good for humanity in 
the vast majority of cases. No one 
has yet produced a machine which 
will produce in the home all of the 
effects of outdoor sunlight. Out­
doors one gets the fresh air, the ex­
posure to the breezes, the exposure 
of the skin, and other climatic fea­
tures in addition to the light itself. 
Indoors he gets only the light.

In both Great Britain and in this 
country ■ serious consideration is be­
ing given to the question ,of limita­
tions that should be placed on 
lamps sold to the public. Already 
leading manufacturers have pro­
duced apparatus which provides 
only the intensity of sunlight and 
no uitra'violet radiation of a strong­
er character. The British authorit­
ies are convinced that if ultraviolet- 
prod.ucing lamps are sold to the 
general public they should conform 
to two conditions: First, they 
should give off no appreciable quan­
tity of wave . lengths shorter than 
2900 angstrom units. Second, they 
should be accompanied by printed 
instructions gi'ving exact particu­
lars regarding the amount of time 
the lamp should be used and the 
distance that the body should be

from the lamp when it is used. The 
public should also be warned 
against using the lamp in ill health, 
except under the advice of a phy­
sician.

In other words the uitra'violet 
rays should be used for such pro­
tective value as they confer on the 
body through raising the resistance 
of the human being to disease. Cer­
tain people react more strongly to 
light exposure than do others. Such 
people should be warned particular­
ly against o'verdosage and against 
submiting themselves to ultraviolet 
without competent medical advice. 
There is moreover,, available on the 
market much ultraviolet apparatus

The American people are much 
given to craze for new methods 
of treatment and new sanitary de­
vices. The purchaser of the ■ultra- 
•violet apparatuses likely to use it 
for a month or two and then to let 
it stand idle, as does the ■victrola, 
the radio, or any of the Other 
amusement devices purchased for 
the home. The ultraviolet ray ap­
paratus can do little good unless 
used regularly and . over long peri­
ods of time, particularly in the win­
ter months.
