Walter Emerson, a descendent of 
.two Colonial governors of Massa­
chusetts—Dudley and Bradstreet,— 
died at his home here today. ,He 
had been- ill with pneumonia.

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Piurchfor Royal Marriage 
I in Italy is Finally Chosen 
I by Family.
'■• Rome — (AP) — The Pauline 
lapel of the Quirinal palace, long 
[id narrow and yet beautifully 
fecorated, has finally been selected 
i the scene of the forthcoming 
edding of Princess Marie-Jose of 
elgium to Humbert of Savoy, 
rince of Piedmont and heir to the 

^ lia n  throne.
:iln a sense it may rightly be call- 

the “family church” of the 
alian royal household, which has

made its Roman home in tha Quir« 
inal since 1870. It has already 
served for the wedding of the 
Crown Prince’s oldest sicter, Yolan­
da, who became the bride of Count 
Carlo Cal Vi di Bergolo on April 3, 
1923.

Richly Decorated 
Erected by Carlo Maderna for 

Pope Paiil V, the Aiighty represent­
ative of the Borghese family who 
embellished Rome so munificently 
during this Pontificate from 1605 to 
1621, while the Quirinal was still 
the Pope’s summer palace, it is 
richly decorated with gilded stucco 
work and with copies in “Grisaille” 
of Raphael’s pictimes of the apos­
tles which adorn the church of 
Santi Vincenzo Ed Anastasio; and 
with priceless 18th Century tapes­
tries, notably of the Flemish school.

I The chapel contains a large num- i ber of wreaths and “loyal ad­
dresses” sent by Italians from all 
over the world on the death of the 
future bridegroom’s great-grand­
father, King Victor Emanuel II, in 
1878. But owing to the strained 
relations between the Holy See and 
the,Italian government rising from

the taking of Rome by the troops 
of that same monarch in 1870, the 
edifice was alienated from religious 
usage until Princess Yolanda’s mar­
riage 53 years laten

Few Witnesses
Owing to the comparative snaall- 

ness of the chapel, the wedding cer­
emony will perforce be vsdtnessed 
by an extremely limited company, 
comprising th e ' members of the 
royal houses of Italy and Bel^um, 
visiting monarchs and i>rinces 
allied vsdth the two families. The 
court attendants of both nations, 
•cabinet ministers, and a restricted 
representation of the diplomatic 
corps in Rome. However, the mag­
nificent throne room and suite of 
reception rooms leading to the 
chapel itself will afford ample space 
for the accommodation of guests.

There was then some talk of hav­
ing the ceremony in St. Mary of 
the Angels, where the bridegroom’s 
parents were married on October 24, 
1896. With his natural tact. Prince 
Humbert himself vetoed that sug­
gestion. His parents’ wedding, he 
pointed out, occurred at a time of 
considerable tension between the

Church and State, and was per 
formed as much for political as for 
fanoily and sentimental reasons.

He wanted his own wedding to 
rec£dl no memories of that imhappy 
past. Moreover, St. Mary of the 
Angels has been since March, 1928, 
the resting place of Marshal Diaz, 
commander-in-chief of the Italian 
armies in the late war, and the 
^ood soldier who is Colonel Hum­
bert of Savoy - wished nothing to 
detract from the reverence due the 
remains of the victor of Vitiorio 
Veneto.

The business of selection^ became 
so complicated that at the end the 
prince is said to have exclaimed. 
“I’m the most imfortunate fiance 
in Italy! There are 400 churches 
in Rome and I cannot find one to 
fit me!”

ADTHORTTY ON TRADEj

STEAMER PICKS UP > 
FISHING BOAT CREW

Schnectady, N. Y., Dec. 6.— (AP) 
—Maurice Oudin, 63, vicepresident 
of the International General Electric 
Company and recognized as an 
authority on international trade, 
died at his "home  ̂here last night af­
ter an 11 days illness of pneumonia.

It was Mr. Oudin who was chosen 
to extend the engineering arm of 
the then foreign department of the 
General Electric, a work which 
made him a recognized pioneer in 
his field. By 1904, he had become 
manager of the foreign department 
and in 1919, when the International 
General Electric was formed, he was 
made the first vice president, the po­
sition he held to his death.

You can have a mess under 
a city-manager charter, as New 
London had for several years; or 
you can have a snappy, adequate 
manager administration under an 
antique charter and a Board of Se­
lectmen—like Manchester.

the clay tablets of ancient Assyria. 
It is almost the national industry of 
the Arabs^ and we are always close­
ly associating the name of the Ara­
bian sheiks riding across the im­
mense desert regions on camels. The 
Arabs have long since held the date 
in great esteem, since it is a very: 
satisfying food, due to the large 
amount pf carbohydrates which it 
contains, and its concentrated food 
value is important to those who 
cross dreary wastes where every 
ounce counts.

Dates are one of the few foods 
which can be grown in the desert 
regions of the world where there are 
long sunny days ■with a high tem^ 
perature and dry air. One date tree 
may give as mud. as a hundred 

1 poimds of fruit per year. Even one 
bunch of dates sometimes weighs qs 
much as 30 pounds.

