(A P )—Joseph R. Grundy, who
never had any objection to being 
termed a lobbyist, today was a full 
fledged member of the Senate, pri­
vileged to use both vote and voice 
in advancing the cause which lies i 
closest to his heart—the enactment 
of high tariff legislation.

A  resolution to eject the veteran 
Pennsylvania politician from the 
Senate seat which he assumed only 
yesterday awaited disposition by a 
perplexed Senate elections commit­
tee, the chairman of which, through­
out the debate on Grundy’s admit­
tance, repeatedly asked what he 
was expected to do with the meas­
ure.

Four Hours Debate
Appointed by Gov. Fisher to the 

seat of W. S. Vare, Grundy received 
the oath of office last night. His 
qualifications for office were chal­
lenged by Senator Nye of North 
Dakota, Independent western Re­
publican but at the close of nearly 
four hours of debate the Senate ad­
mitted the Pennsylvanian to its 
ranks.

The objection to Grundy was 
based upon his long record of con­
sistent efforts to obtain high tariff 
laws and upon the famous 1926 
Pennsylvania primary election in 
which Vare and Fisher, on opjwsi- 
tion tickets won the Republican 
nominations for the Senate and gov­
ernorship.

for the human -being, og choldra 
can be certainly prevented by the 
inoculation of the swine against the 
disease. In most states there, are 
laws regulating the prevention and 
control of this disease.

When foot and mouth tfisease 
breaks out among herds of doixtesti- 
eated animals it spreads rapidly, in­
capacitating the animus for nor­
mal functioning, reducing their 
weight and. stopping the production 
of milk among cows. Hence it has 
been ruled that the spread df the 
disease must be stopp^ as rapidly 
as possible and this is lisually done 
by destroying all of the animals in 
an infected herd.

The most menacing, of all the dis­
eases affecting animals is tubercu­
losis. There seems to be no doubt 
but that tuberculosis affecting cows 
may pass through the milk to chil­
dren and produce various forms of 
tuberculosis in them.

Since 1917 more than thirty-five 
million of cattle have been tested 
or retested with tuberculin to find 
out if they were afflicted with 
tuberculosis. Up, to January 31, 
1927, according to Dr. Kieman, 
1,173,626 cattle reacted to the test 
and practically all were destroyed.

In 91.7 per cent of those' killed 
there were visible lesions of the 
disease seen in the post mortem ex-

atalimtion. In more than twenty 
per Cent of the remaining AniTwaiit 
the disease 'was positively demcm- 
strated in laboratory studies.

This should be more than suffi­
cient evidence of the scientific 
character of these. methods for the 
demonstration of tuberculosis in 
cattle and for the necessity of using 
every possible means of stamping it 
out of herds in which it is found to 
exist. When herds are made free 
of tuberculosis they can be kept 
free.

More than twelve hundred Amer­
ican municipalities have taken 
measures to protect their citizens 
against the possibfiity of having 
unsafe milk from tuberculosis cat­
tle. If milk comes from clean 
herds and is properly pasteurized

there can be no danger,̂  
slble now to vision -. 
all of the milk co 
country will come from 
losis-free cattle. •

TELLS H. S. STUDENTS
flying experiences

Instructor C. L. Robinson Got 
First I n c « n t i v e  While 
Watching Sea Gulls.
Chester L. Robinson, Manches­

ter’s flying high' school instructor, 
was the principal speaker at yes­
terday’s weekly assembly of tne 
students. He told in a most inter­
esting manner of the experiences 
he has had learning to operate an

Mr. Robinson told the student 
body that the first thriU of that na­
ture came riding a “shoot-the- 
shoot” at Old Orchard, Me., while 
enroute here seven years ago. 
However, he first became very anx­
ious to learn to be a pilot himself 
from watching a flock of sea gulls 
near a steep cliff on an island off 
the coast of Maine. The gulls 
would swoop down ne?T the wateis 
come to a stop and gently and 
gracefully float upwards in an air 
current which they had learned to
utilize. ' ,

Mr. Robinson said he sat ana 
watched the sea gulls for hours and 
made up his mind then and there 
that he would learn to fly an air­
plane as soon .as possible. Last 
September he started taking les­
sons from Milton H. Moore of the 
Interstate Airways located at 
Brainard Field in Hartford. He has 
now more than 20 hours of actual 
flying time to his credit not to 
mention a solo license obtained a 
few weeks ago.

He told how the ship is kept at 
the proper level through sighting 

'against the horizon; how difficult it 
is to level off after turning a loop 
and other points in connection with 
flying. In addition, Mr. Robinson 
explained several words and ex­
pressions used in the flying vernac­
ular, such as ramp or apron, prop, 
dead-stick-landing, porpoise, zoom, 
dolly, monkey suits, give it the 
gun, cracking up, soupy, tin goose 
and crate.

Mr. Robinson told the interested 
audience that, he had experienced 
only one c}ose call from an acci­
dent. That came when he was still 

, receiving instruction. As he was in 
the act of landing, the landing gear 
was broken. Before Mr. Robinson 
knew what it was all about, the in­
structor had wrenched the stick 
from his hand and glided tile plane 
into the air again. In order to land 
it was necessary to use skill that 
the student flyer had not yet learn­
ed and the instructor finally 
brought the ship safely back* to 
earth.
