Headed by Secretary Stimson and 
Mrs. Stimson, Ambassador Tellez 
of Mexico, and three representatives 
of President Hoover, a distinguished , 
gathering will greet the Mexican 
official upon his arrival.

Soldiers, sailors and marines, will 
render the military honors at the 
station and the Mexican Embassy, 
with service bands on hand to play 
the American and Mexican national 
anthems. The line of march from 
the station to the Embassy will be 
up Pennsylvania avenue, with a j 
large escort of motorcycle police ! 
accompanying the party from the 
time the last salutes are given at 
Union station until military honors 
are resumed upon the arrival at the 
Embassy on Sixteenth street.

Received by President.
President Hoover wall officially 

receive the distinguished visitor at 
the White House at 3 p. m., Mrs. 
Hoover receiving Senora Ortiz 
Rubio immediately afterward. Pre­
cedent established at the beginning 
of the history of the United States 
will be broken by President Hoover 
and Mrs. Hoover in returning these 
calls.

Previously calls of presidents- 
elect visiting the United States, and 
even that of Prime Minister Mac­
Donald have been returned by the 
President and First Lady by cards 
left by an aide. The function which 
will climax the social entertain­
ment of the president-elect and his 
.suite will be the state dinner to be 
given by the President and Mrs. 
Hoover at the White House at 8 
7>. m. Friday. The party will leave 
Ihc capital Sunday afternoon.

TC.AMP STEAMER SAFE

New York, Dec. 24.— (AP.)— 
Penniless, far from home, and un­
able to speak a word of English, 
Heinrich Weber, Austrian chemist 
and engineer, mdped about the 
home of relatives at Coney Island 
today, facing a bleak CJliristmas. In 
his brain he has a $1,000,000 se­
cret. In his pockets not a penny.

Equally bleak were the holiday 
prospects of his two erstwhile 
friends, Moses Rosenthal, who paid 
Weber’s expenses to this country 
from Lemburg, Austria, and Isi­
dore Thomsebein, who back in the 
old country saved him from mili­
tary service in the World ANar 
thereby making it possible for him 
to continue on his scientific labors.

Valuable Formula
Locked in the brain of Weber 

was a secret—a formula which, he 
and his former friends say, might 
be worth millions and revolutionize 
the coal industry.

But today neither Weber nor his 
former friends were getting any 
benefit out of it, because the chem­
ist, afraid lest his precious formula 
be stolen from him, has refused to 
reveal it to anyone or to have it 
patented. He wants to sell it out­
right. for $1,000,000.

Rosenthal and Thomschein, how­
ever, had one bit of satisfaction to­
day. They obtained a Supreme 
Court order enjoining him from 
leaving the country or divulging his 
secret to anyone save themselves.

Cheap Coal
Weber, according to the papers 

submitted by Rosenthal and Thom­
schein in their petition for an in­
junction, has invented a formula 
which, mixed with water and coal 
dust, will produce excellent bri­
quettes—possibly at $1 a ton.

The Lehigh Valley Navigation 
and Coal Company, Rosenthal said, 
had wdtnessed a test but before 
making any arrangements with 
Weber and his friends, the firm in­
sisted that the process be patented.

Weber refused, he said it would 
be stolen if patented. And he con­
tinued to refuse after receiving 
subsequently offers from the Pros­
pect Coal Company, the Susque­
hanna Coal Company and J. M. 
Markel, a coal operator of Hazel- 
ton, Pa.

He demands $1,000,000—$250,000 
I in cash—before he will reveal to 
anyone his formula.

London, Dec. 23— (AP)—Philip 
Snowden, Labor chancellor, told 
the House this afternoon that the 
government would renew none of 
the “Tory safeguarding” import 
duties after their expiration. He 
added that the McKenna silk and 
sugar duties would be repealed at 
the earliest practicable opportimity.

Mr. Snowden said the govern­
ment would decide when the time 
was ripe for such action and de­
clared he would make no further 
statement before the April budget 
came up.
Mr. Snowden’s announcement was 

a direct blow by Labor at the Con­
servative “protectionist” policies. 
Liberals have been in sympathy on 
this issue with the Laborites.

Raps Snowden
Winston Churchill, former Chan­

cellor of the exchequer, enlivened 
the CHiristmas eve session by a vio­
lent attack on Philip Snowden, his 
labor .successor in the post, and on 
Snowden’s financial methods.

