Hammer Wounds on Head 
Self-Inflicted— State Po­
lice Conclude Probe.

Treasury Official Says Dry

JUDGE ISSUES WARRANTS

The President’s Cabinet met today 
in an atmosphere replete with the 
early history of the American re­
public.

Because the executive offices of 
 ̂ the President were destroyed by fire 

on Christmas eve members of the 
Cabinet today gathered iu the study 
where Lincoln sigjied the emancipa­
tion proclamation and sat around 
the table used by President Adams 
and his Cabinet in the early days of 
the White House.

Four members of the Cabinet 
were seated in chairs used by Presi­
dent Lincoln’s Cabinet during the 
days of the Civil War. At one end 
of the room next to the fireplace 
was the old desk on ^hlch Lincoln 
signed the proclamation which end­
ed slavery in the United States.

Over the mantle above the fire­
place was a steel engraving depict­
ing Lincoln and members of his 
Cabinet. It is one of the famous

Today’s Cabinet meeting was the 

first held in the main building of 
the White House in a quarter of a 
century. The destroyed executive 
offices were built early in the ad­
ministration of President Roose­
velt.

The President had no callers on 
his list for the day and planned to 
leave the White House at 2:15 p. m., 
to begin work in the offices former­
ly occupied by the secretaries of the 
Navy in the old State, War and 
Navy building. The structure is 
just across Executive avenue from 
the west entrance to khe White 
House grounds.

AMERICA’S REACTION
Washington, Dec. 27.— (AP) — 

The American government will 
stand on its previous policy regard­
ing extra territoriality rights in 
China which expressed its readiness 
to enter into negotiations to devise 
a method of gradual relinquishment 
of these privileges.

Secretary Stimson’s attention 
was called today to dispatches from 
Nanking saying the Central Politi­
cal Council had decided to abolish 
the extra territorial rights in China 
on Jan. 1. Under these rights for­
eigners are p emitted to have 
trials in that country under the 
jurisdiction of their own nationals.

A note to China on August 10 
expressed the readiness of the 
American government to participate 
in negotiations to find a method for 
gradual relinquishment of extra 
territorial rights. This expression, 
however, was stated to provide that 
the relinquishment should proceed 
at the same time as steps were 
taken by the Chinese in the enact­
ment and effective enforcement of 
laws “based on modern concepts ot 
jurisprudence.”

The conversations which went on 
between Minister Wu of China and 
officials of the State Department on 
the subject were emphasized by of­
ficials not to have taken the form of 
“negotiations.”

Unofficial indications h a v e  
reached Washington from China 
that steps toward abolition of the 
privileges would be taken by the 
Chinese January 1 but these indi­
cations also led to the impression 
here that the steps to be taken 
would not be applied to American 
or British rights under existing 
treaties with the Chinese republic.

France and Italy Want Their

It suggested the participa­
tion in the pact of nations not in­
vited to the London conference, en­
visaging Spain in particular.

Italy’.̂  'irst suggestion to France 
was that Franco-Italian interests 
ought to be finally settled before 
the basis for the reduction of arnla- 
ments was fixed.

Foreign Minister Briand replied it 
would be better to raise the whole 
Mediterranean question between all 
the interested powers and make a 
sort of Mediterranean Locarno.

Britain Watebing.
If France and Italy can agree on 

their respective interests, nothing 
seems to stand in the way of such a 
pact. Great Britain, for whom the 
Mediterranean presents a particular 
problem, because it is the great im­
perial trade route to India and 
Australia by the Suez canal, has 
been watching the discussions close­
ly, but has not taken an official 
position.

Italy is understood to want more 
territory on the frontier of Tvmis 
and Tripoli, in addition to the two 
cases ceded to her by the French a 
few years ago. She also desires a 
definite understanding about the 
regime that Italians are to live un­
der in Tunis, where there are large 
groups of Italian settlers.

Though the idea has so far re­
mained a simple suggestion on the 
part of M. Briand. official circles 
hinted that negotiations might bring 
it to bear fruit in connection with 
the London conference. It is pointed  ̂
out that such an accord would make 
the reduction of the French and the 
Italian navies much easier.

General Smith, superintendent 
at the academy from the Pacific 
coast where he accompanied the 
Army football team. If he failed to 
pass, his case will be referred to 
'the academic board, which has the 
power to suspend him for sixty days 
at the end of which time he has the 
right to apply for still another test. 
If a first year man fails in the third 
test he is automatically dropped.

Officials at West Point in deny­
ing recently that Parham was being 
•discriminated against by other 
cadets, said he was ha'ving difficul­
ty with mathematics. Parham also 
denied any unfair treatment.

