Town Property.
The Center Springs Park property 

is owned by the Town of Manches­
ter. The major portion was deeded 
as a gift by Cheney Brothers 12 
years ago and additional property 
was given by the Hilliard family. 
At various times under the super­
vision of the park commission some 
improvements have been made in 
the area but most of it is In Its 
original state. The lake area has 
been begun and most of the paths 
are fairly well l̂efined. A stone 
stairway on the Main street side 
has been con.struct.ccl in such a 
way that it can be embodied in al­
most any proposal for further de­
velopment of the park.

Should the park commission and 
Selectmen feel that public opinion 
favors completing the work at the 
pari: the matter will probably be 
put before town meeting. The Se­
lectmen do not feel that the entire 
project should be attempted at 
once. It is their proposal that the 
work be done in stages. An appro­
priation of $10,000 for eight or 10 
years would complete t’:e plan sug­
gested in this artiele.

Christmas Day these 
same two young men drove into 
Manchester in an automobile bear­
ing China markers, as the guests 
of Mr. and Mrs. William C. Cheney 
and Mr. and Mrs. Charles J. Huber, 
completing a journey th&t began on 
Nov. 18 at Shanghai. Both young 
men are connected in official capa­
cities with the United States Test­
ing Company, Interested in the 
culture of China silks.

Seen at the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Huber yesterday, Mr. Buchanan 
talked about his thirteen years in 
China In the interests of the silk in­
dustry, Mr. Chernetz, a member of 
the Shanghai staff of the Company, 
is the son of a high officer of the 
former Russian Czar’s Imperial 
army. It is his Intention to enter 
Loomis Institute in Windsor, this 
state in the near future.

The Stirring of China
Mr. Buchanan told of the rise of 

the Nationalistic regime in southern 
China, resulting in the taking over 
of many projects hitherto super­
vised by either Europeans or Amer­
icans. In this connection it is ex­
pected that sericulture will be taken 
over by the Chinese, who have been 
shown the modern methods of silk 
worm culture in an effort to pro­
duce, by an elimination process, 
only the best and most virile of silk 
worms. China, old as It is in the 
silk industry, has been taught many 
things heretofore unrevealed to the 
oriental mind. __

Great Britain has suffered be­
cause of stand taken by the new 
government in taking over inter­
ests formerly controlled and super­
vised by the western world, Mr. 
Buchanan said. Other countries 
with proportionate interests have 
also been hard hit.

“The governing body of China to­
day has accomplished much,’’ ex­
plained Mr. Buchanan. “Many 
creditable improvements have been 
made, together with many other 
outlined for future action. But to 
my mind it will take another gen­
eration to place China as a whole 
on a stable footing suitable for the 
proper handling of governmental

The arrest was made by a special 
policeman for the Brooklyn Man­
hattan Transit Company.

They were released by the desk 
sergeant in a Brooklyn police sta­
tion and instructed to appear before 
Magistrate Sylvester Sabbatino in 
Flatbus Police Court last Tuesday.

Sent To Jail
They pleaded guilty and when 

Magistrate Sabbatino learned the 
boy was a member of the Young 
People’s Communistic League he re­
manded both to the Raymond street 
jail, pending investigation of the 
possibility of deporting them. 
Miriam was sent to jail with her 
brother although regulations forbid 
the incarceration there of girls un­
der 16 years. No bail was permitted 
them and their mother was not al­
lowed by jail authorities to visit 
them.

The children were taken before 
Magistrate Sabbatino again yester­
day after immigration officials had 
declined to take up the case

Peiping, China, Dec. 28.—(AP)— 
The skull of the new “Peking Man” 
recently discovered by a Chinese 
geologist working in quarries near 
Peiping, was shown publicly today 

if r"*- time At a special meet­
ing of the geological survey of 
China.

The skull, scientists here say. Is 
the most complete find of its kind 
In history and they point to the fact 
that the entire brain case is intact, 
which is not the case in the Pllt- 
down man and other near-dawn men 
discoveries.

Prof. Amadeus William Grabau, 
chief paleontologist of the Chinese 
geological survey, has expressed be- 
Uef that the skull is the nearest ap­
proach to the so called missing link 
that has yet been unearthed, while 
Roy Chapman Andrews, noted ex­
plorer, has expressed the opinion 
that the discovery is the most im­
portant in the whole of human 
evolution. Mr. Andrews had nothing 
to do with the discovery, nor the ex­
plorations, which have been carried 
on by the survey vrtth funds from 
the Rockefeller Foundation.

