Sec. Stimson Says “Britisb 
White Paper”  Has Noth­
ing on That Subject.

Washington, Dec. 30.— (AP) -  
Secretary Stimson in a statement 
today said that toe “British white 
paper,” an interpretation of obliga­
tions created by toe League of Na­
tions, does not state that there could 
be no neutrals in any future war.

He said that toe paper in question 
contains nothing contrary to toe 
United States positions as a signa­
tory of toe Kellogg-Briand pact.

Mr. Stimson said that the asser­
tion had been credited to the white 
paper” that in any future war there 
could be no neutrals and that it had 
apparently “been assumed here that 
this assertion had been made by the 
British government as a general 
fact without any limitations, and 
that the British government con­
tended that this situation followed 
as a result of toe execution of the 
Kellogg-Briand pact.”

Report Unfounded.
The secretary added toat he had 

received a copy of toe “white paper 
and after reading it carefully had 
found toat these assumptions as tq 
toe position of the British govern­
ment were unfounded.

“The argument made by toe Brit­
ish government,” he said, “was bas­
ed upon the relations of that gov­
ernment to its fellow members m 
the League of Nations; and upon the 
obligations assumed by members of 
that covenant; and its argument 
was toat as between members of toe 
league there can be no neutral rights 
because there can be no neutrals.

“Their argument thus does not ap­
ply to the position of toe United 
States as a signatory of the Kellogg- 
Briand pact,’’ Mr. Stimson continu­
ed. “As has been pointed out many 
times, toat pact contains no coven­
ant simUar to toat in toe covenant 
of toe League of Nations providing 
for joint forceful action by toe vari­
ous signatories against an aggres­
sor.”

Outstanding among the changes j 
were minimizing the advantage of 
the tall center at tip-off, and else­
where: the ruling against the front 
pivot, hip-crash block when the 
dribbler is in motion; the approval 
of the double referee system of of­
ficiating and the elimination of the 
possible five points after a foul 
when a field goal has been scored.

Jumpers at center or elsewhere 
will be forbidden to touch the ball 
after it has been tapped one or 
more times, until it has touched the 
floor or one of the other eight play­
ers.

It was agreed that the spirit of 
the rule included the basket and 
bankboard as well as the floor and 
other eight players.

Heretofore, a tall center could 
tip the ball behind him and catch 
it, thus giving his opponents a 
lesser advantage in playing the 
ball than they now have.

According to a general agreement 
the rules committee has put its ap­
proval upon the following pivot or 
running with the ball rule:

A player who is in motion when 
he receives the ball may-not - make 
a pivot on the front foot. He may 
take one step but must pivot on 
the rear foot only. This nullifies 

"the so-called pivot and block play 
that has caused so much discus- 

■ sion. The pivoter, by blocking the 
guard out with his hips and shoul­
ders and then passing the ball to 
a trailing team mate, contributes 
to a definite contact foul.

The chief argument against this 
play is that it is primarily designed 
as a “ contact blocker.” However, it 
is possible to make a front pivot 
and no foul. But the pivoter must 
use the same caution as does a drib­
bler. he must go clearly around this 
opponent without contact.

In the double referee system of 
officiating, the umpire, whose duties 
heretofore were somewhat limited, 
is now given authority practically 
Identical to that of the referee.

When a player has been fouled 
in the act of shooting, the baU must 
go to center after the second free 
throw, if the field goal is made. If 
the field goal is missed, the old rule 
holds, viz. the ball is in play if the 

r last free throw is missed.

London, Dec. 20— (AP)— British 
official circles consider the Chinese 
action in announcing the abolition 
of extra-territoriality beginning 
next year, as more of a gesture to 
keep in line with Chinese opinion 
than anything else.

The view was expressed that 
actual abolition will have to be car­
ried out as was indicated in the 
British note to China last August, 
which will be a slow and gradual 
process.

Upon inquiry at Downing street, 
the Associated Press was informed 
that in spite of the Mandate recent­
ly issued in Nanking declaring the 
abolition of extra-territoriality, the 
Chinese government has not yet de­
nounced the extra-territorial clauses 
of its treaty -with the British gov­
ernment, nor has it made any furth­
er- communications to the British 
government on this subject.

It was stated that the British 
government had made clear in its 
August note, that Great Britain ac­
cepted the principle of abolition and 
that a gradual process of the re­
moval of the extra-territorial priv-

A few ex­
periments will show the housewife 
that fresh fruit will be as welcome 
for luncheon or dinner as for break­
fast and she will save herself much 
time and work when she serves it.

At first thought the varieties of 
fresh fruits may appear limited. 
But with apples, bananas, cranber­
ries, grapes and several varieties of 
citrus fruits on the market, the 
housekeeper has a satisfactory 
choice.

California grapes, well washed 
and chilled, make a delightful des- j 
sert. The large bunches are divided ! 
into single portions for serving.  ̂

A Grapefruit Treat |
Halves of grape fruit thoroughly ' 

chilled and served with a mara- j 
schino cherry and some of the syr- j

Sliced bananas are good served 
with a slight sprinkling of sugar | 
and cream. Either ginger cookies i 
or ginger bread with bananas are j 
an unusually good combination. If i 
the fruit must stand a few min- ' 
utes before serving, a few drops | 
of lemon juice on each slice will 
prevent discoloration.

Apple and onion salad may sound 
Incongruous, but is appetizingly 
piquant. Tart, crisp apples cut in 
dice without peeling, finely shred­
ded onion and minced green pepper 
are served on a bed of lettuce with 
French dressing. Allow one small 
onion and one tablespoon pepper to 
three apples. Red-skinned apples, of 
course, make the most attractive 
salad.

