Wooster, O., Jan. 4.—(AP)—Help-
less victims of a speeding train
which cut through the night.and &
blinding sleet storm to crush thelr
bus while they laughed and talked ot
their games, seven youths were dead
and eight other high school boys and
girls were in hospitals today.

The dead boys, all of them be-
tween the ages of 14 to 18 years of
age, were members of the high
school basketball team of Burbank,
near here, They were on their way
home, happy over defeating their old
rivals at Big Prairie another near-
by village when & Pennsylvania rail-

road flyer struck their bus at Al

crossing near Shreve, ten miles
south of here last night,
Girls Injured.

The most seriously injured were
two girls, members of the giria'
team which lost its game.

Joseph Baker, the bus driver, was
overcome and unable to give any co-
herent explanation of what happecr-
ed. . He could not remember wheth-
er he stopped before climbing the
incline to the crossing. The cross-
ing at the hour of the accident—ai-
ter ten o'clock—is protected only
by a bell and flash signal. Coacn
Lenz and those of. the injured who
were able to talk likewice did nol
know what occurred before the
rushing train was upon them. Pena-
sylvania rallroad officlals at Shreve
said apparently Bakeér had not seen
the train coming through the storm
and started across directly in froot
of it.

Taken from Virginia Ceme-
tery to Be Planted in Bish-

“op’s Garden at Capital.

Washington, Jan. 4.—(AP)—Au-
thorities of the National Cathedral
today defended as “‘an act of conser-
vation” their efforts to transplant
into the bishop's garden at the ca-
thedral two ancient Irish yew treas
from the historic Bladford cem-
etery Petersburgh, Virginia, the re-
moval of which has been halted by
City Manager Paul 8. Morton.

Right Reverend James E. Free-
man, the bishop of Washington, im-
mediately on learning of the indig-
nation of Petersburg citizens ovar
the removal of the trees, which are
said to be at least 125 years old, diz-
patched a representative to.confer
with the city manager and the
Petersburgh Garden Club.

Meanwhile, Petersburgh citizeas
are seeking a legal opinion concern-
ing the right of any person to re-
move trees or shrubbery from a
cemetery lot.

Cathedral's Side.

Cathedral authorities in a state-
ment today sald they "were {n-
formed the owner intended to cut
down two beautiful specimens of
yew trees” and that “the purchase
of these twb trees at the suggesticn
of officials of the cemetery associa-
tion, therefore, was considered by
cathedral authorities an act of con-
servation.”

Garden clubs in various parts of
the United States, the statement
said, have sponsored the transplant-
ting of trees to the bishop’s garden,
which stands on the cathedral hill-
side and i{s known as the "“Garden of

Ages."

‘T am therefore asking your com-
mission to make the fullest investi-
gation as to the catuse , of thess
tragedies. Your investigation should
reveal the contributing - causes, in-
cluding protection mesasures at the
railroad crossings, the fitness of the
drivers and the efficiency of equip-
ment. ;

“You are therefore instructed to
make this investigation immediate-
ly and report’to me forthwith. . If
there be evidence of negligence on
the part of those responsible, I re-
quest that you institute proceedings

to bring the guilty to speedy ac-
count."”

Hall, whose first name was not ob-
taiged, probably will be questioned
today.

Wiring All Right.

1f divine Provi-|
dence had intended the outward
fucts concerning the life of Chris!.1
to be at all as important as the|
facts of his inward character, his |
teaching, and his spiritual power we \
shiould have had preserved for us
some means of greater ceriainly re-
garding these secondary things. The
whole circumstance ought to lead
us to see the nccessily in our own
faith, and in our own teaching, of |

dustries which has gone along with
the stock market in the perilous
businesg of inflation. Fortunately
not more than one of them can be
considered other than “luxury” in-
dustries, while the one exception—
the automobile business—can fair-
iy be rated as a necessity industry
up to a certain volume ef produc-
tion, beyond that as much a luxury
pusiness as any.

