Washington, Jan., 8—(AP)— A
letter read today before the Senate
lobby committee said W. C. D'Arcy,
publicity man of the Coca Cola
Company, “has a personal method
of approach to Hoover and is going
to see that Hoover gets full, but
concise data on the sugar subject.”

The reference was contaiz_:ed in &
letter written by H. H. Pike, Jr.,
Wall street sugar broker, to P. A.
Staples, of Cuba, who is connected
with the central Hershey company.

Pike, who was on the witness
stand, testified his information was
received “from someone” but he
said he had forgotten who it was.

Senator Robinson of Indiana, the
only regular Republican on the
committee, asserted that the letter
indicated D'Arcy has ‘“‘some back
stairs way of getting to” the Presi-

dent.
Robinson Shouts

When Pike said he daid not know
who gave him the information Rob-
inson shouted:

“Then you ought to have kept
quiet. This is the purest kind of
obbying."”
: "I)Zefn tell everything now that 1
knew then,” Pike replied.

Robinson asserted that the refer-
ence was unfair to the President
but Pike said he understood all that
was meant was that D'Arcy either
knew Mr. Hoover or could reach
him through a friend. )

Pike had previously testified that
he was directing a fight against a
higher duty on sugar in the tariif
bill made by the Hershey company
and the Coca Cola Company.

ON FUTURE PLANS

Will Not Talk Politics When
Interviewed by the Re-
porters in Florida.

(AP)—Smiling and waving his hat
at a cheering crowd of several hun-
dred, former President Calvin Coo-
lidge arrived here today aboard a
special train that brought 200 dele-
gates to the annual convention of
the New York Life Insurance Com-
pany.

Mr. Coolidge, who became a dir-
ector of the insurance company
soon after his retirement from the
presidency, posed with Mrs. Coo-
lidge for photographers at the rail-
way station.

Upon reaching his hotel he posed
for sound picture photographers,
meanwhile chiding the camera-men
for delaying his breakfast.

Mr. Coolidge said he had no de-
sire at the present to talk publicly
regarding his plans for the future,
especially as to whether or not he
has any intention of re-entering
politics.

Silent On Politics

Asked if he had any future poli-
tical ambitions, the former presi-
dent said: .

“That is something I do not care
to talk about. If you are going to
ask questions like that I am going
to leave.

| Party Leaders Try to Smooth

Out Differences: Between
Regulars and Independ-
ents—Hoover Keeps Out.

Washington, Jan. 8.—(AP.)—
Seeking a way out of a threatened
public airing of differences between
Senate Republicans, party leaders
today tentatively agreed to the
appointment of Senator La Follette,
of Wisconsin, a member of the
western Independents, to the pow-
erful finance committee.

As the White House was report-
ing that President Hoover was tak-
ing no active part in the last quar-
rel between the Senate Republican
Regulars and the Independents, the
worried Senate leaders seriously
considered Senators La Follette
and Thomas of Idaho for the all-
important finance committee va-
cancy assignments.

Member of “Young Guard”

Thomas is a member of the
“Young Guard" Regulars and La
Follette is a member of the group
which has bolted the Hoover farm
relief and tariff programs.

Another meeting of the Republi-
can committee on committees,
which is working out the new Re-

| publican slate for the Senate, was

called for later today after Chair-
man McNary predicted an early
solution of the problem.

The western Independents, who
are now without representation on
the finance committee, have de-
manded the appointment of La
Follette and have threatened a
floor fight.

Senator Smoot, of Utah, chair-
man cof the finance committee, has
strenuously opposea recognition of
the Independents on the committee
which shapes up the revenue and
tariff legislation.

ASKS LAW CHANGE
‘Would Permit Banks to EX- ALDERMAN STABBED

Withdraw from System
Witheut 6 Months™ Notice

Washington, Jan. 8 —(AP)—Ed-
mund Platt, vice governor of the
Federal Reserve Board, appeared
before the House banking commit-
tee today in support of the McFad-
den bill to authorize the board to
permit withdrawal of any state
bank or trust company from the Re-
serve system without six months
notice, as is required under existing
law,

Explaining that the law originally
was designed to protect the board
from embarrassment through sud-
den withdrawal of large banks,
Platt said the need for it had pass-
ed.

