EJECT DISTURBERS
DURING SERVICES

Three Men Scoff at Pastor
of Greek Church and Oth-
ers Throw Them Out.

Terryville, Conn., Jan. 20.—(AP)
—Internal strife in St. Michael's
Greek Catholic church here took
another turn yesterday when three
members of the insurgent group
which has been making trouble for
over a year, were bodily ejected
from the church during services.

The trio, Alex Kreniki, H. Dudik
and J. Klomkowski attended serv-
ices yesterday morning with ap-
parently no holier thoughts in their
minds than to scoff at the
pastor Rev. A. J. Bertnatsky,
when he appeared in the sanc-
tuary. N¢ soomer had they
sterted a disturbance, however,
ihan they were seized by loy-
al members of the congregation,
who carried them to the vestibule
and threw them bodily down the
church steps.

. Not Badly Hurt

The unceremonious ejection con-
siderably bruised the already ruf-
fled feelings of the trio but left
them bodily unharmed.

The cause of the turmoil in
which the parish has been for more
than a year lies in the fact that the
pastor is in charge of the church
trust fund, a circumstance to which
several of the parishioners strenu-
ously object. Led by Kreniki, they
have appealed to the bishop of the
Greek Catholic diocese, to have
Rev. Bertnatsky removed and &
committee of trustees of the church
placed in charge of the fund, but
the bishop has allied himself with
the pastor and has refused to ac-
cede to the demands of the malcon-
tents. The majority of the parish-
joners is also in sympathy with
Rev. Bertnatsky.

From time to time members of
the insurgent faction particularly
Kreniki, have appeared in the local
court on charges of breach of the
peace, but they still insist in their
demands.

To Take the Rap

and Schrager have agreed to take
the rap and they invented the story
of the “two other men” to divert
suspicion from Schrager's brother
and Slade, Brophy is said to have
been on the point of coming through
with the whole story on several oc-
casions during the grilling but at
the last moment kept mum. Finally
he asked for five minutes to confer
with Schrager and that granted, he
is alleged to have confessed to firing
the mortal shot.

| Should the House decline to ap-
propriate for either the White
House or the Supreme Court the
Chief Executive and the highest
judicial tribunal would cease to
fun-tion, he said in explaining the
great basic power of the House.

The Senate, he continued, has lost
much of its power formerly exer-
cised through amendments to
 revenue and appropriation measures
due to the creation of the Budget
Burcau and the handling of all ap-
propriation measures by the House
' appropriations committee.

Budget Bureau’s Work

“Since the Budget Bursau was
created,” he added, “the essential
provisions of all appropriation bills
passed by the House have been re-
tained by the Senate while many
have been appreved without amend-
ment of consequence.

“In addition, study of the major
legislation enacted in recent years
shows that the House controlled
the principal features, and the Sen-
ate yielded time and again.

“It would appear that the House
not only controls the finances of the
National Treasury but has been in
late years the dominant factor in
our legislative branch of govern-
ment."”

“With the Senate yielding time
and again to the House on major
legislation,” Longworth concluded
laughingly, “it appears to me the
people of the country would begin
to call the House the ‘Upper Branch'
and the Senate and ‘Lower Branch,’'

Prime Minister MacDonald was
the first of the chief delegates to ar-
rive at the palace and had an audi-
ence with His Majesty before the
general reception.

When &ll had assembled, the dele-
gates filed into the throne room
where the prime minister introduc-
ed to the King the chief delegates

The King, who was in morning
dress, shook hands cordially with
the delegates and expressed the
hope that the conference delibera~
tions would be crowned with suc-
cess.

The American delegates, with
Secretary Stimson and Ambassador
Dawes riding in the first car, were
the last to arrive.

“The dedication of the Bushnell
Memorial Hall in the week past has
turned the attention of many thou-
sands of American citizens to the
life of the man of whom that me-

morial will be a continuing remind-
er.

Religious Belief

“It was quite natural, then, that
with a father and mother who had
a religion that was deep and true
on the one hand, and reasonable on
the other, Bushnell by his inborn
genius should have created a life
and a creed that left tracitional out-
worn doctrines behind, probed new
depths of devotion and rose to new
heights of reasonable faith and pur-
pose. He had a kind of instinct for
questioning anything that was sup-
posed to be accepted because it had
been accepted by the forefathers. In
his young manhood this tendency
jed him away from the warm
hearted religion of his early home.

