BODY OF EIELSON
NOT YET LOCATED

Two Fliers Start Off from
Alaska to Where Wreck-
ed Airplane Was Found.

Teller, Alas'--, Jan, 28.—(AP)—
The Far North today awaited re-
ports from the searching party near
North Cape, Siberia, which has been
digging into the ice and snow about
the wreckage of Carlben Eielson's
plane expecting to find the body of
the noted Arctic aviator and his
companion, Earl Borland.

Meanwhile two other fliers who
for weeks have been awaiting an
opportunity to join in the hunt for]
the long missing birdmen were at
last on their way to North Cape.
The two, Pat Reid and Ed Young,
Canadian pilots, took their two
powerful planes into the air here
yesterday for a 400 mile flight to the
Siberian coast where the Eielson-
Borland plane was found.

Alfred Lomen, director of the
search for Eielson and Borland, after
receiving a report of the discovery
of the wrecked plane expressed the
opinion that the bodies of Efelaoa
and Borland would be found there.

The searching party, composed of
four men was taken to the scene
Sunday by Joe Crosson and Harold
Gillam, American filers who located
the wreck Sunday. Since Crosson
and Gillam operated from the trad-
ing ship Nanuk, frozen in the ice
near North Cape, reports from the
searching party were expected from
that source.

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‘TINYMITES’ AND ‘LITTLE JOE’
MOURN AS ‘KNICK’ PASSES ON

Noted Artist Will Be Buried
at Auburn, Washington.

Cleveland, Jan. 28.—Irving 8.
Knickerbocker, known as “Knick”
to thousands,of newspaper readers
through his comic drawings and
sketches, which appeared daily in
newspapers throughout the coun-
try, is dead as the result of in-
juries received in an automobile
accident here.

Knpickerbocker, who at 32 had
established himself as one of the
leading comic artists in the coun-
try, was killed when the automobile
in which he was riding was struck
by another car.

With a group of friends, Knick-
erbocker was on his way home
from a dance. The force of the col-
lision drove the car in which he was
riding into a telephone pole, and
Knickerbocker died of a fractured
skull and punctured lung.

Funeral services will be held at
Auburn, Wash., the home of Knick-
erbocker's parents.

Three feature drawings gained
“Knick"” a wide following. These
were “The Tinymites,” an imagina-
tive daily story for children by
Hal Cochran with illustrations by
“Knick'"; “Dizzy Dugsan, & popu-
Jar sports feature, and “Little
Joe," & humorous daily sketch of
general appeal. In addition,
“Kpick"” drew illustrations for
feature stories on the mews and
sporis pages.

Knickerbocker was born in Au-
burn, Wash, and roved over the
country in search of adventure
while he was still in his 'teens. He
worked on a farm, in a lumber
camp and on a railroad, enlisted in
the army the day the United States
entered the World War, and served
in France with the A. E. F. After
the war he spent some time as 2
sailor on an ocean liner, and then
came ashore and studied art.

His knack of putting humor into
his drawings quickly gained him

recognition, and NEA Service, an
organization supplying more than
700 daily newspaper§ with feature
stories and pictures, secured his
services,

He is survived by his father and
mother, & brother and two sisters,
all of whom live in Auburn.

MEDICAL HISTORY

OF CHINA, QUEER

Modern Doctor Describes
- 0dd Superstitions Con-
cerning Illness by Natives

/. Shanghai, China, — (AP)—Des-
c¥ibing queer superstitions and be-
lief that made the medical history
of Chinia 2,000 years ago one of
incantations and witcheraft, some
of which still survive, Dr. K. M.
Wong, widely known Chinese physi-
cian, is confident that China will
soon be educated up to the stand-
ards of western civilization.

Two thousand years ago the
Chinese believed that malaria fever
was caused by three devils. One
stood by and poured & bucket of
water on the victim to give him
chills, The second carried a stove
to cause fevers while the third
trotted along with 2 hammer to pro-
duce a headache.

