DORAN DECLAR
BIG LEAK CLOSED

Dry Commissioner Says Only
Three Per Cent of Alcohol

Is Diverted Now.

Washington, Feb. 5.—(AP)—An-
swering recent charges of wide di-
version of denatured alcohol to
bootleg channels, Prohibition com-
missioner Doran today said diver-
sion last year did not amount 1o
more than three per cent of the 10-
tal production.

Senator Borah and others in Con-
gressional circles have asserted re-
cently the diversion of alcohol for
illegal purposes was a major prohi-
bition problem.

Leaks Closed.

Doran made no mention of the
attacks, but he said agents of the
Prohibition Bureau in co-operation
with United States attorneys, have
been investigating the situation for
the last seven or eight months and
have “practieally closed this leak."”

He added that “appropriate court
action may follow" as a result of
the inquiry.

The comniissioner said 52,405,000
callons of completely denatured al-
cohol were produced last year, most
of which was used principally as an
anti-freeze solution for automobiles.

Doran gave the production of
specially denatured alcohol as 54.-
350,000 gallons. He gave a list of 117
firms, which he described as un-
doubtedly reputable, who used 44,-
000.000 gallons but added that con-
cerns in New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania whose permits were revoked
by prohibition administrators, only
have them restored by district
courts. used 735.000 gallons. He did
not name the New Jersey and Penn-
sylvania firms.

Principal Problem

The commissioner said tha princi-
pal diversion problem centered in
lacquer, thinners, solvents and low
grade toilet waters but asserted di-
version from this source was not
one fourth of what it was three
years ago.

“In the intervening period the in-

dependent denaturing plant has been '

practically put out of business,”
Doran said, *“hundreds of permits
have been revoked, very
ones have been issua2d and hundreds
of formulas have been strengthen-
cd.”

Hints At Legal Action

Iie added that legal action might
be taken as a result of the long n-
quiry made into the situation in
these industries.

OLD “BLANKET” MONEY
" DISAPPEARS RAPIDLY

| Estimate Less Than 20 Per
Cent Is Now in Circulation
Through Town.

; The new vest pocket bills bave
chased the old 'blanket’ greenbacks
| over the horizon bere in Manchester

| morning. It was just seven months
|ago that the new bills came out.
| Now that they have supplanted the
'big greembacks, the appearance of
| the latter have almost become an
oddity in Manchester pay envelopes
or “ ks

» payday the various plants
17 1 pay the workers with the
ne size currency, and the only
| chance that the old billg have to re-
| main in circulation is to get shunt-
| ed to the rural districts away from
‘ the terminating grasp of the banks.
| The Home Bank and Trust Co. re-
‘ported this morning that less than
20 percent of the old bills remained
in local circulation. Once in awhile
‘a person will ask for the old size
bills, preferring them to the new
issue, but these requests are infre-
quent. The Manchester Trust Co.
| reports a steadily diminishing sup-
| ply of the old money. Both banks
lreport that the new money does not
have the lasting qualities of the old
due to its smaller size.

| Every day in the money depart-
ment of the Federal Reserve Bank
in Boston, $1,000,000 in old bills
are cut up and the total amount
that has been retired is not known,
although it is supposed to be enor-
| mous. The Federal Reserve has a
| one way pocket for the old bills.
| They come in but they never go out
'again. A clever method is used to
dispose of them. The old bills
eventually find their way to a huge
macerator, a machine which chews
them up to a pulp again. But the
most important work in done before
that.

When the day’'s collection of old
bills is complete in the Federal
bank they are fed through a cutter,
which slices each bill neatly in two
parts, upper and lower. The upper
halves are mailed one day; the low-
er halves the next. By this method
any thieves who might happen to
steal today’'s uppers in transit will
be foiled, for the lower halves will
journey to Washington on the mor-
row. The thief would have to rob
the mail twice, on two successive
days, to get any whole bills. The
Federal Reserve Bank will get
credit for the whole bill if the other
package of bills arrive. A simple
plan but effective.

Although the old bills have pretty
much passed from daily use, they
are not all extinct and will not be
for over half a century, according
to those whose duty it is to handle
the old moneys of other years.
Many of the old Civil War bills are
still coming in for retirement
especially from the rural districts
of Northern New England.

The new hill, being smaller, is
wearing out faster than the old and
consequently many of the new vest
pocket bills have already gone the
way of the old. The new bills have
heen treated to 2 formaldehyde
bath, a process which is intended to
render them impervious to moisture,

The
examinations will be graded prior

| to March 1, the approximate date

on which appointments will be
made.

Enumerators for the greater part
of the Hartford District will receive
four cents for each name listed,
with five cents to be paid for each
name in the more sparsely settled
sections of the county. Enumeration
of farms will pay from 30 to 40
cents each.

Five districts have veen establish-
ed in Connecticut, Hartford being
the largest with 244 enumeration
districts: the Fourth Census Dis-
trict, will have 225 enumeration dis-
tricts, the Fifth, 180; the Third, 173,
and the First, 160.

The directors of the four other
districts conferred with Mr. Harney
at the City Club in Hartford yester-
day noon.

lege, Murfreesboro, in 1906.

Mrs. Snead came to Oakland 15
years ago to live with her son, Al-
bert.

“The jewels,” he said, “were stol-
en from a secret drawer in Miss
Wardlaw's desk. 1 am sure I know
who took them out. I don’t wanl
to get her into trouble as she is a
member of a prominent family and
in educational work.”

Conscience Troubled Her.

Mrs. Snead said she believed that
the woman, troubled by conscience,
had rented the safety deposit box 1n
the first National bank of Murfrees-
boro and placed the jewels in it as
an attempt to restore them. She
said Miss Wardlaw had never rented
a safety deposit box in Murfrees-
boro. The jewels she described as
family heirlooms.

