Chicago. Feb. T.—(AP)—The city
today began paying off some bills
and some employes—in scrip.

Tax anticipation warrants bear-
ing the signatures of Mayor Thomp-
son and Deputy Controller Victor
Petterson were made available to
police, firemen and other employes
who expressed a willingness. to take '
their back pay in this manner.

Those
who wanted to be paid with scrip

Congressman Beck Says If
It Becomes the Party of
Prohibition It Will Soon’
Perish.

Washington, Feb, 7.—(AP)—Pre-
dicting the destruction of the power-
ful Republican Party if it continues
to “sell its soul to the fanatical
Drys,”" Representative Beck, Hepun-
lican, Pennsylvania, today declarad
in the House that prohibition was
like a cancer “eating away the mor-
al fibre of the American people.”

Beck, a former solicitor general
of the United States, recognizea
throughout the country as an au-
thority on constitutional law, de-
clared that if the Republican Party
becomes “the party of prohibition”
it will perish.

“The Republican Party.,” he as-
serted, “cannot hold forever a larg-
er number of self-respecting men
and women, to whom thesintoleranc:
of prohibition is & moral affront. 1t
cannot be half wet and Half dry.”

Collective Hypocrisy.

Beck said that prohibition had
produced &  collective hypocrisy
which would spread only the more
at increased efforts to enforce the
dry laws.

While the Pennsylvanian saw
little immediate possibility of repeal
of the Eighteenth Amendment, he
suggested that living generations
were given the power to determine
whether its provisions should te
exercised and in what manner.

“Each llving generation,” he said
“can determine for itself whether
they will pass affirmative legisiation
to enforce the Eighteent mend-
ment, or leave it without éfiforcing
statutes."”

“Even if this were no,” he con-
tinued, “Congress could, without
any violation of the Constitution,
reach the conclusion that the meth-
ods of enforcement and the actual
enforcement of the FEighteenth
Amendment were best left to the
states.

“When the American people thus
recognize that the non-exercise of &
power is not necessarily a challenge
to the Constitution, they will in due
time wholly sweep away that mon-
strous compound of iniquity and fol-
ly, the Volstead law, and upon its
ruins build afresh. They will recog-
nize that the normal use of light
wines and beer not only does not
lead to intoxication, but promotes
temperance by preventing hard
drinking and the use of narcotics.”

The naval conference today had
before it a definite exposition of
American and British views on the
problems of naval limitation.

) To the statement issued by Secre-
tary Stimson last night outlining
& method of attaining British-
American parity, Prime Minister
MacD_ouald today added a clear cut
exposition of the British position.

The gﬂtish proposals were re-
garded in American circles as com-
plete acceptance of the points rais-
ed by Secretary Stimson.

Great Britain proposes that the
agreement reached at London
should last until 1936 and that 1935
a further conference should be call-
ed to review the situation.

Great Britain favors abolition of
submarines and faillng this pro-

poses restriction to purely defensive
purposes,

Great Britain favors categorical
limitation as opposed to the French
idea of total limitation, but agrees
to the French idea of transferring
tonnage from one category to
another if restricted to cruisers and
destroyers within limits.

London, Feb. 7—(AP)—The of-
ficially declared policy of the British
government for the London confer-
ence as agreed to by the British
Dominions and the government of
the United Kingdom, was issued by
Prime Minister MacDonald this af-
ternoon featuring the ultimate aboli-
tion of battleships and submarines
and the limitation of cruisers and
other categories.

The text of the statement, which
presented the British viewpoint,
just as Secretary Stimson's state-
ment yesterday presented the Amer-
can, was as follows:

“His Majesty's government in the
United Kingdom considers the naval
conference of supreme importance,
hIt believes the conference ought not
only to reduce existing fleets and
building programs, but put an end
finally to competition in naval arma-
ments and thus constitute an im-
portant step towards the ultimate
elimination of the causes of war
and towards establishment of peace
on an unassailable foundation.

