Santo Domingo, Dominican Re­
public, Feb. 25.— (A P )—Faced with 
a revolutionary movement in the 
north of the republic and disturbed 
by local trouble yesterday, the city 
of Santo Dimingo was quiet today.

President Horacio Vasquez and 
Vice President Dr. Jose IJ. Alfon- 
seca passed the night in Santo 
Domingo fortress, the commander 
of which had remained loyal to the 
government. Madame Vasquez, wnfe 
of the president, took refuge in the 
American Legation.

President Vasquez, whose term ot 
office expires in May, has not re­
signed, but it was understood Vice 
President Alfonseca had resigned 
his post in the face of the opposi­
tion.

CONDITION SERIOUS
Port-au-Prince, Haiti, Feb. 25.— 

(A P .)—Reports that the revolu­
tionary movement in the Dominican 
republic w'as extremely serious, and 
that it had spread throughout fnost 
of the country, meeting with little 
opposition, were received in Port- 
au-Prince today.

At least three deaths were re­
ported at various places with half 
a dozen wounded while motor vehi­
cles were said to have been com­
mandeered in order to transport in­
surgents to the capital.

Colonel Joseph Fegan, command­
ing the Haitian National Garde 
forces in northern Haiti, today re­
ported the arrival of Commander 
Bissett, retired naval officer, from 
the city of Santo Domingo by way 
of Santiago and Monte Cristi.

The uprising was reported to 
have been led by a former leader 
named Estrella supported by Gen­
eral Trujillo, commanding the Dom­
inican Guardia. A  concerted move­
ment in the principal cities begin­
ning on the night of Feb. 23 is re­
ported.

In all cities except Puerto Plata, 
the Guardia disarmed the local po­
lice and ;Ustributed arms to the re- 
volters. They met little opposition. 
Two perspns were killed and sever­
al wounded in Santiago and motor 
vehicles were commandeered to 
transport the insurgents to the cap­
ital.An unconfirmed report was to 
the effect that President Vasquez, 
held in Fort Ozama while his fam­
ily took refuge at the American le­
gation, was given one day to abdi-

Gary. Ind., Feb. 25.— (A P )— 
The reason Paul Percontl failed 
to telephone his wife last Tues­
day altemoon at 5:30 o’clock 
was because he was dead; shot 
to death; a victim of the Dune- 
laqd gangs.

They foxmd his body late yes­
terday, buried in a quick lime 
crypt sealed with freshly poured 
cement under the floor of an 
abandoned bam 12 miles east 
of Gary. The finding of Per- 
conti’s bloodstained cap and re­
volver had prompted the search 
in that neighborhood.

Always when absent from 
home Percontl telephoned his 
wife hourly. It is a usual prac­
tice among members of gangs 
who never can be sure their 
time has not been set by rival 
gangsters. When he failed to 
call last Tuesday afternoon, his 
wife feared he had been killed. 
A  few hours later she notified 
police of his absence.

Percent! was known as the 
leader of a gang reputedly act­
ive in the ti'ansportation of al­
cohol.

At the same time the Senate be­
came embroiled in a discussion o f • 
appropriations. Carter Glass of 
Virginia, a Democrat, accused the 
chief executive of trying to blame 
Congress for the expenditure of 
funds. He argued Mr. Hoover had 
set up a straw man and then knock­
ed him down.

The President in his remarks 
the White House said that only a 
small per cent of the proposals to 
spend money emanated from Con­
gress, making clear it was his opin­
ion that such propositions originated 
from groups all over the country.

Mr; Hoover said many of the pro­
posals teventually should be and 
undoubtedly would be undertaken m 
future years, but added that this 
was "no time for general expansion 
of public expenditures’’ although 
there were sufficient resources to 
meet budget needs and “ such neces­
sities as marginal cases of disability 
among veterans and the speeding up 
of public works. *

Debate In Senate 
In the Senate the remarks by 

Glass, a former Democratic secre­
tary of the treasury, drew a vigor­
ous reply from Senator Watson Of 
Indiana, the Republican leader, in 
defense of the White House break­
fast conference yesterday at which 
Mr. Hoover outlined to Congres­
sional leaders his desire to hold ex­
penditures within bounds outlined 
by the budget.

