Hetty Green's Estate Was
Not Properly Taxed. Bos-

ton Sleuth Discovers.

Rockingham, Vt., Feb. 26.—(AP.)
—This little town of approximately

7,000 populdtion will become one |

of the wealthiest in the country if|
an effort to collect taxes which it
is claimed are due on the estate of
the late Hetty Green is successful.

According to a group of citizens,
who have retained investigators)|
and presented the case to Governor
John E. Weeks, more than §4,000,-
000 is due the town and $134,000 is |
due the state.

The investigators, H. W. Morgan,
a Boston detective, and Louis F.
(‘onant, a Cambridge, Mass., news-
paperman, claim they have deter-
mined that certain town officials
entered into an agreement with
Mrs. Green whereby she consented
to remain a resident of Bellows
Falls, a village within the township,
on condition that she be taxed on
not more than $12,000 real estate
and £100,000 personal property.
They expressed the opinion today |
that the case is a subject for Grand
Jury consideration.

World's Richest Woman

Mrs. Green, who died in New
York in 1816, leaving an estate of
$67,000,000 was reputed to be the
wealthiest woman in the country.
She left a2 daughter and a son, the
latter, Colonel Edward R. Green,
a resident of South Dartmouth,
Mass.

Records of the town clerk's of-
fice showed Mrs. Green, since 1880,
had been taxed only on the stipu-
lated $112,000 basis. Morgan and
Conant said an examination of Ver-
mont laws convinced them that the
state and town could tollect not
only current but back taxes on a
full valuation of the Green estate.

A resolution has been prepared
for presentation at the town meet-
ing here next Tuesday instructing
the listers fo collect the full amount
of this year's taxes and to ascer-
tain what can be done to collect
pack taxes.

Grimes, who is T2 years old, cut
his throat from ear to ear, through
the skin and muscles down to the
jugular vein, nearly to the wind-
pipe. Because of the great amount
of blood shed by both victims, Dr.
Lundberg could not immediately as-
¢ertain their exact condition beyond
“critical.”

Woman's Story

The aged woman told Chief of
Police Samuel G. Gordon, that her
husband had iittle or no sleep last
night but lay awake mumbling un-
intelligibly to himself, keeping her
awake also. This morning, she
said, they went to breakfast and
on finishing hers she returned to the
room. A few minutes elapsed and
Grimes entered. Without a word
se dashed at her as she sat in the
rocking chair, slashing cut with the
razor. How many times he cut her
she did not know. Her hysterical
scream ended in a gurgle as she lost
consclousness.

The scream, however, ringing
throughout the hotel, was heard in
the kitchen, just across the hallway.
Frederick Lellerstedt, employed &%
the Waranoke, dashed to the closed
door of Grimes' room. Opening it,
he entered as Grimes whirled with
arms upraised, an open knife in one
hand, and rushed at him. On the
chair beyond sat Mrs. Grimes, blood
streaming over her bosom.

Grapple for Knife

Striding quickly forward Leller-
stedt grasped Grimes by the wrists,
simultaneously calling for assist-
ance. His call was answered by
Arthur Pentland, a roomer, who
found Grimes on the floor strug-
gling with Lellerstedt. Pentland
wrenched the knife from Grimes’
vice-like grip and “Fred"”, as he is
familiarly known, placed a cushion
beneath his head. As Fred arose
and turned his back Grimes sprang
up and attempted to reach the razor
lying on the bureau only to be
thwarted by Lellerstedt, who took
charge of it. '

Calls were put in for a doctor, tke
police, and Holloran's ambulance.
After his examination Dr. Lund-
berg said the wounds were caused
by & razor whereas Grimes was
holding a knife in his hands when
discovered and also maintained in
a statement to Police Lieutenant
William Barron at the hospital, that
it was the weapon he had used. He
refused ‘to give any reason for his
act.

Knife Sharpened.

Investigation disclosed blood both
on the knife and the razor and po-
lice believe that Grimes, unsuccess-
ful in his attempt at death with the
razor, relinquished it for the knife,
sharpened exceptionally keen, with,
it is blieved, a fine file. The sharp
point and the keeness of the knife
lice

Doubt is expressed however, that
Grimes could have stabbed his wife
with the knife, as it was then that
Lellestedt burst into the room.

Police found that unpleasant re-
lationship has existed between the
couple for many years. Grimes was
employed at Cheney Brothersas a
tinsmith from 18985 to May 23, 1919
when he was pensioned. At that
time the Grimes family lived on
Wells street. Six years ago his wife
left him and went to live with her
son Charles, in Farmington, Grimszs
then went to live with his daughter,
Mrs. Grace Dougan of Maple street,
until her death two years &go.

