In .Critical Condition— Any

Inventor, 19, Plans to Skim Over Atlantic

Washington, Feb. 27.— (A F )— 
Broken by weeks of illness, William 
Howard Taft had lost so much 
ground in his fight for life today 
that his physicians said there re­
mained no hope for recovery.

Confirming for the first time the 
fears of the family and friends of 
the former president and chief jus­
tice, Dr. Francis R. Hagner said 
after a morning call at the Wyom­
ing avenue home that it now was 
a question of days, and perhaps only 
of hours.

“Mr. Taft is in a critical condi­
tion,” said the physician. “There is 
no hope of his recovery. Any im­
provement will only be temporary. ’ 

General Breakdown.
A general breakdown had follow­

ed upon the combined inroads of the 
various ailments which early in Feb­
ruary forced Mr. Taft to resign as 
chief justice, and since have kept 
him in bed under the anxious eyes 
of family and physicians.

All along the battle had been a 
losing one. He had almost held tiis 
oxvTi for short periods; sometimes 
there ŵ ere signs which gave his at­
tendants some slight hope, although 
their official bulleUns never reflect­
ed a confidence in his recovery.

His active life, the exertions and 
vicissitudes of which kept him a na­
tional figure for a generation, had 
levied heavily on his reserve 
strength, and left him with less than 
the normal fighting power of a man 
of his age. He was 72 yast Septem­
ber.

New'S Spreads.
News of his condition today 

spread sadness throughout Wash­
ington. Immediately after Dr. Hag- 
ner’s bulletin was received at the 
White House, the president and Mr.4. 
Hoover cancelled the reception 
which was to have been held tonight 
for members of the House of Rep­
resentatives.

USE TEAR BOMBS 
TO DISPERSE MOB

Crowd of 3;000 Start Riot in 
Los Angeles— Police Ar­
rest 27 Leaders.

Los Angeles, Feb. 27.— (AP.) — 
A riot in w'hich three thousand al­
leged Communist sympathizers mill­
ing and shouting, attempted to 
storm the Los Angeles City Hall, 
but were turned back by 300 police­
men liberally using tear gas bombs 
and night sticks, had its aftermath 
today in the detention of 27 as­
serted radical leaders.

The police also organized to pre­
vent any possible recurrence of the 
trouble, which started in the city 
plaza at 6 p. m. yesterday and end­
ed only after the crowd had been 
pushed back a second time by the 
officers.

WUd Scramble
Pandemonium broke loose when 

police, plain clothes men and re- 
.serves at first attempted in order­
ly fashion to disburse the crowd 
gathered to stage a demonstration 
which was to culminate with a 
march upon the City Hall. Scream­
ing, scratching w'omen and shout­
ing men trampled bystanders under 
foot and shouldered officers aside in 
a wild scramble from the plaza in­
to the streets.

Carl Sklar, a district organizer 
for the Communists, hoisted upon 
the shoulders of two men, started 
to address the crowd. Attempts of 
police to take him from his post 
were met with resistance. Officers 
were surrounded and struck down. 
Inflammatory placards 
over the mob; Communist papers 
were thrown broadcast.

Charge the Police 
From out of the crowd came a 

shout;
“Comrades, charge the police and 

beat them down.”
Armed with tear gas bombs the 

police finally succeeded In turning 
back the first rush, only to be met 
by a fresh onslaught from a milling 
group in Spring street, beginning 
another movement toward the City 
Hall. Tear bombs stopped them 
short. The police front stood firm 
and the uprising quieted rapidly as 
leaders of the floters were loaded 
Into patrol wragons and ambulances. 
Several required emergency treat­
ment before they could be booked 
it  police headquarters.

Attorney Benedict M. Holden, r.f

The Editonal.

“ Of the various arguments pre­
sented by advocates of Connecti­
cut’s side in the river water diver­
sion controversy with Ma,ssachu- 
setts—or more properly w th  the 
Metropolitan District of Boston— 
none seems to us to be 1 
completely effective as one of those 
cited by Deputy Attorney-General 
Averill in an interview on the sub­
ject in Boston yesterday—to the 
effect that neither the Supreme 
Court nor any other tribunal has 
the power to grant resources to 
Boston to insure the growth of that 
city when such a grant will halt t’ae 
future growth of a community in 
another state.

