61 Bodles Recovered

London, March 7—(AP) — The
naval conference got back into full
swing today with a conference of
the chief delegates at St. James's
Palace, France being represented by
Aristide Briand, foreign minister in
the Tardieu Cabinet and a member
of the original French delegation.

Today's meeting was held amid
an atmosphere of confidence, at
least among some of the leading
delegates, that tangible results
would be achieved within a meas-
ureable time, '

This feeling was especially voiced
by Prime Minister MacDonald who

declared emphatically that the con-
ference was going to produce &
treaty at a not very distant date.

“If I talk with a feeling of
buoyancy,” he said, “I have very
good reason for it."

The prime minister also declared
that “all the prophets of evil, as 80
often is the case in human history,
have been confounded.”

The prime minister's optimistic
prediction was made at the close
of a meeting of the principal dele-
gates of all five powers at St.
James's palace made possible by the
return of the French with their
delegation in full working order.
Premier Tardieu himself was not
present being absent in the south of
France where disastrous floods have
been in progress.

In the absence of Dr. D. C. Y.
. Moore, head of the town health
board, who was to have presided at

the open forum meeting held yes-
i terday afternoon at Watkins Broth-
! ers’ auditorium under auspices of
the state department of health,
Superintendent of Schools, F. A.
Verplanck opened the meeting and
introduced Dr. James L. McCartney,
chief of the division of mental
hygiene, who came Lo the division
when it was organized last summer.
There was a good attendance of
physicians and welfare workers,
professional men, teachers, nurses
and representative citizens, Before
the meeting came to order they ex-
amined various health pusters plac-
ed around the room, and literature
on the subject of mental hygiene
issued by the Connecticut State De-
! partment of Health, leaflets from
! national and state societies for
' Mental Hygiene, the Boston League
' of Women Voters and other organi-
zations.
! Mpr. Verplanck stated that for
many years the people of Manches-
| ter had been interested in the physi-
cal welfare of the children. He said
he sometimes felt like boasting that
this town took an interest in the
physical welfare of its school chil-
dren at & much earlier period than
» some of our neighbors. The teachers

that these children had minds, nor

were they unaware that minds of
children differed and that sometimes

time. For those who are born with
mental defects little ~an be done.
They are dependent on the protec-
tion of society for the rest of their
\lives. Such institutions as the State

der supervision. Practically every
one has some mental kink or ab-
normality, some of them are quite
serious but may often be traced to
some mental upset in childhood.
That is the place to stop it although

Dr. McCartney stated that in
every one of the 17 towns which
they have visited throughout the
state since October, more cases had
been referred to them than they
could handle, which he believed was
a good argument that the work is
needed. While he and his assistant,
Miss Mitchell, worked most of the
day yesterday, examining cases at
the Memorial hospital annex
they were unable to complete
the work and intended to return on
Monday. He invited any of his hear-
ers to write the department about
problems that came up, and offered
to supply publications to individuals
or committees who cared to take up
the study of mental hygiene, and
also answered several questions on
the subject from those present at
the meeting.

for the state board, said today that
New York, Massachusetts, Rhode
Island, New Jersey and California
are now on a three year basis and
Rhode Island is planning to increase
the normal school course to four
years. In the past five years the
pumber of available teachers has
increased by about 1500 and there is
relatively a decreasing demand for
pew teachers as women are remain-
ing in elementary school teaching
for a longer period, due possibly to
increased pay schedules and better
conditions. The surplus of elemen-
tary school teachers in the state at
the present time is about 200.

The policy of the state board in
the past few years has been to limit
the size of normal school classes in
proportion to the expected require-
ments of Connecticut schools.

GIVEN TENDER CARE

OF BOOZE BUYER

|Test Case in Washington

Soon to Answer Question
0f Purchaser’s Guilt.

——

Washington. — (AP) — Prohibi-
tion's big question—can a buyer of
liquor be prosecuted?—may be an-
swered here soon.

The case of the United States of
America vs. John Wayland is the
medium.

Wayland is charged with purchas-
ing liquor and will be given a jury
trial in police court.

DAVID A, HART

Seymour Lowman, assistant sec-
retary of the treasury in charge of
prohibition, says a conviction would
serve the same end for future ac-
tion against liquor buyers as passage
of the much discussed Sheppard bill.

The measure, introduced by Sen-
ator Sheppard of Texas, sceks to
amend the Volstead law to apply
also to liquor buyers.

David A. Hart, assistant United
States district attorney, who will
prosecute the Wayland- case, says it
is “without loopholes either as Lo
legal technicalities or evidence.”

Hart holds the Volstead law does
specifically prescribe punishment
for the individual buyer of liquor.

He is prosecuting Wayland under
section 6 of title 2 of the act which
reads in part: “No one shall manu-
facture, sell, purchase, transport or
prescribe any liquor without first

! obtaining a permit from the commis-

sioner so to do.”

JOHN  WAYLAND

The charge against Wayland
reads: “Did then and there unlaw-
fully purchase a certain intoxicating
liquor; to wit, whisky."

The penalizing section in the
case, Hart explains, is section 29 of
the Volstead act which prescribes
a penalty of not more than $500.
He is prepared to carry the case as
far as he can.

Wayland, 27, from Clarendon, Va.,
when arraigned in police court, was
granted a jury trial upon his de-
mand for it and released in $1,000
bail on dual charges of purchase and
possession of liquor.

At 7:59 p. m. a hush fell over
Cleveland's spacious Public Hall
Annex. The clear tones of a bell
rang out.

ways. The roar of 32 balls glinting
under the light as they slid over the
highly polished drives and crashed
into 320 glistening new pins, almost
drowned out the muffied shouts of
spectators.

In the spring when infectious dis-! '
'eases are fairly common, when'
coughs, colds and sore throats are

i frequent, infections of the ear are
also prevailent,

In most instances, the germs
which set up inflammations in the
! ear with its resultant earache get
| into the ear from the nose and
throat along the eustachian tube.
This tube passes from the back of
the nose cavity into the ear. It
- serves to equalize the pressure on
both sides of the ear drum.

When the infection passes’ up
this tube, it infectsi not only the
tube but also all of the tissue in-
side the ear. In most instances
the germ which causes this infection
|is a streptococcus, a germ of the
'type that is also responsible for
septic sore throat, scarlet fever,
| erysipelas anc similar complaints.

In many instances the germ
seems to have a special-affinity for
the ear and spreads su rapidly that
it produces an infection in the ear,
breaking down the bony wall of the
cavities and producing mastoiditis
and infecting the tissue of the brain.

When the ear is infected. the first
symptom is intense earache. When
the physician illuminates the ear
and looks at the ear drum, he finds

New York, March 7—Steel ingot
production in the United States
last, month totaled 4,067,971 tonms,
the American Iron & Steel Institute
reported today.
