| outbreak of septic sore throat in
Ayer, involving 175 cases, was made
known here today by Dr. George H.
Bigelow, state commissioner of
public health, who said his depart-
ment had been asked to investigate
by the Ayer board of health.

Dr. Bigelow said the first cases
were reported March 12 and that
i to date there had been no fatalities.
He attributed the epidemic to the
use of raw milk, saying that all of
the cases were on the milk route
of one dealer.

In his statement, Dr, Bigelow
said, “another outbreak of disease
has been traced to a raw milk sup-
ply. The protection offered by
pasteurization would have prevented
this outbreak, as it would have pre-
vented many others in the past in
the state.

“A mild sore throat in an individ-
ual connected with the handling of
the milk appears to be the source of
infection. There is no evidence
that a cow was involved. The lo-
cal board of health has arranged
| for pasteurization of the supply and
therefore has eliminated further
danger from this milk."”

There is no occasion for anyone,
wet or dry, to become excited over
the result of a booze poll of the
students of Yale university.

Most of the tissues which hold
the stomach, small intestines and
colon in their proper positions are
attached to the back, and the
organs would tend to fall into their

normal position if we walked on all

fours. However, this is not a con-
venient posture for us to use, SO
the abdominal organs are held in
their position principally by the in-
ternel pressure of the abdominal
muscles, by the basin of the pelvis,
and by the organs resting upon one
another. It is guite evident, there-
fore, that a slight relaxation of the
abdominal muscles may permit a
very distinct sagging of the stomach
and intestines.

1t is often possible in examining &
patient under the x-ray to see the
stomach rise as much as four or
five inches simply by the patient
pulling in and tensing his abdomen.
if he walked about in this tense
condition habitually he would not be
troubled with prolapsus, but it is the
rule for one to use the lazier method

and allow the abdomen to sag as it |

will,
Whenever there is a distinct
sagging or where a sharp twist oc-
curs, there is bound to be & slowing
up or partial stoppage of the intes<
tinal contents, and this may lead to
putrefaction and the creation of

| virulent-toxins which produce an in-

flamation of the intestines or the
formation of gas which produces
large dilated pockets.

Another very serious result of
prolapsus is that when the organs
are out of position they trend to rub
against each other. This causes an
irritation, and the irritation brings
on a growth of connective tissues in
such a way as to bind the two
organs together, causing them to
adhere by what are known as ad-
hesions. When the organs have
grown together in this faulty posi-
tion you can easily see that the
kinks are very likely to become
permanent fixtures if nothing is
done to remove them. When this ad-
hering tissue has caused a kink or
strangulation the condition may be-
come quite serious, depending upon
the extent of the closing.

The majority of these cases occur
pbetween the ages of fifteen and
thirty and may remain throughout
life. At least 75 per cent of the
constrictions occur in the small in-
testines. When this constriction oc-
curs the bowel contents have a hard
time in passing through the narrow
space and partial or complete stop-
page may occur. The mass of feces
sometimes hardens to form copro-
liths, which are small and round and
look something like cherries. Some-
times the bowel passage is com-
pletely blocked by these coproliths.
In other cases little masses of
worms may form and cause a stop-
page. Growths or tumors may re-
gult from the continued irritation
and by pressing on the bowel force
it still more out of place.

This country h&s a greater pro-
portion of illiteratés than England,
Germany, Switzerland, Norway,
Denmark, Japan and other coun-
tries, and the National Advisory
{ Committee on Illiteracy suddenly
proposed at the end of January an
active program to begin within a
couple of weeks to reduce illiteracy
to such an extdnt that the nation
would no longer feel humiliated by
| the comparison. The chairman of
this Hoover commission is Secretary
of the Interior Ray Lyman Wilbur,
who sent out pep letters to the
state educational officials about the
ambitious plan.

Educators Scoffed at Plan

Educators appeared to be consid-
i erably surprised. There are about
five million persons in the country
over 10 years old who cannot write
in any language, or perhaps one in
!20. Most of them live in rural dis-

tricts. The idea that any large num-
per of them could be made literate
in such a short time had never oc-
curred to the educators. In fact, the
{American Federation of Teachers
thought it was nothing short of ab-

¢surd and it addressed a strong pro-
test to Wilbur in which the federa-
tion alleged that the campaign was
educationally and socially unsound,
its methods superficial and only
pseudo - efficient and the whole
scheme apparently a mere political
gesture likely to injure the cause of
literacy. :

An illiterate can't become literate
by taking a few lessons, the teach-
ers insisted, and ‘“only intellectual
giants can master reading and writ-
ing habits in a few months.”

