PARCEL POST DELIVERY
BEING INVESTIGATED

Pestmasters Trying {o Solve
Problem of Getting Pack-
ages Delivered Earlier. ‘

Although the early morning mail
delivery was inaugurated a week
ago, the contract for parcel post de-
livery was not included in the con-
tract and no parcel post is delivered
to the local offices until the arrival
of the morning train from the' west
at 9 o'clock. For this reason the
first parcel post delivery is not
made until 10:30 at least, and as
there is a full-time parcel post de-
livery in South Manchester, the late-
ness of delivery is felt by iocal mer-
chants. In the case of the Manches-
ter postoffice, there is a part tipe
delivery which has been changed to
afterncon, eliminating to a certain
extent the trouble felt at the South
Manchester office.

Rockville also has its trouble in
this connection. There are only two
mails into Rockville each day. Un-
der the old plan the narcel post was
included in the first class morning
delivery but because of a difference
of three hours in arrival, the de-
livery of parcel post is not made to
the Rockville office until evening.

A conference of postmasters has
been held and a change will be made
to allow the parcel post to be de-
livered in the early morning with
the first class mail.

CONSPICUOUS SLUMS
PROBLEM IN CAPITAL

Chop Suey Joints and Cheap
Hotels Flourish Where Pa-

rades Must Pass.

Washington — Tattooing shops,
chop suey places and dilapitated
hotels flourish in one of Washing-I
ton's most conspicuous places—the
lower end of Pennsylvania avenue
nearest the capitol. {

Through this area inaugural
parades must pass before reaching
the city proper and the White
House. Senators and representatives
daily must wend their way through
it before reaching the halls of Con-
gress.

This section of the city is causing
the planners of the new and greater
Washington no little concern. In
fact, it has grown to be one of their
most serious problems.

The south side of the Avenue)!
offers no difficulty. It is government
property, and will be lined with fed-
eral buildings of dignified and har-
monious architectural appearance.

But the north side is and will re-
main public property. As such any
sort of a building may be erected
there. '

So the demand s heard for some
sort of control of building on the
north side. Congress has been ask-
ed to enact legislation which would
prevent the appearance there of an
architectural monstrosity—one that
would spoil the other side of the
avenue.

President Hoover had the same
idea in mind when he called the at-
tention of Congress to the situa-
tion. It was his suggestion that
some kind of restrictive legislationl
be passed which would compel the
submission of plans by private peo-
ple for buildings in this and similar |
locations to the commission of fine
arts. !

This commission could then make |
sure that a Chinese pagoda, =&
Gothic Cathedral, a renaissance pal-
ace or & jumple of all three would
be kept out.

Two such bills are now before
Congress. Representative Luce of
Massachusetts is sponsoring one in
the House. Senator Shipstead of
2Minnesota will wage a similar fight
in the Senate.

Many of the objections advanced
by the property owners have been
ironed out. And while the north
side of the Avenue will hardly
match the south side in beauty, the
two more than likely will be archi-
tecturally harmonious. g

Atlhough "“Uncle Tom’'s Cabin”
was written carelessly and sensa-
tionally, it aroused public con-
science wherever it circulated.
Critics say the secret of the
book’s effect upon the issue of
slavery was less the story, or its
descriptive power, than its sin-
cerity.

Regardless of the literary merits
of the book, the characters Uncle
Tom, Simon Legree and little Eva
have become traditional in Ameri-
can literature.

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; NEW ENGLAND
There appeared in the New York
Herald-Tribune yesterday the first
Qt an announced series of artigles
on the present growth of New Eng-
l.hnd. written by Allen Raymond,
which paints a picture of conditions
in this section well calculated to
make New England calamity howl-
ers ashamed of themselves. Largely
dtatistical and dealing in figures
which are familiar to our chambers
of commerce, manufacturers and
usinesss associations, still the ef-
ct of the initial article is to give
any dweller in these six states a bit
¢f a thrill of pride. Mr. Raymond
s.hows not only that the exteriorly
held impression that New England
is decadent is all wrong but that
this corner of the United States Is
the only group of states whose
wealth has increased faster than its
opulation in the last ten years.
What is especially gratifying,
however, is that here is a writer
dbout New England who has fully
yealized what even a considerable
umber of New Englander'u cannot
ecem to get through their heads,
ihat instead of depending on the
otton textile and boot and shoe in-
@ustries, New England would be
practically self sustaining without
them.
i He poinis out that cotton goods
fontribute only 8.5 per cent of the
otal New England manufacturing
income and the boot and shoe in-
dustry only 5.6 per cent. Also that
{hese states produce 27 per cent
of the nation's production of paper
L_nd woodpulp; 32,5 per cent of its
brass, bronze and copper product;

