He will be “unfit to be tried
for his life” and so will risk, at
most, life. imprisonment with =a
glight but lively expectancy of es-
cape or parole.

NEW BONE OF CONTENTION

THE TAFT LETTER

Last Friday this newspaper print-
ed an editorial on the Taft-Fisher
letter pointing out the improbabili-
ty that Mr. Taft had meant to con-
vey the idea that the result of pro-
hibition was ‘glorious” when, in &
following sentence, he definitely ex-
pressed the thought: “I really think
that it is possible, if we keep at
it, to achieve a satisfactory result.”

The editorial in question was
written late on Thursday. That
same afternoon, it appears, the
New York- Evening Post expressed
exactly the same opinion that was
held by this newspaper, that the
“glorious result” applied to the re-
sult of the Presidential campaign,
of which Mr, Taft had just been
speaking in his letter to Professor
Fisher. Almost every other newspa-
per jumped at the conclusion that
the late President-Chief Justice had
meant that the result of prohibition
was glorious.

Now, it appears, Professor Fish-
er himself admits that he never
supposed that Taft meant to call
the result of prohibition “glorious”
and that of course the writer of the
letter was referring to the result
of the election.

Since Professor Fisher is one of
the mainstays of the dry cause and
his utterances are text book stuff
for them, this would seem to dis-
pose of the idea that the revered
ex-President had become infatuated
in his last days with the theory of
prohibition. That he had become
more favorably disposed toward the
experiment than at one time he
was, is of course true. But he was
far from having arrived at the point
where he would describe as already
“glorious” something that he ac-
tually hoped might yet become
“satisfactary.”

Advice

A DISSERTATION ON PIG

Most people think that beef is
the mosat popular of all meats, but
statistics show that we actually eat
more pork than beef. In 1928 the
average person ate 73.9 pounds of
pork and only 51.7 pounds of beef,
or an average of 22.2 pounds more
pork per capita than beef.

Part of the popularity of pork de-
pends on its great amount of fat
which makes it & fuel that appeals

heavy work to do. The price, too,
is always reasonable, due to the ef-
ficlency with which pork and bacon
can he marketed.

Anyone who likes pork should
read Charles Lamb's famous essay
on the ‘Dissertation on Roast Pig,”
in which he suggested that the first
roast pig was an accident, caused by

You |
can absolutely - protect your family
from all danger if you cook every
piece of pork that comes into the |
kitchen until it is well done. Never |
eat raw sausages. The heat used in ]
broiling slices of ham and bacon will
render them perfectly safe.

A combination of applesauce and |
pork is good if non-starchy food is |
taken at the same time. The best
way to serve pork is to roast itin a|
hot oven, allowing twenty-five miu-
‘utes for each pound of meat, bast-

'ing as required. In boiling ham, first
soak it well for one hour. Place in
cold water, boil moderately, allow-
ing twenty minutes for each pound,
adding more water to the pot as

_ Perhaps Shaw has not a great
deal that is new to say about de-
mocracy id his latest play, but he
says it so entertainingly and in
such well-shaped prose that it
brims with food for controversy.

And the Theater Guild has pro-
duced “The Apple Cart” so hand-
somely and cast it so well that
climbs out of the realm of political
discussion and warrants acceptance
sheerly for its
values.

Shaw's central figure is King
Magnus, monarch of Britain in
1960. Neither autocrat nor figure-
head, Magnus finds a sphere in pro-
tecting -his people from the
miers they themselves have elected
—premiers controlled by Big Busi-
ness. .

From this theme Shaw digresses
twice—once to indulge in some in-
tellectual bedroom comedy in which
Magnus and his mistress Orinthia
discuss marriage; and again to sug-
gest that by 1960 the United States
may absorb Great Britain.

Full of long speeches, “The Ap-
ple Cart" magically avoids, by its
wit and grace, the faults that usu-
ally go with lack of action.

Three members of the cast stand
out—Tom Powers as King Magnus,
Violet ‘Kemble Cooper as his mis-
tress, and KErnest Cossart as the
cabinet member who represents
union labor.

