Hamilton, Bermuda, April 2.— 
(A P )— T̂he American monoplane 
“Pilot” which left New York yester­
day for the Bermudas, reached 
Hamilton safely shortly before ten 
o’clock this morning after having 
spent the night at sea a scant 60 
miles from her goal.

She came into Hamilton harbor 
\mder tow of the motor launch Gre­
gory which had picked her up quite 
close to the coast, but soon after be- j 
ing anchored off the dockyard took | 
the air and made a triumphant ■ 
flight over the city of Hamilton.

The ship, for the flrst time in the 
history of ocean flying, had descend­
ed at sea, spent the night there and 
then was able to continue her voy­
age under her own power.

Forced To Descend
The monoplane, which was equip­

ped with pontoons, was forced to de­
scend on the sea when only sixty 
miles from the tiny Bermuda group 
because of darkness last night. She 
had been in the air eight hours. 
This morning the sturdy craft ap­
peared off North Rock, about five 
miles from St. George’s, and anchor­
ed there.

She remained there an hour or 
more preparing for the final stage 
of her 750 miles perilous flight from 
New York and then was seen flying 
toward Hamilton harbor. She was at 
a low height, about 100 feet above 
the surface of the sea. Finally ob­
servers on the shore reported that  ̂
she descended and was taken in tow !

Support of the measure was an­
nounced by former Senator James 
W Eadsworth and Dr. Nicholas 
Murray Butler, the former by tele­
gram and the latter by letter.

Physicians would be permitted un­
der the proposal to prescribe any 
necessary amount of medicinal 
liquor for a patient. A division of 
medicinal liquor would be set up in 
the State Department of health 
with a fund of $250,000 to keep a 
supply of medicinal liquor available.

Dr. Thomas C. Chalmers, chair­
man of the Queens County Medical 
Society, declared that the statement 
of the Rev. O. R. Miller, superin­
tendent of the New York State 
Civil League, that 90 per cent of 
liquor secured on prescription was 
used for beverage purposes was an 
“ absolute falsehood.”

Surprise Telegram
Orville S. Poland, counsel for the 

Anti-Saloon League, furnished the 
surprise of the hearing with a tele­
gram stating he would support the 
Hastings bill if he could be con­
vinced of its constitutionality and 
that the majority of the medical 
profession favored it. .

ARMAMENT REDUCTION

Washington, April 2.— (AP.)— 
Legislation involving sweeping re­
forms in government regulation of 
transportation, communications and 
power companies, today engaged 
the attention of the Senate Inter­
state Commerce committee.

Its docket included four import­
ant measures one of which—a bill 
to reorganize the Federal Power 
Commission—Chairman Couzens ex­
pects to carry through to a vote at 
this session.

Two others—the Parker motor- 
bus bill, bringing the highway car-: 
riers under Federal supervision for 
the first time and a measure propos­
ing permanent and intensive regu­
lation of telephone, telegraph, ra­
dio and cable companies—will be 
ready for action when Congress 
convenes next December.

The fourth measure also deals 
with the power commission and is 
intended to affect a broad expan­
sion of the reorganized commis­
sion’s authority and institute an in­
tensive regulation of power com­
panies. Couzens expects to have 
hearings on this measure well in 
progress before adjournment of the 
present session. He is the author 
of all the bills except that dealing 
with motorbuses.

The power commission reorgani­
zation measure will be given early 
consideration by the committee. 
Couzens proposes to “ clean up’’ the 
commission with this bill and then 
broaden its powers particularly 
with respect to power company fi­
nancing with the second measure. 
Under the reorganization proposed, 
the three Cabinet officers now ex- 
officio members of the commission, 
would be replaced by men giving 
their full time to the work and the 
commission would be authorized to 
employ assistant personnel nece.s- 
.sary to maintaining a strict audit­
ing of valuation and capitalization 
accounts submitted by power com­
panies seeking development per­
mits.

Standard Traffic Code 
For Nation To Be Urged

Washington —(AP) — Standard­
ization of traffic laws will be urged 
a t the third national conference on 
street and highway safety, called 
by Secretary of Commerce Robert 
P ,  lAmout to meet here in May.

Increasing density in automobile 
registration and ti’ftvel in the coun­
try  is held to have made uniformi­
ty  of state and municipal regula­
tions a greater necessity than at 
any time in the past.

"The question of uniformity,” ac­
cording to Col. A. B. Barber, direc­
tor of the conference, “is the most 
pressing problem in the field of 
traffic handling.

"A committee surveying the sub­
ject of state and municipal statu­
t e ^  regpilations will make recom­
mendations for action of the con­
ference in an effort to solve 
the hazards of increasing tourist 
travel.”

