Last Year’s Expenses.
The Association spent $427,-13 

last year. Questioned about thc 
amount, the witness said it ^as 
needed to maintain the organization.

Previously he had said that three 
out of every four persons 
United States were wet and that 
five states—New York. Maryland, 
Wisconsin, and Nevada—were m 
“revolt” against the prohibition law.

Curran also charge that some of 
the prohibition officers did not re­
port all the facts concerning per­
sons killed in enforcement of the 
liquor laws and said that Seymour 
Liowman, assistant secretary of the 
Treasury in charge of prohibition, 
accepted the reports.

Just before adjournment. Senator 
Robinson, Republican, Indiana, read 
a letter purporting to have b e^  
written last November by W. P.

“The latter letters are being 
signed by Mr. Lamot Du 
the Republicans, and Mr. Jonn J. 
Raskob for the Democrats.

“I enclose copies of botn leuers 
for your information—these letters 
being slightly different for the Re­
publican and Democratic parties.

Curran said he did not know the 
letter had .been written and could 
not explain the difference between 
the ones sent to Democrats and Re-

TELLS OF REVOLT
Washington, April 17—(AP) — 

Henry H. Curran, president of tee 
Association Against the Prohibition 
Amendment, testified before the 
Senate lobby committee today that 
New York, Maryland, Wisconsin, 
Montana and Nevada, were in revolt 
against the prohibition law.

Currant said he obtained nis in- 
formation about Montana from the 
1926 and 1928 election returns.

In 1928, he added, the Association 
appropriated $10,000 for the prohi­
bition referendum.

Repealed Enforcement.

Curran reiterated that his organ­
ization did no “lobbying” in Wash­
ington.

“I think it would be foolish to 

lobby in Washington,” he asserted.

GRAF RETURNS HOME

AMERICA’S ST.YTEMENT.
London, April 17.— (AP)—^Senator 

Joseph T. Robinson, member of tee 
American delegation to the naval 
conference, this afternoon issued a 
statement outlining the terms of the 
safeguarding clause in tee naval 
treaty. His statement read:

The so-called safeguarding clause 
in the naval treaty ■will provide in 
general, that if during tee terms of 
the treaty the requirements of na­
tional security of any of tee three 
powers whose auxiliary vessels are 
limited are, in the opinion of that 
power, mat'‘rially affected by the 
new construction by any nation 
whose auxiliary program is not lim­
ited by the treaty, teat power will 
notify the other tw'o of the amount 
and kind of building it requires. 
Thereupon those other powers shall 
be entitled to make a proportionate 
increase in the same category or 
categories.

“Since the limitation of armament 
is a voluntary process which no 
sovereign power has the right to en­
force on another, it is wise in prin­
ciple to enter into this arrangement, 
for by so doing we avoid responsibil­
ity for insisting that any other na- 

•tion must have its hands tied in a 
possible frequency.

Provision Needed.
“This clause does not follow Ar­

ticle 21 of the Washington treaty, 
which I objected to when it was en­
tered into, on the ground that it 
might entangle us in European naval 
problems and policies. While it is to 
be hoped that no situation wdll arise 
under which any of the three pow­
ers may find it necessary to in­
crease their toimage of auxiliary 
vessels, prudence calls for provision 
for such a contingency.

“If a real emergency should arise 
should want the United States to 

be free to act without the consent of 
the others and of course we must 
concede the same right to them. Tt 

desirable that those who limit 
their means of defense should feel 
safe in that limitation. Otherwise 
teey w'ould not continue the process 
of limitation.”

Information at American head­
quarters today was to the effect that 
nil the members of the American 
delegation are in agreement on the 
specifications of the safeguarding 
clause as outlined by Senator Rob­
inson.

First of all the alcohol affected his 
brain. He could not respond quick­
ly to signals, was slow in putting 
ideas together, and coupled with the 
weakened self-control he had a ten­
dency to act before his mind decid­
ed what was the right notion by 
which to be lead. The effect o* these 
drinks on,the brain was to increase 
recklessness, to reduce the keeness 
of his senses, and the ability to 
judge distance correctly, and to 
manage the steering gear precisely. 
The margin between safe driving 
and unsafe driving is too narrow to ' 
permit drinking. Thus by taking 
those few drinks before driving. 
John Alcohol had deliberately add­
ed an unnecessary source of danger 
to an occupation alreadv loaded 
with risks. Unfortunately, many 
other people who should be es­
pecially careful about this fact, do 
not realize that alcohol is a hind­
rance to all mankind. Think what a 
torture it would be for one to feel 
that he was responsible for wreck­
ing many valuable lives and caus­
ing pain and suffering to be inflict­
ed upon many of his fellow- coun­
trymen.

