A Worcester man. Mason Mar- 
gois, his wife and two young sons 
are recovering at Manchester Me­
morial hospital from the effect of 
being trapped in a submerged auto­
mobile in the Hockanum river at 
the Oakland bridge last evening. 
They were rescued from their fright­
ful predicament by  John Kasilaus- 
kas of 279 Tolland Turnpike, who, 
standing breast deep in the river, 
■wielded an axe •with telling effect 
on the top of the car and through 
the opening he had made dragged 
the four soaked and suffocating oc­
cupants in to the air.

The Margois family, in a big 
Packard sedan, was traveling east 
on Deming street. Margois, who 
was driving, failed to make the turn 
near the west end of the bridge, and 
his car shot across the lot and into 
the river. It remained erect but 
was under water nearly to the tops 
of the windows. All the windows 
were closed and the occupants, un­
able to open them, were up to their 
necks in water, •with only what air 
was contained in the space between 
the river’s level and the top of the 
car..

Girl Only Witness
Eva Smith, 15, with whose par­

ents Kasllauskas boards, was the 
only witness of thfe disaster. The 
house is -close by the scene of the 
accident. Eva heard the shrieking 
of brakes and ran to the window in 
time to see the car plunge into the 
river. She called her father and 
Kasllauskas.

Kasllauskas, a big m ^  who has 
seen service in the United States 
army, was first to reach the sunken 
car. He jumped into the river and 
tore at the top with his hands des­
perately but futilely. In ,a  mo­
ment, however, Mr. Smith arrived 
with an axe. Swinging this tool, 
Kausilauskas smashed a hole in the 
top which he soon had enlarged suf­
ficiently to permit the passage of a 
human body. Then he climbed up 
on the top and reached ins^e.

Cambridge, Mass., April 21.— 
CAP)—If the valleys of the moon 
do not interfere, American as­
tronomers next Monday will photo­
graph an eclipse of the sun that 
flashes over their cameras for bare­
ly more than a second.

It is one of the briefest eclipses 
on record and so small—a round 
shadow, half a mile wide— that the 
president of the American astro­
nomical society. Dr. Ernest W. 
Brown of Yale, warns that mile 
deep valleys on the edge of the 
moon may spoil it somewhat. As 
the moon will only barely cover the 
sun's face a mile valley may serve 
as a nick through which sunlight 
will pour.

Although the moon’s valleys are 
a new hazard, o'wing to the pecu- 
uliarities of this eclipse, astrono-

p. m., at New York and Boston. For 
these three cities it will be about a 
half eclipse.

In the area of totality, it is said 
at Harvard observatory, the usual 
spectacles of Baily's beads, shadow 
bands and corona may be expected. 
No great darkness is forecast be­
cause of the small area of complete 
shadow.

Bombay, India, April 21.— (AP) 
—Last week’s disorders at Chitta­
gong were deplored by Mahatma 
Gandhi, Indian Nationalist leader, 
in an interview here last night. At 
the same time he said that the civil 
disobedience campaign for India’s 
independence must continue.

“ The Chittagong news makes sad 
reading,” sSid the Mahatma. “It 
shows there is a large or small body 
of men in Bengal who do not be­
lieve in non-violence, whether as a 
policy or a creed. That there was 
such a people in India I knew, but 

.1 had hoped they would give non­
violence a chance.. If Chittagong is 
an indication and not an isolated 
act, as I believe the Calcutta and 
Karachi acts to have been, it 'will 
be a serious affair, but however 
serious the situation becomes, there 
can be no suspension of the fight, 
there can be no returning of our 
footsteps.

Move Expected
•'‘I observe that the viceroy an­

swered the Chittagong disturbances 
by the exercise of his extraordinary 
powers. That was only to be ex­
pected. As long as the British peo­
ple are etermined to impose their 
rule upon an unwilling people, so 
long must their rule be in reality 
without law. We in India easily 
delure ourselves with the belief that 
we have duly constituted legisla­
tures: presently there will be none 
left •with any such delusions. The 
ci-vil registers must > therefore fight 
an unequal struggle against the 
violence of the government and the 
violence of those among us who 
have no faith In non--violence. The 
Saty-Agrahis (Civil Disobedience 
Volunteers) if true to their creed, 
must either come out victorious, or 
be groimd to atoms between two 
millstones.”

