Muskogee, Okla., April 29.— (AP) 
—As a. result of au unexplained 
shift in belief on the part of investi­
gating officers, two traveling com- 
pauions of George and David Smith, 
Connecticut capitalists, today were 
charged with the murder o f the i 
easterners found shot to death in a i 
hotel room^here Saturday night. |

P. G. Seeley and John L. Wike, 
companions of the Smiths who were 
brothers, were formally charged with 
the murders late yesterday. They 
have not been placed in jail, how­
ever, hut are under guard in their 
hotel room. Before the filing ,o f  
murder charges police announced 
the prisoners had been released.. 

Police Puzzled.
Frankly puzzled by the case and 

at a loss as to a possible motive for 
the double slaying, officers were still 
further perplexed by the discovery 
o f a diamond ring in Seeley’s pos­
session which they said resembled a 
ring formerly worn by one of the 
Smith brothers.

The officers were careful to point 
out that the ring had not been iden­
tified as the property of one of the 
slain men.

Prior to discovery of the ring, 
Phillip K. Oldham, assistant county 
attorney issued a statement sajdng 
he was going into the case.“with an 
o p « i mind.’’

“Probable Cause.”
“ There is probable cause for these 

men being implicated, and for this 
reason I think it advisable that a 
hearing be held,” his statement con­
cluded. He declined to elaborate on 
the “probable cause” for their being 
implicated.

Head of Commerce Chamber 

Pays Tribute to Men Who 
Averted Financial Panic.

New York, April 29.— (A P )—The 
American delegates to the London 
naval conference set foot again 07i 
United States soil today at 10:30 a.

' Washington, April 29 — (AP) 
— President William Butterworth of 
the Chamber of Commerce of the 
United States today paid tribute to 
American business for its challenge 
during the past six months to “rule- 
of-thumb” economics and its efforts 
to smooth out the valleys of the 
business cycle.

In his keynote address before the 
opening general session *of the 
eighteenth annual meeting of the 
chamber, Butterworth asserted that 
“ American business has definitely 
broken new ground.”

“ Last fall,” he said, “A critical 
situation arose which brought clear­
ly into issue the question of whether 
the allied forces of business and in­
dustry, by a closer coordination of 
their courage and experience, could 
demonstrate that the wayward and 
fickle economic cycle could be 
straightened out into an orderly and 
harmonious progression.

New Forces in Field 
“Though the forces of that mobil­

ization are still being applied, al 
ready the first pages o f a highly 
nignificant chapter of economic his­
tory have been written. New force .7 
have boldly entered the field and 
challenged the rule-of-thumb con­
trol of economic conditions which 
has heretofore too generally pre­
vailed.”

In 1920-23', he said “we tripped 
and fell and broke a leg,” and al­
though “ in 1929 we stumbled again 
and fell” .there were “no bones 
broken.”

Speaking of the facts gained and 
circulated by the comparatively re­
cently es.tablished national business 
survey conference, under the chair­
manship of Julius H. Barnes, But­
terworth said:

“Through the medium of our 
Chambers of Commerce and our 
trade associations this vitalizing 
current is flowing into every part 
o f the country, stimulating com- 
, muni ties, and individufds to grapple 
;with present facts, and, with a com­
prehensive panorama of actualities 
befbre them, to plan intelligently for 
tJie future.”

Future Regulataons 
Turning next to possible future 

government regulation of business, 
Butterworth sidd he did not believe 
the public *would raise the hue and 
cry for reprisals which will abridge 
a  legitimate business itself now it 
was "on good behavior."

‘T am convinced,”  he said, “ that 
if  our-future holds in store a season 

b u ^ e s s  baiting a t  the l^ands of 
liwuinl^ers or other governmental 
authi^ties, that relatively small 
par-t 6t the business community 
which breaks the canons o f fair play 
to which the vast majority o f  the 
business commimity gives hearty 
aU^ance, yfiU be reqtDaalble.’^

Ordered by the war­
den to go back to their cells, the 
convicts continued their rush. They 
retreated at the first burst o f fir­
ing, but a moment later had re­
massed and made a second rush. 
Automatic rifles spat bullets into 
the mob, and this time they fell 
back and took refuge in cells.

500 Guardsmen There 
Four additional companies of 

guardsmen were ordered to the 
prison, CompMiy A, Marietta; Com­
pany B, Marion; Compai y  L, of 
Athens, and a howitzer platoon, 
armed with one-pounders from Iron- 
ton. There are now 500 National 
Guardsmen at the prison.

