George Smith, whose home was in
Cornwall, Conn., and David Smith,
who lived in Sharon, had been
warned against certain
acters" in Oklahoma,
another new phase to the investiga-
tion.

Wike, Connecticut dispatches re-
vealed, had attempted to dissuade
the Smiths from making the trip be-
cause of these “characters,” and had
said that “no one could tell what
they might do to a fellow.”

Officers were - particularly inter
ested in the alleged bloodstains be-
cause they said Wike previously had
denied being in ti*e room when the
brothers were slain. Investigators
believed the blood came from a
wound in David Smith's throat. They
said they were seeking to determine
how the coat could be stained if
Wike was in another room.

Wike has contended, officers have
revealed, that he was in an adjoin-
ing room when the Smiths were
slain. The brothers occupied ad-
joining rooms, with a connecting
door, and Wike's story, which in-
vestigators have been unable to
_shake, is that he was in one of these
rooms, with the Smiths, when the
two men entered.

Tells of Fight.

A desperate fight started when
the two unknown men appeared,
Wike said, and the four fought their
way into an adjoining room, where
he heard shots. Then the two in-
truders came back to the room
where Wike had remained, bound
and gagged him, robbed him of a

FOR WOMEN IN MILLS

?MOVERS CASH IN

Manufacturer Says Co.ndi-'E

tions in South is Challenge i

To Every American—lsl
Wrong In Every Way.

Boston, April 30.—(AP) — The
employment of women and children
for night work in the mills of

southern states was condemued to-
day by Eben E. Whitman, vice
president of the William Whitman
Company of New York, in an ad-
dréss before the National Associa-
tion of Cotton Manufacturers now
in convention here. Whitman's com-
pany has interests in mills of both |
the north and the south. o

“The growth of this unfair and
seifish utilization of women and chil-
dren through night employment in
the cotton -mills of the southern
states,” Whitman said, “js solely and
directly the cause of the down fall |
of this great and essential industry
involving the welfare of hundreds of
thousands of Americans.”

Wrong System J

Declaring that existing conditions |
constituted a challenge to every
American, Whitman said, “there is
no place for such a practice in our
industrial system. It is opposed to
every humanitarian principle; it'is!
wrong in every hygienic premise '

“It is prohibited by law in every
important producing country in the
world, the only exception being in
certain sections of the United
States which prohibit women and
children from working at night.

“There has been a tremendous re-
vulsion of feeling throughout the
south against working women and |
children at night, but it would Fe
fatal for one mill alone, or the mills
of any state in that section to dis-
continue it unless a majority of the
others in the section took the same
action simultaneously.”

Suggests Survey

To correct the situation, Whit-
man suggested that the Cotton Tex-
tile Institute make a survey during
the course of which an agreement
would be presented for signature to
the mills pledging themselves not
to employ women or minors in night
labor.

| tive towns, Their father long kept a

store at Cornwall Bridge and after
he died the brothers ran it until it
passed on to George who later clos-
ed it. Both Smiths had had an es-
tate of considerable value in years
gone by and both were hard Hit by
the collapse of:the New Milford Se-
curity Company and by the tangled
affairs of the Valario Construction
Company - which Edward J. Em-
mons, the late president of the Se-
curity company undertook to fi-
nance by using-money out of vari-
ous accounts in the company.
George Smith lost $19,000 and had
a possible loss of 320,000 in the Se-
curity company.

David Angry

David, it was said today by per-
sons who were at the stockholders
meeting last July, exhibited anger
and for a time it was feared he
would be restrained with difficulty.

CHINESE DRAGON
IS AIR-MINDED,
SPROUTS WINGS

Shanghai.—(AP)—China is be-
coming air-minded, both for peace
and war. i

An air line extending over west-
ern China through Szechuen prov-
ince aad perhaps connecting with
Tibet is one of the Chinese govern-
ment's major projects,

Six airplanes for the line will be
purchased with money now being
sought from the wealthy residents
of Szechuen by the aviation depart-
ment of the ministry of war. The
sum needed ia $500,000 in gold.

An air line connecting Japan with
Shanghai and Nanking also is tfo
be launched in May by a Japanese
firm under & contract with the na-
tional government.

A China-Berlin aviation line to
be operated jointly by the Lufthansa
interests and the Chinese govern-
ment is another proposed develop-
ment. Soviet Russia refuses to let
the line pass over its territory uatil
“proper representation" has been
made, however.

Meanwhile Chinese military chiefs
are realizing the value of air-craft
in modern warfare. In Manchuria
Marshal Chang Hseuh-liang is de-
veloping a strong air force of bomb-
ers and scouting planes with the aid
of French instructors. He learned
his lesson at the time of the Russian
invasion of Manchuria, when the
Soviet air forces had things preily
much their own way.

