Decorations

The dining hall presented a
charming scene. It was beautifully
decorated, with semi-rosettes of the
national ‘colors draped at intervals
upon the walls, flanked by white lat-
tices over  which climbed pastel-
tinted flowers of various kinds, with
here and there tiny baskets of
blooms and greenery pendant
against the tender tones of the
mural tinting. Crisscrossing against
the ceiling were chains of smilax in
generous profusion. The table flow-
ers were carnations. Against this
background of color the dinner
gowns of the women, the white uni-
forms of Postmaster Toop's tradi-
tional corps of waitresses—this year
supplemented by the jauntiest of
Hussar caps—and the prevailing
black and white of the men made
tke scene one to be remembered.

Police Stop Demonstrations
In Paris, Sydney, Warsaw
and Mexico City—Two
Hurt in Belgiom—Day
Quiet in London; No Trou-
ble Expected in U. S.

Early May Day demonstrations,
traditionally the occasions for radi-
cal organizations to let off steam,
were held peacefully in most places
throughout the world. Minor
clashes occurred here and, there.

In some cities Communist mani-

demonstrators.

In Paris police quickly suppressed
three demonstrations, one in the city
and two in the suburbs, and ar-
rested 223 persons on various
charges.

Russia Interested

Russia is just as interested in de-
veloping the country as the Chinese,
since the Sungari joins the Amur
river, which forms part of the
Manchurian and Siberian boundary
line. -

To reach a séaport, products from
North Manchuria must be taken
down the Sungari and then by the |
Amur to Nikolaievsk at the mouth
ofithe latter stream. Here the Man- |
churvian farmer will be provided |
with a world contact, enabling him |
to export his products to all ports in |
China and to foreign markets. i
Present Situation

At present, Chinese ' vessels are;
permitted to ply only on the Chinese |
side of the Amur and then no fur-|
ther than Habarovsk, where thel
stream ceases to be a part of the
boundary.

The Russians have taken the
stand that if China is not willing to
permit them the use of the Sungari,
they are in a position to halt devel-
opment in North Manchuria by re-
fusing to grant the Chinese permis-
sion to navigate the lower Amur.

China has taken the same posi-
tion against the Russians in this
respect that she has against all for-
eigners. She is afraid that if she
does not compromise, the Russians
will gain a stronger hold in Man-
churia than they have at present.
Manchurian authorities point to the
Chinése Eastern railway dispute as
an example of their troubles with
the Soviets.

'MUST USE BRITISH
WHEAT IN ALL BREAD

Lopdon, May 1. — (AP) — The
agricultural correspondent of the
Daily Express says that the British
government has definitely decided to
establish regulations requiring
minimum percentage of British
wheat flour in every loaf milled in
Britain. The newspaper adds the
minimum will be a varying, not a
fixed figure, and that the govern-
ment’s policy will shortly be pub-
lished in the form of a governmental
“white paper."”

“I.am told by a reliable authority
that an entirely new method for fix-
ing the minimum of English wheat
in a loaf will be introduced,” says
the correspondent, “It will be based
on & system of vouchers which will
be officially issued to millers when
they purchase English wheat at the
different markets., By these vouch-
ers it will be possible to check the
percentage of home-grown wheat in

relation to {mported wheat the

millers have handled.

“The compulsory minimum per-
cent will vary each year accordipg
to the conditions and supplies of
English wheat, and 1 understand
that something between six per cent

and fifteen per cent is contem-|

plated.”

today. But there was & knife up the
sleeve or down the neck or at the
belt of every Levantine and Arab
and Rock Scorpion in the nasty,
wicked little town, Even in this
country at present, the homicide
rate of the gun toting communities
is nowhere nearly as great as those
of several southérn cities where the
razor still puts an end to far more
lives than the bullet.

Still we are free enough to ad-
mit that the average crook, loafer
or bad character is not improved,
as & desirable unit of our civiliza-
tion, by the fact of having a gat in
his pocket. And while we have lit-
tle faith in the virtue of statutes
against the bearing of arms, the
practice of gun toting by crooks
would probably be considerably dis-
couraged if every one of them, ar-
rested for whatever reason and
prosecuted on whatever charge,
were, upon conviction, to receive the
absolute maximum penalty in every
case where he was found to be
armed.

THE WRONG SLANT

There iz a lively row on in Merl-
den because the School Board there
has refused to approve of the con-
tracts of 15 school teachers on
the ground that their homes are out
of town. The nomination of the
teachers is by law made by the su-
perintendent of schools but must
be approved by the School Board.
The superintendent refuses to pre-
sent the names of local teachers to
take the places of those displaced
by the Board. There is an apparent
deadlock, forced by & determination
on the part of the Board to regard
the personnel of the teaching force
as a matter of jobs, to be given
only to home folks—presumably
those who have numerous voting
frienda.

The Board is receiving a good
deal of newspaper criticism—and
justly. It is an extremely narrow
and distorted view of school man-
agement that permits its holders to
lJook upon teaching positions as
plums to be bestowed or withheld
for reasons entirely apart from the
advantage of the pupils. It is the
perfectly plain duty of all school au-
thorities responsible for the quality
‘of teaching personnels to obtain the
jmost capable and promising teach-

There is something peculiarly
fascinating about the idea of thus
employing the force of the tides to
those whose memories run far
enough back to recall the old time
tide mills that long ago dotted
many of the Connecticut inlets of
Long Island Sound.

