Washington, May 6—(AP)— The 
government moved today to sup­
press all sale of paraphernalia for 
liquor manufacturer.

The drive is being undretaken un­
der the Supreme Court decision yes­
terday that distribution of such 
equipment was illegal under the 
Volstead law.

Prohibition Commissioner Doran 
announced the step, saying the 
action of the Supreme Court in up­
holding the seizure of bottles, casks 
and corks in Pittsburgh, on the 
ground that they had been display­
ed to attract purchasers who in­
tended to use them in manufacture 
of illicit liquor, gave the bureau an 
effective weapon to proceed against 
every large concern producing suen

“To Go Down The Line”
After the big dealers are “wiped 

out,” Doran said the bureau would 
“go do\vh the line.”

“Our first job is to proceed 
against the big supply houses of 
paraphernalia for commercial home 
brew and for aging moonshine 
liquor,” Doran said.

“We will proceed against every 
person and concern where the condi­
tions are similar to the Pittsburgh 
case which was upheld by the Su­
preme Court yesterday. ’

Serious Clashes 
Larger Cities;
Gather About Jail Where 
Gandhi is Confined.

DRY OFFICIAL ELATED
Washington. May 6—Prohibition 

enforcement officials generally were 
dated over the Supreme Court opin­
ion upholding seizure of liquor-mak­
ing apparatus.

Mr. Justice Holmes spoke for the 
court. He affirmeu the decision of 
the Circuit Court of Appeals of the 
Third Circuit, which forfeited cer­
tain containers, barrels, botUes, 
corks, labels, cartons, etc., which, it 
was held, were designed for use in 
the illicit traffic of liquor.

This action was taken in the case 
of Ike Danovitz, surviving partner 
of Feitier Bottle Company of Pitts­
burgh.

The District Court found that the 
allegation of facts contained in the 
libel were sustained, and ordered a 
decree of forfeiture. This judg­
ment was upheld by the Circuit 
Court of Appeals. The Supreme 
Court granted an appeal on the 
single question of whether or not 
the property was forfeitable under 
Section 25, Title 2 of the Volstead 
Act, which reads:

“It shall be unlawful to have or 
possess any liquor or property de­
signed for the manufacture of 
liquor intended for use in violating 
thig title or which has been so used, 
and no property rights shall exist in 
any such liquor or property. A 
search warrant may issue . . . and 
such liquor and containers thereof 
so seized shall be subject to such 
disposition as the Court may make 
thereof.

“K it is found that such liquor or 
property was so unlawfully held or 
possessed, or had been so unlawfully 
used, the liquor and all property

STILL HGHT HRES

Delhi, India, May 6 — (AP) — 
Serious clashes with the police 
ushered in the second day of the im- j 
prisonment of Mahatma Gandhi, j 
leader of India’s native campaign of 
civil disobedience.

News from several of the larger' 
northern cities indicated that more 
than a score of persons had been 
injured, some seriously, and that 
open attacks had been made upon 
high police officials at Delhi.

British and Indian cavalry occupy 
the business districts of Delphi fol- 
lo'wing upon severe rioting. All 
business in Delphi has-been sus­
pended. Natives from the surround­
ing country began to swarm into 
the city by thousands after day­
break.

Crowds at Prison
Vast crowds began also to make 

their way to the neighborhood of 
the prison of the Mahatma at 
Yerowda, near Poona. As large 
forces of troops from the nearby 

.garrison already had been ordered 
in readiness at that point no serious 
disorders were anticipated.

A complete .cessation of business 
today accompanied the strike of 
many thousands of Gandhi followers 
throughout India. Schools and col­
leges were closed and students ̂ re­
fused to participate in examinations 
for the bar which were to have been 
given at Delhi.

Karachi continued, under close 
military supervision.

The virtual state of armed author­
ity continued at Peshawar.

Some of the arguments in favor of 
the Agricultural Marketing Act 
were:

1. Industry has protection in the 
form of tariff. Agriculture, on which 
30 peA cent, of our population is de­
pendent, is entitled to some form of 
protection.

2. Cooperative marketing for 
farmers who have never been organ­
ized to the extent that industry is 
organized, is necessary.

3. The farm board by making sur­
veys of market can find out what 
the demand is for each crop. Having 
done so it can regulate production 
to demand, thereby putting a stop 
to overproduction of crops, which 
means forced sale at a loss.

4. Since the stock market crisis, 
the largest agricultural countries of 
the world, Australia, Argentina and 
Canada, have suffered serious de­
pressions, making them more than 
ever before dangerous competitors 
of the United SUtes farmer.

5. The Act has only been in effect 
since last June. It is too soon to say 
that it will not be of benefit.

6. It has, as a primary object, the 
reduction of speculation in grain. 
This has, to a large extent, been ac­
complished.

The most important arguments 
against the Act were:

1. To arbitrarily limit productloi 
is unjust to the. efficient and econo­
mic producer who should be encour­
aged to increase his production. 
Natural economic laws tend to limit 
production by the elimination of the 
inefficient, high-cost producer.'

