SHAD FISHERMAN 
HAS RECORD HAUL

Finds 2,600 Fish in His Nets 
At Windsor— Catch Is 
Valued at $1;200.

Windsor, May 9— (AP)—George 
Case, shad fisherman on the Farm­
ington River at Windsor caught in 
one haul last night 2,600 shad. This 
is not only the record for one haul, 
but exceeds the total catch of all 
the fishermen for an entire season, 
previous to three years ago when 
the shad fishing industry began to 
revive. The shad average four 
pounds each and the estimated 
value of the catch is $1,200.

It indicates that the shad indus­
try which was practically extinct up 
to three years ago is returning to 
the Farmington River, which is a 
tributary of the Connecticut River 
and in larger quantities than ever 
before.

The return of the Industry is un­
questionably due to the work by the 
state fish and game commission 
which has a shad hatchery at Wind­
sor. All the fishermen report good 
success this season.

Bombay, India, May 9.— (AP)— 
Sholapur was cleared of .all Euro­
pean wofmen and children today and 
ready for eventualities which might 
follow yesterday’s reign of terror.

Special trains, guarded by troops, 
today bore out of the embattled 
mill center the last of the refugees, 
to Poona and nearby towns.

Europeans, including missionaries 
this forenoon were advised to leave 
Talegaon, thirty miles from Poona, 
where raids on a glass factory had ‘ 
been threatened.

'Police figures Issued at Sholapur 
early today Indicated that the death 
toll in that city may not have been 
so heavy .as at first thought. The 
frightened women who reached 
Poona in the night had told of the 
killing of 50 persons abd the wound­
ing of upwards of 500. The police 
authorities reported three policemen 
murdered and burned by the mob, 
five others missing, probably mur­
dered and another five, mostly na­
tives known to be dead. There were 
24 wounded in the hospitals this 
forenoon.

Serious Outbreak
Yesterday's Sholaphur rioting, 

however, exceeded all previous out­
breaks since the Inception of Ma­
hatma Gandhi’s program of civil 
disobedience, both as to life and 
property losses.

The authorities looked forward 
anxiously for tomorrow’s qpming, 
Saturday being the Moslem feast of 
Bakrld, which even under normal 
circumstances is liable to produce 
disorders.

The district magistrate of Sholapur 
today issued a statement which said 
“I regret to inform the public of 
Sholapur that yesterday a crowd of 
several thousand persons attacked 
t̂he district magistrate, the district 
superintendent and a small party of 
police in the Ekruk road. The crowd 
threw stones for about an hour and 
a half and showed its intention of 
attacking still laore seriously.

‘The district magistrate there­
fore, after twice warning the crowd, 
ordered the police to open fire. 
Soon afterward a“ '̂crowd attacked 
unarmed policemen within the city, 
murdered at least three of them, 
burned their belies at the roadside 
and wrecked police stations.

Talks On Mergers 
“It is natural to the course of 

economic progress,” he said, “that 
larger enterprises shbuld develop 
from small ones and this tendency, 
involving mergers and consolida­
tions of units, which are comple­
mentary has generally been and 
promises to be in the future of bene­
fit alike to Industry and to the 
public. This wholesome growth of 
business enterprises, where fairly 
conceived, should be encouraged and 
not restrained. For after all the 
most logical purpose of business 
pansion is to serve the public more 
effectively.

Bigness No Virtue 
“Of course no one with any sound 

knowledge of economics or of prac­
tical industrial conditions would 
urge that the tendency to bigger 
and bigger forms of organization 
should be encouraged merely for its 
own sake and without dlscrlmina- 
tipn. Bigness is no vlrture in it­
self, nor is it by any means always 
a guarantee of greater efficiency.

“The tendency to larger organiza­
tion must justify itself in each 
specific instance. Where it demon­
strably results in better diversifica­
tion, greater industrial stability and 
efficiency ,and gives to the public 
greater or better facilities for sup­
plying its needs. There it is legiti­
mate and will succeed. And in such 
instances it deserves the fullest 
public encouragement. To discour­
age expansion simply because it is 
expansion is illogical and contrary 
to the public Interest since the effect 
would be simply to place artificial 
barriers in the way of natural econ­
omic progress from which, in the 
long run, the whole community will 
benefit.” '

The amount of noise reduction 
was about the same aa the difference 
between listening to street sounds 
with the bead thrust out of a living 
room window, and while standing 
far from tha window. The clerks 
did more Jobs per day and made 42 
per cent less mistakes. They weM 
mostly girls. The noises were of 
the ordinary office variety, Includ- 
ing typewriters.

