to remove his followers from the 
vicinity of Peshawar immediately.

Is Key City
Peshawar is the key city of the 

northwestern frontier and th# sur­
rounding country is inhabited by
war-like tribes. , .

Mr. Benn said the air raid be­
came necessary w'hen the Haji had 
met a w'arning to leave by blocking 
the highroad with felled trees.

At that time he was within 
twenty miles of Peshawar.

Mr. Benn said there was no evi­
dence that Communists agents bad 
been responsible for recent disturb­
ances although the use of red uni­
forms and a carrying of banners in­
scribed with the hammer and sicWe 
had been mentioned in some official 
telegrams (the hammer and sickle 
form the insignia of the Com­
munists Party).

Discussing conditions in Shoiapur,

Passes Dallas, Her Rival; 
Bigger Than Syracuse, N. 
Y., and Worcester, Mass.

Washington, May 12.— (AP.)—In­
creasing by 110.3 per cent since 
1920, Houston, Texas, the forty- 
fifth American city in 1920ir-^«oip«ri 
into the 200,000 class in the 1930 
census,*̂  passing several cities on her 
way up, including her -neighbor and 
rival, Dallas.

Houston’s population was an­
nounced today as 290,811 as against 
260,397 for Dallas, forty-second city 
in 1920. Dallas, which increased 63.8 
per cent, passed in turn many of the 
slower-growing, older population- 
centers.

Houston played leap-frog over 
Akron, Birmingham, Memphis, 
Syracuse and Worcester in returns 
already in.

Syracuse 207,007
However, Syracuse, increasing 

20.5 per cent, also traveled past the 
200,000 point, her present popula­
tion being reported as 207,007 as 
against 171,717 in 1920, and Syra­
cuse, thirty-seventh city in 1920, 
passed Worcester, thirty-fifth at the 
last census.

With a 9.2 per cent gain, Worces­
ter was lined up with the large Mas­
sachusetts places that are more 
than holding their own.

Lynn, with a 3.1 per cent in­
crease, crossed the border line into 
the 100,000 class, her tally being 
102,293. Somerville, similarly ar 
riving at big city status, had reach­
ed 103,604 with an 11.3 per cent in­
crease. But Fall River, New Bed­
ford and Lowell had lost population.

Nine Buildings Swept by Fire

San Jose, Costa Rica, May 12 — 
(AP)—The bodies of two Mexican 
airmen lay today in a morgue at the 
Atlantic Coast town Porto Limon. 
They met death in a gallant but 
futile attempt to break the world’s 
long distance flight record.

The airman. Col. Pablo Sidar, ace 
of the Mexican aviation corps, and 
his co-pilot and mechanic. Lieut. 
Carlos Rovirosa fell with their 
ihonoplane into the sea about three 
miles south of the little town about 
five p. m. Sunday as they vainly 
sought to land to evade an oncom­
ing electrical and hail storm. They 
had flown almost 12 hours before 
they met with disaster.

Boats from Porto Limon recover­
ed'the bodies of the two men, that 
of Col. Sidar being dashed into 
fragments.

What Caused Crack
The cause of the accident was 

Undetermined but it was believed to 
have been the unusual weight of the 
plane and the hazardous atmos­
pheric conditions brought bn by the 
approaching storm.
' The accident recalled the death 
of Captain Emilio Carranza at 
Mount HoEy, N. J., two years ago 
after he had set out from New York 
for a non-stop flight to Mexico City. 
Lightning was believed to have 
struck his plane and sent him hurt­
ling to his death.

Colonel Sidar had taken the place 
of Capt^n Carranza in the hearts of 
the Mexican people.

Just 27 years old, Sidar had ad­
vanced rapidly in ariation.

“ 'There were two naval problems 
before the conference," Stimson con­
tinued, “one was the relation of the 
navies of Great Britain, America 
and Japan.

The other was the relation of the 
na'vies of Great Britain, France and 
Italy. Those two problems were 
united only by fact that Great Brit­
ain was a party to both.

“ So far as American Navy was 
concerned, we were not related in 
any sense to the navies of France 
and Italy.

Our Interest
“We were interested only insofar 

as Great Britain was concerned.
“Of these two problems, in the 

first we reached a complete agree­
ment. In the other only a partial 
agreement was concluded.

“Every question which came up 
was a matter of full conference of 
the entire American delegation.” 

Speaking slowly and evenly, while 
the committee listened silently, 
Stimson went on that on “every 
major question" there was unanim­
ous agreement in the American dele- 
gatioiii He praised the work of 
Senator Reed in maintaining con­
tact with the naval advisers.

Only on “minor technical ques­
tions" he said, did differences ap­
pear.

Reviewing disarmament steps m 
past years, the secretary said the 
1921 W.'shington agreement related 
“onlv to the category in which we 

j did 'at the sacrificing” (capital 
I ships) and to aircraft carriers, still 
experimental. Limitations of auxil­
iary categories then was found im­
possible.

“I am citing this just to show the 
conditions standing in the way of 
getting the naval powers to an 
agreement restricting their navies,” 
said Stimson.

