Chief Execuliye Returns to 
His Desk After Reviewing 
Our Battle Fleet.

London, May 21.— (AP)—Reports 
of British negotiations with Mahat­
ma Gand> for settlement of trou­
bles in India due to salt raiding, to­
day persisted in London.

Although lacking official stamp, 
the reports said the government 
•was very anxious for such a move.
It was said that satisfactory de­
velopments would lead to persuasion 
of the Mahatma to come to London 
for the October round table confer­
ence.

Gossiped as a possibility from 
time to time the subject came to 
the fore today following official 
notification of the arrest of Mrs. 
Saorjini Naidu for leading a salt 
raid at Dharamana.

The Daily Mall’s Bombay cor­
respondent yesterday cabled the 
suggestion that the British govern­
ment actually had opened imofficial 
negotiations with Gandhi, basing his 
report upon “the activities of an 
TTingUwh labor newspaper’s corres­
pondent now in Bombay," who, ac­
cording to the Daily Mail’s repre­
sentative, saw, the Mahatma last 
week and laid several proposals be­
fore him which Gandhi, it was said, 
asked for time to consider.

Sounding Out GandM 
The Daily Mall writer added he 

believed the correspondent mention­
ed to be in close touch with the 
British government and engaged in 
sounding out Gandhi as to what 
terms he would accept to attend the 
London conference.

A  marked change in the Indian 
situation today came with the ar­
rest of Mrs. Naidu by British police 
as she led a raid on -the Dharasana 
government ssdt pans, with nearly 
1,000 Nationalist volunteers. Re­
peatedly warned that she would 
arrested and once restrained by the 
police,. Mrs. Naidu resisted to the 
finish. With her were imprisoned 
Manila! Gandhi, the Mahatma’s son; 
Pyaralel, his secretary and the 
Sahib of Bwaglr, a Moslem.

Resisted Arrest
The salt raiders, it was officially 

stated, resisted arrest and in a 
fierce hand to hand encoimter with 
poUce, 100 Nationalists were injur­
ed. •

55 P.G. COMPLETED

Chief Engineer R e p o r t s  
Work to Port Authority; 
Opening Expected in 1932

New York.—^Work on the $60,- 
000,000 Hudson River bridge at 
West 178th street is now 55 per 
cent, complete and the bridge 
should be open in the spring of 1932, 
according to information given out 
by the Port of New York authority 
yesterday after it had made public 
the third progress report on the 
bridge by Chief Engineer O. H. Am- j 
mann. The report was transmitted j 
to the commissioners of the Portj 
Authority by J. E- Ramsey, chief , 
executive officer.

To date the w'ork on the bridge 
has cost $35,000,000 for all pur­
poses. Eight lives w’ere lost during 
its construction. Three workmen 
were droWned in December, 1928, 
when a coffer-dam blew out during 
the building of the anchorage on 

' the New Jersey shore. The five 
others were killed by falls during 
the progress of the erection of the 
30,000-ton steel towers, which now 
rise to a height of 635 feet.

Within a few weeks the detailed 
plans and specifications for the ap­
proaches bn the New Jersey side 
will be completed and the contracts 
\vill be advertised and bids received. 
Immediately afterward bids will be 
advertised for the approaches on 
the New York side. The next step 
toward the completion of the bridge 
will be the advertising and award­
ing of contracts for the floor of the 
bridge.

100,000 Tons of Steel Used.
T^e structural steel that will go 

into the floor with the steel that 
has already gone into the construc­
tion of the towers will total approx­
imately 100,000 tons. The bridge is 
described as the largest structural 
steel job in New York City by tne 
Structural Steel Board of Trade, of 
which its contractors, McClintic- 
Marshall Company, are members.

The spinning of the four thirty- 
six-inch cables, the most spectacu­
lar feature' of the construction, is 
now 55 per cent, complete. It is 
expected that this construction 
be finished next fall. Until the 
cables are spun contracts-for laying 
the steel floor structure will not be 
let To date 55,000 -wires have been 
spun into the sixty-one strands. 
The strands when placed in the sad­
dles atop the towers lie against 
each other to form a hexagonal 
section. After all the strands have 
been constructed and placed in their 

■ sadles, the cables will be compacted 
in cylindrical form, according to 
Mir. Ammann’s report.

