OFFICIALS START
COUNT IN PENNSY

Philadelphia, May 23.—(AFP)—-
With Gifford Pinchot leading by 14,-
000 in the unofficial computation
of the vote cast for the Republican
nomination-for governor last Tues-
day, the official count began today
in most of the 87 counties of the
state, under the watchful eyes ol
political leaders. :

The total unofficial vote from all
but eleven of 8,871 districts in the
state stand Pinchot, 632,667; Fran-
cis Shunk Brown, 618,468, Glviog
Pinchot a plurality of 14,088.

Both the Brown and FPinchol
headquarters today made charges
of irregularities in the count in cer-
tain districts in the anthracite re-
gions. .

The Brown headquarters in &
statement said that ten ballot boxes’
opened in Luzerne county ghowed &
388 votes for Brown. Mr.
Brown, it was announced, had au-
thorized Brown supporters to take
all legal means to protect Brown's
interests.

Pinchot gave out & atatement
that in two districts in Lackawan-
na. county, adjoining Luzerne, it
was found that the returns show a
greater total of votes cast than
were qualified Republican voters in
the district.

“Under present conditions 1m
Pennsylvania,” Pinchot said, "a
candidate not enly has to fight up
to the moment of election, but in
many parts of the state he has to
fight on afterwards to prevent the
electiorn being stolen from him.”

! JAMES EADS' BIRTH

‘ On May 23, 1820, James Buchanan
 Eads, noted American engineer who
| developed and carried out & plan of
| deepening the mouth of the Missis-
| sippi by means of jetties, was born
{ at Lawrenceburg, Ind,

moved to St. Louis, where, after
working in a dry goods house, he
became & clerk on & Mississippi
steamboat. Through his own studies
| of navigation Eads brought himself
into the limelight by proposing in-
genious solutions of the problems
then existing in river traffic.

At the outbreak of the Civil War
President Lincoln called him to
Washington to discuss the practica-
bility of maintaining & fleet of gun-
boats on the Mississippi. Eads ob-
\ tained a government contract for
isuch a fleet and within the short
| space of 100 days placed seven iron-
clads, fully equipped, on the river.
Later, they helped capture Fort
Henry.

In 1874 Eads constructed the
steel-arch. bridge across the Mis-
sissippi at St. Louis which ranked
for many years as one of the finest
bridges in the world. The crowning
achievement of his career, however,
was the construction of jetties for
the deepening. of the river. In 1884
Eads received the Albert Medal, con-
ferred by the British Society for the
Encouragement of Arts, Manufac-
tures and Commerce. He was the
first American to receive the
award.

proving that the detective’s life was
not in danger. So will the fact that
e offense for which the citizen
as being arrested was not a felony.

But the citizen was known to be
a very bad citizen indeed, a power-
ful big fellow who had twice almost
killed & man whom he had already
greviously wronged—a violent, law-
less, dangerous creature; and the
detective knew him for what he
was. He had violently assaulted the
arresting officer and the latter had
every reason for believing that his
life was in danger almost in the
same moment that the shooting was
done. Furthermore the prisoner was
under arrest and it was the duty of
the officer to prevent his escape by
any possible means.

As far as can be gathered from
the news developments in the case
the man who was killed is small
loss to the community; but that is
not the point—many & killing could
be justified if that were justifica-
tion. The weighty consideration is
that he had arrayed himself in vio-
lent rebellion against the State of
Connecticut and its laws; that is
what every person does who resists
arrest by a properly constituted law

Commerce Commission believe that
the whole state of Connecticut is
profoundly interested in having the
New Haven Railroad continue in
control of the Sound and river
steamboat lines.

DIVERSIFICATION

The newspapers continue to spec-
ulate as to the significance of the
lack of population growth among
the larger cities of the state and
most of them accept the more or
less obvious explanation that these
cities haven't really failed to grow
rapidly but h&ve, so to speak, done
their growing beyond their arbi-
trary geographical limits.

Comecticut Senator Chair-
man of Committee Now
Investigating the Subject.

Washington, D. C. — A special
committee of the United States Sen-
ate has been appointed to investi-
gate all matters pertaining “to the
replacement and conse_rvauon of
wild life (including aquatic and bird
life) with a view to (Eﬁt%:n;mncirge
most appropriate methods for -
ing mn:p guch purposes, together with
its recommendations for the neces-
sary legislation.

