“Passed the Graf Zeppelin at 
1:30 p. m. G. M. T., North 
40:22, West 58.11, flying about 
2,400 feet high. Fine weather.”

Homeward bound with a bit in 

her teeth, the Graf Zeppelin today 
was speeding east over the North 
Atlantic at a pace approximately 90 
miles an hour. . . . . . .

Taking off from the naval station 
at Lakehurst, N. J., =at 9:12 (E. S. 
T.) last night she reported her posi­
tion twelve hours later as 40.18 
North, 57.30 West, approximately 
780 miles due West of New York

From 5 a. m. to 9 a. m. she had 
traveled 358 miles, which would 
place her average speed at 89.7 
miles an hour. Although the ^nes- 
sage did not say, it was presumed 
she was favored by a tall wind as 
her average cruising speed is around 
60 miles an hour.

After soaring over New York City 
and Long Island last night in a fare­
well salute, she headed northwest 
up the North Atlantic coast. After 
5 o’clock she changed her coarse to­
ward the southeast and Seville, her 
fir.«<t stop on her way home to Fried- 
rlchshafen.

Expect Sharp Fighting
Sharp fighting on all fronts Is 

generally anticipated. The National­
ists are particularly seeking to 
penetrate the enemy territory north 
of Chengchow, planning to destroy 
the Peiping-Hankow railway bridge 
over the Yellow river, 18 miles north 
of Chengchow, thereby crippling the 
Northerners’ principal avenue of 
supplies from the north.

However, the northern forces have 
airplanes, artillery units, and anti­
aircraft guns strategically located in 
the vicinity of the steel span, two 
miles long, the longest bridge in 
China.

Rebeia- Join Bandits
An additional factor unfavorable 

to the Nanking government, weak­
ening its offensive military power, 
has developed in Hunan province, 
where a motely horde of Kwangsi 
province anti-Nanking rebels has 
joined hands with a strong bandit 
force. The result is the so-called 
"Red Army” which has been ad­
vancing northward professedly with 
the intention of laying siege to the 
IVuhan cities—Hankow, 'Wuchang, 
and Hanyang.

This "Red Army” already is 
threatening Changsha, 220 miles 
south of Wuchang, causing foreign­
ers there to ask for protection of 
foreign gunboats.

Cambridge, Eng., June 3.— (AP.) 
—In a sensational shooting tragedy 
in historic Cambridge University 
this afternoon, D. N. Potts, a first 
year student at King’s College, was 
alleged by police to have shot and 
killed his tutor, A. F. R. Wollaston.

Potts also was alleged to have 
shot and wounded Detective Ser­
geant Wilson of the Cambridge po­
lice force before turning his revolver 
on himself.

Potts is in a hospital in a serious 
condition. a

Dean Milner-White of King’s Col­
lege said that Potts returned to the 
college today after a week’s ab­
sence.

"On his return he went into Wol­
laston’s room,” said the dean. 
"Some time later shots were heard.”

When the room was entered Potts 
was still breathing but Wollaston 
was dead.

“A detective sergeant of the Cam­
bridge police was also lying serious­
ly injured,” continued Dean Milner- 
White. "I do not know how the po­
lice officer was present in the room, 
whether he went in with Potts or 
was called in during the interview. 
1 have been told there is no hope of 
Potts’ recovery.”

Wa« Well Treated
The dean then added: "I should 

like to make it clear that Potts was 
in every way well and generously 
treated here. When he left King’s 
College a week ago, there was noth­
ing against him—at any rate noth­
ing of a serious nature. He was a 
‘victory’ scholar having come to the 
college from Lancing, Sussex, with 
a scholarship of £80 yearly. He 
appeared to be doing quite well. His 
father has offices in London.”

The dean said that Wollaston, 
the tutor, was one of the best men 
in Cambridge as wgll as one of the 
moat distinguished. He was widely 
known a* an explorer. He leaves a 
widow and two uttle children.

At the hospital Potts was report­
ed in a critical condition.

