GRANDI'S COMMENT
LESSENS TENSION

Italian Minister’s Speech Off-
sets Remarks Recently

Made by Mussolini,

Paris, June 4.—(AP)—A decided
lessening of the tension between
France and Italy was noticeable to-
day following the speech yesterday
of Foreign Minister Dino Grandi
concerning naval affairs.

The first reaction was decidediy
favorable although it was pointed
out in political and military circles
that Minister Grandi's proposition
was not new, already having been
made at the Dondon naval confer-
ence and found unacceptable.

The feeling Was aroused,
ever, that France would receive
cordially any official  proposal
emanating from Italy concerning
naval affairs.

Grandi's Proposal.

M. Grandi's proposals did not fit
France’'s plans laid down in 1924
whose main purpose Was the re-
placing of pattleships which had be-
come obsolete. The view of France

. was that Italy's naval program,
which is arranged yearly, could he
modified more easily.

It was pointed out that shoull
both France and Italy close their
naval building shipyards for a few
years parity between the countries
would be achieved automatically.
This is because France's superiority
is in batleships which yearly are
being consigned to the scrap heap
while the French and Italian
strength in modern 10,000 ton
cruisers is about equal.

No Officlal Comment.

No official comment was forth-
coming today in government circles.
It was stated that none would oe
made to what some of the French
newspapers today referred to as an
apparent “abount face” Dbetween
Premier Mussolini’s speeches al
Leghorn and Florence and the stand
taken by Minister Grandi in the
Senate yesterday in favoring con-
ciiatory adjustment of the Franco-
Italian naval situation.

called the principal though remote
cause of mouth cancer at & meeting
today of the Dauphin County Medi-
cal Soclety.

It also was said that tobacco may
be rid of much of its danger by
cleanliness of the mouth. '

“There is no question,” said Dr.
Joseph Colt Bloodgood of Johns |
Hopkins, "that the most common !
cause of cancer of the mouth to-
day is the long continued use of |
tobacco. 'The second is ragged, |
dirty teeth. Cancer of the mouth |
must have been very rare before the I
discovery, of tobacco in America.

“It {s since the discovery of to-i
bacco that we have learned that)
some barbarous tribes in Africa
have cancer of the mouth following
the chewing of betel nuts. It was
the smokipg of the short pipe in|
Ireland that first called attention to |
cancer of the mouth and lip. We
have no evidence, now that we have |
our recent experience, that it makes
much difference whether it is pipe,
cigarette, cigars, chewing tobacco |
or snuff, or betel nut. Apparently ltl
{s the irritation that s the chief
cause. . !

Cancer Among Women. ;
uCancer of the mouths of women
in this country very first observed |
among women who used snuff and '
who took very little care of their
teeth. .

“Smoking today among women
usually among those who keep their
teeth clean and smooth and are un-
der the frequent care of dentists. |
My observations show that the most |
common cause of mouth cancer!
among women today is due to the |
use of snuff, ill fitting plates, the
absolute neglect of areas of irrita-
tion and sores produced by ragged|
teeth or rough and dirty teeth. :

June 4.—(AP)—Nation-
today foresaw increas-
ing cooperation of Moslem elemeénts
with them in the civil disobedience
campaign by which they expect o
win independence and home rule
from QGreat Britain. A mile long
procession of Moslems last night
paraded the streets to demonstrate
Mohammend sympathy for the
movement. Later they assembled
on the Maiden Esplanade and unai-
imously adopted 2 resolution sup-
porting the program inaugurated
by AllIndian National Copgress en-
trusted to the leadership .of Ma-
hatma Gandhi.

The resolution appealed to all
Moslems to participate in the civil
disobedlence movement and to boy-
cott British goods. .

A perfectly healthy disinclination
to be deemed a friend of the old
saloon system, on the part of oppo-
nents of prohibition, is probably re-
sponsible for the failure to combat
the most effective weapon remain-
ing in the hands of the drys—mis-
representation of the status of the
open, legal drinking place in the
days preceding Volsteadism.

The Ilegalized saloon has been
closed so long, has retired so far in-
to the shadows of fading memory,
that there are now a great many
young men and women of voting

age who know nothing about the|

institution save what the prohibi-
tion supporters tell them. And a
great deal of that is not true.

