KATO QUITS POST 
IN JAPAN’S NAVY

Changes Made to Promote 
Peace Between Cabinet 
and the General Staff.

\Tokio, June 11.— (AP)—aimax 
ing a series of changes and promis­
ing peace in the future between the 
Cabinet and the general staff of the 
Japanese Nairy, Admiral Kanji 
Kato, chief of staff, resigned today 
and Admiral Shoshin Taniguchi im­
mediately succeeded him.

Admiral Taniguchi, long a close 
friend of Admiral Kotora Takarabe, 
naval.minister in the Cabinet and a 
delegate to the recent naval limita­
tion conference at London, is known 
to share the views of Takarabe con­
cerning the three-power treaty and 
the reorganization of the Japanese 
Navy to conform to it. '

Under the present circumstances ; 
Admiral Kato’s •withdrawal, long I 
threatened as a protest against a c - , 
ceptance of the london treaty by 
Japan, becomes a tactical victory 
for the Cabinet instead of menac­
ing its stability, as had been 
feared in some quarters.

Joins War Council.
Admiral Kato har been appointed 

a member of the Supreme War 
Council, which is tantamount to 
semi-retirement.

It was generally agreed today 
that replacement of Admiral Kato 
and Vice Admiral N. Syuetsugu, his 
■vdce chief of the naval staff board, 
ends the bitter controversy over the 
treaty between the Cabinet and the 
general staff In the cabinet’s favor, 
although the Cabinet still faces a 
stiff battle with the Privy Council 
before the three-power pact is rati­
fied.

Many of the privy councillors 
support Admiral Kato’s -view that 
the treaty threatens Japanese se­
curity, while many others oppose es­
tablishment of a precedent under 
which the Cabinet would have the 
right In the future to fix the na­
tion’s naval strength regardless of 
the objections of the general staff.

It Is unlikely that the Privy Coun­
cil ■will act upon ratification of the 
treaty, before September.

Washington, June 11.— (AP) — 
Anyone who thinks the Hoover law 
enforcement commission is going to 
report on whether “prohibition is or 
is not a desirable thing for the coun­
try” is wrong.

The House appropriations com­
mittee revealed today that Chair­
man Wickersham thinks “there is a 
very large public misapprehension” 
of the commission’s duties.

Testifying on the. second deficien­
cy bill, which carries $250,000 for 
the Hoover agency, he said there 
had been attempts “ to cause the 
commission to take up the study of 
the problem of prohibition—that is, 
as to the -wisdom of the policy of 
National prohibition.”

“Failing in that,” the chairman 
continued, “ the attempt has been to 
create the impression in the minds 
of the country that such -was the 
study which the commission was 
carrying on.”

Conceding that there has been a 
difference of opinion among the 
commission members, Wickersham 
said it had proceeded on the theory 
that it should not “go behind the 
Eighteenth Amendment,” but should 
decide “how best we can. enforce it."

Commlssloii’s Views
“ It has been our view,” he ex­

plained, “ that when we came to a 
thorough Inquiry into the problem 
of the enforcement of prohibition, 
under the amendment and the laws, 
if we were convinced that prohibi­
tion could not be enforced, we 
ought to say so, and that if we were 
con-vinced that it was very prob­
lematical as to whether it could be 
enforced, we ought to say so.

“But, at the same time, up to the 
present, the commission has pro­
ceeded on the theory that our job 
was to see whether the Eighteenth 
amendment was being adequately 
and efficiently enforced, whether 
any change in the law was desirable, 
and what changes, if any, in the 
laws would best bring about the 
maximum enforcement of the pro­
visions of the Eighteenth amend­
ment.”

To Take a Year
He predicted the commission’s 

work would be concluded in about 
a year.

Studies are now being made of the 
prison system, the cost and cause of 
crime, juvenile deliquency, police 
organizations and management, 
prosecution, lawlessness of govern­
ment officials and the value of state 
and municipal crime surveys.

Wickersham disapproved the bill 
to authorize an appropriation of $1,- 
000,000 for world surveys, of prohi­
bition legislation, introduced by 
Representative Andrew, Republican, 
Massachusetts.

New York, June 11— (AP) —Ac­
cused of selling poisonous liquor, 36 
proprietors, bartenders and bounc­
ers from “smoke” shops along the 
Bowery were under arrest today.

