Alleged Proprietor of Chain KING CAROL SAYS
Of Hartford Speakeasies] JJELEN IS QUEEN 
Gets from 10 to 15 Years i —
In Superior Court Today.

Hartford, June 12.— (AP) — 
Sebastiano N. Aliano, alleged pro­
prietor of a chain of speakeasies 
today was found guilty of man­
slaughter in Superior Court in the 
slaying on Dec. 4 of Alphonse Min- 
nitti. He went on trial Tuesday on 
a charge of first degree murder.

Aliano was sentenced to ten to 
fifteen years.

Arguments by opposing counsel 
were dispensed with in arriving at 
the conviction. When court re-open­
ed at 2 o’clock after the noon re­
cess Judge John Richard Booth, P̂ "®' 
siding, stated that inasmuch as the 
case was clear in the mind of 
self and his associates. Judges Carl 
Foster and Frederick M. Peasl^i 
he felt that arguments would not be 
necessary.

The judges then retired, return­
ing but a short while afterward to 
pronounce judgment. Arguments on 
sentence were then made by State s 
Attorney Hugh M. Alcorn, and 
Thomas J. Spellacy, defense coun­
sel, and the judges again retired to 
consider the sentence. They were 
out only about 15 minutes.

Tells Brother That When 
Father Died the Title Au­
tomatically Went to Wife.

Bucharest, Rumania, June 12 — 
(AP)—King Carol today was report­
ed to have declared the Princess 
Helen, his former wife, to be "al­
ready Queen of Rumania.”

The King told his br Aher Nicho­
las, and his sister, Priucess Eliza­
beth, that when his father, King 
Ferdinand died he, Carol, auto­
matically became King and Helen 
became Queen.

Since then the divorce was pro­
nounced. But with the parliamen­
tary annulment on Sunday of all in­
tervening events since King Fer­
dinand’s death and his own re-in­
stallation as King, Helen auto­
matically became Queen.

Helen Satisfied ]
King Carol begged Nicholas to 

give this message to Helen, which 
he did when the mother of Crown 
Prince Michael came to bring their 
child this forenoon to play.

Helen was reported as having de­
clared herself satisfied.

ALLANO ON STAND
Hartford, June 12.—^̂ (AP.). Se­

bastiano N. Aliano, on trial here for 
the murder of Alphonse Miunitti, 
rival speakeasy proprietor, on De­
cember 4, 1929, resumed the stand 
on the third day of the trial this 
morning, and was subjected to re­
newed cross-examination by State’s 
Attorney Hugh M. Alcorn.

The state sought to break down 
Aliano’s defense that Minnitti was 
mortally shot in a struggle for the 
possession of Aliano’s gun as the 
climax of altercations that began 
when Minnitti threatened to kill his 
business rival if he did not give up 
his nearby speakeasy and leave the 
city. Aliano said Minnitti bought a 
share in a Front street speakeasy 
w'hich the accused had sold to an­
other person. The defendant testi­
fied that Miimitti was known in 
Brooklyn, N- Y., as a "man who 
earns his living by killing.”

The Defense
Aliano is being defended by 

Thomas J. Spellacy of this city and 
Abraham S. Fisch of New York. 
Judge John Richards Booth is pre­
siding, assisted by Judge Carl Fos­
ter and Judge F. M. Peasley.

Aliano said he put his gun in his 
pocket because he thought Minnitti 
might waylay him around the cor­
ner of his home. He saw Minnitti in 
front of the door of Aliano’s speak­
easy at 385 Front street and he 
opened the door. Mr. Alcom wanted 
to know why Aliano did not retreat 
and shut the door since he was 
afraid that Minnitti would kill him. 
The witness said as he opened the 
door he could see Minnitti’s . bare 
hands and admitted the murdered 
man at the time had no weapon. At 
the time Aliano’s employe was in 
the store. He had testified previous­
ly that he did not sell liquor in that 
store. Minnitti’s speakeasy was at 
419 Front street.

The divorce of Prince Carol and 
Princess Helen June 21, 1928, was 
pronounced in a small courtroom 
■with neither Carol nor Helen pres­
ent. Neither were there witnesses 
nor spectators.

Dr. Rosenthal, Rumanian lawyer 1 
and legal advisor to the American j 
Legation, presented the indictment 
against Carol in the name of Prin­
cess Helen charging Carol with 
“violation” of the sanctity and dig­
nity of his marriage to the royal 
princess in 1921. He also charged 
abandonment of the child Michael.

