Ford Wants to Give His Men
In Europe Same Pay as
They Get Here.

Washington, June 18.—(AP.)—
What a seven dollar & day man in
Detroit does with his money has
hecome the concern of a League of
Nations agency and of the Depart-
ment of Labor. It came about
through Henry Ford's desire to
have his workers in Europe enjoy
the same standard of living as that
of his employees in America.

He asked the international la-
bor office in Geneva to help him
and this in turn asked the Labor
Department to inform it how well
the $7-a-day Detroiter could live. It
requested the sum be reduced to
quantities of food, clothing, rent,
luxuries and other things.

The results have been transmit-
ted to Geneva and the labor office
there is now interpreting them in
terms of European living costs.

The Ford study covered 100
families. The husbands avyeraged
250 days yearly at $7 a day, with
average expenditures for the fam-
ily of $1,719.83.

Cambridge, Mass., June 16.—
(AP)—An optimistic view of the
modern trend in liberal education
which is bringing the masses to the

universities, was taken by George
E. Vincent, president of the Rocke-
feller Foundation and former head
of the University of Minnesota, in
an address before:-the Harvard Phi
Beta Kappa Society today. ~

Dr. Vincent took exception with
the critics who claimad mediocrity
was- flooding the institutions of
higher learning and summed up
their disgust with the phrase, “the
very term Collegiate which used to
suggest books, studies and a serene,
secluded life, now connotes to a
vast public, flashy clothes, coon-
skin coats, hip flasks, nigh-powered
cars and cheer leaders.”

Takes Opposite View

On the contrary Dr. Vincent as-
serted: “To confine education to a
small elite set apart to be the ex-
clusive high priests of culture,
would defeat one main purpose of
liberal education, the diffusion of its
{nfluence to the largest number
capable of sharing its satisfactions.

“The hope lies not in exclusion of
mediocrity from colleges, but in the
gradual shift of emphasis in stu-
dent opinion to higher levels of
thought and appreciation. This is
the ideal so piquantly set forth by
President Lowell, who described
the Harvard house plan as ‘merely
designed to make the intellectual
life respectable in Cambridge. "

Hartford, June 15.—(AP)—Con-
necticut stock insurance companies
will pay §1,862,688 to the state as &
franchise tax this year according to
a certification made to the state
| treasurer today by Tax Commis-
| sioner William H. Blodgett. This is

an increase of $368,902 over the
{ amount paid in 1929 and represents
a tax of two mills on the stock out-
standing as of October 1, 1929, As-
sessments were made on the fair
market value of the stock as de-
termined by the state board of
equalization.

A total taxable valuation of the
stock of twenty five companies in
the group was $§981,334,000, or
$184,451,000 more than was shown
in the certification for the previous
year. The largest tax to be paid by
any single company was $657,200
by the Travelers Insurance Co,,
which does not include the tax to
be paid by the Travelers Fire and
the Travelers Indemnity Co. The
Travelers Insurance Company last
year paid $567,000| The Aetna Life
Insurance Co., will pay the second
largest tax which is $358,5600, ex-
clusive of its subsidiaries, which
compares with $255,000 paid last
year. ‘

The trite observation that truth is ‘
stranger than fiction was proved in
a little Balkan kingdom this week.

If a red backed novel told of a
prince who renounced his royal
rights and went into exile with &
woman he loved, who came back to
take the throne of his father amid

general acclaim, who proclalgned as
his queen the wife who divorced
him for deserting her two years
previous, and who then caused the
divorce to be annulled, — well, it
might be regarded as pleasant and
romantic fiction but certainly not &s
something which could happen.

vet such was the course of Carol
11, proclaimed King of Rumania by
Parliament with only one adverse
vote and welcomed by the people in
general. Then, with a throne, he
needed a queen. Hence he decreed
that all laws relating to his exile |
enacted in Rumania from January 4,
1926—the date beginning his exile—
were invalid, and he considered that
the decree included the divorce
granted his wife, Princess Helen, be-
cause ha deserted her for Mme.
Magda Lupescu two years ago. He
then proclaimed her queen,

Queen Helen was understood to
consider the divorce valid, how-
ever, so the next step was ecclesi-

astical annulment of the decree by
the Rumanian Holy Synod, which
was done.

Thus did the former crown
prince, once considered =2 perma-
nent exile, capture the throne of
his late father and remove all hin-
drance in his path. In addition, he
dismissed officials who talked
against his return; he promoted
Army officers and others who had
worked for him; he obtained a gov-
ernment, headed by former FPre-
mier Maniu, of the Peasants’ Party
which aided in his return, and de-
creed wide amnesty for political
prisoners. He announced that his
chief aims would be strengthening
of the Army and Rumania’'s finan-
cial structure.

China's Civil War

China's annual spring strife has
developed into =& real Wwar, with
battles on a large scale, although
there are hints now that peace is
impending. For three months the
government troops, headed by
President Chiang Kai-Shek, have
bucked a Northern coalition under
Yen Hsi-Shan and Feng Yu-Hsiang,
two outstanding northern warriors.
Baqth sides have claimed victories,
but it is no secret that losses on
each side have been heavy.

In the latest stage of the fight|
government -troops -were defeated
by a large Kwangsi rebel army
south of Wuchang, while the north-
ern coalition was reported likely to
capture the important city of Tsin-
an.
Rumors were frequent during the
week that the government would
seek a truce with the rebels, but
Chiang announced he Wwas deter-
mined to exterminate his enemies.
He also denied reports he would re-

sign.
Indian Situation

The outstanding event of the
Indian situation during the week
was the publication of the first sec-
tion of the Simon report, written by
a British governmental commission |
which for two years has studied this
British Asiatic territory with a view
to recommending its political future.
The report was preliminary, a&s the
recommandations will be published |
June 24, but some observers profes-
sed to see in it a forecast that India
should be given Dominion status.

As to India itself, the civil dis-
obedience campaign gained strength
in Bombay. Nationalist leaders de-
fied the government by picketing
foreign cloth shops and saloons, and
sought to prevent mill hands froml
going to work. In addition they
caused a huge demonstration which
resulted in twelve Indians being in-
jured by police sticks, As a pre-
cautionary measure the government
asked for reinforcements and an-
other battalion of troops was sent
{from Poona.

REBELS VICTORIOUS
IN CHINA'S CIVIL WAR

Shanghai, June 16,—(AP)—Indi-
cations that the Nationalist govern-
ment forces defending the tri-cities
of Hankow, Wuchang and Hanyang
against the thrusts of two rebel ar-
mies who suffered their ‘second re-
verse in three days appeared today
in Japanese advices from Hankow.

The reports said the eastern wing
of the rebellious Northern Alliance
forces had made a sharp advance
southward to Shumatien, about 225
miles north of the three cities, on
the Peiping-Hankow railway. Na-
tionalist forces were said to be with-
drawing.

That the military forces of Man-
churiz might be sent to the aid of
the Nationzlists was hinted yester-
day in Chinese dispatches from
Mukden. Chang Hsueh-Liang, gov-
ernor of Manchuria, was quoted as
having threatened to hurl his troops
against the northern rebels unless
the latter accepted his offer to medi-
ate between the Nationalists and the
Peining Alliance.

With the Nationalist government
engrossed in making war against the
rebel militarists, piracy and other
forms of lawlessness continued to
flourish in many parts of China.
