No photographs of the ceremony 
were permitted. As the President 
affixed his signature those grouped 
around him applauded. Repre­
sentative Treadway was the first to 
shake the President’s hand, others 
following.

Six Pens Used.
Ogden Mills, under secretary to 

the Treasury was notified immedi­
ately after the signing so that new 
regrulations could be dispatched im­
mediately to Customs officials. SLx 
pens w'ere used in signing, one each 
being presented to the four con­
ferees present and the other two be­
ing held for presentation to Watson 
and Bacharach.

Three records for coast to coast 
trips now are held by Captain 
Frank Hawks.

Carry a Radio
The stream-lined monoplane of 

the famous pair is radio equipped.
Brock and Schlee planned to pass 

over or near Mobile, Ala., Natchez, 
Miss., Natchitoches, La., Big 
Springs, Texas, El Paso and Tuscon 
and Yuma, Ariz.

For good luck Schlee arranged to 
wear the same pair of tan and 
white sport shoes he wore when 
another monoplane, the Pride of 
Detroit, carried them safely across 
the Atlantic ocean and Europe to 
Tokyo in 1927.

Brock and Schlee took off from 
Harbor Grace. N. F., August 27, 
1027, and reached Tokyo Septem­
ber 14, a distance of 12,295 miles.

The Brock-Schlee venture did not 
contemplate any intermediate stops 
betw’een Jacksonville Beach and. 
San Diego.

Existing records for the distance 
fcrc held by Lieutenant James Doo- 
httle and Major Theodore McAuley. 
In September, 1922, Doolittle fiew 
from Jacksonville to San Diego in 
21 hours and 20 minutes. In Aug- 
list, 1920, Major McAuley traversed 
fcbe west-east route from San Die- 
to to Jacksonville in 19 hours and 
lO minutes with one stop at San 
^ ton io , Tex., for fuel.

New York, June 17.— (AP.)—The | 
drastic decline in stock prices was | 
checked today by large-scale sup­
porting orders, although an enor- j 
mous volume of selling was drop- 1  

ped upon the market in the early' 
transactions, evidently representing 
the liquidation of impaired margi­
nal accounts.

Pivotal shares generally worked, 
higher after the first ten minutes 
of trading, but gains were rtfoder- 
ate and maintained with difficulty, 
as many traders welcomed each 
advance as an opportunity to light­
en holdings at diminished losses. 
Trading was in enormous volume, 
the ticker quotations falling nearly 
an hour behind floor transactions.

The market was helped by a 
firmer tone in the cotton and grain 
markets during the early hours of 
the day, but further price cutting 
in copper, announced during the 
early afternoon, provided another 
unfavorable factor. Some custom 
smelters were said to be quoting 
domestic copper at 11 3-4 cents a 
pound, the lowest since the start 
of the World War.

Speculative sentiment in Wall 
street remained confused and nerv­
ous. Brokers reported that there 
was considerable trusts, but on the 
other hand, some investment trusts 
were said to be still liquidating their 
speculative holdings.

There was a feeling in some quar­
ters that much of the necessitious 
liquidation which has been hanging 
over the market had been complet­
ed, but commission houses were dis­
inclined to predict more than a 
technical and temporary rally until 
commodity prices become stable, 
and business makes notable im­
provement.

Unloading Loans
It was stated in banking circles 

that much liquidation of holdings 
impaired last autumn that should 
have been completed months ago 
had been hanging over the market, 
and only now was being disposed of.

Bombay, India  ̂ Jime 17— (AP)— 
Although troops have stood by 
ready for action they have not yet 
been called on by toe government 
in its campaign of rigorous suppres­
sion of picketing of foreign cloth 
shops and toddy shops by National­
ist volunteers. *

The police, instructed to "handle 
demonstrators firmly” did so in the 
single disturbance reported Monday, 
and for toe first time since the civil 
disobedience manifestations began 
gave no quarter.

They lashed a mob of 5,000 which 
gathered ih front of one of the 
large European department stores 
with short bamboo canes to which 
had been attached leather throngs— 
a new form of police equipment.

The disturbance was of fairly 
serious proportions, and lasted about 
four hours. Ten members of toe 
crowd were injured. Twelve police 
charges were required to break up 
the mob.

The pickets generally did not re­
sist arrest. Police lorries would 
draw up in front of the picketed 
shops. The pickets would be order­
ed to get into lorries, which they did 
without protest, the shop-keepers 
in some instances smilingly saying 
goodbye as they did so.

At the court houses they were 
treated summarily and sentenced 
each to four months rigorous im­
prisonment. Their activities brought 
a tremendous slump in prices of the 
toddy shop licenses. At toe yearly 
auction held yesterday only £150 
(about $750) was realized compared 
to £22,500 (about $110,000) toe pre­
ceding year.