The Persian Gulf is the center 
which supplies the world, although 
the date crop from Coachella Val­
ley in California is now becoming 
famous for a very splendid type of 
date. Nine-tenths of the Imported 
dates are brought in from Smyrna. 
Tarkey and Arabia,, where they are 
gathered in bunches by a whole line 
of boys swarming right up the tree 
trunks, clear from the groimd to the 
fruit.

The 
fruit is usually packed by women, 
loaded on camels, and carried across 
the desert.

In the years that have passed 

since tularemia was first described 
by SYancis and MeCtoy, hiore and 

'more cases of tiie di^ase have been 
seen in various j>orti6n'i of the 
Unitedf States.

In this condition, the human be­
ing usually becomes infected from 
contact with the tissues of an sni- 
mal; particularly the rabbit which 
has been infected vdth ttfe orgad- 
isms of this disease. Ih e  rabbit is 
usually a sick rabbit., and for tbtft 
reason authorities have warned par­
ticularly against eating meat of a 
rabbit that does not run well when 
it is pursued.

Dr. George W. McCoy of the 
United States Public Health Ser-. 
vice foimd the disease fir̂ it in C!all- 
fom ia ground squirrels la 1911 and 
Edward Francis of the same service 
identified the disease in human' be­
ings in 1920. Within the past year, 
nine cases have been seen by one 
physician in Minnesota who dis­
covered one due to the bite of a 
woodtick and three cases from the 
bite of the deer fly.

Hundreds of cases have been 
seen in'- Russia, where appwently 
the disease occurred among peas-

%ants who handled water rats, skin­
ning them for their furs. Francis,! 
at the end o f 1928, had accumulat-' 
ed the records of fll4 cables in the 
United States developed through 

' a great' variety of .insects and ani­
mals, including inuskrats, squirrels, 
cats, rabbits, whale and sheep. Two 
groups o f cattle in California, were 
found to have become Infected due 
to bites of woodticks which carried 
the disease from other animals.

The person ,w ho has tularemia 
develops swellings o f the skin with 
the formation o f abscesses, swelling 
of the lymph glands and nodules 
and small spots of infection in .the 
internal organs. A few fatal cases 
have been reported^ one of the most 
serious being in a man 29 years of 
age who scratched his finger while 
dressing wild rabbits. The ulcer de­
veloped slowly, the glands of the 
body became enlarged, and finally 
the stomach, liver and. kidneys were 
seriously involved.

Should this disease become more 
of a health' menace, the attempt to 
stop its , spread will involve con­
trol' of all the insects and tinimals 
concerned in transmitting the dis­
ease from animal to man, ’Thus far 
the only method of treatment 
known is to clear up the infected 
spbts fLS rapidly as possible and to 
treat the other symptoms in the 
patient as they develop.

Stormy weather, poor automobile 
equipment an^ the carelessness of 
operators and pedestrians have re­
sulted recently in a large number 
of accidents, many of which (»used 
serious injury or death, acording to 
reports to the State Motor Vehicle 
Department. Rain, snow, ice and 
slush have contributed to the mak­
ing of dangerous road surface con­
ditions which scores of cars, ap­
parently, were unable to offset be­
cause of bad brakes, smooth tires 
and other defective equipment.

The situation is considered so se­
rious that the department has is- 1 
sued instructions to its inspectors to 
keep special watch on the high­
ways for cars with equipment which 
will not meet conditions. Particular 
attention will be paid to tires on 
which the shoes are worn smooth 
and are thus without traction and 
unable to grip the road. The in-, 
spectors will instruct such drivers 
to use chains or tires not likely to 
skid or slide so that the vericle 
may not become a menace in traf­
fic. Brakes in poor condition will 
be ordered repaired. Windshield 
wipers and lights must also be kept i 
in good condition.

Pedestrians have been direct con­
tributors to accidents through care­
lessness, the inspectors report. Many 
approached too closely to vehicles, 
when crossing streets,, although it 
was obvious, apparently, that the 
vehicles were liable to skid at any 
time. Reports show, too, that the 
fact that vehicles arc unable to 
stop quickly under bad road condi­
tions was not considered. Mis- 
judgment of distance has been 
common on the part of both operator 
and pedestrian.

That many motorists are lax in 
keeping equipment up to the stand- 

fard required for safety, and by law, 
is indicated in a report by the In­
spection Section of the Department 
on 888 cars which were taken from 
active pa^cipation in traffic for 
examination. Of this number, only 
322 cars were found properly 
equipped. About two-thirds actually 
566, had defective equipment and 
many were without articles required 
by safety laws and regulations. The 
defrots in a large number of cases 
were of a serious nature.

One hundred and sixty-three 
vehicles had foot brakes unfit for 
use. In every case the brakes being 
found incapable of stopping the car 
quickly or-within a safe distance. 
The draergency, or- hand brake, was 
found defective on 331 cars. In 
many instances the hand brake was 
out of order on the same cars which 
hart bad- foot or service brakes.

Eight cars were found to be with­
out headlights. T̂ he lights on 110 
cars w «e  defective and on twenty- 
eight were not properly placed or 
equippec -̂ -with illegal lens. There 
were no' ta’l lights on fifty-seven, 
and defective rear lights on 149. 
Markers ^ere missing or broken in 
many cases, as were also mirrors,