Mr. Churchill declared Mr. Snow­
den was becoming more and more 
“ crapulous and distatorial” in his 
attitude. He thought England was 
not celebrating a very cheerful or 
bright Christmas imder the labor 
government.

Prices have risen, wages are de­
clining, unemployment has risen 
and there is a considerable financial 
disquiet,” Mr. Churchill went on.

Gloomy Prospects
“In the New Year lies a Vista of 

political turmoil and possibly a 
momentous general election. It is 
a black and gloomy prospect for 
Great Britain, but she has the reme­
dy In her own hands.”

Mr. Snowden in reply said “how­
ever strenuous may be the conflict 
between Mr. Churhill and myself, 
I want to assure the House that 1 
am very fond of him. I really don’t 
know how I should get on without 
him. Therefore I conclude by wish­
ing the right honorable gentleman a 
Merry Christmas and a prosper­
ous New Year.

New York, Dec. 24.— (AP)—A , 
white Christmas was in prospect ' 
throughout most of the country 
from Maine to Texas today.

A northeast storm brought snow ■ 
and sleet to New Eng'nnd and the 
Atlantic Coast states, while the west 
hardly recovered from the blizzard 
of last week, experienced another 
heavy fall of snow. The unpre­
cedented snow v/hich visited the 
south as far as Louisiana was melt­
ing, but in Texas and other sections 
promised to linger over the holidays.

A number of fatal accidents, dis­
rupted air mail service, delayed 
trains and difficult highway travel 
attended the series of storms.

A  heavy snow storm in Maine 
hampered the work of repairing 
damage done by last week’s sleet 
storm. Piling drifts in Vermont tied 
up rail service and halted motor 
traffic.

In New York
Throughout New York state a 

heavy fail of snow was reported 
raging in depth from six inches at 
Buffalo to more than a foot in the 
central part of the state. In New 
York city a slight rise in tempera­
ture turned a light snow fall to 
sleet which froze on pavements and 
sidewalks and impeded traffic. Sev­
eral minor accidents were blamed 
on slippery pavements.

Pittsburgh, Pa., had a fall of five 
inches, the greatest amount of snow 
of the season. A snow which was 
general throughout Maryland turn­
ed to rain in Baltimore, coating the 
streets with ice. Two deaths were 
attributed to the storm.

In the South
Three deaths, numerous injuries 

and blocked highways were due to 
the heavy snows in Virginia.

Residents of Hillsboro, Texas, 
were digging themselves out of a 
fall of. 26 inches of snow, the deep­
est blanket ever recorded there.

Florida had freezing temperatures 
and overcast skies as far south as 
the Everglades. At Miami and Key 
West warmer weather prevailed 
with the mercury at 68 degrees.

In the region of the Great Lakes 
snows which began to fall Simday 
continued. The northern half of Ohio 
was virtually snowbound with eight 
.inches on the ground and no indica­
tions of a let up.

The forecast on the Pacific Coast 
called for snow and rain in Wash­
ington, Oregon, Idaho and probably 
Northern California and Nevada.

Brussels, Dec. 24.— (AP)—The

A young Communist named 
Bierni, recently arrived from Italy, 
was arrested, the paper says, and 
revealed to police plans to hurl 
bombs at a train carrying the Bel­
gian royal family. The missiles 
were to be thrown from another 
train which would pass the royal 
train on a siding at Milan.

Bierni himself confessed that he 
came to Belgium to murder the 
Italian minister of justice. Prof. 
Rocco. Police believed him to be 
connected in some way, with Fer­
nando Di Rosa, the young Italian 
anti-Fascist who made an attempt 
against Prince Humbert’s life on 
the ocasion of the prince’s visit here 
to announce his betrothal.

QUINN DEMOTED.

Prohibition Commissioner Doran, 
who announced Quinn’s demotion to­
day. said the former administrator 
would be transferred to another dis­
trict but declined to say where. The 
charges against Quinn have never 
been made public and Doran would 
not discuss them.

Buenos Aires, Argentina, Dec. 24 
— (AP)—An attempt to assassin­
ate President Hipolito Yrigoyen to­
day was frustrated by the quick­
ness of his guards and the attacker 
was shot down within a few min­
utes, seven bullets being found in 
his body.