German submarine w a r f a r e  

brought on an enormous production 
of submarine chasers. The United 
States built 341 of them for its own i 
use and another hundred for the | 
French navy. These wooden ships, ! 
costing about ?75,000 apiece, have 
nearly all been sold but the navy 
still has 24 of them in commission, 
classified as patrol vessels.

They were designed simply as a i 
surface fighting craft, smaller than ! 
a destroyer, to patrol war zone wat- | 
ers and combat submarine activities.! 
An important factor was their sea-1 
worthiness, as they had to stay at | 
sea several weeks at a time and 1

carry sufficient fuel, provisions and 
stores.

Their armament consists of one 
3-inch gun and two machine guns 
plus a depth charge projector at 
the stern and they have a comple­
ment of 26 men. Their specifica­
tions include: Length, 105 feet; dis­
placement, 77 tons; speed 17 knots; 
beam, 14 feet; draft, 5 feet.

The navy now uses them for va­
rious purposes, but especially for 
teaching seamanship and training 
reserves. The same goes for the 
larger and faster Eagle Boats, of 
which 60 w'ere built by Henry Ford 
and launched in 1918-19. The navy 
w'ill u.se 17 of these among the 
naval districts, the Naval Academy 
and the U. S. naval reserve. The 
Eagles are 200 feet long, 500 tons, 
25-foot beam, 7-foot draft and have 
a speed of 18 1-3 knots. They carry 
55 officers and men, two 4-lnch 
guns, one 3-inch gun and two ma­
chine guns.

ROLLS IN

IGd Chocolate, the little brown 
battler from Cuba, is not a national 
figure, most of his fights having 
been in New York clubs. But the 
boy has proved to be one of the 
best drawing cards in the ring dur­
ing his last two years of 'ighting.

The Kid came to the States last 
year and went home $20,000 better 
off. His 1929 record has been sensa­
tional. Since last February he has 
piled up $117,000 in purses in 21 
fights. For his recent fight with A1 
Singer at the Polo Grounds he got 
$44,000. He received $12,000 for his 
match with Bushy Graham, and 
$11,000 for his bout with Fidel La 
Barba. His share of the purse in the 
Fernandez fight was $7500 and the 
other purses ranged from $1000 to 
$5000.

One of the reasons why the Kid 
could go on making money in a bad 
year, it seems to me, is that he 
fights. Strange as it may seem, a 
fighter can make money.

And a Horse’s
While on the subject of dollars 

and cents, it may be interesting to 
consider some horses who also 
brought in nice incomes for their 
bosses during the 1929 racing sea­
son. Among the two-year-olds, 
Whichone stands alone, with earn­
ings of $135,455 to his credit. Retire­
ment following- his victory over 
Boojum, Hi-jack and Gallant Fox 
deprived him of the chance to sur­
pass the two-year-old earnings of 
Domino, greatest of all time.

Blue Larkspur entered the 
charmed circle of horses that have 
won $200,000 or more. Four others 
—Golden Prince, Sun Beau,, Which­
one and Clyde Van Dusen ran into 
the $100,000 class.

Contracted From Cattle 
Undulant fever is apparentiy re­

lated to contagious abortion in cat­
tle. The proof of this depends on 
immunologic studies which are 
difficult to understand by anyone 
not versed in the technic of studies 
of the human blood. More and 
more frequently cases of updulant 
fever, as it was called years ago, 
are being seen among human be- 
ings.  ̂ ,

Already attempts are being made 
to control the condition by insur­
ing more extensive pasteurization 
of milk and by the elimination of 
cattle with contagious abortion 
from herds throughout the coimtry.

One of the most significant ob­
servations of recent years is the 
fact that the gap between the dis­
eases that afflict animEds and the 
diseases that afflict man is being 
more closely closed. Today man 
must be constantly aware of the 
fact that diseases affecting catUe, 
dogs, sheep, swine, horses and in­
deed every living thing in his 
vicinity may be a potential source 
of danger to man himself.

The germs are living organisms 
and change their characteristics 
exactly as do human beings in re­
sponse to changes in their heredity 
and in their environment. A sig­
nificant discovery of the current 
year has been the fact that the 
serums for meningitis ordinarily 
potent have failed in some small 
epidemics that have occurred in 
this country during 1929. When the 
specific meningitis germ responsi­
ble was isolated and a serum pre­
pared on the basis of the type of 
meningitis that concerns human be­
ings today, the new seruin was 
found as efficient as the meningitis 
serum of a previous year had been 
against the meningitis ot that pe­
riod.

Among the phases of the trend 
of medicine which have aroused 
particular interest in recent years 
have been the attitude toward con­
stitution and environment as im­
portant factors in disease.

Studies made on the joints and 
on the blood of persons -with rheu­
matic complaints indicated that 
definite chemical changes take place 
in the body when temperature and 
humidity change and that within 
reason human beings can anticipate 
changes in the weather by sensa­
tions of pain.