Million Years Old
Scientists here estimate that the 

skull is more than a million years 
old. This conclusion is drawn from 
the geological surroundings in which 
the skull was unearthed. The skull 
is in a splendid state of preserva­
tion, and, as shown today, was still 
imbedded In part of a block of 
travertine in which it Was found.

The skull was brought into the 
assembly room in the arms of Dr 
Davidson Black, formerly of Toron­
to, who is honorary director of the 
cenozoic research laboratory of the

I spirit of creative power and good­

RAY green hordes were sweep­
ing across Russia while terror 
and misery were on every

_____ hand. The year was 1915. In the
Ntnpfipsi little village of Novaluchke, in the 

State of Grodoo the lines of 
trenches criscrossed back and forth 
from street to street, house to 
house, and along the borders of 
countless fields rich with autumn 
grain. There had been a time when 
these trendhes were manned with 
courageous, hopeful soldiery of all 
the Russias, hopeful of protecting 
the invasion of their homeland. The 
invading hordes had bee.j driven to 
the borders at first, but now these 
same rejuvenated legions of Im­
perial Germany had turi.ed in their 
might with countless screeching 
machine guns, bombs and unlimited 
ammunition. Courage alone could 
not stem the tide sweeping like a 
great gray ocean over the rich land 
and villfiges. There was but little 
with which to offer resistance. 

Russians Retreat 
And so they fled,—these home- 

loving Russians—before the sweep­
ing invaders to the distant moun­
tains. And with them, was Mrs. 
Boris Grischuk, now of Manchester 
with all her people, about twenty in 
number; aunts, uncles, cousins, 
brothers and sisters and her own 
daughter. All along the way the 
roads were choked with cursing 
men urging the heavily loaded 
beasts of burden on — on, while 
women and babies, many at breast, 
trudged the dusty roads with the 
rattle of machine guns ever close 
to their backs. Again in the morn­
ing, early, they were away, weary, 
exhausted and with blistered feet. 
Many a tired mother crept to the 
side of the road and died from sheer 
exhaustion while stronger hands 
gently drew the living brbies from 
dead fingers and thrust them into 
the arms of another childless nurs-

Death Traveled With This Party
On Their Trek Across Russia.

RS. Boris Grischuk arrived in Manchester from 
Russia Dec. 6, 1929 after 16 years trying to get 
to this country. Her trials in the famine and 

typhus scourged sections of East Russia, terrible as they 
were, are now tempered with the thoughts of once again 
being with her husband after a separation of 15 years.

She tells o f the days of war and famine in West 
Russia when the invading hordes stalked through the 
fields at harvest time, confiscating, destroying and kill­
ing at will. She draws the picture of the enforced stay 
in far East Russia at the very foot hills of the Ural 
mountains for six long years  ̂with no news from the out­
side world or her friends. Then came the famine. For 
endless day4B there was no rain. The Volga dwindled 
to a mere broiok. Cattle died by the thousands and the 
dreaded typhus struck!

Several Die of Disease.
It was then that the Grischuk family party in an 

effort to escape the disease banded together to journey 
to the distant railhead— and the home country. Before 
the rail head was reached tlie several older members of 
the party died from the disease. Dead cattle lined the 
railroad embankment as the party continued on by slow 
stages in the big box car. The stench of rotting flesh 
was carried on the hot winds to the twenty odd members 
of the party huddled in the car as it made slow progress 
across the stricken tundra.

Day after day the Grischuk party tenderly carried 
out a corpse from their box car home. They were laid 
to rest with a little wooden marker in whatever village 
they happened to be in. For days the heat was intense 
yet all the water to be found was stagnant, putrid water 
along the tracks. At night, under cover o f darkness the 
thirst maddened ones would drink their fill. The next 
morning they would be dead.

It was a terrible journey with death taking 16 of 
the party of 22. With all her relatives dead as well a.s 
her only daughter, Mrs. Grischuk was destined by fate 
to meet her husband again, just three weeks ago after 
a wait of 15 years.