Combinations Are Many 
The combinations of grape fruit 

in salads is almost legion. A plain 
grape fruit and lettuce salad is al­
ways suitable for a dinner salad 
and will be particularly welcome to 
those who are dieting to reduce.

There is an orange and cranber­
ry dessert that is very pretty and 
simple for an informal luncheon.

The ways of baking apples and 
serving them with plain or whipped 
cream are innumerable and all are 
delicious. Slow baking and frequent 
bastings with a heavy syrup prevent 
the fruit from losing its shape dur­
ing the baking and makes for most 
attractive serving.

Orange Ruby
Two large navel oranges, 1 cup 

cranberries, 1 cup sugar, 1 1-2 cups 
boiling water, 1-2 cup whipping 
cream, 2 tablespoons powdered 
sugar, 2 drops vanilla.

Wash berries and cook until ten­
der in boiling water. Mash and add 
sugar. Cook five minutes longer and 
press through a fine sieve. Chill 
thoroughly. Peel oranges, removing 
all the white skin, and divide into 
sections. Free from all connecting 
tissue and cut into small pieces. 
Arrange in sherbet glasses and pour 
the chilled cranberry syrup over 
them. Garnish with cream whipped 
and sweetened and flavored lightly 
with vanilla.

EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the 
first of two articles by Dr. Morris 
Fishbein dealing with the symp­
toms, causes and prevention of 
influenza.

In 1892 a bac':eriologdst named 

Pfeiffer described a germ which he 
thought was the causative organism 
of influenza. At various intervals 
since that time other organisms 
have been described also alleged to 
be causative and the bacteriologists 
continue to debate the question as 
to the exact nature of the influenza 
germ.

Modifications of the Pfeiffer or­
ganism have been described every 
year associated with v a r i o u s  
coughs, colds and similar infections 
of the nose and throat. It is em­
phasized that the various types of 
germ described as Pfeiffer organ­
isms do not constitute in any 
instance a unit, that is to say they 
are not uniform in distribution or 
in the way in which they bring 
about disease.

During the last great epidemic 
of 1918, organisms were recovered 
from thousands of cases all over 
the world, and there is no evi­
dence that uniformity exists even 
in the many types of organism as­
sociated with that epidemic.

In attempts to discover and 
definitely to identify the influenza 
germ, experiments have been made

with human beings who voluntarily 
submitted themselves to inoculation 
with pure cultures of the various 
germs that have been isolated. The 
earliest definite report of successful 
human Inoculation with pure cul­
ture of the Pfeiffer organism is that 
recorded by Dr. D. J. Davis in 
Chicago in 1906.

However, Doctor Davis pointed 
out a t the time that whUe the 
Pfeiffer germ may produce definite 
symptoms on inociilation into hu­
man 2 beings, the symptoms pro­
duced are not those of true in­
fluenza.

Sunspots Which Has Great 
Effect on Ether Are Be­
coming Lesser.

Brussels, Belgium, Dec. 30—(AP) 
—Police authorities, guarding 
against any attempt against the 
lives of the royal family, are taking 
extensive measures to protect the 
royal train which will convey the 
wedding party to Rome next 
Friday evening for the marriage of 
Princess Marie Jose to Crown 
Prince Humbert.

The royal Italian train due on 
Wednesday evening in Brussels 
has eight coaches, and will be en­
tirely in charge of Italian personnel. 
Strict orders have been given not 
to allow anyone on board the 
coaches during their stay here. The 
train will be guarded day and night 
by special detectives.

The Brussels northern station, 
whence the party will entrain, will 
be guarded heavily by police and 
scores of detectives posted along 
the route to the station and along 
the tracks to the Luxembourg 
frontier.

All subways, bridges and cross­
ings will be guarded by military 
gendarmes and police. All known 
Anarchists, Communists and antl- 
Fascists also are being closely 
watched.

Similar measures are stated to 
have been taken on Luxembourg, 
French and Swiss territories.

today by Harlan T. Stetson of Ohio 
Wesleyan University.

Stetson based his prediction on 
what he described a "remarkable 
fulfillment” of a forecast of the ef­
fect of sunspots upon radio that he 
and Dr. Gteenleaf W. Pickard 
"ventured” before the association a 
year ago. This was that there 
would be an increase in the number 
of sunspots this fall interferrlng 
with the broadcast band, that is the 
radio used for programs. That, he 
said, was just what happened this 
fall in October and November.

Now he said he has additional 
evidence that the number of spots 
rises and falls each 15 months, while 
making a big rise and fall each 11 
years, a circle within a circle. The 
big 11 year peak is over.

"Forcastlng on the basis of the 
15 month cycle,” he said, "the year
1930 should show a general decrease 
in the number of sunspots as the 
year waxes, with corresponding in­
crease in radio signal strength In 
the broadcast zone. By the end of

1 1930 and the beginning of 1931 the 
general rise of secondary sunspots 
maxinium should be evident. By
1931 however, it is believed we shall 
be so far from the maximuip 11 
year period that the secondary 
period will have no such effect on 
radio reception as we had in 1928 
and 1929."

Still another hope for better radio 
was explained by Commander Heck 
of the United States coast and geo­
detic survey. This is in the "serious 
consideration being given to a pro­
position to broadcast daily with the 
weather reports,” certain informa­
tion about magnetic conditions to 
aid radio operators and radio trans­
mission studies.

The information concerns for one 
thing the peculiar layer of atmos­
phere many miles aloft that is 
chemically changed by the sun’s 
rays and named the Kennelly- 
Heavislde layer. It is believed to 
reflect radio waves back earthward 
and to account for certain blind 
spots in reception.