These industries have been un-
duly stimulated by intensive sell-
ing campaigns. They have created
a demand that was not entirely
pnatural. They have sold to the peo-
ple more of their products than the
people could actually afford to buy.
It is very doubtful indeed whether
this group of industries can con-
tinue to operate longer on the same
scale; it is pretty certain that in
these luxury lines there is going
to be, for a while at least, a slow-
ing down of activity. It is all very
well for the leaders in the automo-
tive industry, for example, to tell
us that they expect asbiga year in
1930 as they had in 1929; but we
all know it is most unlikely that
they will have it. That there will
be many automobiles built and
sold, and many radio sets and

iwars ever did. Every part of the|

many of the mew household appli-
ances, is to be expected; but hard-'
ly that the number will be as large |
as in recent years,

So that if there is for a while
more or less unemployment in the
automobile factories and in those
industries, of which there are
many, that are supplementary to
and dependent on the automotive
and other luxury device industries,
it need cause no great amount bf
surprise. And insofar as any con-
siderable amount of unemployment
must obviously affect the purchas-
ing power of the country as a
whole, a slow-down in the luxury
industries may reasonably be ex-
pected to have a minor degree of
effect on general business.

Very few authorities, however,
believe that the country's indus-
tries and business, on the whole,
are to be badly slowed down dur-
ing the year. But plainly, never-

What we are in for, there
is every reason to believe, is a pe-
riod of reasonable, not frenzied,
industrial and business activity,
with perhaps a small decrease in
the average earnings of industrial
workers for the year, and a little
of feeling the way on the part of
the leaders.

It is not so many years since an-
nouncement of the prevalence of
bubonic plague in a region no fur-
ther removed from the channels of
international communication and
trade than is Tunis would have
brought a chill of apprehension,
even to America. Until relatively
quite recent times the mere name
of this dread disease, which at-

tacks and kills within a few hours,
and against which no protection
was known save precipitate flight
from the infected region, was suf-
ficient to strike terror to human
hearts everywhere.

Recognized for more than two
thousand years and first known in
the very locality where it has now
appeared, the bubonic plague has
swept over the entire Eastern
Hemisphere time and time again,
destroying human life with the
rapidity of fire wiping wout a ripe
wheat field, doing more to diminish
populations, in all probability, than

civilized world save North America
has been devastated at one time
or another by this dread disease,
some parts many times. In the
fourteenth century it harried Eu-
rope from end to end in successive
waves of infection. In Constanti-
nople in one day, on one occasion,
it caused ten thousand deaths. In
London in 1664-5 it destroyed six-
ty-eight thousand out of a popula-
tion of less than half a million,
two-thirds of whom had fled the
city.

With such a frightful history It
is not to be wondered at that, even
within the lifetime of persons still
active, whenever the word came
that somewhere in the East or in
South America the plague was rag-
ing there should be many to de-
mand that the ports be closed and
America wrap herself in the pro-
tection of a stone-wall auarantine.

But it was pot until a few years
ago that the bubonic plague ever
did reach the United States—and
when it did it was stamped out in
a few days and with the loss of
fewer lives than any state now-:
adays sacrifices to a motoring
week-end.

Science, after two thousand
years, had beaten the plague by
tracing the source of transmission.
A disease inherent among rats, it
had been passed along to human;
beings through the agency of fleas.
When that knowledge came the
prophylaxis was obvious; and
though, even yet, there is no known
specific for the plague and treat-
ment of the disease itself is only
partially successful, the ghastly
terror of it has departed; the world
no longer fears the plague with the
old-time fear.

“ALL THE LAWS” ‘

The Middletown Press professes
to be quite shocked by Dr. Nicholas
Murray Butler’'s declaration that
“those who want enforcement of
all laws are fanatics.” We don't for
an instant believe that even the
Press favors the enforcement of all
laws. In fact the principal trouble
with the Butler declaration is its
assumption that there are fanatics
who want to see all laws made ef-|
fective; for our part we don’t be-
lieve there is a8 single fanatic in the
country, any more than & single
normal person, who is anxious tol
obey every law on the statute|
books of his state. He may be fa-
natically anxious for the enforce-
ment of certain laws, but not of all
laws, One of the laws that few
fanatics would care to see en-
forced is the one against slandér,
for it is almost impossible for one
of their flk to express his opinion
of an opponent without actually
rendering himself liable to prose-
cution for defamation of charac-
ter.

We assume that the Press is as
familiar as anybody with the ri-
diculous conglomoration of unre-
pealed and inoperative laws in ex-
istence in Connecticut; if so it
can't very well help being aware
that the enforcement of all of
them, If it were possible, would
cause the evacuation of the state
by its population; that it would put
an end to supportable ‘existence.

It is to be wondered how many
of the good ladies of the W. C. T.
U. living in rural communities, and
desperately anxious for complete
enforcement of prohibition, would
favor enforcement of the Connecti-
cut law under which it would be
entirely possible for a party-line
telephone subscriber to be fined
$500 for listening in when another
number on the wire is called.