Platt said he would like to see
the Federal Reserve System made

voluntary, so any state or national
bank could join or withdraw at will.

Would Cancel Stock

He also recommended passage of
another bill introduced by Chairman
McFadden to empower the board to
cancel the Federal Reserve bank
stock held by & member bank when
the member has discontinued its
banking operations.

When such a situation arises, he
explained, the member sometimes
retains its identity as a corporation
and continues to draw dividends on
the Federal Reserve stock.

Representative Luce, Republican,
Massachusetts, asked if the bill
would result in termination of such
a bank's charter.

Walter Wyatt, of the Board's
legal staff, replied that it would if
a receiver was appointed for the
bank.

The Massachusetts member then
contended this would give the comp-
troller of the currency the right to
destroy one of the assets of the

member bank which in the case of |

an old established institution might
be of considerable value. In case of
termination of such a charter, he
pointed out, the bank would not
realize any benefits from the good
will attached to its name.

Representative Wingo, Democrat,
Arkansas, suggested the bill be re-
drafted so that it simply would
authorize cancellation of the mem-
ber's Federal Reserve stock, and not
impair the value of its assets in the
form of name and good will.

At the suggestion of Representa-
tive Beedy, Reépublican, Maine, the
measure was referred back to the
Reserve Board for Revision.

Rome, Jan., 8. — (AP)—Sweet-
hearts since

the King and Queen of the Bel-
gians, were married in the historic
Pauline chapel of the Quirinal pal-
ace today at one of the most pic-
turesque ceremonies in years.
While all Rome thrilled to the
royal romance, Cardinal Maffi,
Archbishop of Pisa, performed the
ceremony in the historic chapel
which was thronged by one of the
most brilliant assemblages seen at
any European court since the war.

Within a few hours the prince and
his bride made a call upon Pope
Pius in the Vatican, and received
from him the apostolic benediction.
In addition, the Pontiff presented
the prince with a beautiful tapestry
and the future queen of Italy with
a golden rosary.

So great was the crush of happy
spectators in the streets of Rome
that the prince and princess were
late for their call upon the Pontiff
and the princess apologized to the
Pope for coming to see him dressed
as she had been for the marriage
since she had not had time to
change.

The Pontiff reassured her and
said he was glad to see her looking
so charming in her nuptial attire.
He imparted upon both a special
apostolic blessing and wished them
all happiness for themselves, their
families and their ° beloved coun-
tries.

Amidst all the splendor and pag-
eantry of the wedding, one honored
old custom that is observed at Itai-
ian private weddings also was ob-
served at today’s nuptial—the dis-
tribution to the guests of little
white-coated candies. Red liveried
gervants stood on the staircase with
immense canisters of the candies
and gave a scoopful to each gu=st
after the ceremony. The candies
are supposed to have the same hap-
py effect as the American custorm
of distributing the y7edding cake.

Prince Marie Jose, with her fath-
er King Albert at her right, was th2
first of the royal party to enter the
chapel, after which entered King
Victor Emmanuel with Queen Eliza-
beth of Belgim. Then came Prince
Humbert with his mother, Queen
Helena,

After the wedding Princess Marie
Jose with Prince, Humbert at her
right, was the first “2 leave followed
by King Victor Emmanuel with the
Queen of the Belgians, and King
Albert and Queen Helena. The wed-
ding procession passed first through
an ante-room filled with palace
servants and then into the great
hall of the royal guard where were
the Roman aristocracy, the diplo-
matic secretaries of attaches and
their wives numbering about &
thousand. This hall communicates
with the chapel and the ceremony
could be seen through an open door.

Premier Mussolini was in ths
wedding procession and during the
ceremony took a position to the
right of the altar with Marshal
Petain of France and the Italian
military chiefs, The royal party was
at the left of the altar.

The prince and princess rounded
up the day's ceremony by placing
a wreath on the Tomb of the Uu-
known Soldier in the center of the
Victor Emmanuel monument in the
Piazza Venezia.

They were met at the foot of the
monument by the minister of war
and Prince Boncompagni Ludovisi,
governor of Rome, and the repre-
sentatives of all arms of the service.
After a brief moment of prayer, the
couple returned to the Quirinal
cheered lustily by & big crowd which
was held back by soldiers and po-
lice.