Memorial Park
A memorial in a sense no less

fitting, named for him even before |

his death, is that park in the cen-
ter of Hartford, crowned at its
peak by the beautiful capitol of the
state of Connecticut. To Charles R.
Brown, who delivered the dedica-
tory address for the new memorial,
that park was the symbol of the
man. ‘When I came to this city for
the first time,’ he said, ‘many
years ago, 1 stood yonder at the en-
trance of that wide open Space.
You said it that summer with
flowers. There it was, spelled out in
letters of beauty before my eyes,
‘Bushnell Park. I had never seen
him—I was only a boy of thirteen
on an Jowa farm when he went to
his reward. But when I stool there,
I was a young divinity student,
groping my Wway toward a more
valid faith, and I had come to
know him through his books. When
1 saw that name, I took off my hat
and stood there under the open sky,
thanking God for the help he had
brought my life and to the life of
this city and to the Kingdom of
God at large.'

“The park was the child of Bush-
nell's vision. Early in his stay in
Hartford he saw the vision, and
then for years he planned and
svorked and enthused others toward
making it real.

Impressions of Nature _

“It was a very natural pursuit
for one who had come 10 appreciate
and love Nature to try to beautify
his city with a haven of trees and
flowers and shrubs and rolling
greens. In New Preston in western
Connecticut where he lived as & boy
iz described as “a tumble of ihills,
broken by occasional peaks higher
than the rest, one of which is now
known as Mount Bushnell, & wind-
ing lake, brooks rushing down from
wooded crests through wild ravines,
precipitous heights, dense forests,
broad undulating stretches of field
and pasture.” Not all are open to
the influence of Nature. How f
tunate that he was! For, &s The
dore Munger truly says, “His deep-
est impressions did not come from
books nor from contact with men,
but from nature, and nothing was
quite real to him until it had been
submitted to its tests.”

“T would not for a moment dis-
count the importance of books in
the rearing of a child. But there
are two things which ar . of greater
importance. One is the surround-
ings, the things which he sees and
hears and with which he must com=
mune. The other is the things
which he does with his own hands
and with his own mind. -Hard work
as a boy prepared Bushnell for hard
work as & man. With his father he
worked both on the farm and in the

business of carding wool and dress- |

jng cloth by machinery. He him-
self says, “Indeed there is nothing
in these early days that T remember
Wwith more zest than that I did the
full work of a man for at least five
years before the manly age; this
too, under no eight-hour law of
protective delicacy, but—in a ser-
vice of from thirteen to fourteen
hours.”
Training
“0Of course the most
element of all in preparing the
young man for the work of the
great preacher and thinker was his
religious training. And chiefest in
this was the training of his home.
His brother describes it in this way:
“He was born in a household where
_-religion was no occasional -and
nominal thing, no irksome restraint
nor unwelcome visitor, but a con-
stant atmosphere, & commanding
but genial presence. In our father
it was characterized by eminent
evenness, fairness, and conscien-
tiousness in our mother it was felt
as an intense life of love, utterly
unselfish and untiring in its devo-
tion, yet thoughtful, sagacious, and
wise, always stimulating and en-
nobling, and in special crisis leaping
sut in tender and almost awful fire.
I ever there was a child of Chris-
tian nurture, he was one;—and if
ever & man was true to the funda-
mental principles and the customs
which prevailed in his early home,
éven to his latest years, he was.”
Bushnell himself says of his mother:
“Thus praying earnestly for and
with her children, she was discreet
eénough never to make it unpleasant
to them by too great frequency.”
- “While the religion of his home
was very devout, it was also very
sensible. His parents entered
heartily into the life of the church,
but it was rather hard for them to
put up with some of the doctrines
of the church of that day, doctrines
like the belief that human nature
is totally depraved, and the belief
that all persons are predestined to
be either saved or damned, are
headed for either heaven or hell by
fore-written divine decree. And
there were others who protested.