By the same reasoning, neuralgia
was caused by a devil with an 1ron
brand which, at his whim, he placed
on any part of the body, causing
the victim terrible agony. A pain
in the abdomen was the work of a
house god who did nothing but go
around and make people sick.

There was only one efficacious
way to subdue the wrath of this
varied assortment of imps and that
was hy spells, incantations and
charms.

Either Killed or Cured »

“Tt usually took sometime to ap-
pease a devil, Doctor Wong said,
“put in the end, one either got well
or died.” .

Dr. Wong goes on to explain that
this period of superstition in Chin-
ese medical history passed on to
make for a brighter era, which al-
though productive of primitive
cures, was far from effective.

New Philosophy

“In the next period, a new phil-
osphy of disease began to spread,”
Dr. Wong declares. “Sheng Nung,
a mythological creature with the
head of an ox and the body of &
man is supposed to have experi-
mented with herbs for medical pur-
poses. It is related that daily he
consumed hundreds of poisonous
plants in order to test his theories
and extract the medicine in which
he so firmly believed. .

“During the same period, Huang
Ti formed his famous diagnosis of
the pulse. He believed that any ill-
ness, mental or physical, internal or
external, could be detected, diag-
ndsed and cured by the pulse and its
manipulation.

The Chow dynasty, which follow-
ed this period, achieved a great
deal in ridding China of many of 1.3
ald superstitions, according to Dr.
Wong, and thereby opened & new
era of development in Oriental
medicine.

GREAT BRITAIN JOINS
WORLD COURT NATIONS

London, Jan., 28.—(AP)—Great
Britain {oday subordinated itself to
compulsory jurisdiction of the per-
manent court of international jus-
tice known as the World Court, and
was pledged to accep summons be-
fore that tribunal at the behest of
any other national member. .

ASKS NEW HAMPSHIRE
TO REDUCE EXPENSES

Concord, N. H., Jen. 27.—(AP) -~
The state tax commission today
called upon ecvery municipality in
the state to hold down expenses.

Pointing out that 104 towns re-
duced disbursements by $533,055 in
1929, the commission said that in
some cases the economy was attrib-
utable to careful budgeting but
many others it was, no doubt, “due
to the sensible realization that the
town was spending too much and it
was time to call a halt”

For a quarter of a century up to
and including 1927, the commission
said, “there was a steady, rapid ip-
crease in the cost of government in
New Hampshire, state, county and
municipal.

“This amounted to an average in-
crease of 18 per cent. a year. The
greater part was due to increasas
in municipal expenditures. During
the same period the assessed valua-
tion of property increased at an ay-
erage rate of 12 per cent. a year.

“"Generally, assessments are up fo
full value and cannot be moved up
at present. In some localities re-
ductions may be necessary. Further-
more, there are few developments in
sight that indicate substantial in-
creases in themear future.”

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ONLY ABSTAINERS

The possibility that United
States Marshal for Connecticut
Jacob D. Walter may be denied re-
appointment because he isnot a dry
is interesting. Mr. Walter's reap-
pointment is being held up on ac-
count of a protest written more
than eight years ago by a Wethers-
field minister.

Attorney General Mitchell bhas
expressed the belief that federal of-
ficials who have anything whatever
to do with enforcing the prohibition
laws should never drink. Presumab-
ly he is going to endeavor to make
total abstinence from liquor a re-
quirement that must be met by all
United States district attorneys,
commissioners, marshals, etc., who
come under the control of the De-
partment of Justice. Mr. Mitchell
is a personal dry himself and his
theory that only those who them-
selves abstain can be expected to be
in full sympathy with the law is =&
natural one for him to hold; and
we are not at all sure that he isn't
right.