The sisters, Mrs. Snead, Miss
Wardlaw and Mrs. Martin, were ar-

| rested in East Orange, N. J., after

the body of Mrs. Martin's daughter
Ocey, who was married to Fletcher
Snead, son of her aunt, was found
in a bathtub in an unfurnished
apartment.

Ann Arbor, Mich.(AP)—Priceless
records of former human life are
being destroyed “at a rate incredi-
ble to those not in touch with the
situation,” says Dr. Carl E. Guthe,
director, of the museum of anthro-
pology.

REVALUATION

Among the revaluations of prop-
erty for assessment purposes that
have been going on throughout the
state, none that we have mnoticed
has been so revolutionary as that
in the town of Weston, in Fairfield
county. They had been fiddling
along, down there, with a grand
list of £700,000 and a tax rate of 26
mills. The revaluation results in a
grand list of §2,500,000—and a
probable tax rate of 9 mills.

Even with so small a tax rate
as nine mills, it is probable that the
total income of the town will bhe
somewhat higher than it was un-
der the old arrangement.

That is the worst part of these
revaluations. They are correct in
principle; they are a great deal
more honest, as a rule, than the
old valuations; and they comply
with the law instead of violating it;
but when they produce any such
results as those in Weston it is a
question whether they will not, un-
less a good deal of restraint is em-
ployed, result in extravagance.

This
leads to a mever ending strain that
is responsible for much eye trouble.

best light and the one most likely
to leave the eyes rested.

Serjous injuries to the eye are
particularly plentiful in steel and
iron industries. Workers on build-
ings are endangered by bits of
stone, cement, wood and metal
which are always flying about where
much construction is going on, Tear-
ing down is even more dangerous to
the eye than building. Those who
polish or use turning lathes may
bave small particles whirl into the
branches or from insect bites, or
from particles of rocks and clods.
The farmer is all the more likely to
have serious eye complications be-
cause he is not near a doctor and
neglects his eyes rather than his
work.

The most common of the minor
eye accidents is the entrance of
small particles, which may cause
great pain and even infection. Such
objects should be removed in a clean
and careful manner. In treating the
minor eye injuries it is always safe
to wash the eye with running water.
An excellent way of doing this is
to hold the eye over a drinking
| fountain and let the water rush up
into it. This applies both for par-
ticles in the eye and for burns from
acids and alkalies. After the water
treatment it is always safest to
take no chances with anything so
valuable as the eye, but to take the
patient to a good doctor. Do mnot
let anyone whose hands are solled
with work touch the aye.

The center arch, span-
ning the river will measure 192 feet
from center to center of the main
piers. The extreme width of the
bridge will be 3'2 feet 6 inches with
a roadway width of 33 feetl. Rein-
forced concrete will be used both for
the substructure and superstructure,
the amount of concrete required be-
ing sufficient to pave more than four
miles of highway at a width of 20
feet, and -the amount of steel suf-
ficient for two miles of railroad
track. ]

The bridge will pass 40 feet above
the streets of the villages on both
sides of the river. Concrete stair-
ways will be constructed on both
sides for the convenience of pedes-
trians going to and from the slores,
railroad station and post office.

Approaches for the huge span will
comprise a full sized highway con-
struction job in themselves. Ap-
proaches on the Torrington and
Hartford roads on the East and on
the Canaan and New Milford roads
on the North and South, respective-
ly, will have rights of way of 30
feet and pavements of 20 feet. Their
length will total about 6,275 feet.

The greater part of the southerly
approach from New Milford will de-
part completely from the old road
and will be carried over a new right
of way through the fields, which will
require an excavation of about 23.-
000 cubic yards of sand and gravel.
Because of unstable fill, waterbound
macadam will be used to pave the
approaches and this at a later date
will be replaced with a more perma-
pent type of pavement.

Contract for the paving of the ap-
proaches cannot be awarded until
after the completion of the structure
itself since the bridge will be re-
quired to carry excavated material
from the East side for use as fill on
the other side of the river.

When completed, the bridge struc-
ture will cost about §360,000 and it
is estimated that the approach work,
including a small but expensive box
culvert, will cost in the neighbor-
hood of $£140,000. The contract for
the structure is in the hands of C.
W. Blakeslee & Sons of New Haven.

Work on the bridge was begun
early in July, 1929. When work was
discontinued for the winter, about
one-third of the project had been
. completed, but this third was the
most difficult part of the job, the
construction of the foundations,
Qperations will be renewed early in
the spring and the span, itself,
should be finished by late fall. Fol-
lowing this, work will be started on
the approaches and probably by the
close of 1931 the entire project will
be finished and opened for traffic,
thus closing the last gap in the
beautiful Housatonic Valley Road
between Danbury and Lime Rock.

On Feb. 5, 1631, Roger Williams,
founder of the stath Rhode
Island, arrived at-Boston from Eng-
land.

Williams refused to join the con-
gregation at Boston pecause ' the
people would not declare their re-
pentance for having been in com-
munion with the Church of Eng-

| lapd. He therefore went to Salem

as assistant preacher.

From Salem, Williams went %o
Plymouth where, in addition to
assisting its pastor, he studied in-
dlan languages. Returning in 1633
to Salem, he again brought himself
into disfavor by holding that the,
Massachusetts Bay government h
no right to take the Indians’ land
without purchase and to impose 03
them faith and worship.

Banished from the colony, Wil
llams escaped in midwinter to the
shores of Narragansett Bay, ac-
companied by a few adherents, and
here purchased lands of the Indian
chiefs, founded the city of Provi-
dence in 1638, and  established &
government founded on complete
toleration. He later founded the
first Baptist church in America, bui
withdrew when he doubted the val-
idity of baptism.