1In
estimating its naval needs, the gov-
ernment has also to take into ac-
count its obligations under the cov-
enant of the League of Nations,
partly offset though they are by
the security afforded under the-cov-
enant by its provision of mutual
support.

“There are also other commit-
ments which have to be fulfilled:in
relation to the present state of the
world. In deciding what these com:=
mitments amount to in terms “of
naval strength, the government has
to estimate the chances of - war
breaking out, because unless this is
done, fleets will be built, which will
never be of any use, will threaten
rather than prolect, and will at best
be a wasta of national resource.

International Accord

*The government feels that if
naval establishments are not to be
a menace an equilibrium must be
maintained between them by meauns
of international agreement. It feels,
moreover, that this equilibrium will
not be secured by mere numerical
equaliy in ships and tonnage, but
only by adoption of agreed pro-
grams based on considerations of
requirements affecting dispersions,
etcetera, and in which the menace
will be reduced as much as possible.

“This cannot be done by any gen-
eral formula or ratio. It must be
the subject of conferences such: as
this, and of agreements made for
periods at the end of which they
should be reviewed, and during
which governments should be en-
gaged in strengthening the founda-
tion of peace.

“It is therefore proposed that the
general agreement resulting from
this conference should run until
1936 and that in 1935 a ft,rther con-
ference should be called 'to review
the situation in relation to world
relationg. 1
. “In view of these considerations
His Majesty’s government in the
United Kingdom suggests the fol-
Jowing proposals for the confer-
ence: i .

“The agreement should be not
upon global tonnage but upon the .
size of individual ships in the vari-
ous ' categories® and upon the ton-

Pleurisy is a serious disorder al- |
though the majority of cases re-
cover, due to the power of the body |
to absorb the exudation which is
thrown out during the disease. To
understand what is meant by this
exudation, it is well to remember|
that the lungs are enclosed in a
lubricating casing called the pleura. l
This' membrane is made up of two|
layers. One is mext to the outer
walls of the chest and one next to
the lungs. In this way the lungs
are free to move about in breathing
instead of being attached to the rib
Between the two layers is
the lubricating secretion. When the
pleura becomes inflamed, an un-
usual amount of secretion is thrown
out containing irritating fluids, and
the pleura may thereby become
roughened or attached together or
to its surrounding tissues.

The pain comes when the two in-
flamed layers rub against each other
causing a sharp stabbing sensation
as though a knife were cutting
through. In order to lessen the pain,
patient tries to keep the affected
side as still as possible, doing most
of his breathing with the other lung.

There are two forms of pleurisy.
The first called dry pleurisy, has
an inflammation accompanied by a |
thick exudation. The pain is almost
constant, and when the affected
area is pressed with the finger it is
usually sensative and the breathing
Many cases do not pro-
gress far, as the inflammation sub-
sides, the tissues absorbing the ex-
udate and repairs begin.

The second form is called pleurisy‘
with effusion. After the pleura be-
comes inflamed and covered withl

'the exudation of fibrin, a collection |
| of serum ensues,

At first this fluid |
is clear and later contains manys
white and red blood cells. There is
some pain as the two membranes |
rub together, but when the fluids
begin to accumulate, tae patient |
complains of weakness and indiges- |

'tion which are caused by the accu- |

mulation of the fluid in the chest. In |
some cases the pain is referred to'
the abdomen or to the shoulders. |

After the absorption period there
is often the danger of adbesions‘

| forming, and the two layers grow

together and are held in this bond-
ed condition by scar tissues, caus- |
This |
is called chronic pleurisy.