The debate attracted a round of 
Senators. Senator Borah, of Idaho, 
one of the leaders of the Republican 
Independents, remarked that “There 
are some of us who will go the limit 
in this drive to keep down appropria­
tions as chairman of one Senate com 
mittee I am going to start on two 
hills that have been recommended by 
the administration.

When Watson expressed the view 
that the attack today was aimed at 
the administration, Senator Glass 
heatedly retorted that he had 
“never raised this issue as a par­
tisan matter and I have never done 
any such thing.”

“But I don’t propose to sit 
supinely by,” continued the Vir­
ginian, “when the White House un­
dertakes to raise resentment against 
this body.”

Glass read the recommendations 
of the President to Congress for ap­
propriations at this session and said 
that Congress had pared these down 
by 820,000,000, in enacting the law.

Ottawa, Feb. 25.— (AP.).—The
posssibility of tariff being an issue 
in a general election was discussed 
in the House of Commons yester­
day.

R. B. Bennett, Conservative lead­
er, in a speech attacking the gov­
ernment, demanded a general elec­
tion before the next imperial con­
ference, charging that the present 
government was not truly represen­
tative. In the course of his remarks 
he referred -to the United States 
pending tariff bill.

Premier’s Statement 
In his reply Premier MacKenzie 

King said:
“My friend states that I have 

said that an election would depend 
upon what takes place £tt Wash­
ington. I made no representation ot 
that kind. But I will tell him this, 
that I can imagine a situation aris­
ing in connection with the tariff of 
this country which might very well 
be the occasion for an appeal to the 
people of the Dominion on the part 
of the present administration.

“The government v/ill reach its 
ovra decision with respect to what 
in the public interest it deems the 
best time to make an appeal.”

Mr. Bennett in his remarks on 
the tariff protested against Cana­
da being “ bullied” by the United 
States or any other power on fiscal 
issue. He asserted that Professor 
Taussig of Harvard, an economist, 
had written in one of his works 
that the Upited States for many 
years had treated Canada as a bully 
treated a small boy.

Washington, Feb. 25.— (AP) — 
More than $27,000,000 now standing 
in the valuation accounts of power 
companies seeking permits from the 
Federal power commission, has been 
questioned by accountants of the 
commission.

PEACH BUDS KILLED 
BY LATE COLD SPELL

Much. Damage Reported Here­
abouts, Though Some Or­
chards Are Less Hard Hit.

Participants in automobile acci­
dents do not usually act as willing 
hosts to spectators who gather to 
satisfy their curiosity but such was 
not the case with A. Herwitz and 1. 
Kamher, two Massachusetts candy 
salesmen, whose Hudson sedan fig­
ured in an accident at Oakland last 
night. After the excitement of the 
affair had cleared, Herwitz and 
Kamher served the onlookers, po­
lice, garage men et al, with a help­
ing of choice candies.

Their automobile went off the 
road just w'est of the bridge and 
landed dowm into a low spot, tak­
ing down the light two-inch pipe 
on the north side of the road in do­
ing so and hurdling a culvert that 
leads into the Hockanum river. The 
car landed within three inches of a 
tree without injury to the passen­
gers and but little injury to the 
automobile.

The driver in his statement to the 
police, borne out by the road 
marks, was coming from Wapping. 
As he came down the hill on Dom­
ing street, he was w'ell over on the 
right hand side of the road and 
just as the road makes the final 
curve to cross the bridge, his right 
w’heels struck the mud that had 
formed on the shoulders of the road 
near the north entrance to the pa­
per mill.