Next to President Von Hindenburg
of Germany, he is the second oldest
head of a state in the world. :

The scholar and philosopher who
in 1818 became the first president]
of the republic as he approached the
“gllotted” age of seven decades,
now, as an octogenarian, still has
ahead more than four years of His
present term.

While kings, dictators, premiers
and presidents have been relin-
quishing the main roles on other
European political stages, President
Masaryk has remaiped the head of |
the state which is the largest frag-
ment of the shattered Austro-Hun-
garian empire. He was unanimously
elected president by the national as- |
sembly on Nov. 14. 1918. The con-
stitution provides that he may he
reelected every seven years for life, |
but mo future president may have
more than two successive lerms.

The “Garrigue” part of the presi-
dent's mame was assumed in 1878
when he married Charlotte Garrigue |
of New York, whom he met in Leip-
sig when both were students there.

PRUNING SHRUBS |

Flowering shrubs are pruned
chiefly to encourage the growth
of mew wood that bears the largest
and most profuse array of Howers.

On February 26, 1846, William F.
Cody, American . froptier scout,
and showman, known-as: ‘“Buffalo
Bill,” was born in Scott county, Ia.

At the age of 14 young Cody be-
came a rider of the ‘Pony Express,"”
a service which carried mails from
St. Joseph, Mo, to Sacramento,
Calif., 1950 miles, by meaus of re-
lays of horseback riders.

SOVIET DESIGNS
HUGE MODEL OF
SOCIALIZED CITY

By JAMES A. MILLS
(Associated Press Correspondent)

Moscow—(AP)—Just what the
campaign for ‘“complete socializa-
tion of Russia" would mean to its
citizens is to be illustrated in a

model socialistic agricultural city|

which is to be erected by the gov-
ernment in the Hoper province,
lower Volga district.

Summed up, the project calls for
a mode of life a bit more impersonal
than that which exists in the bar-
racks of the average army in peace
time. Only clothing and the pocket
knickknacks which the individual
carries about with him will be pri-
vate property. All else will belong
to the commune.

Standardized living quarters for
infants, school children and adults
will keep each of these three classes

apart from the others except for

visits of parents to children or vice
versa. Mothers will be “freed" from
the duty of nursing and caring for
their babies.

The women will not even have to

| yazevsky

cock meals for their mates as onel ture will be manufactured. The en-

gigantic “kitchen factory,” situated
on the outskirts of the community,
will prepare the foed for all the
44,000 people who are.-expected “to
take part in the experiment. This
food will be distributed to restau-

rants of which there will be one in'

each communal residence: or group
of houses, Thus all will fare alike.

Professor Williams of the Timir-
Agricultural Institute
here, heads a committee of experts
engaged in planning the model rural
town. He said it would be located
in the center of a huge ‘collective”
farm of nearly 500,000 acres.

All houses will be of the same
type and will consist of living quar-
ters, a general dinfng room, club
rooms, library and gymnasium. For
each ten of these houses there will
be a separate laundry and shops for
making and repairing the furniture
and other equipment.

Besides the permanent apart-
ments, a thousand or more movable
houses will be utilized in the busy
planting &And harvest seasons. These
will be erected in the fields and
transferred from place to place as
the work requires.

W. Britton has
made a special survey of the rela-
tionship of cold to life and has
discovered some extremely inter-
esting facts, It has been found that
gome fish can survive exposure to
sea water at temperatures from 10
to 12 degrees below zero for several
hours.

Frozer But Not Killed

Under such circumstances, the

| fish gradually lose all sensibility and

finally appears to be frozen stiff.
The heart itself stops. The animal
may be-practically frozen to death
for a brief period, then the tempera-
ture of the surrounding water in-
creased and it comes to life.

As the animal returns to life, the

heart beat appears first, and then
breathing, then vision, then the
ability to maintain a proper position
in the water, and finally the ability
to swim.

POLAND SPEEDS UP
TREK TO AMERICA

Warsaw—(AP)—A Polish Emi-
gration Syndicate to give emigrants
information, provide them with
tickets, and geaoerally take care of
them, has been established with a
capital of $11,000.

The government has kept 60 of
the 100 shares, wpile the remain-

' ing forty bave been sold to steam-

ship lines serving North and South
America. - The United States lines
has joined the syndicate and will be
allotted guotas of emigrants.

The government has reserved the
right to give 25 per cent of the traf-
fic to a Polish line in case such a
company is formed for the direct
transportation of emigrants from
Gdynia to the United States. It is
possible that for this purpose the
government will enter into an agree-
ment with the Danish owned Baltic
America line to operate under the
Polish flag with a subsidy from the
Polish government.

Such arrangements were made
with the Ellerman-Wilson line. re-
sulting in the Polish British com-
pany, which operates a regular
service between Gdynia and Eng-
land, and the French Chargeurs
Reunis, which has established a di-
rect service from Gdynia to South
America. .