“ For some reason not easy to 
comprehend there seems to be a 
disposition on the part of the great 
cities of this country to presume a 
certain right to grow and increase 
their conveniences and comfort even 
if it has to be at the expense of 
the smaller communities. Such a 
presumption is not only unjust but 
it is founded on another presump­
tion which, in our firm belief, is 
a fallacy—that the continued and 
unlimited growth of its principal 
cities is essential to the well being 
of a nation. We are convinced that 
exactly the opposite is true.

“The moral, economic and politi­
cal strength of the United States 
would in all probability be greater 
than it is if not a single city with­
in its boundaries had more than a 
million resident—provided - that 
there was a compensating growth 
and development of the smaller 
communities. Of what earthly ad­
vantage the piling up of more pop- 
lation in the Boston area can pos­
sibly be to New England, we in­
vite somebody to tell us. It would 
take a century of pretty diligent 

i work to convert the majority of its 
1 present population into first class 
1 American citizenship, without add- 
! ing still more to the clutter and 

the problem.
“Economically, the huge city, any­

where, is a mistake. Industries can 
be operated to m” ch better advan­
tage in the smaller places; many 
kinds of business can be conducted 
more efficiently and at less expense 
outside the centers of enormous 
congestion—Hartford’s pre-emi­
nence in the insurance business is a 
case in point. The social life of the 
smaller cities makes for far more 
rapid assimilation and far better 
citizenship than that of the swarm­
ing hive of the metropolitan areas.

“There is not only no justice in 
the notion that the rest of New 
England must be deprived and

STILL CRITICAL

Transfusion Aids Wife Vic­
tim of Husband’s Attack 
Of Yesterday.

State Briefs

A blood transfusion early yester­
day afternoon sustained life 
throughout the night and today in 
Mrs. Joseph Grimes, age 68, whose 
throat and windpipe were slashed 
by her husband, evidently in de­
spondency or mental derangement, 
at the Waranoke Hotel yesterday 
morning. Faint hope is held for her 
recovery. She spent a nervous and 
lestless night and her general con­
dition is unchanged.

Joseph Grimes, age 72, who after 
the attack on his wife, inflicted 
wounds in his own throat which 
penetrated nearly to the jugular 
vein, had a fairly comfortable night. 
The condition of both, however, re­
mains critical, it was said at the 
hospital.

Police On Guard
Mrs. Grimes is in a private ward, 

following an operation yesterday, 
while Grimes lies on the main floor 
in the men’s ward. Officer Lucius 
Thrall, detailed by Chief Samuel 
Gordon, sat alongside the bed until 
midnight and was relieved by 
Officer Harold Heffron, who in turn 
was relieved by Officer Jack Cava- 
gnaro this morning. Grimes was 
well propped up by pillows and de­
manded much attention. He re­
peatedly asked that the curtains be 
.shifted as though the lights from 
the street and in the ward affected 
him.

No warrant has been issued for 
Grimes’ arrest but it is the usual 
custom of the police to establish a 
guard over the person police be­
lieve responsible for assault like 
that of yesterday with possibility 
of the victim’s death.

It is said that Grimes expressed 
the desire that he might live and 
then later prayed that his wife 
might be spared and that he might 
die in her stead.

May Issue Warrant
Should Mrs. Grimes die the police 

w ll ask that a warrant be issued 
charging her husband with murder 
in the first degree. With the evi­
dence already secured sufficient to 
bind Grimes over to the March 
term of the Superior Court should 
he improve satisfactorily, little time 
will be lost in presenting his case, 
once in the hands of the state’s at­
torney. An attempt to have Gr.4^es 
committed to some state hospital 
for the criminal insane will be made.

The attempted murder and suicide 
is believed to have been caused be­
cause Mrs. Grimes would not live 
with her husband. Intimates of the 
family claim Mrs. Grimes left her 
husband six years ago, because 
“his incessant talking was unbear­
able.” Misunderstanding this Grimes 
thought there was a serious under­
lying cause and threatened to take 
his own life remarking that some 
day he would “be vindicated.”