But, now that the teachers and ;

others have become so excited, the
official explanation is given by the
national illiteracy committee to your
correspondent that it wasfonly kid-
ding. Secretary Wilbur, who used to
be president of Leland Stanford Uni-
versity, never did actually believe
that a million or so illiterates could
be taught to read and write in a
month or so.

The thought in promoting that
idea was simply to get everyone
| pepped up over the l6ng-time cam-
| paign against illiteracy. By appeal-
ing to national, state and local pride
as well as to the personal pride of
the illiterate himself with the im-
pression that everyone might be
made literate by census time, it was
figured that all concerned would be-
come sufficlently stirred up to keep
going with the committee’s general
program for an indefinite period.
Thus, the illiteracy figures for 1830
presumably will be as humiliating as
ever and the educators are advised

quite so seriously.

So far, one learns from the com-
mittee, some 32 states have organ-
ized their own campaigns in co-0p-
eration. Some have made special
appropriations, others have found
various public-spirited organizations

to help. The governors and
state educational supervisors get to-
gether and -elect a committee of &
dozen or more of the state's most
prominent citizens whose job is to
start a publicity campaign and get
the state excited about the problem.
Smaller committees are organized In
each county, with school superin-
tendents as chairmen and as many
wealthy bankers, wealthy as can he
roped in. -

In each county an attempt is then
| made to get the names of the illit-
erates through school teachers, pu-
pils, physicians or other sources. As
many iiliterates as possible are per-
| suaded to attend evening schools so
as to learn their A-B-C's and find
out what to do with them. Such
schools are now being conducted in
a majority of the states according
to reports here, using a manual of
' 24 lessons provided by the Hoover
(committee. The committee denies
' any hope of turning an illiterate into
| a literate with these 24 lessons, #X-
plaining that they ahould, however,
stlrgula.t.e interest, leading to further
study.

But the beloved patron saint 10
whose memory this festival is cele-
brated wasa't even a pative son cf
O!' Erin.

He may have been a Frenchman;
some declare he was born in Eng-
tand, and there is reason 10 believe
he was a native of Scotland. At any
rate, a spot called Kilpatrick, near
Dumbarton, Scotland, on the River
Clyde, seems to have the best claim
to honor as his birthpiace, in the
year 389.

Regardless of where St. Patrick
was born, his name is forever asso-|
ciated with Ireland. He redeemed
the country from paganism. He-in-|
trodiced the Latin language. with
its wealth of learning, and he
brought that then isolated island
into touch with the civilization of
s'guthem Europe.

* As the story goes, St Patrick,
when a lad of 16, was carried away
from his homeland by 2 band of
marauders. For SiX years he was
held captive in Ireland, where he 15 |
said to have tended the herds of an
Irish chieftain. ,

Patrick escaped at the age of 22
and fled from Ireland on a vessel |
engaged in the export of Irish wild |
dogs. He landed on the west coast
of France, and spent some years in,
a ‘monastery near the Mediterranean.

Then he returned to Britain, |
where he conceived the idea of be-
coming & missionary. Although nat- |
urally diffident, and in spite of np-
position. of relatives. Patrick sailed
to Gaul, where he was ordained and}
then returned to the Emerald Isle
and became, Bishop of Ireland.

St. Patrick combined a deep spirit-
ual nature with a strong capacity
for action. He had a firm purpose
and an enthusiasm which carried!

deeds far overshadowed his words.

And therein, perhaps, is
an indication of how we should have
treated Christ had we lived in Judea
during His lifetime there.

Surely, if -ve had any deep reali-
zation of Christ's presence in Lhe
poor, we should serve them so eag-
erly that poverty would disappear.
Certainly after nineteen hundred
years of Christianity, there ought
not to be so many in absolute need
of the necessaries of life. .

Seedsmen throughout
are showing a gratifying wi
to co-operate with the State
ment of Agriculture in the
ment of the law.

In the few cases where
the label was not attached giving
the required information it Wwas
found to be largely confined to those
seeds carried over from last yeas
when such labeling was not neces-
Bary.