_ 554 per cent of its cutlery and

cdged tools; 34.9 per cent of the
nation's jewelry; 54 per cent of its
plated ware; 31.7 per cent of its
vtypewriters; 36.9 per cent of its felt
and fur hats; 30.6 per cent of its
corsets; 52.5 per cent of its ammu-
nition: 64.5 per cent of its emery
wheels and other abrasives; 65.5
per cent of its textile machinery;
74.5 per ‘cent of its firearms; 317
per cent of its clocks and watches;
36.7 per cent of its optical goods;
33 per cent of its silverware; 24.9
per cent of its sporting goods; 18.2
per cent of its sewing machines and
so on through an almost endless list
including machine tools and electri-
cal goods as leading items.

“The three southerly states of
New England,” says Mr. Raymond,
“Massachusctts, Connecticut and
Rhode Istand, holding two-thirds of
the territory's population, are one
solld workshop. All their civiliza-
tion is a factory civilization, and
since New England’s manufactur-
jag industry goes back for 130
vears, its resultant social structure
is almost as old as modern KEu-
rope’'s.”

This is a point that those fearful
for the industrial future of these
states are prone to overlook. The
New England artisan is almost as
entrepched in his monopoly of ex-
pert mechanical skill as were the
guildsmen of Europe in the middle
ages. The area is saturated with in-
dustrial efficiency. Factory produc-
tion is as essentially an element of
New England life as riding horses
iz an element of life on the Montana
range. Manufacturing thrives in
New England, and comes to New
fngland, because this is the native
home of manufacturing.

We should worry.

BANK MERGERS

. So rapid has been the progress of
pank merging in the last two years
that the question suggests itself,
Where is this business of coémbining
great financial institutions to end?
Phe uniting of the Chase Naiional
Bank and the Equitable Trust into
the largest bank in the world lends
cspecial force to speculations as to
‘whether such unions are to go fur-
“ther and still further, and if so

~what will be the fruits?
Obviously there must be a limit,
Egmewhere. to the extent to which

the control of commercial and in-
dustrial credits can safely be re-
posed in the hands of any one group
of individuals, of any single bank
directorate. ’ .

The history of banking monopo-
lies in this country offers little en-
couragement for new experimenta-~
tion in that direction, but it is the
custom to regard the present time
as wholly new, with no inhibitions
imposed by the experiences of the
past.

It was at a comparatively early
period in sAmerica's development
that the Bank of the United States,
endowed with what was for those
times enormous powers, outgrew its
discretion and yielded to the temp-
tations, fostered by too much suc-
cess and too great a size, to chal-
lenge not only the rights of the
people but the authority of the fed-
eral government. It emerged from
its trial of strength with Andrew
Jackson stripped of its power, dis-
credited, and forced, at length, to
liquidate.

From that time to this it has al-
ways been recognized that io com-
petitive rather than monopolistic
banking lay security for the banks
themselves as well as for general|
business; and under a healthily|
competitive system of credit crea-
tion and control the nation has fi-
nanced the most remarkable period
of industrial and commercial ex-
pansion in history.

The present tendency to merge
and then merge again, bringing
vast aggregations of resources un-
der the determinations of fewer
and fewer men, is likely to give rise
to uneasy doubts whether its di-
rection is toward a real monopoly
of credit control.

It goes
without saying that in a country
like Great Britain, despite his ex-
traordinary intellect and his gift
for political achievement, Balfour
was outdated from the beginning
of his career and achieved notably
only through the power of his na-
tive gifts and in spite of an utter
blindness to the world's changes.

It is a regrettable circumstance
that one of the last of his public
acts has brought to Britain a great
deal of what many believe to be un-
necessary distress and bewilder-

ment. His war time commitment of
England to the Zionization of Pales-

Health and Diet
Advice

ELECTRIC REFRIGERATION

Proper refrigeration is essential in
preserving food, and for this reason

the use of both ice and electric re-
frigerators, Recently, however, I
have received many-letters inquiring
about the possibility of poisoning
from escape of gas used in the elec-
tric refrigerators. There has been
the rumor of danger from the gas
used as a refrigerant in these elec-
trical machines.