This natiopal shrine is to be
built not far from the Sun Yat-Sen
tomb, on the south slope of Purple
Mountain, the National govern-
ment's memorial park on the out-
gkirts of the capital and overlook-
ing th® Yangtse river. The under-
taking is * said to be receiving the
personal attention of General Chi-
ang Kai-Shek, head of the Nation-
alist government.

The Chung-san Memorial High-
way, connecting the Nanking rail-
way station and the base of the
mountain and opened for the State
burial of Sun Yeat-Sen last June, 13
to be extended to the site of the
Revolutionists’ cenotaph.

The site selected for the memori-
al is that of an old Buddhist tem-
ple, said to be more than 600
years old. The temple lies to the
east of the mausoleum, thus form-
ing with the tombs of the ancient
Ming emperors, which are about
the same distance to the wset, a
symmetrical three-point shripe.-

The principal feature of the old
temple is a famous all-masonry
“beamless hall” which is to be re-
stored for the central portion of
the mew memorial. This temple
fell into ruin centuries ago and, in
its central portion a tree sixty feet
high stands as a witness 1o its
years of disuse.

When the over-heavy  brick
vaults have been replaced by the
lighter reinforced concrete of mod-
arn science, and roofed with. glazed
tile of yellow and green, this fine
old building will stand forth in
semblance of its original state of
six centuries ago. It will house 120
marble tablets on which will be in-
scribed the names of 24,000 heroes
whose remains will, as far as pos-
sible, be buried on the slopes about
the old temple.

The cemeteries (in three parts)
will be walled in the characteristic
horse-shoe shape, each part enclos-
ing about two acres. In these plots
will be placed the bones and ashes
of the soldiers, each to be in an
urn. These remains are now being
gathered from the battlefields over
which the Nationalist armies fought

WILLIAM MORRIS' BIRTH

On March 24, 1834, William
Morris, noted English poet, artist
and Socialist, and inventor of the
Morris chair, was born in England.

Interested in theology, Morris in-
tended after graduating from Ox-
ford to found a religious brother-
hood. But a trip to France threw
him so completely under the spell of
French Gothic that he decided to
become an architect instead.

After trying his hand at archi-
tecture and painting, Morris founded
a firm for the design and manufac-
ture of artistic furniture. It was
here he designed his famous chair,
Abandoning this business he founded
at Hammersmith the famous Kelm-
scott press, where he, printed many
beautiful books including- his own
books of prose and verse. In his
classic writings Morris proved him-
self one of the best story tellers
since Chaucer. .

In 1885 he became an active
Socialist.

Lisbon— (AP)—Portuguese emi-
gration to Brazil, which threatened
to drain the country. of its man
power, i§ being slowed up undcr in-

fluence of the government here and
through reports of hard times re-
sulting from the  coffee crisis in
South America.

One consequence is that the au-
thorities are increasing their efforts
to divert the outward flow of peo-
plé_to the Portuguese colonies of
Africa, where there has been an
acute shortage of skilled labor. Pre-
vious efforts in this direction, how-
ever, have had little effect.

The governmenf had begun to
have genuine fears tha’ i~ the exo-
dus rate continued fer 25 years
Portugal's population of about 6,
000,000 would decrease by twenty
per cent. Official statistics for 1928,
the latest complete figures, showed
that 34,297 young Portuguese had
Jeft the country and that 27,728 of
them headed for Brazil. But it was

of 1820 the movement had risen to
a rate that would have taken 50,000
men annually.

INCOME TAX RECEIPTS
CONTINUE TO DECREASE

Washington, March 24.—(AP) —
The Treasury said today that income
tax collections as of March 21,
amounted to $31,872,280 a drop of
$15.955,86% as compared to the
same day last year.

Total collections for the month
also showed a drop for the same
number of days in March, 1928.

For the first 21 days of the pres-
ent month the collections have to-
talled $491,700,996 while in March-
1920 the collections aggregated
$526,088,827 making a decrease of
$34,000,000.

The Treasury statement showed,
hoewever, that on March 21 there
was a surplus of §105,869,734 while
on the same day a year ago the sur-
plus amounted °'to only $3,438,520.
Income tax collections for the fiscal
vear starting last July 1 showed an
increase of $133,000,000 over the
similar period of the preyious fiscal
year, totalling $1,744,385,138.