New York (AP)—Establishment 
within five years of an air line be­
tween London and Canada is en­
visioned by Sir Eric Geddes, chair­
man of the Imperial Airways, Ltd., 
of London.

“Judging by the advances which 
we have made in the last five 
years,” he said, “the route is quite 
possible, running by way of Green­
land and Labrador.”

The extension of England’s air 
routes to the empire, he said, has 
been necessary because of the in­
ability to develop regular aviation 
on the home isles due to their size 
and weather.

“We have "probably the worst fly­
ing country in.the world,” he said, 
“shrouded in fog and with short 
winter days. Practically speaking, 
also, if you fly two miles in any di­
rection you are off the map.”

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ACCURATE WHOPPERS 
There is nothing but a headache 

to be gotten by the average citizen 
out of an attempt to get this busi­
ness of comparative naval strengths 
through his cranium. And while a 
brochure issued by the National 
Coimcil for the Prevention of War 
contains, no doubt, a great deal of 
infewmative matter on the subject, 
it is doubtful if a perusal of it 
would make the headache appre­
ciably better.

Nevertheless there are a few 
paragraphs in the pamphlet which 
may serve to give Mr. Average Citi­
zen a pretty clear imderstanding of 
how little he can afford to believe 
of the mass of propaganda peddled 
by big navy advocates either in 
this coimtry or any other.

The pamphlet quotes from an of­
ficial report of a debate in the Brit­
ish House of Commons on Novem­
ber 24, 1927, w’hen Commander Bel- 
lairs made the following statement:

The four chief navies of the 
world, from the armistice up to 
1923, laid down 310 war ships 
of all kind, and our contribu­
tion (Great Britalh’s) to that 
total was only 11 to the others’ 
299.

To which statement a Mr. Lees- 
Smith, Labor!te, repUed by calling 
attention to the fact that Com­
mander Bellairs’ figures took no 
accoimt whatever of vessels build­
ing and on the verge of completion 
the day the armistice was signed. 
He said:

If you take the number of 
vessels on the way to comple­
tion at the armistice and reck­
on those in the account, the 
figure of 11 rises to nearly 400. 
The honorable and gallant 
member’s calculations are out 
of reckoning by about 4,000 per 
cent.

A similar ' ‘error,” says the pam­
phlet, was made by an Americam 
admiral in a public speech at the 
Women’s Democratic club in Wash­
ington on Dec. 17, 1928, when he 
said:

The United States has not 
laid down and completed a sin­
gle cruiser since the Washing­
ton conference, whereas the
British empire has laid down 
and completed seven such cruis­
ers.

The speaker did not add to his 
statement, imtil questioned, that 
during this period the United States 
had had under construction 18 mod­
em cruisers, and, when challenged, 
replied merely that his figures were 
‘ ‘strictly accurate.”

Here then, is emphasized the fact 
that you simply cannot believe the 
statements of naval officers when 
they are arguing for more and big­
ger ships. They tell us stuff that is 
‘ ‘strictly accurate” and at the same 
time inherently and intentionally 
deceptive. They make inventories 
that would bring them, if they were 

-in mercantile business, before the 
courts’ for fraud; and they feel that 
they are engaged in an honorable 
and praiseworthy activity the while 
they are doing it—saving the dumb 
nation from its owm dumbness.

We have seen nothing at any 
time that better illustrates the sub­
stantial impossibility of the mnn in 
the street getting any dependable 
Information on the subject of naval 
“parity” than the above para­
graphs.

CANADIAN VARIETIES
It is all very well for profession­

al drys to trot out a discredited 
Canadian politician, get him to say 
that government control of liquor is 
not working well, and then cheer 
such utterances to the echo, but it 
is not exactly what we should have 
expected frorri the Waterbury Re­
publican, which, though dry, is in­
formed and intelligent. We should 
have expected that the Republican, 
when it cited Mr. Drury’s assertions 
as to the effects of government con­
trol as compared with prohibition, 
would have told its readers what it 
must perfectly well know, that On­
tario’s liquor laws are the nearest 
thing to complete prohibition that 
there is in Canada with the excep­
tion of one very minor province and 
that drinking conditions are notori­
ously far worse in Ontario than 
they are in the other provinces, con­
spicuously the province of Quebec, 
which, with its great city of Mon­
treal, is visited by so many thou­
sands of Americans.