Noting that a permit for $6,000,000 
for an insurance building in Hart­
ford was included in this total, the 
March 1930 figure of 1,213 permits 
valued at $4,684,551 compared , 
favorably and also was a substan- , 
tial increase over the February total 
of 629 permits with a valuation of 
$1,977,208.

Real estate sales, on the other  ̂
hand, showed a continued decline, : 
1,253 sales by warranty deed hav- 
ing been made last month compar- ■ 
ed with 1,539 in March 1929.

HAGUE COURT MEMBER
The name of Roland W. Boyden 

is less well known than that of 
Charles Evans Hughes throughout 
the United States, but that does not 
necessarily signify that Mr. Boyden 
will be less useful than hm distin 
guished predecessor as a inember 
of the Permanent Court of 'Arbitra­
tion at the Hague.

Mr. Boyden, though a less con­
spicuous national figure than Mr. 
Hughes, has occupied a position in 
the bar of Massachusetts fairly 
comparable to that of Chief Justice 
Hughes in New York state up to 
the time of the latter’s appointment 
to the United States Supreme 
Ck)urt, while his experience in in 
ternational affairs is perhaps fully 
as great if not greater.

Embryologists have discovered 

that the skin and the nervous sys­
tem and brain have evolved from 
the same primitive tissues and are 
therefore closely related.

A writer, named Louis Farigoule, 
of France, has written a book on the 
subject of eyeless sight in which he 
states it is his belief that we all 
have a sense of vision lying in the 
skin covering and that we can see 
through our skins. He cites the fact 
that sleep walkers can go through 
the most hazardous adventures 
while walking aroimd with their 
eyes shut. He gives the name of 
paroptic sight to this form of see­
ing. The astonishing way that blind 
men find their way about often stop­
ping short in front of an obstacle is 
pointed out by Mr. Farigoule when 
he says that time develops a crude 
form of paroptic sight. This subject, 
however, is still in an experimental 
stege and is not considered scientific 
by most investigators. There is no 
doubt, however, that the sense of 
touch can become very sensitive and 
of a great aid to the other senses.

Deaf people are often taught to 
hear through the sense of touch and 
there is no doubt that a sensitive 
skin can be of great assistance to 
blind people, not only in recogniz­
ing objects but also in recognizing 
the delicate variations of the atmos­
phere.

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VIOLENILY ILL, BOY 
MAKES QUICK RECOVERY

Young Coventry Worker Is 
Temporarily Insane Follow­
ing Headache.

How a 17-year-old Ashford lad be­
came ill w’ith a headache, then 
violently insane, and finally cured 
sufficieintly to leave a hospital, all 
within a space of a week, was told 
here today. The boy, Milan Bar- 
ricak, advertised for farm work and 
obtained a job at the poultry farm 
managed by Frederick H. Miller in 
Coventry last Monday morning. 
Wednesday night he complained of 
a bad headache and Thursday morn­
ing felt worse. Dr. I. P. Fiske of 
Willimantic was summoned and he 
advised that the boy be taken to tne 
Memorial hospital.

William P. Quish's ambulance 
from Manchester was called and the 
bov taken to the hospital Thursday 
noon. When admitted, the boy seem­
ed no different than any other ordi­
nary patient, but a few hours later 
he became violently insane and it 
was necessary to strap him to hi.s 
bed. Seven persons gave their'as­
sistance. Doctors in charge were 
puzzled and decided that the boy 
.should be taken to the Hartford Re­
treat in Thomas G. Dougan's ambu­
lance early that evening.

Onee at the Hartford institution, 
j'oung Barricak cleared up immedi­
ately and showed nothing but ex­
treme drowsiness. Doctors at the 
Retreat were unable to advance the 
reason for such sudden changes in 
the boy's condition but said that 
cases of that sort often came to 
their attention. They were inelined 
to believe that something of an 
acute physical nature was the un­
derlying cause of his condition.

The boy was kept under close ob­
servation for several days but con­
tinued to appear normal with the 
result that he was discharged yesr 
terday and went back to his home 
near Stafford Springs where his 
father and mother own a small 
farm.