New York, April 21.— (AP) —

country flight faster than anybody 
else.

Taking off from Glendale, Cali­
fornia, just at daybreak. Col. and 
Mrs. Charles A. Lindbergh, yester­
day brought their brilliant new scar­
let plane and black monoplane to n 
three point landing on Roosevelt 
Field 48 minutes before the day was 
done.

172 Miles an Hour.
The approximate distance flown 

was 2,500 miles, the flying time 14 
hours, 23 minutes, 27 seconds, the 
average^eed  172 miles an hour.

A stop was made at Wichita, 
Kas., of 22 minutes and five seconds 
for fuel, but'not food. Lunch pre­
pared at Los Angeles was eaten m 
the air.

Although the Colonel disclaimed 
any new record, the time of flight 
w,as 3 hours, 15 minutes and 29 sec­
onds faster than it had been flown 
before. Captain Frank Hawks last 
June 29, flew from Glendale t-o 
Roosevelt Field in 17 hours, 38 min­
utes and 56 seconds, non-stop. The 
fact that he and Mrs. Lindbergh 
made made a stop, the colonel point­
ed out, technically made their flight 
not one to compare •with that of 
Captain Hawks. Captain Hawks 
himself however, and probably 
everyone else except the. colonel ac­
cepted the flight as a new record.

Stop in Kansas.
The Lindbergh’s left Glendale at 

8:26:20 a. m. eastern standard time 
and landed at Wichita at 3:20:30 p 
m., took off at 3:42:35 and landed at 
Roosevelt Field at 11:11:52. The 
total elapsed time was 14 hours, 45 
minutes and 32 seconds.

“The past 14 weeks have given 
me more confidence in my belief 
that the peaceful methods of diplo­
macy can eventually take the place 
of war than anything I  have •wit­
nessed since the last 'tar drew to 
a close,” Secretary Stimson said.

He described the treaty as a prac­
tical application of the peaceful 

i declarations of the Kellogg anti­
war pact. There were two problems, 
he said—the problem of the rela­
tions between the navies of the 
United States, Great Britmn and 
J a j^ ,  and the problem of the re­
lations between the navies of 
Great Britain, France and Italy.

“ These are quite distinct prob­
lems,” Secretary Stimson said. 
“The first of these has been solved. 
In the, second, members of the 
American delegation have been pri­
vileged to sit as friendly observers, 
watching the development and clari­
fication of these underlying ques­
tions. Sitting on the sidelines, it has 
been quite evident that the result of 
the conference has been to clarify 
issues and make their solution in 
the future more possible.” 

Throughout the morning and aft­
ernoon the annual meeting of the 
Associated Press was in progress.

From sever^ delegates came sug­
gestions that the outcome would be 
a Left-Wing Party distinct from the 
official Labor Party, one delegate 

.mrged that in readiness the I. L. P- 
‘ should prepare by getting into con­
tact with the workers in shop and
factory. ^

Alternative Headership.
“I hope,” said this delegate, "the

l. L. P. will have the courage to 
give alternative leadership.” He

; charged J. H. Thomas, lord privy 
seal, 'With halving done more for 
capitalism in ten months than the 
Tories had done in five years.

One motion before the conference 
urged the I. L. P. group in Parlia­
ment should continue to press the i. 
L. P. conception of a policy to solve 
unemployment, "inside the Parlia­
mentary Labor Party.” Left Wing 
members of Parliament objected t j 
the motion on the ground it would 
shackle their freedom.

Lost Conference
Nearly two years ago the nations 

of the world met together at Paris 
and signed a document containing a 
good resolution of epoch-making 
importance. That was the so-called 
Kellogg-Briand pact in which the 
nations renounced war as an in­
strument of national policy and 
agreed in future to solve their con-

That instrument proposed a nev/ 
era. It laid down a new interna­
tional policy and it had behind it a 
general and overwhelming pc^ular 
support. But such a proposal can­
not be made and then left alone to 
chance. New eras do not come out 
of old conditions merely by a new 
qdict or a good resolution. In order 
to reach a condition wheh no nation 
will resort to war as an instrument 
of national policy there must be, 
established a larger measure of 
confidence than now exists in the i 
ability of the different nations of 
the world to maintain their pacific I 
intentions under all the temptations 
and circumstances which are ^ure 
to confront them. History shows us 
only too clearly what will happen 
if we leave the old conditions un­
changed. Affirmative construtive 
steps must be taken to carry out 
our good resolution and to begin 
the evolution in mutual confidence 
and good-will upon which the suc­
cess of our resolution depends. 
Otherwise the failure of our good 
resolutions may produce a condi- 
tion worse than if they had never 
been made.