SHOOTING STARTS 
Columbus, Ohio, April 29.— (AP.) 

‘■jrrgfiooting brtoce Put in ‘ the idle 
house of the Ohio Penitentiary to­
day. The convicts confined to this 
cell block have .been in rei(olt since 
the disastrous fire of Blaster Mon­
day when 320 men locked in their 
cells were burned to death. Guards, 
Stationed in the guard room opening 
into file White CSty, were shooting 
into the cell block. The prisoners 
made a concerted effort to rush the 
guard room and gain the main en­
trance. They were trying' to break 
out from  other rooms, also. The 
guards opened fire when, the mass 
o f convicts made a break for liberty.

200 Bounds fired  '
'More than 200.roimds were fired 

into the block from autoinatic rifles. 
It was not known if any o f file con- 
■ricts bad been killed or wounded. 
All prison guards were immediately 
armed with automatic rifles,' shot 
guns and 'side arms.

Hold One o f the Guards
Shortly after the, guards opened 

fire Colonel R. C-’ Haubrich, com­
manding officer of the Ohio Nation­
al Guard on duty at the peniten­
tiary, ordered that the shooting be 
stopped. The convicts were reported 
to have captured Captain Boyles^ a 
guard, and were holding him |Tril$- 
oner. .

National Guard officers, station^ 
in the^guard room, demanded 
Boyles be released at once. Practi­
cally all the windows in the 'WMte 
City or idle house were shatti^ed. 
by bullets. The convicts i^ re  
screaming and howling at the -fop 
of their liings. All was disorder 
-within the prison walls.

’The convicts released Captain 
Boyles, but they were report^  to 
be holding guard Captain Jeffersdn 
Henderson in the cell block. ' .

Bring In Guns
National Guardmen from outside 

the prison, rushed in a machine 
gun and it was mounted in titt 
guard room in a-position to sweep 
the white city through the g la^  
partitions separating the cell block 
from the guard room. The convicts 
were massing in front o f the guard 
room door, apd they refused to go 
back when ordered to do so.

Guards said they believed some 
of the prisoners had been wounded 
or killed by the guards’ bullets.

Two wounded prisoners were re­
moved from the cell block and car­
ried into the guard rqom. AH had 
been quiet in the prison during the 
night and morning. Then came 
the sudden burst o f firing, and 
within a moment the situation of 
quiet had turned to one o f utinost 
disorder.

But wheth­
er native New Yorkers or not, we 
all appreciate the warmth of _a New 
YorTt welcome.

‘ “It is very gratifying to us to be 
met at the gateway of home with 
the knowledge that our efforts baVe 
met with your approval. We do 
not take this welcome as a personal . .
tribute, but as an indication of your Nelson Richmond, T h o ^ s  
sympathy with the great cause of hue. Langdon Judd, Biuy
international good will and peace for 
which we have labored.

Good WUl Trip.
"The American delegation went 

to London with the primary pur­
pose of promoting good will be­
tween the nations of the earth. We 
believe that naval limitations is one 
of the most direct and potent steps 
toward achieving such good will. 
Por just as naval competition be- 
tweKi nations lead to rivalry, sus­
picion and ever increasing competi­
tion, so on the other Jiand, naval 
limitation, leads to mutual confi­
dence and confidence leads to fur­
ther limitation In the future. Each 
process runs in a circle, but one is a 
vicious circle which leads ultimately 
to war and the other is a beneficent 
circle which leads towards perma­
nent peace.

“We feel that we have accom­
plished a long step on this road to 
peace. By this treaty which we 
ofing home competition will be 
conxpletely ended between the nav­
ies of the three greatest naval pow­
ers of the world—America, Britain 
and ,Japan; and with the other two 
powers—Prance and Italy—we have 
also reached agreements which 
though not complete are leading in 
the same direction. Eventually, 
we hope, competition will be abol­
ished between all five powers.

Spirit of Fairness.
“I am glad to tell you that we 

met with fairness and good will 
from all the other delegations of the 
different powers. The spirit of the 
conference was one of its finest at­
tributes anil is one of the most 
hopeful results of our meetings. 
Naval limitation Is necessarily a 
continuing process, and we fell that 
the' conference which we have just 
left will lead to further progress 
along the same road.

“For the American delegation I 
need only say that we have tried to 
represent the United States to the 
best of our ability. There has been 
among vis no word or sign of party 
division since we left these shores.

“So on returning we represent no 
party in American politics. We 
went and we return representatives 
of the desire of the nation for 
friendship with all the world.