In China proper, likewise, Gen.
Chiang Kai-shek has met with un-
usual success in downing rebellions
with bombing planes, and this may
have been a factor in the Manchu-
rian general's decision to increase
his own air armament.

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AGAINST PROHIBITION

Though the fruit of obviously in-
complete organization, the list of
directors of the newly formed Con-
necticut Division of the Association
Against the Prohibition Amend-
ment supplies convincing proof not
only of the quality of citizenship
now rapidly arraying itself against
feedral prohibition but of the fact
that the day has passed when men
hesitate to speak their minds on
this vital question.

Here are many of the practical
leaders in Connecticut’s civie, social
and industrial life openly aligning
themselves with the active oppo-
nents of the condition brought
about by the experiment of Consti-
tutional prohibition. They are men
of impeccable repute and of the
highest standing. Their opinions are
not to be flouted. Individually their
influence is important; collectively
it cannot fail to be enormous.

INJUNCTIONS f

It would seem to be a far cry!
from Grover Whalen and cheaper|
taxicabs in New York to Judge
Parker and his contested appoint-
ment to the United States Supreme
Court; but there occurred on Mon-
day in New York an incident in the
taxi struggle which has a not dis-
tant relationship to the Supreme
Court question,

It will be remembered that re-
cently Mayor Walker vetoed a city
ordinance intended to support Po-
lice Commissioner Whalen in his re-
fusal to issue licenses to low priced
taxis. For a day or two thereafter
Whalen still adhered to his opposi-
tion to the cut-rate service. Then
he backed down and announced that
presently he would grant the li-
censes. On Monday he issued just
one, Then appeared a lawyer with
an injunction issued by a Brooklyn
court, restraining Whalen from
granting licenses to taxis to be op-
erated at prices lower than those
that have been in vogue.

This injunction purports to have
been obtained by a woman, acting
as a citizen and taxpayer, and is
granted on the ground that rate
cutting would produce a rate war
involving fast and reckless driving
to the peril of the public. Not many
persons will belleve it was mnot;
prompted by the existing taxi com-:
panies. - |

This is an excellent example of ;
the abuse of the injunction—and thel
abhuse of the injunction, or what a
great many persons believe to beI
its abuse, is what is really behind |
some of the objection to Judge
Parker as a Supreme Court ap-
pointee, It is the exploitation of the
injunction in business and labor
controversies that has stimulated a
demand for a better balance be-|
tween “liberals” and ‘“conserva-
tives"” on the Supreme Court. The
Supreme Court has never looked on
the injunction with as cold an eye
as many citizens could wish who
feel that it is frequently resorted to
in a way that substitutes court-
made law for statute and even con-
stitutional law. Such people want!
to see on the court, in Judge Park-
er's place, a justice who, for exam-
ple, would not countenance such
use of the injunction as has been
made in keeping New Yorkers from
getting cheaper taxi fares when
taxis are ready and eager to give
them. They do not believe Judge
Parker to be their kind of a
thinker.

THE INDIA TROUBLES

The gravity of the perils which
Great Britain faces in the Indian
troubles is emphasized by the news
that Hindoo troops refused duty
during the recent disturbance at
Peshawar. No other construction is
it possible to place on the words of
a8 government communique issued
at London which says that on ac-
count of the ‘“unsatisfactory con-
duct of a =mall -element”"—two
platoons of the Second RBattalion,
Eighteenth Royal Garswal Regi-
ment—the battalion had been trans-
ferred.

Disaffection among the native
troops of the Indian Army, if it
should become &at all extensive,
would create an extremely serious
situation, for at least two-thirds of
that army is native. That applies to
the regular Indian Army alone. In
addition it must be remembered
that in India, aside from the thir-
teen provinces under direct British
rule, there are about 150 mnative
states, a few of them large and
many of them very small, whose na-
tive rulers, though under the suze-
rainty of Britain, maintain armies
or at least detachments of troops
of their own. Among these are some
of the best fighting stock in India,
Mohammedan tribesmen of the
North; and it further complicates

the situation that Mohammedans as

well as Hindoos are said to be fol-|
lowing in large numbers the leader-
ship of Mahatma Gandhi.

While the extent of the Indian
disturbances as yet are far from
showing that the situation is get-
ting out of hand of -the British-

Indian government, or that any im-|

portant proportion of the populas
tion has yet come under the revolu-
tionary influedce, the potentialities
are such as to warrant the greatest
uneasiness. A general revolt of the
Indian troops would make the con-
ditions well nigh impossible.

ASPARAGUS AND ASPARAGIN

Asparagus 18 one of the few per-
ennial non-starchy vegetables which
bear year after year. Although the
plants are started from seed, they
are generally planted into perma-
nent beds which will continue fo pro-
duce for as long as one hundred
years, although the best crops occur
between the third and sixth years,
and the beds are usually replanted
after about ten years, as the stalks
become smaller in size after this
time.