Primitive enough they were, with

to school children advising the lat-
ter to stay out of school on May
day, to “demand better and bigger
schools” and to do various other
mischievous and rebellious things.

Why shouldn't the police arrest
them? They would arrest anybody
who peddled handbills on the street,
even if they did no more than o ad-
vertise a furniture sale, Why should
these misguided youngsters be giv-
en special privileges of littering' up
the city with waste paper?

And why, by the same token,
should the slightest encouragement
be given to their elders in insisting
on holding political meetings at pre-
cisely such =spots in the public
streets as they select as being most
in the way?

A good many well intentioned
people are getting sadly mixed up
in this matter of the “rights” of
Communists. It may be distinctly
understood that they have certain
rights—the rights of free speech
and peaceable assemblage and &
free press. But that does not mean
that they need be permitted to
make public nuisances of them-
selves in the exercise of those rights
—which it is possible to fully exer-
cise without interfering with the
rights of the public.

Meantime there is one aspect of
the matter which perhaps might
stand some investigating. When
boys and girls for whose education
the people of Hartford or any other
city or town are taxing themselves
tremendously begin to preach revo-
lution and disorder, it might be an

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Salsify goes under so many aliases
that it might almost be used as &
villlan for a detectlve story. It is
known ~as oyster plant, salisty,
vegetahle oyster and John-go-to-
bed-at-noon. However, salisfy under
any other nams tastes as good. The
popular name of “vyster plant” is
derived from the taste somewhat re-
sembling oysters when this vege-
table'is cut up very fine, cooked and
seasoned with butter :nd crsam.
However, in food composition it ia
very different from the oyater.

Salsify resembles in appearance a
long white carrot and, like carrots
and turnips, may be clarsed as a
non-starchy vegetabla if usel when
young before the starch has time to
fully develop. Two kinds of salisfy
are known here, the white and the
black. The white has a faint yeliow
tint to the skin and ia white inside,
while the black has black skin.
Some epicures claim that the black
has & superior flavor, but each one
makes & good vegetable. Black sal-
sify contains a quantity of inulin
instead of starch. For this reason it
is sometimes prescribec for diabe-
tics. When put into the stomach

- WILL RUIN COTTON

Speaker Says Retailers Will
Not Buy Much Under Pro-

posed Plan.

Boston, May 1.—(AP)—The Fed-
eral Farm Board's activities have
Increased unempldyment and if the
debenturs plan is put into effect, it
might destroy the American cotton

yarn and goods export business, Sid-
ney Y. Weat of Little Rock, Arlk.,
told the National Association of
Cotton Manufacturers at its conven-
tion in the Copley Plaza hotel hero

w.

The director of the American Cot-
ton Shippers Association in speak-
ing of the Farm Board said: “They
have practically cornered the May-
July positions and forced them to an
unnatural premium SJover the new
cotton crop. This has increased un-
employment in the industrial sec-
tions of the country thus decreasing
the purchasing power in those dis-

" tricts at a time when unemployment
is already great.
Discouraged Buying.

“They have discouraged the buy-
ing of dry goods by the retaller who
sees no reason to buy more than a
meagre supply when he looks at the
quotations in any cotton market and
sees October cotton is selling much
less than July. No jobber is going
to lay in a supply; no spinner can
afford to manufacture yarns or dry
goods in face of this discount. The
price of May and July have advanc-
ed, but the price that the farmer
can get for his actual bale is very
little different from what it was
when the market was at the bot-
tom.”

Debenture Plan.

Referring to the debenture plan
the speaker said ‘“you will be in
worse shape than you are mow” if
it goes into effect. “It amounts to
paying & bonus on cotton that is
exported; which at times will mean
that the price you pay for your cot-
ton will be a great deal higher than
your ~foreign competitors.” This
coupled with higher labor costs, he
said, “would possibly destroy the
entire American cotton yarn and
goods business.”

In conclusion he sald, “If Congress
meant in the farm bill to pay a
bonus to the producer we had better
try to have the law changed.”

At the country home of Mr. and
Mrs, Walter Burgess, where even a
telephone call cannot reach her, the
dauntless white-haired old lady now
stays. Letters and telegrams have
been pouring in on her for days from
all parts of the country.

Though the years have robbed
Mother Jones of her strength, she
still can make firey speeches in a
voice surprisingly strong.

Mary Jones, as she was christen-
ed, was born in Candda. She first
came into prominence in the anthra-
cite coal strikes of 1800 and 1902,
She helped organize marches of
miners to colleries for the purpose
of closing them down.

In mediaeval times the day was
celebrated with ‘much pomp and,
ceremony. It was the custom in
early England for boys and girls to'
go out on May Day, gather haw-|
thorn or “May" along the country
lanes, find the fairest maiden and |
crown her “Queen o' the May." They!
then set up the May pole and danced |
throughout the day. l

This same custom still survives in |
country districts, and attempts are.