There Is more 
than one member of that court who 
must have smiled quietly to himself 
as he subscribed his signature to 
the opinion, thinking that now, per­
haps, the nation will begin to com­
prehend something of the character 
of the Frankenstein monster it has 
conjured up.

Nothing that has transpired in a 
long time has done so much for the 
cause of the reform of prohibition 
as this wise and courageous deci­
sion, which points straight to the 
enormous tyrannies and oppressions 
that must ine'vitably be practiced if 
Volsteadism is to be enforced ef­
fectually.

In the round-the-w'orld flight last 
.summer, when the time was 21 days 
7 hours 53 minutes for the flight of 
22,000 miles.

First Part of Flight 
After leaving Friedrichshafen 

May 18 the Graf vrill fly via Swit­
zerland and France to Seville, plan­
ning to arrive there from 20 to 24 
hours after the start. During the 
one-day stop the passengers will be 
taken on a sight-seeing tour around 
the city and environs. The Zeppelin 
will be fastened to a mast. Should 
It remain'it Seville over night, the 
passengers will be put up in a hotel 
and not be required to sleep in their 
cabins in the gondola.

The stretch of about 4,000 miles 
from Seville to Pernambuco will, it 
is estimated, take three or four days.

Dr. Eckener expects to fly along 
the Moroccan coast, possibly also 
via Madeira, then, weather and 
visibility permitting, past the Can­
ary islands to the Cape Verde 
islands, over which mail is to be 
dropped.

The Atlantic will then be crossed 
with the Graf heading for the 
islands of St. Paul and Fernando 
Noronna. In case the passage was 
a comparatively good and easy one, 
no stop will be made at Pernam­
buco, but the airship will proceed 
directly to Rio Janeiro.

At Rio, it is contemplated, some 
passengers will disembark while 
others will take their places for the 
rest of the flight, and mail will be 
unloaded and taken on. The stop 
is to be a brief one, so that the 
through passengers will not have 
time to see the city imless they wish 
to catch up with the Graf at Per­
nambuco by taking a plane of the 
Condor Syndicate from Rio to Per­
nambuco. The Graf is expected to 
reach Pernambuco, where a stop of 
two or three days will be made, 
about 20 hours after its departure 
from Rio Janeiro.

- - Fastened to Mast -
During the stay at Pernambuco 

the ship will be fastened to a mast 
there taken by.one of-the Friedrich- 
shafen engineers, Ernest Besch, 
W’ho left for Brazil in March, carry­
ing with him a large assortment of 
Zeppelin spare parts and the moor­
ing mast, there, as at Seville, the 
passengers will be accommodated 
in hotels.

The next objective will be Havana, 
which Dr. Eckener expects to reach 
within about three days. Weather 
permitting, the passengers will be 
allowed to go sightseeing for a day 
or so.

The flight from Havana to Lake­
hurst is expected to take about 24 
hours. The route will be either 
along the coast of Florida, to the 
Bermudas, or else directly to the 
Bermudas, where mail is to be drop­
ped.

After a stay of three days the air­
ship will i>oint its nose eastward an^ 
head again'for Seville, which, Dr. 
Eckener figures, should be reached 
in three days. The stop at Seville 
will be only long enough to change 
passengers and mail, and some 24 
hours later the commander and 
crew of the Graf Zeppelin hope to 
be home again in quaint old Freid- 
richshafen.

She had carefully boiled the bot­
tles, nipples, and funnel before she 
began, but she had just come down 
from making beds and doing the up­
stairs work and—I did not see her ;

howl chosen at random out of the ' 
kitchen cuptioard and stirred it with j 
a spoon-lying handy on the table. |

Now I should never think of call-1 
ing her careless—she is anything but j 
that kind of mother. But it never | 
entered her head that any kind of a | 
germ could reach her baby through j 
any other agency than the bottles! 
and nipples themselves. '

Hands that touch baby , food j 
should be scrubbed for one full 
minute in hot soap suds, with a nail { 
brush. And everything that the food 
touches — bowls, spoons, mixing | 
glass, funnels, corks, brushes — j 
should be boiled as hard for five j 
minutes as the bottles and the nip- > 
pies themselves. i

Here’s Official Advice j
Here is the official direction for! 

bottle care that the Children’s | 
Bureau recommends: j

“ Selection of bottles is important. 
It is most important that the inside 
of a bottle be easily reached by the 
bottle brush and that there are no 
comers that cannot be easily 
cleaned. The neck of the bottle 
should slope gradually and the bot­
tom also should slope into the sides 
so that there are no sharp comers. 
New bottles should be washed in hot 
suds, rinsed "with cold water, and 
boiled before using. All bottles 
should always be boiled (hard) for 
five minutes before they are used.

“After a bottle is emptied it 
should be rinsed at once in cold 
water, and then filled with cold 
water, and put in a clean place 
away from flies and dust until all 
the bottles for a day’s feeding can 
be conveniently washed and steril­
ized.

The most important thing about 
choosing nipples is to select the 
kind that can be turned in side out 
to be cleaned. A  nipple that can not 
be cleaned in this way is unsafe to 
use. It is best to buy nipples without 
holes and ro make one hole near the 
top with a fine hot se-wing needle. 
If nipples are bought with holes it is 
often necessary to enlarge the holes 
•with a heated needle. The holes 
should be large enough to allow the 
miUr to drop rapidly, but not to flow 
im a steady stream when the bottle 
is turned upside down.”