Quietest Places -
There are places of comparative 

quiet In the midst of all the noise 
of the skyscraper sections of New 
York and Chicago. The very best 
of these are the bottom floors of the 
setback portions of skyscrapers. 
Next best are the floors higher than 
the tops of surrounding buildings. 
The reason for the partial quiet in 
both cases is the same, and is the 
latest discovery in noise investiga­
tion. /

The parallel walls of buildings 
facing on opposite sides of the 
street, like the sides of canyons, 
carry the surfswe sound almost un- 
dlminlshed clear to their tops. For 
example, Mr. Parkinson said, the 
tenth floor by actual test in such 
streets ts~no quieter than the street 
level. But the moment a floor rises 
above this canyon top, the street 
sounds muffle abruptly.

Sound Blanketed
In their place there is a blaz^cet of 

sound, the rumble of the whole city 
nearby, but subdued. ’This carpet of 
sound lies xmlformly everywhere 
close above the roofs. No one knows 
how high above the city it extends. 
Mr. Parkinson said that its top is 
not anywhere near reached at the 
41st floor of the New York Life 
building here, the highest point yet 
tested.

There are now at least two 
methods of shutting out street noise 
without closing the window. One is 
with peculiar boxes which are set in 
an open window, and permit air and 
sound to pass through tortuous pas­
sages lined with sound absorbing 
material. Mr, Parkinson said this 
method is equivalent in noise re­
duction to shutting the window en­
tirely. The other method, which he 
said is two-thirds as efficient as 
closing the window, is a baffle, a 
board somewhat like the familiar 
ventilator across the bottom sill, ex­
cept that the baffle is curved.

The noisiest vehicles, in order of 
their racket making properties, 
were shown in decimal units, one 
decimal being the amount of change 
in noise that a human ear can just 
recognize.

Frledrlchahafen — (AP) — Al­
though the “Graf Zeppelin” has 
weathered many a storm and is no 
longer a new vessel, it will take off 
on its first flight to South America, 
May 18, more perfectly equipped 
than it has ever been before.

Not only did the officers and crew 
gain Invaluable experience in navi­
gating and running the airship dur­
ing the round-the-world flight of 
1929, but this experience has result­
ed in a number of improvements.

Thus the horizontal rudder has 
been enlarged considerably and re­
inforced. This means that the diri­
gible can rise or drop much more 
easily than hitherto. Up' to now, if 
the officers wished to drop from 
1,500 meters to 300 meters or rise 
similarly, they had to sacrifice con­
siderable gas or ballast and the 
maneuver required time. The test 
flights of this year have shovra that 
changes in altitlde can be easily and 
quickly accomplished with the new 
rudder at the sacrifice of almost no 
ballast or gas.

Previous Experience 
It will be recalled that the “Graf” 

nearly ran into a mountain during 
its illfated attempt in May, 1929, 
to fly to America when the engines 
went wrong and the dirigible strug­
gled through the Rhone valley, vain­
ly trying to get back to Germany 
and having finally to land at Cuers, 
France. It was only Eckener’s 
presence of mind in instantly drop­
ping ballast that saved the passen­
gers from certain death. This ex- 

; perience, at the narration of which 
: all participants in that flight still 
1 shudder, probably w'as the deciding 
factor in changing the rudder.

Additional Gondola 
Another decided improvement is 

the attachment of a second gondola 
besides that for the passengers, this 
gondola serving as the central sta- 

I tion for electrical apparatus. The 
new gondola contains two auxiliary, 
motors and a dynamo, and supplies 
the current needed for lighting, 
cooking, and other purposes. Hither­
to all electric current came from 
generators which depended for their 
yield upon the speed of the airshia. 
When the dirigible travelled slowly,

, the current was insufficient.
I Tha world flight has further 
, shown just what part of the outer 
' hull Is subjected to special strain. 
At these points the material has 
been reinforced. And the five 

: motors have, of course, been over- 
hauled.

i îtion. Gravest of them are the allega- 
•Itions that Bishop Cannon has been 
.an active Congressional lobbyist, 
that he has used the Methodist 
Board of Temperance, Prohibition 
and Public Morals, of which he is 

, the head, in his lobbying,. and that 
Mhe has done so in the face of wam- 
,'Sngs by two ottier Southern Method­
i s t  Bishops that he was forming a 
^politico-ecclesiastical combination 
.^vhich threatened a split within the 
fmhurch.