The secretary likewise went into 
details about the limitation treaty 
between Chile and Argentina, ne­
gotiated years ago. He said It had 
been a stabilizing influence in South 
Americaj

“More important than reduction,” 
he said, “is the , influence of such 
treaties ofi thS will to peace. It’s a 
beneficent circle working from limi­
tations to conference and from con­
ference bSck to further limitations.

A Fair Agreement 
“When this London conference 

was called there was an exceptional 
opportunity offered for an agree­
ment between Great Britain and 
this country.”

He considered the treaty, he said, 
a “fair agreement,” giving assur­
ance that Great Britain is not build­
ing agaifist the American Na'vy.

The “(fisappointment and cha­
grin,” resulting from failur'e of the 
Geneva conference, and the British 
labor government’s desire to accom­
plish more for a naval agreement 
than the Conservative government 
had pteyidusly dene, were emphasiz­
ed by the secretary.

ONE HUNDRED ARRESTED.
Bombay, India, May 12.— (AP) — 

The first great raid on a salt depot 
by Mahatma Gandhi’s followers oc­
curred today at Shiroda.

Police swooped down on the Hindu 
raiders, caught them in the act and 
arrested about one hundred. 'The 
news of toe wholesale arrests w.ss 
communicated to Bombay this eve­
ning by Maharatra Satyagraba 
(civil disobedience) committee.

Two groups of volunteers had 
worked half an hour immolested 
when the police arrived.

One hundred and fifty were seiz­
ed. Of toe whole body about twenty 
leaders were detained in custody the 
remainder bein? released.

Meanwhile another body of volun­
teers reached toe depot and removed 
large quantities of salt.

The district superintendent of po­
lice then appeared on the scene. 
Police arrested sixty-five more raid­
ers.

Great crowds of villagers sur­
rounded toe raiding parties, eagerly 

' buying toe misappropriated salt 
from toe volunteers as fast as It was
collected.

Stock Market appeared to lack con­
viction as to Its position at the be­
ginning of toe new week today, 
commission houses were inclined to 
advocate steering close to shore un­
til current levels are tested.

WHITE FLOWERS

the fruit. The easiest way to do this 
ia to cut the fruit in inch slices. 
Then pare, off the skin and dig out 
the eyes with a sharp-pointed knife 
Remove the hard core in the center 
and cut in dice or shred as preferred.

If the fruit is ' sprinkled with 
sugar at least half an hour before 
serving, the flavor is more bland and 
the sugar • penetrates through the
fruit. . ’ , ^This fruit is easy to select when 
marketing, for it has few imper­
fections. The size of pineapples 
really has little to do with their 
quality. Pound for pound one pine­
apple yields about the same percent­
age of edible material as another. 
Fruit wanted for immediate use 
should be of an even golden yellow 
color. This denotes full ripening. 
Pulling leaves from the “ crown” is 
another test for maturity. The 
leaves should - pull easily and be 
white for some distance up from the 
base. The fruit should not be hard 
and green looking unless it is to be 
kept for some time before using. 
Overripe pines are soft and frequent­
ly have black spots. The black spots 
indicate “black rot” which becomes 
troublesome with warm weather. 
This usually starts at the base of j 
the fruit and is easily apparent.

Pineapple combines excellently 
with many fruits, vegetables and 
meats. Pineapple and chicken, pine­
apple and shrimp, pineapple and 
cabbage or endive and pineapple and 
cheese make delicious salads. Sweet 
potato combines with pineapple to 
make an appetizing vegetable dish. 
Almost any cooked meat gains dis­
tinction served with browned slices 
of juicy pineapple.

Keep in mind the 
scalding both fruit and juice be 
fore adding fresh pineapple to b. 
gelatine mixture. Raw- puteapple 
contains a ferment which liquifies 
gelatine.

the water supply. Angling licenses 
are required on all ponds and lakes. 
An abstract of other laws and regu* 
lations concerned with pond fishing, 
prepared by the State Board, fol­
lows:—

“Open seas(}n. May 1 to January 
31. Fish shall not be taken other 
than by angling with not more than 
two lines or rods. Use of more 
than two baited hooks or lure with 
more than three sets of three hooks 
attached thereto, prohibited. Nets

THREE DIE IN GUN FIGHT

Chicago, May 12.— (A P )—Three 
men were shot dead in a trap laid 
by police officers in a North street 
saloon early today. The proprietor 
of the place. Jack Hayes and two o f 
the four gunmen who attempted to 
rob him, were the men killed. Joseph 
Altmeier, special investigator for 
the state attorney’s office was seri­
ously wounded. Altmeier said the 
two robbers who escaped were 
struck by bullets.

The police guns began pouring 
lead at the robbers, two of whom 
dropped. One of the meii killed was 
a negro. He had sought to barri­
cade himself behind a partition.

Several women were present, in­
cluding Hayes’ -wife and his niece 
and the officers were han^capped 
for fear of v/ounding them.

Although scores • of shots were 
fired, the action took place so 
quickly it was over'in less than a 
minute with Hayes and the two 
gunmen dead, Altmeier wounded and 
the other robbers rushing 'down the 
stairs to the street. Altmeier .was 
credited -with ha-ving uncovered the 
e-vidence that resulted in the recent 
“ bomb syndicate” prosecutions. . It 
is presumed that Altmeier had gone 
to the place on a tip that extortion­
ists were to come there during the 
night.