The Kiosk Contracting Company 
which, with its bid of $149,000, ob­
tained the contract to demolish the 
buildings on the site of the New 
York approach between Riverside 
Drive and Fort Washington avenue, 
cpihpleted its contract in March, 
19Sp, according to the Chief Engi­
neer’s report.

Palisades Rock Cut
Mr. Ammann further reports that 

in preparation for the New Jersey

anchorage and approach, the exca­
vators had to make a rock cut 
through the Palisades more than 
750 feet long and 145 feet wide from 
the face of the Palisades to Hudson 
Terrace. The two inclined shafts for 
anchoring the cables into rock ex­
tend for nearly 200 feet from the 
level of what will be the lower deck 
of the bridge. Nearly 220,000 cubic 
yards of trap rock were removed 
lor this work.

The portion of the New York 
anchorage constructed comprises 
the central mass, or core, for the 
completed anchorage. The first por­
tion contains 107,000 cubic yards of 
concrete and its construction involv­
ed the setting in masonry of 2,500 
tons of steel.

The progress report describes the 
spinning of the cables, arranged in 
two pairs, 106 feet apart, one pair 
at each side of the bridge structure.

“The cables of each pair are 
spaced nine feet on centers,’’ con­
tinues the report. “Each cable will 
consist of 26,474 parallel wires, com­
pacted and bound together to act as 
a unit. Each cable will have a 
diameter of thirty-six inches and 
will weigh approximately 2,700 
pounds per linear foot.

Wire of High Quality 
“Each wire has a diameter of ap­

proximately one-fifth of an inch. The 
wire is of the same kind used in all 
large suspension bridges since the 
construction of the Brooklyn bridge. 
The quality of the material, how­
ever, has been improved gradually 
with the result that the wire used 
in the Hudson River bridge has a 
tensile strength of 230,000 pounds 
per square inch as compared • with 
the strength of 160,000 pounds per 
square inch of the Brooklyn bridge.’ ’ 

The progress report describes the ! 
construction of the foot bridges that 
had to be built before the spinning 
of the cables could be begun.

It gives Edso descriptions of the 
plans for the approaches on both 
sides of the river, the same as were 
submitted to the Board of Estimate 
for approval on April 17, 1929, and 
to the New Jersey authorities about 
the same time.

The plan for the New York side 
includes the following approach and 
highway constructions:

Approach ramps, plaza and street 
connections west of Fort Washing­
ton Avenue between West 178th 
Street and West 179th Street.

Approach ramps, plaza and street 
improvements between Fort Wash­
ington Avenue and Broadway, be­
tween West 178th and West 179th 
Streets.

Approach connections with River­
side Drive west of Haven Avenue 
and tunnel approach connections 
with Amsterdam Avenue.

The plan was approved by the 
Board of Estimate and Port Author­
ity on Jime 13, 1929, and by Gover­
nor Roosevelt on Aug. 7, 1929.

We will submit that Professor 
Levitt offers something definite. It 
must also be admitted that he is not 
a  politicad freak but a  strong man 
who comes into Connecticut politics 
with admirable antecedents. He has 
had, for one of his years— ĥe is 43 
•—an extraordinary amount of ex­
perience. He is a lawyer, with an 
LL.D., has an admirable war rec­
ord, an extensive college teaching 
record, has been identified with big 
business and has served as a special 
assistant to the attorney-general of 
the United States. He is a ready and 
forceful public speaker. He is fear­
less.

IN PENNSYLVANIA
The apparently complete defeat 

of Senator Joe Gnmdy for renomi­
nation in the Republican primaries, 
with the assurance that the next 
senator from Pennsylvania •will be 
a man-who will at least be suffi­
ciently in sympathy •with the Presi­
dent not to utterly flout him as 
Grundy has done in his tariff ac­
tivities, •will be received •with very 
general satisfaction throughout the 
country.

While political results in Pennsyl­
vania, perhaps as much as in any 
state in the Union, are determined 
largely by the decisions of leaders, 
it appears that even in those sec­
tions of the state where the leader­
ship was entirely on the Gnmdy 
side there was a considerable 
amount of independent voting by 
Republicans who were completely 
out of sympathy with Grundyism.