%e gmmittee has been instruct-
ed to report its findings to the Sen-
ate as soon as possible and not
jater than the beginning of the first
regular session of the next Con-
gress. It has been given full power
to call witnesses and take testimony
under oath and also to call for the
production of all data in connection
with the subject. This action by
the Senate is the broadest and most
comprehensive yet taken to con-
serve the birds, fish and wild
animals of our nation.

Vast Range of Subjects

The activities of the -committee
will necessarily cover a vast range
of subjects, including federal game
reservations, bird sanctuaries, wild
life in our national parks and for-
ests, the problem of migratory birds,
of upland birds, of predatory ani-
mals and of fishes of the Atlantic,
Pacific, gulf and inland waters. The
study will also have to deal with
the seal industry, the fish industry,
the fur industry and all others con-
nected with wild animal, aguatic and
bird life. The plan of the commit-
tee is to make an exhaustive study
of all of these problems and of the
jaws connected with them. To do
this they will call upon the Biologi-
cal Survey and the commissioners of
bird sanctuaries and game reserva-
tions of the Department of ‘Agricul-
ture; the Bureau of Fisheries of the
Department of Commerce; the na-
tional parks and national monu-
ments of the Department of the In-
terior;: the state departments of
game and fisheries and all national
organizations in any way connected
with the subject.

. This is & research work of very

Jarge proportions and will probably
require & year or more to assemble,
classify and digest the facts. After
all réecommendations from govern-
mental, individual and private
sources have been assembled and
studied, it is the intention of the
commission to recommend to the
‘Tnited States Senate any changes
' or additions that they consider nec-
essary in or to existing laws per-
taining to conservation.

-~ Not Partisan Board

The committee is strictly non-
partisan.’ In the appointment of it,
Vice President Curtis chose not only
those Senators whom he considered
“hest qualified, but he also endeavor-
ed to distribute his selcetion geo-
graphically. The Pacific states, the
Atlantic states, the mountainous
states, the Central and Southern
states, and those adjacent to the
Canadian border are all represented.

Senator Frederic”W. Walcott is
chairman. He was for seven years
president of the Connecticut State
Board of Fish and Game and was
chairman of the State Water Com-
mission. He has been a leader for
many years in investigations having
to do with the conmservations and
preservation of game in various
parts of the country.

Senator Harry B. Hawes, vice
chairman, has been & widely known
authority on fish and game for
twenty-five years. He is the author
of the Upper Mississippi Wild Life,
Fish and Game Refuge Bill, which
was the first constructive measure
involving the direct expenditure of
government money for reclamma-
tion and conservation of the waters
of the Upper Mississippi River. He
is also the author of various other
bills relating to the preservation of
fish and game and is a member rep-
resenting the Senate on the Migra-
tory Bird Commission. As a mem-

ber of Congress he was spokesman’
for the Izaak Walton League,

Authors of Bill
Senators Hawes and Walcott are
the authors of the present bill on
wild life resources. The other mem-
bers of the committee are as foll-
ows:

Senator Key Pittman, who is now
beginning his 18th year in the
United States Senate, has been
identified with national legislation
in relation to fish and game con-
servation throughout his career.
Part of his early life was.spent in
Alaska where he took prominent
part in the gold rush as prosecuting
attorney at Nome. He iz thorough-
ly familiar with the national park,
national forest and game sanctuaries
of America.

Senator Charles L., McNary has
uniformly supported wild life con-
servation. He is the author of the
Fish and Wild Life Refuge Bill and
the amended Alaska game laws.
Senator McNary is chairman of the
Committee on Agriculture and has
in this capacity become an authority
on the farmers' needs in the matter
of conservation.

Senator Peter Norbeck is likewise
with Senator Hawes on the Migra-
tory Bird Commission. He is author
of the bill creating this commission.
He was also the author of the Game
Refuge Bill, the Protection of the

“The harvest of votes far ex-
ceeds the fruits of all The Digest's
most famous and disputed Presi-
dential polls. Does not this indi-
cate that the American people are
more -deeply stirred by the existing
Prohibition situation than they were
even by the Hoover-Smith contest,
whose astonishing outcome was S0
categorically forecast by our 1928
poll?