BURIED BY BLAST 
ENGINEER RESCUED

Trapped in Wreckage for 
Over Two Hours While 
Firemen Dig Him Out.

Washington, June 3 — (AP) — 
President Hoover said today he had ' 
not changed his opinion that the 
Spanish-American war veterans 
pension bill enacted over his veto 
yesterday by Congress was unwise.

"I favored a liberalization of the 
Spanish war veteran pensions. Hoo­
ver said, "because they have not 
been on a parity with other ser­
vices, but I have not changed my 
opinion that it should have been 
worked out In such a way that rich 
men, or men having substantial in­
comes, should not draw pensions 
from the government.

No Pauper Provision
"I have made no suggestion at 

any time of a pauper provision 
against veterans or anything akin 
thereto.

"I do not believe we should alter 
the principles which have been held 
for Civil War veterans all these 70 
years, requiring that men claiming 
pensions should have at least 90 
davs service.

"F'urther than this, I do not be­
lieve it is right to change our na­
tional policy and to call upon the 
nation to pay disability allowances 
to men who have or who may to­
morrow destroy their health by 
vicious habits.

"I have received numerous com­
munications from veterans support­
ing those views.

Washington, June 3.—Both 
branches of Congress ignored Presi­
dent Hoover’s first important vet(; 
yesterday, and by overwhelmi-ng 
majorities enacted into law the 
$11,000,000 bill liberalizing Spanish- 
American War pensions.

The Senate, acting first, overrode 
the veto by a vote of 61 to 18, many 
regular Republicans joining wl^h 
the Democrats and insurgents 
to pile up the largest anti-Adminis- 
tration majority yet recorded.

Graf Zeppelin with 22 passengers 
aboard has soared once more over 
Lakehurst and, her motors singing 
a deep and solemn farewell, was 
headed out over the Atlantic' ocean 
today for the seventh time. She 
passed over New York at 10 p. m., 
E. S. T.

The giant ship started on her 
homeward journey at 9:12 p. m., 
(E. S. T.) and at 10 o’clock was 
passing over New York City. At 
1:10 a. m. she reported in a radio 
message she was passing over Nan­
tucket lightship off the Massachu­
setts coast about 215 miles from 
New York. Nantucket Light is the 
last marker off the American coast 
for trans-Atlantic ships.

To Stop in Spain
The Graf Zeppelin on her trip to 

Friedrichshafen, Germany, plans to 
stop at Seville, Spain, which her 
commander expected to reach in 
fifty hours. She also stopped at Se­
ville on her flight to this country, 
via Brazil.

A few minutes before she rose 
gently last night into a sky so blue 
and spangled with stars so golden 
that the effect was like a back drop 
In a theater, her commander indi­
cated that the end of the Graf’s ca­
reer was in sight.

By a year from next fall, said Dr. 
Hugo Eckener, he hopes to have 
three big ships, each able to carry 
24 passengers and 20 tons of mail 
and freight, sailing on schedule 
across the Atlantic.

“can be put into alcohol and pre­
served.’’

STATE CENSUS

New Haven, June 3.—(AP)— 
There were only 18 to’̂ ms in Con­
necticut to be heard from on popula­
tion figures In the census at noon 
today. The figures for IfiO towns 
were 1,320,811 as compared with 
1,135,953 in 1920 a gain of 184,259.

The entire population of the state 
In the 1920 count was 1,880,831.

“I wish to emphasize,” he said,

Walsh asked If that meant Can­
non was dissatisfied with enforce­
ment.

“The telegram speaks for itsalf,” 
replied the bishop.

Cannon said he urged Mellon to 
support the Harris amendment to 
increase prohibition appropriations 
by $25,000,000.

Mellon replied in a telegram that 
the amendment would restrict the 
appropriation to the Prohibition 
Bureau, while enforcement also de­
pended on the Coast Guard and 
other agencies.