They are given to understand that
the saloon, as a factor in the life of
the American people, was gaining
an evil strength, steadily and un-
ceasingly, until, in the very mnick of
time, the heroic measure of federal
prohibition defeated it at 2 moment
of the direst danger that it would
engulf our civilization. Which is
poppycock.

Two things aré true about the
saloon. One is that instead of being
well on the way to complete domi-
nation it was, in the years closely
preceding prohibition, distinctly on
the wane. The other is that while it
was & bad thing, in many instances
a very bad thing, it was never, as a
whole, as bad as it is now being
painted by those who use it as a
bogy to prevent prohibition reform.

The saloon as it is pictured for
the information of the youth of the
country was a place where men
went to swallow liquid poison, to
fall down in their tracks and be
thrown into the gutter; where drunk-
enness and debauchery reigned,
where human beings, beastialized by
their potations, roared and raved,
quarreled and fought.

That there were saloons more or

An accreting civilization—and
particularly the moving picture—
had the saloon licked in that it had
been brought to =a standstill and
forced into a slow retreat. At no
other period in our history, before
or since, had the drinking of intoxi-
cants become so minor an incident,
so little a major interest, as during
the dozen years or so preceding the
war. Even the political power of the
saloon, of which we hear so much
nowadays, had heen growing less
for several years before the adop-;
tion of war time prohibition. The!
saloon was existing on sufferance.
No unbiased observer of the times,
old enough to know the truth about;
the saloon, can fail to believe that
by this time, if it had not been for
prohibition, the business of selling
intoxicants to the public would have
shrunk into the merest incident of
our national lif® and the saloon, if
in existence at all, a chastened,
apologetic and carefully well-be-
haved affair.

Under any proper state regula-
tion there need be no saloons at all.
In these times there could not pos-
sibly be any saloons comparable
with the worst of the old time ones,
or even with the average. FPublic
opinion would not tolerate them.
The same multitude of people now

arrayed against the speakeasy sys-

+ tem fostered by prohibition would

be just as firmly aligned against!

them. !
So that when the drys argue t.hat:
we have the flat choice between pro- |
hibition and the return of the saloon !
they not not only are talking in de-
fiance of the facts but they draw an
utterly false picture of the alterna-
tive which they hold up as the only
choice in default of Volsteadism.

There will be no saloons—and if
there were they would be infinitely'
preferable to what we have now.

i WATCHING THE STEP

One of the most encouraging
aspects of the progress of transat-
lantic aerial navigation is presented’
by the fact that just at present it
apparently isn't progressing at all.
From the hour when Lindbergh
made his historic flight until the last
six months or so the establishment
of trans-oceanic lines for the trans-
portation of passengers and freight
was ballyhooed as being a matter
of & few months, weeks. almost of
days. There was a bedlam of noise
but no intelligent action of any
sort.

Now it is obvious that the big
financiers, engineers, transportation
men—the kind of people :who must
do this thing if it is ever done—are
settled down to the job of seriously
inquiring into the practicability of
overseas aerial services studying the
problem, weighing the handicaps
and disadvantages as well as the ad-
vantages and possible profits.

When Dr. Hugo Eckener was in
New York a couple of days ago he
had a conference with his American
associates of the projected trans-
oceanic dirigible line. This company
was organized a year ago, with
some very powerful financial chief-
tains back of it. During that period
it has kept quite still, making no
noise, taking no plunges. Its back-
ers propose to learn everything
that is to be learned about this busi-
ness before rushing headiong into
construction and possibly ruining
perfectly good chances by inviting
some terrible catastrophe through
premature development.

Moreover it proposes for the pres-
ent to keep on studying the prob-
lem, so its leaders assert.

In the interest of eventual suc-
cess this is the thing that aviation
has needed more than anything eclse
—the avoidance of ruinous mistakes
in the infancy of an art which, in
the last analysis, is .not yet out of
its swaddling clothes. Creeping be-
fore running—and watching out
where we creep, at that.

PREPAREDNESS

Announcement that plans have
been made to govern the action of
the Connecticut National Guard in
the unexpected event of its being
called on to aid in the suppression
of a convicts' revolt at Wethersfield
prison should be received &s indicat-
ing nothing but rational prepared-
ness. The statement of Warden Reed
that there is no reason whatever for
anticipating trouble in the near fu-
ture is entitled to full belief, so far
as this arrangement with the Na-
tional Guard indicates anything to
the contrary—or any other known
facts, for that matter. .