Spurred by 32 deaths -within a 
month from poisoned alcohol and 
other deadly concoctions dispensed 
to Bowery habitues at 15 and 25 
cents a drink, Major Maurice Camp­
bell, prohibition administrator, led 
50 Federal* agents in a series of 
raids yesterday on the drinking 
haimts of the down-and-outers.

The agents dressed in shabby 
clothes and with two-day beards on 
their faces visited drugstores, paint 
shops and speakeasies, purchasing 
samples of - “smoke,” so-called be­
cause of its clouded, milky white ap­
pearance, and arresting the dis­
pensers.

Patrons on Floor
’The raiders said they found scores 

of patrons of the Bowery drinking 
dives lying in drunken stupor in the 
sawdust which covered the floors. 
These men were carried out of the 
places by the agents before they ar­
rested the owners and employes.

Major Campbell said analysis 
showed some of the seized liquor to 
be denatured alcohol of the kind 
used as antl-freeze mixture in auto­
mobile radiators. Other samples 
proved to be pure synthetic wood 
alcohol, which he said has no dis­
tasteful odor and Is not readily 
identified.

In a paint store the raiders pur­
chased a half-pint bottle labelled 
“denatured alcohol—poison” for 25 
cents. The proprietor and his -wife 
were arrested.

A drum and 500 bottles labelled 
"denatured alcohol”  were seized in 
a 6owery drug store.

Arthur P. Saulnier, a marine, of 
Brockton, said that passengers on 
the bow of the ship and in state 
rooms near the bow were terrifically 
burned by the burning oil hurled by 
the explosion.

Saulnier was in the smoking 
rooms at the time of the collision, 
he said. Rushing out a sheet of 
flame covered the front of the ship. 
“Men, women and children went 
wild,” Saulnier declared.

The tanker was hit on the port 
side, he said. A large hole was also 
stove in the bow of the Fairfax.

About 10 Missing 
Among the missing he said he be­

lieved there was a man by the name 
of Walker. He thought about 10 
were missing after the crash. A roll 
call was held on the Fairfax later, 
.he said.

Other passengers told of seeing 
persons wrapped in flames leaping 
from the ship only to land in burn­
ing oil on the surface of the water 
about the two ships.

ALL WENT DOWN 
ABOARD TANKE

Not Known at Early Hour 
How Many Passengers of 
Steamer Were Lost.

Boston, June 10 — (A P)^D . R. 
McNeil of Baltimore, Md., vrce pres 
ident of the Merchants and Miners 
Transportation Company, issued an 
informal statement soon after tin 
boat docked.

He said that the ship was pro 
ceeding in a dense fog and that an 
explosion immediately followed the 
collision. As far as he knew all 
members of the tanker’s crew were 
lost. One passenger died on board 
the Gloucester while being brought 
to Boston for: treatment, he said.

“ I am afraid some members of 
the crew of the Fairfax were lost,’ 
he said. “I believe that they were 
all negro members, of the steward’s 
department. The Fairfax had a 
ten-foot hole in her side.”

Boll Calls Taken
McNeill said that two roll calls 

were taken on the Gloucester while 
it was proceeding h«re hut that both 
were useless because of the con­
fusion. He said th|M: the normal

that not a single survivor of the 
tanker was, believed to have escap­
ed the fog enshrouded inferno which 
followed the impact.

At least a score of the Fairfax’s 
passengers and crew were unac­
counted for while the Plnthis car­
ried a crew of 19.

Aboard the big passenger liner 
scenes of wildest confusion succeed­
ed the shock of the crash. Men and 
women belie-vdng that the ship was 
doomed hurled themselves into the 
sea only to perish amist the ragpn" 
oil which poured from the tsmker in 
all directions. Others were burned 
in their berths by the white heat of 
the fire which seared the portside of 
the ship.

The flames which swept both craft 
melted their radio antenna and tem­
porarily ended possibility of sum­
moning aid. The tanker, afire from 
stem to stern, settled slowly into 
the water plungpng from sight twen­
ty minutes after the crash.