Carol’s Defense
Emanuel Pantasi, defending 

Carol, then read a brief for the 
prince. After the arguments the 
court handed down a decree grant­
ing an absolute divorce for Princess 
Helen. TTie action by the princess 
had been presented two weeks prev­
iously at the time that Carol was 
in England where it was reported he 
was then planning to regain the 
Rumanian throne.

Princess Helen showed no signs of j 
exultation when informed that her ' 
petition had been granted. She 
seemed instead to be stricken with 
sorrow and said: “I hope that now 
he will begin a better life and will 
find happiness that he apparently 
failed to find with me. I can for­
give, but never forget the wrongs 
he did to me and my child.”

Several days later Prince Carol 
was quoted in Paris as saying that 
he hoped some day the divorce de­
cree would be annuled.

The suh- 
poenaeing of Rizzo is the first ac­
tion taken by the Grand Jury as a 
result of disclosures made at the 
Aliano trial. He will be asked to en­
large upon his evidence of bootleg­
ging and speakeasy activities in this 
city, it is understood.

Announced by 
an Indian runner, the caravel will 
sail around Saugus head and 
anchor, while the villagers rush to 
the shore.

Reconstructed from a 50-year old 
coastwise schooner, the Lavolta, the

The “day of June 12, 1630” began 
in the park at 2 p. m. this after­
noon.

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SEVIMONS’ DEFEAT
This newspaper wishes to go on 

record as not knowing the exact 
reason for the defeat of Senator 
Simmons in the North Caroling 
primaries. We do this for the sake 
of being different. Every other 
newspaper in the North, apparent­
ly, has ascribed a cause for the phe­
nomenon. About half of them de­
clare with more or less scorn that 
it was Simmons’ pimishment for 
bolting the Smith ticket in 1928. 
The other half give about as many 
reasons as there are editors among 
them.

Perhaps the figures of the elec­
tion returns may shed some light on 
the question. Hoover got, in round 
figures, 62,000 more votes than 
Smith. He got 60,000 more votes 
than the Republican candidate for 
governor. That means that 60,000 
Democrats voted for Hoover. If 
these votes had been reversed Smith 
would have carried the state by 58,- 
000. It was Simmons that led the 
bolt of these voters.

Now the total Smith . vote was 
287,000. These, together with the 
60,000 bolters, show the normal vot­
ing strength of the Democratic 
party in 1928 to have been 347,000. 
Simmons’ 60,000 Hoover voters, 
therefore constituted a little more 
than 17 per cent of the party. Also 
they represented the actual politi­
cal strength of the Senator, for a 
shade better than 82 out of every 
100 North Carolina Democrats re­
fused to follow his leadership.

What would seem to be demon­
strated by the figures is that the 
Simmons revolt showed up the Sen­
ator’s bosship to be, as bosships so 
often turn out, a myth. A politician 
who can only, command 17 per cent 
of his party isn't such a big boss 
after all.,

’ So that, in one way of figuring it, 
Simmons w'asn’t licked in his con­
test for renomination for the rea­
son that he bolt6d his party’s ticket 
but because he failed to take a suf­
ficiently large part of his party 
along with him. To be sure he con­
trolled votes enough, as it happen­
ed, to swing the state to Hoover, 
but he also demonstrated his cap­
taincy to be effective over only a 
small fraction of the party which 
he had been permitted, by. default, 
to rule for many years.

The moral of that would be that 
when, in politics, you risk your rep­
utation as a leader on a test of the 
proportion of the party that will 
follow you, and when you find that 
your followers constitute only a 
very small minority of the whole, 
discretion dictates that you do not 
soon again put yourself in the posi­
tion of a target for the majority— 
for they will fall upon you and rend 
you.

, It was the height of folly for 
Simmons to seek renomination at 
the hands of a party which had re­
pudiated his leadership so emphati­
cally two years ago.

Aside from that we don’t know 
why Simmons was licked.

BEDS AND NEGROES
We have it on the authority of J. 

Edgar Hoover, director of investi­
gation of the Department of Jus­
tice, that the Third imtemationale, 
headquartered at Moscow, is main­
taining a special committee to in­
cite revolutionary activities among 
the Negroes of the United States.