New York, June 17.— (AP)—The 
Stock Market finally offered resis­
tance to selling pressure today, and 
made moderate recovery in spots, 
as large supporting orders attribut­
ed to important financial sources 
appeared for pivotal shares.

There was no panic of short 
covering or violent resound of 
prices, however, tending to confirm 
the opinion expressed in brokerage 
circles yesterday that the selling 
represented real liquidation of long 
holdings of stock rather than bear­
ish tactics of professional opera­
tors.

Naturally, the sharp break of 
yesterday brought a huge volume of 
necessitous liquidation at the open­
ing, but losses in most important 
were held to a range of about 1 to 
4 points, and were more than re­
gained as trading progressed. By 
midday, a long list of important 
stocks showed substantial gains 
over yesterday's final levels.

Opinion in both brokerage and 
banking circles remained uncertain 
and rather gloomy. Some commis­
sion housesaadvised their customers 
to use. rallies to liquidate their hold­
ings, while others suggested that 
investment purchases might be 
made on scale down. Fears which 
have developed in some quarters 
that toe expected autumn recovery 
of business may be as disappoint­
ing as was the spring upturn were 
generally regarded in important 
banking circles as unduly pessimis­
tic, but leading bankers declined to 
offer public comment, recalling how* 
far afield went some of the predic­
tions of a few months ago.

The commodity price situation 
remained one of toe most unsettling 
factors. A tetter tone in cotton 
and wheat encouraged bankers to 
support the Stock Market, but 
copper prices were again shaded by 
some custom smelters to 11% cents 
a pound, the lowest since 1914.

We feel that it is only 
right to expect the district in Man­
chester to join in the movement for 
improving the condition of the 
Hockanum River.

“I am sending a copy of this let­
ter to F. A. Sweet, D. M. D.,"who is, 
we understand, still the chairman 
of the district. Our Mr. Scott wrote 
to him under the date of March 3, 
1930, again calling his attention to 
the need for cleaning the Hilliard 
street tank but nothing has been 
done. We have made the recommen­
dation a number of times previous­
ly-"This is all in answer to yotir 
question as to how this department 
feels about the efficiency of the 
sewage treatment plants handling 
the sewage of the Eighth School 
and Utilities District.

Old Septic Tank

"On April 18, 1928, the writer in­
spected the old sewage treatment 
tank of the Eighth School and 
Utilities District, in the company 
of Sanford H. Wadhams, M. D., 
Director of the State Water Com­
mission, and Mr. W. Pt. Copeland, 
Engineer for the Commission.

"The manhole covers . w-ere re­
moved and the scum in the tank 
was noted to be several feet in 
thickness, very evidently causing 
almost complete choking of the 
tank. Large particles of solids and 
undisintegrated feces were seen in 
large quantities escaping from the 
tank outlet. The tank effluent had 
every appearance of raw sewage. 
The tank was operating so in­
efficiently as to be practically use­
less.

Cleaned In 1926
,"We understand the tank was 

cleaned in the summer of 1926, so 
that nearly two years have elapsed 
since the last cleaning. This depart­
ment has no exact information as 
to the quantity of flow but some 
time ago the day flow was estimat­
ed by measuring the surface veloci­
ty in .the inlet sewer and also from 
the flow over the outlet weir. It 
was estimated that the flow at that 
time was a t the rate of almost 275,- 
000 gallons per 24 hours.^lt seems 
probable that over 2,00()' persons 
are served by this system.

"Septic tanks of th s type are 
usually designed for an average de­
tention period of eight hours. Four 
hours is certainly a minimum fig­
ure. In four hours a t a 250,000 gal­
lon ’ rate of flow, 41,700 gallons 
would accumulate. The' tank, which 
was built over 20 years ago, has a 
total liquid capacity of only 51,500 
gallons. This leaves only 9,800 gal­
lons for sludge and scum accumula­
tion. This accumulation, if a t the 
rale;'of 500 gallons per million gal­
lons of sewage, with a rate of flow 
of ?50,000 gallons per day, would 
be ^posited  in 78 days. After this 
period, the time of detention would 
be lowered and solids would begin

This procedure and the allowing of 
the tank to stand idle might assist 
materially in securing a larger di­
gested sludge accumulation which 
could be drawn off without objec­
tionable • odors.

; "(6 ) It is recommended that
! openings be immediately made in 
i the roof of the tank, that a sludge 
1 bed be built and that the tank be 
I cleaned. This department would 
j then be glad to collect samples of 
I the influent and effluent and keep 

the tank under careful observation 
if there is any question in the 
minds of the local officials as to 
the results of operation after clean­
ing and before cleaning.