The assailant who was described 
by police as an Italian Anarchist 
named Gualberto MarinelU, 44, fired 
at least three shots at the presiden­
tial automobile as the president was 
en route to the palace from his 
home.

President Unhurt
President Yrigoyen was unhurt, 

but an employee of the investiga­
tions office was wounded in the 
stomach and was taken to a hos­
pital critically injured. Another 
attendant also was injured.

It was reliably reported that the 
president’s chauffeur was killed aind 
the police commissioner injured, but 
because of the great excitement at 
the scene and the reticence of the 
police, it was impossible to obtain 
official confirmation.

The attack took place on the In­
ternational road, Marinelli conceal­
ing himself beside it and then 
springing out to fire as the presi­
dent’̂  automobile passed.

The assailant’s shots had barely 
rimg out when the president’s escort 
returned the fire, pouring a stream 
of bullets at the man and felling 
him where he stood.

Christinas—there is no other day 

like it or anything like it.
There is something in the spirit 

of it that reaches magically into 
the hearts of men and gently leaves 

'there something tender, something 
•'beautiful, something that was not 

there before.
This is not mere seasonal gush. 

There is a proof of it in the very 
►fact of Christmas day itself. Take 

council with memory.
Nobody knows beyond peradven- 

ture on what day of what month 
Jesus the Nazarene was born. For 
several hundred years the Chris­
tian world was tom with disputa­
tion about it. In one country the 
nativity was celebrated on Janu­
ary 6, in another on March 28; in 
others there were doubts and fluc­
tuations. One set of cleric scien­
tists reckoned by one set of data or 
symbols, another by another set. 
Divergences of calendars created 
divergence of deductions. Sects 
scolded, nations divided. In Chris­
tian Jerusalem there were riots and 
clash of armed forces over a man­
dated change in date. The world 
had not yet caught the true signifi­
cance of the great day. It was more 
concerned with its form than its 
substance.

But it is a long, long time now 
since churches and sees and peo­
ples squabbled over the date of 
Christmas, though theologists and 
clerics know as well now as they 
ever did—better, it is to be sus­
pected—that the date of December 
25 may be a day or many days re­
moved from the exact time of the 
year when the star came and stood 
over the stable In the little town of 
Bethlehem. What difference makes 
the date?—it is the event itself that 
all the Christian world now ac­
claims. The mighty significance of 
the coming of the Great Teacher 
has grown to such recognition in 
the minds and hearts of the whole 
Christian world that you could not 
find anywhere, any more, sects or 
peoples w’ho would permit a squab­
ble over dates to intrude its foolish 
presence into the benignity and 
warmth and loveliness of the fes­
tival.

On what other question have 
men been thus willing to sink their 
individual conceits, to merge their 
differences in an unanimity of peace 
and concord?

And so, with one accord the 
Christian world joins together In 
paying tribute to Him who brought 
into the world the religion of love 
and peace. We have traveled at 
least that far on the path pointed 
by the Teacher. And who can say 
that, in view of the length of the 
race yet to run, it is not an import­
ant stage?

Christmas does not make saints 
of sinners, Christmas does not ut­
terly convert many Old Scrooges, 
Christmas does not fill the earth 
uith celestial music In which there 
is no discord, Christmas does not 
transmute the base metal Into pure 
gold in men’s souls, Christmas does 
not wash the dirt out of men's 
minds and leave them shining in 
angelic purity, Christmas does not 
banish for a day all wrong and in­
justice and malice and unchari­
tableness. But Christmas does 
bring to all but the mad and the 
hopelessly evil something more of 
kindness, something more of toler­
ance, something more of good will 
to men than is the habit of the long 
year through. So that for that pe­
culiarly beautiful festival the sum 
of good In the world, In all the 
hearts and souls and minds In the 
world, Is Infinitely enhanced—and 
not all of it passes In the days that 
follow on.