There is quite a bit of difference, 
however, in the pure crushed fruit 
juices and the flavorings in artificial 
fruit drinks which can be manufac­
tured at a much less cost, and most 
of the drinks and punches are made 
from artifiqjal colorings, cane sugar, 
water and some acid, usually citric 
acid or phosphoric acid. It is a good 
idea to encourage drmking foun­
tains to serve the real fruit juice 
which are health promoting, and to 
discourage them from selling the 
fruit imitations.

Among 
these we find orange, lemons, grape­

Officially, there are two classes 
of Osage Indisms—the competent 
and the incompetent. When an In­
dian gets to attain a certain degree 
of education and intelligence the In­
dian Bureau declares him competent 
to administer his own affairs. In 
the case of other Indians who have 
money, the Indian agent turns the 
money over to each one as he thinks 
advisable.

In every community where the 
Indians have had any money, sharp­
ers have preyed upon them, and 
this has been especially true with 
the Osages of Okladioma. ’The 
Osages used to live in Kansas. They 
sold their land there in the nineties 
and the money was used to buy 
cheaper land in Oklahoma. They 
still own this land as a tribe and 
the money obtained from the leases 
they have sold oil interests has 
been divided equally among them.

Thus they had no chance to 
amass the enormous fortunes which 
a fAw Indians gained by having 
their own allotments of land—as in 
the case of Jackson Barnett, who 
was forced to take 160 acres of 
seemingly worthless land after he 
had refused to accept any at all 
and later found he. had the most 
valuable 160 acres in the world..

Manchester is particularly fortu-, 

nate in having such a tract 
as the 58 acres known as Center 
Spring Park.” This area can be of 
real service to the residents of the 
town in a wholesome, recreational 
w’ay as long as it is maintained as 
a usable and beautiful country 
park as suggested by the plans of 
the landscape architects.

The natural character of tne 
tract—rather rugged topography 
practically entirely wooded, ^ t h  
the particularly desirable feature, 
water, both as stream and lake—is 
an excellent type on which to de­
velop the park that is real country 
within the city. Plans have been 
prepared with the intention of 
maintaining and enhancing the ex­
isting natural beauty, while at tne 
same time introducing interesting 
features that will be of use to all, 
though not so intensive as to de­
feat the main purpose of the park; 
i.e., an area designed to give city 
dwellers the sense of freedom that 
the unspoiled country gives, and an 
opportunity to contemplate the 
beauty in natural scenery.

Good Location
Being as close as it is to the 

center of the town makes the park 
very accessible to all. Bounded on 
the east by Main street and a small 
amount of private property, on the 
south by public and semi-public 
land, and VaUey street, on the west 
by Edgerton street and private 
property which is mentioned later 
in this report, and on the north by 
property which is fairly effectively 
screened by existing trees it is ap­
parent that the park is admirably 
located with opportunity for en­
trance as shown. Automobiles are 
allowed to enter from Edgerton 
street just north of the lake and 
pass by the refectory to the large 
parking space on the north line at 
the right of way. This space pro­
vides for the parking of 160 cars. 
A secondary space also on the 
north line approached from Liberty 
street will take care of about SO 
more cars. Beyond these points 
automobUes are excluded for this 

one that should be enjoyed 
cm, foot and if the automobile own­
er cares to enjoy the country from 
bis car, he has a great deal of rural 
beauty at his command that is in­
accessible to the pedestrian. In ad­
dition, grades prohibit the use of 
auto roads.

Paths
Circulation about the park is ob­

tained by foot paths which enter 
the area as often as is necessary 
and lead one to points of interest, 
both natural and introduced. A 
wider path, marked 6 feet at inter­
vals, will accommodate the park 
department cart or small truck for 
general maintainance and serv­
icing. This path circles the lake 
about half-way between its shores 
and the bounds of the park and 
runs on either side of the brook in 
a like manner, thereby serving the 
largest area with the smallest 
amount of wide traveled way. Tn 
addition to the centrally located, 
circulatory service path there are 
two foot-paths that circle the park 
in a general way, one near the 
ooundaries and the other close to 
the shores of the lake and stream. 
Connecting these three are paths 
ap and down the slope which lead 
smoothly and naturally to the lake 
ind stream, about which the entire 
iesign is built. Whil^ path lines on 
jlan are shown as even sweeping 
iurves, they only indicate the ap­
proximate location of the suggest­
'd way, for on the ground it will 
probably be found that paths will 
:um out for trees, jog back for 
soulders, and actually become quite 
ag-zag because of existing condi- 
dons. This loss of sweeping curves 
if line, however, is more than com- 
sensated for by the interest in the 
vandering woodland path which is 
nore in keeping with the natural- 
stic surroimdings. All these paths 
leed not be definitely surfaced, but 
hrough the use of pine needles or 
anbark, the ground is prevented 
rom becoming dusty or muddy.

pebbles are better to withstand the 
more intensive use.