It is to be wondered whether the

editor of the Press would be in fa-

vor, on a busy Friday when the‘
printers are straining every mnerve
to get to press on time, of having
the police come in and violently re-
move and lock up every foreman,
makeup man, linotypist and office
devil who breaks the majestic laws
of Connecticut against the use of
profane language.

Of course, nobody on earth
wants to see all laws enforced. Dr.
Butler was absolutely right when
he said that we are all only selec-
tively in favor of law enforcement. |
And we take the liberty of guess-
ing that the Press is selective, too,
along with the rest of us.

Club boys also have averaged
nearly six times as much lint an
acre as the average farmer in cot-

While the Texas cotton yield was
falling to & new low level of 108
pounds of lint to the acre this year,
26 4-H boys averaged 611 pounds at
an average cost of 66 cents a
pound.

Without young Mr. Holland or
someone like him the commitice
wouldn’t get very far. And there
aren't very many like him.

Tom Walsh Trusts Him.

Around here Holland is distia-
guighed as the one man who
knows the inside of the investiga-
tions of Senator Tom Walsh of
Montana. Walsh works alone—-
and how! Holland, workisg for
Walsh, also works alone and
doesn’t encumber himself with as-
sistants. :

Holland, when he was only 24,
got off to a large start when he
became Walsh's investigator (n
the famous Teapot Dome scandals.
He became the only
fn. whom Walsh had any great
confidence. Now they are teaming
up together again. Although men
like Borah, Caraway and Blaine
are  on the lobby committee,
Walsh, the old bulldoggy, match
less inquisitor, has nearly made
this lobby investigation his own
show. . .

The committee has been suc
cessful because Holland has gone
into the private files of the lobby-
ists and their employers and re-
vealed things they didn't want to
be known, After he has given the
main facts to the committee and
sits ready to prompt the inquist-
tors, there isn't’ much for Wwil-
nesses to do but tell the truth.

Holland was born in 1809 and
comes from Butte, Mont. e
graduated from the Montana
School of Mines and came here in
1921 to study law at night while
working as o clerk in Walsh's of-
fice during the day. He passed
the bar all right, but was delayed
a year in finishing his post-grad-
uate work because he had to work
so hard on Teapot Dome.

He went into that after Secre-
tary Albert B. Fall had complied
with the LaFollette resolution
asking him to turn over all the
records on the naval oil leases.
Up to that time Holland had beer
engaged in minor work, princi-
pally checking up points of law
for Walsh. But along came a cart-
load or two of documents from
tHe Interior Department and the
young: man was put to work on
them.

These are the people
who live beyond their incomes and,
besides buying the necessary things
which they can afford to purchase,
these people optimisticaliy run into
debt for luxuries which they have &
slim chance of paying for. They
are essentially honest, but do mnot
know how to figure out a proper
balance between their income and
expenditures. They are constantly
in debt, and because of honesty, and
desire to do the right thing, they
are, forced to worry and fret over
bills they cannot pay. There is no
other thing for these people to do in
order to avoid worry except to get
into the third class I mention, of
those who live within their incomes.

It
is possible to do this if the mother
is willing to make the effort to
teach the child to live strictly ac~
cording to certain health principles.
One with perfect health and a clean
blood stream can resist most infec-
tive and contagious diseases.

Answer: Most people can use only
one to two eggs a4 day with benefit,
but it is possible to use more if the
volks are excluded.

Manchester was born in 1852
near Falkenburg, Sweden. His early
life was spent on his father's farm
tending his father's large herd of
cattle. To young Lindell, the fer-
tile fields of his Swedish homeland
carried but little appeal. His was
a spirit of high adventure; he yearn-
ed for a look at the far away places
beyond the seven seas. America Wds
especially attractive to the young
Swedish farm lad but that great
land was torn with the strife of =2
Civil War. As he performed his
daily farm duties among the catlle
he pictured the day of opportunity
soon to come.

Comes to Manchester.

At the age of 21 he arrived In
Manchester to find but seven other
Swedish people here before him.
These were the families of New-
stroms and Sellers well known i
the town in the early days and in
the following year other Swedish
families joined them. Among these
other arrivals were John Peterson
and Otto Nelson who found work in
the Cheney plant with others of
their race.

The first year in America was a
severe test in the life of August Lin-
dell. He had met his future wife 1n
the Cheney Mills and was torn be-
tween the desire to see the goldet
west and to marry. His adventur-
ous spirit won the day and early
in 1875 Otto Nelson, John Peterson
and August Lindell of South Man-

chester faced the west for their
great adventure.