The ledge 1is so
formed that the veins slant down-
ward at such & sharp angle that
anchoring of the ledge presents a
pear impossibility. The blast that
first dislodged the rock was set
off some twenty or thirty yards
away.

A week following the first blast
on October 14, another blast filled
the gorge with masses of rock
forcing a suspension of traffic for
some time. Three blasts were then
| set off to dislodge hanging masses
or rock that every now and then

cut.

At this time the Highway De-
lpartment was confident that this
| series of blasts would permanent-
ly bring to an end the situation at
the Notch. For the past two months
| the department's prediction has
proved to be correct wuntil this
morning when the rock began to
slide without assistance ‘from aony
dynamite blast.

Washington, Jan, 8 —(AP)—The
Treasury mail sack is bulging now-
adays with letters on prohibition—
suggestions for improvement in en-
forcement,

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LUTHERAN CHURCH
15 FORGING AHEAD

Report Shows Big Increase
In Membership and in
Valuation of Its Property.

Harrisburg, Pa., Jan. 8—(AP)—
Secular influence on the church, and
pastoral, congregational and synod-
ical efficiency were under discussion
today at the conference of synod
presidents of the United Lutheran
Church in America.

Reports presented thus far have
<hown material increases in the
membership and financial strength
of the denomination. Statistics
compiled by Dr. E. B. Burgess,
president of the Pittsburgh synod,
and Dr. E. Clarence Miller, of Phila-
delphia, and covering the periods of
1921-28, show that no other seven-
year period has approached it.

Features of Report

Among the salient features of the
report were:

Increase in baptized membership
from 1,147,007 to 1,370,183; con-
firmed membership increase of from
801,250 to 949,188; increase in com-
muning membership, from 597,768
to 676,839; property valuation, from
$683,103,649 to $114,446,734; bene-
ficence, from $3,341,792 to $4,932,-
265 and total contributions, from
$13,708,195 to $22,983.765.

The conference, called by Dr.
Frederick H. Knubel, of New York,
president of the United Lutheran
church, is being attended by presi-
dents of the church's 35 synods in
the United States and Canada.
Much of the work being done is pre-
paratory to the annual general con-
ference which will be held in Mil-
waukee in October.

FORD PRODUCTION
INCREASES 138 P. .

Detroit. Jan. 8.—The Ford Motor
Company today authorized the fol-
lowing statement: “World produc-
tion of Ford cars and trucks for
1929 was 1,051,002, This is an in-
crease of 1,132,358, or 138 per cent
over 1928.

“Of the 1929 production, 1,709,945
cars and trucks were produced in
the United States, 87,796 by the
Ford Motor Company of Canada,
Limited, and 153,351 in other for-
eign plants.

“The 1928 production of the Model
A car, which was announced in De-
cember 1927, did not get into full
swing until late in the year. On the
other hand, production was curtail-
ed in November and December 1929
to permit changes in plant equip-
ment for the manufacture of the
new Ford body types."”

PARK PROJECT WINS|

GENERAL APPROVAL

Proposed Development of
Center Springs Seems to

a rehearsal, notice the change from
Thursday to Friday evening at 7:30

Have Won Much Support.

The proposed Center Springs
Park development as outlined in a
comprehensive report given by
Thomas S. Desmond, landscape
architect of Simsbury, Conn., with
acompanying sketch of the propos-
ed improvements, has met with al-
most unanimous approval in all sec-
tions of Manchester. Consideration
of such a project, embodying as it
does so many desirable features well
within the needs of Manchester peJ-
ple, is looked upon by the majority
of citizens, esperially the young
people, as the biggest project to be
advanced in town in recenl years.

This fact has been borne out by
the expressions of all classes using
the Center pond for skating. This
body of outdoor sport enthusiasts,
pot all in their early youth, frank-
ly admit that the town is providing
well for the healthful exercise of its
young people in building and main-
tain the fine large skating rink cen-
tralized for its citizens. The fact
that on Sunday nearly 3,000 people
availed themselves of this excellent
form of outdoor exercise and amuse-
ment shows the interest being mani-
fested:in all branches of the propos-
ed Center Park improvements, of
which skating is now a major item.