The teachers as well as
groups of the students had their
prayer meetings of devotion and
life renewal, but Bushnell and his
pupils, who fairly worshipped him,
stood apart, cold and indifferent.
| Here was the thing that touched
and furned him. His students were

last he said to one of his fellow
teachers: ‘I must get out of this
woe., Here am I what I am, and
these young men hanging to me in
their indifference amidst this uni-
versal earnestness on every
So he went into the daily prayer
meetings with his fellow teachers,
and one day coming in he threw
himself into a chair and cried, half
desperately, half laughingly: “O
men! what shall I do with these
arrant doubts I have been nursing
for years? When the preacher
touches the Trinity and when logic
shatters it all to pieces, I am all at
the four winds. But I am glad I
heve a heart as well as a head. My
heart wants the Father: my heart
wants the Son; my heart wants the
Holy Ghost—and one just as much
as the other. My heart says the
Bible has a Trinity for me, and I
mean to hold by my heart,”
His Surrender

“What a difficult thing for this
young teacher with his pride of in-
tellect to step down before his wor-
shipping students and humbly yield
to the longings of his heart! Yet it
was his feeling of responsibility for
them that made him do it, and they
knew it, and admired him all the
more for it. And who can tell the
permanent effect in the lives of
those young men by the unselfish
surrender of their hero to the re-
ligion of the heart.

Bushnell regarded this as
most important crisis in his life.
Later he preached a sermon in
which he gave an account of his ex-
perience. He concluded it- with
these six points:

“Be never afraid of doubt.

“Be afraid of all sophistries, and
tricks, and strifes of —argument.

“Have it a fixed principle, also,
that getting into any scornful way
is fatal.

“Never settle upon anything as
true hecause it is safer to hold it
than not.

“Have it as a law never to put
force on the mind, or try to make
it believe.

“Never be in a hurry to believe;
never try to conquer doubts against
time."”

The natural thing for him to do,
when he had thus made peace with
his own heart and with God, and
had found the joy of his new re-
ligion, was to enter the school of
theology and study %r the ministry.
He did so, and two years later he
received a call to become the pastor
of the North Congregational Church
in Hartford. That was the day of
long pastorates. In that one parish
and city he spent his life of minis-
try.

Sane Thinker

"And his life reached deeply into
the life of the people and widely
into the life of the country at large.
The fearlessness and originality and
saneness of his thinking and speak-
ing and writing may be imagined
from the words of one, Washington
Gladden, who himself later became
one of the great preachers of the
country.

His Power.

“The power of Horace Bushnell
(was in a sense his own. But in an-
other and deeper sense it was a
derived power, taken from Him who
has been the source of strength of
all the Christian preachers of power
that I have ever heard anything
about, Bushell preached Christ,
and Him crucified. “The world is
changed,” he said, “and {8 no
more the same since Jesus left it.
The air i{s charged with heavenly
' odors, and & kind of celestial con-
sciousness, a sense of other worlds,
is wafted on us in its breath . .
Look ye hither, meantime, all ye
blinded and fallen of mankind, =2
better nature is among you, & pure
heart, out of some. pure world, Is
come into your prison, and walks it
with you—in Him dawns & hope,—
purity has not come into our world,
except to purify. Behold the Lamb
of God, that taketh away the sins of
the world!

“Indeed his life is the story of a
soul in its journey to God. Six
years before his death while staying
for a little while on the shores of
Lake Waramaug he wrote a letter
to his wife which showed how near
he was to God: “I have had some de-
lightful times and passages since I
came here such as I never had be-
fore. I never so saw God, never
had Him come so broadly, clearly
out . . . O my God! what a fact to
possess and know that He is! . . .
The question has not been whether
T could somehow get nearer, but as
if He had come out himself just
near enough, and left me nothing
but to stand still and see the salva-
tion: no excitement, no stress, but
an amazing beatific tranquility. h
never thought I could possess God
so completely.” y

“Horace Bushnell died ‘as he had
lived. Still his humor was a charac-
teristic strain in his conversation.
Still his faith was serene and strong
and buoyant. Of the fourteenth
and fifteenth chapters of St. John
| he said: “What'a soft and sweet un-
folding of all highest things.” His
family was about him. ‘“The Lord be
with you,” be said,—“and in grace—
and peace—and love—and that is
the way I have come along home.”

Washington—The world is so full
of instruments fcr the preservation
of peace that you might think no
no one would consider war a real

danger any more. But the naval
haggling about to begin in London
will demonstrate that a great num-
ber of treaties, conventions and
covenants have only partially miti-
gated the old psychology among na-
tions. .

Elaborate machinery to take th
place of war, such as the League ©
Nations, the Hague and World
Courts and other arbitral or con-
ciliatory bodies, have been re-en-
forced by treaties designed to
strengthen peace psychologically,
the outstanding example of which
is the Kellogg treaty of recent his-
tory.

Have Divergent Effects

The principal. difference between
the effect of the league and of the
treaty in preventing war is that the
league authorizes unitive action
against aggressive nations violat-
ing its covenant, whereas the Kel-
logg pact, through which nations
renounced war as an instrument of
national policy, has value only as it
is binding psychologically and mor-
ally.