The Eighteenth amendment 0
the Constitution of the United
States in no way affects the theo-
retical right of the citizen to drink
what he likes any more than it af-
fects his right to eat what he
likes. It prohibits the manufacture,
sale, {ransportation, exportation
and importation of intoxicating lig-
uors, It does not even remotely
touch cn the consumption of such
liquors. Not, that is, in theory. It
does not limit or attempt to limit
the right of the individual to con-
sume intoxicants which he may le-

“ gally have in his possession—as,
for example, the well-to-do drink-
ers who hefore the law became ef-
fective laid in a supply to last a
lifetime.

Yet we find, and not at all illogi-
cally, that the right of a United
States marshal or district attorney
or judge to take a drink of his own
pre-war liquor in his own home 13
actuelly prohibited by the working
if not by the wording of the Eigh-
teenth amendment. Total absti-
nence is thus imposed by the con-
stitutional change. Total abstinence
is also imposed by the con-
stitutional change on other olasses
hundreds of times more numerous
than the small one affected by this
Mitchell determination. It is im-
posed on the average drinker by
the indirect process of denying him
legal access to intoxicants,

All this is perhaps too obvious
for such extended recital. But we
have always been impressed, and
are now increasingly so, by the fact
of the inherent dishonesty of the
form of the prohibitory amend-
ment. That document would have
been infinitely more worthy of the
respect which Mr. Mitchell demands
for it if it had frankly and in so
many words included the wuse or
consumption of intoxicating liquors
and had placed every swallower ot
a glass of home brew or hard cider
in open and direct defiance of the
Constitution.

But of course, had the amend-
ment been so drawn it never in the
world would have been ratified.
This its promoters knew and it
was so framed by them that they
could still pretend that no attempt
was being made to abridge the in-
alienable right of the citizen to con-
trol his own habits of life so long
as those habits did not infringe on
the rights of his fellows.

Mr. Mitchell's position demanding
teetotalism of officials is merely a
rather illuminating illustration of
the tyrannies inherent in the
Eighteenth amendment. We have
no quarrel with his attitude. We be-
lieve, indeed, that he is quite right
—that if we are to have enforce-
ment it must be at the hands of
tealots whose zeal borders on or
reaches fanaticism. For in the
Eighteenth amendment we did, ac-
tually, put into the constitution not
tone prohibition of mafifacture

and sale but of the use of liquor,
though we pretended that we didn't.

If we are to have enforcement let
us have it—beginning with the en-
forcers and going all the way
through. That is the way to get
this fanatical thing out of the Con-
stitution.

STARTING SOMETHING
During the World War the Unit-
ed States government seized a
great deal of enemy-owned prop-
erty in this country. Among these
enemy assefs was a large number
of patents owned by Germans and
constituting the basis of the world
wide German dye monopoly. Anoth-
er German owned asset was the
Bosch Magneto Company with a
factory at Springfield. This too
was seized. ’

When the seized German patents
were sold they were purchased by
an organization created, if we re-
member rightly, for the purpose
of taking them over. This was the
Chemical Foundation. Its purpose
was the distribution of the Ger-
man dye patents among American
chemical and textile concerns. The
president of the Foundation was
Francis P. Garvin, a New York
lawyer, who had been alien proper-
ty custodian.

Later the Foundation was vi-
ciously attacked as a graft, oper-
ated for the profit of Mr. Garvin
and his associates. The Foundation
and its personnel proved that it
was not a commercial organization
but a service body and that it did‘
not profiteer in the German patentsl
but employed them in the interest |
of the dying and textile industries.
More recently representatives of
the German Bosch concern brought
suit against Garvin alleging that
he had brought about the sale of
the Magneto Company’s plant for
far less than its true value. This
suit was dismissed the other day.

Now there has been given to the
public an affidavit made by Mr.
Garvin in which he reviews much
of the activities of the German
owners of seized properties herel
during and after the war, and|
makes highly sensational charges
against a number of very promi-
nent persons whom he accuses of
having worked for and with the
Germans both during and after the
war in matters connected with the
dye monopoly. Most conspicuous of
all these is Senator George Moses
of New Hampshire.