The correct treatment for acute
pleurisy is to put the patient to bed
and strap the affected side with ad- |
hesive tape which keeps it still so|
as to avoid as much pain as pos-;
sible. The absorption of the fluid
can best be assisted by applying
heat especially from a deep therapy

[lamp. An electric treatment called

| diathermy is the best way of all;

for applying deep heat to the pleura.
This is best given in a doctor’s of-
fice or by a portable apparatus
which can be used in the patient’s
home. If you do not have this
treatment available, apply moist
heat from hot towels or hot water
bottles. The heat assists the lym-
phatics to carry away the excessive
fluids. After the pain has gone,
try deep breathing as much as pos-
sible to prevent the formation of
permanent adhesions.

Since over 80 per cent of the
cases of pleurisy are due to tuber-
cular infections, evey wmethed
should be used to build up the body
and avoid the development of tuber-:
culosis in the future.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Colitis

Question—E. M. B. asks: “Will
you kindly define “Colitis for me,
‘that is, its causes, and is it in any!
way connected” with tuberculosis?
Can it be cured, and should one hav-
ing it go on a diet?"

Answer: The word “colitis" sim-
ply means inflammation of the colon.
Such an inflammatory condition I
have always found to Pe present in
tuberculosis, but this'is also true
in all the other serious disorders.
More poisons are absorbed through
an inflamed colon than with one
where the membrane is perfectly
normal, and this tendency to the ab-
sorption of intestional toxins is no
doubt one of the principal causes of
all disease. The only cure for colitis
lies through dieting and the use of
enemas.

Eggwhite and Coffee

Question— Mrs. M. K. asks:
“What effect does an eggwhite
mixed with ground coffee to make
it clear, have on a person's health?
My friends claim eggwhite gathers
the caffein which malkes the coffee
safer to drink.”

Answer: The addition of the white
of egg or of the eggshell is supposed
to make the coffee grounds settle,
at least that is the reason given by
most people who use the eggshell
with their coffee. The simplest way
to avoid getting a large amount of
caffein in your coffee is to make
the coffee quickly, without too much |
boiling. In making tea, the same
rule should be used to avoid extract-
ing the tannin from the tea.

Dry Hands

Question—Mrs. C. K. asks: “Will
vou please tell me what causes my
hands to get so dry that they crack
and sometimes bleed? I have tried
many things on them but nothing
seemns to help.”

Answer: Dry hands sometimes
come from certain deficiency dis-
eases, but, of course, the cause may
also come from having the hands too
much in water. Try rubbing cocoa
butter into the hands several times
a day, and always after the hands
have been in water.

AT SOUTH MANCHESTER

Washington —When the current
tumult and shouting over prohibi-
tion die down, Washington, techni-
cally known as the District of Col-
umbia, expects to find itself the
sacrificial goat.

Voteless and voiceless in the
administration of their own civic
affairs, the nearly 600,000 persons
who live here are already look-
ing forward to the days next fall
when members of Congress will
return to their own guzzling con-
stituencies and boast bravely of
how they have dried up the na-
tional capital. Some of these vote-

seekers, though by no means all,

will take a few swigs from a jug
every time they go into confer-
ence with their local politicians.
Plan Stiff Liquor Cede

They're planning to make an ex-
ample of Washington and few
doubt that the city will be given
a stiff local enforcement code
likely to make liquor here scarcer
and more expensive. It will be
tough on some members of Con-
gress, of course, but conditions
here have become more and more
of a national scandal. Not that
Washington is more lawless as re-
gards prohibition than most cities
of its size, but being the capital of
the United States the extent of the
drinking among its residents gives
President Hoover and other drys
a sickening sensation every time
they think of it

If only this seat of enforcement
could be dried wup, comparatively
speaking, it would be much easier
to imagine that the law was being
enforced over the rest of the
country, This is the ome place
where Congress and the president
have unlimited authority. They
run the town without help or in-
terference and are responsible for
conditions.

Washington, Feb. 7.—For the bet-
ter part of three decades Charles
Evans Hughes, the new cuief justice
of the United States, has been an
outstanding national and interna-
tional figure—a brilliant jurist and
a famous statesman.