The car swayed to the left and 
both rear wheels struck the mud 
causing the car to crash through 
the fence over the extended abutt- 
ments of the Hockanum river and 
just missed a large tree. The car 
came to a stop about fifteen feet 
north of the bridge, right on the 
bank of the river. Both men are en­
gaged in the candy business and in 
the rear of the car were their trav­
eling bags and considerable candy 
which was scattered about. Going 
to the home of William Klius of 248 
Doming street, they asked that a 
garage be notified and that the po­
lice also be informed.

Sergeant Crockett was sent out 
to investigate, the report reaching 
the police shortly after 10:30. In 
the meantime the wrecker from 
Ernest Roy’s Depot Square station 
was also called. It took considerable 
time to properly jack up the car 
and lift it out onto the road. The 
wire wheels had saved the car con­
siderably and after a careful ex­
amination the car was found to be 
unharmed.

In looking over the situation aft­
er the accident Mr. Kamher re­
marked: "It was a pretty close 
shave, about as close as any bar­
ber ever gave me.” Such candy as 
was in the cartons was passed 
around among the crowd that gath­
ered by Mr. Herwitz.

‘Everybody knows there are inde­
cent books,” Cutting said, “ but dis­
cussing them behind closed doors is 
no way to handle the question.” 

Passages “Too Vulgar.”
Smoot, however, is determined to 

have an executive session to read 
passages “ too vulgar” to be pointed 
to openly. He said, in fact, that they 
were so vulgar, he would not read 
them unless his colleagues decided 
to hear them in private.

The conflict began when Cutting 
proposed revision of the present 
tariff law to void its provision for 
exclusion of indecent and obscene 
foreign books. Under the present 
law customs officers administer the 
censorship. The Senate accepted 
Cutting’s proposal by a narrow mar­
gin.

Leading a demand for another 
vote on the issue, Smoot asked the 
Treasury for books excluded under 
the present law'. He proposes to 
read passages from them to prove 
his contention that censorship is ne­
cessary for the nation’s welfare.

Ignores Remarks.
Unmoved by a suggestion that 

“ expurgating shears” should begin 
their censorship snip-snapping in 
brochures and other imported docu­
ments of the Mormon church, Smoot 
said he “ certainly would demand an­
other vote and an executive session 
preceding it.” He met the sugges­
tion regarding Mormon literature 
with a shrug and a reference to its 
source:

“Everybody knows the people’s 
legislative service.”

Smoot said h^ had examined 
books sent him by the Treasury, 
marking passages "too vulgar” for 
open repetition.

“I will read them,” he added, "but 
only in executive session.”

'Asserting that the material is ir­
relevant” Cutting said he would op ­
pose the executive session on the 
ground that the fundamental issue 
was not the character of the books, 
but the manner of dealing with 
them.

Athens, Greece, Feb. 25.— (AP) 
i The keynote of Grecian naval policy

was sounded by Premier Venizelos 
in winding up a long debate in the 
Chamber last night.

I am sacrificing war­
ships, preferAng light craft and air­
planes.

“ Grecian policy is frank and Pa­
cific. We must inspire youth with 
the sentiment that peace assures 
prosperity.? Hitherto we have in­
spired with only warlike ideas.”

Boston, Feb. 25— (A P )—The in­
tent of Congress in the passage of 
the National Prohibition Act was 
the chief issue today in the case be­
fore Federal Judge M. M. Morton 
testing whether a person may be 
lawfully indicted for buying liquor.

Judge Morton heard argpiments 
yesterday on a motion to quash the 
indictment of James E. Farrar of 
Watertown for purchase of two 
pints of liquor. He notified both 
sides to submit briefs within a week 
on Congressional debates previous 
to passage of the dry law and re­
served his decision until later.

Attorney James E. Cresswell, 
counsel for Farrar, declared that 
Section 6, Title 2, of the Volstead 
Act, under which the indictment 
was drawn, does not apply to “ in- 
dl’vidual purchasers of small quantife 
ties of liquor for beverage pur­
poses.”