Used Two Weapons
Belief is expressed by the police 

that Grimes used both the knife and 
the razor in the slashing, the knife 
on himself and the razor on his wife. 
Searched at the hospital, another 
knife, a small, penknife, w'as found 
in Grime’s pocket, believed to have 
been used by him in his mounting \ 
of butterflies and moths. ;

Three-Act Comedy Attracts 
Capacity Audience to Che­
ney Hall Last Night.

“Tommy," the three-act comedy 
which the dramatic club of the 
Young People’s society of the Luth­
eran Concordia church, presented 
under the direction of Miss Leila 
Isl. Church of Rockville, last night, 
delighted an audience which taxed 
the seating capacity of Cheney hall. 
The gallery too was crowded.

Parents and friends of the young 
people who felt confident the plac­
ers would repeat their success of 
two j^ears ago when they gave "The 
Family Upstairs,” also coached by 
Miss Church, were not disappointed. 
It was a more ambitious vehicle for 
their talents, but they were fully 
equal to its demands. There wasn’t 
a dull moment, and one gaU of 
laughter hardly ended before anoth­
er began.

While every one of the plaj'ers 
was particularly well fitted to the 
role he or she poi*trayed, highest 
honors must be awarded to Miss 
Emily Stavnitsky and Oscar G. An­
derson, daughter and father respec­
tively. Miss Belle Lange as Mrs. 
Warren Thurber, the mother played 
a part similar to that in the prev- 
iou.s play, with Mr. Anderson op- 
■]io.'̂ ite as her husband. Their home 
life was portrayed with a natural- 
nc.ss that delighted everybody. Mr. 
Thurber. a cross-word puzzle fan in 
his spare moments, when told by 
ifis wife that “nobody does cross­
word puzzles nowadays” replies, “ f 
do,” and he does, and solicits the 
help of anyone willing to give it.

Mrs. Thurber. the typical, home- 
loving mother is interesting 
throughout, with her plans for 
Marie, her only daughter uppermost 
in her mind. Her brother, “Uncle 
Dave” another member of the fam­
ily, is a role played vith skill and 
fidelity by John Zwick. He is a real 
“ Mr. Fix-it,” always ready to assist 
the parents or the young people in 
one dilemma and another. Mr. 
Zwick’s acting showed the result of 
untiring, faithful rehearsing, and 
the same might be said of every 
member of the cast which only in­
cluded seven, thus entailing an im­
mense amount of work and mem­
orization for the principals.

The entire action of “Tommy” 
takes place in the living room of the 
Thurber home, which was tastefully 
urnished according to up-to-the- 
minute ideas of interior decorators. 
Real spring flowers, books, pictures 
and bric-a-bric completed the piC' 
tore. A stairway ascending direct­
ly from the living room was an in­
teresting feature, and during the 
course of the play when Mr. Ander­
son appeared on this structure in 
robe de nuit it brought dowm the 
ifouse. The costumes worn by Miss 
^?tavnitsky and Miss Lange were in 
the newest mode. An interesting bit 
of by-play which involves Tommy 
and the Thurbers in a land sale is 
developed to Tommy’s advantage 
through the plans of Uncle Dave 
and the co-operation of their neigh­
bor, Judge Wilson, acted by Ray­
mond Kulpinsky, another well cast

Tommy Mills, a part played by 
Edward Fischer, was in love with 
Marie Thurber (Miss Stavnitsky). 
So also was Bernard, the snappy 
alcsman and of a very different 
vpe. Both make love to Marie, and 

Bernard even procures a marriage 
I'c’ nse to be prepared, but he is not 
m favor with Marie's parents. Tom- 
rav brings Mother Thurber candy. 
,-nd Father Thurber cigars, and 
dances attendance upon them every 
time he calls upon Jlarie, who con­
tinues to keep him at arms length 
and staves off an engagement. The 
iAvor of the parents is changed to 
Bernard through the schemes of 
Uncle Dave with his gift for manag­
ing other people’s affairs. It all re- 
.-.uits to Tommy’s advantage who 
succeeds in winning Marie to con­
sent to an immediate marriage, and 
the license used is the one procured 
bv Bernard. The turn of events is 
perfectly satisfactory to the par­
ents and all ends happily.