After inquiry from the various
manufacturers of electrical refriger-
ators, I fad that there are three
different gases used. The first is
methyl chlorid, the second is sulphur
dioxid, and the third is ammonia.
Both sulphur dioxid and ammonia
have very strong odors, and the
least leak would be readily detected
so that there is scarcely any danger
of poisoning from these sources.
Even if one were asleep the gases
are so irritating that one would im-
mediately wake up. Methyl chlorid,
however, is & gas that is not s0
i readily detected by the breather, as
'the odor is faint and sweetish and
does not cause coughing or burn the
eyes. For this reason,
is awake may not notice it, and one
asleep would not know of its escape.
With ammonia and sulphur dioxid
on the other hand, the inhaling
causes violent coughing. The victim
is warned, and leaves the vicinity
j quickly.

The companies now using methyl
chlorid usually mix some sulphur
dioxid with the other gases that a
leak may be readily discerned.

I have become convinced that the
dangers have been greatly exagger-
ated. Even methyl chlorid is not
dangerous except when greatly con-
centrated, The hazards of ° using
electric refrigerators are very ‘slight,
certainly not as great as using bath-
tubs or automobiles. - On the other
hand, electric refrigeration is doing
enormous service from the stand-
point of health, and civilization. The
housewife with a good refrigerator
in her kitchen has many advantages,
as she can prepare her food early in
the day before the ,market is picked
!over, and keep it fresh. She’can
make desserts and salads to dress
up the menu and keep them in good
condition for several days.

The electric refrigerator has the
advantage of maintaining a uniform

cooling device unless the tempera-
ture is at all times below 50 degrees
F. In fact, 42 degrees is & much
better temperature if the safety of
the family stomachs is to be con-
sidered. All of the bacteria which
are harmful to the digestive tract
may be kept inactive at a tempera-
ture below 50 degrees. If the tem-
perature arises even for a short
time to more than 50 degrees the
danger point is reached, and the
bacteria immediately begin to mul-
tiply, and food begins to spoil. Be-
low 50 degrees might be called a
health temperature for foods.  To
| hold the health temperature of 50
degrees is easily possible with the
ice box if the ice chamber is kept
at least half full. Most ice boxes
| are well constructed and firmly
| sealed, and they will hold the right
| temperature if you use enough ice
{in them. The electric refrigerator
| has the advantage of automatically
i controlling the tem;;rature without
bother or attention? ;

Hand Brake Speeds Stop
Use the emergency brake in ad-
dition to the service brake if you
are obliged to make the quickest
possible stop, even if the former
uses the same rear brake shoes as
the latter. Some drivers seem o

think that the use of the hand brake |

Even in cases where there are
two scts of brakes on the, rear
wheels the use of both of them in an
emergency is an excellent way to
guard against a skid, since any
unequalization of one pair of rear
hrakes is certain to be offset by the
action of the other pair.

. Baftery “Pep"” A Warning

Perhaps fewer motorists would be
caught with run down batteries if
they knew why it is that a battery
often will appear to be unusually
lively just before its last gasp.

Barring the breaking down of cell
plates through old age, overcharg-
ing and defects, a battery usually
runs down because it does not getl
the attention it needs. Adding water
to the cells every few weeks is not
a jest but part of the process of
maintaining the 'electrotyte in pro-
per condition. As walter beils or
evaporates out of solution the elec-
trolyte becomes more concentrated,
the effect of which is to make the

|battery peppy as if treated with

some dope.

When this concentration reaches
a point where the plates are half out
are apt to
buckle, thus causing an internal

short circuit.

Brakes Cause Sidesway

Much that passes for lack of bal-
ance in cars on curves is the result
of the front brakes not working
properly.

Some cars are designed so that
the outer brakes release when the
car is going around curves and the
driver is slowing dowmn.

A handy way to check up on the
front hrakes is to jack up the front
of the car and spin the wheels, Then
turn the steering wheel so that the
front wheels cut first one way then
the other. If you cut to the right
and the left wheel stops, or vice
versa, there is something wrong.

Floorboards Must Fit

Floorhoards are the cause of &
lot of perplexing trouble if not re-
placing carefully and in their
original positions.

Consider the case of the man who
replaced the upper front floorboard
of his car in such a way that it was
too high. Not only did he disturb
the accelerator which was hinged
on the board but the clutch pedal
as well because the latter could not
return to its usual position. The
effect of the change in the position
of the accelerator was to prevent
the engine from idling, while the
ckange in the clutch position was
equivalent to “riding” the cluteh
pedal.