Total receipts of the government
thig fiscal year also were larger
than last year aggregating $2,939,-
038,034 as compared to $2,804,-
442 508 last year.

Expenditures were slightly larger
than last year amounting to $2,833.-
168,299 this year as compared (o
$2,801,004,077.

When we speak of the values of
life it is worth while to ask what
is the value of our own.

At the end of winter nearly every-
one experiences a loss of -appetite.
During the cold months, the body
has-craved foods that would supply
heat and consequently & diet rich in
fats and carbobhydrates has been
maintained. Even if fruits and vege-
tables have been included in the
family dietary, the tendency is to
over-eat of the richer foods that
eventually clog the system. This
condition causes that tired feeling
so often called “spring fever.” ‘

Too little iron in blood and tissues
causes them to misbehave. The ex-
ternal indications of this internal
“misbehavior” are apparently in
poor color, listlesaness and lack of
vigor. Physiologists tell us that iron
in the blood is the carrier of oxy-
gen to the tissues where food mate-
rials are burned to release energy.

Include Iron in Menu

Unless menus are carefully
planned, there will not be sufficient !
iron to insure vigor:and endurance. |
Although meat is one of the richest
sources of iron, it is not one of the
best foods for the body to assimili-
ate and dispose of and a high meat
diet is not wise. Fruits and vege-
tables must be relied upon to fur-
nish the necessary iron grams and
keep the body ‘“fit.” Bulky foods
that will give the digestive tract its
much needed exercise are essential.

Nearly all fruits and vegetables
are mineral-rich foods and have a
decidedly tonic-like effect.

When Foods Retain Iron

Keep in mind that the amount of
water used and the size of the pieces
of vegetables greatly affect the loss
of iron in cooking. Cooked in large
pieces and in as little water as pos-
sible, vegetables retain more iron
than when ‘hey are cooked in a

small pieces.

A partial list of iron-rich foods
may be convenient to have at hand
when planning menus: Lean bheef,
liver, oysters, egg yolks, cabbage,

tatoes, lettuce, peas, carrots, aspara-
gus, radishes, raisins, prunes, dates,
figs, beets, whole cereals, pineapple.

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HEREDITY OFTEN AT BOTTOM
OF ASTHMATIC TENDENCIES |

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Editor, Journal of the American
Medical Association, and of Hygeia, |

For some time the belief has been
growing among those giving special
attention to hay fever, asthma and

food sensitization, that the condition
tends to run in families, For this
reason, Dr. George W. Bray of the
asthma clinic of ,the Hospital for
Sick Children in London investi-
gated 200 consecutive cases coming
to that clinic with this point in
mind.

Particular attention was paid to
the appearance in any of the fami-
lies of asthma, hay fever, eczema,
hives and migraine. Types of
agthma associated with kidney or
heart disease and inflammations of
the skin associated with occupation
were excluded as not being related
to the specific sensitivity. Inquiry
was made as to the records ofl 4152
relatives, which would be about 20
relatives for each patient.

All of the cases were children
under 12 years of age. It was found
that special sensitization appeared
in most instances during the first
year of life, but of course could ap-
pear any time. Boys were affected
three times as often as girls. Among
the relatives, however, the figures
indicated that sensitizations were
about equally distributed among
men and women.

Thus from birth to 12 years of
age, the sex incidence is three for
men to ome for women, whereas
from 12 years on the incidence is
about equal,

Special attention was given to the
possibility that inheritance was
through the mother rather than
through the father or vice versa, It
weas finally concluded that trans-
mission appears to be twice as fre-
quent through the female as through
the male. A positive history of sen-
sitivity in the family was present in
about 70 per cent of cases of asthma
in children.

The more common asthma is In
the family history, the earlier the
symptoms are manifested in the
child, Moreover, the earlier the
symptoms are manifested, the more
likely it is that the child will have
sensitizations  to several - different
substances.

The forms of sensitivity displayed
included all of the conditions that
have been mentioned. A child bbrn
in a family in which numerous an-
cestors have had hay fever is. more
likely to be affected with hay fever
than with asthma.

‘Of course, the thing that is in-
herited Is mot a specific anatomical
disturbance, as occurs for.instance