It is not only true that Ontario 
has completely repudiated the idea 
of returning to actual prohibition 
but that in Quebec, whose liquor 
laws are far more liberal than those 
of Ontario, there is noW' hardly any 
advocacy of prohibition at all; while 
the best workers for temperance 
and good order in Ontario favor, 
not prohibition any more, but a 
form of government control much 
less resembling American prohibi­
tion than the present statutes.

As a matter of fact Canada’s ex­
periences in handling, the liquor 
question prove that you ge.t better 
conditions just in proportion as you 
liberalize the laws without yielding 
the duty of exercising complete 
control.

It is not to be expected that the 
professional drys will cite anything 
but the Ontario system when they 
talk about “Canada,” but we should 
think a newspaper like the Republi­
can might—and would.

j It is a long way from Oklahoma 
to Hartford and in the twenty years 
of the pistol’s existence it may have 
passed through many hands. Laws 
requiring the registration of sales, 
of lethal weapons, for one reason 
because they apply only to dealers, 
are only partly effective at best. In 
many cases they give no assistance 
to the police in tracing the tools of 
murder.

It would not be surprising, could 
the history of this particular Hart­
ford pistol be known, if the weapon 
were found to have been carried by 
twenty or fifty different owners. 
The times that a gun has been 
thrown onto a poker table or a 
craps layout, in lieu of a cash bet 
of a couple of dollars, are probably 
numberless, and the pawning of 
weapons to individual creditors is a 
common practice in certain circles.

Just the same, the anxiety of the 
police, in any murder case, to find 
the weapon, is completely justified

In the bread line established by 
the Rev. Ray, famous marrying par­
son of the Little Church Around the 
Comer, the white-collared tragedies 
are far more numerous than those of 
the underdogs who have been there 
before.

In preparing potatoes it is good 
to remember that most of the alka­
line elements are close to the skin. 
Whenever possible potatoes should 
be cooked or prepared with the 
skins on. If the peel is to be re­
moved first, it should be as thin as 
possible, or just scraped. By cook­
ing potatoes with the skin on they 
have a better flavor than if peeled. 
They can be thoroughly cooked by 
boiling in plain water for about a 
half hour. The potatoes can then 
be peeled and mashed. The middle 
of the potato contains practically 
nothing but starch and water with 
a very small qmount of protein.

Baking is the best way of pre- 
partng a potato. In baking, unless 
the skin is' oiled, some of the out­
side skin will be burnt and many of 
the valuable minerals and vitamins 
will thereby be lost. Potatoes can 
be baked in from forty minutes to 
an hour. When removed from the 
oven they should be placed in a hot 
dish, covered with a napkin, and 
eaten as soon as possible.

Mashed Pdtatoes are wholesome if 
skinned after being boiled, or if they 
are very thinly peeled before boiling. 
There is a tendency to swallow 
mashed potatoes too rapidly because 
they are soft, and they should there­
fore be well masticated. The same 
applies to rlced potatoes.

Fried Potatoes cannot be recom­
mended for food, as the fat or 
grease makes the starch very hard 
to digest. The least injurious way 
of frying them is to to  them as 
French fries. Cut into small pieces, 
dry in a clean towel, and drop into 
very hot oil, using preferably a vege­
table oil such as olive oil, cottonseed 
or com oil. The grease must be 
very hqt, SO as to dextrinize the out­
side- of the potato the instant it 
touches the hot fat, before the 
grease has time to soak into the po­
tato. Do not add too many pieces 
to the oil at one time or you will 
lower the temperature so that the 
outside, of the potatoes will not be 
thoroughly dextrinized.

Creamed New Potatoes may be 
prepared by hibbing the skin off 
rather than peehng the potatoes and 
they should be cooked in a small 
amount of water and real cream 
added but no flour sauce..

Potato Soup may be made by 
cooking potatoes until tender, mash­
ing them in water and adding some 
milk or cream and finely chopped 
parsley or celery. Serve with thin 
strips o f  Melba toast and butter, but 
no onion or tomatoes.

Potato Croquettes may be made 
by mixing one cup of hot mashed 
potatoes, one-eigbth teaspoonful of 
celery salt, one-half teaspoonful of 
chopped parsley, one egg yolk, one 
tablespoonful o f  cream, one-half 
tablespoopful of butter, and a small 
amount of salt. Mix thoroughly and 
shape into- small balls. Let stand 
for a few minutes and drop into deep 
hot fat for three minutes.

Potatoes and Spinach may be 
mashed together, butter and salt 
added, and formed into small cakes. 
These should be baked for a half 
hour- in the oven until nicely 
browned.

Scalloped Potatoes may be made 
by peeling raw potatoes, slicing 
them, and arranging in a baking 
dish. Fill the dish, add some butter, 
salt, hot milk, and Melba toast 
crumbs. Bake in the oven until the 
potatoea are tender.