NEW YALE PROF.
New Haven, April 17— (AP)—Dr. 

Eugene Kahn, who since 1912 has 
been connected with the psychiatric 
clinic at the University of Munich, 
has assumed his new duties as pro­
fessor of psychiatry and mental 
hygiene in the Yale school of medi­
cine, a post to which he was recent­
ly appointed. He will serve as a 
coordinator of the activities at Yale 
concerned with the study of the 
mind.

FREE LIFE PRISONER
Flint, Mich., April 17.— (AP) — 

Channie Tripp, the first man in 
Michigan to, go to prison for life on 
the basis of four liquor law viola­
tions, was free today. His sentence 
under the habitual criminal clause of 
the state criminal code w'as quashed 
by Judge James S. Parker yester­
day.

Ripp was prepared to appear for 
another trial granted him by the 
State Supreme Court on a writ of 
error.

NAVAL CONSTRUCTION 
WORRYING GERMANY

Berlin, April 16.—(AP) — The
question of further naval construc­
tion by Germany, which seemed to 
have been disposed of negatively 
during the Mueller ministry, has 
been suddenly thrown into the fore­
ground of political discussion by a 
Reichsrat amendment carrying an 
appropriation for such a purpose.

The budget estimates prepared by 
the Mueller Cabinet made no pro­
vision for another cruiser of the 
Ersatz Preussen type. The Reich- 
.srat today, however, amended the 
government’s proposed budget by 
the introduction of an item for 2,- 
900,00 marks (about $725,000) as

the first installment for an armored 
cruiser “B.”

The new Breuning ministry, in ac­
cordance with its pledge, recom­
mended the budget exactly as it was 
worked out by former Finance Min­
ister Moldenhauer when he was in 
the Mueller Cabinet. However, the 
Bruening Cabinet, because of its 
makeup and with the chancellor 
himself reported in favor of the 
cruiser construction, is generally be­
lieved ready to accept the Reich- 
srat’s amendment.

On A l̂ril 17, 1837, John Pierpont 
Morgan, American financier and art 
collector, was bom at Hartford, 
Conn.

Following his education at the 
English high school in Boston and 
University of Gottingen in Ger­
many, Morgan entered the banking 
business in New York. He at once 
distinguished himself in the field 
of International banking.

Some of his more noteworthy 
acheivements were a syndicate to 
take up the bonds negotiated by 
President Cleveland and for the pro­
tection of the gold reserve; financ­
ing the largest reorganization of 
railways and consolidation of indus­
trial properties in the United States 
and orgsmizing the U. S. Steel Cor­
poration.

Morgan was the greatest art col­
lector of his day, his collections be­
ing the largest, and probably the 
most important, owned by a single 
individual. In 1912 he gave to the 
library of Congress a complete set 
of autographs of the signers of the 
Declaration of Independence. He 
died in Rome, March 31, 1913, while 
abroad for his health. His son suc­
ceeded him as head of the Morgan 
bank.

A DETRIMENTAL “ IMPROVEMENT” .
Another new device to aid the Uke-off of sprinters has been invent­

ed known as the starting rope. Although yet in an experimental stage, 
this scheme is expeetted to be even more beneficial to the runner than the 
present day starting blocks. It is the novel creation of Lawson Rob­
ertson, Olympic tutor and coach of the University of Pennsylvania track

The rope allows the runner to take a leaning, instead of a crouching 
position, at the start. With one hand he simply grips a handle attached 
to the end of the rope which is hitched to something stationary, an 
leans forward. At the crack of the gun he lets go, thus receiving the 
benefit of added momentum through the natural fall of the body.

Personally, we fail to see how any athlete who employs such me­
chanical assistance can come in for any real credit if he should happen 
to shatter a record set by a runner without such aid. AbiUty to make 
a speedy take-off is about as important a part of a 100 or 220 yard 
dash as anything else, save possibly the final spurt and it seems a shame 
to destroy this factor by introducing an artificial device 
starting block or starting rope device.

Perhaps some will say we are getting old-fashioned 
but if so, we see no cause for regret. If they keep on meddling with 
the sprints, it won’t be at all surprising if eventually they put the run­
ners in the mouths of cannons and shoot them half way down the 
stretch. The human projectile may also be supplied with a pair of 
wings to help him reach the finish line.