Last spring President Hoover 
wisely decided that one of the most 
important of such constructive 
steps was a move toward naval 
limitation.

He realized that if the nations 
meant the Kellogg pact literally 
they must now allow conditions to 
arise that will jeopardize their 
promise. The first method to that 
end is an agreement on limitation of 
armaments. That is a clear and 
positive test of a national intention 
to maintain pacific relations under 
all circumstances. Such an agree­
ment by its very nature precludes 
the idea of war as an instrument of 
national policy, for no nation is 
likely to agree that its neighbors 
shall have a navy large enough for 
such a purpose. One of the surest 
tests, therefore, of the effectiveness 
of the Kellogg-Briand pact is the 
progress which is being made in the 
limitation of armament. Limitation 
of armament is a parometer or 
gage of the development of confi­
dence between nations which will 
enable them to deal with each other 
wholly upon an amicable basis. It 
is for this reason that my experience 
in the naval conference has given 
me so much encouragement. This 
encouragement is not based solely 
on an appraisal of just how much 
has been accomplished in the par­
ticular treaty which we are signing 
but also upon the demonstration 
which this treaty affords that the 
process of limitation can be carried 
further in the future.

Two Problems
The work of the London confer­

ence has really comprised two quite 
separate naval problems— the pro­
blem of the relations between the 
navies of the United States, Great 
Britain jind Japan on the one hand, 
and the problem of the relations’ be­
tween the na-vies of Great Britain, 
France and Italy on the other.

These are quite distinct problems. 
The first of these has been solved. 
This is a great achievement in it­
self and fruitful of great benefit to 
the general conditions of the world 
for the future. But it is a far 
simpleh problem than the other 
becaiise the naval relations of three 
countries, separated by such great 
oceans and wide distances as separ­
ate Great Britain, fte  United States

tions of these three nations of 
Europe to each other.

Into these political questions it 
has not been America’s business to 
enter. But sitting on the sidelines 
it has been quite evident that the 
result of the conference has been to 
clarify issues and make their solu­
tion in the future more possible. In 
this way a long step forward has 
been made towards ultimate limita­
tion by those nations which have 
not yet agreed on a complete limi­
tation of their navies. This came 
not only by clarifying the results of 
their discussion but by the patience 
and good temper in which those dis­
cussions were carried out. This 
has been a good augury for the 
prospects of their final success. 
They are separating now full of de­
termination to grapple with these 
problems as they now stand reveal­
ed and to finally solve them.

In summary, the message which I 
should like to make clear to you all 
today is that the success of the 
London naval conference is neces­
sarily related to the success of the 
Kellogg pact. ‘ The good resolu­
tions of that pact cannot ’ stand 
alone. They must be followed by 
national effort, prompt, constant, 
unremitting e ffo r fto  make them 
good and no line of effort offers a 
better earnest of its success than 
the line of naval disarmament. In 
selecting that line President Hoover 
laid his finger upon the best method 
of insuring that our solemn promise 
of two years ago should bo fulfilled.

Two Roads to Travel.
There are but two possible roads 

to travel. One is the road of 
competitive armament and this, 
whether accompanied or imaccom- 
panied by good intentions, will lead 
to war. The other is the way of 
limitation with its constant effort to 
forestall •war by creating such con­
fidence and friendliness between na­
tions as will prevent the seeds of 
war from growing. V7e have now 
before us not only a definite objec­
tive but a concrete method of going 
at it. There is somthing to work 
on, to get our teeth into. The 
hard work and constant vigilance 
which will translate good intentions 
into practical realities can be ac- 
compli^ed and are being accom­
plished by naval limitation. This, 
to me, is the significance and en­
couragement ef the conference we 
have just been through.

memoration of the 75th anniversary 
of the acquisition by the United 
States of the territory known as the 
Gadsden Purchase, there shall be 
coined in the mints of the United 
States 50 cent pieces to the number 
of 10,000, to be of a design fixed 
by the director of the mint and ap­
proved by the Secretary of the 
Treasury. The coins are to be legal 
tender and are to be issued by only 
upon the request of the Gadsden 
Purchase coin committee, in such 
numbers and at such times as they 
shall request.