“HaviBg worked on that basis I 
can tell you, gentlemen, that it is a 
very happy thing to be welcomed as 
we are wricomed this morning, and 
we thank you from the bottom of 
our hearts.”

THE PARKER CASE
A rather telling point in favor of 

Judge John J. Parker, whose eleva­
tion to the Supreme Court bench is 
the subject of a somewhat bitter 
battle in the Senate at this moment, 
was made when Senator Allen of 
Kansas issued a statement, intended 
to refute the charge that Judge 
Parker is inimical to the rights of 
Negroes. Senator Allen pointed out 
that in a decision rendered by him 
within the last half year Judge 
Parker proved that any political 
utterances of his, made ten years 
ago, were without weight as against 
his determination to administer the 
law without regard to racial con­
siderations.

In the case in question a Negro 
named Deans, living jn Richmond, 
bought a home in that city. Under 
nn ordinance of the city, passed un­
der the segregation statute of Vir­
ginia, he was forbidden by city of- 
flcials to occupy the residence. He 
sought relief in the courts and the 
case came before Judge Parker, 
who promptly decided in favor of 
Deans on the reasoning that the or- 
vdinance violated the Fourteenth 
amendment.
»• The slgnlflcance of this would per­
haps be better appreciated if it 
Were known just how few lawyers 

•in the South have ever recognized 
the existence of the Fourteenth

While a considerable part of this 
condition arises from the laws re­
lating to intbxic^tiug liquors, yet 
the laws relating to narcotics, auto­
mobile thefts, etc., whicfii have been 
enacted by the.Congress during re­
cent years, also contribute ta  cre­
ate the present conditions.- . This 
Is well Indicated by the fact that 
less than obe-third! of .-Federal pris­
oners are due to prohibition.

Our obedience to law, our Jaw 
enforcement' and judicial drganiza- 
tion, our judicial procedure, our 
care and methods of. ' handling 
prisoners, in relation not only to 
Federal Government but also to 
tile I State and municipal > ‘govern­
ments, are.far .from the standards 
that must be secured.

These proposals, .while they do 
not comprehend the whole which 
remains to be done in the nation, 
are a step toward lifting the Fed­
eral standards, which must have a 
general beneficial influence.

DIRIGIBLE BACK HOME

About this time spring-flowering’ 
bulbs wUl fade, giving way to sum- j 
mer bedding plants to ornament^ 
beds, borders and path edgings.

The average busy msui who is in­
terested in a floral display only wiU 
gouge out the bulbs, throw them 
away amd buy new bulbs next year. 
For thousands of people this is toe 
only practical procedure. A few 
dollars will supply enough bulbs 
fresh from toe producer at a price 
so cheap that it is more satisfac­
tory to purchase new ones.

The true gardener, toe suburban­
ite and farmer folk generally, how­
ever, take a different view. Much, 
of their pleasure comes from ac­
quaintance with toe plants from 
bulb, through the flowering period 
and back to bulb again.

May Be “Heeled In”
After toe beds of tulips, hya­

cinths and daffodils have flowered 
they may be taken up carefully 
without injuring the tops and 
heeled in not less toan 4 inches 
deep to some out-of-way situation 
where they can finish their growth 
without further disturbance. After 
the tops die toe bulbs should be 
taken up and saved in the usual 
way.

Stocks handled to this manner, 
whether they are tulips, daffodils 
or hyacinths, should blossom satis­
factorily next year if proper care 
is given in storage, providing, of 
course, toe bulbs were of prime 
quality when planted. The writer 
has gone so far as to cut toe tops 
off within 10 days after toe flowers 
faded, lifted toe bulbs, dried them 
off slowly in toe dark, and had al­
most perfect blossoming from them 
toe next year.

All things considered, however, 
it- is perhaps better to heel toe 
bulbs to for a few weeks before 
finally committing them to toe 
shelves orijoxes for toe summer.

Need to Recuperate
The flowers as well toe plants 

will be smaller toe second year 
toan toe first, but will Usually give 
\fair satisfaction. I t  prime quality 
exhibition is desired in toe beds, 
the' bulbs dug after toe flowers have 
faded should he planted to toe gar­
den under good cultural conditions 
for a year to recuperate before be­
ing used again to toe ornamental 
beds.

Under some conditions it  may be 
possible to leave the bulbs in toe 
beds over summer and grow bed­
ding plants over them. If this is 
intended toe bulbs should be plant­
ed deeper toan normal and toe bed­
ding plants dibbled to toe beds be-

McGrath Kept in Dark
If Leon was approached by others