The young and tender shoots are
familiar to everyone. The vegetable

can be obtained fresh most of the
year, although at certain times it
is very expensive. The canned pro-
duct may, however, be used during
the months when you cannot obtaln
the fresh in your market, Although
asparagus does pot contain much
nutritional value, it is valuable in
the diet because it serves as an ap-
petizer and because it is rich in min-
eral elements, especially sodium, cal-
cium, potassium and sulphur. As-
s also coptains an odorous
substance called asparagin which
stimulates the kidneys and usually
passes out of the system quickly,
It forms a fairly test for kid-
ney, elimination, as the odor is readi-
ly discernible within a few hours
after you have eaten & meal of as-

Prof. Wilkinson of Storrs

 Here Yesterday to Give
Hints on Garden Care.

Owing to an evident misunder-
standing of the date, few people
were in attendance in the Masonic
Temple yesterday afternoon at a
lecture on shrubbery and l:wn de-
velopment given by Professor A I
Wilkinson of Storrs College. The
lecture was fittingly illustrated by
slides, showing the various stages
of work in connection with improv-
ing undeveloped home properties,
the making of new lawns and addi-
tion of suitable shrubs to render the
home and adjacent grounds attrac-
tive to the-eye.

lines of the modern home. Plans of
exterior landscape
were shown and an invitation ex-
tended to the audience 10 avail
themselves of these simple plans by
writing to the Connecticut State
College in care of the speaker.

Slides . of the various stages of
landscape architecture were shown
and the method employed to utilize
evergreens in the many unsightly
places about the house was inter-
estingly described.

The hall and speakers platform
was attractively decorated with
trellises covered with vari-colored
artificial flowers and many potted
evergreens were arranged on the
side furnished by the Wilson nurs-
eries.

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DANGER OF LEAD POISON-
ING LESS IN INDUSTRY
THAN FORMERLY

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Lead is associatea - with mosti
modern industries. It is one of
the most valuable and at the same
time one of the most da.ngerousl
metallic substances. |

In an attempt to study the rela-
tionship of lead poisorfing to occupa-
tion, Dr. F. L. Hoffman found that |
during the two years  (1923-1927 )|
there were 3938 deaths from lead
poisoning in the United States
registration area. Of these, 216
were in painters, 35 in laborers, 22
in lead workers, 13 in metal work-
ers, 13 in farmers, 12 in printers, '
7 in paint manufacturing, 6 in
miners, 6 in .carpenters, 6 in
plumbers, 5 in electric storage bat-
tery workers, 3 in glass workers,
and 1 in potters.

It is obvious therefore that the
painting industry leads all others
as a hazardous occupation in rela-
tionship to lead poisoning. More |
than half of those concerned were
painters. The small “pumber of |
deaths among. electric storage bat-
tery makers was surprising and is
taken to indicate that death from
lead poisoning in this industry .is
rare, whereas some absorption of’
lead is common. :

Formerly the pottery industry |

was one of those most seriously
concerned with lead poisoning, but
reforms introduced into the trade
have reduced the hazard to prac-
tically nothing.

Plans for Campaign Depend
-On the Outcome of Con-
ference With Mr. Hoover.

Englewood, N. J., April 30.—(AP
—Ambassador Dwight Morrow,
home from the London naval confer-
ence, left today for Washington
where he will confer with President
Hoover and officials of the State
Department on affairs in Mexico
and matte~s pertaining to the naval

parley,

Plans for his campaign for the
Republican nomination to the United
States Senate are contingent upon
the outcome of these conferences,
While Mr. Morrow's friends felt he
desired to return to Mexico before
starting work in his campaign, his
decision will be predicated upon the
wishes of Mr. Hoover.

He plans to remain in Washington
for most of a week.

Greeted by Mexican.

Guillermo  Zuerrago, who was
described &8s an envoy from the
president of Mexico, greeted the
ambassador upon his arrival in New
York yesterday. He had a long con-
ference with Mr. Morrow but both
refused to discuss their conversa-
tion. This led to the conclusion that
friends of the ambassador in the
Mexican government were eager for
him to return to that country before
entering into his campaign work,

Morrow also was silent on dis-
patches from Washington carrying
the suggestion that his proposed ap-
pointment to the Senate be with-
held until the naval treaty is dis-
posed of. He is to be appointed to
fill the unexpired term of former
Senator Edge, who resigned to be-
come ambassador to France, but
he actually will succeed Senator
David Baird, Jr., who agreed to
serve in the post until Mr. Morrow
would be avallable at the termina-
tion of the naval conference. Now,
however, his supporters express the
belief that Mr. Morrow will not take
hin proferred seat in the Senate
until after the primary June 17, in
which'he will be & candidate for the
full term.

Meanwhile the date of his with-
drawal from the displomatic service
is still'in the indefinite stage so far
as public knowledge is concerned.