Measure Accurately
“New nipples should be rubbed 

inside and out v/ith the hand or 
with a stiff brush until the white 
coating is entirely removed, then 
thoroughly washed in hot suds, 
rinsed, covered with cold water, and 
boiled before using. All nipples 
should always be boiled for five min­
utes before they are used. Keeping 
nipples in boiled water or in anti­
septic solution is not -wise, because 
bacteria may grow in such fluids. 
Clean sterilized, nipples shcMld be 
kept in an empty, sterile, covered 
glass jar. After a feeding a nipple 
should be turned and rinsed inside 
and out with cold water, and put 
away in another covered jar until 
time for sterilizing for the next day.

“ Fill the bottles with the correct 
amount for each feeding, measuring 
in a glass graduate, the marks on 
the nursing bottle are not likely to 
be so accurate. Stopper the bottles 
with clean cotton or corks, or cover 
them with wax paper held do-wn by 

I rubber bands. Cool the bottles and 
contents quickly by standing them 
in running cold water. Then place 
the bottles in the bottle rack and 
keep them cold (below 50 degrees 
F.) until used.

“ At feeding time the bottle is set 
in a deep pan of warm water on the 
stove (on a tin jelly top with holes 
punched in it). It will heat rapidly 
as the temperature of the water in 
the pan rises.”

ROBESPIERRE’S BIRTH

On May 6, 1758, Maximilien Ro­
bespierre, a leader of the French 
Revolution, Was born at Arras.

After ’ gaining distinction as a 
lawyer,. Robespierre, was appointed 
a criminal judge.„ He resigned short­
ly trfterward rather than pronounce 
a death'- penalty. From law he 
tunfedr to  politics and at the age of 
31 entered the States-General, a gov­
erning 'body composed of members 
elected by the nobility, clergy and 
coinmons.

Always adopting the radical wiew, 
Robespierre, gained prominence by 
pronoimcing a discourse in favor of 
the abolltipn of death penalty. Most 
o f his activity was confined to the 
Jacobin Club, a radical organization, 
in which ,he ultimately, became the 
leader. Bebause of his position there 
he set about making . himself the 
acknowledged leader also o f the peo­
ple of Paris.

After he .was elected the first 
deputy from Faris in the new na­
tional convention, Robespierre was 
instrumental in causing the execu­
tion o f King Louis. In 1793, he had 
executed the chief members of the 
Giron^sts, opponents of the Jacob­
ins, because they were not in sym­
pathy with his plans for insurrec­
tion. A  period of terror followed and 
thousands o f persona were sent to 
the gfuillotine

Up the Mohawk "Valley

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American College Fleet 
Fastest In Three Years

THE LITTLE OLD MAN AND HIS BLACK HOSS

Fact Revealed by Compari­
son of Tunes; Not Due to 
Weather and Water Con­
ditions Either.

By TED VOSBURGH.

New York, May 6.— (A P )—Amer­
ica’s college rowing fleet this sea­
son is the fastest that has taken the 
water in the last three years at 
least, the performances registered 
thus far show.

A  comparison of times made at 
the same distances and over the 
same bodies of water produces the 
significant fact that 1930 crews— 
varsity, junior varsity, freshmen and 
lightweight—have travelled faster 
than those of 1929 and 1928 in 12 
out of 15 cases.

Even if it were true that tne 
crews of the present season have a 
monopoly on tail winds and fast 
rowing water the difference in favor 
of the current crop still is too great 
to be explained.

Out on the Pacific Coast last 
month Washington’s varsity beat 
California by a bare five feet and 
was clocked in 17 minutes 46 sec­
onds for the three mile Lake Wash­
ington course which the winning 
Golden Bear crew of 1928 took IS 
minutes, 19 seconds to cover.

Washington’s jimior varsity also 
improved upon the mark last made 
in that event on Lake Washington, 
Sind its freshmen although loafing to 
victory by seven and a half lengths 
were only about nine seconds back 
o f the figures for 1928.

As for the campaign in eastern 
waters the indications are that none 
o f the boats launched so far is up 
to the Columbia varsity crew of last 
year although in general the stand­
ard of rowing speed is above par 
and competition is keen.

Yale showed it had one of the best 
eights in this part*of the country 
when it trimmed Columbia’s present 
entry in the after-sunset race on 
thb Housatonic Saturday but it 
could not come up to the New York­
ers time of last year which stands as 
a regatta record.

In all three of the minor races 
last year’s times were beaten by al­
most half a minute and at Princeton 
the figures were much faster in 
every sense than when last the 
Tiger and M. I. T. met on Lake 
Carnegie.

The recent races on the Severn 
and the Charles most of the times 
also have been well ahead of the two 
previous years. An exception is the 
varsity race between Harvard and 
M. I. T. in which the crimson won 
but was some two seconds short of 
last year’s mark, rowing under less 
favorable conditions than in the 
lesser events.