‘brothers and started a general con­
ference of their own, the Methodist 
Episcopal Church South.

I t  is worthy of reflection that the 
ilethodist church, wliile its

barehanded—and evidently with se­
rious effect, for more and more sol­
diers and guns are called.

I t is a frightful situation for a 
civilized '  government to face. If 
these people were armed revolution­
aries it would be very different. But 
apparently they are giving battle to 
their white masters with no better 
arms than an infatuated willingness 
to sacrifice themselves before the 
eyes of the world. The British-In- 
dian government seems to face the 
alternative of somehow yielding, 
and so inevitably losing its mastery, 
or of shooting down .fanatically in­
spired mfn and women whose only 
weapon is their wrath.

That appears to be the situation 
in India as it develops in the mad 
whirlpool of human passion which 
is Sholapur. If it spreads and be­
comes more intensified Great Brit­
ain will have to deal with a problem 
hardly paralleled in modem times. 
Can the British people, with their 
inherent sporting instinct of fair 
play, stand such a situation for any 
length of time without a sickening 
revulsion of feeling throughout the 
entire empire? I t  is to be doubted.

BANKRUPTS
A certain Connecticut newspaper, 

which for obvious reasons we shall 
not name, has just been editorializ­
ing about bankruptcy. I t  believes 
most bankrupts arrive a t tha t sta­
tus because they knew nothing 
about the basic principles of busi­
ness to start with. I t  concludes: “It 
is likely that no man ever went 

! bankrupt by overestimating the 
difficulties ahead of him in modem 
competitive business or devoting 
too much personal time and atten­
tion to his own affairs.”

True enough, no doubt. But what 
especially interests us is the early 
history of the newspaper making 
these comments. I t  is now a big and 
important and highly profitable en­
terprise. I t  was started by two men, 
now belonging to the past, who not 
only did not overestimate the fiiffi- 
culties in their way but almost ludi­
crously underestimated theiii; and 
who, incidentally, knew nothing 
whatever about any business and 
least of a l l ^ e  newspaper business. 
But they had one tremendous asset 
—force. They bulled ahead without 
the slightest idea of where they 
were likely to come out—and they 
came out right side up.

Washington, May 9.—Business re­
ceived more attention from Ameri­
can business men a t the annual 
meeting of the Chamber of Com­
merce of the United States here 
than it ever received before, if that’s 
possible. The chamber made “What’s 
Ahead for Business” its program, 
voicing a  question interesting the 
entire country a t this time and most 
poignantly the business men them­
selves.

Besides inspiring the usual pre­
dictions about how good things are 
going to be and the customary com­
plaints about taxes and “govern­
mental interference,” the meeting 
produced many serious and sig­
nificant discussions and addresses 

! which indicated that the members 
I were alive to current problems of 
I all descriptions and that they 
didn’t intend to permit the cur­
rent depression to resolve itself 
into any period of stagnation or to 
allow its lessons to go unlearned.

Urges Unemployment Study
One of the most impressive mes­

sages given to the chamber was 
brought by John H. Fahey, the 
Massachusetts publisher, a former 
president of the U. S. chamber. 
Fahey raised and discused many 
questions of importance which he 
said were now being pressed from 
many directions for re-examina­
tion following “the finfortunate de­
velopments of last year.”

The problem of imemployment, 
he said, could not be ignored, if 
only because of its inescapable ad­
verse ef,fects upon industry. Fol­
lowing Oie study of The Hoover com­
mission on unemployment, business 
men, except in individual cases, did 
nothing effective to follow up the 
results. Some persons, Fahey said, 
regarded imemployment as an un- 
preventable evil about which little 
industrial leaders in many lines had 
really stabilized production and em­
ployment.

“Shall we passively await the es­
tablishment of a dole system?” 
Fahey demanded. “Important as 
other questions are, there is none 
which we should attack with more 
persistence and determination. If 
business men as a whole are unable 
to contribute constructively toward 
a  solution, then we may be sure that 
others with less practical ^perience 
will sooner or later apply remedies 
from useful in their ultimate ef­
fects.”

Taking up “profitless prosperity,” 
Fahey cited figures showing that in 
the 1926 tax returns 57 per cent of 
corporations had shown a  profit and 
43 per cent had losses of $2,168,000,- 
000. Less than one per cent of cor­
porations filing returns made 62 per 
cent, of the profits. TTie situaiJon 
was about the same in 1927. The 
question is increasingly raised, 
Fahey said, whether this is a  prom­
ising and soimd condition.