Especially impressive and of the 
highest value as a lesson to political 
leaders was the imexpectedly hea'vy 
vote i>olled by the dripping wet 
ticket made up of Prof. Francis H. 
Bohlen as candidate for the sena­
torial nomination and former Rep­
resentative Thomas W. Phillips, 
candidate for governor.

Apparently nobody knew what to 
expect, as to prohibition, from Sen­
ator Grundy, while Daids had been 
charged with pussyfooting on that 
issue, stressing his loyalty to the 
supposedly dry Hoover administra­
tion while seeking votes in the coun­
try and allowing himself to be rep­
resented as a wet by his workers 
in the cities. Probably no Pennsyl­
vanian regarded either of these 
nominees as a bona fide dry, but the 
candidacy of Bohlen and Phillips 
was a definite protest against ignor­
ing or straddling the liquor issue.

Nearly a hundred thousand votes 
appear to have been cast for this 
wet ticket in Philadelphia alone. It 
is possible that the wet vote may 
have had the curious effect of mak­
ing Gifford Pinchot, fanatic dry, the 
Republican candidate for governor, 
but it has accomplished the result 
of showing Republican politicians in 
that state that it is unsafe to try to 
ride the wet horse and the dry one 
at the same time.

Meantime, in the practically as­
sured election of Secretary of Labor

BE CAREFUL WITH YOUR
STARCH COMBINATIONS

The term, carohydrate, includes 
both sugars and starches, but in ar­
ranging food combinations it is im­
portant that we distinguish between 
the two. The majority of people use 
far more starch than their bodies 
require. A small amount of starch 
can be converted by the body into 
a form of sugar which it can use 
in performing work and keeping 
warm, but an excess only produces 
fermentation, stomach acidity, bili­
ousness, and leads to such diseases 
as tonsillitis, stomach trouble, skin 
eruptions and liver disorders.

It is not necessary for us to eat 
starch, as all of the elements which 
it contains can be found in the fruit 
sugars and proteins. I  have foimd 
better results -with sick people by 
eliminating starch from the diet im- 
til they regain their health, fitarch 
may be used in moderate amounts 
by healtlw people providing they 
will take uie painif of properly mas­

QUESTIONS Ain> ANSWERS 
- (Scarlettna)

Question:—^Mrs. R, writes: "I en­
joy reading your articles, and I 
would like for you to state the 
symptoms of scarletina—how long 
the rash stays, and how long before 
the skin starts to peel. Is it danger­
ous to be around a sick person ?"̂  

Answer: The early symptoms of 
scarletina are chills, high fever, 
sore throat, and voinitmg. The (fis- 
ease takes from a-fe-w hours to a 
week to incubate. Small rash pa­
pules soon coalesce into a imiform 
scarlet inflammation, developing 
first on the head, face, wrists and 
abdomen and i^reading quickly 
over the rest o f  the body.,The erup­
tions will last from seven to ten 
days, and the disease from two to 
.three weeks. The-disease is highly

contagious and remains so imtil the 
skin has stopped scaling.. Some of 
the usual complications of scarlet 
fever are inflammation of the kid­
neys, inflammation of the ears, and 
rheumatism. The recovery is slow 
unless the right treatment is used. 
I believe the'patient should not be 
given any food except citrus juices 
and water imtil the skin has 
stopped peeling. Patient-should be 
kept in bed, -witRUie room shaded, 
and- if fever is too high, cold sponge 
baths may be used. The patirat 
should also be given enemas several 
times daily.

NEW HAMPSHIRE DROPS 
IN ROLL OF STATES

Washington, May 21.— (AP.)— 
For the firat time in the history of 
the census, th^ District of Colum­
bia now ranks, above'New Hamp- 
^ r e  in the roll of states. The 1930 
count stands:. District of Columbia, 
485,716; New Hampshire, 460,325.

AWay back in 1790 New Hamp­
shire started thirteenth in the list of 
states in point o f population. She 
held that position ten years-^later 
when the District of Columbia 
tered, nineteenth in line.