Asks More Courts 
Cannon then wired Mellon the 

distribution should be left to the 
secretary. This telegram also urged 
creation of additional Federal 
courts.

Walsh, who is a dry, commented 
that it appeared "you addressed 
yourself to heads of departments, as 
well as . to Congress.” He asked if 
the bishop sought appointment of 
government officers.

“My position on that for 30 years 
has been that it must be an exefip- 
tional^case for me to take part In 
the appdlntment of officials," Can­
non answered. "I was in this work 
from the moral point and not from 
the political. I very rarely did it. I 
have occasionally done so.”

Walsh produced a letter by the 
Southern Methodist Board secre­
tary, Dr. Crawford, to Cannon, say­
ing Heywood Hardy, of Texas, 
might succeed Mabel Walker Wille- 
brandt in charge of proTiibition 
prosecutions. It acf ed Attorney Gen­
eral Mitchell might want to know 
the attitude of prohibition boards. 
Cannon said he took no action.

Letters To Hoover 
An exchange of correspondence 

between Cannon and President 
Hoover, before his inauguration, was 
read.

The letter to Hoover, dated Jan. 
24, 1929, said:

“In order that you may have full 
information, I am enclosing some 
statements In reference to the ap­
propriation of $24,000,000.”

Hoover replied:
“Many thanks Indeed for your 

letter of January 24. I am very glad 
to have the Information you send.” 

The letter from Crawford to Can­
non said in part:

“I understand that before making 
any appointment Mr. Mitchell is go­
ing to want to know how the great 
prohibition board stand in the mat­
ter.”

Walsh read a letter from Cannon 
saying Representative Garner of 
Texas, the House Democratic lead­
er, might name Representative Mc­
Duffie of Alabama Democratic 
whip.

“So you took a part in the selec­
tion of the Democratic whip?” in­
quired Walsh.

“I did not,” replied the bishop. "I 
took no part in that. I said nothing 
to Mr. Garner.”

Walsh asked Cannon If his church 
board had taken any part in the 
election of Congressmen.

Reads Board Report 
Cannon read a committee report 

of the board adopted in 1926, de­
manding the law “be enforced by its 
friends, from revenue collection to 
President.”

He read another report adopted 
by the general conference of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church, South, 
in 1926, declaring “whatever money 
and men are necessary to compel 
obedience to the law,” must be 
available.

A letter by Crawford to the Rev. 
W. J. Carpenter of Palatka, Florida, 
dated April 3, 1929, said:

“Since Mr. Hoover’s inauguration 
I heard Dr. Clarence True Wilson 
say that Mr. Coolidge never made 
but one helpful declaration, and 
then that night he tried to suppress 
the publicaUon of that, I refer to 
prohibition matters.”

Cannon explained that in 1928 he 
had disagreed publicly with the 
Anti-Saloon League over its plan 
of action for southern Democrats in 
the event a wet Democrat was 
nominated for the Presidency.

He and Dr. A. J. Barton "had felt 
they could not agree with the plan 
announced by the late Wayne B. 
Wheeler, and they Issued a public 
statement expressing their own 
views.

Canoon said his offices in Wash­
ington were located in the same 
building with the Anti-Saloon Lea­
gue.

The bishop said he belonged to the 
committee of 1,000, of the National 
Temperance Coimcll, and to the 
legislative conference of the 
churches.

“Just to show that alcohol damns 
the body and soul of men who use 
it.”

come eligible for compensation and 
(3) that it provided no method by 
which the Government might de­
termine whether an applicant was 
really in need of the pension.

Although many members private­
ly conceded that it was a strong 
veto and that the President was 
justified in his objections, the Ad­
ministration leadership in both 
branches crumbled in the face of 
the campaign put on by the veter­
ans’ organization to pass the bill 
over the veto. On tiie eve of an 
election in which all the representa­
tives and one-third of the senators 
must face the voters, there was a 
distinct reluctance to antagonize 
such a powerful organization as the 
Spanish ,'War ’Veterans Association,

Not the overriding of the Presi­

dent’s veto of the Spanish War pen­
sion hill, hut the manner of its do­
ing, the gleeful pack spirit that 
animated Congress in its tearing 
and rending of the document, must 
serve to bring about grave specula­
tion as to whether the pacific policy 
of Mr. Hoover with relation to the 
legislative arm is to prove a failure.