The action of the warden in con-
ferring with the state military au-
thorities on a program to be set on
foot should there be a disturbance
at the prison shows merely the pos-
session of a proper sense of precau-
tion and a sane imagination. There
have been prison outbreaks at many
institutions. There is no guarantee,
naturally, that Connecticut will be
exempt from the prevailing hysteria
among convicts. The warden has
had the good sense to see that the
state's troops would be of far more

use in a prison emergency if they
knew what they were expected to
do and what the situation really was

]

knew nothing about.

This sort of preparedness is pre-]
cisely such as army general staffs
are perpetually engaged in. No
doubt there are on file in Washing-
ton detailed plans for a campaign
against Canada—though war with
Canada is the most remote possibili-
ty imaginable.

It is a good idea to have & com-
plete understanding between the C.
N. G. and the prison authorities, It
is also an excellent idea to let the
inmates of the prison know that
such an understanding exists.

KILLING COP-BEATERS
For the second time within a
month a policeman in a Connecticut
city has shot and killed a prisoner
who essayed the now popular sport
of beating up a cop.

Inasmuch as it seems to be the
mildest of offenses for an automo-
bilist to run down and kill a pedes-
trian nowadays, it appears to be
putting a rather strained construc-
tion on the value of the life of cop-
beaters to make policemen, in such
circumstances, stand trial for man-
slaughter—even if pretty sure of
acquittal.

MENTAL INHIBITIONS
AND COMPLEXES

In this age when psychoanalysis,
psychology and behaviorism are al-
most household words, many people
have had their attention called to
the fact that the conscious think-
ing occupies only & very small part
of our mental processes. Most of
our decisions, our likes and dislikes,
and even our beliefs, are not the re-
sult of .conscious ressoning, but the
result of subconscious processes and
impressions.

Have you ever considered why it
is that you may act quite differently
when in the company of certain peo-
ple? Most of us do react and feel
differently under different stimula-
tions. A man’s wife and children
may never actually know him as he
appears to his business associates
or to his fellow club members. In-
deed, he may be actually unac-
quainted with his own character. |
Much of one's true self may be hid-|
den below the layer of conscious- |
ness, and one of the principal aims |
is studying psychology is to make
us better acquainted with ourselves
so that we will have the many fav-
orable gualities and the vast store
of information of our subconscious
mind available for us as the occa-
sions demand. |

Even though one's intellect may |
be well developed, it is rare that |
one acts from intellectual impulses.
Almost all of our actions are gov-
erned by our emotions. The older
systems of psychology laid great
emphasis on studying the intellect,
but the latest methods investigate
the sources of our emotions and
why we react in some special way to
an external stimalus,

Several men may react to the
same type of stimulus in different
ways, for example, if one man is
held up by & highwayman, he will
immediately submit and turn over
his cash. The second man, even
though he has very little money in
his pocket, will try to kick the pistol
out of the highwayman's hand and
fight, The third man may turn to
his heels and run, while the fourth
man might be so frightened as to be
almost paralyzed. These men prob-
ably do not react so differently
from an intellectual reasoning that
one method or the other is the best
thing to wuse under the circum-
stances, but because certain emo-
tions such as fear, anger, or covet-
ousness influence their behavior.

There is no doubt that many of
the mental complexes are formed
during childhood by wrong training
and influence, and the whole after-
life may be handicapped unless the

complexes which are so easily
formed may be much more difficult
to untangle. You should make every
effort to get rid of them just as you
would a weed in your garden which
was crowding out some choice flow-
ers or fruits.

Many people are  thwarted in
their efforts to attain the things
they desire, but this should not be
discouraging or an indication to
quit. Some of the finest things in
life are difficult to obtain, and the
striving to obtain them is often
more valuable than the actual at-
tainment.