Bound For Norfolk 
The Fairfax was bound for Nor­

folk, Va., and had aboard 140 per­
sons, almost evenly divided between 
passengers and crew. The Pinthis 
left Fall River early yesterday for 
Chelsea and Portland, Maine, laden 
with 12,000 barrels of gasoline. The 
spot where the disaster occurred, off 
Scituate, was where the Shell East­
ern Petroleum Corporation, which 
had the Pinthis under charter cal­
culated she should have been at ap­
proximately the time of the col­
lision.

Little News Received 
Officials of the corporation said 

this forenoon they had tried unsuc­
cessful throughout the night and 
morning to reach the ship by radio.

The first and for hours the only 
news to reach the outside world of 
what had occurred In the fog came 
in a terse message from Captain 
Archibald Brooks, commander of 
the Fairfax, who asked that ambu­
lances and medical' aid be held in 
readiness here for the arrival of the 
first sur-vivors.

Later it became known that 11 
passengers had either perished or 
were unaccounted for and that 12 
members of the crew were missing. 
Of the latter a majority were re­
ported to have been negro stewards, 
who leaped to death in- the flaming, 
oil-coated water in the first 
moments after the impact.

One of the dead, a woman pas­
senger, succumbed to bums while 
being brought here aboard a sister 
ship of the Fairfax, the Gloucester 
which removed the passengers. Be­
side the dead and missing there 
were seven passengers taken to 
Carney hospital at South Boston 
where the names of five were plac­
ed on the danger list.

After the initial excitment had 
subsided ship’s officers turned ener 
getlcaly to quieting the sur-vivors 
and rendering first aid to the injur­
ed- Nurses, of whom there were 
several among the passengers, as­
sisted'by other women volimteers 
worked bard to relieve the suffer­
ings of tl(e burned. Many of the 
latter  ̂had been sprayed by tne 
burning gasoline and were in agony.

Seek Survivors.
As soon as it was seen that the 

flames which enveloped the port 
side and the fore part of the liner 
-were under control, boats were 
manned and began fruitless 
.search for survivors 6f the tanker.

The presence aboard the Fairfax 
of nearly a dozen uaval officers and

marines did much to save the situa­
tion, the service men, among tha 
coolest of the passenger?, dashed 
iiito--cabins to- -rescue the burned, 
broke down doors where those In­
side were unable to help themselves 
and aided the ship’s crew in pre­
serving order.

One of them, said by his com­
panions to be the chief radio opera­
tor of the U. S. S. Charleston, Dut 
whose name was not immediately 
available, worked with the radio op­
erators of the Fairfax and finany 
succeeded in repairing the set.

Delay in Messages.
It was then that the message was 

dispatched to the owners and that 
the Gloucester which had left Bos­
ton three hours after the Fairfax, 
was dispatched to the assistance of 
her stricken sister ship.

’The transfer of the passengers to 
the Gloucester was accomplished 
without incident and the latter then 
turned about and made for this port 
as rapidly as conditions would per­
mit.

It was not imtil nearly noon how­
ever, that the Fairfax limped back 
into her berth, a gaping hole in l^r 
starboard side, just above the 
waterline and her port side seared 
and blackened by the fire.

Ten minutes after she-was tied 
up, Oscar G. Haines, of the U. S. 
steam boat inspection service, with 
Capt. Charles M. Lyons, local m- 
spector and officials of the com­
pany, boarded the ship. Members 
of the crew were not allowed to talk 
to newspaper men until after t l ^  
had been interrogated by the ofq- 
cials.

It 
comes from persons passing and re-, 
passing and who see there the. or­
dinary concomitants of drinking 
saloons. They perhaps see the in­
temperate loitering before them; or 
persons going in apparently sober 
and coming away intoxicated. They 
see casks, decanters and jugs, label­
ed with the names of the various 
kinds of intoxicating liquors.'-They 
see beverages prepared and drunk 
resembling such liquors; and in­
deed everything that usually attends 
drinking saloons. Such persons 
communicate their knowledge to 
others, and in a short time the 
places have the reputation of being 
establishments where such liquors | 

i are kept for sale. The reputation j 
! therefore is “founded in fact,” that j 
is, it is based upon, or grows out of, 
the fact that such liquor^ are kept j 
for sale.”