On the whole it would be difficult 
to imagine any element in this 
country among which the preach­
ments of communism would stand a 
better theoretical chance of being 
well received than in the Negro 
group. The Negro really has a griev­
ance. The door of opportimity is 
closed against him as it is closed 
against no other part of the Ameri­
can people. On the face of the sit­
uation he might well provide fertile 
soil for the sowing of seeds of dis­
content and revolt.

Yet this is not actually a new 
thing, this reported activity of the

HOW ADMIRALS FIGURE .
If it be treason to lend aid and 

comfort Jo the enemy, then what is 
it when a high naval officer, a sub­
ordinate to the commander-in-chief 
of the United States Navy, publish­
es a document nicely calculated to 
encourage a nation which he re­
gards as a potential enemy to at­
tempt to destroy us ?

Admiral Fiske is the individual. He 
has written to the New York Times 
a letter whifch, if his processes of 
reasoning are correct, conclusively 
proves that Great Britain can beat 
us to death if she wishes to. What 
other thing could he possibly do 
that would more seriously imperil 
our safety—what could anybody 
do?

This is how Admiral Fiske rea­
sons:

Because of an effort now be­
ing made to depreciate the ef­
fect of decreasing the fighting 
power of “only three cruisers,” 
it may be well to point out here 
a fact well known in strategy, 
that if two forces begin a battle 
with a relative inequality, even 
if it be very small, the progress 
of a battle will always go to the 
stronger, and make the in­
equality increase ns time goes 
on. Eor instance, if at the be­
ginning of a battle there is an 
inequality in the forces even so 
little as a ratio of 100' to 99, 
this inequality will soon be­
come 99 to 98, then 98 to 97, 
then after a while 2 to 1, and 
after a while 1 to 0.
Since the rest of Admiral Fiske’s 

long letter is devoted to proving 
that the United States has been 
consistently outsmarted by Britain 
and Japan in the naval conferences 
and so is in an inferior position to 
the former, the logical conclusion 
from his kind of argument is that 
this country is at the mercy_of the 
former any time she takes the no­
tion to drive us off the seas.

One thing Fiske does not tell us: 
If naval strength is so entirely a 
matter of mathematics why 
keep admirals on the payroll? Es­
pecially admirals who are licked be­
fore they begin to fight?

CARAWAY MYSTERY
Who put Senator Caraway’s toil- 

unmarked hands under the thumb­
screws? And how? And why?

More interesting than the ques­
tion, “What shall the lobby commit­
tee do about Bishop Cannon?” is 
the one, “What influence or pressure 
or individual or consideration caused 
Caraway first to loudly shout, in 
Arkansas, that the Bishop was all 
right and didn’t have to pay any at­
tention to the orders of any lobby 
committee whatsoever, and later, in 
Washington, to almost tearfully 
take it all back, abjectly apologize 
to his fellow committeemen and de­
clare that if the committee has 
made many mistakes its chairman 
(Caraway) had made most of all.

It is not only surprising, it is, so 
far, inexplicable. It would be very 
easy to explain if it could be as­
sumed that when Senator Caraway 
was out there in Arkansaw among 
the old home folks, he got lit up a 
little and made his pro-Cannon dec­
laration imder the influence of some 
of that Okark forty-rod which is 
the same yesterday, today and for­
ever, prohibition or no prohibition, 
and which leaves its victims shiid- 
dering under a particularly vicious 
brand of remorse. But Caraway is 
dry—very dry. So the explanation 
must be sought elsewhere.

And there isn’t even a clue.

Washington—It makes a good 
story to say that Miss Grace Abbott 
is being considered for secretary of 
labor to succeed James John Davis, 
but everyone who knows anything 
around here realizes that President 
Hoover is about as likely to appoint 
the lady as he is to send a diamond-' 
studded loving cup to the Senate at 
the close of the present session of 
Congress.

She’s No Stuffed Shirt

I vote and on the other he must be 
j ever so careful not to give labor 
enough of a break to arouse criti­
cism from employing corporations 
which CEin be depended upon for 

■ political contributions.
I A secretary of labor ought to be 
able to dig up a union card out of 
his old papers, but he must have 
piled up enough money, and prop­
erty to realize that this is the best 
of all possible worlds and that 
changes are always dangerous. 
When business depressions come 
along he must be able to rise up 
and blame them on the Senate, the 
bolsheviki, the Democrats or some­
body and when several 'million per­
sons are unemployed he must be 
able to proclaim that a few hundred 
thousand are merely taking a vol­
untary vacation and that every­
thing will be all right in a week or 
two.