“ (7) There is no question about 
the need for additional capacity, 
however, and it is further recom­
mended that the services of a con­
sulting engineer be employed to 
draw up plans for additional tank 
capacity.

"(8 ) An engineer should also 
supervise the cutting of large open­
ings in the present tank roof, so as 
to be sure that the structure will 
not be seriously weakened. It is 
suggested that the engineer who 
designed the structure would be in 
the best position to advise on this 
point.

"(9) Eventually the improvement 
which is expected to take place in 
the condition of the Hockanum 
River may justify a demand for 
still further treatment of the sew­
age than can be provided by tank 
treatment. It might then be possi­
ble to combine the effluent from this 
plant with the’ effluent from the 
Hilliard street plant and treat the 
entire flow on sand filters. At pres­
ent, however, tank treatment of the 
sewage should be sufficient.

"(10) I t is to be emphasized that 
no sewage treatment plant will 
operate efficiently without atten­
tion. Many plants are provided with 
an operator who is constantly on 
the job. In the case of tanks such 
as are in use in Manchester, coml- 
paratively little attention ds needed 
but periodic cleanings are absolutei- 
ly necessary for efficient operation.

Hilliard Street Septic Tank
"On April 21, 1928, the writer 

inspected the Hilliard street septic 
tank. The tank was apparently 
operating efficiently. The effluent 
as observed a t a manhole l^low the 
tank was clear and free from no­
ticeable particles of suspended 
solids.

"The scum on the tank ^surface, 
however, is beginning to accumulate 
and has now reached a depth of a 
foot or two.

After the Hayes brothers had 

said "Good bye and God bless you” 
-the Sydney announcer introduced

Hayes. Hoyle explained how they 
had induced the father to write 
back home to Manchester and in­
quire about his family. Archie Kil­
patrick, feature writer for The 
Herald, who accompanied Tom 
Hayes to Schenectady then faced 
the microphone and extended greet­
ings from Manchester people to 
John Hayes. The broadcast was 
then brought to a close.

They were great buddies, these 
two brothers, Tom and Jack. John 
was a great strong boy and as Tom 
has since remarked "could do a 
day’s work as well as any man” 
either as plough boy, harvester or i 
swinging an axe in the nearby i 
woods. Tom and Jack were the two \ 
youngest of the family of thirteen 
and were together a great deal. 
When Jack received his pay for 
work done on the local farms he pro­
ceeded to share it with his younger 
brother. If he bought a new suit, 
Tom got one just like it from John’s 
pay. But Tom was the more rest­
less of the two at that time and 
wandered off to New York state 
where he got work in a big stable 
among his beloved horses. The 
local members of the unique broad­
cast has always retained his keen­
ness for good horseflesh, and has an 
uncanny knowledge of their qualities 
and faults for all his 73 years.

Tom was working in New York 
state when Jack got the Australia 
bug and wrote to have Tom go along 
with him to the Antipodes. “I had 
a girl, a good job and was happy,” 
he said. "What more could I ask. 
I wrote back to Manchester that I ’d 
better stay in New York.”

Father 108
"John went soon after that and 

mother died about a year after 
thinking him dead. So did father 
who lived to be 108 years of age. I 
was finally convinced myself, that 
he had been shipwrecked or had died 
of fever in lonely parts. Then came 
the letter late last month—from the 
grave it seemed!”

Whoever writes the life of Tom 
Hayes from the point of leaving 
Manchester to seek his way in the 
world will find subject matter of 
unusual interest. He has been a 
tavern-keeper of the old days, in­
cluding the livery interests that 
were always a part of that pre­
motor age. He has been a traveling 
salesman in rural New Hampshire 
and won friends and fortune with 
his geniality and ready wit. In later 
years he dabbled in horses and 
while a resident of Keene, N. H., was 
kno\vn as "Joker” Hayes, one of the 
Granite State’s biggest horse deal­
ers.

Much Travelled
Tom is much traveled and has 

been in nearly every state in the 
Union. In 1915-16 he lived in Cali­
fornia. He goes south to St. Peters­
burg. Florida every winter, return­
ing to his old home late in the 
spring. His whole life story would 
run to volumes.

But he realizes that he is nearing 
the end of the race and that there 
are not many adventures left for 
him or his elder brother in far away 
Australia. Having tasted of much 
of the good things of the world he 
is content to so remain, living over 
each day his many exciting exper­
iences of other years. Tom is grate­
ful for what has been done for him, 
and says so:

Thanks the Herald
"You boys of the Herald will 

never realize what you have done 
to make me happy. When I got that 
letter from John I bawled like a 
baby. I couldn’t read it through. 
And to think that you have made it 
possible for me to talk with him 
again—and me thinking him d e a d -  
after these 56-long years . . . .  it’s 
too much.