JUST A SCOLDING
If ever there was an instance of 

a righteously indignant person 
lacking the courage of his convic­
tions, it would seem to be the case 
of the district attorney of Middle­
sex county, Mass., who nominally 
prosecuted a Cambridge bookseller 
for selling a copy of a privately 
printed book alleged to be obscene. 
This is the case where an agent of 
the Watch and Ward society, find­
ing that the bookseller did not car­
ry the book in stock because he 
did not deem it fit for general cir­
culation, besought the dealer to get 
him a copy, masquerading through­
out the affair under an assumed 
name. The dealer did get the book 
for him, and was then prosecuted 
by the Watch and Ward society, 
and convicted. On the appeal the 
district attorney denounced the 
ethics of the Watch and Ward so­
ciety and gave notice that if he 
ever learned of another such af­
fair he would prosecute the officers 
of the society for conspiracy. The 
judge was also severe in his criti­
cism of the proceedings and re­
duced the penalty inflicted by the 
lower court.

What is extremely difficult to 
understand is why, if they felt this 
way about the matter—and with a j 
shred of decency they could not I 
help feeling that way—the district | 

I attorney and the judge consented ■ 
' to being parties to such a rascally , 
prosecution. If there is about Mas- j 
sachusetts laws something so rigid 
and Irrevocable that the case 
against the bookseller could not be 
thrown out .if rhe higher court, or 
an acquittal entered, the district 1 
attorney might very well ipdeed 
have instituted conspiracy proceed­
ings against the society in the 
present instance instead of merely 
threatening to do so in the future.

As it transpires, the Watch and 
Ward society has gotten away with 
a piece of mighty dirty work at the 
cross roads and received nothing 
but a scolding—which will worry 
that bunch of fanatics not at all.

CHRISTMAS FFASTS

GERMAN REFERENDUM
It would seem as though the 

great “anti-war guilt” referendum 
of the German nation, instituted by 
the Nationalists in hope of defeat­
ing the operation of the Young plan 
and issuing defiance to all the al­
lied powers, had thrown on the 
general attitude of the German 
people the brightest light since the 
war.

There are more than 41,000,000 
voters in Germany. It would have 
required, in order to make effective 
the measure proposed by the Na­
tionalists, that about 21,000,000, or 
more than half the electorate, had 
approved of it at the polls. As a 
matter of fact less than six and a 
half million voters cast their bal­
lots for the proposition.

This has been no flash-in-the-pan 
referendum. It has been the subject 
of much discussion in a campaign 
extending over months. It is fair to 
assume that a people as thought­
ful as the Germans must have giv­
en the subject reasonably full con­
sideration. Yet considerably fewer 
than one in six of the voters found 
merit enough in the Nationalist 
measure to give it support.
« The result seems to prove, be­
yond much question, that the old 
Junker control of the German mass 
mind is over and done with for 
good and all; that the people there 
have had enough and to spare of 
swagger and defiance and warlike 
gfestures. That, in a word, there is 
nobody of opinion large enough to 
be of great consequence, in support 
of the regime that brought on the 
World War, and that Germany is 
as safely and sanely determined to 
get along with the rest of the 
world as any other nation in Eu­
rope.

BUSTED AND GAY
Interest in the announcement 

that the Banks in Manchester will 
be open this evening Is probably 
largely academic to most folks in 
towm, with the possible exception 
of those storekeepers who catch, so 
to speak, the last run of shad.

IN NEW YORK
New York, Dec. 24.—There’s 

nothing quite so disturbing in the 
entire Manhattan parade as the 
sight of a tiny baby being carried 
into a crowded subway.

There's at least one to every train 
headed for the Bronx. But the 
effect on the passengers is nothing 
short of magical.

Modern Christmases are tame af- | 
fairs compared with some of the j 
merry making festivals of the | 
feudal times when thousands of 
serfs and underlings flocked to the ' 
castle at Christmastide and there 
feasted together in right oily fel­
lowship. The featsing was crude 
compared with our modern eti- 1  
quette, and foods were served with- ' 
out benefit of forks. The tumblers 
which held the wine were so called 
because they had no bases to hold 
them upright and had to be drained 
in one fell sweep. Their rich plum I 
puddings were covered with burn- i 
ing brandy, served at the table ! 
cheerfully ablaze. Among the lists 
of the foods which made the groan- ' 
ing board groan in King Arthur’s 
day were roast pigs which were 
roasted whole and stuffed with 
many rich delicacies.