The Lake
The existing naturalistic features 

of the park, reached by footpaths, 
are probably the most important 
and interesting part of the develop­
ment when considered from an 
aesthetic point of view. The lake 
would be increased about two acres 
in area by excavating the swampy 
groimd at the upper or east end 
thus giving a feeling of greater 
depth and expanse, and creating 
more open area, which at present 
is rather lacking. The shores are to 
be treated naturalistically, with no 
use of rip-rap or artificial banking, 
but rather the conservative plant­
ing of native material where neces­
sary and perhaps the Introducing 
of some native stone. The natural­
istic bridge at the head of the lake 
affords one of the best views in the 
park; either west across the lake 
or east up the brook. The shores of 
the brook will be handled in a 
manner similar to that used for the 
shores of the lake. The course of 
the brook would be changed for 
.some 500 ^eet above the lake to ac­
commodate a proposed meadow 
which will add its length to the 
view from the west end of the lake 
and provide a badly needed open 
area. Above the meadow is pro­
posed a wild garden where mois­
ture-loving native material can be 
planted in a naturalistic manner. 
While not attempting or intending 
to make an arboretum of this area, 
it can be made interesting enough 
through selected plant materials to 
be a real attraction.

Tree Groves
It will be noticed that the plan 

suggests open glades and vistas cut 
through the existing growth. Dis­
cretion must be used in carrying 
out these suggestions since it is 
comparatively easy to remove 
large trees but difficult to replace 
them. However, scrub growth and 
poor or dying specimens can be 
taken out for the most part and 
vistas cut as shown without remov­
ing good material. Pure stand 
groves are an added attraction that 
is suggested, using species of trees 
not commonly existing at present, 
as the Beech grove above the out­
door theatre and for example, white 
birch in some other suitable situa­
tion. Where it is possible, as on 
Hemlock hill, the stand should 
again be kept pure and allowed to 
change gradually at its edges. In 
this way, different effects are ob­
tained from grove to grove, com­
parable to the effects of the vari­
ous rooms of a house.

To allow more intensive use of 
the park still keeping in mind that 
the area is essentially a bit of coun­
try, several features not incongru­
ous with the type of design em­
ployed have been introduced. Scat­
tered with discretion throughout 
the area north of the lake, fire­
places of a rough stone tjq)e are 
suggested. Here in close proximity 
to parking areas and the refectory, 
picnicking may be enjoyed. This 
area should be policed in those sea­
sons when it is being much used. 
Also in this area, north of the 
bridge at the head of the lake and 
again easily reached from the park­
ing spaces, an outdoor theater is 
proposed where the natural topo­
graphy allows and invites it. Such 
a theater can be desig;ned through 
use of proper materials, to fit into 
a natural woodland and look as 
though it really belonged there, and 
can be used for pageants, out door 
dancing, festivals and other types 
of presentation. Such projects have 
proved to be successful and popu­
lar wherever carried out.

Playgrounds
For the entertainment and recre­

ation of the children, two play­
grounds are proposed. One directly 
below the district school is intend­
ed for smaller children and is to 
be equipped with standard play­
ground apparatus. The other, in the 
southwest corner of the park is 
for older children and laid out for 
organized games. Space allows for 
boys’ size baseball diamond (60 
feet between bases) and a two-hun-

POLISH STATESM AN DIES

Warsaw, Poland, Dec. 28— (AP) 
—Erazm Piltz, veteran Polish edit­
or and statesman, died in Warsaw 
today aged 80.

M. Piltz was a member of the na­
tional committee in Paris during 
the war, with Paderewski and 
Dmowski. He was the first Polish 
charge d’affaires in Paris, was at

one time minister in Prague and 
Belgrade and vice-minister of for­
eign affairs.