UGUST LINDELL, 78 years

BUT ONE RAILROAD

HEN the three young Man-
W chester Swedes boarded Lhe
train for Nevada and lhe
.gold mining camps of the Rockies
there was but one ribbon of ste:l
from Chicago to San Francisco, the
Union Pacific R. R.

Mr. Lindell tells an interesting
story of the journey from Chicagy
to Reno over first transcontinenta!
railroad.

“We reached Chicago all right,”
said Mr, Lindell, eager to get :mn
with his interesting story. “But from
Chicago, West ...Oh...Oh... The agod
narrator burst into hearty laughter
at the thought of what was to foi-
low.

No Berths

“The train was nothing but a cocl-
lection of box cars with two old
passenger cars carried on behind
There were no berths, just the old
fashioned red plush seats. The cars
were heated by stoves and no fuel
was supplied. We had to rustle it ap
from the prairie or in the rallroai
yards. Our trip from Chicago tock
13 days—the longest days of my lils,

“We were 50 anxious to get to the
gold flelds and here we were oblig-
ed to wait at every pair of bars
along the right of way to unload
freight. Sometihe we stopped hat
a day in towns where much freight
had to he unloaded. This gave us &
chance to hunt around in the yards
for wood and boards to use, stretch-
ed across the car seats for bunks,
From Omaha, west the country
stretched, unbroken prairie and
desert to the distant Rockies. Day
in day out it was the same sight
with plenty of Indians and Buffals
to be seen each day.

“Peterson had written his uncle
living in Reno ab.ut work and had
received word that there was plenty
to be had either in the mines or the
railroads. We were due for a big
surprise when we pulled into Reno
station 13 days on the immigrant
train with considerably less than one
good meal a day. It was just the
beginning of our troubles.

WERE NOT UNION MEN
SO COULD GET NO JOB

“ HEN we arrived at Reno
W the big rush at Virginia
City was on! We left for
that place sev ral hours after our
arrival with high hopes. We were
disappointed to find a fight on over
the hiring of union labor. We could
get no work as we were not union
men.

The choice and arrangement of

trees on the small country or subur-
ban place are matters deserving of
more attention than they appear in
many cases to' have received. A
limited knowledge of trees, a ran-
dom selection of nursery specimens
and an unwise choice of locations
are sometimes represénted in tree
plantings, Many & tree is not adapt-
ed to its location in character and
effect, or suited ‘to the size of the
place on which it is planted. Even
where, from the purely practical
standpoint, no mistake is made, it is
obvious that an exercise of imagina-
tion may result in charm and dis-
tinction rather than dullness - and
monotony.

Where possible, the native trees
on the place may well form the
nucleus of the planting. There may
be no native trees, however, which
are suitable to retain.

A Winter Sun-Room

\By GLADYS LILY

the invaluable contribution which
the sun makes to health and happi-
ness. The warm light that the sun
gsends down to wus mortals has
great therapeutic value; and cer-
tainly no one can deny its psycho-
logical value as well, Sunshine is
a symbol of happiness and its in-|
fluence on our moods is inestima-
ble. So, for the improvement of
our dispositions, as well as our
digestions, & sun-rcom should be
a part of every home.

The need for sunlight is even
more imperative in winter than in
summer, since most of us spend
quite a lot of time out of doors
when the weather is warm, but it
is in the winter when the days
are shorter and out-of-door activi-
ties are suspended that we need 8
light, bright room in which to live!

Fortunately, sun-rooms are not
necessarily an integral part of a
house plan. They may _be added
to old houses, or may be just glori-
fied glassed-in verandas. For win-
1 they should be heated

ter comfor
adequately, of course, and the
windows and doors should be

weather-stripped.

The sun-room _offers the home
decorator & wonderful opportunity
for using bright pbeautiful colors,
for the furniture and walls in these
rooms are most successful when
painted in Jovely gay colors, qud
the attractive though lnexpenswe'
fabrics on the market now &are |
most appropriate. |

Anotrt’xgr ?eature which has made
the sun-room SO popular is thel
saving in wear and tear on the;
trensured furniture of the more
formal rooms; for where there is
a sun-room the living-room will
not be used mnearly so much. The
sun-room is &lso &an “all yecar”
room. When the warmer weather
comes one has only to fling open
the windows and have an out-door
room, but with the advantage of
more privacy than a veranda offers.