The initial improvement, in con-
nection with these plans, according
to many frank expressions of repre-
sentative citizens, is the dredging
and purification of the Center pond
suitable for bathing. This would
enable the town to maintaln a build-
ing at some point along the shore of
the pond within which could be op-
erated locker and « rest rooms and
other public conveniences suitable
for all year use. The small build-
ing used at the present time by
Frank Wallett caretaker and skat-
ing instructor who also has th2
concession for the lunch counter, is
inadequate for the crowds of people
that use the skating surface on
week nights and Sunday afternoons.
Undoubtedly the town will en-
large this temporary structure dur-
ing the summer to take care of the
increasing patronage.

The deepening of the pond while
involving considerable expense
would in turn be the greatest single
improvement in the park as the
sludge and dirt removed from the
bottom could be used as retaining
walls, filling in low spots where
mosquitoes breed and in the con-
struction of walks and flower beds,
as a preliminary step toward larger
and more extensive developments to
follow.

No great stretch of the imagina-
tion is needed to vision the now nn-
sightly pond containing some two
acres covered of a summer’'s eve-
ning with canoes and boats while
nearby, swimmers of all ages, sport
in a natural, pure swimming pool
while the music of a band floats.to
them from across the water. With
this first improvement accomplish-
ed the consequent acclaim of an in-
terested and satisfied populace

TRAINING A CHILD TO
EAT VEGETABLES

The re-training of a child who
wants to nibble on the desserts of
life and let the plain foods go by is
not by any means a patb of roses.
Undernourished children get into
the habit of eating all-day suckers,
cookies, pastries and other appetite
destroyers and as a resul: they are
often thin and scrawny, have poor
teeth and large tonsils and really
suffer in the end for their faulty
way of helping themselves.

The wise mother realizes that a
temporary crying spell is far less
harmful than a permanently thin
child. If the child really creates &
scene and refuses to eat the
nourishing food, then harden your
heart and remove him until he is
hungry enough to eat properly.

Children often do not like vege-
tables because they are prepared in
a tasteless, sloppy form. Often raw
carrots and turnips will be relished
but when cooked they are refused.

In preparing food for the table the
mother should avoid monotony in
preparing it, but try to invent little
surprises to improve its appearance
and flavor. Remember that inven-
tion is the necessity of the mother.

Sometimes children can be taught
to eat disliked vegetables by adding
themt to other foods or preparing
them so that the flavor or appear-
ance is altered. By experimenting
with different ways of preparing
these it is often possible to aveid
many of the little unpleasant argu-
ments which arise at the dinner
table,

It is often & good plan to praise
the child for eating the right foods
rather than to scold him for eating
the bad ones, since it seems to be a
part of human nature to desire
things which are forbidden. Do not
neglect to plle on the praise when
a child is trying to please, and con-
tinue to praise him each time he
succeeds in doing right until he has
formed a habit of doing so.

Our modern phychologists are
pointing out that success in a big
way is nothing more than success
in lots of little things.  Why not
give your child the training in these
little habits that are going to yleld
him praise in the outside world?
The child is at his happiest and
| most pleasing self when he feels he

is putting himself over with you—
the center of his universe. If cry-
ing doesn’t do it, then he will speed-
ily take some other method that
does. )

Unspoiled children are a delight
in the home, and it is certainly
worth the effort and time required
to learn the proper technique for
child training.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

(Always Cold)

Question:—R, W. asks: “Can you
téll me why, although I eat plenty
of fruits and vegetables and get
quite a bit of exercise, I am al-
ways abnormally cold?”

Answer: It is also necessary for
you to use a reasonable amount of
| proteins besides the fruits and vege-
| thbles. Also, take from ten to twen-
ty minutes of calisthenic exercise
each day besides any exercise that
you do in your work. Your trouble
must be caused either from a poor
circulation, or from an absence of
the proper nourishment in your diet.

(Chewing Gum)

Question:—L. D. asks: “Is it
harmful to chew chewing gum?
Does it interfere with or help diges-
tion of food? Does chewing it be-
tween meals interfere with the di-
gestion of the following meal?, I
would like to know if there is any
harmful after-effect to one that
chews gum two or three hours at a
time."