* Here is a bird's-eye view of the
major peace instruments as they
affect the chances of war:

The league covenant recognizes
the desirability £ lowering arma-
ments to the lowest possible point!
consistent with national safety and |
of the enforcement by common ac-
tion of international obligations.
Under ArticleX members are guar-
anteed against aggression and
undertake to protest against ex-
ternal aggression the territorial in-
dependence of all members. The
league council is to decide what
contributions of force should be
made by other members against one
considered to have committed an |
act of war.

The World Court, whose protocols |
were recently signed by this coun-
try and probably will be ratified
by the Senate, sits as a judicial
body in purely international dis-
putes. Its strongest feature is an
optional clause through which na-!
tions agree to accept its decisions
as compulsory once they have sub-
mitted disputes to it. Forty-two na-
tions have accepted that clause, in-
cluding England, France, Germany

THE EYELIDS

The gkin of the upper . eyelid is
thinner than the.skin of the rest of
the face, and for this reason is fre-
quently affected by inflammation.
In young children the: skin may be

| so delicate as to seem almost trans-

parent. The eyelids present two
surfaces open to attacks of disease,
the -outside surface and the inner
surface, which is against the eye-
ball.
Possibly the most familiar affec-
tion troubling ‘the eyelids is sties
which are in reality small boils. The
most painful period of the sty is
during the swelling process while
the hard lump is raising. This
the eyelid to be
sore, irritated and sometimes swol-
len. By applying warm poultices or

to the eye the sty is en-
couraged to break open so that the
pus may drain out more readily. As
soon as the pus has discharged, the
condition subsides quickly as a rule.
If you are frequently trou with
sties you probably have a onstitu-
tional weakness as well, and I sug-
gest that you send for my special
article on this subject.

Granulated eyelids or trachoma is
an inflammation of the delicate
membrane lining the interior of the
eyelid next to the eyeball. The
patient will first complain of a
grating feeling in the eye as of
sand. Then the whole lid may be-
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&come very red and the inner lining
inflamed and painful. A secretion
of mucus takes place which has a
tendency to dry along the edges
of the lid, forming white scales or
erusts. When the patient awakens,
the eyes will sometimes be glued to-
gether. The lids as well the eyes
are angry and swollen. A cool com-
press placed lightly over the eye
will give a great deal of relief. The
catarrhal form is very mild and oc-
curs during a cold. In the granu-
lated form there are small eleva-
tions on the inside of the eyelids. I
have also a special article on in-
flammation of the eyes, which deals
with these subjects, and I will be
glad to mall it to you if you desire.

A swelling of the eyelids may fol-
low stings from bees, hormets or
wasps, and can be relieved by the
application of cold cloths,

Burns may cause the eyelids to
grow together or to grow to the
eyeball. Usnally, surgical methods
are required when this occurs.

be removed by a surgeon, but cold
compresses applied over the eyelids
for several hours each day or at
night will tend to prevent their re-
currence. It is almost advisable to
overcome any tendency towards
systemic acidosis which' frequently
is present in these cases.

Mild herpes or fever sores may
attack the lids as the result of wind,
sunburn or other irritatiops. A red

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spot occurs, and burns and resem-
bles a blister. At first the fluid is
watery and later may turn into pus.
A scab follows, covering the sore
which “heals underneath in a week
or so, and the scab falls off, leaving
a red spot, usually without compli-
cations.

They will sit'down at
the disarmament conference table
on January 21 to limit or to reduce,
or both, the fleets burdening their
tax-payers.

“don.

er disarmament by sea is possible
or desirable without disarmament
by land and air as well.

National Problems.

The questions of practice chiefly
cover particular national problems
and particular classes of ships, and
are in some cases overlapping.

The Americans have washed their
hands of National problems, but it
remains to be seen whether they
can finally keep them out of the
conference.

The British and the Japanese
have pressing problems in the Pa-
cific, ranging all the way from -the
Singapore base to Australian immi-
gration to spheres of jufluence and
commercial supremacy in China;
and there have lately been hints
from Tokyo and caustiously word-
ed denials from London that these
problems were proving thorny. Such
problems affect American interests
in the Orient.

France vs. Italy.