Garvin offered exhibits which he
claimed proved that Moses work-
ed with representatives of the Ger-
man dye trust to keep down tariffs
on their products and that during
the Harding administration he aid-|

ed since discredited officials to uﬁet

government agencies to assist the |
German interests, Such names as'
those of former Attorney-General
Daughterty, Gaston B. Means, ths;
spy, Jess Smith, John T. King,'
Colonel Thomas Felder and others'
of that ilk figure
charges as helpers in the German
attempt to destroy the American
dye business, and they are linked
with other names like those ot]
Otto Kahn and Senator King of
Utah, who are charged with still
continuing to fight for low dye
duties in the interest of the Ger-
man chemical cartel.

What makes all this of more im-
portance is the fact that Garvin
stands very high with the chemical
world in the United States, He re-
ceived the medal of the American
Institute of Chemistry last May
and in September was given the
Priestly medal “as the greatest lay
patron of chemistry in the country.”

The publication of the affidavit,
which had never been given out be-
fore, is likely to start something
which, before it is disposed of, may
shatter some established reputa-
tions.

THAT LIBRARY TRUST

It isn’t easy to see any reason
why the Ninth School District, at
its meeting this evening, should not
accept the proposal of Cheney
Brothers to close up that concern's
so-called obligation to the district
in the library matter by creating a
trust fund of fifty thousand dol-
lars in lieu of further contributions
to the support of the South Man-
chester library. This ‘obligation”
was, in the first place, entirely self
imposed. It has always been and
now is entirely what for want of
a better term is called a "“moral”
obligation. Whatever method Che-
ney Brothers hit upon for its final
discharge ought to be entirely satis-
factory to the district, it would
seem to us.

However, the suggestion may not
be altogether out of order that it
might prove better, at some future
time, if the terms of the trust to be
created were made sufficiently
elastic so that they would not, per-
haps a number of years hence,
block or make difficult the con-
solidation of the public library fa-
cilities of the community.

We can imagine no public func-
tion that lends itself in less degree
to splitting up into fragments than
library establishment and mainten-
ance. A library is one of the few
things in the world whose value to
& community increases in an in-

creasing ratio as It grows in size.
The very large city that has more
than one public library is a rarity,
for that reason; though there may
be numerous branches of the baaicl
establishment.

While conditions at present do
not seem to point toward any early
centering of the public library ef-
fort of this town on a single insti-
tution, there is no telling when
some project in that direction might
arise. In which case it might help
considerably if the Cheney library
trust had been so drawn that it
could be made available for a cen-
tral town library.

But I d, feel rested and |
get up refrecied after that much
sleep. Why do some people require
so much more sleep than others?”

Answer:—You should by all means
sleep ten hours a night if it takes
this time for you to get thoroughly
rested. At the same time, search to
discover why you require so much
sleep. Perhaps you are toxic from a
general condition of autointoxica-
tion. Maybe you eat too much and
get too tired digesting food which
you do not reed. It might be that
you work too many hours and thus
create fatigue poisons. Try exercis-
ing your muscles more, work less
with your brain, and eat less food,
and what food you do use, take in
proper combinations.

(Chlorinated Water)

Question:—J. G. asks: “Does the
continued use of chlorinated hard
water for drinking purposes tend to
harden the arteries? Also, is it in-
jurious to the eyes?”

Answer: Health authorities all
over the country have studied care-
fully the effect upon the body of
chlorinated water, both as to its use
internally and externally. The
amount of minerals put into the
water to chlorinate it is carefully
estimated with an idea of avoiding
any dange: to the body. The only
water which is supposed to be
chigrinated is that which has an ex-
cess of bacteria or organic life which
might be injurious to the human
system. Therefore, chlorinated water
should be better than the same
water which has not been treated. If
you wish absclut=ly pure water you
must use water which has been dis-
tilled.

them to attend in person.