But despite his 30 years in public
life, including a presidential cam-
paign when the searchlight of pub-
licity turned its brightest glare full
on him, Hughes, as a personality,
is still more or less of a mystery
today.

Roosevelt, colorful
outspoken, was a part of every
man's life in his day; Taft, when in

the White House, was given to fre-.
guent humorous anecdotes that re-

vealed his inner self; the colorful
personality of Wilson brought him
most bitter enemies and cqually de-
voted {riends: even Hoover occa-

sionally has dropped his dignity and |

But if Chief Justice Hughes has
ever unburdened himself personally,
there is neither record nor recollec-
tion of the same in.

But it is to Hughes' credit that

pneumonic infection traced direct-
ly from parrots to man were de-
scribed in 1879 in Germany. Sim-
flar conditions also occurred in
1882 and in 1886 and the first
epidemic sufficient to attract at-
tention occurred in Paris in 1892,
and was traced definitely to par-
rakeets imported from  Buenos
Ajres.

The proof of the fact that human
infection' has come from the parrot
depends on isolation of the germ

from both the parrot and the af-|

fected human being. This was
done in five human cases in one
family in Florence, Italy, in 1885
and since that time in other cases
throughout the world.

In parrots, psittacosis is highly
fatal, killing from 50 to 95 per
cent of the infected birds. The
disease can be transmitted from
one parrot to another by infect-
ed feathers, food, water, dishes
or the soiled hands of attendants.

fection from one cage to another.
When a parrot becomes infected
it gets weak, loses its appetite,
has diarrhea and is likely to dic
in a few days. Then the germs
will be found in practically all of
its organs,

As might be expected, a disease
that can pass from parrot to man
may also infect chickens, rabbits,
mice and guinea-pigs., It is inter-
esting that this disease which
chiefly infects the intestinal
tracts of birds strikes the lungs
in man. In many instances the in-
fection is due to the fact that the
parrot is fed by the mouth to
Not infrequently,
however, it occurs merely from
handling the sick birds and not
infrequently the person in a fam-
ily who becomes sick passes the
disease on with infected hands to
other members of the family.

Fortunately thig disease is rare
in civilized communities, probably
because parrots are not nearly so
frequent as pets as are other ani-
mals and birds, and probably also
because the disease kills the par-

JAPAN TO REFUSE
NAVAL PROPOSALS

Tukyf.u, Febh. T— (AP) —General
reaction in Japanese naval circles
today to proposals of the American
delegation to the five power naval
conference for immediate effective-
ness of a naval limitation program

! did not seem to be very favorable.
It was learned authoritatively also

that in their present form proposals
of the Americans directly relating
to Japan probably would be unac-
ceptable to this government,
though they represented some con-
cessions on the part of the United
States from the position taken in
the Japanese-American concersa-
tions at Washington last December.

The proposals, which may be
those mentioned by Colonel Stimson
in his statement suggesting an
“over all’ mnaval relation with the
other powers, were handed Reijiro
Wakatsuki, head of the Japanese
delegation, by Senator Reed in Lon-
don Wednesday.

No Comment

The Japanese delegation submit-
ted them to Tokyo withobul com-
ment. instructions not being asked

for altiough it was understood the |

estions involved were of such im-
portance as to go beyond the scope
of the delegates’ powers and 1o
malke necessary their consideration
by the entire government.

The foreign office refused (o
divulge their contents. However.
they were understood to involve
every category of war vessel and to
be drastic and far-eaching.

Japanese naval circles appeared
to consider difficult the suggestion
for balancing capital ship fleets in
1031 instead of 1932 since the post-
Washington conference
programs are based on prospective
balancing in 1942. Consequently
considerable readjustments would
he required.

It was said that although the pro-
pusal to scrap certain ships appear-
ed favorable on paper to Japan the
American ships proposed for serap-
ping are armed with 12-inch guns;