Assistant United States Attorney 
Elihu D. Stone argued in opposition. 
“ To say that the buyer of intoxicat­
ing liquor is guilty of no offence,” 
he declared, "it to defeat the intent 
of the 18th Amendment and the pur­
pose of Congress in enacting the 
National Prohibtion .^ct.” .

MILLER TO ADOPT 

ANTI-KLAN PLANK
Candidate for Governor in 

Alabama Will Also Have 
Chain Store Plank.

WINNING OF N ORTH W EST' 
TO BE COMMEMORATED

ANDOVER

Camden, Ala., Feb. 25— lAP)
A  seventh candidate for governor 
of Alabama, B. M. Miller of Cam­
den, former State Supreme Court 
justice, was in the field today with 
an announced platform carrying 
"anti-Klan rule” and "Chain store 
regulation” planks.

In a statement Miller said both 
of Alabama's United States Sena­
tors are Klansmen and declared 
"the time has arrived for a re-estab- 
lishment of a government of the 
people, by the people and for all the 
people, and not as we have now m 
Alabama, a government by, of and 
for the Ku Klux Klan.

He said members of the Klan and 
their friends control the State Leg­
islature and that Governor Bibb 
Graves and "nearly all of the state 
officials nominated in the Demo­
cratic primarv in August. 1926 and 
elected the following November 
were Klansmen.”

.Ml Klansmen
He added that "the jury com­

missioners in many, if not all, of 
the counties of the state, appointed 
under this administration, are 
Klansmen.”

Miller said he approved of the 
action of the state Democratic exe­
cutive committee in barring "bolt­
ers” of the 1928 presidential ticket 
as candidates in the coming prim­
ary. He advocated regulation of 
chain stores by a graduated system 
of taxation based on the number of 
stores operated.

Other announced candidates for 
Governor are Attorney General 
Charlie C. McCall; 'Woolsey Finnell, 
director of the state highway com­
mission; Probate Judge Jefferson A. 
Carnley of Coffee county, Lieuten­
ant Governor W . C. Davis, of Jas­
per, Will Lee, Columbia attorney, 
and Hugh A. Locke, Birmingham 
attorney. Lee and Locke are among 
those barred from the Democratic 
primary. Locke has said he will 
run as an Independent.

I will reveal plans for an organization 

to be known as the "old post asso­
ciation for the preservation and  ̂re­
storation of historic Vincennes.”

A committee, named last Decem­
ber, will report on a survey of sites, 
buildings, and institutions here 
which played their P -̂ft in th"; 

These will be | 
marked, preserved, and restored by 
the association.

The gathering tonight will honor

The corn borer infestation which . 
has been steadily increasing in the .

France s New Prem ier Out­

lines Work Facing Cham­
ber; Asks for Conhdence.

Paris, Feb. 25 — (AP)—Camille 
Chautemps. new French premier,; 
today presented his ministerial dec- 
laration to the Chamber of Deputies I 
and asked a vote of confidence so I 
that Foreign Minister Briand and 
the rest of the French naval delega-; 
tion might go to London tomorrow. ;

In his declaration of policy upon ! 
which the fate of his Cabinet hangs, 
the new premier took over Tardieu s 
naval policy and his economic con-, 
struction program, but promised 
lower taxes.

He asked ratification of th e: 
Young plan and the Hague accord , 
on reparations and gave his ap­
proval to the Briand project for a . 
‘•United States of Europe.”

Economic Crisis. j
Particularly is the ministry con- j 

cerned with measures “to avert the | 
economic crisis which if*, manifesting j 
itself in industry, as well as agncul-1

^^Premier Chautemps described the ; 
farm problem as “a painful crisis of 
overproduction and under consump­
tion which would soon become dan­
gerous," especially in wheat, and in 
addition he mentioned the “catastro- 
phal” stagnation of the vineyardists.