The players were letter-perfect 
in their parts. There was nothing 
emateurish about the performance, 
and when the curtain fell on the last 
act the players were heartily ap­
plauded.

FRENCH POSITION 
REMAINS THE SAME

Change of Government Will 
Not Affect Policy, Say 
Diplomats.

Paris, Feb. 27.— (A P )—It was 
said in authoritative circles today 
that the attitude of the French gov­
ernment concerning limitation of 
naval armaments is unchanged and 
will remain so until a new govern­
ment comes into power.

This attitude was made known 
today following persistent reports 
from London and New York of a 
combined Anglo-American effort to 
reduce the French tonnage demands 
from some 724,000 to about 500,000 
tons.

Even should a new government 
be formed eventually by parties of 
the left, it is considered in official 
circles that it will be impossible for 
it to recede from the figures laid 
dbw'n in the original French naval 
memorandum issued by Former 
Premier Tardieu.

To Stay Unchanged 
.All political parties look upon the 

naval construction program as a

means simply to reconstitute the 
fleet worn out or destroyed during 
the World War.

For the moment Ambassador de 
Fleuriau is working with the techni­
cal committees in London but with­
out any instructions because- there 
is no one here in authority to gjve 
them. Hence the situation in London 
is largely responsible for insistent 
demands in some quarters that 
Aristide Briand form a Cabinet-oh 
the ground that he is the man best 
placed to do it quickly and enable a 
French delegation to return to Lon­
don.
The former foreign minister makes 

no secret that he is desirous of con­
tinuing his work on disarmament as 
well as on the United States of 
Europe idea, but he tells friends 
that he has had enough of the 
premiership and prefers to devote 
all of his time to measures looking 
toward definite peace.

Longfellow’s poetic gifts, which 
were apparent in his teens, made 
him at 34 perhaps the most widely 
read poet in America. Poems which 
helped establish him were: Evan­
geline, Psalm of Life, Excelsior, The 
Wreck of the Hesperus, Paul Re- 
vere’s Ride and The Village Black­
smith.

His fame as a poet rests on two 
points. First, he gave expression to 
the commonplace emotions of 
American civilization with charming 
simplicity; second, he did much to 
spread European culture in this 
country.

Testing the Oil Filter
Some of the cars equipped with 

oil filters provide a special plug 
which when removed, shows wheth­
er or ’ not the filter is functioning 
properly. The test is so simple, how­
ever that many owners fail to de­
rive any benefit from it simply be­
cause they do not make inspection 
at the right time.

The flowing of oil from the opened 
outlet demonstrates that all is well 
v.-ith the filter, but it is important 
that the engine be running at the 
time of the test. Another point to 
consider is the condition of the oi 
itself. If it is cold and congealed . 
there may be no exit of oil at the 
inspection plug.

High Spots in Adjustments
Tn adjusting internal expanding 

brakes of a type that is found on a 
number of popular cars moderation 
is the best rule any owner can fol­
low. If he goes on the theory that 
he must do a lot in order to obtain 
results he will wind up by making 
matters worse than they were be-

This is due to the fact that the 
adjustment nut works on an eccen­
tric and has the peculiar faculty of 
having two points at which mini­
mum clearance can be had. Thus it 
the brakes are dragging a bit and 
the owner goes at the work immod­
erately he is apt to go to the ex­
treme cf the adjustment and make 
the shoes fit even closer than before 
he tampered with them.

The skillful mechanic recognizes 
what is known as the high spot of 
an adjustment. It is especially pro­
nounced in adjusting steering gears 
.and is now being nearly equalled in 
brake adjustments.

Test Pistons Before Using 
A new part for the engine isn't of 

much value unless there is every as­
surance that it is as good as when  ̂
it was made, klany seemingly u n -, 
damagable parts are knocked out of . 
true in being handled.