Constant slippage of the clutch,
combined with the trouble in throt-
Nling down the engine for gear shift-
ing, resulted in burning the clutch
plates. The experiment taught the
owner the importance of replacing
all parts carefully, even though
they appear to be unimportant,

Handier Plan For Heatfer

Whether or not your engine heat-
er is of the permanent or portable
type you can make it permanent
and more handy to operate by the
following method:

First attach the heater to sonie
convenient place around the engine
as near the radiator as possible. See
that it is secure ®nd that it does not
interfere with the action of -a&ny
moving part.

Next run the wiring to the driv-
ing compartment and attach the
plug at some handy point under the
instrument panel, Thus when you
put the car in the unheated garage
at night you have only to connect
the plug to an extension from the
electric light socket. Without rais-
ing th heood or making any further
adjustments the heater is started
and the cooling system is conven-
iently protected for the night.

70-YEAR QUEST
SLAYS FABLES
OF OIL FIELDS

New York, —(AP) —A T0-year
quest by the American petroleum
industry to find the key to deter-
mine the location of oil has laid
a ghost or two.

The industry still believes “oil is
where the drill finds it,”" but has
been compelled by the weight of
evidence to reject the admonition
to “drill near churches and ceme-
teries; keep away from ' sawmills
and swamps."

It passed into limbo along with
the idea that oil wells could be
located by forked sticks.

The reason is that some incredu-
olus, hard-boiled engineers with
supreme faith in drills and none
in fables have brought in gushers
in all sorts of places around the
United States.

Oil men still probe about ceme-
teries but for a diffcrent reason.
Customary sites on rising ground
pceasionally coincide with the an-
tielines or subterranean hills of
non-porous rock that trap  oil and
gas, explains the American Petro-
leum Institute.

But the rest of the fable is just
that. Qil men are producing oil
from the midst of swamps, near the
sites of sawmills, and many other
strange places.

Qil men now pay
tion to the sub-surface than sur-
face conditions in determining
whether a well shall be drilled.

As g re v It wells are working in
gwamps of Louisiana, salt domes
of the gulf coast, surf of Hunting-
ton Beach, in California, and banks
of rivers and creeks in Texas.

But it’s still true that until the
drill has penetrated oilmen are un-
certain of a gusher or a ‘duster.”

The present straightaway world's
record is close to four miles a min-
ute—231,862 miles per hour, made
‘ last year by Sir Henry O. D. Se-
grave in the famous Golden ArTow.

Kaye Don, another noted British
pilot, aims at somewhere around 250
m. p. h. with his Silver Bullet in the
i speed trials scheduled March 15-30
at Daytona. Theoretically his special
Sunbeam creatioms, powered with &
brace of 12-cylindered motors of air-

power, is designed to reach a speed
of 280 m. p. h.

Next year, if J. M. White de-
velops his plans for a 48-cylinder
thunderbolt for the purpose of
bringing the record back to Ameri-
ca, 300 m. p. h. may be attained.
This, it seems to most experts, may
be about the limit for ground speed,
if it is not more than the limit that
can be accomplished under human
control. The element of chance, the
risk of death, is high now. Frank
Lockhart, one of the most daring
American pilots, was killed at Day-
tona. The relatively inexperienced
Lee Bible met a similar fate. Dead
also is Ray Keech, the last Ameri-
can to gain a niche in the limited
list of those who have smashed the
world's straightaway record, It was

grave shattered.

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SAYS DEER DO REAL
DAMAGE TO CROPS

Gilead Resident Asserts They
Ruined Three Acres of Fruit
Trees On His Place.

A Gilead man, responding to a re-
cent invitation of the Herald to
farmers, asking their opinion as to
damage done by deer to crops, in-
forms this newspaper that he had a
three acre orchard of apple and
peach trees ruined by them. The
deer ate the leaves and tender twigs
to such an extent that they actually
killed the trees, he says,

“Deer do a great deal of damage,”
the Gilead resident said, “in some
sections. They like certain vege-
tables, clover and alfalfa, as well as
certain trees, and do a great deal of
injury to them. Their habits of feed-
ing are such that it isn't easy for
the farmer to kill them.”

In this connection the following
items are taken from the Connecti-
cut Agricultural College Review:

“John Danick of West Stafford re-
ported damage by deer was so se-
vere on his vegetables last year that
he had to plow under four acres of
his early crop.

“Rudolph Moser of Ellington re-
ports severe damage to young. pines
by deer. Of about 5,000 set out,
some had reached a height of two
feet and the lips have been eaten.
From the plentitude of deer tracks
he judges his lot must be a regular
hang-out."” '