Potato Puff may be made by bak­
ing the potatoes, cutting them in 
half and scooping out the inside. 
Keep the shells and fill them with 
the potato mixed with milk, butter 
and salt, Bro^m in the oven.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 

(Head Pains)
Question:—E. E. asks: “Will j'ou 

tell me if one can go under the x-ray 
for the head? When I doze off to 
sleep I seem to hear a great many 
people talking and walking and it 
wakes me up even before I am sound 
asleep.

Answer: Any x-ray specialist can 
tak2 pictures of your head. Such 
pictures may disclose sinus or an­
trum trouble or possibly a brain 
tumor. Also have the vertebrae in 
your neck examined to see if they 
are in proper alignment so that 
there is no irritating pressure in the 
upper part of the spine. If there is 
any faulty position to the vertebrae, 
you should have a few manipulative 
treatments on your neck muscles to 
relieve any muscular tension.

Boston, April 2—(AP)—Respon­
sibility for conditions in the Boston

“Mr. Wilson is resiwnsible 
for the condition of the Police De­
partment,’’ he said, “and any ques­
tions as to the conduct of the de­
partment will be put to him and not 
to any of his subordinates.”

Befusees to Testify
Justice George A. Sanderson of

dcn, brother-in-law of Mrs. Garrett, 
to testify during the investigation. 
The man has refused twice on the 
advice of counsel that the hearings 
arc unconstitutional.

In his plea Clapp said “t>.at the 
Attorney General wsis ready to show 
through Brissenden’s testimony that 
tribute had been laid upon vice re­
sorts in Boston which might be 
traced back to the hands of Garrett. 
He declared that the refusal to testi­
fy was an attempt to thw'art the in-, 
vestigation.

Judge Sanderson allowed William

written requests for rulings of law. 
Nine other-witnesses besides Bris­
senden have refused to testify.

Reports that the whole investiga­
tion had been blocked were denied 
yesterday by Warner^ who said his 
work had “just begdn”. He explain­
ed the necessity of uncovering cir­
cumstantial evidence and said, “isn’t 
it circumstantial evidence when a 
man has nothing and then has 
thousands and a w’oman tells of giv­
ing him envelopes?”

WAR BOARD DISBANDS

Boston, April 2.—(AP)—The peo­
ple of Massachusetts today faced 
the almost certain prospect of vot­
ing next November for or against 
the repeal of the state prohibition 
enforcement law, despite action of 
the House of Representatives yes­
terday in defeating a petition foe 
repeal by a vote of 123 to 110. The 
backers of the petition need secure 
only five thousand additional signa­
tures to place the question on the 
ballot.

The vote followed a prolonged de­
bate chiefly concerned with the 
merits or defects of prohibition 
rather than with the enforcement 
act itself. The majority was made 
up solidly of Republicans, while 28 
Republicans joined 82 Democrats '.n 
voting for repeal.

In the 1928 referendum dealing 
with prohibition, Massachusetts 
voted decidedly wet. A total of 
707,352 citizens voted to instruct the 
state senate to pass a resolution 
requesting Congress to repeal the 
18th amendment while 422,655 op­
posed the proposal.

Du’olin, Irish Free State, April 2. 
— (AP)—A "break occurred within 
the ranks Eamonn de Valera’s 
own party today in the hour preced­
ing convening of the Dail \vhen a 
new Irish president was to be elect­
ed to succeed William T. Cosgrave 
who resigned last week.

On April 2, 1805, Hans Christian 
Andersen, celebrated writer famed 
for his “Fairy Tales,” was bom at 
Odense, Denmark.

When only 14 he left toe dingy 
tenement in which he lived with 
his mother for Copenhagen where 
he hoped to become an opera singer. 
He was not only snubbed there but 
taken for a lunatic. Rescued from j: 
starvation by a friend; young An- j., 
dersen was sent away to school a t . 
toe behest of King Frederick VI, 1 
who somehow became Interested in j 
the strange boy. He remained at 
school three years and proved a j 
backward pupil.

Just as his friends were begm- 
ning to despair in him, Andersen 
published a femtastic travel tale 
which brought him into prominence, 
and in 1835 printed the first install­
ment of his “Fairy Tales” by which 
he was to achieve world-wide recog­
nition. Hia fame grew to such an 
extent that when he visited England 
12 years later he enjoyed a tri­
umphal social success.

Although he earned the soubri- 
, quet “The Children’s Poet,” Ander- 
I sen is said never to have liked chil­
dren. He was so homely and awk­
ward that children never cared 
much for him, either.