"The matter is not perhaps one 
of large importance in itself, were 
it not for the fact of the great 
number of other similar proposals 
by the aggregate of which the 
principles of sound coinage are be­
ing jeopardized. Moreover, the 
multiplicity of these demands have 
largely destroyed their interest and 
value for the purposes intended.

"During the past ten years 15 
such special edins have been issued, 
an average of one each eight 
months, an aggregate of over 13,- 
000,000 such coins having been au­
thorized. 'There are now pending be­
fore Congress five other bills for 
such coinage, and before the Treas­
ury Department several o!her re­
quests for support to proposals of 
the same character.

Our Monetary System
"The monetary system of the 

country is created and exists for 
certain well-defined and essential 
purposes. Soimd practice demands 
that it should not be diverted to 
other uses, if we are best to serve 
the needs -of trade and commerce, 
satisfy the convenience of the peo­
ple and protect the integrity of our 
coins. Experience has demonstrated 
that the necessities and convenience 
of the people can best be served 
and the integrity of our coins can 
only be protected from counterfeit­
ing by limiting the number of de­
signs with which in the course of 
time the public can become thor­
oughly familiar. Indeed, the Con­
gress itself has recognized the 
soundness of this principle by pro- 
•viding that 'no change in the design 
or die of any coin shall be made 
oftener than once in 25 years from 
and including the year of the first 
adoption of the design, model, die, 
or hub from the same coin.’

A  Misuse of System
"The growing practice of issuing 

commemorative coins, incidentally 
to be sold at a profit and provide 
fimds for projects or celebrations, 
appears to me to run counter to this 
principle and by their multiplicity 
have become a misuse for our coin­
age system. These coins do not 
serve for circulating mediums which 
is the real function of coins, they 
introduce an element of confusion 
and lack of uniformity. The danger 
of counterfeit coins being success­
fully passed is unquestionably in­
creased by a multiplicity of designs, 
with which the public cannot be­
come thoroughly familiar. Further­
more, the very premiums at which 
these coins are sold stimulate coun­
terfeiting of them.

"There are a great many histori­
cal events which it is not only high­
ly proper but desirable to commem­
orate in a suitable way, but the 
longer use of our coins for this pur­
pose is unsiutable and unwise. This 
would seem to be clear from the 
very number of events to be com­
memorated, and past experience in­
dicates how difficult it is to draw 
the line and how such a practice, 
once it is recognized, tends con­
stantly to grow. If this bill is to be­
come law, it is not apparent on 
what grounds similar measures, no 
matter how numerous, may be re­
jected. Yet their enactment in such 
numbers must bring further confu­
sion to our monetary system. The 
government would be glad to assist 
such celebrations in the creation of 
appropriate medals wlilch do not 
have coinage functions.

$16,000 to $5,000. Marquardt’s

Strong denunciation of the Gandhi 
civil disobedience movement was 
made today by Maulvl Mohamed 
Yakub, deputy president of the 
Legislative Assembly, speaking at 
the All-India Muslim conference.

Middletown, April 21.— (A P.)—A 
majority of fraternity men of Wes­
leyan have expressed the opinion 
that responsibility in dealing with 
liquor offenders in the university 
should be assumed by fraternities.

Figures made public today by D. 
C. Mills, chairman of the committee 
in charge of a survey made in Feb­
ruary on eight subjects showed that 
68.9 per cent of the 438 students

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THE REELING DRUNK
One of the stock arguments em­

ployed by protagonists of prohibi­
tion is that one no longer sees 
drunken men reeling around the 
streets as in the days of the open 
saloon. That proves, say the drys, 
that there is, at least, much less 
drinking.