Other-significant things the cham­
ber heard from Fahey:

’The question of devising better 
means for curbing speculation is 
arising more sharply than it  has 
for many years.

Restlessness over mergers and 
combinations, -with their capitaliza­
tion and possible final good or bad 
effects, exists among average citi­
zens as well as hundreds of thous­
ands of business men and bankers.

I t  seems-^ne-vitable that govern­
ment will concern Itself finally in 
some degree with -problems pre­
sented by investment trusts, branch 
banking and concentration of con-; 
trol over credit. Should not business 
men interest themselves in sound 
thinking toward establishment of 
just, reasonable and constructive 
regulation ?

Some sections'of the coimtry ar'e 
becoming less enthusiastic over 
railroad consolidations and develop­
ment of national systems. Some 
shippers begin to feel that in trans­
portation regulation offers no ade­
quate substitute for a certain 
amount of competition.

Calls for Survey of Tariff
Many defects exist in state regu­

lation of public utilities. A just 
solution must soon be found.

“No one can yet foresee tiie final 
results of apiplication of the present 
tariff kill. The whole experience 
raises an Interesting question. The 
United States occupies a new and 
different position in the world from 
that of two decades ago. Has the 
time arrived when the business men

NORTH POLE FLIGHT

On May 9, 1926, Richard E. Byrd, 
American naval officer and aerq- 
nautic explorer, flew over the Nort|i 
Pole in a trimotored Fokker mono­
plane piloted by Floyd Bennett. He 
was the first to achieve the feat.

About an hour after leaving 
Spitzbergen on the final dash t,o 
the pole the oil tank sprang a leaH- 
But the plane was so far away from 
land that it was impossible to turn 
back with any degree of safety. 
This is the situation which Byrd 
later called the most thrilling of 
his life.

On reaching the pole Byrd cir­
cled several times and verified the 
observations of Admiral Peary who 
discovered it in 1909. The appeaf- 

I ance of the pole is described by him 
1 as follows: “It did not look different 
I from other miles of ice we had just 
I passed. There was the same stretch 
of brilliant white marked by ridges,

1 hummocks and a few leads recent- 
; ly frozen, showing green against 
I white. This was the desolate top of 
! the earth and we were over it.’’ 
i  After recording his observations.

Byrd flew a little further, changing 
from north to south in an instant. 
Then he circled the pole again and 
•flew back to his starting point. 
Byrd recently returned from an ex­
pedition to the South Pole which he 
crossed also by airplane.

Death from tuberculosis con­
tinues to menace mankind, although 
the rates have been cut more than 
one-half in tte  past 25 years.

It has been estimated that tte  
rate for 1922 was about 90 per 
100,000, whereas in 1900 it was 
201.9 per 100,000, and in 1920 106 
per 100,000. There are at least a 
million people with tuberculosis 
during any one year. The battle 
goes on. The strategists of preven­
tive medicine pccasionally gain a 
little ground.

Figures just made available in­
dicate that tte  rate for New York 
dropped by 4 per cent from 1928 
to 1929, making a rate of 85 in­
stead >1^89, and; the rate for Chi­
cago by 7 per cent, dropping from 
85 to 78. The . gijatest decrease 
for the year was sho-wn by Provi­
dence, R. I., which dropped 16 per 
cent, and tte  greatest increase by 
Dallas, Tex., which advanced 11 per 
cent.

Of the 39 leading cities of the 
United States, 31 showed a de­
crease in tuberculosis from 1928 
to 1929, six showed an increase, 
and two showed no change.

Tuberculosis rates among the 
colored population constitute a 
special problem. In Chicago par-

fth is  problem in recent years with 
the result that a greater decrease 
was shown in Chicago among the 
colored tuberculous than in any 
other city.

Significant advances in the color­
ed rate of mortality occurred in 
Philadelphia, Detroit, Cleveland, 
and Newark, N. J., and significant 
decreases in New York City, Chica­
go, Birmingham, Cincinnati and St. 
Louis.

How important the colored mor 
tality rate may be is indicated by 
the fact that in Chicago 29 per cent 
of all deaths from tuberculosis 
were among the’ colored; in Blrm 
ingham, 64 per cent; in Washing' 
ton, D. C., 59 per cent, and in New 
Orleans, 52 per cent. Tuberculosis is 
particularly a fatal disease among 
negroes and among the North 
American Indians.