Down through the decades, swift­
growing new states came in, and 
larger states in the older group per­
mitted great population increase^ 
"Tlie District” and UtUe New 
Hampshire were pushed farther 
and farther down the list, until in 
1920, New Hampshire ranked forty- 
first with 443,083 population; Dis­
trict of Columbia forty-second with 
437,571. But New Hampshire was 
always ih the lead imtil this last de­
cade, when the New England state 
Increased but 4.14 per cent, as 
against 11 per cent in the Federal 
District controlled by Congress.

Below the two in 1920 were these

less-populous states: Idaho, New 
Mexico, Vermont, Arisons, Dtia- 
ware; Wyoming and Nevada, sev­
eral of which notably Idaho and 
Arizona, have been increasing rap­
idly and nu^ still further reduce 
the ranking of New Hampshire and 
District of Columbia.

CARDINAL IN MAINE

H e had been presiding last week 
in a trial at WUte Plains  ̂ w hich' 
was adjourned because of his ill­
ness, but he was not helieAred to be 
seriously indisposed imtil last night.

He died shortly before 6 o’clock (E. 
S. T.) this morning.

Mr. Young came to prominence in 
p o litic  as Republican minority 
lead^ o f the State Assembly during 
the speakendiip o f Alfred E. Smith. 
He was a delegate to the state 
constitutional convention ot 1915 
and a member of New York's com­
mittee to the Pan-American Exposi­
tion in San Francisco^ He was <x)r- 
poration counsel for many years at 
Otwining, to which he came as a 
yoimg man to teach school.

Charles Ehrans Hughes, as gov­
ernor o f New York, attacked Mr. 
Young by inference in vetoing a 
measure sponsored by Young as an 
Assemblyman, giinng the New York 
Central railroad certain waterfront

The measure 
of her words reminded Americans 
of Patrick Henry.

The great crowd, with red, green 
and white pennants, marking toe 
Hindu, Mohammedan and Christian 
sections of the delegations, was visi-, 
bly moved when she Introduced her­
self with, “ I, who have rocked the 
cradle, I who have sung sweet lulla­
bies.”

A Difference In Oratory.
Always, she takes her place as an 

old woman, a wise and strong wom­
an, with one of her daughters con­
stantly in attendance.. She has been’ 
mayor of Bombay, arid she refused, 
a second term to make the trip to 
America last year.

At this present time prohibition is 

constantly being brought to the 
foreground with magazine polls and 
the series of hearings taking place 
in.our capital.

If our people could only realize 
the havoc they wreck in their bodies 
by using alcohol and tobacco; Sure­
ly, they would heed it.

Almost everytime one picks up 
a newspaper he ipay read of some 
case where a person has become 
paralyzed, ruined his stomach, be­
come insane or weak-minded, com­
mitted crimes and the like because 
of intoxicating liquor. Tobacco, es­
pecially cigarettes, ruins ones lungs 
and heart, stunts growth and in 
similar ways m3ikes one quite a fail­
ure physically.

Our pupils as young as twelve 
years, realize this in a general way 
because it is being taught to them. 
Hygiene classes are taught about 
the effects of these stimulants while 
current event classes discuss pro­
hibition often, earnestly and Intel­
ligently,

If one is physically well his brain, 
too, should be in good condition or 
normally developed at least. Liquor 
has the power to tear down the 
brain tissues leaving the brain as a 
whole just a hopeless mass. Did you 
ever happen to consider the posi­
tions of men who as a general thing 
are drinkers? Do they hold posi­
tions “at the top?’’ Our “captains of 
industry” certainly do not en­
courage drinking. In fact, most of 
them have taken steps to prevent 
it, refusing to employ men who are 
known to be habitual and “heavy” 
drinkers. Surely, we have not a bet­
ter proof that liquor docs not help 
to keep us mentally awake.

Employers realize that work is 
best done by a man who has no 
“ cobwebs” to be constantly “dusted” 
from his brain. A drinker’s brain is 
not one which will allow deep and 
serious concentration. A man who 
must be constantly told what must 
be done and who is practically being 
“pushed” along is a liability. Assets 
are the object of the business world 
and they are found in “wide-awake 
non-drinking men, men who want to 
go ahead, who are constantly striv­
ing to better themselves. Is it not 
plain that such a man is a valuable 
employee to any concern?