From the moment of taking office 
President Hoover has allowed it to 
he known that he held in particular 
respect the principle of separation 
of executive and legislative func­
tions: that he did not intend to en­
croach at all upon the prerogatives 
of Congress: that his idea of gov­
ernment was for the legislative 
branch to attend to its own alfairs 
and for the President to attend to 
the executive and admimstrative 
end of the business. It was evident 
from the start, for that matter, Chat 
he was more interested in the ad­
ministrative than in the law-mak­
ing department and saw, or thought 
he saw, sufficient opportunity for a 
very capable chief executive to keep 
himself busy, with great advantage 
to the country, with those affairs 
which were peculiarly under his con­
trol.

To actual leadership. of the na­
tional legislature, in the sense that 
many Presidents have assumed to 
lead it, it was evident that he did 
not aspire. And it is highly probable 
that he figfured it out that a Presi­
dent who attended strictly to • his 
own affairs would be able, when he 
needed it, to get more co-operation 
from Congress than one who was 
constantly seeking to direct its ac­
tion.

It begins to look as though Mr. 
Hoover had made a large mistake.

It begins to look as though the 
President, in fact, were dealing with 
a bully. And a bully who is not sys- 

< tematically subdued must always 
and inevitably seek to subdue some­
body else.

There was not the slightest need 
of this gratuitous and insulting 
sweeping aside of the President s 
objections to the pension bill in 
question. The objections were utter­
ly valid. They did not refer to any 
vital quality in the measure. In 
twenty minutes the bill could have 
been so altered as to meet them all 
and yet retain every particle of the 

■ merit It possessed. And the Presi­
dent would have approved of a bill 
so written. Everybody in Congress 
and out of it knew that.

Yet by an overwhelming vote that 
included not only every member of 
the opposition in both branches but 
dozens of senators and representa­
tives- of his own party Congress 
leaped upon the veto like a starved 
wolf on a woimded lamb.

Now the question is. How Ib Presi­
dent Hoover going to react to this 
attitude, which can only be inter­
preted as serving notice on him that 
where Congress is concerned he cuts 
no figure?

Those who know Mr. Hoover best 
and who have known him longest 
tell us ’ that there is, behind that 
placid demeanor, a fighting man. 
The coxmtry will be deeply interest­
ed to see whether this challenge by 
Congress caUs the fighting qualities 
into action—whether President Hoo­
ver -will continue to stick to his 
theory of non-interference with 
Congress or whether he will show 
the recalcitrant legislators what a 
President can do to them when he 
gets his mad up?

ACID FRUITS DO NOT CAUSE 
ACIDOSIS

INVALID ORDINANCES
A sound lesson in the law making 

powers of municipalities is read in 
the decision of the Supreme Court 
of Errors which invalidates a milk 
ordinance adopted by the city of 
Shelton.

Shelton’s council passed an ordi­
nance prohibiting the sale within 
the city limits of any milk whatso­
ever, unless it ^was pasteurized or 
from tuberculin tested cattle. A  
dealer, whose name happens to be 
the same as that of the city, defied 
the ordinance, setting up that his 
milk was not only absolutely pure 
but complied in every way with the 
state law, though it was neither 
pasteurized nor from tested cows.

The case was carried to the Su­
preme Court, which now rules that 
no municipality has the power to 
adopt an ordinance in direct conflict 
■with a statute of the state.

“This is not a case of the ordi­
nance speaking where the statute is 
silent,” the opinion reads: “ it is a 
case of a direct conflict between 
statutes and ordinances. They are 
irreconcilably inconsistent with one 
another. The ordinance must yield.” 