It is & good plan for us to form
good habits every day of our life,
for then we will instinctively do the
proper thing. If one is slovenly in
appearance at home and careless
with one's speech one is also apt to
do this in company, when one de-
sires to make a good impression.
Ever when no one is watching it is
well to be neat and orderly and
when alone to think kind and gen-
erous thoughts,

(Cure Stomach Ulcers First)

Question:—Mrs. G. writes: "I re-
cently had an =x-ray examination,
and the doctor states that I have
both stomach ulcers and adhesions.
Would you advise me to take the
diet for stomach ulcers first, or to
have the manipulative treatments
for the adhesions?”

Answer: I would advise you to
follow the milk diet until the stom-
ach ulcers have been healed hefore
you take any vigorous exercises or
manipulative treatments for the ad-
hesions.

(X-ray Burns)

Question:—Mrs. 1. O. W. writes:
“My sister had eczema very badly
for about five years. She went to
several doctors who gave her ex-
pensive medicines and ointments,
but she grew steadily worse. She
was finally persuaded to try x-ray
treatments with the result that the
doctor gave her an over-dose and
burned her face and neck very badly.
Her face is swollen and very rough
and scaley, also her eyebrows were
burned off. We wonder now if there
is any treatment that will cure her.
She is terrible to look at, and speci-
alists say her face will never look
right again. Do you think that any-
thing can be done? Her face and
neck are greatly inflamed and sore,
and she smokes incessantly."”

Answer: X-ray burns are difficult
to correct, but the best treatment
I have found is the use of the ultra-
violet or actinic light rays. Your
sister's condition of eczema is no
doubt a complication which remaing,
as ‘the toxins responsible could not
have been eliminated by her pre-
vious treatments. I belieye it would
be a good plan for her to follow &
fasting and dieting regime to clear
up the eczema and, at the same
time, try to get some treatments
from & doctor who employs the ac-
tinic light treatments.

North Carolina always lead a tough |
life. Unlike those in other south- |
ern states, there are so many of|
them that the Republican admin-'
istration in Washington can't give|
them enough federal jobs to go,
around. [

Hence they always have a great|
hankering for control of the state
and this year are so excited over the |
possibility that they are having a
real primary for the senatorial
nomination—for the first time in
history. Four candidates are run-
ning and the theory is that the
winner may be able to defeat the
Democratic nominee, who will be |
cither Senator Furnifold McLendel |
Simmons or Josiah William Bailey.

Democrats Are Split

The Democratic row is what gives
them hope. There are plenty of
Democrats who say they won't vote
for Simmons, the “apostate” of 1928, |
if he is nominated, and plenty ofl
others who say they won't vote for
Bailey in case Simmons is licked
solely because he wouldn't support |
Al Smith. ’

The worst thing that has hap-|
pened to the Republicans lately is
the rejection by the Senate of John
J. Parker's nomination to the su-
preme court. You may recall that
Parker had in time past opposed
participation of negroes in politics
and administration senators with
large negro constituences didn’t dare
vote for him. Now the North Caro-
lina Democrats can say that the Re-
publican pafty has proved itself
“plack” again. Louder than ever
they will boller that Republican con-
trol of the state would mean re-en-
franchisement of the negro and
permanent white defeat.

If you would serve your iced tea
as fragrant and sparkling as the
hot beverage, choose the brand with

| care and keep in mind the follow-

ing suggestions.

In making tea to be iced, allow
twice as much dry tea for each cup
as for a hot drink.

Make the tea exactly as if it
were to be used hot. That is, scald
the tea pot and when thoroughly

tea and pour over .freshly bolling
water. Let “steep” for five minutes
and serve at once.

To serve, fill glasses full
coarsely cracked ice or one-third
full of chipped or shaved ice. Pour
tea on the ice, taking care not to
touch the glass with the hot tea,

Freshly brewed, well made tea
poured over ice is not at all the
same beverage thal is made very
strong and cooled and weakened
with water and finally served with
a piece of ice to tinkle. The first
is clear with a delicate fragrance
and taste, while the second is
cloudy with a bitter puckery taste
no matter how much it is weakened
or sweetened.

Powdered sugar is better to serve
with iced tea than granulated. The
advantage of this is that powdered
sugar dissplves in cold liquid more
easily than the coarser, granulated
variety.

Either the juice or sections of
lemon or orange are served with
iced tea. The juice served in a small
pitcher or bowl with a cream ladle
is liked by many persons better than
the sections of fruit.