Na Booze Found
Gordon's store on North Main 

street was visited by the police on 
Saturday evening. May 24. They 
found no liquor but they did find 
containers such as bottles. The evi­
dence of the patrolmen on the beat 
was that it was common talk that 
Gordon was selling liquor. Men who 
are in the habit of drinking were 
seen coming out of the place intoxi- 
c&t6ci

Gordon and his wife were before 
the Manchester police court in 1924 
for keeping liquor with intent to 
sell. He was found not guilty but 
his wife was convicted.

Fire Trucks and Plenty of W a­
ter Brings Crowd to Main, 
Wells Street Corner.

A Fire Department pumper in op­
eration with a hook and ladder 
truck parked alongside the curb at 
Main and Wells street last evening 
drew a crowd that came a-running, 
wondering how it came that such 
heavy apparatus had answered a  
still alarm, since they had heard im 
bell or whistle.

As a result of toe furore asso­
ciated with the discover that 
a considerable number of p^ple 
had died from toe effects of poison­
ous gases used in mechanical re­
frigeration, toe American Medical 
Association appointed a special 
committee to investigate this haz­
ard to human life. The report of 
the committee just made, available 
was drafted by Dr. Carey P. Mc­
Cord.The term "mechanical refrigera­
tion” includes all types of artificial 
refrigeration, except toe use of ice, 
chilled water, or air. "The common 
substances now used include such 
gases as sulphur dioxide, ammonia, 
methyl chloride, ethyl chloride, 
carbon dioxide, butane and propane, 
There are, however, almost fifty 
different substances that may be 
employed, and some attention has 
been given to all of them by toe 
committee.

Quite recently a new substance 
called difluro-dichlor-raetoane has 
been discovered, which Is said to be 
practically nonpoisonous and with­
out hazard, but apparenUy some 
time will be required before mod­
em refrigeration devices cab be 
adapted to toe use of the new ma­
terial.

As used today, refrigeration de­
vices are divided into single and 
multiple units, single units being 
used in private homes and multiple 
units in apartment houses.

The multiple systems are more 
numerous in large cities and toe

Manchester is a town where the 
shopping . suburbanite enjoys to 
bring the family car.

Socialistic Scheme to Fix 
•Prices Interests All Par­
ties in Great Britain.

Debbies Find Recreation 
A t Flying And In Riding

London.— (AP.)—The British La­
bor government is aiming a blow at 
peacetime profiteers with a bill, now 
before Parliament for its third and 
final reading, which would place the 
fixing of prices in the hands of the 
consumer.

It is considered by many political 
observers to be the most radical. 
Socialistic piece of legislation yet 
attempted by Ramsay MacDonald's 
government, since the bill, if enact­
ed, will force business firms, when 
so requested by a specially created 
Consumers' Council, to disclose all 
information with regard to costs of 
production, distribution and supply 
of food, fuel, clothing or any other 
article in common use'.

Up to Consumer
The Consumers’ Council would 

then designate a “fair selling price" 
which, if not adhered to, would 
make the merchant liable to a fine, 
imprisonment or both.

The Consumers’ Council will con­
sist of seven members, of whom two 
at least are to be women, appointed 
by the Board of Trade, under whose 
direction the present bill has been 
drawn up. The Board of Trade may 
remove any member that it consid 
ers unfit to continue in office.

In its functioning the coimcil will 
investigate charges of excessive 
prices, or excessive rates of broker­
age or commission, in respect of any 
community. The council then will 
recommend to the Board of Trade 
what price should be charged, and 
the Board of Trade may then make 
an order to that effect.

Fine Is Provided
Each Sale in excess of the speci­

fied rate will draw a fine of S25 for 
first offense. Subsequent convictions 
will entail fines for each sale not ex­
ceeding $50, or imprisonment up to 
three months, or both.

The act will be enforced by local 
weights and measures authorities 
and in cases of wide national im­
portance the Board of Trade itself 
will be authorized to institute pro­
ceedings against any merchant or 
firm.

Producers, w'holesalers, middle­
men and retailers all will be brought 
within scope of the act.

Plants Grow A t Breakneck Speed 
When Radio Pushes Seeds, Claim

WRAPAROUND SKIRT 
HIDES PRINTED SHORTS

Zehlendorf, Germany — (AP) — | 
Speeding up growth of plants and | 
improving taste and texture of table 
vegetables is the latest accomplish­
ment claimed for radio.