Now the sad fact is that not even 
do we Miss Abbott’s warmest friends can 

argue that she could live up to 
such standards. They are forced to 
admit that she is earnest, capable 
and active. Instead of ignoring or 
covering up labor problems it would 
be just like Miss Abbott to try to 
do something about them.

She has a union card—federal em­
ployes’ union—but she has It be­
cause she believes in labor unions 
and not because she needed a card 
to get and hold a job. Her service 
with the Children’s Bureau dates 
back to 1916 and she was beginning 
to administer the Child Labor a6t 
when it was strangled. President 
Harding appointed her chief of the 
bureau when Julia Lathrop left and 
everyone who is interested in the 
bureau says she has done an ad­
mirable job there.

Has a Fine Record 
Miss Abbott’s greatest Interest 

has always centered on labor and 
industrial problems. She knows 
political science a n d  economics 
backward. Her reputation is inter­
national. She comes from one of 
the most prominent families in 
Nebraska. The Republlcar' congres­
sional delegation from Nebraska has 
united In endorsing her as the next 
secretary of labor.

Her administrative experience in 
Washington is undupllcated by any 
other woman. She knows all about 
immigration, which comes imder 
the labor Department, and ha  ̂ writ­
ten a book on the subject.

DYSENTERY AND DIARRHEA.

I Not to betray any more studio 
, secrets than necessary—but there’s 
nothing more amusing to me than

Dysentery and diarrhea both 
caused by some irritation of the in­
testinal tract. These_disesu3es are 
most likely to occur during the 
summer in the cooler climates an-i 
at any time of the year In the torrid 
zone.

Bacillary dysentery principally 
involves the large bowl. The disease 
Is severe, coming on suddenly, and 
may occur either singularly - of In 
epidemic form. It is caused by a 
specific organism which can oe 
recognized by microscopic e x a l t a ­
tion of the stools. There is a catar­
rhal or a fibrous inflammation of 
lining of the colon, and aS'- the di­
sease progresses, the muedus mem­
brane may be destroyed, leaving 
large ir r e t^ ^  superficial ulcers. 
The disease may advance to such a 
state that the muscular lining of 
the colon is exposed. The period of 
incubation may be very short—^fron 
onq to five after the beginning of 
the epidemic.

The first symptom of a sharp 
pain in the stomach is usually fol­
lowed by a bowel movement. An­
other pain follows quickly. In the 
beginning, the dlMharges are wa­
tery, and are so<m followed by a 
mix of blood and mucus. The num­

ber of times each patient baa -to go 
to the stool may increase until this 
annoyance may occur with several 
evacuations every hours of the day 
and night.

The rectum frequently becomes 
distressingly prtdapsed. Because of 
the large amount of water lost by 
the blood, the urine may be scanty 
and very acid in reaction. A severe 

j toxic poison of the body usually de­
velops in about the second weex. 
The abdomen is distinctly sensitive. 
The temperature is not high, but 
the pulse is irregular and rapid. 
Some, cases recover quickly, others 
develop into a chronic condition and 
are very obstinate to handle. The 
more severe cases result in toxic 
poisoning and death.

Patients afflicted with this di­
sease should rest in bed and be giv­
en con^nued' hot abdominal appli­
cations; heat applied over the mid­
dle of the back about level with the 
twelfth dorjsal or first lumbar ver­
tebra are also helpful. Enemas ot 
plain warm water should be given 
in spite of the fact that the bowels 

moving frequently.. The water 
helps to relieve the irritation.'  .

Temporary diarrhea is not unusu­
al, as It may be brought on by ner­
vousness or by any agent which will 
disturb the balance between the se­
cretions poured into the Intestines 
and the absorbtion of the fluid con­
tents of the bowels. Special types 
of diarrhea may be brought on. by 
some kind of food which causes It 
in patients never otherwiite 
troubled. . .

In children diarrhea is frequently 
caaisd by eating peaches r : and 
starchy food at the r ime tlme dlir.- 
Ing an abundance of tha c>op.