GOUNOD’S BIRTH

On June 17, 1818, Charles Gounod,
French compeser of sacred and dra­
matic music, was born in Paris the 
son of an eminent painter and en­
graver.

It was from his mother, an ac­
complished musician, that young ciation 
Gounod received hi« taste for music.
At the age of 18. he entered the 
Paris conservatory, where he won 
in his first year the second Prix 
de Rome. Three years later he won 
the Grand Prix de Rome. His first 
appointment was as an organist in | p  
Paris.v but it was not until he pro-' 
duced his opera Sappho ir 1851 that 
he attracted attention.

After superintending the instruc­
tion of singing to the communal 
schools of Paris and directing the 
choral society connected with them,
Gounod wrote his noted opera,
Faust, his greatest success and one 
of the most enduringly popular 
operas of the modem stage. His 
next greatest success was the opera 
Romeo and Juliet.

Gounod wrote many beautiful 
songs, including the widely known 
Avc Maria based on Bach’s first 
prelude. His influence on contem­
porary music was very great.

Proper cutting of rose blossoms 
allows not only better length of 
stems of cut flowers, but also leaves 
bushes in better condition to pro­
duce more blossoms.

Cut bush roses with stems as long 
as possible. Not more than two 
buds or eyes should be left on the 
stub below the cut. If stems are 
not more than six inches long it 
will be best to cut many of the 
roses back to the old stem, leaving 
no stub. When it can be done with­
out removing other flower buds it 
would be well to cut even some of 
the old wood with flowers.

a height of not over 15 inches last 
spring before growth started and 
usually it is better when they are 
cut back to a foot or less. Tea roses 
should have been pruned in much 
the same way, and hybrid per- 
petuals left as long as 15 to 18 
inches.

For Long Stems 
In a fertile soil such spring prun­

ing will produce blossoms at the 
end of stems at least 12 to 18 
Inches long. By leaving one or at 
most two buds at the base of such a 
stem when flowers are cut new 
strong shoots will push out that in 
turn 'wlU give fin* roses on long 
stems later on.

If the hush was pruned lightly in 
the spring a mass of  short-stemmed 
roses will result and there is a less 
satisfactory second crop.

If masses of flowers on the bush 
are not used for cutting they should 
be clipped as they fade.

Dlllerent Cuttings 
Flowers of climbing hybrid tea 

rosea may be cut In much the same 
way as outlined, while the double 
flowered forms of the rambler roses 
are usually boms on long stems 
that may be cut for indoor decora­
tion as are bush roses, but there 
will be no second flowering from 
the base of stems. If*long sprays 
of roses are needed for decoration 
the main stems of rambler rosea 
may be cut without injury to the 
plant.

New York, June *17.— (AP)—An 
entertainment center, designed to 
utilize the latest developments in 
Radio broadcasting and television, 
is to be established in midtown Man­
hattan by John D. Rockefeller, Jr.

Three square blocks, between 
48th and 51st streets and Fifth and 
Sixth avenues, are to be leveled be­
ginning this fall. The center is ex­
pected to be completed within three 
years. The development will involve 
an investment estimated at $250,- 
000,000.

A skyscraper, sixty stories high, 
is to be erected on the Sixth avenue 
side, and a smaller oval shaped 
building on Fifth avenue. Between 
them will be a garden plaza contain­
ing fountains and statuary and ex­
tending through the three blocks. 
Underground boulevards will care 
for traffic through 49th and 50th 
streets with subterannean, and sky­
scraper parking for automobiles.

To House Four Theaters.
Four theaters will be located in 

the center, providing vaudeville, 
sound motion pictures, musical 
comedies and dramatic entertain­
ments. All the theaters will be 
equipped for radio broadcasting and 
also for the broadcasting of sight 
from the stage when television is 
perfected. The theaters will be 
leased and operated by the Radio-

way radio set, believed to have in 
proportion to its weight the long­
est range of any set yet developed, 
and the gyroscopic “artificial hori­
zon” In s^ m en t designed to help a 
pilot maintain his lateral position 
when flying “blind.”

How It tVorka
The instrument consists of a 

cylinder moimted on the plane’s 
instrument board. A  small gyro­
scope within the cylinder, revolv­
ing at from 17,000 to 20,000 revo­
lutions a minute, remains upright 
and parallel to the real horizon 
throughout all the pitches and 
rolls o f the airplane.

A  model o f an airplane is at­
tached fo the face of the instru­
ment in front of the "artificial 
horizon”  line draw by the gyro­
scope. The model rolls and pitches 
at the same angles as does the 
airplane itself. By observing the 
position o f the model with relation 
to the gyroscopic horizon the pilot 
knows the relatioh of his plane to 
the actual horizon.