In those days it was quite a feat 
to kill the fierce wild boars and the 
Barons’ retainers considered It a 
great triumph to have one of these 
animals to serve. The wild boar thus 
became the honored entree at all 
feudals feasts. The boar’s head was 
brought In on nothing less than a , 
golden or silver platter with an ap- : 
pie stuck on each tuck or thrust in • 
the mouth, the head vas wreathed 
in greens, and the whole affair was 

! ushered in in state, preceded by 
' blasts of the trumpet, to be served 
with careful carving and mustard.

Next in popularity came the pea­
cock, classed the food for lovers and 
for lords. The peacock was roasted, 
stuffed with sweets and spices and 
then replaced in the skin, the beak 
being gilded and the tail iipread out’ 
to show the beauty of the feathers.

Mince pies were also known at 
these feasts, being 'mown under 
various names, such as mutton pies 
and Christmas pies. They were bak­
ed in eblong shapes to remind those 
present of the manger of the Christ 
child.

Another well-honored custom at 
these feasts was .the wassail bowl, 
a big bowl of ale, often spiced, 
which was served with roasted ap­
ples or roasted crabs floating on Its 
surface. The word “ wassail” is sup­
posed to com2 from “was-haile” 
meaning “Here’s to you.”

These feasts lasted from several 
hours to several days, and the thou­
sands of people who attended them 
view to see who could eat the most 
or become the most drunk. For­
tunately, this custom has become 
somewhat modified within recent 
years, especially in regard to the 
eating. However, it would be well 
for us to continue to enoy the 
spirit of Christmas’ joviality and 
friendliness. We can all do this 
without making drunkards or glut­

tons of ourselves. As many good 
stories can be told around a table 
filled with a wholesome repast such 
as is outlined in my Christmas 
menu, as if the table had a con­
glomeration of rich foods difficult to 
digest. One also has the advantage 
of being able to enjoy the full bene­
fit of the jollification with old 
friends without becoming sick after­
wards. Many of the poor each year 
at Christmas have hunger gnawing 
at their vitals but you who are 
more fortunate should remember 
that “They are as sick that surfeit 
with too much as they that starve 
with 10 thing.”

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

(Soft Soled Shoes)
Question:—F. N. W. asks: “Are 

the crepe soled shoes for children 
harmful in any way?”

Answer: I believe it is a good plan 
to have children wear any kind of 
soft soled shoes rather than the 
stiff soled ones. Their feet will re­
main stronger in these shoes be­
cause the child is forced to grip the 
ground with the toes more than in 
the stiff soled shoes. The jar from 
hard pavements is also lessened a 
great deal.

(Diseased Nerve)
Question:—M. W. asks: "What 

causes one side of my face to be­
come very red and perspire while 
the other side remains white and 
dry? I have had £in examination 
and no organic trouble was found. I 
get plenty of sleep.”

Answer:—There must be some in­
terference with the nerve supply to 
one side of your face. Have an ex­
amination made by an osteopath or 
chiropractor to see if this depres­
sion of the nerve center does not 
occur in the cervical vertebrae of 
the neck.

(Disseminated Sclerosis) 
Question:—Mrs. A. H. writes: 

”My sister is in a hospital suffering 
from disseminated sclerosis. Four 
specialists who have examined her 
all agree that^it is her nerves that 
have gone dead and that she is in­
curable. This trouble started two 
years ago. She looks better than she 
ever did and nothing hurts her, but 
her limbs are almost lifeless. Please 
tell me about this disease and if you 
think there is any hope for her. She 
is 28.”

Answer: Your sister can un­
doubtedly be helped very greatly 
through a combined treatment with 
diet and massage. Of course, with­
out examining her I cannot estimate 
how much improvement could be 
made, but you should consult a 
physician who is familiar with such 
treatment as I have suggested. Fol­
low his diet accordingly and do not 
give up hope, as there m ist surely 
be some chance for improvement.

Washington—The current tariff is 
only the beginning of a last, de­
cisive struggle over the protective 
theory.

There will be more tariff fights, 
continues Congressman G e o r g e  
Huddleston of Alabama, until in 10 

I or 15 or perhaps 20 years a general 
' reversal of opinion will have de­
veloped and the free trader again 
will have come into his own.

Important branches of industry 
are already coming to realize that 
the protective tariff system is a 
handicap to them, Huddleston says, 
and as soon as the farmers become 
fully aware of the same thing in 
their own case the destruction of 
the system will be in plain sight.