In arranging & sun-room it is
essential to  consider comfort.
Whenever possible, it should have
a fire-place, and the chairs 'and
tables should be placed about it in
convenient groupings for conver-
sation. Since the furniture does
not have to *match” either in style
or finish, one can always bring
into harmony Wwith paint and
cnamel an assortment of odd
pieces which have beeu discarded
to the attic. These pieccs of furni-
ture may be painted different |
colors, or may all be of one shade, !
though the practice of using many
different complementary colors 1is
growing more and more popular.
Enamel makes an excellent sur-
facing material for sun-room furni-
ture since it will stand repeated
washings and much hard wear.

A word is not amiss on the sub-
ject of sun-room floors; their cov-
ering and their treatment. Tile-pat-
terned linoleum is favored by many
and is certainly an attractive way
of covering the sun-room floor. If
given & coat of varnish it will have |
added resistance to wear. An equal-
v decorative floor treatment for
the sun-room is to paint the floor
a shiny black, give it a final coat
of good varnish and then place
<mall scatter rugs where it is felt
they are appropriate.

Curtain materials in this infor-
mal room should be simple and
sheer. If the windows lock out
npon an inspiring view, glass cur-
tains may be omitted entirely and
raly chintz or cretonne used 8&s
draperies. If the vista without the
-yn-room windows is not all that
the heart desires, the windows may
o satisfactorily covered with a
filmy material which will admit
the light but soften the unattrac-
tive view.

Built-in bookcases are & never
ending source of pleasure to the
occupants of a sun-room. They are
so simple to make and are sSo very
accommodating about holding{
books, magazines, tea things, toys,
bric-abrac, writing materials, decks |
of cards, ash trays, pipes, and what |
not, that they are really an indis- |
pensable feature in a room in which
the family spends much time. They
are especially attractive when flank-
ing a fire-place, and the “modern-
istic” or “sky-scraper” type give a
pleasing variation of height as well |
as a number of table surfaces.

If a porch on a house constructed

ABSOLUTE QUIET ESSENTIAL

AFTER ONE UNDERGOES
AN .OPERATION.

One of the most serious things
that can happen to & human being 13
to get an embolus in his blood
stream.

An embolus is some foreign
material, usually solid, that gets
loose in the circulation and trav-
els around until it comes to &
place where the' blood vessel is so
narrow that it -can travel no
further. Then the embolus stops
and the blood is unable to get Dbe-
yond it to feed the tissues whicn
are ordinarily supplied with blood
by.the blood vessel concerned.

When the tissie fails to recelve
blood it dies or becomes S0 weak-
ened that secondary infection sels
in promptly. The resuit is gau-
gerine or abcess, in many In-
stances sufficiently severe to cause
death.

Some of the parts of the body
are fortunately supplied with
blood not only by one blood ves-
sel, but by several. In such cases
the stopping of one blood vessel
may cause & temporary disturb-

at front emphasizing the smlopﬂ,: ance until the other blood vessels

can take up its functions. In other
parts of the body only & single
blood vessel is able to circulate
blood to the part 'and when such
blood vessels are stopped the re-
sult is usually an extremely serl-
ous condition, not infrequently
leading to death,

For instance, stopping of some
of the blood vessels which
the kidneys, the lungs,
and portions of the brain may he
followed promptly by the most
serious type of symptoms.

The things which act as emboii
are usually blood clots. When
a leg is fractured, fat may get inio
a blood vessel or into the bone
and be absorbed into the blood
The fat particle travels about as
an embolus.

If there are encrustations on
the valves of the heart when the
heart is infected with varlous
germs, these encrustations may
break off and circulate through
the blood. Sometimes collections
of germs massed together travel
as an embolus. Sometimes & bloud
| clot developed by a bruise or an
operation may break off a portion
which will pass in the blood.

Even an air bubble may  on oc-
casion circulate through the blood
and if sufficiently strong may
block a blood vessel.

When this situation occurs,
is usually promptly realized Ly
the family that the condition 1s
serious and a physician is called.
In many instances there is little
that can be done besides giving
the human body every possible
opportunity to overcome the seri-
ous situation by putting the pa-
tient at complete rest and aiding
his weakened tissues. In some (u-
stances, a surgical operation is
neceasary for the removal of the
portion that has become gangren-
ous.

The explanation of the mnature
of an embolus will help the unin-
formed to understand why  physi-
cians find it so necessary after
extensive surgical operations to
keep the patient completely at
rest until the blood clots have
been absorbed.

Palo Alto, Cal., Jan. 4. —{AP.)—
| Cpposition to subsidies in any form
for college and university athletes,