Answer: Chewing gum is bene-
ficial to the gums, increasing the
circulation of the blood through
these parts. Those who are troubled
with excessive gas will sometimes
notice that they have more gas
when chewing gum. This is due to
the swallowing of the saliva which

l

contains an alkaline called ptyalin.
This makes carbon dioxide gas as
it comes in contact with the stom-
ach acid. This difficulty can be
avoided if the saliva is not swal-
lowed.

(Fasting for Abscess)
Question:—H. H. writes: "My
trouble is an abscess near the liver
and I wish to take a week's fast.
Will you please tell me what pro-
portion of orange juice to use' to
two quarts of water a day?”
Answer: The amount of orange
or other fruit juice required depends
entirely upon the case, but it is
usually all right to use as much
as two quarts a day of the fruit
juice in addition to an equal amount
of water.

Several things must be taken into
consideration in making our selec-
tions at this writing. One is that
we have had no accustom ourselves
to having players burst into song
for no reason whatever, & liberty
which has been taken c¢a the legiti-
mate stage for many years. Other
radical changes have been made in
film production methods, changes
which have resulted in an entirely
new form of film entertainment.

The picture's finesse also proves
that Lubitsch still stands as movi-
ana's master director.

In that
film Colman attained the rank of
Hollywood's finest talking picture
actor, and nobody else has yet
equaled his performance.

Hints On How To Keep Well
by World Famed Authority
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INJECTIONS INTO THE
HEART ARE BOTH
RISKY AND, INEFFECTIVE

Again and again itemc appear to
the effect that a person who has

been killed by drowning, by ghock,
or by various other methods has

been restored to life by injection di-
rectly into the heart of adrenalin
or some other powerful remedy.

In a protest against such heroic
measures, The Journal of the Ameri-
can Medical Association calls atten-
tion to the fact that such injections
are seldom 4f ever of any use, be-
cause they can actually accomplish
little or nothing in the heart. If
the death was real, of course, no
harm Has been done to the patient
by injecting something into his
heart. Revival follows not because
of the treatment, but in spite of it

There is, moreover, grave danger
of causing hemorrhage around the
heart or infection by such methods.
When these methods are used they
are sensational and therefore re-
ceive great publicity.

The heart, like every other tissue
in the body, receives its nourish-
ment and gets the effects of reme-
dies through the blood that is
brought to the heart by its own
blood vessels. These blood vessels
supply the tissues with oxygen, sug-
ar and the other materials neces-
sary for the functioning of the
muscle. It is therefore much better
to get the remedies through to the
heart by putting them into the cir-
culation than by trying to inject
them directly into the heart muscle.

When a person has become uncon-

scious and fails to breathe, the one
method of immediate importance is
artificial respiration. This i{s best
accomplished by what {s known as
the prone pressure method, stand-
ing over the body of the patient
and forcing his respiration by al-
ternately raising and lowering the
body and by pressure on the region
of the diaphragm. This method is
now taught in every Red Cross cen-
ter and first aid station.
{ At the same time. the patient
must be kept warm. His breathing
may be stimulated by the inhaling
of a mixture of carbon diovide and
oxygen. There are special inhala-
tion devices available for this pur-
pose.

BOARD WILL NOT AID
INDUSTRIAL FARMERS

Washington, Jan. 8—(AP)— In-
dividual farmers cannot deal direct-
ly with the Federal Farm Board,
but they are eligible for any bene-
fits through the Agricultural Mar-
keting Act, if they belong to a com-
modity cooperative which qualifies
under the Capper-Volstead Act of
1922.

The board in a letter made public
today to land grant colleges, ex-
tension service directors, agricultur-
al educators and state departments
of agriculture answered the ques-
tion frequently asked by both farm-
ers and cooperates as to what must
be done to get assistance from the
farm board.

A cooperative to comply to the
provisions of the Capper-Volstead
Act, the board said, must not pay
dividends on stock or membership
capital in, excess of eight percent
annually; the association must not
deal in the products of non-members
in a greater degree than those of
members and no member of the as-
sociation is allewed more than one
vote because of the amount of stock
or membership capital he may own.

The board also asserted that
members of the cooperative must
be composed of persons engaged in
the production of agricultural pro-
ducts and that the association must
be operated for the mutual benefit
of members.