France and Italy are disputing
about naval parity, which France is
ready to concede Italy in the Medi-
teranean itself but refuses to accept
for the whole world. A pact of non-
aggression for the Mediterranean
has been discussed, but so far fruit-
lessly. Great Britain,” whose trade
routes to the east lie here, and
Spain, who was not invited to the
conference, have a definite interest
in such a pact.

Lastly there is the attenuated, but
still substantial, threat of Anglo-
American rivalry, on the high seas,
in commercial zones and in interna-
tional finance.

These questions of principle and
of national interest stand first
among the dangers confronting the
conference because it is from them
that the practical naval problens
draw their signifance.

Three categories of ships and one
particular ship all by herself pre-
sent the difficulties in the latter.
They are battleships, cruisers, and
submarines, and, flying her pennant
high above most of them, the 10,-
000-ton German cruiser “Ersatz
Preussen,” new in design and re-
ported to be powerful enough o

stand up to fight with any one|

dreadnought and fast enough to run
away from several.

Cur Claims.

In general, the United States
wants battleships and big cruisers,
Great Britain more and lighter
cruisers, and France submarines;
and such conflicting interests may
entangle the diplomats. Italy wants/
light ships, and Japan, among other|
undefined desires, submarines.

The naval conference, whatever it
achieves, has won a place in history
by its magnitude, the disregard of
diplomatic precedent in its summon-
ing, and the earnestness with which
the chief deleates conceived it and
set it on its way.

Affairs in the world elsewhere
were completely overshadowed this
week by the coming conference.

BiG TESTING MACHINE

New York, Jan. 20.—(AP)—A
machine, described as the largest in
the world, for testing the strength
of building materials is to be in-
stalled in the engineering labor-
atories of Columbia University.

EXACTLY 5,000 "PHONES
IN THE EXCHANGE HERE

—_

ln.crease of‘ 314 During Last
Year Is Reported—Hartford
Leads State. -

With a net increase of 314 tele-
phones in the Manchester. exchange
during 1929 ‘the new year opened
with 5,000 telephones in - service

here.

The heavy increase locally is typi-
cal of what took place in all other
parts of the state so far as tele-
phone development is concerned and
since the record of telephone pro-
gress ‘is, in a general way, a record
of a community's progress, it is fair
to assume that 1929 was a good one
businesswise in all sections of the
state. :

At the beginning of the year, the
Southern New England company’s

system was operating 320,713 tele- |

phones, a net gain of 20,783 for-the
year and close to the high record
for any one year in the history of
the business and better, by about
2,250 than the officials of the com-
pany estimated would be the de-
velopment for the past year.

For operating purposes the sys-
tem is divided into four districts,
New Haven, Hartford, New London
and Bridgeport with 18 exchanges
each in the New Haven and Hart-
ford Districts, 16 in the New Lon-
don District and 17 in the Bridge-
port Distriet.

The number of telephones in serv-
ice ~t the beginning of the year and
the net increase in each district dur-
ing the year 1929 just closed follow:
New Haven District in service 109,-
146; net increase 6,281. Hartford
District in service 101,085; net gain
6,458. PBridgeport District in serv-
ice 76,489; net gain 6,347. New
London Distric{ in service 33,993;
net gain 1,697." An interesting fact
in connection with the net gain in
telephones is that Bridgeport had
the second largest increase during
the year. Hartford led with an in-
crease of 3,358, Bridgeport fol-
lowed with a net gain of 3,008, while
New Haven ranked third with 2,858
added to its total of telephones.

It was estimated that approxi-
mately 500 persons abandoned their
homes because of breaks in the
Dunklin county levee late Saturday.
The machinery of the Red Cross
already has been put in motion to
care for the refugees who made
their way over frozen roads to
nearby highlands.

170,000 Acres Flooded.

The area inundated in Dunklin
county was estimated by the red
cross at 20,000 acres. In Mississippi
county, Arkansas, the combined wa-
ter from the Big Lake and St
Francis river gaps is expected to
spread over 150,000 or more acres.
In Greene county the overflowed
ares was estimated at 9,000 acres.

Tt Memphis the peak of the
Mississippi river is expected to pass
at a stage of 34.8 feet. Flood stage
is 35 feet. No levee trouble is anti-
cipated along the Mississippi.

Nearly all fears, explains Dr.
John B. Watson, are caused by as-
sociation of ideas. We learn to
fear a thing because we associate
it with something else we have al-
ways been afraid of. For instance,
the wind howls about the house,
doors bang, shutters rattle. The
child will be afraid of wind be-
cause he associates it with noise
and noise is one of the elemental
fears. The same is true of light-
ning. The flash al ne would not
scare him, but associated with
thunder he learns to fear both.