There i{s a new aspect to the old
question: “Why shouldn't farmers
with long whiskers ever butter their
green corn?" That's what the Fed-
eral Farm Board would like to
know., A whole lot of farmers, In-
stead of eating their own butter,
are consuming oleomargarine, nut
margarine and other substitutes
costing a third to a half as much
as butter. That's the reason why
the Farm Board has publicly urged
farmers to use their own butter and
other dairy products in approving
and issuing resolutions of the Dairy
Advisory Commodity Committee.

Butter is selling below cost of
production and the board holds that
farmers themselves are partly re-
sponsible because of their willing-
ness to accept substitutes. By using
their own products, it says, they
could improve the price. Other fac-
tors in the depression are a com-
paratively open fall resulting in
more than the usual amount of
milk and a somewhat decreased
consumption of butter generally.

Bane of Agriculture

“If we are to make agriculture
profitable we gmust not only produce |
at lowest possible cost, but must:

mand,” he said. “Blind production
for an unknown demand is now the
bane of agriculture. Competiﬁve!
selling by six million

a great advantage. The challenge of |
the new decade is to act collectively |
to overcome this situation. [

“Agriculture's leadership has for- |
mulated and secured the enactment‘
of the agricultural marketing act
which established the Federal Farm
Board backed by half a billion dol-
lars of public money and clothed
with reaching powers in applying
collective thinking to that great
problem of the new decade—the
problem of modern cooperative mer-
chandising of crops and livestock.

Must Plan Production

_ But all this will break down un-
less each farmer intelligently plans
his production,” the secretary con-
tinued. “The individual farmer owes
a duty to himself to make his ef-
forts profitable and a duty to his
fellow farmer to help make agricul-
ture profitable. We cannot do this
if farmers work against each other.
We can do it if we work with each
other.”

BARBER SHOP AND
BEAUTY PARLOR OFTEN
IN HANDS OF QUACKS

According to the data collected
for 1928 by the Department of Com-
merce, American men and women
spend about $2,000,000,000 per year
on cosmetics, perfumes and toilet
articles.

It is. reported that there are
41000 beauty hops and 80,000
barber shops in the United States,
with about 170,000 women beauty
operators and 250,000 barbers. Most
of the states have already passed
laws regulating the operating of
barber shops and beauty shops,
since it is recognized that the hy-
gienic conditions in such places may
be important in relationship to the
spreading of disease.

Furthermore, like the poorly
educated doctor, the beauty shop
operator and the barber not in-
frequently attempt medical and
surgical procedures, for which they
are in no way qualified. The squeez-
ing of blackheads and the opening
of pimples are on the border line of
medical practice. The cutting out of
ingrown hairs and the removal of
superfluous hair may get into me-
dical practice.

The treatment of diseases of
the ski and of the scalp is cer-
tainly not within the province of
the beauty shop operator or the
barber, since the skin and the hair
are merely parts of the human
body and such conditions are not

¢infrequently treated hternluy.' a1

well as externally.

_ In a consideration of cosmetics
in Hygeia, Dr. Herman Goodman
emphasizes some of the common
fallacies and beliefs of people re-
garding the skin. In the first .
place, face creams do not grow
hair on the face. Soap and water
are the simplest methods of keep-
ing the skin clean and healthful,
Creams are to be used when the
skin is oily. Shaving does not make
the hair grow.

The safest way to remove su-
perfluous hair iS by means of the
electric needle. Many of the com-
merctif.l hal;iirh removers contain
caustics which may damage the
skin seriously. Splitting of the
hair at the ends is due merely to
the fact that the hair has grown

* as far as the. cells from which
it grows can provide life. Bald-
itews IS not infrequently heredi-
tary and cannot be controlled in
such cases by any of the current
methods of treatment.

These are simply answers to a
few of the common -conceptions.

PLANNING THE FLOWER
GARDEN

BY FURMAN LLOYD MULFORD

Bureau of Plant Industry, U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture

The flower garden must be well
planned long before it can be plant-

T tullation. of another ‘gasoline |ed if it is to develop satisfactorily
ale ! at the proper season. Snow on the

ground or in the air serves the more

to emphasize the beauties of the
prospective garden.