The naval conference was accord­
ed prime importance, the premier’s 
declaration touching on this and an- 
ticipating a vote of confidence, said.

"Tomorrow our delegates will be 
present in London to continue with 
the approval -of Parliament French 
policy at the conference for naval 
disarmament, faithful to the 
memorandum of Dec. 20 and the 
various statements made before the 
conference by representatives of 
France. They will try without com­
promising national security to pre­
pare the success of the negotiations, 
which is a necessary preface to a i 
general conference for the limitation | 
and reduction of armaments, at i 
which will be expressed the common 1 
will of the peoples to organized |
peace.” i

The bulk of the declaration was | 
devoted to economics and taxation. i 
Former Premier Tardieu’s plan to 
devote huge sums to “national | 
equipment,” such as roads, ports and | 
grain elevators in order to develop j 
business w'as taken over by the 
Chautemps ministry but in a modi-1 
fied form. i

Lowering Taxes. I
Linked with this was the general! 

idea of lowering taxes to a marked i 
extent. It was asserted that some 
of this decrease would not affect: 
receipts because the low’ering of 
certain taxes such as those on the 
Stock Exchange would result in 
greater business. j

The ministry promised bigger pen-1 
sinns for veterans and the execution , 
of the long-disputed and much-de­
bated social insurance plan.

Chautemps gave a firm pledge ; 
that the budget would be balanced, i 
but indicated he would utilize some | 
of the treasury’s surplus and ex-: 
peeled receipts in "constructive” j 
measures designed to increase pros­
perity. The ministry expressed be-1 
lief that some of the present high 
taxes would end by paralyzing pro­
duction.

Further Amnesty.
Fuither amnesty for political of­

fenses in Alsace-Lorraine and el.se- 
where were proposed, and Parlia­
ment was asked to hasten the ap­
proach of a single system of free 
schools open to rich and poor alike 
which is one of the tenets of the 
Left group.

"The United Slates of iCtirope” 
was not called by that name, but 
got approval in the next to the last 
paragraph of the 1,400 word decla­
ration. "Turning our eyes toward 
the future,” the declaration said, 
“France associates herself with sin­

cere and ardent will to every con­
structive effort to direct Europe to-1 
ward a new order of things founded 
on voluntary and pacific considera­
tion of productive forces and which 
will assure to the associated peoples 
improvement of their physical and 
mental existence and a durable 
guarantee of peace.”

Approval of the work of the 
League of Nations was given and 
France’s foreign policy, it was said, 
would be inspired by the League’s 
principles. Particular reference was I made to the Geneva protocol realiza- 

i tion of which would be sought with 
i tenacity and confidence.
’ “Without neglecting the needful 
attention to her national defense 

i France will make her active and 
; loyal contribution to the general 
' work of organizing peace in the 
; world,” the declaration policy con- 
j eluded.

Breakfast perhaps is the most dif­

ficult and the most important meal 
of the day.

It’s the most difficult to plan be­
cause there seems to be less oppor­
tunity for variety. It usually has to 
be prepared hurriedly and is often 
eaten at top speed. The dishes 
t^hould be easy of digestion and at 
the same time as nourishing as pos­
sible.

The principal work of the day is, 
as a rule, done in the morning. 
Whether this work is mentgl t>r 
manual, a supply of blood is needed 
to give energy to the brain or mus­
cles that are exercised. If the 
breakfast dish has been hard to 
digest, the stomach competes with 
brain or brawm for blood supply and 
either one’s work or one’s health 
suffers.

Breakfast Is Problem
Morning lack of appetite makes 

breakfast a difficult meal for many 
persons. While lack of appetite may 
have several causes, sheer weariness , 
of the monotony of the breakfast 
menu may be the answer in many , 
instances. ^

If breakfast menus were planned 
like the rest of the meals, several 
days or a week in advance, it would 
be much easier for the housekeeper 
to get completely away from the 
hackneye<‘ combinations. The meal 
should be planned so that a mini­
mum of time is required in its pre­
paration, but plenty of time should 
be allowed for serving and eating., 
Eating “against time” is not an aid 
to digestion and may cause serious ' 
trouble, particularly for children.