New pistons never should be in- ] 
stalled in an engine unless they have 
been “ miked” for roundness. It is 
easy to appreciate how a piston can 
get* out of round when the remedy 
for a damaged one is explained as 
merely light tapping with a raw- 
hide mallet.

If a light tapping is sufficient to 
bring the piston back to true as to 
diameter it is evident that not very 
much mishandling is required to 
damage it. Just becau.se the part 
may come sealed in a package is 
no reason to assume that it is per­
fect and ready for installing in the 
engine. T he ' package itself may 
have been dropped, or perhaps 
placed under heavier articles.

Clutch I se a Science 
There is not, as many drivers be­

lieve, a single position of the clutch 
oedal at which the clutch is disen­
gaged. If this were so drivers would 
"shift gears successfully on almost 
every trial.

The great variation in geqr shift­
ing success can be traced to the 
fact that drivers do not know that 
the clutch pedal position for disen­
gagement should be varied accord­
ing to conditions. When the pedal 
is pressed out just a little, and if 
the plates do not drag, the clutch 
brake does not come into play. This 
mav be the right position to use for 
shifting if the grease in the trans- 
niigsion is cold and congealed, the 
grease itself acting as a brake to 
slow down the clutch gear.

But in the present instance 
there was a clue—it was learned 
that at the corresponding time an 
automobile with a badly damaged 
headlight was seen heading toward 
Middletown.

A sufficient amount of police ac­
tivity would make It extremely dif­
ficult for the driver of that car to 
escape identification. He might not 
be the hit-and-runner, but the 
chances that he was were sufficient 
to warrant any amount of effort on 
the part of the authorities to find 
him.

But that would probably Involve 
the application of many officers in 
various towns and cities to the job. 
It would be a big task. Too big a 

■ task to get itself done, In a majori­
ty of cases—one that would cost 
too much and Interfere too much 
with regular routine.

The truth of the matter is that 
the state, the municipality, society 
as a whole, is no longer capable of 
the deep indignation which alone 
can supply the driving force neces­
sary for the pursuit of such crimi­
nals when the pursuit is difficult. If 
we can catch a hit-and-runner with­
out too much trouble we are glad to 
do it. If he can only be caught by 
creating a disturbance or spending 
a great deal of money we shrug our 
shoulders and content ourselves 
with a few hard words about him.

Besides, if he were caught, w'hat 
chance is there that he would get 
any adequate punishment?

keeps within the pale of the law’s 
letter and who oppresses his client 
with heavy charges.

The public, when such a topic 
comes up, will w'onder why. If dis­
barment proceedings are to be 
brought, they are not brought 
against the shysters who serve 
thievish bankrupts, who sell their 
services to racketeers and teach 
them how to dodge the penalties of 
the law, who disgrace a fine intel­
lectual profession not by personal 
loose living but by prostituting the 
profession its'llf to the most sordid 
and contemptible ends.

of Spanish descent. Spanish is the 
prevailing language. The natives 
are lazy, sun-loving folks wlio are ' 
much inclined to drift through life | 
and political affairs are mostly in ' 
the hands of the whites, though j  
they are in a small minority.

ATTERBURY
While the quality of the protest- 

ants against prohibition appearing 
before the House Judiciary Commit­
tee hearings at Washington must 
be something of a surprise to the 
drj's, none other of these witnesses 
seems to us to bring to the wet 
cause quite such a degree of sig­
nificance as W. W. Atterbury, pres­
ident of the Pennsylvania railroad. 
This not so much perhaps because 
Mr. Atterbury is at the head of an 
immense corporation employing 
many thousands of men upon whose 
sobriety depends the safety of the 
traveling public as because Atter­
bury Is Republican National Com­
mitteeman from the state of Penn­
sylvania and a figure of great im­
portance in the councils of the Rtf- 
publican party.

The effect of Mr. Atterbury’s ap­
pearance as an open and deter­
mined advocate of the repeal of the 
Eighteenth amendment marks an 
epoch in the history of prohibition. 
It commits his great Republican 
state, with its regular and magnifi­
cent contribution of majorities to 
Republican victories in Presidential 
and Congressional elections, to the 
policy of throwing off the influence 
over the party which the drys, 
sheerly by default, have been per­
mitted to exercise nationally for 
years.