Incontestably it is true that the 
sight of a drunken man on the side­
walks of the business streets of al­
most any community is not, now­
adays, common. Nor was it com­
mon, in a great many places, par­
ticularly the larger cities, for many 
years before y>rohibition. Take the 
city which of all American commu­
nities consumed the most liquor be­
fore prohibition as well as since— 
New York. There are a great many 
people, of the class from which the 
active drys are most largely re 
cruited, whose goings about in New 
York were limited to a very few 
streets—Broadway, Thirty-Fourth

, street, Forty-second, two or three 
of the avenues. And they could 
have gone about on those streets 
many hours a day, every day in the 
year, any time from 1910 to 1920, 
without seeing a noticeably drunk­
en person once a week.

Even in wide open saloon days the 
spectacle of sidewalk dnmkenness 
was more or less geographical. In 
manufacturing towns where the sa­
loon frequently jostled elbows with 
the department store or the butch­
er shop, the good ladies of the W.
C. T, U. who happened to be abroad 
of a Saturday evening were likely 
to see drunks a-plenty. In the larg­
er places they got most of their 
knowledge of reeling men at second 
hand, for they seldom encountered 
such phenomena, for the barrooms 
that paid the high rents of respec­
table business thoroughfares did 
not, in most instances, turn out 
staggerers into the streets.

Yet' because, in these larger 
cities, the same streets are still 
free from reeling dnmks, their ab­
sence is hailed as a glorious achieve­
ment of prohobotion. And because, 
in the smaller places, the drinking 
is driven into back Alleys and resi­
dential areas and‘"Main street” no 
longer beholds so frequently its 
frankly drunk, the Demon Rum is 
supposed to be dead, or at least laid 
up in hospital wdth a broken leg.

As a matter of fact, one other 
very good reason w'hy there are few­
er drunks on the sidewalks now­
adays is because there are fewer 
people of any kind on the sidewalks. 
Instead of depending on their legs 
to get them about, people ride in 
automobiles. And that is quite as 

' -  true of the drunk as of sober folk. In 
Manchester at least four times as 
many persons pass the comer of 
Main and Bissell streets, in vehicles, 
in the course of a day as pass it on 
foot. And substantially every per­
son who would otherwise stagger 

. alcoholically past that point whizzes 
by in a car, either his own or a 
friend’s, and imless he gets into an 
accident not even the best eyes in 
the W. C. T. U. could detect his 
state.

When it is remembered that the 
booze business has moved off the 
respectable streets and into the by­
ways and hidden comers, and that 
a souse propped up in a closed auto­
mobile is as safe from observation 
as if he were in bed, this argument 
about the reeling dnmks of ante- 
prohibition days loses most of Its 
force. If the good ladies who em­
ploy it were empowered to stop 
every Saturday night automobile 
and smell the breaths it contains— 
they’d be just surprised.

LIMITATION POPULAR 
Quite aside from any question of 

world peace, there are eminently 
sound reasons of finance for an end 
of competitive navy building.

The London treaty, if ratified,

By far the greater number of 
cases of belching are of the nervous 
type, however, and patients who 
are affected in'this way must make 
conscientious effort to understand 
the condition and control the ner­
vous impulse to belch.

Patients who feel distress in the 
stomach and gas wil| practically al­
ways be found to have stomach in­
flammation or gastritis and the best 
treatment for a permanent cure 
seems to be to use only a liquid 
diet imtil ttie inflammation has sub­
sided. The milk diet serves well for 
this purpose, as the milk and cream 
seem to form a sort of salve on the 
inflamed lining of the stomach. I 
will be glad to send the instructions 
for taking the milk diet to anyone 
who is interested who will write to 
me in care of this paper and enclose 
a large self-addressed envelope.

Where there is an inflammation 
of the stomach, anything that pro­
duces an added irritation may 
cause this belching desire.

Rioting flared in India in • the 

sixth week of Mahatma Gandhi’s 
civil disobedience campaign, which 
began March 12 with the elderly 
Nationalist leaving Ahmadabad witn 
a group of followers bound for the 
Gulf of Cambay to manufacture sad 
illegally. •

Serious demonstrations occurred 
Wednesday in Calcutta, Karachi and 
Poona as protests against the im­
prisonment of Pandit Jawaharlal 
Nehru and Mayor J. M. Sengupta, 
Nationalist leaders. One native was 
killed at Karachi by a police bullet 
and more than 50 persons were in­
jured in the three riots. Among the 
casualties at Calcutta were ,Mi.-is 
Alice Denchh, an Englishwoman, 
who attempted to ride a motorcycle 
through the riot zone against police 
advance, and two Americans, Albeit 
N. Baubin of Houghton, Michigan, 
and Frank Rond-Nelson of Buffalo, 
N. Y. The men, who are represent­
atives of American firms, were re­
turning from  a golf game when they 
drove into a demonstration. Thev 
were rescued by a native garageman 
who let them drive in his shop.