The Irish, according to Sir Wil 
Ham Osier, both at home and in 
tte United States, are more prone 
to this disease than otter nations. 
Jewish people everywhere have a 
low mortality from tuberculosis.

Fortunately, through the years 
human beings have begun to de­
velop resistance to this disease, 
and only a small part of all of 
those who become infected develop 
the disease in an active form. For­
tunately, it is known that plenty of 
outdoor air, sunlight, plenty of good 
food, and hygienic living help the 
body to build resistance against 
this condition.

While I always advocate the water­
less method of cooking vegetables 
whenever possible, there are many 
instances when there will be found 
on hand a  small quantity of the liq­
uid drained from canned vegetables, 
which contains valuable mineral ele­
ments that should be used. This 
liquid may be combined with an 
equal amount of canned or fresh 
cream, a little chopped parsley or 
celery, heated just below the boil­
ing point, and served garnished with 

'a. dash of whipped cream. As an ex­
ample, even the water in which caul­
iflower has been cooked makes a 
very appetizing soup; or the liquid 
from canned asparag^us, peas or to­
matoes.

LAWYERS DISCUSS 
REVISION OF LAW

Washington, May 9.— (AP)—A 
drastic revision of the nation’s 
criminal code destined to untie a 
score of knots -now hindering the 
movement of justice, stood partially 
approved today by the American 
Insitute of Law.

Until midnight last night debate 
over a voluminous “model .code of 
crimineil procedure’’ proposed as a 
result of four-years labor by Insti­
tute experts swayed pro and con 
among approximately 600 high jus­
tices, judges and lawyers, drawn 
from all parts of the country to the 
Institute’s eighth annual meeting.

Then with twelve chapters still 
to be considered a halt was called, 
the remaining provisions placed for 
study in the hands of a committee, 
and a vote upon them set for tomof-
rcw.

The Recommendations
Among the approved recommen­

dations were;
The selection of extra jurors in

protracted trials, to eliminate re- 
U'ials because of sickness of death 
on a jury.

The examination of jurors by the 
judge rather than the op^sing 
counsel. Permission to defendants to 
waive jury trial in all but capital ! 
cases.

Issuance of a summons instead 
of a warrant of arrest in minor
cases.

Provisions for admitting ma­
terial witnesses to bail and for re­
leasing such witnesses after taking 
their depositions i*n case bail cannot 
be given, thus eliminating long jail 
confinement.

Provision for prosecution by an 
information filed by the prosecuting 
attorney in cases which now must 
be, prosecuted by an indictment of 
the Grand Jury.

COOUDGE IN PRAISE 
OF EARLY SETTLERS

JUDGE SIMPSON BETTER.

New Haven, May 9.— (AP) — 
Judge E. C. Simpson of the Superior 
Court who went to New Haven hos­
pital Wednesday for observation for 
a kidney stone, went home late yes­
terday and today he was to resume 
his seat in trial at Bridgeport of 
the Oliver G. Martin vs. Arthur L. 
Clark, alienation of affections suit.

Watertown, Mass., May 9— (AP) 
—Near the ancient cemetery in 
which lie the remains of the first 
smcestors of the Coolidge family in 
America, Calvin Coolidge paid tri­
bute to the ideals and philosophy of 
the early settlers of New England.

“They were a very wonderful peo-, 
pie,” the former president said. “ I 
doubt if anywhere there could be 
found a similar number who so 
greatly impressed their influence on 
the history that followed them.”

The city observed the tercenten­
ary celebration of its founding yes­
terday and Coolidge and Governor 
Frank G. Allen were gpiests of 
honor. Both made addresses.

Virtues of the early settlers were 
lauded by Coolidge. “They were a 
people devoted to religion,” he said. 
“Sometimes it is charged that they 
were narrow in tfiat respect. Per­
haps that is so, but it was a vital 
and constructive narrowness.

“They were a people that knew 
how to think for therhselves and to 
act for themselves. If the celebra­

tion we are to have from now on is 
to do us any good, it will be because 
it is made the occasion for study to 
learn what these people were trying 
to do and their reasons.

PROM DOESN’T PAY

New Haven, May 9.— (AP)— To 
“pay the fiddler” the Junior class at 
Yale will pay out of its graduation 
fees a deficit which came with the 
“prom” held in February. This, the 
most notable of class social events 
of the college course has seldom in 
recent years been a money maker.

$692.09. Last year, the class broke j 
even, that of 1928 made a hundred j 
dollars but in many other years the | 
class footed the left over bills to 
square accounts.