One may readily see how these 
two factors, physical and mental 
strength, affect morality. If one is 
weak in mind and body he does not 
give the thought to what he in­
dulges in from the standpoint of 
moral. It is very easy to persuade a 
drinker to commit rash deeds. In­
toxicated, one becomes very daring 
and feels and possesses a strength 
not ordinarily his own. A clear brain 
is not his, for liquor clouds it and 
deadens the nerves of his body. 
Many men have done things under 
the Influence of liquor that they

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SECOND PRIZE ESSAY 
(By Edith iJppencott)

A bird of gigantic size, droning 
as numberless bees; not a bird with 
pulsing heart and moving wings, 
singing as it soars. It is a man made 
bird, propelled by a motor and its 
music, the wind whistling in the 
wire struts. A daily sight now but 
we do not stop to think of its signifi­
cance.

The plane must be faultlessly con­
structed but the most perfect plane 
is worthless In the hand of an inex­
perienced or imsteady pilot. Flying 
almost more than any other occu­
pation calls for physical perfection 
and mental alertness. A  drink of 
“fire water” means that the pilot is 
not one hundred, percent efficient 
and alert. We hear of learning to 
fly in a short time but as a rule ex­
tensive training is necessary. The 
drunken pilot, if flying a plane, will 
most probably trade his aviator’s 
wings for heavenly ones.

Why will the railroad companies 
not keep men in their employ who 
are known to drink intoxicants? 
Because one loose spike, pracked 
rail, wrong signal, or faulty engine 
might mean death or injury to hun­
dreds of passenger.s. This is not a 
practice based on a theory but on 
experiments.

A  telegraph operator was given 
a test. If one light flashed he would 
strike one key, if another light 
flashed, the remaining key. The 
tests were mostly accurate. The 
same operator was given a drink of 
liquor. Then the tests were repeated 
at certain intervals. It was found 
that the reaction to the liquor less­
ened the time between the flashing

of the light u d  the atiWogr o f  the 
key, but alro decreased Lhe ac­
curacy. When a time had elapsed 
other tests were made. The time 
was increased between seeing the 
light and striking the key. The num­
ber o f  mistakes was greater than 
the correct results. What greater 
proof is necessary to show that 
alcoholic drinks are false stimu­
lants £^d cause lethargy.

The best known fact to illustrate 
that total abstinence is essential to 
physical strength, is the athlete. 
Alcohol and tobacco are forbidden 
to athletes while in training. They 
must have perfect control of every 
nerve and muscle and alcohol breaks 
down this control. Riveters, steeple­
jacks and men who run submarines, 
must practice total abstinence. 
Their nerves must be in perfect con­
dition.

Men and youths of culture, be­
cause of their drinking ruin their 
own lives and cause sorrow and sû T- 
ferlng for their loved ones. When 
imder the influence of alcohol men 
have disgraced themselves forever. 
This quotation comes from Gay.

“A lost, good name is ne’er re­
trieved.” Only one drink, a thought­
less act and the future of a man is 
destroyed.

There is a family that I know of. 
The father is able to earn a large 
pay—when he is sober. The four 
children have no home life because 
their mother is also a drunkard. 
Bill collectors are always after them 
because the money goes to satisfy 
their appetite rather than to pay for 
the necessities o f life. The Children 
are poorly clothed, irregularly fed 
and in no way taught manners or 
obedience.

They will grow to be careless citi­
zens and menaces to their com­
munity. The parents are of the type 
that if they stopped drinking, would 
care for their children and be good ‘ 
citizens. What a difference total 
abstinence would make in this case. 
The moral standing of the eom- 
munity would, be raised.

The prophets of Bible times were 
loud in their assertions agaipst 
strong drink:

“Woe unto them that rise ' up 
early in the morning,^ tiiat they may 
follow strong drink; that continue 
until night, till 'wine inflame them.”

“Woe unto them that are mighty 
to drink wine, and men of strength 
to mingle strong drink.” Isaiah 6 
Chapter. t '

Without total abstinence there 
cannot be success in any ei|terprise, 
whether physical, menfau o r  moral.

From Proverbs, twoitie^ chap­
ter, first verse, comes this -warning:

“Wine is a mocker, strong drink 
is raging; and whosoever is deceiv­
ed thereby is not -wise.” •*.