How many times municipalities in 
this state have gone ahead with the 
adoption of ordinances -without con­
sulting state statutes which may 
or may not conflict with the local 
measures we have no idea, but the 
instances have been at least numer­
ous.

There is nothing to prevent the 
towns and cities from passing any 
number of regulatory laws , which 
are supplementary in their charac­
ter to those of the state, hut, as the 
court points out, where such local 
regulations are in direct opposition 
to the statutes of the common 
wealth their invalidity is obvious. 
The tail cannot wag the dog.

CENSUS REACTION 
The plight in which a great num­

ber of important American commu­
nities find themselves as a result of 
the census—that o f being actually 
In a static condition as to growtfl of 
population while their suburban 
neighbors are adding to their count 
with great rapidity—may compel a 
revision of our system of keeping 
population accounts, so to speak.

The purpose of census figures is 
of course, to supply true informa­
tion as to the number of persons liv­
ing in such or such a place. There 
appears to be a possibility that, for 
the purposes of the stranger, the 
latest census may nojt convey this 
information very accurately. If the 
outsider, concerned for business rea 
sons in ascertaining the number of 
persons approachable through 
coimection at Hartford, for exam­
ple, consults the census and finds 
the number to be 161,000, he is be 
ing misinformed: because the popu­
lation centering upon Hartford’ 
business district is nearer to a quar­
ter of a million. So proportionately, 
■with New Haven and Bridgeport. 
Each of these cities is, for every 
practical purpose, fifty thousand'or 
more greater than the census shows. 
And so with any number of other 
communities throughout the coun­
try.

New York, June 3 .—Broadway’s 
one and only playwrighting native 
son today runs for the peace and 
quiet of the European provinces or 
the pastoral Cape Cod country 
whenever he feels the creative ruge.

He is, if you don’t already know 
it, Eugene O’Neill, whose works 
have long since revolutionized the 
box office products of the gay gulch.

When I say “native son,” I mean 
literally that he was bom imder the 
dazzling arcs of the gay white way. 
His father, James O’Neill, was one 
of the great troupers of yesteryear. 
His birthplace was the old Beimett 
House, since renamed ’The Cadillac.

As a child he w m  spun about the 
country, as his father’s company 
went on tour in romantic dramas. 
He grew up in Greenwich Village 
and prowled about the waterfront 
bars in search of materials. It is 
recorded that he wrote the notes 
for his earlier sea plays on margins 
of the Bartender’s Guide.

Today, writing plays of ideas, he 
finds the turgid atmosphere of the 
city an impossible setting for his 
meditations.

There are a certain 
per cent of birthmarks on children 
and if these happen to resemble any 
particular objects in shape the 
mother tries to remember some­
thing of which she was afraid dur­
ing the period she was carrying the 
child. But mothers are no doubt 
frightened many times without the 
child having any marks, though if 
the child is marked she, of course, 
recalls these instances.

When maple trees are all out in

leaf it’s time to plant window boxes. 
Tender plants, such as are used fre- 
quently for box plants, cannot stand 
frost, and cool nights when the tem­
perature drops below 45 degrees are 
likely to check their growth. Maple 
trees, however, are good indicators 
of the time for planting all tender 
growth.

If you build a window box, allow 
12 inches for depth and at least 
eight inches from front to back, the 
length, of course, to fit the location. 
These dimensions allow for an ade­
quate reserve of lioth plant food and 
moisture in the mass of soil in the 
box.

Before painting the box drill sev­
eral one-inch holes in the bottom 
for drainage. Do not build ornate 
boxes. Use an inconspicuous paint 
such as dark green or gray. The 
plants are to catch the eye, not the 
container.

Get Good Soil
The soil should be neither too 

sandy nor too heavy. Sandy soil 
dries out too quickly. Heavy clays 
bake hard and are difficult to water. 
Soil thoroughly decomposed ma­
nure or fertilizer, or socalled potting 
soils supplied by florists, are recom­
mended.