A Sugar Substitute
~ A “simple syrup” is often used
in place of sugar. This syrup is
most convenient to keep on hand
during the summer months, be-
cause it combines more quickly with
fruit juices than plain sugar.

To make simple syrup, put one
cup granulated sugar and one-half
cup water in smooth sauce pan.
Bring to the boiling point, cover and
boil five minutes.

This is & rather thiek, concen-
trated syrup. One tablespoonful
will be enough to sweeten a glass
of tea for the average taste.

~ CANCER OF BREAST IF |
CALLED IN TIME

The breast is a gland which se-
cretes milk, Shortly after birth in

tains a whitish fluid, but this dis-
appears and the breasts de not
secrete or develop until later on in
life. i

As adult life approaches
changes take place in breasts of
both hoys and girls. Mereover, at
this time they are sharply differ-
entiated for the particular func-
tion which thr woman Sserves.

Years ago it was the belief
that cancer of the breast was al-
ways a large lump with the nipple
drawn in and with the glands
under the arm enlarged. Such
signs represent late stages of can-
cer. The early signs ‘are a small
hard lump in the breast, thick-
ness of the skin and a bloody dis-
charge from the nipple.

Modern medicine has done
everything possible -to educate
the public into a realization of
the fact that a cancer of the
breast seen early and attended to.
early is controllable, but that it
is difficult to accomplish anything
valuable after the condition has
spread widely. In the Ilater
stage, the mass in the breast will
be adherent to the skin, inflamma:
tion may occur, the nipple may
be drawn in, nodules may be
found around the breast and the
arm on the side affected will be
swollen. )

Every lump in the breast is not
cancer; in fact, the majority are
not. Hewever, the cancer is so
much more dangerous . than any
of the other lumps that it is wise
to be ceri# p
of the cxact
that develops.

British investigators have shown
by studies of hundreds of cases that
early diagnosis, early surgical re-
| moval, and treatment with X-ray
and radium means a definite pro-
longation of
many years. American statistics
assembled by numerous imnvestigators
prove the same point,

Nobody knows the exact cause
of cancer of the breast or of any
other region of the body, yet there
seems to be considerable proof to
indicate that such factors as re-
peated irritation bysvarious types of
irritants has an effect in this direc:
tion.

Cancer of the breast should not
he treated by pastes put on ex-
ternally, by medicines taken in-

pature of any lump

which has as yet been proved td
nave real value in the contrel of
this condition. The best possible ad-
vice is to get a competent diagnosis
as soon as possible and to follow
the advice of a reliable physician.

LINE 37 MILES

OF STATE ROAD|

Highway Dep’t. to Award Job
Of Substituting Cable for
Wood Fence to Webster &
Webster.

More than 37 miles of heavy, wire
rope railing will be .substituted dur-
ing the coming summer for existing

wood railing along Connecticut
highweys as a means of increasing
protection to motorists, according to
an announcement made today by
Highway Commissioner John A,
Macdonald.

Commissioner Macdonald further
announced that, based upon sealed
bids received last Monday, the con-
tract for the new fencing to be
built according to department plans

and specifications would be awarded |

to Webster and Webster of KEast
Hartford on a low bid of $84,137.50.

The substitution of wire for wood
railing comes &8s a result of a recent
decision of the superior court which
for the first time recognizes railing
along the highways as & means of
protecting motorists from leaving
the highway in places where an ac-
cident of this type might subject the
occupants of a car to serious injury.
Heretofore, the highway railings
had been considered merely as a
means of marking the direction of
the road on curves and in other
places where the motorist might be
deceived as to direction.

There is little question, according
to Commissioner Macdonald, but
that the wire cable railing offers
more protection than the white,
wooden fences, since when a wan-
dering motor car strikes the wire
the force of impact is spread over
the entire fence instead of being
concentrated on a single section
which bears the immediate impact.
The commissioner points out, how-
ever, that motorists should not feel
that the new railing permits reck-
lessness, since if there motor car
strikes the barrier at either end of
the section there is actually less re-
sistance to the passage of the car
than when wooden rail {s used.

The cable barriers will be in-
stalled in the places which are con-
sidered most dangerous, chiefly
those locations where there is an
embankment just beyond the high-
way right of way and where the
sharper curves exist, The undertak-
ing will prove wery costly to the