Growth has been expedited 200 
per cent by treating heeds with 
short radio waves of 1-2 millimeter 
before planting, according to Dr. 
Fritz Hildebrand, German biologist 
and physicist.

It was found, he says, that the 
seeds of plants bearing fruit above 
the ground, such as tomatoes, re­
quired shorter wave lengths to 
hasten their growth thsm the seeds 
of plants with fruit within the soil, 
as radishes.

Tomatoes, cabbage. radishes, 
kohlrabi, and melons, the seeds of 
which had been subjected to this 
process, were found to grow about 
three times as quickly as ordinarily.

To make sure of the success of 
these experiments, Dr. Hildebrand 
told the Associated Press, the 
treated seeds were placed in the 
poorst kind of soil unimproved by 
fertilizers of any kind.

The flavor of the vegetables is 
also improved by this treatment. 
They are sweeter and their watery 
ingredients diminished, he said.

These results are attained by 
subjecting the seeds before plant­
ing to short waves of high fre­
quency—generated according to a 
special theory of Dr. Hildebrand 
for which he has applied for a 
patent—which are possessed of a 
great energy and capable of mate­
rially raising the vitality of all liv­
ing cells.

Dr. Hildebrand also says he has 
succeeded by the same process in 
hatching out eggs in 16 days instead 
of the normal 21 days and he de­
clares the same procedure can be 
applied to advantage in medicine, 
as, for instance, for the improve­
ment of hardening' of the arteries 
and perhaps cancer.

Paris_(AP)—France seeks to

spread a spider’s web of air lines
over half the globe.

She wants a full share of 
time aerial traffic and ®̂® 
train a great reserve of war time

^ France also desires to reach out 
her long maternal adrial arms to 
the colonies, across the Mediterra­
nean, the Atlantic and some day 
into the Pacific. Just as she wants 
her navy on the seven seas she 
wants her airplanes flying in the 
air lanes that lead to every spot 
where France’s 60,000,000 colonials

French airplanes fly now to Eng­
land, Poland, all of southern and 
eastern Europe, to Africa and South 
America. Already there is a line 
as far east as Bagdad and pioneer 
work is being done to have regular 
mall service to Indo-Chlna and 
Madagascar. The radial lines of a 
big part of the aerial web already
are woven. ,

Laurent Eynac, minister of air, 
has divided the work into three 
zones, the North African and South 
American service, the European and 
the Asiatic. He hopes some day to 
organize three state-controlled coni- 
panies to co-ordinate the many pri­
vate concerns now fighting for busi­
ness. That is toe scheme for postal 
and commercial service.

M. Eynac, as minister of air, con­
trols aviation for the army and 
navy. Three-fourths of his budget 
of $12,000,000 goes for military 
work. He is organising training 
schools, research laboratories, 
searching for toe best types of war 
aircraft and seeking safety for his 
pilots. But he is frowning upon 
trans-Atlantic and other stunt 
flights. .

The merchant service, it is agreed 
by toe government experts, wiil 
solve many military problems and 
furnish an army of flyers, needing 
little exercise to put them in trim 
when the guns begin to roar.

It is M. Eynac’s theory that some 
time soon there will be a sort of 
division of commercial air spoils, 
and France wants to be ready to 
claim her share of the flying trade 
over world routes.

"We shall not be able to trade on 
plans and theories; we must have 
actual air trade in existence to jus­
tify our demand for control of cer­
tain routes,’’ he says.

“France is well aided by her 
geographical situation,” says Em- 
mannuel Chaumie, chief of toe com­
mercial section of the air ministry. 
By that he means that French ter­
ritory is spotted along many of the 
probable great air routes of toe 
world. And he would build more 
airfields, light more lanes, estab­
lish more and better wireless and 
weather posts to make the lanes 
over France and French colonies the 
most desirable routes for foreign 
planes to take.

All these international roads, the 
ministry contends, must be bound 
together by a French domestic 
service, intended primarily to make 
connections between international 
lines. For France herself, it is felt 
that only long hauls will be profit­
able for some time. I t is said that 
letters are written during the day 
and should be transported by night 
and as France can be traversed in a 
very few hours there Is little ad­
vantage in sending by air what 
trains will deliver b.y breakfast.