Inflammation of the stomach 
also cause this disease. Hypej 
thyroidism may disturb the symi^ 
thetic nervous system and produK 
diarrhea. An under-secretion of u  
pancreatic juice may also brti] 
about this condition. When 
stools show a highly add reac 
from fermentation, the adopt! 
a lean meat diet and non-sb 
vegetables, often brings abou.t \̂j 
speedy relief.' Fasting is very 
uable in this disease, as it a ] ^

Man Who Faced Electric 
Chair Now Wants to Prac­
tice Law as Formerly.

Albany, N. Y., June 12-— (AP.)— 
Having wbn two major battles—tne 
first to escape the electric chair, the 
second for freedom from prison— 
Albert T. Patrick is now engaged in 
a third—for the right to practice in 
the Federal courts. He now is in Al­
bany studying the records of his 
case.From 1900 to 1912 Patrick s name 
was as familiar in the hea^ines^ as 
is Babe Ruth’s today. Patrick, for­
mer New York City lawyer, was ac­
cused of causing the death, by 
chloroform, of William Marsh Rice. 
g2-year-old New York City million­
aire who was found dead Septem­
ber 23, 1900. The indictment
charged Patrick with having insti­
gated Rice’s valet, Charles R. Jones, 
to administer the chloroform.

March 31, 1902, Patrick was con­
victed of murder, first degree. Five 
days later, while confined in the 
tombs, he married Mrs. Addie M. 
Francis of New York City. May 5, 
he was sentenced to death after the 
Court of Appeals sustained the ver­
dict of the General Sessions jury.

Sentence Commuted 
Patrick saw the electric chair 

coming close but succeeded in keep­
ing it at a little distance by succes­
sive appeals to various courts, 
finally taking his case to the United 
States Supreme Court, December 
20, 1906. While that court was con­
sidering the case. Governor Frank 
W. Higgins, commuted the death
sentence. « u. # -Then Patrick began his fight for 
freedom. For six years he bombard­
ed governors with applications for a 
pardon and Nov. 27, 1912, receded 
one from Governor John A. Dix. 
Patrick went west, and so far as ms 
fame as the central figure in the 
celebrated Rice murder case is con- 
cerned, dropped into obscurity. Re- 
cently he decided to seek the right 
to practice again in the Federal 
courts and came to Albany to study 
the records.

Patrick yesterday said he believ­
ed Rice died of natural causes, hav­
ing eaten nine bananas the night 
before he was foimd dead.

Fair Haven, N. J., June 12.— 
(AP.)—Poison, apparently taken by 
accident today was declared official­
ly to have caused the death of Don­
ald Shields Andrews, wealthy chem­
ical engineer, who in 1915 when a 
student at Yale eloped with a prin­
cess.

His partner in the sensational 
elopement, Mrs. Alma V. Hayne, al­
so known as the Princess Vetsera of 
Austria, took her life by drinking 
poison at the second Victory ball in 
London in 1919. ,

Andrews was found dead Tuesday 
in the $200,000 laboratory he built 
on the banks of the Shrewsbury riv­
er and in which he recently spent 
much time endeavoring to make 
precious stoneS synthetically.

He had gone to the laboratory at 
4 a. m. with John Ross, a friend and 
associate, and his body was discov­
ered by the latter upon his return 
to the laboratory after a brief ab­
sence.

Poison In Glass
Chief o f Police Herdon said that 

a drinking glass partly filled with 
water was on the floor beside the 
body. A container of poison was on 
the table and in the waste basket 
was another drinking glass that Dr. 
Harvey W. Hartman, Monmoutt 
county physician, said contained 
possibly traces of poison.

Dr, Hartman issued a certificate 
of accidental death after an autop­
sy had been performed which dis­
closed traces of poison. Prosecutor 
Jonas Tumen said that although 
the Investigation was still open he 
was convinced death was accidental. 
He said Andrews had no business or 
domestic troubles, but recently had 
been under the care of a physician 
for a nervous trouble.

Friend of Hanna
He was the son of a Matthew An­

drews of Cleveland, a business as­
sociate of Marcus A. Hanna. At the 
time of his elopement with Mrs. 
Hayne, he was said to have eluded 
private detectives einployed by his 
family to prevent the marriage. He 
and Mrs. Hayne, however, were 
married in ’ Mamarbneck, N. Y., 
April 24, 1915.

She said she Was the ' natural 
daughter of Crown Prince Rudolph 
of Austria and the Baroness Marie 
Vetsera who were found dead to­
gether in a hunting lodge in 1889. 
Prior to her marriage with Andrews

she had been divorced from a cap­
tain-of the Britieh Flying- Gorpa. 
After their marriage, Andrews and 
his bride sailed for Europe but he 
returned alone a month later and 
they later were divorced . .