Financiers Don’t Want It
"We have observed same rays of 

light this year,” says Huddleston, 
“which forecast the future. Recog­
nition is growing all the time in a 
great section of American public 
opinion, especially among financiers 
and industrial leaders who are 
looking abroad for business, that 
all tariffs are handicaps to Inter­
national commerce.

“That goes even for certain lines 
of American manufacture. The 
automobile business, for instance, 
is looking to foreign markets. The 
tariff can’t help It because its prices 
are fixed by domestic competition. 
They have an important exportable 
surplus and the tariff system hin­
ders them because of the high du­
ties placed by foreign nations on 
American cars.

“The textile and coal industries 
are In poor shape in both the costs 
of production are increased by the 
protective system. Everything the 
textile mills buy in the way of 
equipment if not in raw materials 
is increased In price. The man 
operating a coal mine buys his ma­
chinery and a great deal of ex­
pensive equipment for h i g h e r  
prices. When he sells coal it’s on 
a basis of domestic competition. 
The same condition is true in the 
coarser grades of textiles and it is 
becoming increasingly true with 
the finer textiles.

“American textile manufacturers 
can’t compete with foreign manu­
facturers because their costs are so 
enhanced by tariffs and it’s the 
same way with automobile manu­
facturers and many others.

“I think most of these farm 
state senators are supporting the 
higher agricultural rates w i t h  
tongues In their cheeks, realizing 
that few of these agricultural 
tariffs will be effective. Everyone 
knows that they are not effective 
on such important agricultural pro­
ducts as wheat and cotton and corn 
because of the large exportable sur­
pluses.

“But the constituents of these 
senators, not realizing it as well as 
they do, are not yet ready to sup­
port them in a fight on the protec­
tive system.

“ Of course, we know that the 
farmer’s costs of production and 
his costs of living are greatly in­
creased by the tariff. It is not con-

<fceivable that the farmer, aware of 
j this and realizing that he cannot 
! become a beneficiary of the tariff, 
will cling much longer to his ac­
ceptance of the system.

"Already, I believe, the farmers 
are saying to themselves: ‘We are 

: going to see if this tariff works for 
us and, if it doesn’t we’ll tear down 
the whole playhouse.’ ”

Total sales on the New York 
Stock exchange have passed a bil­
lion shares and will reach approxi­
mately 1,200,000,000 before Decem­
ber 31 if the present rate Is main­
tained.

of the big exchange will be about I $84,000,000.

j The sales volume and conse-

Rome.— (A P)—Italy is winnuig 
“The Battle of Grain.” Annually 
she fights this battle, and once a 
year she decides who has won the 
struggle.

“The Battle of Grain,” as Musso­
lini calls it, is the struggle of wheal 
growers in Italy against foreign 
farmers. In a nutshell, it is tite 
battle of Benito Mussolini to make 
Italy independent of the w-heat 
fields in the United States, Argen­
tina, Canada and Australia.

The annual day of reckoning this 
year yielded these figures; In Oc­
tober, 1929, Italy imported 237,Y6U 
hundredweight of grain. In the 
same month of the preceding ye.'ir 
she imported 1,944,753 hundred­
weight. This is a gain of 1,704,933 
hundredweights. In the four months 
from July to October, Italy brought 
in 2,616,720 hundredweight. L^st 
year, for the same period, she ini- 
iported 7,072,697. This bettered the 
trade balance by $30,000,000.

Italy hopes that next year she 
will be completely independent of 
foreign producers of wheat. This 
will conclude one phase of her 
struggle to make herself self-sufi- 
cient in the three great raw ma­
terials, wheat, coal and steel. She i.s 
rapidly becoming independent cl 
coal by developing hydro-electric 
resources. She will probably never 
be independent in the case of iron

Mussolini Is fighting "The Battle 

of Grain” with laws. One law sâ ys 
that a farmer may not abandon his 
farm without permission from the 
provincial government. This per­
mission is rarely given. If he goes 
without permission he is liable to 
CL]ri*6St.

Another law says that owners of 
wide tracts of land are to place a 
certain percentage of that land un­
der cultivation. If they do not, 
their land is confiscated, or they 
pay fines.

Geneva.— (AP)—Dancing parties 
play a big part in the diplomatic 
life of Geneva, where statesmen 
from every curve of the globe come 
and go throughout the year on 
League of Nations business.