Two children went to sleep
every night unafraid, in a pitch
black room. One night a heavy
They screamed
after that when left in the dark.
He left the bedroom door into the
lighted hall wide open the first
night. The next night the bright
space was reduced. Each night
the door was closed a little more
and finally closed altogether. The
children had gradually lost their
newly aroused fear and after that
went to sleep in confidence.

A young child was suddenly
afraid of an animal on account of
a loud, sharp noise beside him as
he touched its furry coat. After
that, he would never touch any-
thing furry again.

By ,giving him things he liked
to eat at meal time, with a rabbit
in view across the room which
each meal was brought a little
closer, until at last he was willing
to touch it, he gradually lost his
fear of all animals again.

Talk all we like about that big
word ‘behaviorism,” why should
we nurse prejudice when it is so
constructively helpful ?

Our children all have their own
peculiar fears. They may not be
afraid of dogs, or wind, or water.
But I believe we can successfully
apply the same principles of ‘“un-
making” fears by inverse treat-
ment if we stop to think out
causes and then proceed to undo
the harm, just as Dr. Watson did.

But if the abdomen has accumu-
lated any degree -of fat, various |
kinds of abdominal ‘exercises are
needed to entirely eliminate this.

Today I suggest one that is dif-
ficult to do, must be practiced sev-
eral times before one can do it
well, and yet, if done properly,
will be exceptionally successful in
its aim.

It is an exercise that eliminates
fat by rocking the body on the
floor. y

Do it in the following manner:

1. Stretch out on the floor, face
downward.

2. Keep the legs stretched out
straight and raise the body up as|
far from the floor as possible by
resting weight on the hands. It
will hurt your back at first, but
gradually t-y to raise up until
your arms are stretched out their
full length in support.

3. Then bend elbows, letting
body down, at the same time,
raising up your legs, both together,
trying ‘to get them as far off the
floor as possible.

4, When these two motions are
co-ordinated, it gives ome a rock-
ing movement that is not only ex-
cellent for rolling off the fat, but
one that limbers up the backbone
and puts litheness into the waist-
line.

It-has been reported that 19 per
cerit of a large number of children
from three to six years of age were
flatfooted. Among the causes of flal
feet in children the experts include
muscle weaknesses, improper shoes,
disease, overweight and congenital
malformations.. Until recent years
little attention was paid to flat feel
among children unless the deformity
was so obvious or the pain so great
that the matter came prominently
to the attention of the parents.

Dr. H. C. Schunn recently ex-
amined two hundred newborn in-
fants and found 29 per cent of them
suffering from flat feet. The most
marked signs were either turning
inward of the heel or outward of
the foot and a tendency to toe in or
walk pigeon-toed. If flat feet are
very pronounced, the child may
stand with his toes turned outward.
The inner border of the soles is
seen in walking and the outer bor- |
der of the heels. i

Children with flat feet tire easily,
complain of pain after short walks
and want to be carried. The feet
of small children
pressed into shoes. The child should |
not be forced to walk too soon mor |
should it be taken for long walks |
without oppertunity to rest.

NEW ROAD JOBS

Hartford-Middletown Steven-|
son Dam and Nerwich-Put-
nam Highways in 22 Miles
Of Paving.

Twelve new highway projects call-
ing for the construction or recon-
struction of approximately 22 miles '
of Conmnecticut
building of* one new bridge were an- |
pounced today by Highway Commis- |
sioner John A. Macdonald. The
dozen projects were submitted to
contractors for bhid on Tuesday,
January 28. They comprise a large
part of Connecticut's 1930 road
building program.

The major projects in this group
will take place upon Route No. 10
running between Hartford and Mid-
dletown on the west side of the Con-
pecticut River. Near the Hartford
end in Wethersfield will be built
about four and three quarters miles
of reinforced concrete pavement on
the Wethersfield-Rocky Hill cut-off.
The pavement will be laid on an en-
tirely new location. At Cromwell on
the same route, the department will-
build slightly more than one and
one half miles of waterbound maca-
dam pavement, & job that will re-
quire special grading work.

"Other large projects included in
the group will be the construction
of about five and one third miles of
waterbound macadam on the road
r.nning on the east side of the
Housatonic' River from Derby
through Seymour and Oxford to the
Stevenson Dam; and the laying of
three and three quarters miles of
reinforced concrete pavement on the