An ideal garden location is in a
partially enclosed area near the liv-
ing rooms of the house, where its
beauties may be seen and enjoyed
frequently. It should be pertially
enclosed to give it privacy and also
to separate it from those parts of
the grounds used for other pur-
poses.

Plants for the flower garden are
chiefly annuals, perennials, roses and
bulbs. The annuals give bloom
through the middie of the summer
in greater profusion than the other
plants mentioned; the early flower-
ing perennials and some of the fall
planted bulbs give the
spring flowers, whereas the late
flowering perennials give most of
the fall bloom.

A small garden, especially on
level land, is usually” best when it
is designed formally, that is with
the features, on each side of an axis,
of equal interest—balanced as it is
called—or the parts on each side
may duplicate one another, or be
symmetrical. For ease of working
it is desirable that the beds be not
over five feet in width. As & cen-
tral feature, a turf penal is often
effective, while either wide or nar-
row turf walks can frequently be in-
corporated to advantage. Gravel and
brick walks also may be used effec-
tively.

Low plants should be used near-
est the walks and taller ones toward
the center of the beds and especial-
ly near the outside of the garden.
The plan should be developed hav-
ing in mind the general effect of the
garden as well as that of each bed.

Flowers the first season will be
obtained from annuals grown from
seed, or from perennial plants that
are purchased and planted in the
spring. Both plants and seeds of
hardy annuals will stand slight
freezing, half-hardy annuals will
stand frosts, while the tops of ten-
der plants will not stand frost, al-
though the seeds of some of them
may be sown in the open ground
before all danger of frost is past.

Drake began his sea life at an|
carly age by engaging in coastal
trade. After a few years at this he
grasped an adventuresome opportu-
nity by serving under Hawkins in
an expedition against the Span-
jards. The English were defeated
and young Drake vowed revenge.

It was not many years later that
Drake captured Nombre de Dios, &
wealthy town on the -Isthmus,
seized a Spanish galleon in the har-
bor of Cartagena and burned Porto
Bello.

Many such predatory expeditions
occupied Drake until he decided to
explore the unknown Pacific. When
he finally returned to Plymouth in
late September, 1580, laden with
treasure and spices, he had circled
the globe. Kor this achievement
he was knighted by Queen Eliza-
beth.

On the arrival of the Spanish Ar-
mada, Drake was serving under
Lord Howard. It is said that Drake
prevented Howard from putting to
sea until they had finished their
game * of bowls, saying, “There's
plenty of time to win the game and
thrash the Spaniards, too.”

ENVOYS’ SPOKESMAN
IS MORROW'S ROLE

Trenton, N. J,, Jan. 28.—(AP)—
Mayor Douglas G. Thomson, Engle-
wood, believes it is possible Dwight
W. Morrow, ambassador to Mexico,
may enter the United States Senate
immediately upon his return from
the London naval conference, to be-
come spokesman for the administra-
tion's .disarmament program.

President Hoover might request
Morrow to enter the Senate to direct
translation of the administration's
program into legislation, Thomson,
the ambassador’'s campaign mana-
ger, stated. For this reason he be-
lieved Morrow might abandon his
expected return to Mexico City t»
conclude his diplomatic duties.

Discugs Subject

Mayor Thomson and Daniel E.
Pomeroy, Republican National Com-
mitteeman from New Jersey, yester-
day discussed the possibility the
President would make such a re-
quest. When Sengtor David Baird,
Jr., was named to the Senate he ex-
pressed willingness to relinquish the
seat at anytime Morrow was pre-
pared to assume it.

Party managers believed imme-
diate entrance by the ambassador
upon his Senatorial duties would
materially aid his campaign for the
Republican nomination at the June
primary.

Thomson stated preliminary cam-
paign work in Morrow’'s behalf was
already under way.