The age. food habits and activities 
of each person have much to do 
with the breakfast required. Wea­
ther conditions also influence the 
menu.

With the coming of spring, pan­
cakes lose some of their popularity. 
Heavy cereals and hot muffins can 
be replaced by lighter cereals and 
toast. Rice makes a satisfactory 
cereal for a spring breakfast. Eggs 
are specially suited to the spring, 
since they are less expensive at this 
season. Fresh fish are plentiful emr- 
ing the spring months and arc 
quickly cooked. Smoked and salted 
fish always are available and are 
savory and appetizing.

Most households take fruit for 
granted on the breakfast menu 
these days, so the housewife usually 
serves to please individual tastes.

The spring breakfast can be given 
interest, by the introduction of cer­
tain salad vegetables. Curly endive 
served with bacon, watercress with 
curved or fresh fish, spinach with 
poached egg,, sliced tomatoes with 
crisp toast and bacon, breakfast 
radishes and carrot straws are a 
few suggestions for serving vege­
tables for breakfast.

Cancer is today among the lead­
ing causes of death because more 
people are living longer than for­
merly and cancer is essentially a 
condition of advanced years.

For this reason any announce­
ment of a new method of treating 
cancer made in the press is likely 
to attract wide attention. Within 
the past few months several new 
methods of treating cancer have had 

' newspaper exploitation. In most of 
the cases the method has involved 
injection into the body of an extract 
of some glandular substance.

The physicians have observed that 
the injection of the glandular sub­
stance has been followed by a soft­
ening and regression of the tumor 
in some cases acd have made this 
fact known. This, however, is far 
from proving that a cure for cancer 
has been disco^-ered.

In the past ten years numerous 
substances have been injected with 
a view to controlling cancer and 
the use of all sorts of substances 
has been followed by such softening 
and regression as has been de­
scribed. These changes which take 
place in the cancer tissue are of in­
terest to those who investigate the 
character of the cell.

That does not mean that a cure 
for the cancer has been discovered. 
It has been established for years 
that the application of various caus­
tic pastes, the application of radi­

um, exposure to the X-ray, expos­
ure to light, the- injection of lead 
and copper and various metals, in­
jection of blood, of lymph, of bac­
teria and of various protein sub­
stances may be followed by soften­
ing and changes in cancer tissue. 
Unfortunately, this period of re­
sponse is not followed by a con­
tinuous elimination of the growth.

After a brief Interval, in most 
instances, the cancer cells again be­
gin to grow and invade the normal 
tissue which surroimd them and the 
body proceeds to death.

Hence, experts in the diagnosis 
and treatment of cancer advise 
great caution in the interpretation 
of observations of the results and 
have set up a limit period of five 
years for the determination as to 
whether or not any new method of 
treatment is successful. If after five 
years from the time the treatment 
is admini^ered the majority of the 
patients still live, without pain, 
without the presence of the growth 
and without the other symptoms 
that are associated with cancer, the 
method ■ of treatment can be called 
a cure.

There are today thousands of 
cases in which cancers have been 
removed by surgery, together with 
all of the surrounding affected tis­
sue and in which the persons still 
live after five years. So far as is 
known, none of the cancer pastes, 
the cancer serums, or cancer injec­
tions of any kind can duplicate this 
record.

stretch from the shores of the At­
lantic to the shores of the Pacific. 
The dozen stores to be opened at 
Los Angeles eventually will be fol­
lowed by other units to be establish­
ed all up and down the west coast 
of the continent.