The utmost significance attaches 
to the Atterbury appearance for 
two distinct reasons. As a politi­
cian he represents the majori­
ty party in the strongest citadel of 
the Republican party in the coun- 
try; but first and foremost he 
stands at the very top of the ladder 
In the railroad world and Is con­
sciously responsible for the security

UNCLEAN HANDS
Offhand, we should say that the 

town of Bellows Falls, Vt., i's not 
very likely ever to have the spend­
ing of the several million dollars it 
is trying to get, in lieu of unpaid 
taxes, out of the estate of the late 
Hetty Green.

If Mrs. Green lived in Bellows 
Falls imder an agreement with the 
selectmen that she should be taxed 
only on a certain insignificant pro­
portion of her actual w’ealth, the 
illegality of the agreement is obvi­
ous enough. But it is a cardinal; 
principle of the common law that: 
a plaintiff must come into court 
with clean hands, and It is extreme- j 
ly doubtful if the hands of the town 
of Bellows Falls are clean in this 
case. The selectmen of a Vermont 
town, just as much as those of a 
Connecticut town, are the compe­
tent representatives and agents of 
the town. Therefore it was the 
towm of Bellows Falls that enter­
ed upon this arrangement with Mrs. 
Green. The town conspired with 
her, contrary to law. And it is very 
doubtful Indeed If it can now main­
tain, against the estate of its fel­
low conspirator, a suit handed in 
to the court with hands of a very 
sooty hue. I

New York, Feb. 27—In so far as

TECHNIQUE OF MASSAGE <?

Local massage of the skin causes 
it to be nourished by that most mar­
velous of all skill foods, the blood, 
since during manipulation the blood 
is caused to flow more freely to the 
skin's needs. Massage also aids the 
lymphatic circulation through the 
body and in this way helps to elimi­
nate the wastes.

Through massage the nutrition of 
the muscles is increased, the nerves 
nourished or stimulated, internal 
congestion can be relieved, ad­
hesions removed.

A heavy 
massage stirs up the stagnant mate­
rial just as one may stir up dirt in 
a stream, causing it to be lifted by 
the water w'ashed on.

After massage, the number of red 
corpuscles is increaised in the blood. 
The actual number may not have 
been increased, but those corpuscles 
which were lying down on the job 
in some out of the way place hre 
thrown back in the circulatory 
stream.

Massage has been termed passive 
exercise, as it helps to nourish and 
tone up the tissues manipulated. 
Massa^^ may help digestion and 
can be used to assist in removing 
the deposits that have accumulated 
around the joints. It may be used 
as a sedative for the nerves and 
should be used in cases of obstinate 
and long standing constipation. It 
is singularly u.seful for its toning 
action on sluggish abdominal or­
gans. I

Because massage may sometimes | 
stir up too many of the toxic sub- i 
stances, it is not advisable in acute I 
inflammation, in tuberculosis, or in 
skin diseases such as acne and ec­
zema. !

The different movements of mas­
sage, which may seem simply rub­
bing, to the layman, are really quite 
complicated, consisting of friction, 
rubbing, kneading,. wTinging, slap­
ping, stroking, rolling and pressing. 
The principal movements practiced 
by masseurs are as follows: No. 1— ; 
P'ffleurage, meaning to skim over,' 
which is the light stroking affecting 
the skin and blood vessels just un­
derneath it. No. 4—Tapotment, 
meaning to tap. This is done by 
the tips of the fingers, the clenched 
fists, or the sides of the palms, a c - ' 
cording to the part of the body 
treated. No. 5 -Deep friction, which 
extends to the muscles just under­
neath the skin. No. 6 — "Vibrating 
and shaking. No. 7 —.Squeezing 
along the blood and lymph toward 
the direction of the heart. No. 8— 
Stroking to quiet the nerves with 
gentle stroking of the skin after 
each treatment.

Massage may also include pres­
sure of the nerves to cause them to 
become deadened or inhibited, or

pounding of the nerve centers to 
cause them to become stimulated. 
It also Includes manipulation of the
joints. !