Other Biots.
The strongest riot of the 

was Saturday, 100 insurgents at­
tacking the police armory Chitta­
gong, near Calcutta, and killing six 
of the defenders. The dead included 
one sergeant major. The British 
authorities immediately dispatched 
troops to the town.

Gandhi himself has not been ar­
rested but his strongest assistants 
are bging imprisoned daily, among 
them his son, Davidas Gandhi. Mrs.

I t is an unique experiment for the 
government to take 6000 women 
abroad, in groups of 300 each week 
from May until September.

After his training a t the univer­
sities, Froebel deci&d he would be­
come an architect, but his professor 
urged him to become a  teacher. 
Froebel agreed dnd studied'for two 
years imder Pestailozzi, the 'great 
educational reformer.

Convinced that the education of 
the nursery must be reformed, 
Froebel in 1816 founded a  school a t 
Greisheim in which he proceeded to 
develop his plans. M ore' than 20 
years later he established himself 
a t Blankenburg' where he^ first in­
troduced the name “kindergarten" 
for his school. ' '

Froebel’s influence upon modem
education has been notably effective 
in the United States where it has

Philadelphia, April 21;— (A P )—  
Dr. Francis Ashley Faught, an offi­
cial of the Philadelphia County 
Medical* Society, declared today that 
the remarks of Dr. Weston A. 
Price, of Cleveland, before the soci­
ety Wednesday night, in which the 
latter was quoted as having said be 
had discovered in “Vitamin D ” a  
preventive, and, in some cases, a 
cure for the so-called degenerative 
diseases— cancer, heart disease, in­
fluenza and pneumoifla— b̂ad been 
misinterpreted by newspapermen.

“Nowhere in his remarks, or in 
his paper,” said Dr. Faught, who- Is 
chairman of the scientific program^ 
committee of the medical society, 
“did Dr. Price state that he bawl dis­
covered a cure for cancer, or, in 
fact, for any disease, although in 
the course of his remarks, be did 
mention the possibility of arresting, 
or preventing the occurence of heart 
disease, influen^, pneumonia, can­
cer and a host of other diseases, 
.mostly hacterial.

• The Discovery.
'The main significance of Dr. 

Price’s paper centered around his 
tabulation of a  seasonal variation in 
Vitamin D, and incidentsflly A , in 
milk and butter, ip various peurts of 
the United States, Canada, and 
many foreign countries, intimating 
that this variation might be directly 
related to the fact that cattle in the 
spring of the year- obtained a higher 
percentage of Vitamins A  and D  
from eating new grass. ’

“He deduced the- hypothesis that 
since in practically every city there 
was a distinct depression in mor­
bidity and morts^ty in the same 
months in which there was a rise in 
Vitamin content in the butter, there 
was some relation between these two 
facts, and he drew the inference that 
since Vitamin D  was very much 
concerned in rendering available 
phosphorus and callsi'um contained 
in the diet, and since it is - well 
known that degenerative diseases 
bear some relation tb a paucity of 
available, phosphorus and calcimn in. 
the diet, finally concluding tbax as 
there was a distinct slowing up of 
these various diseases during p ^ o d s  
when the milk and butter contained 
a high Vitmain D  content, h e : .' ad 
proved this relation. In no instance 
did be even suggest that he ]^ad dis­
covered a  cure, or that in the future 
it might he demonstrated that Vite- 
mln D  is concerned in the cure of 
these diseues.

'"The most serious side of this in­
cident is that it must, of necessity, 
raise false hopes in the breasts of 
many cancer sufferers. Every hon­
est doctor is aware of the fact that 
no cure for cancer other than its 
complete removal by X-ray, radium 
or .^ctro-dessication has been dis- 
cdViired.’'