Many annual flowering plants, 
growTi outside or indoors from seed, 
may be transplanted into window 
boxes. Sweet alyssum, petunia, 
ageratum, candytuft, lobelia, nas­
turtium, lantana and mignonette 
often blossom in window boxes.

Special Plants for Shade
For shady spots, plants that de­

pend for their effect on ornamental 
foilage as well as on blossoms arc 
suggested. Crotons, ferns, artillery 
plant, begonias and dracenas are a 
few of the effective ones.

French Dressing
The basic rule for French dress­

ing is very simple. An acid, oil and 
seasonings are the ingredients. The 
acid may be vinegar, lemon juice, 
grape fryit, lime juice, or orange 
juice. The herb vinegars should not 
be overlooked for they, too, add va­
riety of flavor.

The oil may be olive oil or one of 
the numerous vegetable or nut salad 
oils on the market.

The oil and acid are used in dif­
ferent proportions, although two or 
three papts oil to one part acid 
pleases the average taste.

One-half teaspoon salt, % tea­
spoon white pepper or paprika, 6 
tablespoons oil, 2 tablespoons vine­
gar, or lemon juice.

Mix salt and pepper. Add vine­
gar and when salt is dissolved add 
oil. Beat hard •with a fork or a small 
dover beater. Or the ingredients can 
all be placed in a French dressing 
bottle and shaken vigorously.

If the oil and vinegar are well 
chilled the dressing will thicken 
slightly as it emulsifies and will not 
separate as quickly.

Mustard and sugar can be added 
as individual taste dictates. Not 
more than Vi teaspoon mustard or 
V2 teaspoon sugar should be used. 
These are mixed with, the salt and 
pepper and dissolved in the acid.

If the bowl in which the dress­
ing is mixed is rubbed with a slice 
of onion or a cut clove of garlic, a 
pleasant “ suspicion” of the flavor 
is introduced.

I like the child 
who goes to his parent and tells. 
And what’s more, I like the par­
ents whose child goes to him and 
teUs.

Right there we meet up with the 
other problems of punishment. I  
think this very thing is one of the 
most perplexing things that con­
fronts even the wisest parent.

■What is to be done if a child who 
deserves punishment comes and 
tells what he has done? Are we to 
discourage his frankness by insist­
ing on retribution? And on the 
other hand, aren’t we encouraging 
future misconduct by allowing him 
to go perpetually scot-free of pay­
ing a penalty u^esa we do punish 
him?

If we do the latter thing, isn’t 
it eventually going to change his 
motive for telling aind won’t he feel 
that by merely confessing he may 
do pretty much as he pleases?

I believe that the earnest, right- 
minded parent with a sense of fair­
ness ■will be able to adjust this. For 
a parent can establish such an at­
titude of faith and trqst in the child 
that the child will still come to him 
to talk it out and he •willing to abide 
by consequences without resentment 
and ■without losing the habit of open­
ness and honesty about his acts.

Besides he’ll be able in time by 
seeing things in their true light, 
with older advice and understand­
ing, to better control his own con­
duct. Anyway, we’ve always 
stressed too greatly the idea of 
punishment in child-training and 
too little the constrUcti^ve and in­
structive training that gets at the 
very roots and motives behind mis- 
beha'vior.

GROWTH OF BONES

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN 
Editor, Journal of the American 
Medical Association, and of Hygeia,

More and more experiments are 
being performed in an endeavor to 
find out exactly what it is that con­
trols the deposit' of calcium m the
body. .

Calcium is associated, as has 
been sijd  again and again in this 
column, with the growth of the 
bones and tiie teeth. Already it 
has been w^ll established that m ad­
dition to liberal intakes of calcium 
and phosphorus, bone growth is d ^  
pendisnt on, a supply of vitanun D 
and perhaps of other vitamins.

The most recent series of stud­
ies made by Profs. H. C. Sherman 
and H. K. Stiebling indicate that 
any one of the three main factors 
may be a limiting factor in bone 
growth. If the calcium is high and 
the phosphorus low, the bone 
growth may be aided by the simple 
addition of phosphates. If the phos­
phorus is sufficient and the calciurn 
lo'vy, there is no materials out of 
which the bones may be built.