Andrews later married Hu m  
Reeder and they lived on an estate 
at Rumson, near here.

Leakage in Pressure Gauge

Leakage of oil around the head 
of the oU pressure gauge, or at the 
point where the pipe fits to the 
gauge, is an indication that there 
is leakage in the line. The oil it­
self never should run up into the 
gauge.

At normal speeds oil will run up 
part way and perhaps will reach as 
high as three quarters of the way 
to the gauge when the car is run­
ning at high speed. 'This builds up 
air pressure which does the actual 
registering in the gauge.

An air leak first permits the oil 
to get up farther than it should be­
cause the oil forces air out. When 
the car has been standing and the 
oil has dropped back there will be a 
partial vacuum in the line. When 
the engine starts up again the 
gauge ■̂ 11 not read accurately.

Using Lacquer Polish
The rules for polishing lacquer 

finish are about the same as for pol­
ishing enamel but it is so long since 
the average car owner has done the 
latter he may need to be reminded 
of the special points to watch when 
reviving the showroom gloss on his 
present car.

Only a very small portion of any 
part of the body, hood or fenders 
should be treated with the polish 
before thoroughly rubbing dry. 'The 
bottle or can of polish should be 
shaken up well every time its con­
tents are applied to the cloth. Fresh 
parts of the cloth should be used 
frequently since the polish removes 
the dirt.

One reason why msmy jobs do not 
turn out well is because the parts 
are not rubbed enough while the 
polish is wet. Should it dry too 
quickly and streak, simply apply 
more polish. There is no use trying { 
to use lacquer polish on anything i 
but a dry day, doing the work in| 
the shade.

Heat Brings Pressure Drop
Motorists who take their cars on 

long, hard drives and who encoimt- 
er some hot weather en route should 
not be alarmed if the oil pressure 
gauge shows a radically lower read­
ing. In fact, it would be more sen­
sible to become fearful if the gauge 
did not act otherwise.

As the engine heats up the oil 
thins out with the result that a 
great deal more of it is thrown off 
the bearings. This reduces the 
pressure of the oil remaining in the 
confined sections of the system.

Thinner oil also flows more freely 
and naturally registers a lower 
pressure. It gets by the pressure 
reg^ulating device more easily and 
is thus regulated less effectively.

In addition, as the oil thins out it 
does not pump with as much force 
as when it was cooler and had more 
body to it. ’This is especially true 
if the pump gears themselves are 
worn.

Bad Logic Spoils Outches
In spite of the high cost of clutch

] trouble a great many drivers still
hold to the belief that it doesn’t 
really do any harm to rest the left 
foot on the clutch pedal. One driv­
er eveh goes so far 6is to argue that 
where it requires pressing the pedal 
through a space of three or four 
inches to disengage the clutch com­
pletely any slight movement of the 
pedal couldn't be harmful.

Such drivers overlook the fact 
that in a single plate clutch of pop­
ular design the clutch collar moves 
backward only one-half inch when 
the clutch is fully disengaged. A 
little movement of the clutch plates, 
therefore, means a lot.

Furthermore, if the driver “rides 
the clutch” there is continuous

Using the Choke Test
The choke—or choker, as it should 

be called—is more useful than most 
motorists realize. How many, for 
instance, use it to test the various 
grades of gasoline that are avail­
able locally ?

If you don’t have to choke as 
much with one brand of gas as 
with another the indications arc 
that the quicker starting fuel is 
capable of greater mileage. The 
very fact that it eliminates a large

This means that if Jones wins the 
tournament, and his chances are 
admittedly better than those of M y 
other individual, local betters will 
be enriched to the extent of ?100 for 
every $10 they invest., The odds are 
given by the South Wales Pari- 
Mutual Company of England.

Bets must lie wired not later than 
June 14, which is Saturday, and no 
amount of less than ten dollars is 
accepted. However, there is noth­
ing to prevent more than one person 
taking part of the bet. The odds 
this year are considerably lower on 
Jones than ever before because of his 
brilliant playing in the Walker Cup 
matches and the British Amateur 
which he recently won for the first 
time in his career.

The English betting concern of­
fers the following odds against 
t o s e  stars: 10 to 1 against Jones