Typical of these functions was 
that arranged by the Chinese dele­
gation at the assembly this year. 
To the strain of American har­
monies, Chinese And Japanese, 
Siamese, East Indians and Ethio­
pians, in costumes of their distant 
countries, moved in rhythmic ca­
dence with their neighbors of Eu­
rope and the Americas.

Some of the leaders in world af­
fairs make these gatherings serve 
political purposes. But many inter­
national personages dance because 
they find in these affairs their chief 
relaxation from official burdens.

Representatives of almost all Lat- 
in-American countries in Geneva 
are distinguished for their enjoy­
ment of dancing and their grace 
in this exercise.

Mariano Cornejo, of Peru; Aris­
tides de Aguero y Bethancourt, of 
Cuba; Dr. Gustavo Guerrero, of 
Salvador, president of the recent 
assembly: Dr. Albert Guani, of Ur­
uguay, another former assembly 
president, and Dr. Jose Urrutia, 
Colombian minister to Switzerland, 
all take pleasure in treading a 
measure.

The British devotee of dancing is 
Philip Baker, once a famous Olym­
pic Games runner, whose eloquence 
at a conference table is matched 
by his lively delight in a polished 
floor.

But of the celebrities who fre­
quent Geneva, none enjoys dancing 
more than Dr. Fridtjof Nansen, 
Norweigian explorer. This genial 
veteran like plenty of room when 
he dances. Like a young polar bear 
on an ice-floe, he romps happily 
and to the joy also, of all behold­
ers.

Vatican City, Dec. 24— (AP) — 
Pope Pius, responding to the Christ­
mas greetings of the college of car­
dinals today, declared that “Catho­
lic Action,” an organization of 
clerics and laymen in Italy, was not 
being treated as it should be under 
the terms of the Lateran accords.

The Pontiff vigorously denied 
that “Catholic Action” was engaged 
in politics.

“To say that Catholic Action is 
engaging in politics to elude that 
article of the treaties is — if it is 
permitted to say it to the father 
who feels himself calumniated be­
cause of his sons and such dear 
sons—a thing absolutely contrary to 
truth,” said the pope.

The pontiff continued that if any 
isolated member of Catholic Action 
had been found dabbling in politics 
he would be the first to denounce 
him and act in consequence. At the 
same time he added that even that 
would not be sufficient reason to 
accuse Catholic Action of mixing 
political matters.

AUSTRALIA CUTTING 
DOWN ON LOAN BUDGET

PLANS SEA DAM TO 
MAKE WELSH HARBOR

Signey— (AP)—The annual bur­
den of Australian loan interest, 
which has reached $300,000,000, has 
caused the Australian Loan Coun­
cil to slow down the rate of its 
loan expenditures.

As a new country with vast re­
sources to develop Australia has 
necessarily been a heavy borrower. 
Roads, railways and other public 
works have had to be undertaken 
that have placed a tremendous bur­
den on the 6,000,000 inhabitants of 
the country. The federal and state 
governments have been spending 
annually about $200,000,000 of loan 
money, but this year’s expenditure 
has been cut down to $112,000,000.

Such sinks for money as the 
Queensland state trading concerns, 
which had, under the Labor regime, 
been losing millions of dollars, are 
being eliminated, and in other di­
rections also a severe curb is being 
placed upon loan expenditures.

The fact that the commonwealth 
has had to pay better than six per­
cent for its latest London loan, al­
though the issue was limited to 12 
months, is a sufficient indication 
that the limitation of expenditure 
has been timely^

“I had my troubles competing 
with the other boys because of my 
age and size. They often would 
chase me from a good selling loca­
tion.

During toe rains and snow storms 
my main worry was in keeping the 
papers dry. I never thought of my 
own body. When I came home with 
wet feet my mother would bathe 
them in hot water. Through this 
care and attention I had few colds 
or sicknesses.

“I had the natural boy tendency 
to be interested in everything that 
occurred so was late for my papers 
very often. Last summer I worked 
in the Cheney mills and delivered 
my papers afterwards so I had little 
time for play.

Running Practice 
“I watched ‘.he circulation of the 

Herald increase from 3000 per day 
to over 5000 daily. I bought a 
bicycle when I was 12 years old and 
this enabled me to deliver my papers 
very quickly.