Behind the scenes of a chain .store 
system, particularly a food chain, 
there is a world of romance that is 
particularly interesting to the pub­
lic. This was aptly emphasized to­
day by Mr. Comstock head of the 
local A & P stores. He pointed out 
that transportation of the veritable 
mountains of foodstuffs to the store 
from point of production or gather­
ing, is one of the greatest single 
items in the matter of price to Mr. 
and Mrs. Ultimate Consumer, since

lowest cost per mile, it was ex­
plained.

It is also obvious, Mr. Comstock 
added, that this direct routing from 
production point to sales counter 
eliminates the frequent handling to 
which goods otherwise routed are 
subjected. This elimination of fre­
quent handling naturally results in 
lower prices to the ultimate consum­
er. Proof of such sa-ving is given 
in the fact that chain food distribu­
tors today sell forty percent of all 
foodstuffs consumed in the United 
States.

A graphic picture of this mass 
gathering and distributing with 
every possible “ middle cost” elimi­
nated is seen in the volume of busi­
ness done by the A & P stores alone.

For instance, this concern operates 
more than thirty offices in South 
America for the single purpose of 
buying coffee literally by the ton. It 
sells one-seventh of all the tea sold 
here, which, translated, means 
American housewives and hostesses 
last year poured about two billion 
cups of tea bought at A & P stores. 
And imagine what minute figuring 
it takes to get the minimum of 
transportation costs on a million 
and a half loaves of bread, a half 
million pounds of butter and 3,000,- 
000 eggs which are the average 
daily sales of those commodities in 
A & P stores. This remarkable pic­
ture of buying foods at the source 
and distributing them by the most 
direct route and at the lowest possi­
ble cost can be visualized if one 
looks about on the shelves and coun­
ters of the chain store where’ only 
the immediate supplies for that unit 
are stocked, and then multiplies the 
picture by 15,000!

It is most interesting to note that 
the A & P organization is perhaps 
the greatest single advertiser of 
foods in the world. Approximately 
$6,000,000 annually is spent to in­
form housewives on food prices. 
Again the chain organization keeps 
costs down in this service of fur­
nishing important information to 
housewives, the actual cost per cus­
tomer per day being the infinitesmal 
figure of less than one half a cent 
daily. By far the greater portion of 
this is spent in newspaper advertise­
ments, and officials of the company 
attribute much of their tremendous 
growth to this newspaper advertis­
ing, which is really an important 
listing of foodstuffs prices to house­
holders just as the daily market re­
ports on stocks, bonds, crops, and 
all commodities tell the business 
man, merchant and farmer what are 
fair prices and what actual condi­
tions are. These messages appear 
almost daily in more than 1,300 
newspapers thror^hout this country 
and Canada.

The crash in commodity prices, 
which sent wheat and cotton fu­
tures to new low levels for the sea­
son yesterday, had a disturbing ef­
fect on speculative sentiment. Wall 
street was concerned over its effect 
on agricultural purchasing power as 
well as on the elections this fall.

The announcement that the bank­
ing consortium, organized during 
the Stock Market collapse last fall 
by J. P. Morgan and Co., had dis­
solved and that all its securities had 
been sold apparently was without 
market influence.

Atchison quickly fell 3 1-4 points, 
Allied Chemical 3, Eastman Kodak 
2 3-4 and Canada Dry. Among the 
many issues to lose a point or more 
were American Woolen Preferred, 
J. I. Case. Davison Chemical, Du­
pont, American International, Sim­
mons Co.. North American Co., Na­
tional Lead and Westinghouse Elec­
tric.

U. S. Steel rallied nearly a point 
from its opening quotation before 
the end of the first half hour, and 
Republic Steel was marked up more 
than a point above last night’s 
close.

Foreign exchanges opened steady, 
with sterling cables unchanged at 
$4.86 5-16.

proved th a t out of 1,372 persons 
killed in automobile accidents in the 
sta tes of Connecticut, M assachu­
setts and Rhode Island, only 18 
were a t crossings; out of 66,335 in­
jured, only 106 were a t crossings.