Much of our knowledge of mas­
sage has come to us from Dr. Mez- 
ger, of Amsterdam, from Ling, of 
Sweden, who established probably 
the first college L.. massage and ex­
ercise, and Dr. Weir Mitchel who in­
troduced massage to America. i

Every doctor or whatever school 
should have a thorough knowledge 
of massage in addition to his other 
training. Scientifically applied it Is 
not merely a matter of rubbing, but 
a very valuable adjunct which can 
be scientifically applied, and which 
when properly used may be valuable 
in restoring health and preventing 
the need for the use of more radical 
methods of treatment. |

Washington.—The Democrats be­
lieve they have gained much popu­
lar favor through their successful 
opposition to the Hawley-Smoot tar­
iff bill in co-operation with the Re­
publican progressives.

Democratic senators unite in 
scoffing at the charge that the delay 
in passing a tariff measure in the- 
upper house, caused by the care 
they have taken in pulling the 
finance committee’s bill apart, has 
had an unfortunate rather than a 
beneficial effect on the country.

Scores Speed of House
“ In the Senate," says Senator 

Alben W. Barkley o f  Kentucky, “our 
time has been taken up by the effort 
to prevent infliction on the country 
of indefensible increase in the tariff 
as carried in the Hawley-Smoot 
bill.

“The House seems to have con­
fined itself to the 'appropriation bill 
and but one prohibition enforcement 
measure—the transfer of the en­
forcement machinery from th e  
Treasury to the Department of 
Justice. While an appropriation bill 
may be regarded as a constructive 
measure the routine activity of 
passing one is not exactly legislative 
work, but only the customary meth­
od of supplying needs of the govern­
ment.

“The fight over the tariff bill has 
been more prolonged than would 
have been necessary if the bill had 
been properly considered in the 
House. But it w'as jammed through 
there under gag rule which pre­
vented even the offering of amend­
ments. That made it necessary for 
the Senate to look more carefully 
into each item and gather the fa'cfs 
more scientifically than ever before 
That is what the Democrats, aided 
by the progressive Republicans, 
have been trying to do.

“ We have not been actuated by 
any desire tc injure legitimate busi­
ness and for that reason have of­
fered few' amendments reducing 
rates in the present law, but we 
have tried to benefit agriculture In 
so far as a tariff may do so without 
at the same time nullifying these 
benefits by increasing the cost of 
the necessities w'hich agriculture 
must buy.”

All indications point to "increas­
ing Democratic gains” throughout 
the country, Barkley said, because 
the people have discovered that Re- i 
publican claims of perpetual pros-' 
perity under Republican rule were 
without foundation.

"More men are out of employ­
ment and seeking work today than 
at any time in the last 20 years," 
continued the Kentucky senator. 
“This is a deplorable situation which 
no one contemplates with pleasure 
and it îs made more deplorable 
when we reflect that the present a d - ' 
ministration has done nothing to re­
lieve the situation except to make 
further claims of universal prosperi­
ty.”

Barkley believes that Republican 
leadership, both in the White House 
and in Congress, is at fault for hav­
ing taken no effective remedial 
steps. He contends that Democrats 
and progressives have been the only 
ones even to complain about condi­
tions.

"The situation is made still more 
lamentable,” he declared, “because 
the Republican leadership Is neither 
house of Congress has showm any 
disposition or made any move, even 
of a minor nature, looking towrard 
the badly needed relief.

Calls for Remedies
"They have even denied the ex­

istence of the conditions themselves, 
which everyone in the country is 
well aware have existed for a long 
time.

"Not only have the Democrats in 
both houses, in conjunction with 
the progressive Republicans, called 
attention to these conditions, but 
we have also stood ready to co­

‘‘Discipline is more an expression 
of the police idea of going where 
and when needed than a system atic 
a ttem p t to manage, and m anage­
m ent is mainly for participants 
th

A school for prospective 
vehicle driver.s, where instru i . i.' 
so complete th a t the graduate 
.should be able to "fix a tire or de­
liver a traffic lecture," is described 
by Commissioner Robbins B. 
Stoeckel in the February bulletin of 
the S tate Motor Vehicle D epartm ent 
as part of a  discussion on traffic 
m anagem ent in Germany and Hol­
land.