Vitamin D may be the .limiting 
factor when the miineral content of 
the diet is good, but vitamin D c m - 
nbt take the place of calcium which 
is needed for the best bone develop­
ment. One of the richest substances 
in calcium is milk. Milk is, on the 
other hand, very poor in •vitamin D.

Hence it is desirable to supple­
ment mUk, which provides calcium, 
with ■vitamin D in the form of Ados- 
terol or of cod liver oil with vioster- 
ol, or of sunlight, which encourages 
the development of vitamin D in the
tiody. „ X.. .So far as the growth of the teeth

<̂ is concerned, recent evidence seems 
to indicate that vitamin C also Is 
important for the prevention of 
tooth decay. Unfortunately, both 
milk and cod liver oil are deficient 
in vitamin C. The richest substances 
in this vitamin are the citrus fruits, 
such as oranges, lemons and grape­
fruit. Hence it is highly desirable 
to add to the diet o f the growing 
child a certain amoimt o f orange 
juice which takes care of this de­
ficiency.

Geneva, June 3.— (A P )—The pe*-- 
manent mandates commission of 
the League of Nations opened an 
extraordinary session today to con­
sider the situation in Palestine 
growing out of last summer's dis­
orders between the Jews and Arabs.

The British government submit­
ted a statement to the commission 
calling attention to certain phases 
of the recent Shaw report on the 
outbreaks.

“The government is now studying 
the various recommendations of the 
Shaw commission,” said the Brltl.sl. 
statement, “ with a viev/ to dealing 
with the immediate causes of the 
outbreak and preventing a recur­
rence.”

The Brit'.sh statement asserted 
that the Palestine situation was one 
of great delicacy. The responsibility 
imposed on the mandatory power 
called for the promotion and estab­
lishment of a Jewish national home 
and in addition for the administra­
tion of the country in conformir.y 
with the interests of the populatlorv 
as a whole.

Cohflict of Interests.
"The conflict of interests re­

mains,” said the statement, “and 
the task of holding the balance has 
certainly not decreased in difficul­
ty.”

The British government’s realiza­
tion of the importance of the ques­
tion of immigration and land settle­
ment was stressed. The mandatory 
power still believed in the policy 
that immlgrationV should not exceed 
the economic capacity of the co-an- 
try to absorb new arrivals, but the 
gauging of this capacity was de­
scribed as a matter of many dif­
ficulties.

The statement added that His 
Majesty’s government therefore ha.s 
dispatched Sir John Hope Simpson, 
“a highly qualified investigator’ 
who will soon begin his study of 
conditions In Palestine.

San Francisco, June 3.— (AP.) — 
The fight against modernism today 
had been taken into the world con­
vention here of the Seventh Day Ad­
ventists, the result of a statement 
presented to the Educational Coun­
cil yesterday by Prof. G. G. Kretch- 
mar, of Walla Walla College, Wash­
ington.

“We accept the Bible as the re­
vealed word of God and believe that, 
the Genesis record of a literal cre­
ation is an inspired record of a his­
torical fact,” Dr. Kretchmar’s state­
ment read. “We utterly repudiate 
the implication that man orig^inated 
from any lower form of life. We 
look forward to the soon coming of 
Christ, which will usher in the final 
restoration of nature to its orig;inal 
perfection.”

The prohibition laws were criti­
cized as “ faulty” by Milward C. 
Taft, general counsel of the confer­
ence and prominent in Vermont poli­
tics. Mr. Taft expressed the opinion 
that the cause of temperance might 
be bettered by more enlightened 
legislation and public education 
leading toward self-government.

Delegates were urged to oppose 
the Sunday blue laws by the Rev. 
F. C. Gilbert of Washington, D. C., 
in a talk before the Religious Lib­
erty Council.