’ EVENING SLIPPERS.

i Within recent years few of the 
I developments in medical science 
I have attracted the attention that 
i has been given to the use of the I ultraviolet rays for the prevention 
and treatment of rickets and also 
for their systemic effects on the 
body.

The ultraviolet is administered 
in various ways. It may be given 
directly, from the sun, but in our 
large cities the smoke in the at­
mosphere, particularly in -winter, 
is sufficient to cut off practically 
all of the valuable rays from 
October until May. Ultraviolet 
does not pass through ordinary 
window glass and it is necessary 
to use special ultraviolet trans­
mitting glass, many forms of 
which are now available, if any of 
the sun’s . rays are to penetrate 
to those who need them.

Valuable Vapor Lamps
There are, in addition, especi­

ally built carbon arc and quartz 
mercury vapor lamps which are 
of value. The amount of ultra­
violet r a y s  supplied and the 
amount of infra red or heat rays 
supplied by v a r i o u s  artificial 
sources depends on the size of the 
equipment, the intensity of the 
electrical power consumed and on 
similar factors.

The carbon arc lamp yields 
more heat rays than does the 

. quartz mercury vapor and should 
1 not be chosen when heat rays are 
not desired. By use of special car­
bons that are cored with certain 

I chemicals, the carbon arc lamp 
I may be made an excellent source 
of heat rays as well as of ultra- 

1 violet rays. I f  the ultraviolet rays 
' are not desired, the light can be 
passed through window g l a s s ,  
which will screen off the ultra­
violet rays.

It is necessary however, to 
have the ultraviolet rays in order 
to get the -vitamin D effect of 

j ultraviolet. Vitamin D is an im- 1 portant substance in preventing 
i rickets and in the treatment of 
that disease. It also seems to 
have some effect on the general 
health of the body.

Vitamin D is especially profuse 
in cod liver oil, but cod liver oil 
is not especially tasty. Hence 

( workers all over the world at­
tempted to find out what was the 
active substance in cod liver oil 
and various special tablets or ex­
tracts were prepared which con­
tained -vitamin D. Then it was 
found that a chemical substance 
called ergosterol was the precursor 
of -vitamin D.

That i.s to say, when ergosterol 
is submitted to ultraviolet rays.

fied cod liver oU, which contains 
all of the -vitamin D power of ir­
radiated ergosterol and, in addi­
tion, the vitamin A  which is 
necessary and valuable.

Find a Safer Lamp
Because of the danger of over- 

dosage of ultraviolet rays, experts 
throughout the world have been 
attempting to develop a special 
bulb which would give about the 
intensity of sunlight, and would 
not therefore be as dangerous to 
the eyes and the tissues gener­
ally as the powerful ultraviolet 
which comes from the carbon arc 
or the large quartz mercury vapor 
lights.

Within the past year there have 
beer developed both in Germany 
and in this country bulbs which 
give only the intensity of sim- 
light, and these can now be 
bought with an ordinary floor 
lamp—more expensive , of cBurse, 
than the ordinary floor lamp be­
cause of the special bulb and 
transformer. Such a lamp can be 
placed in any room and children 
can be submitted to it for several 
hours without danger of burning 
or overdosage.

Sister Mary’s Kitchen

During the holiday season, when, 
rich foods and elaborate entertain­
ing arO the order of the day, plain 
home meals are much appreciated.

Arrange the vegetables around 
the meat on a large platter in such 
a way that the vegetables form a 
garnish for the meat.

The revolution of 1910 
which forced King Manuel into ex­
ile'claimed few victims among his 
titled, subjects. •

After the republic appeared con­
solidated, the Government showed 
a leniency towards'the aristocracy, 
of which revolutionary history of­
fers few parallels. The ■ doors of 
cells were flung open in 1916 and

all noblemen accused of plots for 
restoration of the monarchy were 
liberated.

Many aristocrats today lead the 
opulent existence of yore. A glance 
at Portugal’s peerage book even 
shows that new titles have been 
created by King Manuel at his 
“ court” in Richmond, England, 
where monarchist Portuguese inva­
riably visit him when they go to 
London.

Two decades have elapsed since 
the proclamation of the republic 
and the nobility had adapted itself | 
to the changed order.