All types of problems confront 
the railroad, said the speaker, but 
the problem of grade crossings is 
a m utual one, it  involves the pub­
lic’s automobiles and the company’s 
trains. Secondly it  is an expensive 
problem and !n eliminating cross­
ings the money comes from  the 
public.

Suppose, he said, th a t prior to 
last year all crossings had been 
eliminated, 1,354 people would 
still have been killed. The same 
people, said Mr. Tyler, who get kill­
ed a t  crossings would get killed 
somewhere else if the crossings 
were eliminated.

L argest Percentage
The New Haven now has 1,703 

grade crossings and has eliminated 
45 per cent, the biggest per cent of 
any road in the country. To elimi­
nate the rem aining number would 
cost half a billion dollars. Before 
settling  this expense on the com­
munity, said the speaker, we should 
discover the results in increased 
safety.

Mr. Tyler said he believed there 
were other ways of bringing about 
safety  with smaller expense, name­
ly directing funds towards the 99 
per cent of automobile accidents in­
stead of the one per' cent a t the 
grade crossings. This can be ac­
complished, he said, by enacting 
more stringent automobile laws, li­
cense examinations and by policing 
the highways.

The speaker pointed out th a t Mo­
to r Vehicle Commissioner Robbins 
Stoeckel listed thoughtlessness, in­
attention, carelessness, drunken­
ness and incompetence as the five 
m ajor causes of all accidents. Mr. 
Tyler quoted several newspaper 
clippings telling of the case of  ̂ a 
man who had an automobile license 
who could neither read 'n o r  write, 
and th a t 62 per cent of cars in ac­
cidents had defective brakes. He 
cited many peculiar accidents a t 
crossings w'here drivers h it the 30th | 
or 40th car in a train  and told of i 
one enwine standing a t a crossing : 
th a t was hit on both sides a t the i 
same time. j

In Good Times I
Mr. Tyler told of 287 grade cross- i 

ings being eliminated in Connecti­
cut from 1894 to 1912, a t  the tim e | 
when the New Haven road was 
earning big money. In 1913 the road 
petitioned to the Public Utilities 
Commission for permission to re­
move 31 more th a t year, though 
only 17 were required by law. Then 1 
came the financial crash and the ' 
company was forced to appeal to 
the Commission to relieve it  of its 
obligation.

In the poor years th a t followed, 
he said, the work of eliminatirig 
crossings still went on. In the six 
years from  1918 the cornpany earn­
ed no net income, but in spite of 
this eliminated nine additional 
grade crossings, which proves, he 
said, th a t the company was not 
falling down in this m atter.

The company has so much money 
to spend each year, said Mr. Tyler, 
and it is the public’s money th a t is 
handled. So much is budgeted for 
safety and it is not an unlimited 
amount.

W ant Expensive Method
Mr. Tyler said th a t a t  times he 

believed th a t the only kind of elimi­
nation the public w anted was the 
expensive kind and told of a cross­
ing which the Public U tilities asked 
the company to eliminate a ltogeth­
er without erecting a bridge, as 
another road ran  ju st a  short dis­
tance away. When the company 
took it up w ith the town officials 
they would hear nothing of it.

The speaker compared the grade 
crossing w'ith the stree t crossing 
and said th a t if the driver would 
exercise the same caution a t  the 
form er as he does a t  the la tte r 
there would be fewer accidents. He 
said th a t  16 per cent of the com­
pany’s crossings are protected by 
gates, 10 per cent by watchmen, 19 
per cent by audible or visible sig­
nals, and there is no crossing th a t 
is not m arked as such.

In  closing Mr. Tyler emphasized 
again the three points; T hat over 
emphasis is placed on accidents a t  
grade crossings while we look with 
complacent indifference on the 
other 99 per cent; th a t the company 
has ju st so much to ' spend for 
elim inating crossings; th a t by exer­
cising care and caution danger of 
accident will be lessened.