Schools of this type, says the 
commissioner arc operated in many 
places in Germany under a central­
ly controlled supervision, and the 
training lasts several weeks. Be­
cause the poor condition of cars 
provides one of the g rea test traffic 
problems, instruction is pointedly 
about mechanism.

"Teaching, in part, is by the use 
of motion pictures, showing car 
parts and functions", the commis­
sioner's article explains. " It begins 
with a picture of the radiator cap 
and an explanation, progresses to 
the perform ances of the radiator, 
the w ater pump, and all o ther parts 
of the machine. The course is 
elaborated to bring before the can­
didates for licenses all the probable 
and most of the possible difficulties 
whicb can arise in connection with 
car mechanisms and traffic situa­
tions. The course i.s given to a small 
class, ten to fifteen persons. The 
room is sim ilar to a  schoolroom 
with blackboards r.nd desks. Ques­
tions are put in rotation, or in any 
order which suits the examiner."

Cmumissioncr Stoeckel's article 
deals mainly with coudition.s in Hol­
land and Germany and is a con­
tinuation of an earlier published dis­
cussion of ISurupeau traffic as ob­
served during a recent motor tour. 
He lind ; th st di.sciiilino ii', Germ.any 
contrasts somewhat with the lack 
of it in Holland, hut th a t both sys­
tems seem to woik well and to the 
evident satisfaction of the people in 
lu'th I'ountrics.

Holland has fewer traffic prob­
lems, bccau.se of the small number 
of automobiles in use, transporta ­
tion being largely confined to w ater­
ways and canals. German traffic ,is 
hea\'icr, says the commissioner but 
compares, away from the big cities 
a t  least, with th a t of Am erica's 
about 1010. "On the open highway,” 
he snys "one meets only the pea.sant 
on foot, or witli his cow hitched to 
.1 cart, an occasional pushcart, 
bic.vcles. and with com parative rari- 
l,̂ ' another automobile. Care has to 
be exercised when passing through 
the little towns, for there every­
thing is crowded together, and one 
may expect anything th a t moves to

other than automobiles. The cities, 
hoyvever, do provide safety contri­
vances for pedestrians, the main 
feature being numerous isles of 
safety, which dot the main streets 
and allow com parative safety in 
crossing for walkers. The partici­
pants in traffic too arc prom pt in 
obeying rules and the orders of 
poliqemen. Germany particularly  is 
looking ahead in its parking prob­
lem and educating car owners to 
understand tha t a private car can­
not own a section of the road for 
standing purposes."

The commissioner concludes that

American traffic m anagers can 
learn from those in Europe. "We 
ought to emulate their spirit of re­
search,'’ he says "and to study so 
we may know all there is to know 
about every automobile subject. 
Then we would have tha t knowledge 
on hand, if and when needed, and 
finally we could copy the spirit of 
foresight which so surely exists 
there. We in America can and must 
look ahead, even though this look 
be from  our advanced and compli­
cated traffic position of the present, 
and we can and m ust prepare for 
the future."

Dempsey 
kept his chin against my chest and 
I could not hope to land a blow 
there. In 20 rounds I never struck 
him on the chin. So I adopted a 
third solution. I circled and got in 
two terrific punches, one of them 
the hardest I landed in either fight 
with Dempsey.”

“ What were your thoughts when 
you found yourself on the floor?”

“ How pleasant and comfortable it 
was there, and this mind you, with 
one leg t'wlsted up under my back.”

The former champion turned to 
talk of game fighters. “ Two of the 
gamest men I ever knew stand out 
in my memory,” he said, “ Bartley 
Madden and Harry Greb.

This winter the children of the 
town have been stealing a slide in 
between the traffic, because they 
have no sliding place to go to and 
the result has been this, there have 
been many narrow escapes, for the 
children. It seems to me there 

 ̂ could be many more things done for 
the children of the town to protect 
them and not find fault with a few 
that do know enough to stay out of 
the highway when .they are out of 
school a few days. The harm they 
would do would be nothing compar­
ed to what has been done all winter 
and for the past ten or twenty 
years.
